Before turning out a pudding al-
ways let it stand for three or four
minutes to allow the steam to es-
cape.

To test an oven for baking sponge
and pound cakes, put into the oven a
piece of white paper; look at it after
five minutes, when it should be yel-
low it the heat is right.

Small cakes and castel puddings re-
quire a hot oven with the shelf put
oar the top, but large, rich cakes
require slow baking after the first
twenty minutes.

To prevent a beetroot that is brok-
en from losing its color in cooking,
burn it with a red-hot poker. This
will form a new skin and prevent it
bleeding. q
‘Try glycerine for removing stains
of tea and coffec from tahle linen.
Procure it if good quality, and with
it rub the affected parts, afterwards
w%:_h the linen in the ordinary way.

(Wash lisle thread stockings in tepid
water with a little blue; use only
boiled soap, and that for the feet
Qn]y: Rinse thoroughly in water con-
talmng a few drops of ammonia, and
hang to dry, but not in the sun.

An excellent furniture polish. Dip
a chamois leather in tepid water,
take it out and wring it dry. Rub
the furniture with this and it will
remove all finger marks, stains, etc.,
more effectually than any prepared
polish, and will make the wood ap-
pear as good as new.

Hot water cans and jugs will last
much longer if, instead of being
;:upg in the wusual way, they are
turned upside down directly they are
emptied. Always keep a zinc tray
ip. the pantry for this purpose. It
is the few drops of water in the
bottom which cause them to rust in-
to heles.

Baked milk tastes very like cream
and is most nourishing. Put new
rith milk into a stone jar, with a
cover, and bake for several hours in
# steady, moderate oven. 1If you
have not a cover for the jar, cover
with greased paper, and tie down
carefully. Served cold with stewed
fruit this is excellent,

Ink can be removcd from paper, if
the gtain is not too old, as follows :
Take a teaspoonful of chloriated
lime and add just enough water to
cover it. Take a soft cloth, moist-
en it in the mixture, and pat (do
not rub) the stain gently, and it
will slowly disappear. If one appli-
cation is not enough, try a second.

To clean brown boots. First
put the boots on the ‘‘tre: Then
put a little soda in some tepid wa-
ter. Wash the boots with saddle
Soap. using it as dry as possible, on
a soft bit of flannel.

Simple Ginger Beer for the Child-
ren—Turn a gallon of boiling water
on four large spoonfuls of ginger,
then set where it will cool. When
just Mkewarm add a half pint of
molaspés and a cup of ‘‘lively’” yeast.
It will oe fit to drink as soon as
fermented.

Mexican Sauce.—Thinly slice one
large white onion and fry it brown
in one tablespoonful of butter. Add
two large tomatoes pceled and cut
fine, omeé medium-sized sweet red
pepper and one green pepper freed
from vains and seeds and chopped
fine, and simmer for twenty minutes.
Now add one clove of garlic well
bruised, onc-half of a teaspoonful of
celery salt, one-third of a teaspoon-
ful of black pepper, the same of salt,
and one teaspoonful of Worcester-
shire, simmer for five minutes longer
and rub through a sieve.

Elizabethan Cheese Cakes.—Boil a
pint of new milk in a double boiler,
beat three eggs and stir into the
milk while still at the boiling point.
As. soon as. it bubbles up remove
from the fire and put in half a glass
of wine to separate the curds {from
the whey. Cream together three
eggs and six ounces of powdered su-
gar and add to the curd, together
with a teaspoonful of rose water,
half & pound of sweet almonds
blanched and pounded fine and
a quarter pound of melted butter.
Mix thoroughly, then pour into patty
tins lined with a good rich paste,
allowing a teaspoonful of the mix-
ture to each patty. Ornament the
top with Zante currants and al-
monds cut .in thin strips and bake
from fifteen to twenty minutes in a
slow oven. Leave in the tins until
cold.  '‘This recipe, which is said to
have been given by one of Queen
Elizabeth’s maids, may be simplified
by using Neufchatel cheese in place
of the curds and whey and buying the
patty shells at the baker’s.

