ST. PETERSBURG, June 2.—A semi­
official telegram from Mukden, dated 
today, says the Russian losses at the 
battle of Kin Chou, May 26, were 30 
officers and 800 men killed or wound­
ed. The guns abandoned by the Rus­
sians were rendered useless.

ELUDED THE JAPS.

MUKDEN, Wednesday, June 1. — 
Lieut. Col. Gourko has arrivée here 
from Port Arthur after safely cross­
ing the Japanese lines.

JAPS ADVANCING.

DASHICHAO (Ta-Tche-Keao, on the 
reailway between Hal Cheng and Kai 
Chou), June L—The Japanese outposts 
are now three miles from Vafangow. 
There is no news from Port Arthur.

The Japanese are stopping Chinese 
runners and searching junks.

NEW DEADLY WEAPON.

VICTORIA, В. C., June 1-А form­
er captain of Japanese artillery bound 
for London, England, who has arrived 
here on the steamer Empress of Japan, 
on official business, said that Japan­
ese military chiefs had made prepara­
tions some years ago for dealing with 
the peculiar fighting tactics of- the 
Cossacks. A special light machine 
gun, invented by a Japanese engineer 
Is carried on a pony accompanying 
each detachment. It has a greater 
range than the Nordenfeld and can be 
operated by . four men. It is with these 
deadly weapons that the Japanese are 
wiping out the Cossacks wherever they 
meet them.

He says the Japanese artillery pro­
ficiency was acquired in long secret 
practice with the Arlsika gun at all 
ranges and regardless of cost before 
the war.

KAI CHOU, Liao Tung Peninsula, 
June L—A Russian who was wounded 
in the fight near the station at Vagen- 
fuchu, May 30, says General gamsonoff 
attacked the Japanese near the rail­
road, a mile from Vagenfuchu station. 
A comet of the frontier guards was 
the hero of the fight. His sergeant 
was lying wounded and a Japanese of­
ficer was about to ride over him when 
the cornet unhorsed the Japanese, 
mounted the latter's horse 
the wounded man on his ow 
The Japanese cavalry engaged were 
the 13th regiment.

SEOUL, Thursday, May 26 (delayed 
in transmission).—The Russian activ­
ity in the northeastern part of Korea 
Is much discussed by the Koreans, who 
do not believe the reports of the Jap­
anese victories by land and sea. They 
claim that the Russian prisoners 
brought to Séoul were Koreans dis­
guised so as to deceive the populace. 
While denouncing their ravages, the 
Koreans regard the Russians as being 
the stronger of the two races.

It is rumored that M. HayashI, the 
Japanese minister to Korea, 
shortly return to Japan on leave of 
absence.

LONDON, June 2.—No confirmation 
has yet been received of the reported 
heavy fighting near Port Arthur or 
with Kuropatkln’s army, although the 
latter is not regarded as Improbable. 
Rumors persist that court Influence at 
St. Petersburg is being actively exer­
cised to Induce General Kuropatkln to 
assume the offensive in an endeavor 
by a victory to retrieve the Russian 
military reputation.

LONDON, June 2,—The Times' cor­
respondent at‘Che Foo cables :

“During the Interval of thirty hours 
between the Russian evacuation of 
Dalny and the Japanese occupation 
anarachy prevailed. The local Chin­
ese officials allowed the prison to be 
forced with the result that about 200 
cut throats had the ran of the town.

"Some time will be required to make 
the ports of Dalny and TalipnWan safe 
for shipping to enter as the San Shan 
Tao Islands have been connected very 
skilfully with the mainland by mines 
zlg-zagglng over a large field. The 
damage to the Russian works ashore 
Is insignificant. The Japanese have 
much railway material on the way.

MONTREAL, Que., June 2. — The

Veral Immigrants have signed a de­
claration to the effect that they have 
Seen a letter sent by a local agent to 
t*e representative of an Italtto navi­
gation company In Italy stating that 
a demand exists In Canada for 10,000 
men.

(For last night’s proceedings see pageЩ ST. PETERSBURG, June 1,—The 
long standing difficulty between Great 
Britain and Russia arising from the 
seizure by the latter of Canadian seal­
ers in the Behring Sea in 1892 has been 
settled, Russia agreeing to pay $44,701 
indemnity to the Carmelite and Van­
couver Belle, the two of the six vessels 
seized. The claim amounted to $93,697.

