They
were treated well, but they found the
time hanging heavily, and the love of
home seemed at last to get the better
of their patriotism, so two weeks ago
they decided to become British sub-
jects, took the oath and left the camp
full-fledged Britishers. They are now
on their way to South: Africa via
Halifax and England. They say there
are still fifty Boers at Bermuda  who
are holding out against ‘ becoming
British subjects. Three or four of the
*men are quite younf. Six belong to
the Transvaal and two to the Orange
Free State. The men say they saw a
good deal of fighting under Botha.

One of them was a scout ,and he was
rounded in on the night of November
7, 1901. While at Bermuda the men
occupied their time in making curios.
One _had quite a number of walking
sticks and a violin. - They also had
some small silver knives, made out of
coins, to be used as watich charms.¢

BARR COLONISTS
ARE NOW HAPPY.

Well Satisfied With the Country and
Its Prospests—Emigration
Shed Needed.

MONTREAL, Aug. 24—Rev. George
E. Lloyd, who has taken the place of
Rev. Mr. Barr, with the Barr Colony
in the Northwest, is in the city to ask
the interior department to have an
immigration shed erected at Lloyd-
minster and also to get permission for
the colonists to cut more timber on the
Indian reserve, morth of the, Saskat-
chewan. He also wants to have the
colony connected with the tslegraph
wire at Fort Pitt, a few miles to the
north.

Mr. Lloyd says that there are now
1,000 of the settlers located in a set-
tlement called Britannia. They are
well satisfied with the country and its
prospects. As far as crops are oon-
cerned they will have a good crop of
potatoes and also of oats and flax on
the first breaking. A large number of
the settlers brought out varieties of
xarden seeds with them. and thesae

promise good returns. The houses of
thé settlers are nearly all éomplted
and will be ready for the Wwinhter. The
immigration shed whiéh Mg, Lloyd is
asking for is to bd tised In the case of
some settlers who may be indifferent-
1y housed for the winter.

There promises to be no Scarcity of
fuel, as there has been discovered
about fifty miles north of the settle-
ment a deposit of lignite, which may
probably solve the fuel problem. At
present there are 125 teams of the set-
tlers employed on the grading work of
the Canadian Nothern, which runs
through the town. Mr. Lloyd says that
the colony has a fine belt of land, well
watdred and femtile. The country is
beautiful and prairie chickens and
ducks abound.

AFTERNOON SESSION.

At Monday afternoon’s session of
the Baptist Convention Dr. Manning
resumed his report on foreign missions.

The afternoon session opened at 2.30
o'clock with singing and prayers,
‘After the minutes of the morning ses-
sloh had been read, Rev. Dr. Manning
resumed his report on foreign mis-
sions,

The /' report ¥ showed that there
Dow more than five thou-
sand missionary stations and 15,000 out
stations, These stations are manned
by about 17,000 missionaries (men and
women),, and there are about 70,000
native helpers and other workers—mak-
Ing a total of about 87,000 Christian
workers in the field today. There are
about 1,700,000 Protestant communi-
cants in the foreign fleld.

The ‘Rev,’ §,.C. Freeman, of Queens
Co, N. B, and Rev. J. A. Glen-
denning  were added to the
missionary force in the past year. Miss
Martha Clark, the only missionary on
furlough, expects to return to her
work this autumn. The report spoke
feelingly of the death of Mrs. R. San-
ford, wife of the Rev, Rufus Sanford,
one of the pioneer missionaries. The
report showed that $7,024.02 had been
received towards the twentieth century
fund, $4,780.43 of this amount coming
from Nova Scotfa, $2,243.99 from New
Brunswick and P. E. Island.

At the close of the year there was
réported eight churches with a mem-
bership of 513. This is a net increase
over last year of 18. There was a total
increase of 66, of which 47 were bap-
tisms. There are nine mals mission-
aries, two of whom were added to the
staff last year. There are six wives of
missionaries and six single ladies, a
total of 21.. There i8 one ordained pas-
ter, 47 preachers and evangelists, 6
colporteurs, 20 Bible women, 13 teach-
ers, of whom 10 are men and 3 are
women, making a total of 107 workers
in addition to the missionary staff.
There are seven principal stations and
22 outstations. The villages in which
Christians live number 30, but there
are 180 which receive monthly gospel
preaching. The total number of vil-
lages of all kinds is 8,039. The harvest.
truly is plentesus.

There are 60 Sunday schools, with
66 teachers. These schodls have an
average attendance of 1,000. Twenty-
three scholars were added to
the churches during the year
There ‘are two boarding schools;
one for boys, which 1is located
at Bimlipitam and the other for girls,
at Bobbili. It is expected that these
shall be used by all the stations. There
iz a hospital at Chizacole, built espe-
cially for the benefit of women - and
children. This is for the use of the
entire mlssion.

The financial statement of the report
placed the total of the receipts at
§25,418.95, and the payments at
$21,018.97,

After presenting the report Dr.
Manning- said that the foreign mis-
slonary work included educational, be-
nevolent and philanthropic work, as
well as the purely spiritual or evan-
gelistic work, He made reference to
the fact that we have 2,000,000 people
who are depending on the maritime
provinces. for support.

Different sections of the. report were
discussed - for some length by Revs.
‘Dr. Gates, Hutchins, Cohoon, Price,
Jenkins and Mr. J. L. Parsons.

It was resolved that the convention
should meet next year at Truro.

Rev. D, McLeod and Rev. C. T.
Phillips, who were present, addressed
the  convention.

Rev. H. G, Colpits will prepare a re-
port on the Northwest missions,

Rev, J. D, 8pidel presented a report
on the Grand Ligne mission, which
showed 192 students in attendance last
year, 65 girls and 117 boys. The re-
port was followed by an address from
Rev. J. A, Gordon, who heartily sup-
porte_d,tb.g mission,

Rev. -Pr.. Brown, of Halifax, read the
obituary report showing that seven
ministers had died during the year.
They were Revds. Ralph M. Hunt, 8.
C. Moore, P. B. Knight, W. E. Hall,
‘W. L. Parker, E. N Archibald and G.
F. Mainwaring.

At the evening session Rev. A. H..
‘Whitman spoke on his work at Sydney
Mines, and Dr. Boggs, Miss Martha
Clarke and Rev. D, Morse told of work
in India.

After the session a short business
meeting was held to deal with . the
calling of a convention in October for
the organization of a New Brunswick
Baptist Sunday school convention,

Dr. Gates, in discussing the report,
made a brief reference to the Messen-
ger agd Visitor. He said that if any-
thing should happen the paper, it
would be a gréat misfortune to foreign
missions, therefore wes ought to do
everything possible to keep it in a
prosperous cordition,

It was voted that the convention
should meet next year at Truro, N, 8.

Revs. Dr. McLeod, Phillips, Lavers
and Comben were invited to take seats
in the convention,

Rev. Dr. McLeod and Rev. Mr, Phil-
lips were asked to address the assem-
bly, which they did in brief but pleas-
ing speeches,

Dr. Mcleod said he had been watch-
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The satisfaction of having the
washing done early in the day,

In regard
to the Northwest, it would be wicked
for Baptists and Free Baptists to come
into competition in the work out there.
They must unite. He rejoiced in the
good that has come to the Baptists,
but there was a growing feeling that
the two denominatiéns had been apart
long enough, and he hoped to live to
see the day when the Baptist families
should stand as one body.

‘Rev. Mr, Phillips then made a brief
address endorsing all that Dr. Me-
Leod had said. He had long been
praying for the day when these child-
Ten of God shall be so closely united
that it will not be necessary to have
separate conventionu,

Both addresses were much appre-
ciated by the convention.

It was voted that Rey. H. G. Col-
pits be appointed to prepare a report
on the Northwest Missions,

The report on Grand Ligne Missions
was then presented by Rev. J. D:
Spidell. The report said that the
total number of students in attendance
at the institution last year was 192
There were 85 girls, 117 bovs and 10
day scholars. The priests have learn-
ed that to have any of their people
enter that school is to lose them for-
ever, and they will offer any excuse
to keep them away. Last year the
interest in praper meetings grew rap-
idly, and once a month a temperance
soclety held very interesting sesstans.

The report was heartily endorsed by
Rev. J. A. Gordon, who takes a deer
interest in Grand Ligne work, He
wished to commend it to the prayerfu.
consideration of the convention, ané
felt obliged to say that there were
some little Baptist centres in Quebec
which, if not aided at once, would
very soon die out. From a patriotic
as well as from a religious standpoint
missionary work in the province of
Quebec ought to appeal to us very
strongly. 1

Mr. Gordon said-that he felt safe in
saying that there is no better educa~
tional schosl on the .continent of Am-
erica than Grand Ligne, so far as it
goes. A

The report was adopted, and the re-
port on obituaries was read by Rev.
Dr. Brown of Halifax, showing that
seven. of the ministerial brothers had
died during the year.

The report was adopted, after which
the assembly arose and sang Abide
With Me.

The convention then adjourned until
8 o’clock.

EVENING SESSION.

The evening session opened with
prayer and the singing of an appro-
priate hymn.

Rev. A. H. Whitman of Sydney
Mines made a few remarks on his work
at that place, and prayer was offered
by Rev. Mr. Brown of Halifax.

Rev, Dr. Manning announced that
he had received a telegram’from Rev.
W. M. Upcraft, who was to have given
an address last evening, expressing re-
gret that he could not be present ow-
ing to pressing engagements.

The president then called upon Rev.
Dr. Boggs, a returned missionary
from India, and he gave an interest-
ing address on foreign missions. He
sajd that it gave him extreme pleasure
to attend once more the Baptist con-
vention of the maritime  provinces,
and he wanted the assembly to get a
right view of fgkeign missionary work.
““The missionary enterprise is not a
charitable undertaking, but it is the
carrying out of God's eternal purpose.
Three-quarters of the population of the
British Empire are in India, and the
death rate there is one every third
second. Since he went to India, 29
years ago, he had seen the number
of converts grow from 15,000 to 55,000,
which was very gratifying indeed., But
the best thing of all which he had
seen out there was the sending abroad
of a foreign missionary by the Telegu
Christians, to South Africa. He want-
ed to say that there was a noble band
of missionaries in India., The supreme
need in all the mission fields in India,
as well as at home is a mighty revival,
Life from God to thrill the churches§
through and through. It is a shock-
ing thing to think of a pastor omitting
from his ministry the greatest charge
that Christ ever made to his people,
and yet it is being done to a large
extent.

