Clinical and labortory experiments to 
ascertain the effects of alcohol upon the
brain and nervous system during the 
past twenty years and furnish positive 
proof of its harmfulness. In these ex­
periments, covering the widest possible 
range of m entai operations, 25 to 80 cu­
bic centimetres of alcohol wereused—-to 
be more exact, in more than half of the 
subjects less than thirty cubic centime­
ters ethyl alcohol (less than one ounce) 
were used per day, The results show 
conclusively that alcohol sets first by 
lessening capability of the higher brain 
centers, the centers which have to do 
with perception, comprehension, reten­
tion and elaboration, then upon the low­
er brain centers, those that take charge 
of habitual work. AH mental operations 
become shallow, the emotions are less 
restrained and muscular power is dimin­
ished. Repeated doses of alcohol for so 
brief a period as ten days, serve to es­
tablish a habit of reduced working abili­
ty. The evidences in laboratory are. 
conclusive. The use of aicohol under 
all circumstances, even in small quanti­
ties, is harmful to health.”—Prof. Emil

TOUNDS DOCTORS OF

Mental Healing In Case of In­
jured Girl

Boston, Mass., Aug. 24.—Co-operat­
ing in one of the most remarkable sci­
entific experiments that has ever been 
tried in Boston, Rèv. Dr. W. J. Stewart, 
who for ten years was pastor of the North 
End church at St. John, and until three 
months ugo pastor of the Baptist church 
at Whitman, Mass., which pulpit be left 
to devote his attention in mental healing 
and Dr. William B. Hidden, a Boston 
physician and surgeon, believe they have 
succeeded in restoring to Mrs. Mary Zief 
of Chelsea the use of her limb», which 
have been paralyzed since the great 
Chelsea fire.

For some weeks Rev. Dr. Stewart has 
been preparing Mrs. Zief for the experi­
ment by a carefully thoughout system of 
mental suggestion. When the minister 
was satisfied that Mrs. Zief’s mind and 
body were in the condition to make 
qnickly effective the mechano surgical 
methods he proposed to adopt as the 
climax of the treatment, and services of 
Dr. Hidden were sought. Mrs. Zief was 
sent to sleep by the use of chloroform, 
but before this she was given a strong 
series of .suggestions as to what would 
occur while she was unconscious. She 
was told that when she opened her eyes 
the use of her limbs would be restored to 
her and as the suggestions had been 
methodically given each day for a con­
siderable time Mrs. Zief firmly believed 
she would wake up with her limbs re­
stored that is just what occurred.

Mental suggestion was the prime factor 
in the experiment, and the case cured 
has been pronounced as hopeless by 
several of the most distinguished 
surgeons of the United States.

It is asserted that yesterday’s experi­
ment constitutes the greatest step yet 
taken toward absolute bloodless surgery. 
Rev. Mr. Stewart is a native of Second 
Falls, and several members of the family 
are living there now He was at one 
time pastor of the Baptist church in St. 
George, and was greatly esteemed by 
people of all denominations. He married 
Miss Hanson of St. George, and they 
have one son, Dr. Vernon C. Stewart, 
now practising in Boston, where he had, 
among others, as a patient, the late Dis­
trict Attorney, John B. Moran.

She was able to 
sit np with little assistance, however a 
feat not before accomplished since her 
misfortune in April, 1908, until the ex- : 
périment in mental suggestion was tried. 
The family is Jewish and as Mrs. Zief 
talks English imperfectly her little 
daughter acted as interpreter, Mrs. Zief 
said:

“Many of the péople who called have 
smiled knowingly as though there was 
no truth in the cure just because I am 
still confined to my bed. But there is 
no doubt that I am much better, and 
even if I am never able to walk, what 
has been accomplished is a godsend to 
me. Moreover, it is still possible I 
shall walk, but at present I am obeying 
the instructions of my doctors..”

The pit from this depth was open­
ed and well cribbed down to a depth 
of one hundred and eight feet.

It was then decided that pumping 
and sinking in the same pit was out 
of the question, and it was concluded 
to try and stop the tunnel near the 
shore by the use of dynamite. Many 
holes were bored near the shore, and 
a large amount of dynamite fired but 
with no material effect on the water.

A CONNECTION BETWEEN PITS

The “money pit” at once began to 
fall, and circumstances at once show­
ed that there was a perfect connec­
tion between the two pits.

They at once 
tore the cribbing and everything else 
to pieces. Upon closer examination 
it showed that no vent had been made 
for the water on the down stroke of 
і he piston, and., it took them over a 
week to fix this mistake and get the 
pumps running again.

In the meantime the pit had been 
standing full of water with the crib­
bing in a damaged condition. The 
water worked into the tunnel at a 95- 
foot level, and it caved in.

That was the end of the venture. 
Since that time three pits have been 
sunk, btit ^hey have all proved failures

The present theory is that a tunnel 
runs through- from Smith’s Cove into 
the “money pit” to the opposite 
shore. This pit is very close to the 
tunnel, and the water broke into the 
pit from it

It is now generally believed that 
the turmel running to the cove was 
either cnoked by the work done on 
the shore by the Halifax Syndicate, 
or by the dynamite used by the comp­
any working in 1896. The progress 
of the present operations is being 
watched by a large number of people 
in the United States and Canada, 
many of whom have taken sick in 
this renewed battle against the hand 
of fate and the inrush of the waters.
