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MONK DEGLARES

Mr. F. D. Monk, M. P., for
Jacques Ca
ernment’s Pégsy of Naval
and Military Defence.

FIRST REQUIRED

Montreal, Nov. 8 —Mr. F. D. Monk,
M. P, for Jacques Cartier end the
French Conservative leader was the
guest of honor at a banquet given to-
night by the electors of Jacques Cart-
jer at Lachine and in a very important
speech, expressed his views in no un-
certain manner in regard to the Gov-
ernment’s policy for the construction
of a Canadian navy. Mr. Monk de-
clared at the outset that the Govern-
ment’s policy for the construction of
a navy and active participation in the
defence of the Empire-was an entire-
1y new departure in Canadian policy,
and to decide such a question, without
first submitting it to the electors he
declared would be a flagrant violation
of our free institutions.

Laurier's Attitude.

Mr. Monk referred to Sir Wilfrid
Laurfer’s attitude on the questioh at
the colonial conference and the sud-
den change that had taken place in
his views, and also scored the govern-
ment for not submitting to the Canad-
fan public, the report of the delegates
to the recent conference in London
As to the actual merits of the ques-
tion, Mr. Monk maintained that from
a financial point of view, Capada can
not, at the present moment undertake
to build a navy, that the expense of
such an undertaking was quite beyond
our resources and our means. Mr.
Monk estimated that the maintenance
:} a navy would cost twenty muilion

jollars a year. He also maintained
that Canada herself needed no aavy at
the present time, that the project as
far as being of any use to the motner
country in order to maintain Her naval
supremacy, would be useless and that
such an obligation did not exist for
Canada, its national obligation as an
autonomous and self-governing coun-
try, being a duty of defence for our
own commonwealth,

The New Duty.

In conclusion Mr. Monk said tke
new duty of defending all parts of the
Empire without any right whatever
to partigjpate in their sections, decis,
negotiations, treaties is new. -Upon
what is this duty founded? Some say
that it rests upon the fact that the
Imperial navy is the safeguard-of our
trade. This claim seems unfounded.
The commerce of Canada and its pro-
ducts are of such a nature that mar-
kets for them can be had evervwheve
and that all nations must equally seek
them. Such is the case today; Canad
fans, as such, have very little, if any,
ocean tonnage that is represented by
Canadian capital. The shipping out-
put of the United Kingdom in 1308
amounted to 1,936,793 tons, or 616,893
more than all the nations of the world
together; but in the same year the
output of all the colonies together was
26,000 tons. As to ourselves, our situ-
ation is that we will soon have a large
over-production and all nations will
desire to come and purchase from us.
We should seek to have good relations
with all, and there is no reason why
we should not.

Our Freedom.

Again we are told that we owe our
freedom to Great Britain. The policy
of the Mother Country in the 19th cen-
century and since, has been broad,
magnanimous, wise and Liberal. Eng-
land alone, of all nations, has found-
ed great dependencies and endowed
them with free institutions. But it
would be a strange peversion of his-
tory, an unwarrantable neglect of our
own people, to forget what the men of
Canada have done for self-government.
Has the English nation at large no
merit in having set up, in its midst,
domocrati stitutions and led the
way in m*ds of popular Govern-
ment? We é&laim to have done the
same in our own country. Some go as
far as to assert that without the Bri-
tish navy, Canada would be swept off
the earth and the Canadian people
would be heard of no more. All loyal
Canadians should feel Insulted as so
humiliating an insinuation. Where is
the man prepared to admit that the
very life of this young and vigorous
mnation depends upon the charity or
goodwill of anyvone. The races which
constitute Canada’'s people, on this
continent and in this country, cannot
be snuffed ouf so easily.

TWO KILLED IN
MONTREAL FIRE

Burning Structure Collapses Letting Out the Lives

of Two Firemen and
Others--Chief Holds
Enforcement of Laws.

Special to The Standard.

Montreal, Nov. 8.—Two firemen kill-
ed and three injured, together with
several civilians more or less bruised,
was the result of a collapse in the
structure of the premises of Messrs.
Rolland Freres, mattress and spring-
bed manufacturers, of 111 Windsor
street, during the progress of a fire
in that building this morning. Fire-
man Willis Holbrook, of 120 Cour
street, a married man, with three ¢
dren, and Fireman Thomas Molloy, of
46 Alexander street, aged 28, who
was also a married man, and leaves
two little ones, and a widow, are the
victims.

