Sir Wilfrid Laurier says that these
statements will not affect the policy
of the government, When Colonel
Sam Hughes asked him about them
he replied with a joke about sending
the Colonel to Washington to see
about it,

Hugh QGuthrie says that it is not
good taste for Conservatives to take
notice of what President Taft, Sena-
tor Beveridge, Champ Clark, and the
1nited States newspapers are saying.
They should judge the case irrespect-
ive of what the Americans say. Irre-
spective it would also appear of what
the Amerfcans say they intend to do.

This was one of the features of
Mr, Gnuthrie's speech today,

Coes By Default.

Up to today the reciprocity cause
had fairly gone by default; against
it were arrayed the speeches of Mr.
Borden, Mr. Foster and Mr. Burrell,
all exceedingly careful, well knit, ur-
gent arguments. Against it were:—

(1) Mr., Fielding's first . speech
which was simply an explanation.

(2) Mr., Fielding’s second speech,
which was simply a rejection of Mr.
Monk’s motion for delay,

(3) Mr. Paterson's speech which
was unimportant, and chiefly notice-
able as containing a defence of the
shipping of raw materials to the Unit-
ed States.

(4) Dr. Neeley's speech which was
utterly weak

Mr. Guthrie's speech was better
than those of the Liberals who pre-
ceded him. It contained one weakness,
that he tied himsell down to specific
prophecies, such as a prediction that
the farmers will get a cent a pound
more for their live stock.

In the early part of the afternoon
Mr. Burrell finished his speech. The
chief thing to note about his conclud-
Ing passages is the rudeness with
which he was treated by the ministry.
One by one Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Mr.
Fielding, Mr. Paterson and nearly all
the ministers, more especially those
gpecially charged with the measure,
Jeft the chamber, and .Mr. Burrell
found himself speaking, presenti
the case of the fruit growers of Brit-
ish Columbia and Ontario to empty
treasury beuches.

Chicago, 111, Ieb. 15.~—An urgent
plea for the proposed weciprocity
agreement between Canada and the
United States was made tonight by
James J. Hill, at the Chicago associa-
tion of commerce. Mr. Hill saild in
part:

“There ought not to be one vote in
congress or one voice in the country
against an arrangemeut worth more
than armies and navies, more in dol-
lars and cents than the acquisition of
other markets for which we are pre-
pared to spend huge sufis: Bvery. man
in public life either knows or does
not know the true value and effect of
reciprocity, If he does not know, he
is not fit for the responsibility he as-
sumes, If he does know and yet op-
poses he is willing to sacrifice the
most important interests of his coun-
try and to close the greatest oppor-
tunity open to it in years, for the
sake of some private political ad-
vantage which he believes can be won
by pandering to ignorant prejudice,

“The proposed reciprocity agree-
ment i8 an example of constructive
statesmanship. In contrast to many
matters that come before congress,
it is fashioned to large national ends,
and inspired by a policy which the
greatest minds of the country have
approved,

The Senate committee on forelgn
relations met - ‘today, ‘reported the
Canadian agreement back to the
Senate and it was sent to the finance
committee, It had been in the cus-
tody of the committee on foreign re.
lations since coming to the Sgnate,
but no action was taken regarding it.
The effect of referring it back to the
Senate is practical recognition of the
fact that it contains nothing likely to
involve the United States in obliga-
tions to Canada in conflict with the
peaceful trade relations which exist
with other countries,

The McCall bill, which was passed
by the House last night, by a vote of
221 to 92, or 95 as corrected, all of
the Democrats voting for it except-
ing five, was sent to the Senate to-
day and after lving on the clerk's
desk for a short time, wag sent to the
finance committee, This gives to that
committee, control of the whole sub-
ject. There was no demonstration
of any character over the passage of
the bill in the House or its reference
to the committee,

Not To Be Held Up.

It is believed to have been deter
mined beyond any doubt that the Mce-
Call bill will not be hung up in the
finance committee, Although a ma-
jority of the Republican members, as
well as at least two of the Democratic
members, are known to be opposed to
it, it is said the committee feels that
courtesy to the president demanded
that it be reported to the Senate.

Furthermore the president’s inter
est in the agreement is so great that
the (‘nmmmm- is not disposed m bear
the r ibility of enc P its
defeat by the pigeon-hole method.

It was said today that a special
meeting of the committee probably
would be called for Friday to consid-
er the agreement.

The Cape was in the main
opposed to Hertzogism, as were many of the more ad-
vanced Boers in other states, The result was to
strengthen the Unionists, to increase the number of
Independents, cut down Botha's straight party support,
and to defeat him in Johannesburg.

Today Botha is in a minority in his own cabinet,
and much at the mercy of its varying moods. He is
therefore driven to cultivate the goodwill of the Union-
ists led by Dr. Jameson as 'a set-off to the factions
among his own people, and this is not a loss but
rather a gain to the cause of good government. Be-
tween the two parties there is not much difference in
ideals and general policy. The great cleayage is the
cleavage of race and old party and war hatreds, and
as it happens this runs parallel with city and country
populations. In the country the Boer predominates and
in the city the British and progressive element are in
the majority.

The ravages and waste of war imposed a woeful
burden upon the new states, and the last ten years
have barely sufficed to revive the enterprise and energy
of tho people.

“The present outbreak on the
North Shore is of a very mild type.

This will make the
epidemic rather hard to deal with,
because of the difficulty of ascertain-
ing new cases and isolating them.

“The boards of health have a lot
to do yet before they receive the co-
operation of the people. Hundreds
still seek to evade ‘obedience to the
regulations in the general interest.

“Premier Hazen told the meeting of
the provincial board on Wednesday
that during the last 10 or 12 years
smallpox had cost the province be-
tween $500,000 and $600,000.

“And yet our system of dealing with
epidemics is far from perfect. There
is not enough co-operation between
the boards. Chairmen of local boards
should be members of the proyincial
board so they could keep in touch
with conditions all over the province
