Point breakwater to Partridge Island
was a matter of first importance, and
though the work would be extensive
and expensive, he would, in making
a division of the money to be spent at
St. John, make the extension of this
breakwater one of the first charges.
As to the building of a breakwater off
the northeast end of Partridge Island,
he could not hold out hope that this
would be undertaken for some time,
not until more pressing wants were
attended to.

Continuing, Mr. Rogers said that all
that was said about the congestion in
the harbor during the last two years
was quite true. “Your harbor is be-
hind the times. In the light of what
has taken place, the rapid increase
in trafic which wasn't not foreseen,
I think we would have been well ad-
vised if we had delayed the work at
Courtenay Bay one year, and proceed-
ed to spend more money developing
facilities on the West Side. You must
understand that there is a limit to
what I can get for this port; there
are other ports equally in the need
of facilities, and equally urgent in
pressing their claims.

Will Do His Best

“But this much you can depend on;
recognizing the great possibilities of
this port, realizing as I do that it is
Canada's great winter port, nothing I
can do to forward the development of
the port and provide for the expand-
ing traffic of the country shall be ne-
glected; I will do what I can to for-
ward the development work, not only
in the interests of St. John, but in the
interests of the whole country.

Taking up the request that the docks
on the West Side be made one thou-
sand feet in length and everything
built in the most durable way, Mr
Rogers said it was the desire of the
government to have new
warehouses constructed in accordance
with most modern plan§ and specifica-
tions. The government could readily
meet the recommendation that the
piers be 1,000 feet in length, provided
ble to make arrangements
P. R. to preserve the 400
feet neutral strip. glving free access
to the docks, which the city of St
John very wisely provided for when
it granted the C. P. R, the land on
the West Side.

“There will be no difficulty, so far
as the government is concerned, about
getting docks 1,000 feet in length,”
said Mr. Rogers, “but I will not per-
sonally assume the responsibility of
giving up the 400 feet strip of neutral
ground, and placing all the govern-
ment expenditure on the West Side un-
der the coantrol of the C. P. R, In or-
der to lengthen the piers it will be
necessary to extend the docks up into
this neutral strip, and I think that the
careful judgment of the citizens will
not commend the idea of giving up the
strip of land which enables any rail-
way to secure access to the docks. The
government must necessarily look up-
on St. John as & national harbor, and
cannot make heavy expenditures in
such a way as to place the develop-
ments at the mercy of any one rail
way.”

The Revetment Wall.

In regard to the revetment wall Mr.
Rogers said the government was un-
doubtedly behind in this matter, and
he would give immediate instructions
to have the work of building the wall
proceeded with at once, in order to fa-
cilitate developments there, /

In respect to the complaint of delay
in the construction of the new West
Side piers, the minister said that for
some time he had been disappointed
at the way the work was being carried
on, The work was certainly behind in
so far as the contractor was concern-
ed. “But, as minister in charge,” he

Under the dry docks subsidy act a
contract had been let for a dock 950
feet long, 100 feet in width, with a|
depth of thirty-five feet of water on
the sills. This dock would be one of
the largest in the British empire.

At the same time we are looking
for great things and building for a
great future, and if we can arrange
with the company to build a dock
1,150 feet long, 120 feet wide, with a
depth of forty-two feet of water on
the sills, and the extension can be
secured at a cost pro rata with the
{ conditions of the present contract, I
will have no hesitation in making rec-
ommendations to the government in
line with your suggestions.

The Grand Trunk Pacific

In regard to the recommendations
anent the Grand Trunk Pacific Mr.
Rogers said the board would be well
advised to give more consideration to
its demand. After we construct
wharves we are asked to make them
a part of one railway. If you are to
have a great national port, and I be-
lieve you are, you can't proceed on
the piecemeal plan of making one har
bor for one railway and another har-
bor for another railway. The best in-
terests of St. John will be conserved
by keeping the docks in the control
of the government.

The government has a big interest
in the Transcontinental, and there will
be no difficulty arranging for its ac-
commodation here at the minimum
charges. Whatever we can do to urge
the Grand Trunk Pacific to get con-
nectfons at this port will be done, but
we wil see that other rallways have
an equal chance to come here. It
would not be wise to place Courtenay
Bay under the control of one railway.
The day will come when other rail-
ways will be seeking harbor facilities
here.

Building To Help Trade

The government is building ports
not to make money, but to help trade,
not to benefit one railway or one
place, but to serve the needs of the
whole country, and you may depend
on it that it will give accomodation
at its docks to all the rallways on
eqial terms and for the lowest pos-
sible charges.

