UNTIL RFTER THE WaR

Rev. Ralph Haughton says
Ottawa fire was deliber-
ate plot to murder Prem-
ier.

Rev. Ralph J. Haughton last night
had as his subject “Neutrality as
Jesus Viewed It” and founded his re-
marks on the following words: “He
that is not for us is against us.” He
defingd a neutral as one who took no
part one way or the other in a guarrel
which was going on. He claimed that
the mam in Canada today who claim-
ed to be neutral was a traitor, It yas
time the people of this country waken-
ed up to the fact that this war was not
3,000 miles away but at our very
doors. The German menace was here,
Count Von Bernstorft’ was the emis-
sary of the Kaiser and he was prepar-
ed to do anything and go to any
lengths in order to achieve his pur-
pose. He was using a neutral country
as his base of operations and it was
time for Canada to put every German
where he could not do any harm, until
the war was over. Every German, no
matter what position he held or how
trustworthy he might be, should be
interned till the close of the war, He
believed that the burning of the par-
liament building was a deliberate plan
to murder the premier and members
of parllament. No man had a right
today to be unconcerned or indifferent
to his country’s danger.  His home
and women were in just as much
danger as anybody else's and it was
his duty to do his share in defending
them.~ He was not a prophet but he
believed this war would come closer
to us in St. John before it enfled than
it had yet done.
