Munitions Expenditureq Increased.

l’nrllnmgyt' sald the premier, had
been asked to vote for war purposes
an amount equivalent to the agare-
gate expenditure for twenty years
before the war, although that period
included the South African war, When
he moved the last vote of credit in
July he estimated the average rate of
expenditure at approximately £6,000.
000 & day. That forecast had proved
to be almost exactly correct.

At the commencement of the pres-
ent week, the premier continued,
there was still in hand £100,600,000,
which would carry on until October
27, He gave the aggregate expendi-
ture in 113 days of the financial year
as: Army, navy and munitions £370,
000,000; loans to allies and dominions
£1567,000,000; food, supplies, rallways,
etc. £33,000,000. The daily average
of expenditures bad risen slightly, he
sald, and wag £5,070000 for the last
seventy-seven days of the financial
year. Expenditures for the army had
fallen off slightly, while those for mu-
nitlons had increased somewhat.
Loans to Great Britain's allles and
dominions were exceeding the budget
estimate, a¢/the present rate. They
would not be safe in assuming that
expenditures in the future would be
less than £5,000,000 daily. Reverting
to the possibility of loans to allies and
dominions exceeding the budget esti-
mate of £460,000,000, Mr. Asquith
sald no part of war expenditure was
more important than this. Great
Britain had no selfish end in connec-
tion with the war, and although the
expenditure was growing beyond the
estimate he did not regret it. Survey-
ing the progress of the war since the
last vote of credit, the premier sald
hot weather had hampered operations
in the second army theatre, but that
in Mesopotamia substantial progress
had heen made with rail and river
communications, and the health of the
troops hes ftaproved substantisily.

The defeat of the Turks at the Ka-
tia Oasis, east of the Suez Canal, has
gore far to remove the danger of at
tack on the canal, and had impaired
Turkish prestige in Arabla and Syria
in Western fgypt the Senussi tribes-
men had been reduced to impotence.

Attillery Curtain of Fire of No
Avail Against Attackers=-
German Works Battered to

Pieces.

With the French Armies in France,
Oct. 11, via London—(From a staff
correspondent of the Associated
Press). :
There was tense excitement, but no
flurry, on the French front just bes
fore the assault delivered yesterday.
The men stood to their arms coolly;
they looked to the bregghes of their
rifles, loaded their magazines, loosens
ed bayonets in the scabbards, fixed
the straps, of thelr steel helmets and
tightened their belts, Some of them
sat down with their backs against the
glde of the trench, writing what might
be their last messages home, while
waiting for the word to “go over."
There was rio hesitation when this
word came. The men, with confidence,
all muscles taut, clambered out,
aprang forward and gained the ground
they had been sent to win.
The correspondent of the Associat-
ed Presg had the opportunity of be-
ing in the midst of the movement of
preparation at a certain point on the
French line “somewhere south of the
Somme.” The first line trenches here
were to three hundred yards
apart. The French, with great rapid-
ity, dug approach treuches, zigzag-
ging forward fifty to eighty yards,
where they were joined up by a trench
known as the “Taking off parallel,”
from this. Running still further out,
saps were cut, leading toward the
German lines. These gaps were occus
pled by listening sentinels and armor-
ed machine gun emplacements. From
the bottom of the taking-off parallel
steps werer cut in the gl‘()lllld which
led to the level ground.
Wall of Fire Failed To Check Them.
Up these steps the companies cho-
sen for the assault sprang, on the
signal, spread out in open formation,
and dashed forward In sections to-
ward the German works, which had
previously been almost battered out
of existence by the French guns. An
artillery curtain of fire had been start«
ed by the Germans to prevent the ar«
rival of French reinforcements, but
its effect on the French troops was
almost nil.
The correspondent, before the as«
sault, watched Frenchy trench mor!
tars pitching great five hundred poun
missiles directly  into the German
trenches, some two hundred yards
from where the correspondent stood.
The slow flight of a projectile could
be followed from the muzzle of the
gun to its destination, and enormous

black clouds of earth were thrown up
by the explosions.

Only His
Own Views But those of
Cabinet and War Commit-
tee of Allies.

Represented Not

London, Oct, 11.—The minister of
war, Mr. Lloyd George, met with
strong criticism in the "House of Com-
mons today on account of recent pub-
lic utterances to the effect that the
European war was to be a fight to a
finish, and that Great Britain would
tolerate no outside interference in the
direction of peace. Several members

took part in the discussion, and
Charles P. Trevelyan, formerly par-
liamentary secretary for education,

wanted to know how, if the govern-
ment blocked mediation, the Allies
were to discover Germany’s terms of
peace. “We are ignorant of the com-
mitments on the question of annexa-
tion of territory,” he continued. “Must
we continue the war until Russia is in
possession of Constantinople?” Mr.
Trevelyan complained that the gov-
ernment had ignored the important
speech by President Wilson on inter-
national mediation.

Mr. Lloyd George, replying, declar-
ed that the answer to all criticisms
could be found i the prime minister's
thrilling peroration today. After all,
he said, this was a military, rather
than a diplomatic, affair. As a matter
of fact Viscount Grey had anticipated
President Wilson's statement.

There was a great difference be-
tween intervention to secure an in-
terpational combination after the war
to enforce world peace and interven-
tion at a moment like the present. In-
gtor\'?!xvlnn now would be a military
Jtriumph for Germany and military
disaster for Great Britain, and he
claimed the right, as secretary for
war, to express his opinion on such a
matter. He did not intend to with-
draw a single syllable of what he had
said. It was not merely the expres.
sion of his own opinion, he declared,
but the expression of the opinion of
the cabinet, of the war committee and
of the military advisers of every ally.

Hospital Changes were Recommended by Committee of
Canadian Medical Men in England and Deal Only with
Training of Men in Convalescent Stages.

Special to The Standard.

Ottawa, Oct. 11.—The changes in
the management of the Canadian "0s-
pitals in Great Britain were commant-
ed upon by General Sam Hughes to-
day. The changes, he sald, were
based upon & report submitted Ly &
committee of leading Canadian madi-
cal men who are now in England, and
he claimed several million dollars a
year would be saved by the economics
and the new system introduced. The
committee was composed of Col
Bruce, Toronto; Col. M. Ewen, former.
1y of Toronto; Col. Scott, Toronto;
Col. Wilson, Niagara Falls and Capt.
Hunter, Winnipeg.

The report does not recommend
the isolation or segregation of 'avas
lided or wounded soldiers, and it deals

entirely with the training of soldiers
in the convalescent stages. As soon
as the soldiers are well enough o be
moved they will be taken to Canadian
hospitals where they will be under the
care and training of Canadian doctors,
until they are able to return to the
fighting line.

General Hughes pointed out that
it was impracticable to give this crain.
ing when the men were scattered all
over the country. In cases they have
been longer in the convalescent hos:
pitals than was necessary. As the
result of the system of training in
practice, Gen. Hughes said 65 per cent
of the Canadian wounded were going
to the firing line, while the British
regular army only sent back 61 per
cent. and Kitchener army 30 per ceat,

- SOE GELEBRNTES

Twenty-Second Anniversary
Marked by Large Gather-
ing—Good Record Shown
in Address by Secretary.

The twenty-second anmniversary of
the foundation of Marlborough Lodge,
Sons of England Benefit So ciety. 1h
evening in Orange Hall, Germain
street, the lodge room being crowdad.
Representatives of Portland and New
Brunswick lodges were also present.
The proceedings began with the Na-
tional Anthem. A programme of
music and entertainment was present-
ed and ©Secretary Charles Ledford
gave an account of the work of the
Sons of England Benefit Society.
