“Telegraph and railway communication
to Modder River bas been re-opened. A
battery of field artillery and a battalion
of infantry were despatched from Mod
der River against Commandant (rins
Loos’ foroe of 1,000 Boers, with one gunm,
who had destroyed the railway. Our loss-
es were 14 wo ;
“Belmont has been strengthened by in-
fantry and two guns; and a cavalry regi-
ment and  troops from Naauwpoort oc-

acre are reported as follows: At Dord-
recht, 800; marching from Jamestown to
Dordrecht 708, with six guns; at Storm-
berger, 1,500; at Waterfalls, a large force
—strength unknown; and at Moiteno,
about 400. ‘ ’
“Tord Methuen reports casualties I'ec.
" 6, on patrol duty—missing, Lieut. Tris
tram and four men of the 12th Lancers;
wounded. four men.”

MATHUEN FACING THE ENEMY.

London, Dec. 9.—Some interesting light
on the position of affairs along the west-
' ern frontier is thrown by a despat_:ch is-
sued by a Boer agency last evening in
Berlin. The despatch says:—
“Commandant Prins Loos’ force is near
Jacobsdal,between ModderRiver and Riet
River. General Cronje is still on the
Northern hank of Modder River, his
‘! rear being
at Spytfontein. The hills between Mod-
der River and Spytfontein and those be-
tween Jacobedal and Riet River are oc-
cupied by Boers. Commandant DeLarey’s
 force is stationed between Gras Pan and
Honey Nest Kloof.”

If this Berlin ‘despatch be-correct, and
it is especially significant when judged
in connection with General Forestiers-
Walker’s advices to the war office, there
must be some 15,000 Boers around Lord
Methuen, who is believed to have 11,000
men. Kimberley, however, possessing an
armored train, can materially assist Me-
thuen by harrassing the Boers from the
Tear.

London, Dec. 8.—A war office despatch
from Gemeral Buller confirms the state-
ment that heligraphic communication has
been fully established with Ladysmith,
and that General Buller and General
White have been confering as to the future
movements.

DEADLY HOWITZER.

Comparison Between This Engine of War
and the Ordinary Gun.

A howitzer and a gun are two very dii-
ferent articles, writes a military corre-
spondent. A gun is long for its weight
of metal and a howitzer is short. A gun
can only be elevated to a moderate angle
(withr the 15-pounder 15 deg.) Whereas 45
deg. or even 70 deg. of elevation is noth-
ing for a howitzer. A gun fires one charge
only, but a howitzer has many.

Finaly, and here comes the greatest
difference, a gun is made to act by direct
fire—that is, directly striking the face of
what is aimed at, and a howitzer d@rops
its shell over the object, and spreads its
havoc on the rear side.

The field gunaer must be able to see
what he is shooting at, but the scientific
sjege gunner does not waat in the least
to see what he is directing his fire
against. He calmly gets his howitzer in
a pit, and leicurely makes his prepara:
tion and fires, reckons up for a minute,
decides where his projectile fell, 2nd
makes the necessary allowance to drop
the next im another spot.

A few of these dreaded engines of de-
struction placed along the horizon give
with their smokeless cordite charge no
indication whatever of their whereabouts.

‘Jhe 6 in. breech-loading howitzers cer-
ried by our siege batteries weigh 25 cwt.,
and their carriages about the same. They
have a range of about 8,200 yards, and

fire omly commen shell of 118 lb. weight,

having a bursting charge of mnearly 20 Ib.
of lyddite.

These weapons have never yet been
used in wzifure, but when th%:&ell drops
(and it drops on the ground re it ex-
plodes) it desls destruction in no unspar-
ing manner, and no. human being could
possibly exist within a distance of at
least 100 yards in any direction.

MAJL STEAMERS AT HALIFAX.

The Huron Arrives and the Monterey
Rails—Quick Passage by the
Californian.

Halifax, Dec. 8.—A number .of letters

from members of “H” Company, of the

Canadian contingent to the Transvaal
was received this morning, and they
caused many enquiries from friends of
members of the company as to health of
our volunteer soldiers, their experiences
on ‘the voyage and their views of the
prospects in the Transvaal. All the let-
ters seem to agree that every member of
the company is cheerful and happy and
their experiences up to the date of writ-
ing had been pleasant. Some of the let-
ters had been evidently written or finish-
ed in a hurry, one from an officer having
ben begun in ink and finishe in pencil.

The weekly mail steamer, Lake Huron
arrived in port at 5 o’clock this morning
from Liverpool via Moville, after a pas-
sage of eleven days. The ship met with
a succession of head gales and heavy seas
almost the entire way. She landed a
small quantity of cargo and the following
passengers here and proceeded for St.
John at 8 o’clock: Annie Anderson, P. G.
Goldsmith, J. W. Campbell; four secona
cabin and seven steerage. The Lake
Huron is in command of Captain Wiiliam
Jones, formerly of the Lake Winnipeg.
Captain Evans, her former commander,
has gone to South America in command of
a transport. ’

SATURDAY’S SUMMARY.

which he was waiting for, that the ad-
vance will be no longer delayed and news
of important battles in both directions
is| expected soon. Besides forshadowing

The latest pigeon from Ladysmith fur-
nished Gen. Buller with an important
map sent by General White presumably
showing the disposition of the Boer forces
and the vulnerable points.

The engineers at Frere camp have done
a good weéks work in completing the
trestle bridge, a distance of 200 feet and
an armored train is now reparing the line
in' the neighborhood of Chieveley.

The news from Cape Colony is not sat-
isfactory from the British point of view.

Small outposts skirmishes have occur-
red at various points and at Queenstown
a lquantity of rifles and ammunition, in-
clading' dum dum bullets and Martinis
belonging to disloyal -Dutch, have been
seized. The latest advices from Storm-
berg indicate that the Boers’ position
there is exceptionally strong.

The war office has received the follow-
ing despatch from General Forstier-Walk-
er, the British commander at Cape 'fown:

“The Free State government reports
that there are 35 prisoners at Bloemerfon-
tein, including Lieut. Tristram of the 12th
Lancers, who is severely: wounded.”

Reports received’ at Cape Town from
Bloemfontein say = everybody has been
compelled to 'do military duty, including
Mr. Fraser, the chairman of the Valks-

The Free Staters, it is alleged, have de-
cided not to defend Bloemfontein as it
is ‘mot fortified, but to make a stand at
Rainsveli, southwest of Bloemfontein.

“Gen. Brocklehurst, with cavalry and
artillery, reconnoitered im the direction
of Pepworth Hill with a view of cutting
off the loer retreat; but he found the
pesition still strongly held. 1
Hussars, pushing forwara, drew a furious
fire and suffered heavily, losing four hill-
ed and 17 wounded.