Bapapa. Cream.—Remove the skins
from five large ripe bananas and
pound the fruit to a pulp with five
ounces of sugar. Beat one cupful of
good sweet cream to a froth and add
the juice of a lemon and the banana
pulp. Dissolve half an ounce of gel-
atine in half a cupful of cold water,
and -strain. Let this cool, then
whisk it gently into the cream, add
the pulp, and mold into shape.

Chocolate sponge.—Into a basin
put one ounce of cornflour, and
three ounces of grated chocolate;
mix this ' smoothly with cold milk
to a thin paste. Put the remainder
of a pint of milk on to boil, pour it
on to the mixture, stirring thor-
oughly; dissolve rather less than
half an ounce of gelatine in some
milk, ‘and them add it to the other
ingredjents. Stir while all cooks
for seven minutes. Add the beaten
yolk of an egg, sugar to taste, and
& few drops of vanilla essence. Pour
info a large basin, and when the
mixture commences to set whisk it
till a onge. Pour into a wet
mould and turn out when set.

Hot Chocolate Sauce.—A hot choe-
olate sauce, to be eaten with ice
cream, {s made by placing in a gran-
ite saucepan a pound of light-brown
sugar, two ounceg of bitter chocolate
(grated), a fourth of a pint of fresh
sweect milk, and an ounce of best
butter. Bpil together until it forms
a soft ball when dropped in cold
water then take from the stove and
flavor with venilla. Pour into the
saucgbogt and serve hot with = each
portien’ of cream. The cold cream
immédiately hardens the hot sauce,
which forms a smooth chocolate
coating over it. The two do not
unite, and the tastc of the two se-
parate flavors is delightful. In pre-
paring this sauce care must be taken
that it is not boiled too long, else
the cogting will hardén too much,
making it dificult to manage with
the spoon or fork, while if it is not
boiled lang enough the two separate
|flavors < are apt to blend. Exper-
iemnce alone can teach the exact stage
twhen dope, but once attained this
dish ‘canhot be surpassed. It may
be made carly and reheated before it
is served.

| the Earth has been a Planet

The time has admittedly gone by
for attempting to ‘‘reconcile the facts
of Nature’’—to wuse a recognised
phrase—with the chronology of the
Bible, which makes the age of the
world rather less than 6,000 years.

Indeed, in the Egyptian Rooms at
the British Mescum, the visitor can
see for himself objects which go back
to an authenticated period long an-
tecedent to 4,000 years B.C., and
great is the wonder produced on the
minds who first make their acquain-
tance. In that same department.
among the mummies, there is what
is in many respects the most strik-
ing of thc cxhibits in the department
—the body of a man who bhelongs to
the Stone Age. It lies in an accur-
ate representation of the peculiarly
shaped grave in which it was found,
and it has been in consequence some-
what irrcverently nicknamed by the
habitues of the Museum ‘‘the man in
the pie-dish.””

A RELIC OF 50,000 B. C.

The particular interest in that
corpse—which men, women, and even
children look upon without the least
thought or suggestion of the fear or
horror usually inseparable from death
—is that it is unquestionably the
oldest exhibit in the Museum; and
scientists have been rather struck
by the fact that the authorities of
the great institution have not, so to
say, taken the bull by the horns, and
boldly labelled that exhibit as dating
from 50,000 B. C. Thus, with one
single stroke of the pen, Bishop Us-
her’s Biblical chronology is multi-
plied by about nine, and it may be
that an even higher number would be
required to satisfy the requirements
of the age of that particular speci-
men.

How long has the earth been a
planet capable of supporting not only
human but all forms of life?

In an address Lord Kelvin once de-
livered on the subject, he gathered
together the opinions . of various
scientific men, which cannot but be
of interest to every thinking being.
Darwin, in his ‘‘Origin of Species,”
stated that ‘‘In all probability a far
longer period than 300,000,000 years
has elapsed;’”’- while later on, in the
same book, he wrote : ‘“He who can
read Sir Charles Lyell’'s grand work
on the ‘‘Principles of Geology,” which
the future historian will recognise as
having produced a revolution in na-
tural science, yet does not admit
how incomprehensibly vast have been
the past periods of time, may at
once close this volume.”’

WHEN THE SUN DIES.