ST. PETERSBURG, June 2—The 
comment here on the settlement of the 
Ruseo-Canadian- fishery dispute is very 
significant. The agreement is wel­
comed by the Russian press as evid­
ence of the increasing probability of 
an Anglo-Russian alliance, the papers 
pointing out that public opinion in 
Great Britain, France and Russia is 
becoming more favorable, and instead 
of proving an obstacle to an alliance, 
serving' as one of the arguments In Its 
favor. More significant still is a strong 
intimation of the Novlstl,, foreshadow- 

• ing that a commercial treaty between 
the two countries will pave the way to 
a purely commercial rapprochement. 
Although it 'Is impossible to ascertain 
at this time whether the question of 
such a commercial treaty has actually 
been taken up, the possibility of its be­
ing the next step in the programme to­
wards a political agreement arouses the 
keenest interest In diplomatic circles 
where It Is considered fraught with 
most far reaching Importance. The 
United States probably will be the chief 
loser by such a treaty. America has 
already suffered from the differential 
duties levied against her In retaliation 
for the imposition of a countervailing 
duty on Russian sugar. Imports of Am­
erican agricultural machinery, etc., 
which a few years ago were very large, 
havlnW fallen almost to nothing. With 
tariff concessions Great Britain Is 
bound to sucçeed to all this trade with 
Its big potentialities for the future. 
The impression is growing that Great 
Britain is playing a shrewd game for 
big stakes commercially as well Іш pol­
itically and while a complete agree­
ment would-be mutually advantageous 
to both Russia and Great Britain, it 
would be at the expense of the United 
States In both these directions.

2).m The second session of the Presbyter­
ian General Assembly opened this 
morning at 10.30 o’clock. The attend­
ance was large and the first hour was 
spent In devotional exercises. • Just be­
fore the session opened the committee 
on bills and overtures met in one of the 
school rooms of the church and private 
business connected with the assembly 
was dealt with. *

More delegates arrived on the late 
train last night, and others came In 
this morning. The number of delegates 
now here is In the vicinity of five hun­
dred, tod the assembly is expected to 
be one of' the largest and most profit­
able in the history of the church.

After the opening hymn the moder­
ator, Dr. Milligan, read the 72nd Psalm 
and Judge Stevens led the assembly in 

^frayer. During the hour several hymns 
iwere sung and prayers were made by 
Rev. Dr. Morrison, Rev. Dr. Mowatt, 
Rev. Dr. Smith and the moderator.

Rev. "Dr. Worden read the minutes 
of the last,sesslon, which were adopted.

The clerk reported that the business 
committee had arranged the program­
me for the day, which would consist of 
the reports on colleges, publications, 
church and manse buildings and a dis­
cussion of the powers of synods.

Mayor White then arrived and on be­
half of the people of St. John welcomed 

assembly to the city. His worship 
said'that it was a great pleasure for 
him to extend the assembly a hearty 
welcome to St. John. He was more 
pleased because It was a Canadian as­
sembly and represented 200,000 of Can­
ada’s foremost citizens. He believed 
that questions of great importanoe 
would be submitted to the assembly, 
and he believed they would be dealt 
with for the betterment of mankind. 
When a number of learned men meet 
together on a common platform, they 
not only farthered the cause for which 
they Wire assembled, but they also 
paved the way for other questions of 
great Importance. On the 24th day of 
this month the people of St. John would 
celebrate the discovery of the locality 
where the city now stands. In the year 
1785 a charter was given to the city and 
since that time the population had 
steadily grown. His worship referred 
to the prominence of the Society of St. 
Andrew In St. John and the good work 
which it was doing. He sincerely hoped 
that the visit of the clergy to 'this city 
might be not only a profitable one, but 
a very pleasant one as well, and that 
they might carry away with them the 

* most pleasant memories. „
Dr. Milligan, on behalf of the assem­

bly, expressed his appreciation of the 
mayor’s cordial welcome, and pointed 
out that the church could not be separ­
ated from the state, but must work in 
harmony with it. The assembly had 
received a great welcome in St. John 
twenty years ago, and also ten years 
ago, and It was pleasing to know that 
the same welcome was extended now.

Rev. Mr. Lang, on behalf of St. An­
drew’s church, extended a welcome to 
the visiting members of the assembly, 
but he felt it would have been more ap­
propriate if the Rev. Dr. McNeil, who 
for so many years worked faithfully as 
pastor of the church, could have ex­
tended the welcome instead. He had 
been called the baby member of the 
assembly. If they referred to duration 
of membership the èfcithet was a proper 
one; but if they referred to size, it 
was hardly the truth.

In England we have 
had a great deal of experience with this 
problem and cremation is the only so­
lution.”