Miss Martha Clarke was the next
speaker, Miss Clarke, who is about
to return to India in a short time, told
of many of her experiences in that
country, and said that before she went
back she wanted to logk into the faces
of the congregation anll thus gain new
inspiration, India has been painted
black, she continued, but not any
blacker* than it really is. When in
India she often thought of her sisters
here and of how much they could do
if only the realized the need of it.
Each day in India there are hundreds
passing away into the darkness. Miss
Clarke's address was well delivered
and touched the hearts of the large
congregation,

The last speaker was Rev. D. Morse,
who also has been in India and intends
to go back. Mr, Morse said that there
was all the difference in the world be-
tween Christian and heathen  lands.
Ha spoke of the different temples god
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idols of the heathen, and pointed out
that there was absolutely no salvation
in Hindooism,

After the service there was a short
business meeting, and the committees
on Sunday school work decided to call
a convention, to meet about the middle
of ' October, for organizing & ‘New
Brunswick Baptist Sunday school con-
vention, for it is the intention of the
New Brunswick Baptists to strike out
on new lines in regard to Sunday
school work.

The seventh session of the annual
convention of the Maritime Baptists
opened at 9.30 o’clock Tuesday morn-
ing with the singing of the hymn,
Nearer, My God, to Thee, conducted by
Rev. J, C. Spurr of Prince Bdward
Island. The minutes of the last meets
ing were then read and confirmed,

The ¥eport of the ministerial education
board was presented and the financial state-
ment was received and adopted.

Dr, Saunders read the report of the Min-
isters’ Anpuity and Relief. The report was
considered and adopted section by section.
It showed that the interest on the mort-
gages of both funds with few exceptions had
been paid. Twenty ministers and nineteen
widows had drawn during the last year $1,-

620.33 from the annuity fund. During the
year three ministers have united with the
fund, and four have died, each leaving a
widow.

The report of the committee on estimates
was presented by A. A. Jones of Moncton.

The committee on the Year Book
reported through Dr, Creed. 'The com-
mittee complained of the unsatisfac-
tory way ip which matter for the Year
Book was “handed to the printer, and
recommended that a regular commit-
tee with a permanent editor, all of
whom should hold office from year to
vear, should have charge of the pub-
lication of the Year Book. The finan-
cial statement was also read. The re-
port was discussed clause by ' clause.
The clause suggesting that an editor
for the Year Book be appointed called
forth a good deal of discussion. It
was decided that this" clause should be
referred to a special committee. . The
report was laid on the table, )

On motion, the thanks of the con-
vention were ordered to be tendered
the committee which had charge of
the Year Book this year. It was. also
ordered that a resolution expressing
the sympathy of the convention with
Rev. Dr, Steele, Amherst, in his se-
vere family affliction, be prepared by
the committee on resolutions. The
special committee appointed to con-
sider the last clause of the report of
the board of home missions suggested
that the minimum salary of ministers
should be $600 and a parsenage, and
was of the opinion that until this
could be done part of the field must
be without pastors. It also recom-
mended that a general superintendent
of home missions be appointed. This
report was adopted and the home mis-
sion bdard report as amended; was
adopted as a whole. ;

Rev. 8.-B. Kempton had just started
to read the report of the board of gov-
ernors of Acadia University when the
session adjourned at ndon.

Nothing in our whole history’ ex-
ceeds in importance the accomplish-
ment of this great undertaking, It
is at once a proof of how wide-spread
and deep-seated is the love of Acadia
among our people and a guarantee that
all the reasonable requirements of the
future will be fully met., Let us again
record our deep gratitude to the great
Founder of our institutions that He
has enabled our . people thus to re-
spond to their needs. ' And we shall
not soon forget how much we owe our
beloved president, Rev, Dr. Trotter,
for his leadership and inspiration in
carrying the movement to such splen-
did accomplishments. We thank God
that He has so richly endowed our
president with the faculty of evoking
from our constituents such practical
response to the demansd of the occa-
sion.

1. We learn by doing and the study
of our financial needs which the first
forward movement rendered necessary,
demonstrated the fact that some fur-
ther advance step must be taken with-
out delay.

Tha firat movement immensely re-
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lieved the situation indeed, but it soon
became clear that it did not give any

‘Proper guarantee for §he future, and

that its completion should only be the
starting pdint for some further under-
taking. It is a good rule to make the
goal of yesterday the starting point
for today,

After the first forward movement
there still remained an aggregate in-
debtedness upon the three institutions
amounting to over $60,000,000, and there
still existed varied and most urgent
feeds in the way of improvements on
the buildings, the better equipment of
the laboratories, the increase of sal-
aries {::)w felt to be inadequate, and
the liberal readjustment and expan-
sion of the course of study in accord-
ance with present day demands.

In the light of these facts, and hop-
ing that in conneection with some se-
cond movement, Mr. Rockefeller might
be disposed to assist on a more liberal
scale, our president, with the sanction
of the executive of the board, forward-
ed to Mr. Rockefeller a comprehensive
and carefully prepared letter, setting
forth a history of the institutions,
their financial condition, and their
needs, and appealing to him to con-
sider their claims.  upon his further
generosity.  This fetter was sent to
Mr . Rockefeller “in" Ma¥y 1902, six
months before the completion of  the
first forward movement and in.anti-
cipation of that event. At first, and
for some time it looked as if again
nothing more would be forthcoming
than a limited measure of assistance
through the medium of the American
‘Baptist Education Society. Later,
however, . in the Providence of God,
the way was opened for direct com-
munications without reference to the
society, communications which at last
issued—in February, 1903—in a hand-
some pledge from Mr. Rockefeller, as

.shown by the following letter :

Thomas Trotter, D. D. President
Acadia University, Windsor, N. S.

Dear Sir:—To the further contribu-
tions of others to Acadia University,
Wolfville, Nova Scotia, pledged not
later than January 1, 1906, and paid‘in
cash not later than January 1,° 1908, I
will add a sum equal to one doéllar for
each dollar so contributed, until my
eontributions ‘so made shall aggregate
one hundréd thousatd dollars ($100,-
000). 9

I will pay this plédge onf the quar-
terly statements of ‘the treéasurer "o
Acadia ~ University, approved by  the
president thereof, certifying, #ubject
to ‘veriffcation,  the amounts due here-
undeér, ! : i .

This pladge i{s tmade ‘with the under-
standing which is a cotidition thereof,
that all moneys contributed b» others
and by myself shall be used as follows:

First: From $10,000 to $15,000 t6 be
employed fh the necessary improves
ments and repairs on existing: build-
ings.

Second: The sum of' $65,000; or.so
much as may be found necessary, shall
be emplayed in the complete payment
of all debts of the institutions .

Third: The remaining monies con-
tributed to be invested and preserved
inviolable as endowment for ‘the col-
lege, income only to be used for the
current purposes of the college,

Your board feels deeply thankful to
God, that after seventy years of fin-
ancial struggle, maintained with such
faith and devotion, it has the privi-
lege of bringing a report to you which
promises for the institutions emanci-
pation from debt, greatly increased ef-
ficiency.

A discouraging feature in connection
with all previous financial efforts has
been that they have promised. but par-
tial relief, and have still left an em-
barrassing situation for those carry-
ing the byrden of administration. In
the present instance, if the movement
shall be carried to completion, every
dollar of debt will be cancelled, the
buildings put in a state of efficiency
and comfort, ‘and the handsome sum
of $120,000, or thereabouts, will remain
t0 be added to the college endowment,
thus providing an increased yearly in-
come which should put a stop to de-
ficits, and enakje the college author-
ities to strengthen the college in many
important respects . 4

2. So confident has the board been
of the endorsation of this second for-
ward movement on. the part of the
convention, that it empowered the pre-
sident several months ago to take such
steps as he deemed practicable toward
obtaining pledges in behalf of the
movement, it being understood that
any appeal to.the churches as churches
should be postponed at least for the
present year, in view of the fact that
the 20th.century missionary fund is at
present before the churches.

The president, as early as March
last, made known through the public
prints his personal judgment, which
the board his. “since fully* endorsed,
that not more than $40,000 can reason-
ably be expected from the churches as
the fruit of a general canvass, and
that 60,000 at least must be raised
from individualy of means, in sums
varying from $500 to $5,000 or more.
Working  upon this basis; the _presi-
dent disengaged himsélf from . college
duties for several weeks ‘prior to' the|
1st of June, with the result that at
the anniversary he was able to make
the inspiring announcement that from
21. persons he had received pledges

of $500 to-the second forward fund.
Such action on the part of the class
augurs well for the future of the col-
lege. Such a response {s unprecedent-
ed in the history of the denomination,
dnd has’ filled your bo#rd with thank-
fulness and confldence. We regrét to
state that the illness of the ‘president
for wto months after the anniversary
bas practically suspended ‘the cam-
paign from that time until now. - But
for this circumstance, the board has
reason to believe that a good many
more pledges would, by this " time,
have been added to the list. We are
happy to state, however, that Dr.
Trotter is again in his ‘usual health,
and that he encourages the board to
hope that January 1st next the $60,000
looked for from individuals may have
been secured in pledges.

3. The board recommends that it be
free to enter upon the general canvass
for pledges among the churches with
the next convention year, due regard
being had to the claims of the 20th
century missionary fund, where that
may still be in progress.

4, If the convention shall endorse
the movement, the board will assume
that the endorsement carries with it
the pledge of the denomination to do
its utmost to carry the énterprise to
complete victory.

5. "It may be added that not only
have the pledges tefore mentioned
been secured, but already generous
payments have been made. On July
1st, the treasurer had received on ac-
count of the pledges the sum of $2,197.
This amount being officially reported
to Mr. Rockefeller, a few days later
his cheque for an equal amount was
received. . ¢

6. In connection with the initiation
of the second forward movement your
board was confronted with a most dis-
tressing situation. On meeting to.hear
the president’s report of negotiations
with Mr. Rockefeller, we were alarm-
ed by the announcement made by Dr.
Trotter that he had recently received
a call to the pastorate of the Pirst

| Baptist ‘Church of' Dayton, Ohio),and

that all things béing considered, fﬁere
seemed- to be many vgeighty reasons
in favor of its acceptance, What should
be done ? Without going into detail,
let it suffice to say, A
board, after full deliberation, having
determined to adopt the splendid pto-
Ject’ of raising $200,000 by the equal
contributions of the denominations
and Mr. Rockefeller, President Trot-
ter, with a magnanimity worthy of all;
praise, decided to decline the Ohio call
and continue his leadership of our in-.
stitutions and of this second forward
‘movement. It was a critical. moment
in the history of the college. The out-
come fllled our hearts with joy to over-
flowing. We trust that our president’s
health and strength may be equal to

The Thirty-sixth Annual Communica-
tlon—The Address of the Grand
Master—Reports of the Offi-

cers and General Business.