Captain Brunet, of No. 10 Fire Sta-
tion; Fireman Patrick Hamel and Fire
man James Pare, of No. 12, were also
buried beneath the debris, but the
two firemen got out without assist-
ance, and though so injured that it
was necessary to remove them to the
hospital in the ambulance, both will
recover.

Buried Beneath Debris.

Captain Brunet was buried beneath
the fallen wood fibre and timber, and
it took an hour to dig him out. He
cowmplained of internal injuries, and
was taken to the hospital also.

Both Fireman Holbrook and Fire-
man Molloy were dead from suffoca-
tion when finally dug out. Fireman E.
Poirier, of 29 Workman street; Fire-
man Rioux, of No. 12 Station, and two
civilians, employes of the firm, H. Mar-
in, of 46 Workman street, were also
caught in the collapse, and both suffer-
ed minor injuries to hands and wrists,
Marin also sustaining a crushed wrist.

Chief Tremblay is indignant about
the condition of the bujlding, and at-
tributes the loss of his men’s lives,
directly to such a building being al-
lowed to stand.

The building in question is an old
six-story brick and wood structure,
erected a quarter of a century ago,
and was occupied by the firm of Rol

Seriously Injuring Three
City To Blame For Non-

land Freres as a factory where they
made furniture, spring-beds and mat-
tresses. The fire broke out shortly
after 9 this morning, and an alarm
was immediately rung in. The fire
crews from stations Nos. 1, 2, 3, 4, 5,
10, 12 and 25 replying, with a total
strength of 76 men, operating two en-
gines and four hose wagons, in addi
tion to two water towers. The em-
ployes were enabled to leave the
builling in a leisurely way, as- the
fire was confined to the two upper
stories, having broken out on the sixth
and never spread beyond that, being
easily confined by the prompt efforts
of the brigade,
Startling Suddenness.

The collapse came with startling
suddenness and was wholly unexpect-
ed. Several of the brigade crews
were getting ready to return to their
respective sections, a few minutes af-
ter ten o’clock, when, with a crash
and a sound of splitting wood, the
whole of the fourth story flooring col-
lapsed and fell through the lower
stories to the basement, burying be-
neath the weight of scores of tons of
bundles of pressed wood fibre the
bodies of the firemmen working below.
Firemen Pare and Hamel were oper-
ating a hose on the fourth storey
when the crash occurred and were
carried down with the falling floor
and fibre bundles, but managed to
scramble out before they could be
caught by the timber which followed.
They were immediately carried to
the ambulances in waiting and con-
veyed to the hospital.

Beneath, on the second storey, how
ever, were Capt. Brunet and two of
his men from No. 10 station. They
never had a ghost of a chance to es-
cape. The hugh mass of wood fibre
bundles, heavy and sodden by the
water that had been poured upon them
fell and carried them through the
second storey fioor to the basement,
where they lay buried beneath the
dense suffocating mass.

TROOPS DEFEAT
WILD INDIANS

Chief Constable With Hasty
Levy Captures Skeena Vil-
lage in British Columbia—
Aborigines Have Grievaces

Victeoria, B. C.. Nov. 8.—Following
a rising of disaffected Indians on the
Skeena river last Tuesday, in which
a supply train of the provincial gov-
ernment road party was attacked,
| Chief Constable Maitland-Dougall, with
160 men hastily enlisted in the upper
river district, attacked the rebellious
tribesmen at daybreak yesterday morn-
ing at their chief village, Kispiox. The
Indians were taken completely by sur-
prise., Telegrams say firing was con-
tinuous for hours. The police force
| finally captured the town and made ge-
i\'en prisoners. In reporting these re-
| suits to Superintendent Hussey, Chief
| Constable Maitland-Dougall made no
mention of casualties.

Gun-a-Noot,

Gun-a-noot, a notorious Indian out-
law, who has evaded the police for
the last three years, is said to have
taken part in the fight. The trouble or-
iginated through the Skeena Indians,

the related tribes number four thou-
sand odd, being brought close to star-
vation last winter by the enforcement
of the game and fishing laws, which
made it impossible for them to store
their usual provisions.

“Joe” Capilano, an ‘educated South-
ern chief, began preaching rebellion.
A conference with Commissioner
Stewart of the Indian Department, Ot-
tawa, was held in September when the
Indians asserted title to all lands in
the Skeena valley and denounced the
whites as trespassers. They insisted
they had never parted from their
lands by treaty or sale, and that they
had never been conquered.