Continuing, Mr. Hazen pointed out
that the thouse Board which
dealt with matters relating to alds
to navigations, was composed of per-
manent officials of the Marine Depart-
ment, members of shipping companies,
and marine underwriters’ associations.
This board meets every month and
makes recommendations to the mints-
ter. It is entirely removed from poli-
tical control. In dealing with its re-
ports and recommendations the ex-
pense does mot enter into considera-
tion, the ‘only policy of the depart-
ment belng to provide the most effi-
cient aids to navigation possible. One
member of this board i{s Andrew Al-
lan, who is deeply interested in navi-
gation to the port of St. John, and it
is a strange thing that Mr. Allan has
not brought this serious matter of
the soundings on the steamship lane
in the Bay of Fundy to the attention of
the board.

“I will bring this matter before the
board and if the soundings are wrong
there will be no delay in making the
lane safe to steamships coming to St.
John in so far as soundings are con-
cerned.” )

Continuing, Mr. Hazen said sugges-
tions were sometimes made which
did not meet with the approval of the
board. Some parties wanted a light
vessel placed off Partridge Island,
but the Lighthouse Board did not con-
sider this necessary, as it was at Hali-
fax ownig to the narow and difficult
entrance to the harbor of that port.

Concerning Elevators

In regard to the request for a 4,
000,000 bushel elevator Mr. Hazen
said that last winter the C. P. R. and
. C. R. elevators had handled about
10,000,000 bushels of grain, and though
the ships had to move from berth to
berth there were no complaint about
-ongestion so far as handling grain.
is winter the port would have a
elevator, bringing the. storage
capacity of ‘the port up to 8,000,000

more berths on the West Side, it
could handle a great deal more grain.
There was 1m0 pressing necessity for
a 4,000,000 elevator, and the large
amount of money it would cost had
better be spemt on works more ur-
gently neededi: .

Speaking of the government's ef
forts to incregse the dock accomo-
dation he poiaged out that in two
years mnrusogghnd ven let for two
piers on the st Side, which would
cost over $2,000,000. He was much
disappointed at the rate or progress.
Sometime ago he addressed a letter
to the department of public works|
complaining that the work was not)
proceeding fast enough, and the con-!
tractor, simmoned to Ottawa, assured |
the department that he would finish
his first contract by December. This
promise had not been kept.

“Whatever differences of opinion
there might he there was no doubt
that it was the duty of the govern-
ment to expedite the wharf building
on the West Side, and provide for the
construction of at least one more dock
as soon as possible.

The Longer Docks

The Minister of Marine did not
think the government could undertake
to build 1, feet docks on the West

Side without the sanction of the city,

which re ed a neutral strip giving
all railw access. The engineers
plans now provided for berths rang-
ing from 860 to 700 feet. The piers

could not be extended out into the
harbor without taking up room need-
ed to manoeuvre ships. The only way
to enlarge them was to run the berths
up in the neutral slip. There was noj
reason why the government should
not build 1,000 fet docks if the ship-
ping could be better served, but it was
for the city to say whether the neu-
tral strip was done away and access
shut off from the docks except at the
permission of the C. P. R.

In Courtenay Bay

Reference had been made to an
agreement with the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific rezgarding the Courtenay Bay ter-
minals, but Mr, Hazen did not think
any formal agreement had been en-
tered into. The late Mr. Hays had
informed Mr. Monk while minister of
public works that the G. T. P. was
willing to rent the docks to be built
at Courtenay Bay, paying a rental
equal to three per cent. on the cost.

The speaker however agreed with
Mr. Rogers that it would not be wise
to tie up the wharves: at Courtenay
Bay to one rallway. It was hoped
the Grand Trunk Pacific would come
into St. John over the Valley Rail-
way and whether it did or not the
Valley Railway should have access to
Courtenay Bay. The Canadian North-
ern may want to come to St. John,
and if the Courtenay Bay facilities
are locked up in the hands of the G.
T. P. and the West Side in the hands
of the C. P. R. nobody will be more
disappointed than the people of St.
John. 4

The question of conserving the port
for all railways {8 an important one.
The government will give the G.B.P.
fair terms and extend the same terms
to all railways. It may be that if the
development of the West Side does
not keep pace with the great increase
of traftic from the West, the C.P.R.
may want to wuse the facilities at
Courtenay Bay. There are very strong
reasons why we should not enter into
an arrangement that would give any
rallway a monopoly.

After Mr. Hazen sat down and the
applause subsided, H. C. Schofield
stated that the recommendation anent
a 4,000,000 bushel grain elevator em-
anated from Dr. Magill, chairman of
the Grain Commissioners who when
here said St. John did not have proper
facilities for handling a big grain
trade. Mr. Schofield said there were
other things more urgent, but as they
had been planning a pregramme to
cover a term of years they put in the
request for a bigger elevator,

The Mayor's Suggestion. ¥
Mayor Frink suggested that the gov-
ernment should employ a harbor ex:
pert to come here and look over the
situation, and map out § comprehen-
sive plan of harbor development.
There was a feeling that Courtenay
Bay was not being utilized to the
best advantage.