«The Boers fired incessantly as the
British slowly retired. At a special
paradé afterwards Gen. White thal_xked
Gen. Hunter and all engaged, especially
Major Henderson, for brilliant work. ’

The Boer Account.

Pretoria, Dec. 9.—Boer head laager,
Ladysmith, Friday, Dec. 8.—The British
troops made a sortie between 1 and 2
o’clock in the morning. They crawlad up
a ravine and stormed and carried Loiwn-
bard’s Kopy which was held by the Boers
and on which were placed a creuset gun
and a howitzer. These guns were de-
stroyed with dynamite. The 3ritish cap-
tured a AxXi gun and then retired.
The Lancers, Hussars and Guards made
a sortie west of Ladysmith at daybreak
under cover of a heavy, i fire
which the Boers returned briskly. 'The
British afterwards returned to Lady-
smith. The Boer losses are reported to
have been slight.

BOERS CROSS THE TUGELA.

Pretoria, Dec. 9.—A strong burgher
column has crossed the Tugela river at
Colenso with the object of attacking the
British Estcourt- column.

A DUTCH COURT MARTIAL.

Pretoria, -Dec. 8.--Major Borasmus and
Lieut. Malan will be tried by court mar-
tial in connection with loss of guns.

STARVING COOLIES ARRIVE.

Frere Camp, Dec. 9—Coolies to the
number of 234, whom General White re-
fused to receive at Ladysmith, have ar-
rived here in a starving condition.

SUMMARY OF THE WAR.

London, Dec. 11.—4.44 a. m.—It is hard
ly too much to regard General Gatacre’s
repulse near Stormberg as the most seri-
ous defeat British arms have yet sustain-
ed in the whole campaign. Already the
official advices show that two men were
killed, nine officers and seventeen men
were wounded and nine officers and 596
men are missing. But it is evident that
the worst is not yet known. The pro-
portion of wounded and kifled is so small,
when compared with the missing—who

givings.

It is also feared that there were serious
losses of guns and equipment.

Effecton the Dutch.

The most serious aspect of the affair is
the effect it is likely to have on the
Dutch in Cape Colony who. have been
wavering as to whether to throw in their
lot with the Boers. Hosts of the north-
ern farmers are likely to join the rebel-
lion. The defeat is also serious because
it will delay the junction of General Ga-
tacre with General French at Naauw
Port. The plan was for their cowbined
forces to relieve the pressure on Lord
Methuen’s column,

The disclosure of such a strong force
at - Stormberg was quite unexpected.
Doubtless General Gatacre was the vie-
tim of treacherous guides.. But the re-
sults point also to the absence of proper
cavalry scouting. -

The British troops who recently occu-
pied Arundel are advancing. They have
had several skirmishes but no casualties.
Three miles north of Arundal they found
the Boers 2,000 strong.

The Pretoria reports of renewed fight-
ing at Modder River originated from the
fact that the British with a team of 32
- oxen, hauled a naval gun to the top of a
high ridge north of Modder River town.
whence they fired lyddite shells on the
Boer position at a range of 6,700 yards,
where - the enemy was apparently con-
structing an emplacement for a 40-pound-

er. =

The lyddite shells appeared to do im-
 mense .damags.  Ine Boon retired; but
the incident is interesting as showing
that the Boers are still in position quite
close to Modder River.

Gatacre Went Out to Surprise and Was

Molteno, Cape Colony, Dec. 10.—Gen-
_eral ‘Gatacre has been drive nback from
Stormberg after a three hours’ battle with

the Boers. General Gatacre left Putter’s
Kraal by train for Molteno and then pro-
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Stormberg. He bad 2400 men, including
the Northumberland Fusiliers, the Royal

artillery.

The British were unmolested until the
Boer position was reached when a hot fife
was unexpectedly opened upen the ad-
vancing column. The engagement began
at 4.15 a. m, At 7 a. m,, after a sharp ar-
tillery duel, the British retired. They are
now marching toward Molteno. - Generak
Gatacre found the enemy’s position im-
pregnable. It was imposaible for the Brit-
ish infantry to get at the Boers.

General Gatacre’s movement may be
termed a reconnaisance in force. Its ob-
ject was to ascertain the strength of the
position of the Boers, who were strangly
entrenched along the Stormberg range.
He left Putter’s Kraal shortly after noon
yesterday, with a fighting force slightly,
over 4,000 men.

Leaving Montena at 9 last evening, he
made a memeorable night march over the
rocks and veldt. There was no sound ex-
cept a steady tramp and there were no
distinguishing lights, the bright moon
having gone down at half past eleven.

With the fine weather which followed,
thowever,the spirits of the men rose. Thea
the tramsformation, which convin-
oéd even those who were most ukgptled,
ghat, while lacking a great deal in the
mecessary military training, the contin-
gent would scon be able to look after
jtself. A finer body of men physically
aere never enrolled in any British regi-
ment. It was soon discovered that they
possessed not only a high degree of na-
tural intelligence, but that quality of
adapting themselves to circumstances pe-
culiar to Canadians generally. It was
these two qualities which enabled the con-
tingent, under difficulties such as few
British regiments of trained soldiers are
called upon to endure, to demonstrate
#heir fitness for active service. After two
reekuuponvhatatbestca.nonlybecnll-
ed an improvised troopship, the wholly
untrained - contingent of Canadign citizen
soldiers have not only learned to look
after themselves and keep the ship in or-
der, but they have put in at least one half
of their time each day in drill. No body
of men ever bent under the yoke of

with greater willingness or more cheer-
fulness. They seem to realize that they
are upon no pleasure trip, buk that upon
their own exertions will depend whether
they -are allowed to go to the front when
they reach South ' Africa. Every man
cheerfully does his best. There are very
few laggards, the esprit de corps in the
various companies being sufficient to make
the lot of the shirk an exceedingly wn-
comfortable one. y

With the exception of the heavy gale
encountered off the coast of Newfound-
land, the Sardinian has had a splendid
voyage across the dreary stretch of ocean
between Newfoundland and the Cape
Verde Islands. The weather has been de-
lightful, with just enough breeze to ren-
der the heat of the tropics supportable
in the erowded lower decks, where the
troops sleep. After crossing the tracks
of the steamships bound to and from New
York to British ports for- nearly a week,

with two exceptions, not = single sail was |

seen nor a steamship sighted. Most of |

the time we were hundreds and at times

thousands of miles out of the regular

course of steamships on a part of the
great Atlantic, probably never before
ploughed by any -other steamship. Cap-
tain Johnston, who has been at sea for
4 years, told me that he had never heard
of any steamship sailing over the course
we have followed since we left Quebec.
On Saturday we were informed by the
captain that we could sight the first of
the group of the