Lord Kelvin himself—then Professor
William Thomson—over forty years
ago, made an attempt to calculate
the length of time during which the
sun has been burning at its present
rate, and in that connection he
wrote : ‘““It seems, on the whole,
most probable that the sun has not
illyminated the earth for 100,000,-
0 years, and almost certain that
he has not done so for 500,000,000
years. As for the future, we may
say with equal certainty that the in-
habitants of the earth cannot con-
tinue to enjoy the light and heat es-
sential to their life for many million
years longer, unless new sourctes, now
unknown to us, are prepared in the
great storehouse of creation.’”’

It is a remarkable evidence of the
acute perception of Lord Kelvin's
mind, as of the rare prevision of his
intellect, that the last words—‘‘un-
less new sources, now unknown to us,
are prepared in the great storehouse
| of creation’’—should have heen added
!to that remarkable sentence.
| As an example of the very extraor-
!dinary range of time given to the
|age of the earth, consider the follow-
|ing statement from Professor Juke's
i “‘Students’ Manual of Geology.” He
| wrote : ‘‘Mr. Darwin estimates the
| time required for . the denudation of
!the rocks of the Weald of Kent, or
| the erosion of space between the
| ranges of chalk-hills, known as the
| North and South Downs, at three
'hundred million of years. It may
! be possible, perhaps, that the esti-
| mate is a hundred times too great,
iand that the real time elapsed did
| not exceed three million years; but
| on the other hand, it is just.as likely
| that the time which actually elapsed
| since the first commencement of the
| erosion, till it was nearly as com-
plete as it now is, was really a hun-
|dred times greater than his estimatc,
jor thirty thousand millions of years.
{ 86,000,000 YEARS OF LIFE.

| Professor Phillips, in a lecture to
i the University of Cambridge, consid-
|ered the yate of erosion between the
i ranges of the North and South Down
ito be rather one inch a year. than
| Darwin’s estimate of one inch in a
. hundred years, so that on mere geol-
| ogical grounds he reduced the times
to about a hundredth. Calculating
' however, the actual thickness of all
I the known geological strata of the
' earth, he came to the conclusion that
life on the earth’s surface may pro-
bably date back to between 38 and
96 million years.

Within the last ten years, Profes-
sor Sollas, of Oxford, working on
| new principles applied to the strati-
fied rocks, reduced this time very
| considerably, for he wrote: ‘“So far
as I can at present see, the lapse of
! time since the beginning of the Cam-
| brian system is prohably less than
117,000,000 years, even when comput-
led on an assumption of uniformity,
i which to me seems contradicted by
i the most salient facts of geology.”

STARTLING FIGURES.

What are the data, it will natur-
ally be asked, on which calculations
of this magnitude are maide? Among

the most important are the considcr-:
ation of the underground heat which |

is constantly being conducted out of
the carth—in other words, the cool-
ing of the carth, the speed at which
the earth rotates on its axis, as well
as physical properties of' rocks at
high temperatures.

The loss of heat by conduction was
I.ord Kelvin's first argument for lim-
| iting the age of the earth. He found
| that if the earth had been losing heat
in the past ‘““with any approach
uniformity for 20,000 million years,
| the amount of heat lost out of the
i earth would have been about as much
as would heat, by 100 deg. C.,
quantity of ordinary surface rock of
100 times the earth’s bulk. This
would be more than cnough to melt
a mass of surface rock equal in bulk
to the whole earth. No hypothesis
as to chemical action, internal fluid-
ity, cffects of pressure at great depth
or rossible character of substances in
the interior of the earth, possessing
the sinallest vestige of probability,
can justify the supposition that the
earth’s upper crust has remained
nearly as it is, while from the whole
or from any part, of the earth so

igren? a  quantity of heat has been
lost.”
’l EARTH ONCE RED-HOT.
By conéidcring the cooling of the
earth, and by tracing backwards the
process of cooling, Lord Kelvin came
to “‘a delinite estimate of the great-
est and least number of million years
| which can possibly have passed since
|the surface oi the earth was every-
{ where red-hot.”” This estimate he
iexpressed in the following words :
‘“We are-very ignorant as to the
jeffects of high temperatures in alter-
iing the conductiviticg and specific
|heats and melting ,emperatures of
rocks, and as to their latent heat of
fusion. We must, therefore, allow
very wide limits in such an estimate
as I have attempted to make; but I
think we may, with much probability
say that the consolidation cannot
have taken place less than twenty
million years ago, or we should now
have more underground heat than we
actually have; nor more than 400
million years ago, or we should now
have less underground heat than we
actually have.”’—London Answers.