> >

The Grand Lodge of the Ancient and
Honorable fraternity of Free and Ac-
cepted Masons of New Brunswick con-
Vvened its thirty-sixth annual commu-
nication at Free Masons’ hall in this
ity Tuesday afternoon. The Grand
Master, A. I. Trueman, occupied the
throne, and opened Grand Lodge in
ample form. The Grand Chaplain,

Rev. Allan W. Smithers, led in prayer
and the members recited together the
24th Psalm,

The president of the board of gen-
eral purposes announced the creden-
tial committee as follows: D. Dear-
ness, A. M. Rowan and Dr, L. A. Mec-
Alpine. ‘These and other preliminar-
les over, the Grand Master delivered
his annual address. He began by ob-
serving that at the “close of another
year we find many reasons for lifting
up our. hearts in thankfulness and
praise to the Giver of all good. Har-
mony and good will—the great fruits
of . Fresmasonry—prevail within our
Jurisdiotion. Not even the minor, dif-
ferences which..may, and usually do,
exist in every order of like propor-
tions, have arisen, and I am happy
to be able to report that no question
of discipline or unpleasantness has
come. before me during the past yéar.
The strong .ties of brotherhood have
80 bound us that each has felt that
the truest proof of the existence in his
heart of the truths of our beloved
fraternity was to exhibit in his life
and conduct the principle of seeking
how he could best work and best
agree. Our relations, too, with sister
Grand Lodges have been moSt cordial
and -uninterrupted. Our representa-
tives abroad have been silent, thus
showing that nothing hostile to the
interests of our Grand Lodge has
transpired in their several Jurisdic-
tlons; and we trust that the represen-
tatives in this province of other Grand
Lodges have not found anything in
our proceedings to justify a report
that we were in any way encroaching
upon their land marks.”

He stated that the reports of the
grand secretary and grand treasurer
show-that the year has been marked
by steady growth in the ranks of our
Jurisdiction, and in the favorable state
of our finances, “The increase in mem-
bership is not confined to any particu-
lar portion of the province, thus prov-
ing that a greater interest in Free-
masonry has been awakened through-
out our jurisdiction. The noble and
glorious principles which we profess
to believe in, and which we so fre-
quently declare ane the guide of our
lives, ought to animate us to act and
live that each day.our walk and con-
versation. will be an exemplification to
the world that that peace which pass-
eth all understanding, dwelleth in and
amongst us.”

He referred to the deaths whigh had
taken place during the year, of mem-
bers of Grand Lodge. These included
Past Master Daniel F. Wormwood of
Alley Lodge, Upper Mills, St. Stephen;
Arthur Everitt, a past master of St.

Pinder, past master of Hiram Lodge,
Fredericton; John A. Watson, past
master of Union Lodge of Portland,
and past deputy grand master; Wm.
F. Dibblee, past master of Woodstock
Lodge, past deputy grand master, and
John Brook Sutherland, master of Vic-
toria Lodge, Milltown, of all of whom
he had pleasant reminiscenses, and he
recommended that a page to the mem-
ory of each be placed on the records.
He noted prominent members of the
craft in other jurisdictions who had
died during the: year.

Hugh H. McLean has been commis-
sioned by the Grand Lodge of Texas
as its representative; Henry S. Bridges
by the Grand Lodge  of Oklahoma;
Hon. Judge Forbes by Scotland, and
‘W. D. Forster by the Grand Lodge of
Michigan, and the grand master has
appointed several representatives at
sister grand lodges.

He detailed at length the many vis-
itations made by him and by grand
officers to different lodges. There were
twenty-two of these visitations to dif-
ferent lodges in all parts of the prov-
ince. = Bverywhere the visitors had
been received with the greatest frater-
nal kindness and most hospitably en-
tertained. With the general conditions
in every lodge which he visited, the
Grand Master was well pleased; gen-
erally he complimented the crafts-
men on these conditions, and he was
confident that in the social way  in
which the members came together:the
interests and unity of each lodge were
promoted and strengthened.

The Grand Master expressed pleas-
yre that the board of geéneral. pur-
poses thought fit in the proceedings
of “the last annual' eommunication to
present a-portrait of the late illustrious
brother, R. W. Brother Benjamin Les-
ter Peters, the first Grand "Master of
He strongly urged
that portraits of all the Past Grand
Masters be gathered while ‘they are
available, and one issued e&#¢h year
until the roll is complete. It is the
practice—and a commendable. one—in
nearly all other Grand Lodges, to per-
petuate in this manner,” as an aid to
memory, not only the names, but the
faces of their Past Grand Masters. In
this connection he expressed his
hearty approval of the action of a few
of the subordinate lodges in'decorating
the walls of their apartments with the
portraits of their Past Masters and
other active and prominent brethren.
It is an excellent mode of reminding
the brethren of a lodge that zeal and
faithfulness in the work of the lodge
are appreciated, and that time can
never efface their memories.

Hitherto our Grand Lodge has not
reviewed the proceedings of the Grand
Lodges with which we maintain
friendly relations. The question of the
desirability of having a report of for-
eign correspondence cannot, I believe,
be successfully disputed. After very
careful consideration, I would urgent-
ly recommend that the lodge instruct
our committee on relations with for-
eign grand bodies to prepare such a
report during the coming year, and
authorize its publication wth our pro-
ceedings. I have read with great
pleasure many of these reports as pre-
pared by our sister Grand Lodges, and
have found them interesting and pro-
fitable. The knowledge by our breth-
ren of what is being done by other
Grand Lodges—which knowledge can
only be had by the publicatién with
our proceedings of a synopsis of such
work—cannot do otherwise than stim-
ulate them to emulate the virtues and
shun the errors and mistakes pointed
out.

In October, 1902, I received from the
Grand Lodge of Pennsylvania an in-
vitation to attend the sesqui-centen-
nial anniversary of the initiaton of
our illustrious brother, George Wash-
inton, into our fraternity, held in the
city of Philadelphia on the 5th of No-
vember, '1902. I sincerely regretted
that I was obliged to decline the in-
vitation and to forego the honor and
pleasure of attending what must have
been one of the most memorable gath-
erings of the craft. A memorial vol-
ume has since been received contain-
ing a full account of the ppoceedings
of the celebration and much valuable
historic information of the Masonic
life of the distinguished brother.

During the two years that I have
held the high office to whi¢h you so
generously elected me, I have endea-
vored to do what I could .to promote
the welfare and prosperity of Free-
masonry in the province. I have re-
ceived during my visitations and in
my daily intercourse with you, my
brethren, abundant proofs of your kind
considefdation  and thoughtfulness.
Your loyal and wunselfish support I
shall always bear in pleasant remem-
brance.

I now place in your hands the gavel
with which you entrusted me two
years ago, and in doing so it is my
earnest hope that my successor in
office will wield it with the same love
and attachment for your interests that
I have felt. It is human to err, yet
Masonic to overlook the unintentional
faults and errors of a brother, and I
pray that you will extend to me that
brotherly spirit when you review my
conduct and actions as your Grand
Master.

I am not forgetful of my great in-
debtedness to the Grand and Past
Grand officers and other brethern. who
at much inconvenience to themselves
have accompanied me on my  official
visits, and in many ways have given
me valuable assistance in the perform-
ance of my duties. Freemasonry in
New Brunswick was never, I believe,
in a more prosperous condition, and
its future was never brighter. The
brethren throughout our jurisdiction
are, I believe, fully alive to the ad-
vantage and necessity of so regulat-
ing their conduct that our order, which
is pre-eminently a religious one, shall
not suffer or be impaired by anything
déne by them. We cannot directly
canvass for members, but by spread-
ing the cement of brotherly love we
can make known to those without our
gates that our tenets are such as
should govern the world, and in that
manner persuade many to Jjoin our
ranks.

May you now enter upon your la-
bors, ever mindful that the services
demandad of you are the services due
to otir Supreme Grand Master.

The report of E. J. Everett, grand
treasurer, showed that last year he
had on hand a balance of $1,520.94, And
his receipts in the year were $2,279.90,
making a total of $3,800.93. He had
discharged various liabilities, -includ-
ing $7356 in redemption of debt and
payment of interest, and his balance
was now $2,126.95. The receipts for the
benefit of the fund of benevolence dur-
ing the year was $144.37, and the total
of the fund is $3,207.69.

The report showed that 165 members
were initiated during the year and that
%4 had dfed. The net increase in
membership was 73 and the total mem-
bership 18 now 2,067. The grand sec-
retary reported that 31 dispensations
were Issued during the year, and his
report announced the receipt from the
Grand Lodge of Canada in Ontario of
a ‘“History of Freemasonry in Can-
ada,” in two volumses, the  Work of
Past Grand Master J. Ross Robertson.
The work has been placed on the
shelves of the Grand Lodge library
and from the Grand Lodge of Min-
nesota has been received a bronze
madal, struck in ecommemoration »of

the asemi-centennial anniversary of
that grand body. ¢

The report: of the board ' of general
purposes annourced the election of
Alexander R. Campbell, a vice-presid-
ent, It announced dh inconsistency in
the reading of the provisions of the
constitution in section 18 of “privats
lodges,” and secton 8 of “‘proposing
members,” and agreed that it would
be desirable to remove the contradic-
tion by amendment. The board recom-
mended to Grand Lodge the advisabil-
ity of placing in the custody of Zion's
Lodge of Sussex the old warrant of
Zion Lodge, No. 21, on the registry of
the body of Ancient Masons, called
“The Grand Lodge of the Masonical
Jurisdiction of the province of Nova
Scotia in North America,” which war-
rant, bearing date 1792, is now fn keép-
inig of the Grand Lodge. The board
of general purposes does not recognize
any right of Zion Lodge to the posses-
sion of this warrant, but is of opinion
that it will be more appreciatéd by the
craft if hung on the walls of Zion
Lodge.

At Tuesday's meeting of the Grand
Masonic Lodge the electién of officers
was the principal business. The fol-
lewing officers were chosen: Arthur I.
Trueman of 8t. John, grand master;
R. L. Maltby of Newoastle, deputy
grand master; H. V. B, Bridges of
Fredericton, senior grand warden; Al-
fred Dodge of 8t. John, deputy grand
warden; Rev. D. Ireland of Wood-
stock, grand chaplain; B. J. Tverett of
St. John grand treasurer.