The government dismissed their
claims as preporterous and the settlers
have. feared trouble ever since, many
sending their women and children out
of the country. The closing of the
Skeena mine by ice was the signal for
an outbreak, but the prompt action
adopted it is believed wil end the
present troubles.

Premier Hazen at Montreal
Tells of What the Provincial
Government is Doing In The
Development of N. B.

NORTHCLIFFE AND
THE INTERCOLONIAL

Montreal, Nov. 8.—At the Windsor
Hotel this morning, the spectacle
might have been witnessed of an ex-
change of greetings between two pro-
vincial Premiers, who are usually
separated about three thousand miles,
namely, Premier Scott, of Saskatche-
wan and Premier Hazen of New
Brunswick.

Both of these gentlemen are in
Montreal today on provincial busi-
ness, but neither of them will even
as much as mention what that busi-
ness is.

All Crop.

“It is all crop, crop, crop with us
in the west,” said Premier Scott, in
the course of a short chat, “and I ex-
pect you people in the east have
heard enough about that during the
past few weeks.” On not another sub-
Jeet would he say a word. “Between
you and me I don't want to be doing
any talking just now,” he said.

Premier Hazen chatted on a variety
of topics relating to New Brunswick.

“We have all been very much in
terested,” he said, “af the eriticism
which Lord Northcliffe passed on the
Intercolonial. 1 see that the Minis-
ter of Railways can’t believe that
Lord Northcliffe was properly report-
ed. At any rate, there is no doubt
that the criticisms have coasiderably
stirred yp those connected with the
management. I am not brought in
close enough touch with the Inter-
colonial Railway to say anything in
regard to it myself, but I do know that
considerable dissatisfaction is being
expressed among mauy people in the
Maritime Provinces. Whether that
dissatisfaction is justified or not I
can't say, but ‘that it exists there is
no doubt. The interview which you
published. with - Mr. Emmefson the
other'day voices the attitude of a cer-
tain section of people in regard to this
railway. Mr. Emmerson is in pretty
close touch. with the Intercolonfal,
and what he says exactly coincides
with the opinions I have heard from
others.”

New Brnswicks

In regard to the outlook in New
Brunswick, Premier Hazen said that
there was every prospect of much
greater immigration into the Maritime
Provinces in the future. The work
which the' government of New Bruns-
wick has inaugurated this year in
Great Britain he said had resulted in
a number of excellent immigrants
coming to New Brunswick, not a very
large number, but enough to show
that the work of advertising the prov-
ince had been started on a good foun-
dation. This year the representatives
of the province in London would be
augmented by Mr. A. Bowder, an
Englishman who some years ago was
a farmer in Western Canada, but had
of late years been farming .in New
Brunswick. The work already done
and that to be undertaken in Great
Britain in disseminating information
about New Brunswick would, it was
believed, result in a considerable in-
flux of settlers next year.

Toronto, Ont.,, Nov. 8—The
convention of the American
tion of Labor ever held in Canada
opened here this morning, The dele-
gates to the number of four hundred
and fifty assembled at the Prince
George Hotel, whence headed by Preési-
dent Samuel Gompers, they marched
to the music of a number of bands to
Massey Hall where an enormous crowd
greeted them. Addresses of welcome
were made by Mayor Oliver for the
city, Hon. Dr. Reaume for the Pro-
vincial Government and Wm. Glock-
ling for the Dominion Trades and®
Labor Congress. In replying President
Gompers deplored any attempt at
schism among the labor bodies of
{Canada and said the Federation was
determined to carry out its poliey of
the emancipation of the workers not
by revolution but by evolution,

King Regrets.

Hon. W, L. MacKenzie King, Minis-
ter of Labor sent a telegram from Ot-
tawa regretting public duties prevent-
ed him attending the convention and
expressing the hope that the sojourn
of the Federation delezates would be
both pleasurable and profitable.

The report of the credentials com-
mittee stated there were 311 delegates
representing seven international and
national unions, 21 state branches, 62
central bodies, 17 local trade and
federal labor unions and seven frater-
nal delegates.

§ BURNED TO DEATH
WHEN CAUGHT N TRAP

Iron-Barred Windows Prevent
Factory Hands from Escap-
ing Death by Fire In Build-
ing.Victims ltalians.