Hon. Mr., Rogers said he was oblig-
ed for the suggestion. When the
harbor commissioner at Montreal was
appointed they secured the best pos-
sible engineer to give his advice.
H had seen Major Stephens, ex-chair-
man of the Montreal harbor commis-
slon, with the idea of procuring a
first class engineer to act in an ad-
visory capacity in connection with the
big national harbor projects through-
out the Domindion. Mr. Stephens
had recommended Mr. Swan as the
best available expert.

“If Mr. Swan is available,” added
the Minister, “I will have no objection
to aeking him to come to St. John,
and make a report on the harbor.
As Minister I have to fight to get my
appropriations through council and
parliamernt, and I want to see that the
money is spent to the best advantage.”

Mr. Pugsley.

Hon. Wm. Pugsley said he felt as-
sured the citizens of St. John would
be grateful for the visit of the Min-
ister, and as a member of the Board
of Trade thanked them for their in-
terest in the port.

“When the Minister of Public Works
makes up his mind that an item
should go through, depend upon it, it
will go through if it takes all might,”
he added. *“Although I don’t always
agree with Mr. Rogers, I must admire
his great ability and energy.”

Mr. Pugsley then asked permission
“to discuss the matter of the mail
steamships, saying he was not animat-
ed by a partizan spirit.

The chairman—"“This meeting was
called to make certain representationd
to the ministers. * Your request, Mr.
Pugsley, reminds me of the story of
Sir Richard McBride who, addressing
a Canadian Club, said he would not
take up a controversial subject and
plunged into discussion of the ‘naval
question, (Laughter.)

Discussion Advised.

W. M. Jarvis said the fullest oppor-
tunity ‘should be given for discussion
on this subject. If it had not been for
the mail boat matter they would not
be urging other matters on the mih-
isters. (Hear, hear).

Quite a number of those present evi-
dently wanted the matter discussed
and the chairman bowing to the plea-
sure of the meeting allowed Mr. Pugs-
ley to proceed.

Mr, Pugsley said a blow, an unjust
blow, had been struck at St. John
through a department of the govern-
ment. St. John had spent one and a
quarter millions to build docks, and for
17 years had been the terminus of the
mail steamers, being obliged by theip
contract to call at Halifax and then
come on to St. John, At the last ses-
sion of parliament both ports weré
placed on the same footing; the steam-
ship companies were given a free
hand. Mr. Pugsley said he had urged
that the government subgsidize three
boats to run to Halifax and three boats
to St. John,

In September the schedule of sail-
ings was published showing that the
mail boats would sail, from St. John.

The Gutelius Agreement.

Later it was announced that the
four big mail boats would make Hali-
fax their terminus. It appeared that
on Sept. 30 an agreement was entered
into  between Mr. Gutelius and Mr.
Bosworth, an agreement which de-
manded careful scrutiny, as it enor-
mously reduced .the rates. The L.C.R.
was obliged to carry first class passen-
gers between St. John and Halifax for
$2.00, but as the I.C.R. had to haul 12
cars at a maximum charge of $300,
the rate would often be reduced to 50
cents per passenger. The freight rate
under the agreement was 75 cents per
ton. The ordinary freight train car-
ried 600 tons and under the maximum
charge the rate would only be 50 cents
s ton. The lowest freight rate from
St. John to Halifax is 8% cents per
100 pounds.

Mr. Pugsiey understood that the op-
erating cost on the LC.R. was three-
tenths or on&half of a cent per ton
per mile, and on that basis the I.C.R.
would be hlnuq{ freight for the C, P.
R.rnt about cost.
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my colleague were
ed to attend this meeting we were giv-
en a memorandum of the subjects
which would be brought up, and I did
not, come here with the idea that we
would discuss the question raised by
Mr. Pugsley, added Mr. Hazen. “It
would have been more in accord with
the dignity of the board if the pro-
gramme had been adhered to."
Continuing, Mr. Hazen sald that Mr.
Pugsley had unfairly stated the posi-
tion in regard to the mail boats. Under
the old government St. John was nev-
er on an equal footing with Halifax,
as far as the receiving and deliver
ing of mails was concerned. Under
the old arrangement the ships came
on to 8t. John but they were compel-
led to call at Halifax going and com-
fng. This state of affairs was never
satisfactory to the people of St. John.
It meant the boats were delayed both
ways by calling into Halifax; it made
the passage longer, and gave to the
people of Canada the impression that
the St. John routé was much longer
than it would be if the boats did not
have to run into Halifax and skirt the
Nova Scotia coast. Year after year
this Board of Trade expressed dissatis-
faction with this two port arrange
ment. “Wa believe that the malils can
be delivered quicker if the boats come
direct to St. John,” and the Board of
Trade has often expressed the view
that the contractors for the mail ser-
vice should be allowed to select their