' Cape De Verde Islands.
San Antonio,early on the following morn-
ing, Sunday, the 12th of November. With
the first peep of dawn, Sunday morning,
the watch on deck made out the volcanic
clifis of the island, silhouetted against
the sky, away to the southeast. Quickly
the words “land in sight” -were passed be-
low,and in a few minutes the upper decks
were crowded with partially dressed offi-
cers and men, anxious to catch the first
glimpse of land. It was nearly 8 o’clock
before we were close enough to distin-
guish the shore line distinctly. A beauti-
ful sight it was indeed. There did not
seem to be a level spot on the entire isl-
and. Rugged cliffs and nfountains of vol-
canic rock towered up into the teecy
clouds, the highest peak some 7,400 feet
above the sea level. The Sardinian skirt-
ed the shore of the island from west to
east just outside of the three-mile limit,
giving those on board a splendid oppor-
tunity of studying the character of the
land. Immense cliffs and mountains, ap-
parently bare of all vegetation, extended
from the shore inland as far as the eye
could .reach, with deep, tortuous valleys
or ravines opening out to the sea. in
these ravines, between beetling cliffs,
_nestled little villages, their white walled
cottages. shining bright in the early morn-
ing sun, while away up on the cliffs above
could be seen prettily designed light-
houses and the dwellings of the keepers.
Passing along the entire northern coast
of the island we crosed a narrow gap of
about seven miles which separates San
Antonio from the island of St. Vincent,
a still more dreary and :

Inhospitable Looking Place.

Like the first little island is also of vol-
canic origin, with a widly rugged surface.
Steaming up between the island. the har-
bor and coaling station of St. Vincent
burst upon our view. It was one of the
most beautiful pictures I have ever seen.
‘As far as could be seen inland there was
nothing but a sea of mountain peaks of
naked rocks extending down to the shore.
Standing out in the middle of the entrance
to the harbor was what is called the Bird
FRock, a small rocky island rising several
thousand feet and surmounted by one of
the most picturesque looking lighthouses
imaginable. Either side of the entrance is
commanded by towering cliffs, and away
to the left, high up among the mountains,
js the signal station and cable office. The
town of San Antonio, with its flat-roofed
houses, encircles the shore of the harbor.

There were quite a number of vessels ly-

ing at anchor in full view as we came op- :
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posite to the entrance. Though -our

glasses we could distinguish a British crui-

ser, with four white funnles, probably

either the Terrible or the Powerful, and

two transport ships bearing on their bows

the numbers thirty-one and ninety. They

were both of the Cunard Line and more

than likely on their way to the Cape witn

troops for the Transvaal.

When opposite the entrance to the har-,
bor the Sardinian slowed up and display-

ed flag signals to inform the signal sta-!

The answering pennant from the little
station went up to show that our message
had been received and understood. The
British cruiser and the transport dipped
their ensigns as we slowly steamed on
through the channel between the island.
In an hour’s time shey were nothing more -

‘than mere dots on the distant horizon,

and we were on our long wayage to Cape !
Twon, with ‘no expectation of again see- |
ing land until Table Mountain is sighted :
There was a good deal of disappointment
among both the officers and the men when |
it became kiown that the ship would ;
peither ~ call at St. Vincent .or allow a

mail to be sent ashore. Thousands'of let- |
ters had been written in anticipation. |
The captain, however, was inexorable, and -
said that to enter the harbor would ‘mean
no end of trouble and perhaps -detention

as he had neither a bill of health or.clear- ;
ances for the port. Our only chancenow
of sending letters home is in case we:meet
a homeward-bound British vessel, which
will stop when' signaled. This much the
captain has promised to do, in .order ‘to
give those on board an opportunity «of
posting their letters.

The weather during the next three.days
after leaving Cape Verde until the home-
ward-bound vessel on which this 'was mail-
ed was met, continued beautiful, but very
warm. Though the troops suffered .a good
deal from the heat, all continued well.and
in good spirits. It was between thvee and
four o’clock on Thursday morning, the
16th of Nevember, that we sighted the
steamship on whick this letter was posted.

L4 - L4 L ] - -

The arrangement for the messing of the
troops are much better than it was ex-
pected they would be. This is due in a
large measure to the fact that the cater-
ing for the entire force is included in the
contract made with the Messrs. Allans for
the transportation, and is done by the
ship’s officers. It is most fortunate that
such an arrangement was made, for the
ordinary difficulty of catering for a force
of over a thousand men is intensified by
the erowded condition of the vessel. L'o
cook and serve meals for such a crowd,
to say nothing of the skill requjred in
purchasing supplies and Leeping them
good in hot weather, is an art in itself.
And yet, almost from the beginning of the
voyage there have been very few com-
plaints indeed from the men, either asto
the quality or i

Quantity of the Rations

served out to them from day to day. This
work is under the direction of the chief
steward, Mr. William Gamble, who has
shown himself full of system and resources
in discharging the difficult duties of his
position. The food is cooked in a large
galley upon the upper deck, and the sys-
tem by which the troops are fed is inter-
esting. Each company has its own tables
upon the main or troop deck. They are
divided into ten messes of twelve men
each, and each mess from day to day ap-
points a detail of two men to draw their
food. Half an hour before the hrst bugle
call for meals, these details, m all eighty
men from the eight companies, are parad-
ed upon the upper deck.’ Ecch man is
armed with a pail pannikin or vessel ol
some sort. They are extended in a long
file from the door of the galley on the
port sidé aft almost to the quarter deck.
The chief steward stands at the door and
checks off the details as they enter the
galley. Inside there is a gang of assis'-
ant cooks, who give each man his quoto
of fpod. At dinner, for instance, one man
from each mess receives a supply of soup
and the other a supply of meat and po-
tatoes and vegetables sufficient for thei:
mess. Thus supplied, they pass out of
the starboard door of the galley and take
their supplies down the gangway to the
tables in the main deck. At first there
was a good deal of confusion in the work-
ing of this system, because the men did
not understand it. After a few days’ in-
struction from the chief steward, however,
the confusion vanished, and now,after
two weeks’ experience, it is possible to
feed the entire contingent in little less
than half an hour and inside of an hour
and a quarter the utensils are washed
up, the floors swept , tables washed avd
the mess quarters thoroughly cleaned up.

‘A Day’s Rations.