INVENTIVE ENGLISHMAN.

Some of the Co:t—rivances He Has
Recently Produced.

The chief fault with most inventors
is the way they rush hastily to con-
clusions, almost beforec they have
formulated an idea. In fact, their
method of work is analytical instead
of being synthetical—that is to say,
they start with a conclusion and
work backward to discover the fun-
damental principles ruling it, says
the London Daily Mail.

To inventors who have ideas, but
are without means or ability to
carry them out, Mr. Braun of Pen-
tonville road, King’s Cross, comes
like an angel in disguise. He is an
inventor’s modeller, and constructs
from mere skeletons of ideas com-
plete models of almost eperything
imaginable. ‘Last year 2,300 inven-
tions were brought to him, and out
of this number he made models of
1,400, varying from a patent shirt
button in two pieces, which can be
fastened to a garment without be-
ing sewn on, to a gun for firing the
higher explosives, such as dynamite.
Thig¢ latter invention, it may be re-
marked, was refused by our Govern-
ment, and is now about to be ac-
cepted by the Ruseians.

A very curious fact about inventors
is that they usually invent out of
their trade or profession. It is rare
that a man connected with the rail-
way invents anything to do with
trains, or a military man anything
connected with the art of warfare.
‘Mr. Braun finds that clergymen are
the most inventive of mankind, and
their inventions are usually articles
of domestic value. Tailors and
bootmakes rarely invent anything.
Of nations the English are the most
inventive, while the Americans pos-
sess the greatest imitative faculty,
and that of adapting their inventions
to commercial purposes. Germans
are also prolific inventors, their in-
ventions usually being of

A SCIENTIFIC CHARACTER.

The inventions that come beneath
the notice of Mr. Braun are of
heterogeneous nature, being simple
and complex, wuseful and foolish.
These inventions emanate from men
and women of all classes and profes-
gions in life and stool combined,
whereby the milk is partially steril-
ized by means of a charcoal filter as
it runs into the pail.

A device for preventing seasickness
by destroying the oscillation of a
boat has also come into Mr. Braun’s
hands. The feature of this is a
spring to which a chair can be at-
tached by iron rods, and thereby re-
main horizontal when the deck is
aslapt. This invention is soon to be
tri:i.pn the P. & O. liners.

Anot invention, which was not
quite pe t, but had great possibil-
ities, was an autocar to traverse
the ocean bed. The motive power
was to be compressed air, and the
car was to sink by means of a huge
worm, through which the water was
forced up a shaft in the car. The
car was not destined for warfare, but
for treasure sgeking of . ‘entific re-
search. Its great feature was that
it would rise to the surface of the
water upon any derangement of the
machinery.

One of the wildest inventions - ever
thought out was that of a clergy-
man. This gentleman had conceived
the idea of traversing the Sahara
Desert with a tricycle, and his plan
was for' the cyclist to lay his track
as he travelled. For this purpose
two flexible hoards were attached to
his tricycle, so that as he rode over
one the other worked round over his
head and planked itself on the sand
in fron® of him when necessary. A
little petrol engine was to drive the
contrivance, and the petrol for its
consumption was to be carried in the
hind wheel, which was to be made in
the style of the front wheef of a
steam roller.

Stréet Decorators Take to Win-
dows in the Winter.

During the winter months many of
the street artists, or ‘‘scriveners,’”’ as
they are generally called, get a good
living by going round to the small
publicans and tradesmen in the poor-
er districts of London, and, by means
of sticks of yellow soap, drawing
fanciful drawing. accompanied by
lettering, on the mirrors and on the
shop windows.

One street artist,
‘“pitch”’ during the summer months
in the West Knd, decorates all the
mirrors in a seaport town up’ north
from September to January. He
admits making S0 miuch as
£3 a week , and getting his meals
and drinks free in addition.

Over Thirty Magnificent Pianos
Hired by the Late Queen
Victoria.