There was a long diseussion with re-
spect to the advisabllity of exemplify-
ing the work of the order at all ses-
sions of the Grand Lodge, but no ac-
tion was taken.

Letters were read from Hon. J. V.
Ellis and J. T. Whitlook, past grand
masters, regretting thir inability to be
present.

It was agreed to hand over to Zion
Lodge of Sussex the old warrant
granted years ago by the Ancient
Grand Lodge of Nova Sodtia to the
Zion Lodge then in existence at Sus-
sex.

Col. Maltby, now the D. P. M., pre-

sented his credentials as the repre-

sentative of the Three Globes Lodge
at Berlin and Judge Forbes, P. G. M.,
presented his, representing the Grand
Iodge of Scotlahd, R. W. Grimmer of
St. Andrews his, representing the
Grand Lodge of Idaho, and H. 4.
Eridges his as the representative of
the Grand Lodge of Oklahoma.

The officers of the Grand Lodge will
be installed this afternéono.

One of the last of the Earl Fitzwilliam
Immigrants of 1848—Why not a
Monument to the Fever
Victims ?

ST. ANDREWS, N. B, Aug. 26—
Bruce MacLeod, manager of the Bank
of Nova Scotia, at Woodstock, is in
town, the guest of his brother-in-law,
Rev. A. W. Mahon. Samuel Warrell
of Sackville, teacher in the university,

and taking an art course, is visiting
his parents, Mr. and Mrs. Worrell.
Miss McNabb arrived by the €, P. R.
yesterday to visit her mother, Mrs.
Duncan McNabb.

The remains of Michael Somers, who
died at Robbinston, Me., on Saturday
were brought here yesterday for
burial in the R. C. rural cemetéry. The
deceased was one of the fast decreasing
Star passengers, who in the year 1848
were sent to this province from
County Wicklow, Ireland, by Earl
Fitzwilliam, who pald their passage
and deposited there a sum of money
sufficient to pay for their maintenance
for six months. They were a hardy,
long-lived lot of people. The males of
the party went to work for King &
Brookfield, contractors for the build-
ing of the New Brunswick and Can-
ada railway, then in proc®ss of con-
struction. Mr. King died in this town
and was buried in the olde church
graveyard. Mr. Brookfield removed to
Halifax, where he died a few years
since.  On the passage from Ireland,
fever hroke out on the bark Star, and
a number of the passengers died. On
their arrival in St. Andrews bay the
fever stricken passenger were landed
on hospital or Hardwood Island,
where forty-eight of their number
died and were buried. To this
day no stone or monument has been
placed to mark the spot in which the
remains lle, and in a few years the
mounded graves will have, as the cof-
fins decay, sank level with the gréund,
and the only memento of the men who
came from the then famine stricken
Ireland to work on the first railroad
projected in Canada will be when in
the future, a8 in the past, their bones
will be accidentally turned up. A
monument was made a few yeats ago
in Quebac to place a monument over
the remains of the Irishmen who fell
vietims to ship fever and smallpox
which half a century ago decimated
the emigrants on the ships in which
then crossed the Atlantic. Surely the
descendants of the unfortunate ones
who died and were buried on the lone
island in St. Andrews Bay will not al-,
low the last resting place of their fore-
fathhers to remain rhuch longer ne-
glected, The number of Star pas-
sengers are fast diminishing and ih a
few years they will all have gone.

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4{ REVILING MR. BLAIR,

* While Mr. Blair was minister of
railways he had no reason to complain
of want of appreciation. Few minis-
ters have been praised with more en-
thusiasm and less discrimination. Es-
pecially was he held up by the gov-
ernment press of the maritime pro-
vinces as a great minister and a man
to be admired, supported and trusted.

‘fhere came a day when Mr. Blair
vesigned his office and his place in the
cabinet because he did not agree with
the premier on an important matter
of policy. -Mr. Blair retired into pri-
vate life, accepting the consequence
of his refusal to endorse a measure
which he declared to be vicious and
fmprovident. He set forth his reasons
calmly and clearly in a letter to Sir
‘Wiifrid, which was read in the house
and to which he added a brief and al-
mest formal explanation after the
premier had made his statement. Lat-
er Mr. Blair made a speech on the se-
cond reading of the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific bill, in which he gave his objec-
tions to the contract. He did it so
well that his former friends agres in
saying that he mnever spoke so effec-
tively in the house of commons befors.
Apart from this open and public ac-
tion Mr. Blair has maintainel a digni-
fied reserve. He has made no speeches
outside the house, published no inter-
views, and, so far as report goes, has
made no personal canvass among his
friends in the house of commons.

Yet if he had committed all the
crimes in the calendar he could hard-
ly be assailed more furiously than he
is by the machine politicians and the
machine press.

Take for instance,.a paper that has
recently been rather moderate ‘in its
treatment of political opponents. The
Halifax Chronicle does not like to be
called the orgam of Mr. Fielding, but
it is the paper on which Mr. Fielding
had his newspaper training and the
Journal which he controlled as editor
for several years. . The Chronicle is
extremely partial to Mr. Ficlding, and
is Hkely to do all it reasonably can to
please him.

Mr. Fielding and Mr. Blair were
neighboring provineial premiers. They
went to Ottawa together to ‘enter the
Laurier ministry at the head of the two
departments then the most important
in the government. For seven years
they sat together at the council board,
appeared together on the platform,

e fought each other’s battles, and de-
fended each other’s public conduct and
character. Mr. Fielding professed to
have a great admiration for Mr. Blair,
and the Chronicle was devoted to both.

Mr. Blair does not support the Cox
deal and goes out of the ministiy. He
has no patronage and controls no rail-
way printing. Now what do we see?
The editor of the Chronicle goes him-
self to Ottawa and opens fire on Mr
Blair in signed contribution to the
Chronicle. Let us take a few extracts
from the last one to hand.

We read that after Mr. Blairs re-
signation ‘““The political waters closed
* almost immediately over the ex-min-
* ister’s head, without leaving so much

‘|ada as the easiest eounter-stroke at hand

1y against the late leader” that “he

‘calls itself a republie, and which has

“as a bubble on the surface to mark
“the spot where he Wwent down. In-
“stead of demoralizing the govern-
“ ment, Mr.‘ Blahr's withdrawal has ac-
“tually strengthened it. ‘It has im-
‘“ parted the confidence which counts
“for us much.”

We are told that Mr. Blair's speech
at times '1revealed the disappointed,
raging man,” that “he cried impotent-

lost sight of ordinary self-respect.”
Then we have such brutal comment as
that in which the editor of the Chron-
lcle says: “The quick burial of dead
“ politicians such as he out of publie
“sight is a measure of moral sanita-
‘“tion as well as of mercy.” Mr. Blair's
famous retort to Sir Wilfrid’s hysteri-
cal appeal that Time does not wait 1s,
according to the Chronicle, “simply in-
“ famous, unworthy of any but the
“ most reckless typs of the baffled
“ self-seeker.” The word ‘“‘dastardly”
is applied to Mr. Blair's course, and
the whole is summed up. i

The good thing about Mr. Blair's insihu-
ation is that it revedls the true Mr. Blair—
the disappointed and embittered politician
who will etop at nothing to injure his fate
leader ana his late colleagues, because he
cannot compel them to his own purposes, and
because they have proved a fatal stumbling
block in the pathway of his overweaning
and selfish ambitions.

There should be no further misunderstand-
ing with reference to the ex-minister of
railways. He is in opposition for opposi-
tion’s sake. His motto hereafter is evident-
ly to be that of the fallen Lucifier—war for
war's sake, as a means of deadening the
pains of defeated ambition, and for revenge.

This man, whose quick burial is ne-
cessary for moral sanitation; this poli-
ticlan whose selfish ambitions have
been frustrated; this dastard, with-
out self-respect, who has gone down
into oblivion, and whose departure
has inctreased public confidence in the
government, is the same whom the
liberals of Canada have been for seven
years ordered to support and admire.
He is the man to whom has been en-
trusted the greatest spending depart-
ment in the government, who has ex-
pended nearly a hundred million dol-
lars of public. money ‘during his term
of office. During this period we heard
nothing from Mr. Blair's leader, or
his ministers, or his press concerning
the offensiveness of Mr. Blair's
morals, the selfishness of his aims, or
the meanness of ‘his spirit.

If Mr. Blair is and has been such a
man, and yet was so cherished,
praised and trusted, what about his
colleagues ? How imany other self-
seeking ministers are there of whom
the liberal press has a low opinion
and is only waiting a chance to ex-
press it. Which other minister ought
to be buried to protect the commun-
ity from pollution ? How many more
dastards has Sir Wilfrid about him ?
What other ministers may strengthen
the government and restore public
‘confidence by retiring we shall not be
told until they resign.

The fact is that the remaining min-
isters are afraid of the effect of Mr.
Blair's action. They see that the Cox
gift enterprise is not a popular mea-
sure. They have discovered that the
deal cannot be rushed through the
house’ with a wild burst of hysterics.
The work of whipping men into line
would have been hard enough when
Mr. Blair was in the government, His
resignation has carried distrust and
confusion. 8o the order hds gone out
to discredit Mr. Blair, His motives
must be attacked, his character must
be assailed, he must be mentioned with
contempt, in order that the party shall
not realize its loss.

But the device is not useful. No one
believes that Mr, Blair's refusal to
endorse the Cox enterprise has made a
villain of him, It is not yet agreed
that a hero in office is of a necessity a
rascal so soon as his patronage has
gone.

MR. CARNEGIE'S SUPERFLUOUS
TROUBLE,

Mr. Carnegie has written = to the
Times saying that the adoption of a
preferential’ ‘policy by Great Britain
Would surely provoke the 'United
States to wrath. He would not be
surprised if it would result in.a de-
monstration similar to the Boston tea
party. The despatch makes Mr. Car-
negie say:

Nobody belleves that diserimination
against American products would not be
highly unpopular in: Boston or Aanywhere
else throughout the length and‘ breadth of
the Union.” Mr. Carnegle regards the with-
drawal of the bonding privilege from Can-

because the president has the power to aoct
and it would cease the same day the prefer-
ential tax by Great Britain against Ameri-
can products came into operation. Should
congress be in session at the time, however,
it might prefer to meet the British attack
by a surcharge upon British products enter-
ing America, preference for preference, as
bounty-fed sugar was met.