New York, N. Y., Nov. 8.—Iron-bar
red windows prevented the escape of
eight workers from death by fire in
Robert Morrison and Company’s comb
factory on Columbia street, in Brook-
lyn today. These eight, while they tug-
ged and tore at the barred windows
were burned to death and five others
were probably fatally injured in the
panic. William Morrison, son of the
owner of the. plant, also lost his lite
in the flames, while trying to reach
the safe and close its doors. His fa-
ther was among the dnjured.

There were only 40 employes in the
factory when the fire broke out this
morning, but the spread of the flames
in the inflammable comb material,
was almost instantaneous. Many Jump-
ed from the third floor windows and
were injured. Those who rushed to
the rear -found the windows barred
and there they met their fate. Nearly
all of the victims were italians.

What George Meredith the

Famous Author Said About|

the Suffragette Movement
Before He Died,

London, Nov. 8.—Frank Cole, for

thirty years George Meredith's faith.
ful servant and devoted friend, lives
in a flower-decked cottage in the vil-
lage of West Humble. A mile away,
at the foot of Box Hill, is the house
in which the poet and novelist lived
for a large part of his placid, beauti-
tul life. Kor an hour, the other day,
a reporter talked with Mr. Cole about
his memories of Meredith. All round
in the parlor of the cottage were sou-
venirs of the great man who passed
his days near by in these blue Surrey
hills. The very table at which they
sat was George Meredith’s dining
table, Mr. Cole was wearing a tie of
democratic red that had been given
to him by “the master.” On a shelf
at their back was a set of Meredith's
novels given to him by his master,

“I asked Mr. Cole,” says the report-
er, “about the manuscripts he has sold
to Mr. Plerpont Morgan for £800. “It
must have been about twelve years
ago that they were given to me,” he
sald. “They were lying on the mas-
ter's bookcase, and he said to me,
“Cole, I'm going to give this to you.”
A day or twe afterwards he told me
I had better take the parcel home.”

More Than Gardner,

“Mr. Cole was much more than
Meredith’s gardner. He was his body
servant and general handy man, and
in the poet’s after years took him for
his daily alrings. First Mr. Cole sup-
ported his master with his arm, then
came a Bath chair period, and finally
a donkey chaise. Meredith was very
fond of talking, and if only Mr. Cole
had been a Boswell a glorious book
could have been made.

“Mr. Cole also accompanied ‘the
master’ in the latter’s infrequent jour-
neys. They always travelled third-
class, and Meredith did not like the ac-
commodation. ‘Why don't you go first-
class, sir snd let me go third? the
servant ﬁ ‘No,’ sald the master,
‘I'd rathe ve your company than
travel first-class alone.’

“Meredith often talked politics. ‘But
1 mustn’t repeat what he said on that
subject,” Mr. Cole declared. When 1
pressed himg however, on a particular
polut, he told me that Meredith had
sald shortly before he died, that the
Suffragettes had ruined their cause
by their violent methods.

“ ‘Sometimes,” Mr. Cole sald. “When
1 worked for him first, he would write
all day, and other days he would do
little or nothing. He never seemed to
care about his own comfort. He used
at first to sleep all the year round in
the little chalet near his house, and
he would get out of bed every morn-
ing to let me in until I suggested that
he would save himself from catching
cold #f he gave me a key. His only
luxuries were good wine and good ci-
gars, and he was a splendid judge of
both. Every now and then he would
have a bit of luck and get hold of some
extra precious wine, and this always
delighted him.”

IN'WHITE SHELLED 663

National Poultry Organization
Issues An Appeal To Stem
The Popular Tide For The
White Shelled Variety.

London, Nov. 7.—The National Poul-
try Organiaztion Society of England
has issued an appeal to the public on
behalf of the despised white-shelled
egg. Fashion is now on the side of
brown shells, which are largely im-
ported from France, The society
points out that British producers may
be helped to a considerable extent if

influential persons would eat only
white-shelled eggs. But if the yearn-
ing after brown shells proves irre-

sistible the soclety expert advises that
o0ooks be instructed to dye the white-
shelled eggs by ‘alllng them in water
colored with a few crystals of perman-
ganate of potash,

The battle of the brown and white
shells has been waging for some time,
and yesterday the organizing secretary
of the Natlonal Poultry Organization
Soclety explained the merits of the
question:

No Difference.
“Chemically there is not the slight-
est difference between the eggs,” he
sald. “The constituents and taste are
exactly the same. The browns have
a slight advantage in thickness of
shell, which gives them superior keep-
ing qualities, but this is of no account,
for in order to get the full value of an
egg it should be eaten before it is a
week old. The white-shelled eggs as
a rule run larger, and this advantage
of size should appeal to the economi-
cal housewife.