ferred the agreement. Mr. Gutelius
made the agreement. by virtue of the
authority vested in him. He has said
it is an advantageous agr t for
the I. C. R. He is a railway expert
and Mr. Pugsley is not. Neither am
1. The government has agreed at
the request of this board to submit
the agreement to the railway com-
mission, and that tribunal will decide
whether it is a bad agreement or not.
St. John cannot logically take the
position that the C. P. R. cannot make
an agreement with the I. C. R. to
handle traffic for it. If the I. C. R.
was a private road the C. P. R. would
simply only have to go the railway
commission, and get the right to have
its trafic taken to Halifax or any-
where else on the terms fixed by the
commission.

The Railway Department.

“The Railway Department too is ex-
pending large sums of money in the
Province, including betterments on
the I. C. R, stations at Bathurst and
Hampton and other points, Car ferry
terminals at Cape Tormentine, at a
cost of about $600,000, freight sheds
at Fredericton, bridges on the Cana-
da Eastern branch of the I. C. R,, and
subsidies during the first half of the
present year to the St. John and Que-
bec Railway, amounting to over $265,
000.

Department of Agriculture.

“The Department of Agriculture has
been alive to the necessity of improv-
ing the quarantine facilities at St.
John, and a laboratory building and
houses for officials, including the boat-
man, caretaker and bacteriologist,
have just been completed, and further
desirable improvements to the station,
too long delayed by the former Gov-
ernment, will be made in the early fu-
ture.

“Other public expenditures might be
referred to as evidence of the desire
of the Government to deal fairly and
justly with the people of this Province
and City, but I have already lingered
as long upon the topic as the time at
my disposal justifies me in doing. The
expenditures and appropriations have
all been made in the public interest
and not for the sake of mere local or
political effect—all are fully justified,
and it is the intention of the Govern-
ment in the future as in the past to
spend the revenues of the country
where they will do the most good in
the way of developing our great re-
sources and of enabling our citizens to
get their products to the markets of
the world by the cheapest and most ex-
peditious routes.

“Nothing can be more unwise than
for a Government to spend money sim-
ply for the temporary benefits that
such expenditure may bring to the
community within which the works for
which such money is paid are to be
constructed, and I am glad to say that
the expenditures that have been made
in St. John and in this Province, and
the works for which provision has
been made, are all of importance from
the general standpoint, and will ac-
¢rue to the public benefit of Canada.

This criticism is undoubtedly
well founded, but when critics of the
present Government go further and
blame this Government for that state of
affairs, their complaint and criticism
is not well founded and it may be
fairly claimed is made for partisan
purposes only. The responsibility for
this state of affairs attaches to the
Liberal Government which though in
power for fifteen years took no ade-
quate steps for the purpose of reliev-
ing at the board the gesti
that was bound to come and of pro-
viding the facilities for the purpose of
overcoming that gesti That
Government during the 15 years it was
in office was neglectful of Canada's
interests in this regard. Its promises
were large and its performances very
small,

“The adequate equipment of the great
national ports of this country has been
a matter of especial concern and at-
tention by the present Government
since it assumed office. The great
works which are now being carried on
both on the Atlantic and Pacific
Coasts for this purpose are a suffici-
ent evidence that the Government is
not only inspired by good intentions,
but that it has entered actively upon
the project of affording facilities at
all our great national ports which will
enable them to compete on at least
even terms with any ports on this con-
tinent.

“It is a well known fact that last
winter during the latter part of the
port season the facilities at St. John
were not sufficient to handle with the
despatch that is desirable the vessels
that were brought here and undoubt-
edly the same state of affairg will ex-
ist during the present winter. For this
state of affairs the Liberal Govern-
ment is directly and solely responsible.
Had it and its representatives from
this province been alive to their du-
ties and responsibilities they would
have begun years ago to prepare for
the efficient carrying on of the im-
port and export trade, that it was
clearly evident was coming to the At-
lautic port,

“From these figures it is apparent
that there is but a narrow margin be-
tween the acommodation required for
the steamers and that which can be
provided by the existing facilities, For
this state of affairs I have said the
present Government is in no wise re-
sponsible.

The Mail Contract,

“The question of the carriage of maiis
from Canada to Great Britain has been
one that has caused for & good many
years past a great deal of discussion,
and with a view to having more fre-
quent carriage of mails and a better
service upon the Atlantle, the Post-
master General entered last spring
into a new arrangement by which
eight steamers belonging respectively
to the Allan Line, the C..P. R. and the
Canadian Northern Steamship Com-
panies would undertake this work, giv-
ing more frequent mail communication
between Canada and Great Britain
during both summer and winter.