Under the British troopship regulations
each soldier is entitled to the foilowing
rations per day: One pound oI meat,
one pound of flour, two ounces of butter,
one ounce of suet, two ounces of fruit,
four ounces of vegetables, a pound ot
bread and half an ounce of tea, or cotice.
While this allowance is the basis on
which the catering for the men is done,
the regulations are not followed closely by
any means. A great deal has been left
to the judgment of the chief steward,
with the result that the men are receiv-
ing much better and more palatable focd
than if they were closely followed. The
fact is that what with the.allowances
made out of ship’s stores and supplies
sent on board for the use of the men, no
British troops ever lived so well on a re-
gular troopship as do our Canadian soid!-
ers on the Sardinian as far as their food
is concerned. The magnitude of this work
of feeding the contingent will be realized
when it is known that at a midday din-
ner, for instance, something over twelve
hundred pounds of meat have to be cook-
ed and over three hundred bags of pota-
toes boiled, to say nothing of the soup that
has to be made and the vegatables that
have to be prepared and served. All the
bread used is baked on board, and to
keep up the necessary supply the bakers
have to work night and day shifts. The
store of food upon the ship includes thirty
thousand pounds of meat, which is kept
in cold storage compartments; one hun-
dred and minety bags of oatmeal, forty
tons of potatoes and two hundred and
eighty bags of flour. Though by all odds

of the vessel, the messing of troops is giv-
ing greater satisfaction than anything else
on board, both to the men and the officers.

ried to a pantry in the saloon. Owing, it
is claimed, to the inexperience of the|
stewards, who were picked up in Mon-
treal and Quebec, this service is not near-
ly as prompt or satisfactory as that of the
troops.

The ap of a new year usually
brings so much of hesitati ion in business
that the small shrinkage this year is sur-
prising. Probably mever before bave the
productive forces of the country been #o
largely covered by contracts at this date
ensuring employment and profit far into
the coming yeer. This resulis, not from
any mere speculative excitement, but
from actual demands for consumption
running far beyond the producing ca-
pacity heretofore, and pushing it to re-
markable expansion. _

Prices of pig iron are strongly main-
tained,though extraordinary efforts prom-
jse increase of over a quarter in produc-
ing capacity within a year.

Hides are again stronger at Chicago, al-
though receipts of cattle at the four chief
western markets in 11 months have been
3 per cent. larger than in the previous
year, as the démand for consumption in
manufacture has evidently increased
much more. Thus western production of |
boots and shoes has gained more than
eastern and yet shipments from Boston
for the year have been 372,000 cases or
9.3 per cent. more than last year. ;

Leather holds strong with demand ap-
parently exceeding supply.

Wool has advanced further with muck
speculative buying, though most manu-
facturers have supplied wants for the
present and are less disposed to purchase
at prices now averaging higher than at
any time since June 15, 1891.

Higher prices demanded in the intericr
and rising prices abroad give confidence
in spite of the fact that goods have ad-
vanced from the lowest point this year
only 19.2 per cent. The demand is not
now large but prices have been marked
aup in order to establish if possible a
higher basis for the fall season. Cotton
is weakened by accounts of large quan-
tities held back and has declined an
eighth, but reports are sufficiently con-
flicting to make speculation active. De-
mand for cotton goods is heavy and
covers production far ahead in many
lines while fears of important strikes
have been dispelled by general advances
in wages.

Wheat has risen 3 cents and corn a
fraction with decline in western receipts
of both. .

CONTRADICTS HIS SISTER.
Olive Schreiner’s Sister Says the Boers
Have Long Been Planing War.

London, Dec. 7.—Olive Schreiner’s ac-
tions and writings have attracted the at-
tention of the Cape public. The last mail
received Nere brings a letter from her
brother, Theodore, well known in Cape
Colony for his temperance and religious
work. This letter shows he is as deter-
mined an opponent of the Boers as his
sister is their thick-and-thin supporter.
Theodore does not even remotely share
his brother’s, the premier’s, Afrikander
tendencies.

His letter states in the most unquali-

fied terms that the present war has been
planned with the object to overthrow the
British supremacy in South Africa since
1882.
«Ag far back as that date,” he writes,”
“I met Reitz, now the foreign secretary
of the Transvaal, then judge of Orange
Free State, when he was busy establish-
ing the Afrikander bond. It must be
patent to every one that at that time, at
all events, England and its government
bad no intention of taking away the in-
dependence of the Transvaal, for she had
just magnanimously granted the same,
She had no intention of making war cn
the republics,for she had just made peace.
She had no intention to seize the Raad
gold fields, for they were not yet discov-
ered at that time. When I met Reitz he
did his best to get me to become a mem-
ber of the Afrikander bond, but after
studying his constitution and programme
I refused, whereupon the following col-
loquy took place between us, which has
been indelibly imprinted on my mind
ever since:—

“Reitz—Why do you refuse? Is the ob-
ject of getting people to take an interest

any plotting and scheming to overthrow
her power and position in South Africa
which has been ordained by Him.

“Reitz—We will see.”

The letter concludes: “My object is to
show not that the British government,
but that of the republics, led by Kruger,
Reitz, Steyn, and their co-workers, have
been steadily marching toward war, and
have been consciously plotting for it even
before the Witwatersrand gold fields
were discovered.”

ST JOHN WOMAN THE MOTHER:
OF AN EIGHTEEN OUNCE
CHILD.

She is Now Mrs. de Long, of New
York, but Was Formerly Mary
Nealis, of St John—The Baby is:
-8 Surviver of Twins and is Smal]
Enough to Receive Press Notice

The New York Journal, of December 1,.
has an article in which St. John people
will be interested. It tells of the birth of
Mr. and Mrs. De Long, of New York, of
twins, one of whom died and the other
lives, the smallest baby in New York.
Mrs. De Long was Miss Mary Nealis, of
St. John, an accomplished young lady
who was a graduate of the Bacred Heart
Convent here,and was married to Mr. De
Long about two years ago. The Journal
contains portraits of Mr. and Mrs. De
Long and says:

“Bound in swaddling clothes and cradl-
ed -in a homemade imcubator fashioned.
out of a dry goods box, lies the smallest
Baby in New York—Marie Thelma De
Long.

All babies are wonders, but this one
is considered ;by her parents to have sev-
eral blue-ribbon characteristics. She is:
not only the smallest living ‘baby in New
York; but she i the only one who has
ever been reared in a dry goods box

The little girl’s father was one of twins..
This baby. is the survivor of twins—the
other a boy—who were born three weeks.
ago.. Both :children were abnormally
emall. They weighed less than 18 ounces:
each; measured less than one foot in
length. Placed side by side they.covered

could be encircled by the thumb and fore-
finger. In other words they were about
the size of an ordinary hairbrush, easily
placed in a man’s hat and lost in a lady’s
satchel. Such were little Marie De Long
and her twin brother three weeks ago.

«At their birth the doctor said he did
not consider it safe to send the little ones:
to Bellevue on account of danger from ex-
posure. De Long realized there was 1o
time to be lost. Necessity suggested a
dry goods box as an incubator.

“Just the thing,” said Dr. Trenwith,
who was in attendance. “Never has beem
tried but I think it could be made to
work.”

“DeLong got a box about 2} feet square,
had a carpenter fit it up with a lid fit-
ted with a glass slide, being a tray in the
centre of the box like the tray of a trunk
and left beneath the tray a space for hot
water bottles.