The statement that Queen Victoria
got her pianos on the hire system
reads curiously to many peuple, who
imagine that when Royalty require a
thing they simply order and pay for
it, irrespective of cost. During the
latter years of her reign, however, it
i9 a fact that Queen Victoria decided
to have her pianos on the hire 3
tem, and after her death over thirty
of these instruments were removed
from the differeet Royal residences by
Messrs, FErard, who had supplied
them, says London Answers.

.Most of them are magnificent up-
right grands, superbly decorated, and
are much sought after by all sorts
of people—especially Americans, who
would pay huge prices to secure such
a relic of Royalty. . Only purchasers
who are likely to appreciate such
pianos properly are allowed to have
them, and innumerable applications
from undesirable persons have been
refused.

His Majesty the King, when Prince
make use of the hire svstem. Parti-
of Wales, was often very glad to
cularly was this so with regard. to
horses, when there were many guests
to hLe entertained at Marlhorough
House or Sandringham. Plenty of
Royal carriages there always wero,
but as many of them were only used
once or twice a year, to keep a stud
of horses sufficiently large to draw
them would have entailed an enor-
mous, needless expense. When occa-
sion arose, therefore, horses were
‘‘jobbed”’ or hired 1o fill the gap.
When the Prince entertained large
numhers of people at once—sueh as
deputations and delegates—who need-
ed refreshing and feeding, the china
and glass were invarabfy hired—if,
indeed, as was often the case, the
whole thing was not put in the hands
of caterers.

UNLUCKY CROWN OF SERVIA.

King Peter of Serwvia is having an
unpleasant exerience of the ‘‘hire
purchase’’ system at the present
time, as his crown is being paid for
by instalments. This is not the
bronze crown which is being made
from a cannon kept as a relic of his
grandfather, but is the jewelled
structure necessary -for State occa-
sions. It is to cost $62,500; but
money is scarce in Servia, so the
Paris firm who arc making it agreed
to accept vayment by instalments.
Two instalments of $6,250 each had
been paid before the King discovered
that the officials entrusted with the
Payments were endeavoring to
‘‘square’’ the manufacturers to put in
bogus jewels, and divide the illicit
profits between them. ~The payment
of future instalments on the Royal
crown is to be made by King Peter
himself.

A MAGNIFICENT PAUPER.

The King of Spain is an example
of a poor-wealthy monarch who is
obliged to resort to the hire system.
Gold plate, jewels, trophies, and all
sorts of costly ornaments he has in
plenty, but they are the property of
the Crown, and useless except to
look at. He has a decent income
—on paper—but it is rarely paid, and
consequently he has to hire right
and left when he wants to ¥
anything of a splash,”’

For his forthcoming European
tour, carriages, uniforms—practically
everything—has to be hired; and the
reason that he is not including Eng-
land in his travels is on the ground
of expense. His new castle. which
is being built at Guadalajara, in the
province of that name, near Madrid,
is being paid for on the rent-pur-
chase. or ‘‘every-man-his-own-land-
lord”’ principle.

His neighbor, the King of Portu-
gal, either from choice or necessity,
nlso patronises the hire system. Tg¢
celebrate the visit of King, Edware
to Portugal, King Carlos presented
his consort Queen Amelia with @
magnificent rope of pearls, each of
which was separated by a diamond.
A Dutch firm got the order, and ac-
cepted payment on the hire-purchase
system. It is satisfactory to kpow
that the instalments are being paid
regularly.

THE KING OF SWEDEN

is an ardent devotee of the hire sys-
tem. Very big reunions and elabor-
ate functions are rare in the Swed-
ish Court, so that when anything
out of the way does happen, hiring
has to be largely resorted to. A
few years ago there was a great par-
ty including Queen Alexandra (then
Princess of Wales), the King and
Queen of Denmark, those of Norway,
the Czar and Czarina of Russia, the
King and Prince George of Greece.
and German grand dukes and princes
without number. The reunion was
held at Fredensberg Castle, and it
was difficult to know what belonged
to the place and what did not. Fur-
niture was hired—some all the way
from England—beds were hired, plate
linen, even, and silver all came from
outside sources, and- entertainers were
fetched all the way from London to
amuse the guests. Her Majesty of
Sweden hit upon a happy idea to
avoid horse-hire for his enormous
number of guests and their retainers.
As head of the Army, he comman-
deered some of the cavalry horses for
the purpose.