Mr, Carnegie is giving himself too
much anxiety over this matter. He
is himself a citizen of an empire which

8 much more decided preferential sys-
tem than the British empire is likely
to see for many years. The Britich
preferential system will treat all for-
eign countries alike, The United
States will not expect to be treated
better than other foreign countries,
and will hardly insist that the British
empire shall not give itself a tariff pre-
ference. Canada has already given
a préference to Great Britain whidh
does not apply to the United States.
If the latter country proposed to
punish such an imperial prefeérence by
refusing the bonding privilege that
would have been done six Yyears ago.
The United States congress adopts

s}lch tariff legislation as seems to be
for the advantage of the country, l’tl

will eontinue to do so after Great Brit-
ain adopts the prefereptlal system. At
the present time Great Britain buys
nearly half the exports of the United
States, and the British empire is a far
better customer than ail the rest of
the world together. The United States
beople buy from Great Britain less
than one dollar's worth of goods for
every four dollars’ worth which Brit-
ain buys from them. Of the goods
exported by Great Britain not one-
fourteenth part find a market in the
United States, and not nearly one-
tenth of the exports of the whole Brit-
Ish empire go to the United States.
The United Kingdom sends goods to
many countries, sélling a considerable
quantity to the States. But the sales
to that nation are not so large as the
sales to India, or to Australia, or to
British America and British Africa to-
gether, or to Germany or to France.

If the British preference should re-
duce by one-half the purchase of goody
from the United States by the British
empire, the United States would still
have twice as large a market among
British people as the British people
would have in the American union.
Divide by two the market which the
United States has in the British Is-
lands and it will still be much larger
than the market that the United
States has from all the other four
great powers of Europe taken together.
Divide their Canadian market by two'
and it will still be larger than the
market which the United States has in
the whole of South America.

There is no system of British pre-
ference possible ‘which will not leave
Great Britain and the British empire
generally a far better market for the
United States than can be found any-
where else in the world and which will
not still leave the republic immensely
the advantage in the balance of trade.
Under these circumstances Mr. Car-
negie may suppose that his adopted
country will break off trade communi-
cation. But that is because Mr. Car-
nagie, who knows some things well, is
Intensely and absurdly ignorant about
others. These others are the subjects
which he persists in discussing. ©Once
more we counsel Mr. Carnegie to pa-

tronize the reference department of
one of his own publi¢ libraries,

A NATIONAL RAILWAY AND NA-
TIONAL PORTS.

Sir Willlam Mulock strongly con?
demns Mr, Borden’s proposition to
make Montreal, Quebec, St. John and
Halifax free national ports  for
through export and import trafic. The
postmaster general says that this
would mean the transfer to the Do-
minion of the $5,000,000 harbor debt of
Quebec, and $18,000,000 harbor debt of
Montreal, with further appropriations
for St. John and Halifax. , Of course
Sir Willlam knows that the Quebec
harbor debt is already a federal obli-
gation. The Dominion is responsible
for the original bonds, and for yedrs
has been paying the interest on them
on the default of the harbor board.
Canada is also responsible for the
Montreal harbor debt, but as. yet the
interest is paid out of harbor dues.
St. John citizens are now bearing the
cost of making St. John a free port
for through export traffic,

Sir William Mulock says that On-
tario will never stand all this, He
only means that the postmaster gen-
eral does not like the plan. The cost
is a mere fraction of the amount in-
volved in the Grand Trunk benefit
scheme. There is no uncertainty and
no speculative element in it. These
four harbors are known,  If there is
to be a great increase in the import
and export trade the ports must have
lnrge:l and better equipment, Any
provision that is made must either be
paid for by the nation, as is already
done in the case of Quebec, or by the
shipping, as is done in the casa of
Montreal, or by the citizens, as is
done by St. John, Mr. Borden’s policy
is to nationalize the ports for through
trade purposes just as Mer, Fielding
has nationalized the canals.

This policy would relieve the com-
merce of Montreal from an “onerous
tax and provide for the development
of harbor works at that port. It would
relieve tne people of St. John of the
burden which: the Sand Point wharves
have placed on the taxpayers and
would solve the question of providing
the increased facilities which aref so
urgently needed. It would enlarge the
opportunities of Halifax. Above all
it would benefit the Dominion by re-
ducing the cost of transporting the
products of the west to the market
acress the Atlantic,

It is not necessary to accept the
statement of Sir Willlam Mulock that
Ontario would oppose this policy be-
cause the money would be spent in
other provinces. The Ontario people
are not all of the narrow type of the
pestmaster general. They are not all
provincialists. Besides they know the
Port Colborne, Collingwood, Midland,
Goderich and other lake ports have
been improved and made avallable for
traffic at the expense of the dominioh.
These are all fine ports and werse all
made so at the expense of the domin-
ion, The Canadian canal system has
been made free. This is a great con-
tribution of the whole country to the
national transportatfon equipment.
The burden placed upon the country
includes not only the cost of the canals
themselves, but the expense of their
maintenance and operation. Neither
free ports nor a government railway
furnish anything corresponding to this
transportation subsidy. Traffic on the
Intercolonial may not make return for
the capital expenditure, but it is ex-
pected to pay for maintenance and op-
eration. The gift of a free bort would
pot be expscted to include the opera-
tion of elevators, the work of shunting
engines, and the employment of tugs.
But the policy of free canals means
more than the mse of the original
works, It calls for bridge tenders and
lock keepers. It places the whole staff
of employes free of charge at the ser-
vice of the shipper. Yet Sir William
Mulock believes that Ontario would re-
fuse to pay for free ports in other pro-
vinces.

Thers is nothing narrow about Mr.
Borden’s plan. It is a national idea,
pot devised for the benefit of one pro-
vince, one railway company, or one
group of professional promoters who
cannot wait. It is intended to meet
the needs of the case, to solve the one
pressing problm, that of getting the
grain out of the west to Europe by
all Canadian routes and through Can-

adian ports, ; “

BOSTON, Aug. 25.—Notwithstanding
the talk that a Canadian yacht club,
backed by wealthy men, may challenge
for the America’s cup, it is now 'be-
lieved in yachting circles here that
the Canadians will not try a hand in
the big game just yet. A challenge
from: Canada would have to come
through some yacht ‘elub having a
deep course, such as-the Royal Nova
Scotia Club df Halifax. Many Boston
men understand that the measuring
rules are to be changed next year,
making conditions rather more favor-
able for a British boat, and they think
that 8Bir Thomas Lipton will again
challenge. It is believed that Can-
adians will' be willing *to wait until
the English yachtsmen abandon the
attempt to take away the cup, and
then possibly form a syndicate to con-
struct a racer of the 90 foot class.

Headquarters are to be opened in
Boston Sept. 1 by a number- of men
who are endeavoring to* improve trade
relations with Canada. The plan also
Includes the idea of removing some of
the antagonism which occasionally
breaks out between sympathizers in
Canada and the United States and of
smoothing general affairs. The pro-
moters of the undertaking include
Harry H. Lavers, who will be man-
ager in charge, and Robert Clement.
The campaign is to be waged on a
reciprocity basis, with the evident in-
tetfon of ‘educating native voters and
a8s many of the former Canadians as
possible to assist Bugene Foss in his
reciprocity campalign within the re-
publican party. It is said a weekly
paper will' be established in connec-
tion with the scheme, and a flood of
documents "bearing on relations with
Canada eirculated in both countries.
Ameong Cunadians many opinions are
expressed as to the practicability of
the moviment. Many claim that recl-
procity is a dead issue, and that it
will prove a diffieult task to resfirrect
it, especially if the campaign is not
conducted free from the skirts of an
unclean party organization or from
the one man movement, which has
been ok foot since a certain -manufac-
turer, importing largely from Canada,
attempted to get to congress ' by
riding rough shod over the party lead-
ers. This manufacturer wag knifed
in the election and lost a republican
distriet to the democrats.

The praises of New Brunswick as a
summer, ‘retréAt and a land of good
fishing are being sung by Dr. Henry
H. Gakeler and party. of Worcester,
who recently returned from Kent Co.
They mde their headquarters at Rex-
ton as the guests of Judge H. M. Fer-
guson, whose wife is a sister of Mrs.
Gabeler. Four in the party caught 482
trout on three trips. The party visit-
ed Tweedie Brook, a stream controlled
by a Moncton fishing club, and enjoy-
ed & good run of luck. Dr. Gabheler
told the Worcester papers, which pub-
lished a lengthy article on the wonders
he saw, that he &bnsidered New
Brunswick a paradise for sportsmen.

Portland was a trifle scored on Mon-
day by a report cabled from London
that the Grand Trunk would remove
its Atlantic terminus to a Canadiay
prort. After considering the ' cable,
Portland decided that she would lose
no traffic and notified the world to
that effect. The Forest City is still
watching railroad legislation at Otta-
wa, but seems to see nothing to cause
alarm. The general opinion at Port-
land is that after the political fund of
the party in power has been sufficient-
ly replenished and the political con-
tractors taken care of, she will be
found still doing business by way of
the Grand Trunk. The city, however,
has been having trouble with it§ har-
tor of late. Two steamers touched
bottom during the past ten days, and
fog off the Maine coast has bothered
navigation. It {s understoo® that
some dredging will be done in the near
future, providing the city is not spcng-
ed from the map.

The United States government ink
spectors in Maine are still after the
smugglers. The latest alleged viola-
tors of the revenue laws are Paul Cyr
and Clifford Littaliens of Fort Fair-
fleld, who are accused of smuggling 85
bottles of whiskey from Woodstock.
They will be arraigned in Bath Sept. 1,
when the United States grand jury is
to dispose of a dozen other smuggling
cases.

She was three-
quarters of a mile away before the
Shamrock IIL rounded the mark.
Both yachts were heeling before a 12
knot wind from south by west and
were sailing at least one mile ah hour
faster than the wind was blowing.
Their sheets were eased just enough
to put them on almost their best point
of sailing and one upon which the Re-
llance has often demonstrated that
she is faster than any racing craft ever
built.

She was heeled just enough to bring
hér long overhangs to bear and glve
her the benefit of her best sailing
length. The guide vessel Coastwisa
was scurrying along ahead of her at
full speed, but the Reliance was over-
hauling. her inch by inch, and when
the lightship hotve fair in sight about
two miles away, was not more than
a quartér of a mile astern of the guide
vessel. A .mile further on the Coast-
wise sheered-off and gave Reliance a
clear “eourse to the finish.