“At the Grocers' Exhibition I ob-
served that the Irish eggs which were
graded to welgh 16 1b. per 120 contain-
ed a much larger percentage of brown-
shelled eggs than those which were
graded to weigh 18 Ibs. In a layer of
sfxty eggs I counted only three brown
ones,

“Although the French do a large
trade in brown eggs for the English
market the French cook always sends
white-shelled eggs to table.”

ounted to Ten Million Pounds
=-How it has been expended

THE REPORT OF
MR. CASEMENT

London, Nov. 8.—How much money
King Leopold has made out of the
Congo no one outside his little circle
knows. On certain well-established
data, however, says an English author-
ity, it has been reckoned that the
king's personal profits cannot have
been less than £10,000,000 before the
Belglan Government annexed the
State and paid him two millions for
his private territory, the infamous
Crown domain.

One word in justice must be said
for Leopold. He has not used all this
money for his personal aggrandize-
ment. Some portion of it has gone
toward the beautification of his capi-
tal and for various public purposes.

The Congo's History.

The early history of King Leopold’s
connection with the Congo is too well
known to need retelling. The Belgian
king began by setting aside for him-
self the great Crown domain, a terri-
tory more than ten times the size of
Belguim, containing the beést rubber
vines in the Congo. Every human be-
ing and every scrap of wealth in this
vast domain ‘was as much the king's
orivate property as his watch chain.
And he used his power ruthlessly.
The domain was administered by three
officials and were responsible only to
him. No one knew what went on
there until in 1903 Mr. Roger Case
ment, the British consul, published
his famous report which first called
attention to the terrible crimes that
were being committed in the territory

New York, Nov. 8-—The govern-
ment report of amount of cotton gin-
ned to Nov. 1st, was published this
morning, showing that 7,012,000 had
been ginned to that date, According
to ‘this authority Texas had ginned
1,918,000 bales, which smashed the
estimates of a 2,000,000 bale crop for
that state. Oklahoma had ginned
200,000 bales more than last year,
while Georgia had ginned virtually
the same number as in the 13,800,000
crop. In only two states had there
been ginned less than the 11,400,000
crop yvear of 1907. The street inter-
preted this report as bearish and
there was a rush to sell cotton at the
opening which caused initial quota-
tions to be from 20 to 40 points lower
with the Dec. option, showing the
greatest weakness. There was some
aggressive buying on the decline, by
the Southern bulls, who were aided
somewhat by bear profit taking, un-
der which prices recovered 20 points
or more, and this advantage ‘was held
until the end. The new crop months
were neglected and therefore did not
sympathize to any extent with the
general weakness. Good weather was
reported over the belt, and the trav-
elling representative of a well known
local spot house who originally esti-
mated the Texas crop at 2,250,000 to-
day modified his figures to 2,075,000,
an amount more in consonance with
the government ginning returns,
There were numerous reports of an
impaired spot demand and an eager
offering of the staple by people who
had been foolishly holding their cot-
ton for from 16 to 20 cents. The mar-
ket has suffered and is technically in
much stronger position, but the bull
contingent has been badly disorgan-

Confirmation of the charge that the
Old Proprietor buoy was out of condi-
tion at the time of the wreck, was
found yesterday, when Mr. J. A. Le-
gere, acting marine agent, tested the
buoy outside Partridge Island, it hav-
ing been brought here by the Govern-
ment steamer Lansdowne. Mr. Legere
found that the sound of the whistle
was very faint and not by any means
as satisfactory as it should have
been. Repairs will be made here and
& spare buoy is now in position on
the Old Proprietors.

Mr. John Kelley, inspector of lights,
has in his possession affidavits made
by the lighthouse keepers in Gannet
Rock, denying that any one visited the
rock, or that they told any one that
they refrained from firing the guns,
because they were afraid to awaken
the doctor. The story that the hal-
vards were not in position is also
denied, as well as the statement that
the lightkeeper was absent from his
duty. There seems to be a general
denial of any dereliction of duty on
the part of the lighthouse men. They
say they did not see the light of the
Hesla.

In this connection Mr. George Dun-
lavey, of the Donaldson Line, wishes
it to be known that he did not make
the statement attributed to him that
he had a conversation with a light-
keeper. What he cald was that he
heard that the lightkeeper had made
the statements now denied in the affi-
davits.