“Under contracts which have hither-
to prevailed, the il steamers of the

C. P. R. and Al'an Lines have been
compelled to leave their mails at Hali-
fax and then come on to St. John. St.
John was in no sense a mail port so
far as the contract for the carriage of
the maijlse«entered into by the Liberals

was concerned,

“The general demand in 8t. John
was that each port should stand on its
own merits, and that it should be op-

tional with the contractors to select
whichever port they chose on the At-
lantic for the reception and discharge
of the mails that they carried across
the ocean.

St. John Gets Equal Chance.

“Under the contract for an improved
malil service entered into by the Post-
master General in April last, which
is to continue for one year, and which
calls for three sailings each week in
summer and two in winter, this provi-
slon was inserted, and mails will be
delivered to and taken from the steam-
ers at Halifax and St. John at the con-
tractors’ option; and it was genérally
felt that the result would be to fairly
test the merits of the two ports as
far as the mails were concerned.

“Under this contract, for the first
time in its history, St. John was given
an equal chance so far as the carriage
of overseas mails is concerned, it
came as a surprise to the people of St.
John when it was announced that the
C. P. R. had selected Halifax as its
mail port for the coming winter, and
that in addition to the two Allan
Line boats, the Calgarian and the Alsa-
tion, the Empress of Britain and the
Empress of Ireland would also sail to
and from Halifax, although §t had been
declared by Sir Thomas Shaughnessy
that St. Jobn is the C. P, R's port
and that the arrangement is only a ten-
tative one. The surprise was all the
greater as a short time before an-
nouncement had been made by the C.
P. R. that all the Allan and C. P, R.
boats would sail from St. John,

The Gutelius Contract. <

Rallway entered into an arrangement
with the C, P, R, by which the C. P.
R. trains carrying freight and passen-
gers for the four steamers mentioned
would be hauled over the Intercolonial
from St. John to Halifax by locomo-
tives of the Intercolonial manned by
employees of the Government road.
This in no way gives the C. P. R. run-
ning rights over the Intercolonial, and
does not apply to the mails which will
have to be paid for at the usuai rates,
but the arrangement simply provides
that the Intercolonial will do what any
privately owned railroad will do, that
is haul the cars of another line over
its own irons, the work being done
by its own employees and its own of-
ficlals. If the Intercolonial was a
company road it would be subject to
the control of the Railway Commission
of Canada, and it would have been
open to the C. P. R. to apply to the
Railway Commission to order it to
haul its trains upon terms and condi-
tllons to be imposed by that Commis-
sion.

The Right of 8t. John.

“I do not think that the people of
St. John or of any other community
can logically contend that the C. P. R.
has no right to have its freight hauled
to Halifax if it desires te use that port,
but they have an .undoubted right to
ingist that this should be done upon
terms and conditions that will not dis-
criminate and are justifiable from the
public standpoint.

“It 18 fair to say that Mr. Gutelius,
who Is a railway man of experience,
has distinctly stated on many occa-
sions that the rate charged the C.P.R.
is a fair and proper one for hauling
its trains to Halifax, and .is a higher
rate than charged the Canadian Nor-
thern for hauling its freight from
Montreal to Halifax during the past
few seasons although the distance
from Montreal to Halifax is much
greater than the distance from St.
John to that city.

“Naturally considerable interest has
been aroused over the question in St.
John, and the people of this city are
auxious to know if the arrangement is
justifiable from a railway standpoint.
In order to settle this matter, and in
compliance with the wish of the peo-
ple of this city, instructions have been
given to Mr. Gutelius by the Minister
of Railways to submit the question to
the tribunal best fitted to consider it.

An Equal Division.

“As matters stand at present four
mail steamers will sail from St. John
this winter and four will sail from
Halifax. The accommodation of the
ports will be taxed to their utmost.
There will be as much, if not more,
employment for labor in this port than
has ever been the case before, and as
the present mail contract expires in
May next, the people of this city may
rest assured that in any future ar-
rangement that is made the interests
of St. John will receive every fair play
and consideration, and that justice
will be done both to the port of St.
John and the port of Halifax.

Partisan Critics Scored.