“The doctor placed the babies side by
side in the tray, wrapped up in flannel
and covered by a ljttle quilt which would
ordinarly be hardly enough to cover &
medium sized doll. They were taken out
every two hours and fed. But the boy
baby did not seem as hardy as the girl.
At the end of an hour he died

“At birth the girl weighed less than a
pound. Yesterday she weighed 22 ounces
—a gain of about five ounces in three
weeks.

“In spite of this growth, however, the
baby is no larger than a small doll. Her
eyes, when open, are about the size of
small peas. On her perfectly formed
head is a little tuft of brown hair half an
inch long. The body is_perfectly moulded.
The waist measures three inches. The
feet are an inch long. The hands are
half an inch wide. The hands from wrist
to the finger tips measure one inch. The
fingers are like tooth picks.

The article continues: ‘“Mrs. DeLong,
who is slight, is a Canadian by birth, a
graduate of the Sacred Heart Convent,
and accomplished both in instrumental
and vocal music. Her mother, Mrs. J.
E. Nealis, is large, so is her father. Mr.
DeLong’s family for generations back have
been well developed though not large.

_“Mrs. DeLong is warm in her expres-
sion of appreciation both for the doctor
and the nurse—Mrs. Joseph Mauerhofer
—without whose constant care she be-
heveq it would have been impossible for
the little one to have lived. Mrs. Mauer-
hofer ascribes the good health of her
ch‘i‘!rge to the excellence of the incubator.

THE TELEPHONE TODAY.

The telephone has become a necessity
of modern life, and whatever tends to
cheapen the telephone service and en-
large its sphere of operations deserves
support and encouragement.

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THE WAR IN SOUTH AFRICA,

It is evident that matters in Bouth
‘Africa have now reached a stage when we
may expect sLirring news ai any moment.
General Buller is at Frere, the headquart-
ers of the British army that is to reticve
Ladysu ith, and he has gathered thera er
in that vicinity a force that some author-
ities estimate as high as 20,000 men. Ttis
needless to say that such an army is uwot
kept inactive for lack of nunders, for

.there is no Boer . force in Natal fit to

‘meet it in the open field, even if we took
.00 account of General White’s army in
Ladysmith which is still a powerful body
-as the Boers will discover when the order
is given to;advance. Nor do we think
that the delay in the movement of this
force has been caused by the need of more
.cavalry and artillery for the army is now
pretty well supplied with these services,
-although a larger number of both would
be very welcome. The delay in the ad-
vance, if there has really been any delay,
has probably been due to strategic reas-
ons; and a willingness to allow the Boers
"o amuse themselves about Ladysmith,
_while more serious work is going on else-

. where. The British commander is now

in ~° nightly communication  with
Tadjemith, by means of flash
;ﬁghts,' as General Methuen is with Kim-
/’berly, and both generals know theé exact

It would,
however, differ from Brandywine in this
that the Bvers would have no means of
escape; they would be caught between
two fires and s:alf of them compelled to
1ay down their arms. .. e

Word was received yesterday - from Pre
tcria that fighting = was going on near
Modder Diver on the 6th. A despatch
trom General Methuen of the 5th, de-
scribed the Boers as active and as pass-
ing between Bpytfontein and Jacobedal.
Spytfontein is about fifteen miles north
.of Modder River and Jacolsdal is close.
to the Moddér River and some fifteen
aniles to the eastward of the place where
the railway from Orange River to Kira-
‘berley crosses that stream. This Boer
.movement may account -for the mnews
-which came last evening that a culvert
‘vear Graspan had been blown up and the
telegraph line cut. That is the kind of
‘work a small raiding party might be ex-
pected to do, for no general in his senses
-would divide his army in the presence ot
the large British force at Modder River.
#Such iuterruptions of comrmunication are
anncying but they do not count for much
in actual warfare. Any person can blow
up a culvert or cut a telegraph line, and
some hours may be lost before they can

{ guch tactics would seem to show that

Our Canadian regiment is now at
Orange River, and in active service.

Many of
them are excellent marksmen and their
intelligence and ability to adapt them-
selves to circumstances will serve them
well in the campaign. Those who pre-
dicted that the Canadian regiment wonld
have nothing to do when it got to South
Africa can now see what a mistake they.
.made, and how absurd it would, have
been to act on such an untenable hypo-
thesis. -

We have advices from Ladysmith up to
Thursday which knock in the head all the
tales of woe which the St. John Sun treat-
ed its readers to yesterday. We were

"told by that truthful journal that the re-

ports from Ladysmith - were couched in
the gloomiest language and that the situs-
tion was becoming graver every day. All
this garbage which the Sun daily dumps
on its readers comes from the office of the
New York Sun, the most anti-British
paper in America. Now that we have the
facts it will be seen that The Telegraph’s
oft repeated statement that Ladysmith

.was never in any danger was absolutely

correct. The total number of casualties
suffered by the British in Ladysmith as
the result of all the Boer attacks and
bombardments, and all-the sorties against
the enemy amounts to just 179, of which
91 were killed, 145 wounded and three
missing. Such is the official statement,
and it concludes with the words ‘Ihbe
Boer force is still around us in large num-
bers; but all within the town are weil
and cheerful.”

That we are on the eve of stirring
events in South Avrica may be accepted
as certain, for the British forces both in
Natal and Cape Colony have been rein-
forced and equipped so that they are in
a position to move against ‘the enemy.
Although exact figures are not available,
it is believed that both in Natal and Cape
Colony forces are at least equal in
numbers to any Boer armies that are
likely to be oprposed to them. Ome im-
portant fcatuce of their equipment has
now bxrn suppied to both arwies;, we
refer to the howitzers which will be used
for lyddite shells. It is a very remark-
able fact that these weapons were nct
sent out carlier, if they had been many
valuable lives would have been saved. A
good d=al has been said iu regard to the
use of iyddite in th's campaign, and the
newspapers of countinental Europe have
abused Great Britain for employing lyd-
dite against the Boers. But a British offi-
cer who had in his charge the shipment
of lyddite to South Africa, and vho was
interviewed on the subject after the in-
vestment of Ladysmith, expressed his
doubt whether any lyddite bad been used
at all up to that time in the South Afri-
can campaign. At all events if lyddite
was used it was only in ordinary guns,
so that its effccts would be far less than
when fired from a howitzer: If howitzets
had been available at Glencoe, Elands-
laagte, Belmont, Graspan or Modder
River the Boers would not have been
able to hold their positions half as long
as they did, and their losses would have
becn far more severe. Uowiwers wi'l be
employed in any future attacks on Boer
position and their advantages will soan
be apparent.