‘GREATEST HIRE ON EARTH.

There is no cvidence to show that
the German Emperor himself ever in-
dulged in the luxury of the hire sys-
tem; but the innumerable little heads
of the kingdoms and duches which
make up his Empire do. It is well-
known fact that at the Coronation of
the Czar of Russia the display of
jewels was the greatest ever seen at
one single ceremony in the worti, and
the bulk of these was worn by Ger-
man duchesses and princesses, who
were present in huge numbers, Ger-
man and Russian relations being very
cordial at the time.

Here were ladies wearing jewels to
the amount of fifty times their hus-
bands’ yearly income! Where did they
get them? The answer came from
the Continental jewellers and dia-
monada merchants, whose stocks, for
the time being, were sadly ravaged
and diminished. The jewels were all
hired. Not one stone in five hun-
dred that glittered and flashed in the
palace on the Neva belonged to the
woman who wore it, and many a
beauty’s crowned head was aching
with the thought ‘of how her tempor-
ary magnificence was to be paid fo..

The King of Italy is not a keen
hirer. He certainly ordered a mag-
_nificent steam-yacht—the ‘‘Pia’’—
from a British firm on the hire sys-
tem; but after using it for a short
.season, and paying two instalments,
he returned it, and rumor says it
was sold to Mr. w.Rockefeller. Its
{exact whercabouts is a mystery, but
it has disappeared from FEuropean

waters.
e
REMARKABLE TREE.

There is at the present time in the
gardens of Mr. W. IR. Armstrong, at
Benwell, England, a remarkable trec.
It is a Niphetos tea rose, and was
iplanted under glass eighteen years
,ago from a 5in. pot into a prepared
. border. At present it covers an
area of 1,300 squarc feet. 'The
blossoms arc well formed and white,
with petals beautifully tipped with
pink. Last year, in spite-of the lack
of sun, 16,000 blossoms were gath-
ered from this rose. This year
more than -4,800 have-already been
gathered. and it is thought that the
number will be about 18,000.

after midnight, go practically free.
The pretence that violations of the
Scott Act are more numerous now
than heretofore is pure moonshine.
The fact is denied, by many who
persist in - keeping up the farce,
that it has always been run in
Chatham, as well as in other parts
of the County, for revenue and not
for repression, but these denials do
not alter the record, nor will the
periodical protests made by the
Mayor and Aldermen on the lines

ublic opinion, which is that the
tt Act is one of the most demor-
alizing . agencies in existence in
connection with the liquor traffic.
The Act has never been sabis-
factorily enforced in any town
The most progressive centres in
Canada in which it has been tried
have voted it out of operation and
as long as the farce of maintaining
it in Chatham is continued the
community will have the experi-
ences they have always had with
it.

It may be hoped that the Mayor
will not again permit himself to
read officially an anonymous letter
of the character of that which he
made public at the Council meet-
ing og Monday evening.  The
anonymous letter writer is, as a
rule, cowardly and unprincipled.
He makes serious attacks upon the
characters of others without afford-
ing them the chance of defending
themselves. The thief © who
appropriates  another’s property
runs the risk of being caught and
having his identity diselosed, but
the anonymous letver-writer can—
especially if he has somebody will-
ing to assist him by making his
slanders : public—steal another’s

Kven then we de not
Jook fer any marked resuscitation in
business gemerally, and as we have said
before, the timber trade is the last to feel
any advance in prices, We cannot gather
anything sound which po nts to hizher
prices just at present. These may cowe
on later for such artigles as sprave deals,
But taking the positien all round, we
conclude that there is not any gemeral
itaprovement.

“The position of sprnce deals from
New Brunswick and Nova Scotia remains
just as it was last week. We cannot
trace amongst the merchants in this port
any confirmation of the allegation that
local buyers had advanced fully 5. in
their offers fer cargoes without business
resulting. And in point of fact,
decline to believe it until we are furnmished
with the facts upon which such assertious
are based. The spruce market is, as we
have said before, probably satits bettem,
but ghere has not been uny jump of bs.