As the wind softened the Reliance
first, set a baby jib topsail which the
Shamrock had been carrying since
turning the second mark and then ex-
changad it for a big reaching Jib top-
gail in which the Sharmock promptly
fcllowed suit. The( two yachts held
their relative positions for about =
mile. When the Reliance was a quar=
ter of a mile frcm the finish line the
wind died away considerably, but the
Shamrock II. came booming along
carying a splendid - breeze and fast
overhauling  the - leader. It looked as
though the British was going to get
within her time allowance, but the
finish line was too near and the Reli-
ance slipped aecross it with one min-
ute’ and 19 seconds . to spare. The
Shamrock III. finished in a softeninz
wind and hoth: boats were taken in
tow to Sandy Hook. The official time:

NEW YORK, Aug. 25.—In a glorious
wholesail breeze, over a triangular
course, ten miles to a leg, the fleet-
foted cup defender Reliance again to-
day showed her heels to Sir Thomas
Lipton’s challenger, taking the second
race of the cup series of 1903 by the
narrow margin of 1 minute and 19
seconds. It was as pretty and as hard
a fought contest as has ever been sail-
ed off. Sandy Hook and, had the wind
not fallen during the last ten min-
utes, the record for the course, 3 hours,
12 minutes and 15 seconds, made hy
Columbia two years ago in her mem-
orable race against Shamrock II.,would
have been beaten. As it was, Reliance
sailed the thirty miles within 2 min-
utes and 35 seconds of the record which
speaks wonders for her speed in the
wind - that was blowing. Reliance’s
victory, narrow as it was, would have
been even . smaller ' had not. Captain
Wringe, the skipper of the British
ship, bungled the start, sending his
craft over the line 19 seconds after
the last gun and handicapping her to
that extent. At every point of sailing
the defender’s sguperiority was demon-
strated. She gained I minute and 31
seconds in windward work, 40 seconds
on the run to the second' mark, and
45 seconds on the close reach for home.
Based upon the magnificent showing
shé has made in the two races already
sailed, it is the belief of many experts
that the cup is safe and that it will
take something better than Fife's
latest creation to even budge it.

An assemblage of excursion vessels
almost as large as that of last Satur-
day poured down through- the narrows
today to witness the vanishing glory
of the challenger. The early morning
had held out but little hope of a race.
A smoky haze hung over the sea and
the wind was very light from the
south. But as the day wore on the
curtain lifted slightly, the wind blew
strong and clear, and the dancing
swell sparkled under the radiance of
an. August sun.

The excursion fleet lined up rail to
rail in a great semi-circle to witness
the start. The course, a beat due south
into the wind for ten miles, then a
broad reach or run as the case might
be, off toward the Cholera Banks and
then home again to the old Red-
Hulled lightship, had been set.

The spectators watched the jockey-
ing for the start with eager interest.
To the uninitiated it was hair-raising
to see what close company the giant
single stickers kept. It seemed mo-
mentarily as if their spars and hulls
would' clash, but they wheeled and cir-
cled like gulls, tacking, gybing ‘and
putting about with wonderful ease and
grace. = At last, when they bounded
across the line, close hauled, for the
thresh to windward, it was seen that
the American skipper by his extreme-
ly clever work had again outgeneralled
his rival' and decured the weather
guage. Not only was the challenger’s
captain defeated in his effort ito secure
the wind berth, but he actually failed
to cross in time to save a handicap,
an almost unpardonable sin in a cup |
contest. Barr never relinquished his
advgntage after-the start, holding the
challenger under his lee all the way
to the first mark. ¥

As the clean limbed racers got fur-
ther out the weight of the wind stead-
ily increased and the waves began to
spill; forth  from their green crests.
Both' boats, with every stitch ofican-

Slowly but surely the thousands

the Reliance rounded, the patrol flot-
illa. blew their whistles and clanging
bells in the engine rooms gent the
whole fleet at full speed to leeward of
the last leg of the course. There the
vast concourse ' of steam  craft lay
wallowing in the trough of. the. sea
until the yachts, bowling along at a
terrific pace, turned the second mark.
Reliance sasiled this leg of ten miles
in 56 minutes and 20 seconds. Then

was also covered at roaring speed.
The guide boat sent ahead to show
the course was too slow, although ev-
erything abeard her was'wide open,
and Rellance passed her before the
line was reached. All the ocean-goihg
tugs and many of the steam yachts
were left artern in the mad race. Just
before the finish the wind died down,
but Reliance went across in ample time
to win, having covered the ten miles
in 67 minutes, 40 seconds. Shamrock
was about a mtile astern and crossed
in 4 minutes and 40 seconds, to a repe-
tition of the riot of sound which had
welcomed Reliance’s victory,

Then the great observation fleet
headed back to New York at top speed,
not walting to follow the racers in.
And it was well that it was so. Before
Jhalf the fleet had reached the upper
bay a green-gray squall out of the
northwest, raising a curtain of spray
as it came, struck the fleet, bringing
grief to many excursionists and carry-
ing away yacht and steamer awnings
and top hamper generally. Had the
squall found the racers and the at-
tendant fleet out on the ocean race
course ‘today might have chronicled
a great marine disaster.

NEW YORK, Aug. 25— After the
race Sir Thomas Lipton said: *“You
have all seen the results and the only
thing I can say'is that we did better
than in the last race, which is hope-
ful. I figure my defeat at a little
over one minute. If I make as much
progress in the next race as I did in
this over the last, I will be a good bit
ahead in the finish of the third race.
I was more than pleased with the way
my boat was handled today. It is
hard to admit it, but the best boat
won. Perhaps with more wind at the
finish the result might have been dif-
ferent. ' But I don’t want to throw
any cold water on the victory, It is
hard to win every race in such a series
and I hope our turn will come next.”

Captain Barr said: “That’s number
two. Now' we will get ready for
Thursday.”

Lord Shaftesbury said: “We are
licked. The Reliance is jolly well the
best boat.”

C. Oliver liselin said: “I don’t sup-
pose anybody ever saw two boats bet-
ter handled than those two were to-
day. It would seem, however, that
the Rellance has proved her superior-
ity in all kinds of weather and under
all conditions.”

LONDON, Aug. 25.~The news of the
Second victory of the Reliance was re-
ceived in London: with little surprise.
The crowds in the streets were even
smaller than on the occasion of the
first race. The papers devoted many
editions to the progress of the strug-
gle, but there was only a few watch-
ers at tthe tickers and bulletin boards
when the result was finally announced.

YACHTS HIT BY A TERRIBLE
NORTHEAST GALE—THE
SHAMROCK IN PERIL.

NEW YORK, Aug. 25.—A terrible
northeast wind and electric storm
struck’ Sandy Hook shortly after five
o’clock today, and Shamrocks I1IT. and
I, Reliance and a fleet of half a dozen
fine yachts, including the Erin, C. Oli-
ver Iselin’s Sunbeam and the Herre-
shoff’s Roamer were in great danger
for a time. The yacht Eureka, break-
ing from her anchorage, was blown
violently against a coal scow and car-
ried the scow before it. It seemed for
a time that the two boats would crash
into Shamroek IIT., which lay glmost
in the path of the gale not a hundred
yards away.

The Roamer, which was dangerous-
1y near the Shamrocks, began to drag
her anchors, and despite efforts to
hold her, drifted down rapidly. Sud-
denly she swung against the Sunbeam,
and thus getting<@-chance to start her
engines managed to get away from
the danger line. The Sunbeam, too,
as the blow increased later, again and
again began to drag and in a moment
went with a crash against the scow,
which also commenced to drift, and
for a moment it looked as if Sham-
re¢k ITI. would be overwhelmed. Cap-
tain Barr on the Sunbeam yelled to
the . Shamrock watch: “If we can’t
hold ‘you’d better pull up and drift
away from us.”

This they prepared to do, but a lull
in the wind aided the Sunbeam to hold
for a while, and the wind began to de-
crease,

Two steam yachts, the Giralda and
the "Allita, anchored further out in the
Horseshoe, . were torn’ from their an-
chorage and came into bow and stern
collision. The bowsprit of one crash-
ed through. the stern of the other, and
the two thus locked, drifted before the
wind dangerously near the challenger.
The tug Cryjzer saved them, pulling
them apartiand away from the other
boats. Reliance lay in a position more
out " of danger. The moorings of
Shamrock and Reliance held fast,
though the wind threw their bows
around into the face of the gale vio-
lently and they tugged at their cables.

No frosts have fallen' as yet to kill
off the swarms of gnats which are in
the woods, but the cool evenings of
August have diminished the energy of
most insects, and the deer which have
haunted the water-ways during the
summer are beginning to come out
into the clearings and stand by the
fence sides in the early mornings to
nibble the second crop clover and gam-
bol on the newly-mown sward. From
reliable correspondents of the Bangor
Daily News we learn that single deer
and deer in pairs or in herds, have
been seen in._nearly every town in
Penobscot county, showing themselves
in places where no deer have come for
years. Though these reports come to
us from all over eastern Maine, we
must remember that a great majority
of the deer are still to be found along
the streams and by the lakes in the]
déep woods, so that such few as are
Seen now are not more than one quar-
ter of the deer in any locality. Hence,
We' must admit that the number of
these animals is greater this season
than in former years. Lumbermen in-
formed us last month that deer win-
tered well and came into the spring in
good condition. The dry time from
April until the middle of June was
very favorable for the fawns to gain
sirength. Later on the feed became
excellent, so there was no cause to
weaken the herds. Add to the above
known conditions the fact that many
deer are roaming abroad in quest of
food at a time fully six weeks ahead
of usual, and we have a combination
of auguries that gives promise of good

BURIED WIFE IN. HOLD,

Sand Used as Ballast was Last Home
of the Captain’s Spouse.

A strange story of the sea comes
from Sydney. It is about the Ameri-
can ship Senator. On March 168 the
ship left Algoa Bay, South Africa,
bound in ballast for Sydney. - Captain
Suthérland was her master, With him
in the ship was his wife, who had been
his companion during the last twenty
years of his sea career.