“While the discussion concerning
the matter has been carried on in the
main in a fair and temperate manner,
| cannot shut my eyes to the fact that
there are citizens who have been in-
fluenced not by consideration of the
good of St.”John and the good of Can-
ada, but purely by party consideration,
and | regret very much that the most
conspicuous person and the greatest
sinner in this respect has been the
gentleman who represents the city of
St. John in Parliament, and was for-
merly a Minister of the Government of
Canada, a Government which neglect-
ed the local interests of St. John, and
which, by building the Natoinal Trans-
continental through the centre of the
province from Grand Falls to Monc-
ton, instead of following the valley
of the St. John, the course undoubt-
edly intended by nature for such a
railway, sidetracked St, John and put
the country to millions of dollars of
unnecessary expense. Had he at that
time shown the interest in St. John
which he professes to feel at present
he would have raised his voice in pro-
test against the construction of the
road by a route so inimical to the
interests of the city and province gen-
erally, and would have made his pow-
erful influence felt in a way that might
have had some effect in determining
the choice of a proper route.

taking at the present time._ when |
compare it with his action in regard
to the National Transcontinental Rail-
way. It would have been more to the
point for Dr. Pugsley to have talked
of resigning his seat in the Local
House then and entering the Federal
field side by side with Mr. Blair in op-
position to the National Transcontin-

Atlantic seaboard. As the representa-
tive of this Provirce and City I de-
precate, as I know you deprecate, any
feeling of jealousy or antagonism be-
tween these two sister cities, to each
of which a great future is now open
and for each of which there will be
available a splendid and ever-increas-
ing trade which doubtless will tax in
the near future the greatly increased
facilities which are now being prepar-
ed. The great seaboard cities of Cana-
da are united by the strong tie of a
common interest to preserve for our
own ports and transportation lines the
enormous stream of Canadian com-
merce, the volume of which is continu-
ally increasing with the marvellous
growth and progress of our country.
“As the matter stands at present, in
addition to the large number of freight
steamers coming and going there wiil
be four mail steamers, the Royal Ed-
ward and the Royal George, both fast-
er than the C. P. R. boats and first
class passenger boats in every particu-
lar, and the Virginian and the Victor-
ian of the Allan Line, which are also
first class passenger boats in every re.
spect.

RECORD OF THE ADMINISTRA-
TION.

“l have spoken tonight largely of
local matters and of local affairs. I
have not had time to refer to the
splendid record of the Administration
formed by the Right Honorable R. L.
Borden on the 10th day of October,
1911. The leader of that Government
has proved himself one of the greatest
parliamentarians the country has ever
produced. He has shown himself by
the introduction of the Bill for the
Improvement of Highways and the
Advancement of Agriculture, to have
been true to his election pledges and
to be in sympathy with the wants and
requirementd of the people of the coun-
try. Although the late Government
was in power for years it never lifted
a finger to improve the condition of
the roads throughout the country, and
its aid to agriculture was of a meagre
and niggardly des<ription.

The Partisan Senate.

“It is to be regretted that the bill for
assisting in good roads was ditched
for partisan reasons by the Senate of
Canada, a body which is not respon-
sible to the people, and the great ma-
jority of whose members owe their ap-
pointments directly to Sir Wilfrid
Laurier, and are simply playing the
game of politics for him at his dicta-
tion at the present time. The same
unreasonable partisanship on the part
of the Senate caused them to defeat
the Branch Railway Bill, which was
designed to confer authority upon the
Minister of Railways to acquire branch

and the Maritime Provinces. And that
worse than all their unreasoning par-
tisanship caused them agatn at the dic-
tation of Sir Wilfrid Laurier to defeat
the bill for giving effective aid to the

pn its introduction was received with

What the Government Has Done.

“The Government, although it has on-
ly been in power two years, has set-
tled the Manitoba boundary question
and the question of the boundaries of
Quebec and Ontario, and has done so
on broad constitutional lines and in a
way that has met with the universal
approval of the people of the country.
It has effected a trade arrangement
with the West Indies that will un-
doubtedly prove of advantage to the
Province of New Brunswick, in com-
mon with other parts of Canada. It
has revised the Bank Act, and is pre-
paring to introduce the Parcels Post
System. It has made large provision
for the development of the national
ports of Canada, provided terminal ele-
vators for our grain, and reduced the

and generous provision ever made
since confederation for carrying on
the different public services of the
country, and at the same time has re-
duced the public debt and maintained
the credit of Canada at a high stand-
ard.
RECIPROCITY.

“In 1911 the Liberals went to the
country on a policy of reciprocity with
the United States. That policy was
opposed by the Conservative Party and
by the people of Canada very largely
irrespective of politics. For some time
after the elections were over the Lib-
erals claimed that a mistake had been
made and that the country would live
to see the day when it would regret
its action in not having endorsed the
policy entered into at Washington hy
Mr. Fielding and Mr. Patterson on be-
half of the Canadian Government.
Time, however, has justified the ac-
tion of the Conservative Party. Not
long after the election there was pub-
lished that now celebrated letter writ-
ten by President Taft to Mr. Roose-
velt, in which it was declared that the
result of the pact would be to make
Canada an adjunct of the United
States. This was not a mere personal
letter but a State document, read and