The capture and destruction of the
Boer guns on Lombard’s Kop on Satar-
day morning was one of the most bril-
liant exploits of the war. Today we pub-
tish both the Bcer and the British offi-
cial accounts of the affair' and they sub-
stantially agree as to what was done. It
is gratifying to know that this deed of
arms was accomplished by colonists,Natal
votunteers and the Imperial Light Horse,
which is & colohial eorps. Lombard’s Kop
is' four miles to the tiortheast of Lady-
emith. It is the hill on which the Bocu:
mounted their first big gun, Long Tomi
and it was to capture this gun that Gen-
eral White fought the battle on the 30th
October in which the Gloucester regiment
and the lrish Fusiliers fell into an am-
bush and were compelled to survender.
Long Tom was silenced on that occasion
but a few days later he was tiving away
a8 briskly as ever. Recently, however, @
lucky shot destroyed Long Tom, dam-
aging” hint beyond repair, but his place
was suppliecd by a heavier guf, a 6-inck
monster casrying a 100 pound shell. It
was to capture this gun that Lombdtd’s
Kop was attacked on Saturday morning
and the enterprise was crowned with suc-
cess.  The big gun was destroyed with
dynamite as was a large howitzer on 1he
same hill, and a Maxim was captured by
the British and brought into camp. All
this was effected with the loss of only
two men, one killed and an officer
wounded. This proves that the Lady-
smith garrison is in first rate fighting con-
dition, and tkat the Natal volunteers are
worthy associates of the British regulars.

Mr. Macdonald’s majority at”the gen
dominion election in 1896. Any clai
that the Conservatives miay make with
respect to gamns in Manitoba, as respects
federal issues, may therefore be rejected.
If the Conservatives are determined to
claim the Manitoba election as a revolt
against the government of Sir Wilfrid
Laurier they must accept on the same
principle the crushing defeat that they
suffered at the recent elections in this
province. At the general election of 1896
the Conservatives won nine seats in New
Brunswick and the Liberals only five, but
if ‘we -aceept the provincial general elec-

tion as a test of their strength they would
not now be.able to carry a single constit-
uency at a dominion election. Yet not
one Conservative in New Brunswick could
be got to admit this, indeed within the
past month their leaders have been lust-

ily shouting that New Brunswick is with
them and against the government.

THE PROPOSED COLLEGE JF AGRI-

CULTURE AND MECHAN-
ICAL ARTS.

We publish elsewhere in this issue o
letter from Mr. R. 8. Eaton, of Cornwal-
lis, putting forward a strong plea for the
location of the proposed Maritime Ccl-
lege of Agriculture and the Mechanic Arts
in the County of Kings, Nova Scotia.
Mr. Eaton describes in glowing terms the
advantages which that county possesses
and its excellent record toth as a iarming
and fruit-growing regin.” 'Lbere is no
part of Nova Scotia where farming is bet-
ter done, and no county in the maritime
provinces that is to be cowpared to it 1
the matter of fruit growing.These rea-
sons,  however, might with some plausi-
bility be urged against it as a site for the
college, and it might be argued that a
locality in which farming is less advanced
would be a better place in which to illus-
trate the benefits of seientific agriculture.
It is very evident that the location of this
college will be a matter of some difficulty,
for there will bé many claimants for the
honor and benefit of possessing it. Al-
ready, we observe that other places in
Nova Scotia are agitating for the posses-
sion of this college and it is quite likely
that several places in New Brunswick will
be heard from before the matter is decid-
ed. Our own.county of Kings might be
putting forward claims similar to those
so eloquently stated by Mr. Eaton, and
there are many who would be disposed
to favor them in view of its central posi
tion and the excellence of its soil. The
county of Westmorland might also claim
the college on similar grounds. In a mat-
ter like the one in question it is not like-
ly that the governments interseied will
decide hastily.

The Boer position was found to be im-
pregnable. Apparently General Gatacre's
force was too weak for the work it had
to do. much weaker than that of the
enemy, who had also the advantage of
being entrenched. The Boers have been
fortifying themselves at Stormberg for
more than 2 month, so that not much
significance need be attached to this af-
fair.

The disaster suffered by General Gat-
acre’s force has been the subject of severe
criticism in Great Britain and is likely to
fuin the military reputation of that gen-
eral. Gatacre made quite a name for him-
self in the Soudan by his great activity
and the severe manner in which he work-
ed his men. Energy is no doubt a good
‘quality in a soldier, but it does not follow
that a very energetic general is fit for high
command. Some very indolent men have
been great generals, such an one was
Messena, while sofme very energetic and
‘active commanders have been unfortunate
in the field and among these may be
reckoned General Gatacre. Still it would
not be well to make too much of what ‘is
after all merely an incident of war. He
who hopes to make war without ever suf-
fering a reverse is doomed to disappoint-
ment. At the same time it is clear enough
that General Gatacre acted with but little
prudence in trusting to Dutch guides.
Sometimes it is necessary to use a posai
ble cnemy as a guide, but in such a case
the man is placed in front and between

two soldiers who have orders to shoot
him if he leads the troops into an ambuth.

General Gatacre apparently did not take
this precaution and hg suffered weverely
in consequence of his neglect.

THE VICTORIA BRIDGE AGAIN. -
The editor of the Sun is beginming to
rue the day when he took up the Victoria
bridge matter as a means of making a
point against the government. It is very
evident that when he undertook to prove

great structure and the vast sum that it
cost the Grand Trunk Railway company.
He believed, or pretended to believe, that
the whole cost of the Victoria bridge was
$2,000,000, although any schoolboy could
have told him that its orig'mal cost, be-
fore the recent improvements, was three
times that sum. Now this severe critic
of the government has fallen into a pit,
and, what is worse, he cannot get out.
If the old Victoria bridge could be argued
out of existence by some process of reason-
ing peculiar to the Sun all would be well,
but those massive piers that have with-
stood the current of the St. Lawrence for
the past forty years are standing there
still, and on them is resting what !the
Sun calls the “new Victoria bridge,”
which, if constructed according to
the Sun’s ideas would be built
on air and not on mighty blocks of
stone. On Friday.we showed conclusive-
Iy that the Victoria bridge, as it stands
today, cost the Grand Trunk Compauny
$5,000,000 net, and that the net annual
charge to that company on account of the
bridge is $286,000. We showed also that
for an equl usc of the bridge the goverc-
ment is paying only $49,000 a year, &o
that the proportion paid by the Graad
Trunk Company is more than five times
as great as that paid by the government.

Beginning the last lap Pierce, who
had been trailing the bunch,suddenly shot
to the front and he crossed the finish line
three lengths before Babcock, who bad
been lying in fifth place during the loug
.sprints. McEachern finished third and
Champion Miller was fourth.

After the race the 17 prize-winners
- were paraded. .Walthour, the individual
prizewinner, who finished riding at 7.44,
also paraded and then the crowd gave its
heartiest welcome.