A Destroyer of Lobsters.

Capt. Je.nes A. Swith of the United
States hatchery vessel—the only :hip m
the world used exclusively as a fish hatch-
ery—officially accuses the dugfish,of being
responsible for the scarcity of lobsters.

For some years ago, past, the lebster,
once so plentiful along the rocky New
Enyglaud coast, has been: growing scarcer
and scareer, no one knew why.

Capt. Baith says that degfish were
eaught off Wood’s Hole, Maes., with the
goods, so t» speak, on them. [In the
stomach of a dogfish three feet long were
found twe undigested lobsters, ene 73
inches long, the other 6 inches long.
This led to the catehing and opening of
other dogfish end in several of them
traces of lobsters were found.

' When asked what protection, if any he
would bespeak for the lebster, Capt.
Swnith replied:

“Iden’s knew that auything will be
done. It is possible thata bounty may
be. put on the head of the degfish,
although I caun’s say that it will be.

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: AFTER THE BATTLE LIAO YANG.

The London Times despatch of 9th sent from Pekin, from its
correspondent who was with the Japanese in the battle of the Liaa
Yang, was cabled to the Toronto Globe and appeared in that enterpris-
ing journal on Saturday, 10th. It is well worth reading because if is
free from the usual associated press exaggerations and inventions.
The correspondent says:— :

Liaoyang at sunrise on Sept. 4 presented a dismal spectacle. . The
Russian settlement was burning, and the heavy pall of smoke which
hung over the.old town scared the Chinese hiding from the Japanese
troops, who, more or less deadbeat, were bivouacking in the suburbs.
The attaches were informed they could not visit the town owing to the
fact that a certsin number of the Russian rearguard-had entrenched
themselves in the centre of the Chinese town, and street fighting was
proceeding. The statement was incorreet; not a shot was fired inside
the barricade that day, and not a Russian was left, except & few
deserters hiding in the houses, and dressed in Chinese clothes. ‘The
Russian settlement was inruins. The damage to the town itself was

' not so great from shell fire, though the rearguard of the 10th Siberian

Rifles had sacked all the European shops and many of the 'hduses
of the wealthy Chinese before evacuating. Over 50 Chinese were

¥ | killed: by.the Japanese shell fire.

b SPOILS OF WAR INSIGNIFICANT.

«. The spoils of war which fell into Japanese hands were quite
insignificant when one considers the importance of Liaoyang as a
Ruseian possession. A certain amount had, of course, been destroyed
by the fire in'the Russian settlement, but the Japanese were unable to
gecure any locometives, a commodity of which they stand in most
trgent need, and which would be more valuable to them even than
battériés of ‘artillery. A Japdnese divisional commander who had
sdvanced by the " railway line and secured the bridge over the river
immediately pushed his tired troops forward in an attempt to pursue
the enemy; but the pursuit was insignificant, since the ﬁusaian rear-

.| guard guns were in position and spasmodically shelled the Japanese

troops and the town throughout the day. We could, however, still
Hear sounds of tiring in the direction of Yentai, -but it did not appear
that Gen. Kuroki’s guns were any nearer the Russian communications
that when we entered the struggle before Licayang. It will, therefore,

the same evening, your message being on the wires within 60 hours of
my leaving the battle field. s

; PEACEFUL SCENES.

Travelling through the country, away from the Japanese com-
munications, I noted a splendid harvest, and .the people working con-
tentedly in the fields as if the the fate of nations was not being decided
almost at their doors, Everywhere the people showed civility ' and
friendliness. On the River I met numbers of junks flying Jupanese
transport flags. carrying army stores to the Japanese at old Newch-
wang, which is now their advanced base.

Improvea Streets.