Seven days out one of those sudden
and terrific gales from the African
coast fell upon the ship. Whether the
suddenness of the storm had any ef-
fect in producing the sickness is not
known, but shortly after the gale fell
upon the ship Captain Sutherland was
called into the cabin to see his wife
lying unconscious from paralysis. She
never regained consciousness. Captain
Sutherland was confronted with the
double agony of knowing that his wife
was dying in the cabin below while
above and about him were the ele-
meats striving to destroy his vessel.
The woman died within a short time.
The thought to Captain Sutherland
that he would have to consign the
body of his wife to the sea was one of
the most agonizing that he had ever
experienced. It would have been im-
possible to have mustered the ship’s
crew about the body as it was con-
signed to the dz2p. The men were
about the vessel fighting to save the
ship and save their own lives. Cap-
tain Sutherland decided to bury his
wife at sea, but to bury her aboard
his vessel. He was able to accomplish
this in a.strange way.

Wrile the storm was raging the
ship’s carpenter, a man who had been
nursed from a serious sickness by Mrs.
Sutherland, constructed a rough coffin.
Out of two-inch boards he soon had
modeled a basket for his dead bene-
factress. This box was calked and
then covered with sevsral coats of

‘pitch to make it as air-tight as pos-

sible. Once ihe coffin was finished the
strange funeral was begun,

Capt. Sutherland, helped by one of
his crew, dreéssed and prepared the
body for its casket. Far down in the
hold of the ship,where the ballast was
located, two men were put to dig a

grave,

‘When the grave was ready the coffin
was lowered. It had few mourners to
attend in person. There were many
mournery near by, but they were on
the decks above trying to save the
ship from /destruction. Only Captain
Sutherland and a few of the crew de-
scended into the vessel’s hold to attend
tke remarkable funeral,

Sydney was safely reached, As soon
88 possible after that port was made
Captain Sutherland, accompanied by
most of the crew and friends ashore,
attended the remains of his wife to a
fnal resting place in one of the ceme-
teries at Sydney, where a funeral ser-
vice more in keeping with the Chris-
tian character of the woman was con-
ducted by an Australian minister.

REV. MR. WARING
AND HIS CRITICS.

Sharp Discussion:Caused by Baptist

Convention Sermon.

While Rev, H. F. Waring is not open-
ly decused of heresy, there 1is riuch
sharp critcism among the delegates at
the Maritime Baptist convention of his
sermon delivered in Leinster street
church last Sunday morning. Though
the matter has not yet come openly be-
fore the convention and may not be so
considered, a lively discussion is tak-
Ing place privately, in which the dele-
‘gates seem to be about evenly divided.
The younger ministerial element is
disposéd to accept the views, presented
by Mr. Waring; some of the more con-
servative are strong in their criticism,
while the majority find fault chiefly
with Mr. Waring’s method of present-
Ing his subject and with his judgment
in expressing in a convention sermon
views which he knew- would not be ac-
ceptable to the whole convention. Re-
garding Mr. Waring himself, his great
ability, his earnestness  and. honesty
and true Christian worth, there is no-
thing €rom all sides but the highest
commendation,

The sermon, which was really the
last chapter of a book which Mr. War-
ing ‘will soon pubjsh, was entitled,
The Bible as Justified and Justifying,
and was a scholarly pragentation of the
arguments of adverse -critics against
the justification of the Bible, followed
by a statement of the contentions of
Christian students. The conclusion
that mgny of his listeners came to was
that Mr. Waring denied not only the
verbal inspiration of the Bible, but any
inspiration whatever of the writers of
a large part of the book more than the
Inepiration which may be sald to
be the possess‘on of = any writer of
great literature. Some of his hearers
considered his statements so unworthy
of their acceptance that the left the
church. Rev. A. B. McDonald, of Gage-
town, was one of those.

But Mr. Waring’s supporters claim
that this was due to a misunderstand-
fing ‘ceused largely by his method of
stating his case. Mr. Waring has a re-
putation among the Baptist .clergy of
being very liberal in his views and
many came expecting something sav-
oring of unorthodoxy. So when in the
first part of his sermon the preacher
began to array so many objeetions to
the inspiration of the Bible, he so an-
tagonized these people that they were
not in a position to appreciate the con-
tra points he made later. Had he re-
versed his argument, his friends say,
and put the positive part first, no fault
would have been found.

There has been some objection also to
‘'the ‘promifience which Mr. Waring
gave religious books such as the Koran
and the Vedas in comparison with the
Scriptures. With his basal conten-
tion, that the value of the Bible should
be judged not so much by the book it-
8elf as by the men it made, by the
| results following its teaching, there is
no fault found,

The sermon will probably come up
for discussion in some way before ct;n-
vention closes, and the remarks ‘of
many prominent ministerial delegates
are awaited with interest.

Judging by the effect of one chapter,
Mr. . Waring’s book, when it is pub-
lished, should create something of a
mild sensation among the Baptists.

PARLIAMENT.

OTTAWA, Aug. 24— Hon, James
Sutherland was in his seat today for
the first time since the Grand Trunk
Pacific debate commenced.

Mr, Hackett made a strong appeal
for Prince Edward Island receiving
advantages from any national railway
line. The people of the province want
facilities for shipping their produce to
the, outside world, and they could only
be secured by the preservation and
development of the Intercolonial as
advocated by the opposition. He up-
braided Mr. Fielding for voting against
the amendment to the government pro-
gramme calling for a line to serve P.
B. Island after the finance minister
had promised Prince Edward Island-
ers the eartn,

Mr. Talbot, of Trans-Canada notor-
{ety, who opened up the scheme in op-
position- to the Grand - Trunk Pacific,
Sshowed his change of faith by support-
ing ~the deal, He expressed satis-
Taction with Bourassa's Montreal
speech, and claimed it would pay Can-
ada better to build a trans-continental
railway than to expend ‘money de-
fending the empire. s

Mr. Blain of Peel defended Blair
from the personal attacks made on
the ex-minister by liberals. He show-
ed that the much vaunted claybelt
lines within forty miles of the Can-
adian Pacific railway, and can be most
easily reached by branch lines from
that system. Mr. Blain declared that
the maritime provinces now enjoyed
freight rates that were only
half those paid by other
parts of Canada. If the new
line was constructed the Intercolonial
would be destroyed, and those ad-
vantages would be lost to the lower
provinces. The rest of Canada wanted
equal privileges, and they could only
Becure' them by the extension of the
government system. Mr. Blain read
editorials from independent and liberal
bapers praising the business-like pol-
fey advocated by the leader of the op-
position. He referred to his chief as
a leader whom he was proud to follow.

Hon. Mr. Fisher followed. He re-
viewed the prospective produce and
population of the Northwest. He pro-
phesied that in 1911 the population of
that portion of Canada would be
1,638,000, and therefore without the
loss of a single day, week or month,
it was necessary to commence the con-
struction of the new railway,

After dinner Mr. Lefurgey 'pointed
out that Mr. Fisher's praise has been
faint. Instead of argument the min-
ister of agriculture hagd offered apolo-
gies. Nothing could operate against
the solution of the transportation
question more than the hasty and ill-
advised action of the government.
There was not a redeeming feature to
commend it. He thought that a bond:
ing privilege scare had been worked
in the Yukon railway deal and other
deals and it ‘was time to give them a
rest. As a member from the maritime
provinces he did not think’ that that
section of Canada was in favor of the
new transcontinental railway being
censtructed, with such hasts. It was
insane to open up a new country
while millions of acres of fertile lands
were awaiting settlement in the west.
If there was a crisis in the country
how was it that Mackenzle and Mann
had vainly asked for assistance for
a line for years? The east was as
much interested as the west in routing
grain and unless it came by the great
waterways which formed th® most
eccnomical channels all were bound to
suffer. He recited the history of trans-
vortation in the United States, show-
ing that today the waterways are

taking their true place in comprehen-,

sive economy. Mr. Lefurgey stated
that last year 27 per cent. of United
States freights had been carried by
water, resulting in a saving as com-
pared with all rail of $147,000,000.

Mr. Thompson of North Grey, con-
trasted the great disadvantages under
which the.C. P. R. labored with the
favorable condition which will attend
the bullding of the G. T. P., and urg-
ed that no great assistafce was neces-
sary for a new line,

Adjourned at 11.45 p. m.

In the senate today the bill to in-
corporate the Quebec and New Bruns-
wick R. R. passed its third reading.

OTTAWA, Aug. 26.— Hon. William
‘Ross attacked Tarte and Blair in his
speech on the G. T. Pacific scheme.
The latter reminded him of a charac-
ter in Paradise Lost, who would rather
g0 to a certain place than serve in
heaven. He also recalled that In
Dante’s Inferno, the sin of ingratitude
was worse than all others, He de-
clared that Blair did not count for
much in the country now, as when a
man loses his séat in the government
he loses his influence.

Mr. Yorter, who followed, suggested
that the inscription suggested by
Hance Logan for the liberal banner,
“Laurier, Prosperity and Victory,”
would . bé incomplete without. “And
God save Canada from the likes of
us.” He ¢omplimented Mr. Blair for
refusing to allow the government to
do his thinking for him. Mr. Porter
explained thé neglect of the govern-
ment to protect Canadian industries
by pointing’ out that Senator Cox is
not engaged in manufacturing.

Sir Richard Cartwright by a com-
parison of the trade figures of 1903
with those of 1896, endeavored to show
that the Grand Trunk Pacific was ne-
cessary. If the Mackenzie govern-
ment had remained in power Canada
would have been as far ahead in 1885
as it is now in 1903. Answering the
criticisms that the government had
made a bad bargain, Cartwright con-
sidered that it was necesssary- to be
generous with-that company and place
them in a position to finance their
scheme. He was opposed to govern-
ment ownership of railways, and did
not think that Canada could success-
fully manage a system of her own.

MR. TARTE

felt gratified that there had been no
blue ruin from either side of the house
during the discussion, and that both
were confident of the future of Can-
ada. He discussed the question from
the standpoint of a comprehensive
system of transportation, and held
that all freight west was tributary to
Lake Superior, which was the key to
the Canadian channel from the wasé
to the east. He contended that no
rallway can compete with water ways.
He quoted rates on grain by water,
water and rafl, and all rail, to prove
his statement.

Mr. Tarte after dinner spoke strong-
1y, in favor of the opposition policy,
which provides for the equipment of
the lakes, S8t. Lawrence and Atlantic
ports. “Is it right to allow our ter-
minus to pass out of the hands of the
government?” he asked. Speaking of
the maritime provinces, Mr, Tarte

claimed that if the waterways were
used there was no reason why the
Atlantic ports should not secure all
the grain they could handle. They
would get more that way than by any
Grand Trunk Pacific Railway. Al-
though St. John and Halifax had not
furnished return cargoes in the past,
he felt the conditions wduld improve
if the winter ports were looked after.