1. The unusually large demand for
capital, both - fixed and circulating
throughout the world. There has been
great development in the Orient in con:
nection with the modernizing of China
and Japan which has called for large
expenditures of capital for undertak
ings of various kinds such as rail
ways, tramways, electric and other
plants. Capital hag been called for in
unusually large amounts from India,
Egypt, Argentine and other South
American states. United States, while
not a borrower as a Government, has
been a heavy borrower in European
money markets for its corporate enter-
priges. Canada has been calling for
capital for govermmental, municipal,
railway and industrial purposes at the
rateof between two and three hundred
million dollars per annum for the past
five years. In addition to this world-
wide demand for fixed capital com-
mercial enterprise has called for
enormous sums as working capital. In
a word, times have been good ihrough-
out the world. This is seen in the
trade returns of Great Britain and all
other countries.

The Cost of War,

2, There has been a great and un-
productive expenditure of money in
wars during the past fifteen years.
Among these may be mentioned the
Spanish-American, Russo-Japanese, the
Boer war, Turko-Grecian and recently
the terrible struggle in the Balkans,
the cost of which is now troubling the
raoney markets of Europe

3. The cost of military and naval
armaments, especially in BEurope. The
British expenditure upon the navy
alcne, now exceeds two hundred mil-
lion dollars-per annum, which exceeds
the annual cost of all naval arama-
ments, inclusive of Great Britain, of
thirty years ago.

Better Conditions Coming.

4. As a result of the above causes
there has been on the one hand great
commercial inflation throughout the
world and enormous demands upon
capital in the great international cen
tres. In consequence of this there has

een a continuous contraction of cred-
it over the past two years, aggravat
ed during the present year by the Bal-
kan war, and the apprehensions which
it excited of a general European out-
break of hostilities. In conseguence
of this apprehension there was a great
deal of hoarding of gold in Europe.
With the cessation of hostilities the
tone has improved but with so many
coming issues overhanging the money
centres, the stringency still continues
and is not likely to abate for some
months to come, after which easier
money may be looked for with a de-
minished trade throughout the world

stood the

strain as well as any country. This is
due in a large part to our productivity.
Basic conditions are essentially sound;
our crop is the best on record. The
western wheat crop is greatest in
amount, best in quality and the earli-
est by two weeks of any in the his-
tory of the prairie provinces. As a re-
sult, a great deal of this wheat has
been marketed, to the ease of the fin-
ancial situation. It now appears that
the financing of the crop moving will
be accomplished by the banks without
difficulty. When easier conditions are
reached in the great money centres
money will become more plentiful here
by reason of the fact that capital will
resume its normal flow.

COMMERCIAL CONDITIONS.

“A year before the present Govern-
ment came into power the total trade
of Canada (imports and exports) was
about $750,000,000. During our first
yvear this had increased to $850,000,000
and during the last fiscal year to over
one billion dollars, the greatest trade
by far in the history of the Domin-
fon. Notwithstanding the money
stringency, which is always restrictive
of trade, it appears now that our total
trade for the present fiscal year will
substantially exceed t of last year.
It is probable, indeed it is certain, that
we shall experience a degree of trade
restriction and possibly declining re-
venues during a part of next year, but
any apparent setback of this charac-
ter will only be temporary. It is gra-
| tifying to note that in addition to hav-
| ing the greatest harvest in our history,
this year we shall also have our great
est mineral output. The fisheries
catch on the Atlantic and Pacific has
been good and the prices fair,

FINANCES OF THE DOMINION,

“During our first year in office the
revenue was sufficient to pay all capi-
tal and current expenditure and effect
a reduction of $100,000 in the national
debt, During last year, the revenues
being exceptionally large, the national
debt was reduced by twenty-five mil-
| lion dollars. This year it would appear
| that we shall be able, notwithstanding
our unusually large estimates, to at
least pay our way. In connection with
our capital expenditures it is to be
borne in mind that we have adopted
the policy of the development and im-
provement of our harbors and water-
ways and the construction of eleva-
tors and other facilities for the trans-
port of grain and the accommodation
of shipping, and have been called upon
to spend enormous sums of money in
aid of the Canadian Northern and
Grand Trunk Pacific Railways.

FIRST THINGS

SEATTLE.

The first settlement on the gite of
the present city of Seattle, the young
metropolis  of the Northwest, was
made sixty-two years ago today. Ar-
thur and David Denny headed the
party of immigrants from Oregon who
laid the foundation of the future great
municipality, which was named Seat-
tle in honor of Chief Seattle, the most
powerful Indian chief of the Puget
Sound region. The redskins welcom-
ed the paleface settlers, who rema}u-
ed on terms of close friendship with
the chief until his death fourteen years
later. The growth of Seattle was at
first very slow, and by 1880 it had a
population of only 3,000, In 1900 .the
population was 80,671, and ia 1910
it had increased to nearly a quarter
of o million. Puget Sound was first
explored by George Vancouver in
1792. For many years the country
was jointly occupied by the United
States and Great Britain. Fort Stella-
coom, on Puget Sound, was established
in 1849. Tacoma, Seattle's rival, was
the site of a sawmill and a few log
cabins in 1872, when it was chosen as
the western terminus of the Northern
Pacific raliway.