'The best previous record for 142 hours |
was made by Miller in the Garden in |
1898 when, in a six day race, he rode
2,190 miles and 660 yards. The combined |
mileage of Miller and Waller for 142!

been strengthened. The decisive victory

The anxiety
exhibited in well informed quarters, that
previously spoke optimistically of Cape
loyalty, now regretfully admit widespread
colonial dissatisfaction, is not likely to be
allayed among the Dutch residents. It
appears that the British forward move-
ment is retarded by the political condi-
tions prevailing in the territory through
which the lines of communications pass
than by the Boers, who hang like
bulldogs on the advanced flanks.

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RECIPROCITY TREATIES.

AGREEMENTS OF THE UNITED
STATES, FRANCE AND
GREAT BRITAIN.

Commercial Contracts Entered Into
by These Three Countries Not
Before Published —England and
the United States Agree to Abolish
Export Duties

m—

Washington, Dec. 9—The reciprocity
treaties negotiated between the United
States and France and between the Uni-
ted States and Great Britain during the
past summer, the terms of which have
been carefully giarded, have at last heen
printed. They were transmitted to the
Senate on Tuesday and will be taken up
for consideration by the Senate committee
on foreign relations at the first meeting
of that committee, which will probably be
held next Wednesday. <

| .
. The Treaty with Great Britain.

The treaty with Great Britain covers
the dependencies of Jamaica, Bermuda,
Barbados, British Guiana and-Turks and
Gaicos islands. All the agreements in-
clude lists of articles on which concessions
are made by the respective parties. The
list of reductions in each case is followed
by treaty articles giving the general terms
of stipulation.

French Treaty.

The French convention is made appli-
cable to ‘Algeria and its products as it is
to France and its products. The
general terms of all the treaties are
{be contracting parties shall during the
continuance of this convention increase
the duties upon the importation of mer-
chandise, the increase shall be without
discrimination against the products of the
other.” ;

There are variations of this provision.
The French treaty provides that “any
regulation of the duty of tariff act of 1897
upon sparkling wines or upon certain ar-
ticles of woollen manufacture; imported
into the United States from any other
European country shall be immediately
extended to the articles when imported
from France.”

Exportv Duties.

‘Article 3, of each of the Btitish treaties
provides against export duties- or other
charges upon exportation by either goun-

try.

‘Article 5, in the British' treaties, pro-
vides for the ratification of the treaties
by the president and the semate on be-
half of the United States and by the
queen on behalf of Great Britain after
favorable action by each of the colonies
interested. In all cases, except that of
the Barbados, an exchange of ratifica-
tions within eight months is provided for.

In the case of the Barbados treaty 12'f

months is. allowed.. :

ATl the treaties are to ‘continue in force
for five years and from year to year there-
after at the pleasure of the contracting
parties.

'A GREAT IRON MINE.

The Hematite iron deposit on’ Bell
Island, Comeeption Bay,’ Newfoundland,
is one of the most remarkable in the
world.

LOBSTER REGULATIONS.

WHERE, WHEN AND WHAT
KIND OF LOBSTERS MAY
BE CAUGHT.

®he Lobster Waters Divided Into
Districts from the Bay of Fundy !
to the Coast of Labrador—Details
of the Closed Season in the V7.

Ottawa, Dec. 8.—Lobster regulations
bave been finally' adopted by Sir Louis

Between the first day of August and
the last- day of April, both days incius:

Scotia;, from Red Point, between Martin
Point and Point Michaud, in the island
of Cape Breton, and extending to, -and
around Cape North as far as and includ-
ing Cape St. Lawrence; also the coasts
and waters of all the islands known as
the Magdalen Islands, including Bird
Rocks and Briar Island, also on the north
ghore of the Guilf of St. Lawrence from
Bay Blamc Sableon westward to the
_Head of Tide embracing the coasts of all
islands adjacent to and including the
island of Amnticosti.

Between the eleventh day of August in
each year, and the twenty-fourth day of
May, both days inclusive, fishing is pro-
hibited along the coasts of Northumber-
jand Straits, between a line, on the north
west, drawn from Chockfish River in
New Brunswick, to West Point in Prince
Edward Island and a line on the south-
-east, drawn from Indian Point, near Cape
Tormentine in New Brunswick, to Cape
Travers, in Prince Edward Island.

From eleventh day July in each year
#0 nineteenth day of April, both days in-
clusive, fishing is prohibited in any part of
Canada or on the coasts or waters there-
of, not embraced within the limits des-
cribed in the foregoing regulation.

Except as provided for above, in which
cases the size limits are fixed at 9 inches
and 10 12 inches, no one shall catch or
have in his possession, any lobsters under
8 inches.

FIRE IN A JAPANESE CITY.

Glittering, Weird Panorama Not
Soon Forgotten.

'At Kyoto, among hundreds of queer
sights, was that of fire at night, says
a writer in the Baltimore Sun. All Japs
who have friends within a radius of half
a mile must present themselves or their
Tepresentatives at their friend’s house
during or imediately after the fire to |
inquire if they can be of any assistance.
'ﬁ[‘he result is thousands turn out at every

re.

The almost deserted streets were quicke
ly crowded by thousads of Japs, each
carrying a paper lantern. They came
racing down every street and rushing in
a confused mass. Some of the paper lan-
terns were four feet long and as big as a
barrel, carried high above the crowd at
the end of a bamboo and followed by a
dozen lanterns half as large, such special
delegation representing some rich family
or a prominent firm. Our hotel was out
in full force, all the guests with their lan-
terns, and made visits of condolence to
friends in the vicinity of-the fire.

The firemen upon the roofs of houseg
carried paper lanterns and fought the
fire with water, forced by a hand pump
through a few lengths of bamboo poles,
answering for Lose.

To gaze from more elevated heights
down upon the sceme, wither your jin-
rikisha was swiftly carrying you, was a
glittering, weird panorama, a unique
spectacle ‘not soon forgotten. In some :
respects it was a sort of pandemonium;

and chatering of thousands of running
Japs, each with a paper lantern, the yells
of hundreds of jinrikisha coolies shouting
for gangway as they sped along, the clat-
ter of the wooden shoes of the multitude
afoot resounding upon the stone-paved
streets, the darting of lanterns to and
fro and the confusion at the fire were
all very, very strange indeed. Japanese
newspapers the next day contained en-
tire pages of eards of thanks of those
who received visits of condolence due to
the fire.

In winter there are, on the average,
three fires per day in the large cities,
yesulting in plenty of advertisements for

EXPERT CHAMPAGNE WORKERS.

Bkill With Which They Manipulate the
Bottle to Remove Impurities.

«I met three very interesting French-
men last week,” said a New Orleans wine
importer.” They were on their way from
Sivannah, Ga., to 8an Diego, Cal.,where
they will sign a three years contract with
a big Pacific coast champagne-making
concern. The men are expert operators,
and were born and brought up in one of
the most celebrated vineyard distriets of
South Framce. Two are what are known
as ‘degorgeurs’ and the other is a ‘a rem-
neur.