There is much favorable comment en the
permanent improvement made in seme ef
the Chatham sidews!ke during the summer,
and alse in the' driveway portions of many
of the streste. The sbandonment of the
eldtime -prdptios of laying down deal side-
walks and oressings is to be cemmended.
It was s very wasteful practice, for renewals
had to be made every four er five years,
involving the cost of new deals and sieo
of the labor of puiting them down. The
sidewalks now: being made are permasoent.
The alleged gutters— sometimes from a foot
to two or more feet deep, aud whish were
spanned by pleok bridges in froot of every
resident’s  doorway . and yard—bave been
graded up by filling in er, whers necessary,
the street has been graded down. The
removal of the uneightly bridges, which
served to collect all the leoss smd light
debris that was blowing about, has greatly
improved the appesrance of the streets that
bave been cleared of them and, te that
extent, tid the town of one eof its well
aarned reproaches. The new sidewalks
have not in sll cases received their fnishing
touches, and require to have their surfaces
evened up here and there, but they are
so mueh butter than the old deal ones that
they give great satisfaction, especially when
the ratepayer, at all evemts, reslises that
they are permanest and, therefere, far more
economical that those they have replaced.

Bathurst-Bound Barquentine Wrecked

A8ydoey, N. 8. despatch brings news of
she loes of the Russian buiquentine Michen-
sen, of Rigs, 37 days from Liverpool. with a
cargo of salt for Bathurst, N. B., which
went ashore Sunday evening 4th inst as 7.30
o’clock near S:mons Point, three miles west
of Louisbarg, N. 8. .

There was a heavy storm at the time and
the vessel immediately began to fill with
water. The sea made a clean breach ever
her, smashing her boats and washing every-
thing. moveable from her decks. The erew,
consisting ef - captain, his wife aad child,
sister-in-law, and eight mlen were placed |n
great peril of their livea.

About fwo hours after the vessel struck
she eareened over on her beam ends, and
the crew were obliged to get in the rigging
en the weather side. In that pesition they
temained all' night until 9 o’cleeck Moonday
morning, whea they were rescued by fisher-
men who observed the wrecked vessel and
went to ber sssistanoe, suceeeding in taking
all hands off with great difficulty sad much
risk of life owing to the heavy ses running

The womén and children were benumbed
with eold when reseued.

The acoident was due to Captain Ditzen
being out of his reckoning, he believing him-
self te be esstward of Scatarie Island.

WHEN A ROWBOAT UPSETS.

How Best to Keep Yourself Afloat
Till Saved.

If you are in a rowboat and it
overturns, when you come to the
surface and have yourself conifertably
settlod in the water, look abeut fer
the upturned boat or an oar, and if
the closer of the two is not far away
you can undoubtedly cover the dis-
tance by using your hands and by
kicking gently with your legs, after
alternately drawing them up about
twice as much as for treading.

If you reach an oar, grasp it with
your hands, placed about three fect
apart. Then, just as if you were
working pulleys in your room, alter-
nately shove the oar in front of you
at arm’s length and pull it back to
your chin. If your lung powor is
good and you cbserve the rule to
breathe deeply and exhale scantily,
you can casily keep afloat 20 minu-
tes. Help out your hanis by using
your legs the best you know how:
and religiously keep out of a stand-
ing position. By all means give the
lungs opportunity to ‘‘take  hold”
in the water; in other words, to per-
form their work freely.

A capsized rowboat is ordinarily a
splendid buoy. If you reach it, all
you have to do to keep afloat in-
definitely is to touch it with  your
hands. 1t is npt necessary fbr you
to try to scramble upon it. In the
effort you may send it away {rom
you, or release the air caught in it
when it capsized, and thus cause it
to mink. The safer plan is simply to
rest your hands on it.

But if you were in a sloop or any
sort of craft with rigging, keep away
from the boat. If the sloop cap-
sizes, your first move should be  to
get clear of the rigging, and after
that to stay clear of it. I have
known many .a good sawimmer to
drown simply becauyse he got foul of
a boat's gear. Trust to your ef-
forts alone; you will be in far less
peril

Two things strike you about this
extraordinary congenital faculty —
its mysteriousness and its useless-
ness. In exemplification of the two
take the case of Jedediah Buxton.
He also worked out almost instant-
aneously the most complex problems:
but he could give no aecount of the
mental process by which he solved
them. This process was so far from
being correlated with intellect, or
even intell‘gence. that when Jededi-
ah went to hear a great preacher or
went to see Garrick in
II1.”” his sole interest in the ser-
nion or in the play was the counting
of the number of words uttered by
the preacher or by the actors.