Mr. Tarte declared that he had been
a spendthrift, but compared with
Laurier he was a very moderate man.
The Grand Trunk Pacific would be
useful as a Jocal road and nothing
more, Going straight to the point, he
declared that the government would
have to pledge the credit of the coun-
try for $95,000,000 at least. Was the in-
vestment a good one and would the in-
terest be paid by the  Grand Trunk?
What he was afraid of was that
Something more was needed than a
new road would bave to be neglected
in order to forward the new scheme.
Speaking ' of Borden's proposal, Mr,
Tarte saild that his tory government
owned railways 'was encouraging, when
properly managed.

Mr., Bourassa followed,
the government.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier announced that a
division on the Girand Trunk Pacific
would take place on Tuesday next.

Rev. P. G. Sears on Christ's Idea Q%

Salvation,

o 5

i 77 1 (Broklyn Eagle.)

In the Church of Holy Trinity, Clin-
ton and Montague streets, yesterday
morning the preacher was the Rev.
Peoter G. Sears, rector of St. Paul's
Church, Meridian, Miss. Although the
sermon was a brief one, preceded by
short morning prayer, the discourse
was well wrought out, strong and con-
vincing in its reasoning and delivered
in an eloquent manner, in full, round
voice. The theme might be termed
“Christ’s Idea of Salvation.”

Mr. Sears emphasized the thought
that the old idea of salvation as an es-
cape from 'the wrath of an angry God,
the anger dating back to the beginning
of all time, was now being, and should
be, relegated to its place among the
theoldkical drift of a past time.

The true idea of salvation was that
which Christ came to bring, the lifting
of man physically, intellectually and
spiritually, placing him in the realm
where he belongs, that of a child of
where hebelongs, that of a child of
God, the son of a loving Father, and
that Father is ready to treat all men
as children and give them a place in
His kingdom. 3

Mr. Sears took his text from St. John
x:10 , part of the verse: “I am come
that they might have life, and that’
they might have it more abundantly.”
Mr. Sears said substantially:

“Of the only ultimate purpose of our
Lord’s mission on the earth, of His
true purpose, there can be no sort of
question. ‘God so loved the world that
He gave His only begotten son, that
whosoever believed in Him shoulll not
perish but have everlasting life.’ ‘For
God sent not His son into the world
to condemn the world; but that the
world through fm might be saved.
Jesus Christ came to save sinners; to
seek and to save that which was lost.’
His purpose is clearly defined on every
page of the record, in every word He
uftered and in every work He brought
from the bgginning. He came not to
the saved man, but to the man in the
state of salvation. His purpose and
His ultimate;aim was the salvation of
human beingsi What is it we are to
understand by salvation?

“Because of the pain, suffering and
death in this world, man has con-
ceived God to be the great King, and
because of His infiinite character he
considers Him as a ruler outside of the
universe, apart from it, outside and
not in it in all its processes. The old,
old idea is that sometime in his his-
tory man offended God and that his
condition is one of sentence and con-
demnation and that salvation is his
deliverance from it. - The first man,
caled ‘Adam, for convenience sake per-
haps, was disobedient, disloyal to Gdd,
and so incurred the wrath and anger of
God, which expressed itself in the
utter corruption and total depravity of
his nature, so that he was constantly
tending toward evil and nothing but
evil, which changed the nature of his
teing, and the whole human race, man
born and unborn, brutal and diabolical,
was destined to be banished from all
communion and fellowship with God in
this world and to suffer misery and tor-
ment in the next.

“This is the thought of the West-
minster confession of faith in the doe-
trine of the total depravity of man. It
is no new voice. It is as old as that
which led Jonathan Edwards to say:
‘God holds you over the fire ready to
drop you in if you do not repent. You
are worthy of nothing else. His eyes
are pure, and in His eyes you are
as detestable as the most venomous
and hateful serpent is in yours.’ It
may be that such conceptions come to
us as the hollow echo of a bygone age,
that they are the result of base ideals,
but they cannot be eradicated from the
human mind by any quick process.
‘We cannot cut off the entail of such
an intellectual harvest, or the iresult
of planting weeds and vicious ' vines
instead of wheat and corn.

Mr. Sears went on to say that this
conception of salvation from the wrath
of God, had made it necessary for men
to strive for a change of relationship,
to seek through atonement an escape
from the old offended and indignant
attitude in which man believed God to
be, and yet there were millions of
Btruggling men and women tied down,
not knowing what was right, but in
an attitude of pleading with God to
take away His anger. Mr. Sears said
that with that thought uppermost in
the mind that Christ made he sacrifice
once for all men, that the Son of Man
represented the race of men, the old
fdea would be dismissed. Lying deep
down in the hearts of thousands of good
men and women there was the sure
and certain knowledge of Divine love
and compassion. Mr. Sears continued:

When you and I stop for a moment
and remove the theological and meta-
physical mist from our eyes, listen to
those words spokén as never man
spake, and think of His self-sacrifice
compassion. and God’'s limitless love
such a thought can never come into
our minds as to associate salvation
with the old idea, that men must seek
to be let off from the curse of God.
Man was made in the image of God,
and it is a glorious truth that God is
bound to man under the laws of
Fatherhood, and that He has pity,
sympathy, changeless and unending
love. We are not creatures of His
whom He is always mechanically op-
pofing. We are of spiritual genera-
tion and partake of a Father’'s spirit as
‘the children of men partake of the
spirit of their fathers. Man is the
child of God by creation, and he has
the right to lift his eyes, not to see an
offending God, but a  loving Father.
He has a right te expect His hand to
be over him, and to smite but.to lift
Him up, that he may know the - Way,
the Truth and the Life. - The Father
has a duty to the child, as the child
has to the Father. Christ inspires, en-
nobles, saves men and odes not expect
the hopeless and despairing to look for
some strange process of divine power
to let them off from future hell.

Mr, ‘Sears spoke of. the life of some
men, speaking of them  as hustling,
treading down others like ,hyenas,
crawling along, leading dried up, frag-
inentary lives, using life simply as a

'cOw, a calf and a sheep,
farmers have

A

conscience, rubbing out and blurring
out the image of’ God and making a
counterfeit of what God intended
should be a full man and said: = To
Save man from that was the object of
Christ’s coming, to glorify all that was
in him and thus glorify God.. When
you and I come to the conception of
life marked out by God for us, gradu-
ally, steadily, more and more enter
into Christ’s idea for us, become more
and more tripartite, physically, intel-
lectually and Spiritually developed,
Wwe._can fully realize the purpose for
which were created.

There is such a thing as physical
salvation, the divine ideal of a splen-
did bodily life, healthy muscles, the
body brought into subjection, insures
better life. With a sound body there
must naturally be a sound mind.
There is such a thing as a spiritual sal-
vation. There is such a thing as a
man having in this world spiritual pos-
sessions, and being thus possessed he
can look through the shadow and see
the substance, he can reach out and
touch vanished hands, see the faces of
those whom he has loved and lost
awhile, can come into close fellowship
with Godrand belfig pure in heart can
see God.

TRAIN HELD UP BY DOG.

Engineer Dare Not -Run Him Down
On a High Trestle.

A big black deg held up a train on
the river trestle near Rochester, N, Y.,
and caused not little embarrassment to
those who were watching the actions
of the canine.

But When Time Was Galled
the Yankee Defender

Was a Mile or Two Ahead of Sir
Thomas Lipton’s Trailer—Sham-

rock Hl. in Four Trials Has Never

—

Shown Her Heels to the Other Boat

NEW YORK, Aug. 27—With the Re-
liance less than a third of a mile from
the finish and Shamrock III. hull
down on the horizon fully two miles
astern of the gallant defender, the
fourth race of the present series for
the America’s cup today was declared
off because of the expiration of the
time limit of five and one-half hours,
a8 happened on Thursday last. At-
though officially, it was no race, rhe
defeat administered to the challenger
was so ignominous that whatever lin-
gering hope remained in the breasts of
the friends of Sir Thomas’ boat van-
ished into thin air. The Reliance’s
victory was in every way more decis-
ive:than that of last Saturday. Out-
sailed, outpointed and outfooted, it
was a procession from start to finish.

The Herreshoff wonder beat
Shamrock hopelessly in the fifteen
miles of windward work, rounding the
outer mark twelve minutes and thirty
seconds ahead of her, a gaim in actual
time of 11 minutes and twenty-nine
seconds, and down the wind she stead-
ily increased her lead. The Reliance
of the day was not against Shamrock,
but the exciting struggle of Reliance
in the last half hour to reach the fin-
ish line before the regatta committee
fired the gun which should announce
the expiration of ‘the time limit. Had
the wind freshened twenty minutes
earlier than it did the cup series would
have ended today with threae straight
victories for the defender, ‘and Fife's
famous light weather boat would have
sailed back to Albian shores one ‘of
the most disastrously worsted challen-
gers in the history of the cup contests.

the

Fully as discouraging as the sailing
qualities displayed by the challenger
was the atrocious manner in which
she was handled. The Yankee skipper
not only outmanoeuvred his rival in
the spectacular battle for position at
the start, as he has done every time
they have met, but worse still for the
down-hearted suppo ‘tersof Shamrock,
Capt.  Wringe repeated his blunder of
Tuesday. He grossed the line in the
wake of Reliance: with a handicap of
61 of the precious seconds for which
Fife had sacrificed so much in sail
spread for time allowance. Both, it
is true, went over after the smoke of
the handicap gua but, where both are
handicapped it is cnly the sternmost
craft which actually suffers.

It was not a pleasant day on the
water and the observation fleet which
rut out to sea to witness the race, was
bhardly 'more than halt as large as on
the preceding days. There was a chill
in the atmosphere. Low, wet clouds
shut out the sky and the mist wreaths
on the sea made everything look ghost-
like and indistinct. The dark water
of the ocean was as smooth as a floor
and a light breeze of about four knots
blew out of the southeast. The ¢ourse
was laid 15 miles dead into the* wind
and return.

At the end ofthe” first hour Sham-
rock was beaten and the interest
waned. After rounding the floar for
the run home and setting big balloon-
ers, the wind, which had strengthened
to six or seven knots on the beat, died
down and the towering clouds of
canvas drifted lazily down an ocean
lane a mile wide between the two divi-
sions of the excursion, fleet
Even in the light air it
was  astonishing how ~ the  de-
ferder slipped through the placid
seas. With the gentle breeze distend-
ing the surface of her pure white sails
and her stern crowded with tars to
hold her head ‘up, she moved along
serenely, steadily widening until two
miles separated them.