But I can assure you, here tonight,
that everything that can be done to
carry along the work as rapidly as
possible shall be done. In every Work
which I have done, and*our firm has
had some of the largest contracts in
the world, I have always made a rec-
ord and completed my work ahead of
time. I am going to try to do the same
thing for St. John, and have the Cour-
tenay Bay work finished ahead of
schedule, and I am convinced that in
the very near future I shall be receiv-
ing your congratulations on the speed
which we are making.

And moreover from my experience,
in the course of my conference with
your ministers at Ottawa, I am fully
convinced that they will not suffer me
to make any unnecessary delays. I
found from my conferences with them
that they will stand no ling, and
I have come to a realization of the
fact that I simply have to make sood
on my job. I am sure we will get the
keywalls and channel ready a year
ahead of time. As for the rest of the
work you can be assured that no time
will be lost and everything will te
completed within contract time.

“Another matter of interest to the
people of St. John, closely identified
with the Courtenay Bay development
is the establishment of a shipbuiliing
plant here. I may tell you that I
have been in close touch wita nase of
the leading shipbuilding firms in ¥ng-
land concerning this matter, and have
given it more than passing attention
gince 1 last addressed a gathering in
St. John, and this firm is keenly inter-
ested in the project. I would sugzest
that it might be to the interest of this
city for you bto arrange for a com-
mittee of your leaders to get tozether
and see what can be done in this di-
rection. The firm of which I wpeak
is keen on coming here, and I wonld
be willing to be one of the commitrea.

In vieew of the lack of grain eleva-
tors for the movement of Canadian
grain’ we would ask that an additional
elevator of most modern type be erect-
ed on one of the new piers. We
would recommend an elevator of three
to four million bushel capacity with
ten to fifteen spouts to unload direct
into steamships:

In order to meet the requirements
of passenger traffic we would sugest
that berth No. 1 should b taken over
from the City of St. John and fitted
up as a modern passenger dock provid-
ed with modern accommodation for all
classes of passengers. _

Of Best Material.

In the bullding of new docks and
warehouses, we would recommend
that they be of most fodern constiuc-
tion, exclnding hemlock, and consid-
ering the greater length of steam-
ships these new piers ghould be at
least 1,000 feet long, but preserving
sufficient ground between the dock and
the C. P. R. property to ips\lre access
by other railways. In order to ac-
complish this, dredging in further to-
ward the shore would be necessary,
and the agreement entered into be-
tween the Dominion Government, Ca
nadian Pacific Railway and the City
of St. John would require to be
amended to conform with the recom-
mendation.

We would also request your gov-
ernment to proceed with the construc-
tion of the revetment wall in accord-
ance with the agreement with the
Canadian Pacific Railway, in order
that the Canadian Pacific Railway
Company may withoiit delay construct
their yard room, terminals, etc.

We wish to\call your attention to the
fact that the new docks now under
contract,.and belng constructed on the
West Side are far behind, and the
work has unnecesarily been delayed
by the contractors. We recommend
that the balance of their contract be
cancelled and the government finish
and that the dock appliances, Cranes,
etc., shall be of the most modern
type for handling cargo.

We also recommend that the exten-
sion of the Negrotown breakwater to
the Island, for which an appropriation
has already been made, be pushed for-
ward without delay. Also that a
preakwater be built on the northeast
side of Partridge Island, extending
in a northeasterly direction to the
Island rocks. That on the end of
this breakwater a small lighthouse
be built with a machine bell, which
would take the place of the gas buoy
and bell now there. This breakwater
would render more gsafe the berths
now. belng constructed at Sand Point
and also the proposed deep water
berths on the south of Sand Point.

The Steam Lane;

In view of the large number of
steamers that are traversing the Bay
of Fundy, snd owing to the fact that
the soundings in the so-called steam
lane, that is, east side of lane, McCoy
Head to Northwest Ledge to Lurcher

10 degroes; thende northward to
Briar Island, abeam 10 degrees; thence
to Old Proprietor; thence to Mus-
quash (Split Rock), are not correct,
and therefore misleading to ships run-
ning a line of soundings in foggy
weather; we would recommend that
you instruct the department to run
continuous parallel lines of sounding,
reporting on the nature of the bottom
through this steam lane, and make the
lane for the purpose of these sound-
ings one mile wide.