“In making champagne abroad the
grape juice is first fermented in vats,then
blended and refined in casks and finally
dravn off in bottles. The business of the
remneur is to go daily through the cellars
shaking the bottles 8o as to detach the
sediment, and then depositing them,neck
downward, in racks. By this means the
impurities are accumulatd at the end of
the cork. It is work that requires a great
deal of skill,because if too violently shak-
en the sediment will be sure to cloud the
wine. At the proper time the degorgeur
comes along and draws the corks. In:
the slight explosion that follows all the
impurity is carried away and nothing re-
mains to be done but to add a little
sweetening and recork the bottle. An
expert degorgeur is an important indi-
vidual in France he is paid large wages.

“The three men I mentioned came over
to this country several years ago to es-
cape conscription, and not being able to
speak English® were unsuccessful in find-
ing work at their trade. They were em-
ployed as ordinary laborers on a planta-
tion mnear Savannah, when a wine man
happened to hear about them, and the
result was that they secured an engage-
ment in California. One of the main ob-
stacles in the way of successful cham-
pagne making on the Pacific coast has
been the difficulty in securing experts in
these two very lines—[New Orleans
Times Democrat.

QUICKSANDS OF ARIZONA.
Masked Pitfalls Frequently Found in the

sert.

Curious but dangerous freaks of nature
frequently found in the desert of Ari-
zona are called sumideros by the Mexi-
cans and Indians. They are masked pit-
falls of quicksand that occur in the dry
plains and are covered with a treacher-
ous crust of clay that has been spread
over them in fine particles by the wind
and baked dry by the sun.

The peculiar properties of the soil re-
tain all the moisture drained into them

after the infrequent rains, and allow it
to be filiered to ugknown depths, so that
a man or a horse or a cow or a sheep '
that once steps upon that deceptive crust
instantly sinks out of sight beyond hope ;
of recovery.

The sumideros are on a level with the
surface of the desert. There is no dan-
ger signal to mark them, and their sur-
face cannot be distinguished by the or-
dinary eye from the hard clay that sur-
rounds them. They occur most frequent-
ly in the alkali flats, and are often 15 or
20 feet in diameter.

Sometimes they are only little pockets
or wells that a man can leap across, but
the longest pole has never found their
bottom. A stone thrown through the
crust sinks to unknown depths, and no
man who ever fell into one of them was
rescued. They account for the myster-,
jous disappearance of many men and

cattle.

ENGLAND’S COLONIES.

In the Boer War Great Britain’s Children
in all Parts of the World Are Of-
fering Her Their Services.

Gratifying to all English hearts has
been the demonstration called forth by
the present war of the solidarity of their
world-wide empire. Next to the sym-
pathy of the United States, nothing has
been more welcome to the British na-
tion than the rallying of the colonies
around the Imperial flag and their vo-
ciferous offers to help fight the mother
country’s battles. From Canada, and
from far-away Australia and New Zea-
land, one and the same message came,
“Take our soldiers for your war.”

One previous occasions the colonies, one
or another, have attested their loyalty
in this way, but never before have they
pressed forward with such eagerness and
unanimity. The present war will, in fact,
be the first in which England will have
put what might be called an Imperial
army in the field.

The stress of actual conflict was not
needed to spur the colonials to volunteer.
On July 11, months before the negotia-
tions between Boer and Briton had reach-
ed an acute stage, the Queensland parlia-
ment passed, amid a remarkable burst of
enthusiasm, a resolution offering the
home government the services of two
hundred and fifty mounted infantry, with
machine guns, in case of hostilities.

In generous rivalry the other colonies
followed the example of Queensland,
whose action had deeply stirred England.
Canada was quick to ° offer troops—a’
thousand if they were _wanted. Tas-
mania, New Zealand, Victoria, Western
Australia, New South Wales and South
Australia promptly made known their de-
sire to send large comtingents to the then
expected war.

From the practical military standpoint
these colonial forces were not needed—
were, indeed, thought likely to be less
useful than the well drilled and homo-
geneous bodies that could be forwarded
from England. But sentiment finally
(and let us say wisely) prevailed over
the hard dictates of War Office discipline,
and the officers of the colonies were cor-
dially accepted.

Trom the outset the question was not
how few each eolomy should send, but
how many the home government would
allow it to enroll. One unit of 125 men
was finally placed as the limit for each
colony, except in the case of Victoria
and New South Wales, which were al-
lowed 250 men, and of Canada, which
could send 500.

Colonial enthusiasm swiftly overleap-
ed these bounds. The Canadian military
authorities were. submerged by the rush
of five thousand applications. ~ Ardent
militia officers despairing of the chance
to go in their present rank, enlisted as
privates with men whom they had re-
cently been commanding. In Australia
such ardor prevailed for service at the
Cape that the ships that were to carry
the various contingemts were perforce put
under special watch to prevent a small
army of soldier stowaways from getting
on board.

As finally made up the colonial troops
muster as follows, the numbers in several
cases exceeding the limit set:—

Canada—Six companies of
nearly one thousand men.

Victoria—One hundred and twenty-five
mounted rifles and one hundred and
twenty-five infantry.

Tasmania—Eighty infantry.

New South Wales—One hundred and
twenty-five lancers and one hundred and
twenty-five infantry, besides a hospital
corps of eighty-six men.

South Australia—One hundred

infantry;

The
insurance of $1,000,000 upon the lives of
government, for its part, has effected an
the members of the regiment.

In the antipodes the flame of loyalty
burned with similar heat when their sol-
diers sailed away. Melbourne made . the
departure of the Victorian and Tasmani-
an contingents. on- October 28, the -otca-
sion of what was regarded as the great-
est demonstration in the ecity’s history.
Two huhdred thousand persons cheered
the little band of volunteers as they pas-
sed through the streets. Lord Brassey,
he colonial governor, made a_ stirring

: speech, declaring that the fact that the

sons of Australia would wheel into line
with men from Canada marked an epoch
in British history. As the steamship
Medic bore out of the harbor the. Aus-
tralian squadron fired salutes.

Sydney,, on tke same day, paid . equal
honors to her departing militia. At Ad-
elaide and Brisbane, and at Wellington,
N Z., whence the other contingents set
forth, loyalty to the queen and hearty
support of the war were voiced in the’
cheers of thousands. The legislatures in
several of the Australian colonies have
voted large sums to properly support the
men in the field and care for their fam-

ilies. - .

Used to a free life and unhampered by
the excess of discipline that makes sol-
diers machines, these colonials may prove
one of the most valuable portions of Gen-
In many respects
they are fairly comparable with the
Western troops which the United States
sent to he Philippines. They can scarce-
ly have a higher aim than to emulate the
deeds of our unbeatable soldier boys from
Kansas and Nebraska.—[Boston Herald.
