The Ontario and Quebec press have
their excellencies,the Earl and Countess
of Dufferin, on the brain to an alarming
degree. Their editorials bristle with
Dufferin, their dispatches are sub-head-
ed with Dufferin,their extracts are about
Dufferin, and even the fashion, fireside,
literary and humorous departments are
devoted to Dufferin. Large orders for
cap d’s must have been filled by the
ttype founders before the name of his
rexcellency could be used so frequently
by the journals of the Upper Provinces.
They tell how their excellencies look,
eat, move and have their being; what
they say and how they say it; who ac-

what they buy, where they buy it, and
what it costs. Government and Oppe-
sition, religious and secular, it is all the
same—nothing but the same wearying
record of the daily life of two excellent
and amiable-individuals. The occu-
pants of schools, convents, jails, chari-
table institutions and lunatic asylums
are kept busy rehearsing for the recep-
tion of the Viceroy and his wife. Col-
legians remove their horses and turn
themselves into draft animals on every
opportunity, and the most sickeningly
laudatory addresses are read to them,
and thundered at them whenever they
are cornered by a committee or a school
ma’am. In Montreal the other day they
were forced to hear some worthy nuns
and their pupils sing or say the follow-
ing:

Lo, the Poor Servant Girl—Farmers
and thejr Homes.

The idea largely prevails in the rural
districts of these Provinces that servant
girls are happy in the States, and it is
the height of manya farmer’s daugh-
ter’s ambition, now churning and spin-
ning at home, to sling pots and kettles
in a Boston kitchen, for will she not get
$3 a week for the work,and are there not
cheap jewelry stores at which it may be
promptly spent? She has seen girls who
have been there and heard them tell
about servant girls being “made of by
the missus and master,”—asked to the
same table, invited to oceupy the parlor
when their “fellers” called, and enriched
by valuable presents,—and her soul is
fired with a great ambition. That girls
who are thus led away are not all happy
may be inferred from the experience of
a Nova Scotia girl named Mary Adams.
A Boston paper says that last week she
went to live with L. R. Batchelder, on
Youle street, Melrose. The next morn-

ing, when the mercmy was near zero,

The girl asked for a fire, butit is alleged
this was refused,and she was discharged
and sent away without any breakfast.
After she had gone, Mr. Batchelder
went to the railroad depot, and in the
presence of a large number of passen-
gers charged the girl with stealing his
pocket-book, containing $13. This she

nied and offered him her baggage,

hich he searched, but found nothing.
She then offered to permit any lady to
search her person and clothing, but
this offer was refused. Batchelder then
procured a warrant from Trial Justice
A. H. Briggs, and she was arrested,
taken to Batchelder’s house and tried.
It is alleged that the only evidence
in the oase was Batchelder’s and he
stated that he had the pocket book
the night before, and supposed he put
it in his pocket up stairs, and in the
morning could not find it. Justice
Briggs found the girl guilty, held her
in $500 bonds to appear before the
Grand Jury, and she was committed to
jail. It is said that Justice Briggs has
the reputation of finding those brought
before him guilty, and that prisoners
seldom obtain an acquittal.

If parents had a proper regard for
their children they would do more to
dissuade them from emigrating. Often
the farmeris too penurious to provide
for his daughters at home, and only too
readily assents to their seeking their
fortunes, as the phrase is, abroad.
When he gets old and rich, and reflects
on the unnatural conduct that drove
his-children away, he feels that he has
sacrificed too much to the appetite for
gain. How often does the poor desert-
ed old man wish that he had given his
daughters some cheap jewelry and a
cabinet organ and allowed them to
burn kerosene in the parlor on Sunday
nights! How he regrets having beaten
his boys for smoking and ridiculing
them for oiling their hair on Sunday!
When his girls are outcasts or wives in
a greatcity, and his boys are scattered
far and wide, he sees how home might
have been made attractive, and how the
boys might have been assisted to be-
come farmers If fathers and mothers
would reflect on these things they would
discover a virtue in home attractions to
which they have been blind, and invest
some of the proceeds of their harvests in
musical instruments, parlor croquet
boards, books, etc., for the amusement
of their children. Instead of laying up
nothing but money for “a rainy day”
they would see the necessity for laying
up some of these.

EVENTS IN BOSTON.

———

Bosron, Feb. 6.

A NEW AND INGENIOUS PROTECTION FROM
FIRE.

A novel and very ingenious application
of mechanism for utilizing the pressure of
the street water mains to drive wate. to
the top of any building at the shortest
possible notice, has been invented by Mr.
S. R. Rassell, of this city, and appears
calculated to work a radical change in the
present systefa cf checking incipient con
flagrations, espetially in hotels and ' tall
business blocks. By Mr. Russell’s machine
the water irom the street main may in an
instant be applied to set in operativn in
the basement a turbine wheel which in
turn works a retary pump of sufficient
power to send a stroug stream to any de-
sired height. The water thus raised i~
taken from the street water pipe into
which also flows that which bas worked
the wheel, and the surplus is discharged
into the sewer. The invention is so ex-
ceedingly'simpleand practical that it seems
strange that no one has before thought of
employing it.

THE SPINAL MENINGITIS.

This disease which was so prevalent
among horres about a year ago, has been
prevailing to some extent in several of
our large stables lately, although, so far
it has not been attended with any of the
alarming symptoms shown in the malady
upon its former visit. Thestables of the

Highland Horse Ruilway have had quite a
number of cases, but all are improving,
and there is only one horse soill as to
have to be supported in slings. Some of
these which have been in a bad condition
are now at work, although their appear-
ance indicates unfitness for the heavy la-
bors incident to the hard travelling. In the
stable of the Broadway Railroad #t Suuth
Boston, there are many cases, some of them
quite severe, there being more thana dozen
cases which have to be supported by slings
The weakness in the hind quarters is such
that they have no control over their hind
legs, and offer no reaistance to being swung
around at will by any person. {f thesling
breaks or is not soon enough applied, the
animal sits upon its haunches like a dog.
with its fore legs stretched out'in the effort
to rise. ~ ‘The Metropolitan Railway. em-
ployes profess to have seen no appearance
of the disease whatever. 1n Hathorne’s
stables one or two horses were attacked
yesterday, and this is said to be the first
indication ot the walady there.

BOLD ATTEMPT TO ESCAPE FROM PRISON.

There was a bold but unsuccesstul at
tempt made by a life prisoner to escape
from the State Prison yesterday forenoon.
It seems that a number of convicts were
engaged in removing the rubbish from the
shoe shop of Mr. Ira Blanchard in the
prison yard. There was a large wooden
box in the room which the prisoners were
filling with pieces of leather. This box
had been fitteu by the conviets with a slide
on the inside, maki ng a sort of double box
large enough to admit the body of a man.
Some how or other this life prisoner
managed to secrete himself in this
interior and the convicts proceeded
to fill the box with the rubbish,
After the box had been filled
and the interiur apartment of the
byx hidd'n from view the box was low-
ered from the shop, which is in the second
story of the building, into a wagon in the
yard. While the box was in the wagon
the slide in some way became loose and
the officer having charge of the convicts
said to the prisoners, ** You have not half
filled the box >, With this remark the
officer took his cane and pushed the
leather over and ordered the pris-
oners to fill up the box.

solved suddenly to go, and left in the 5 .
m. train, East, instead of jumping off the
railway bridge as stated by a contemporary.
Arriving at Halifax he wrote to his aunt
in this city that he intended going to Bos-
ton, and, after working there a sufficient
time to earn money, he would leave for
California. His aunt at once telegraphed
him to remain in Halifax until further ad-
vice from her. This telegram, unforta-
nately, was improperly addressed L. H.
Moore, and never reached Kidd, and, be-
fore the error was discovered, he left.for
Boston. His aunt has since telegraphed
him at Boston, by advicc of friends in this
city, to return at once and face the music.

Important Deocision in a Suit for Seamen’s
Wages—Judge Peters Overrules Judge
Gilbert.

Judge Peters yesterday afternoon in the

case of the crew of the ship Victoria vs.
Captain Trafton, for wages due, gave his
decision. There were four separate cases,
John Kerr, Esq , appearing for the plain-
tiffs,and A. H. Hanington, Esq., for the
delence in each case. Camiele Foye’ sued
for balance of three months and twenty-
five days wages amounting to $72.21.
William Duggin for $39 16, J. Harrison
$36 23, Warner $47.77. The Victoria, it
will be remembered by those who read the
proceedings in the Police Court case of
Warner vs. Trafton, was sold on her voye
age out,the crew lear: ed of the sale atjSydg
ney, lett the ship at this port, and sued for
wages.
The Court held that there baving been a
change of owners in the ship, the seamen
were entitled to sue for the wages that bad
accrued under the former owners, as an
a_certained indebtedness upon the articles
signed for the voyage,up to the 14th of No-
vember, when, at Sydney, Cape Breton,
they were informed by the master of the
change of ownership.

Also that the seamen remained on board
of the vessel under the former articles on
continuing agreement upon the same terms
for completion of voyage round ; and hav-
ing left the ship at this port pefore the
completion of the voyage. without the con-
sent or discharge of the master, they can-
not recover, as claimed, on a quantum mer
iut, for the work done on board after the
vessel left Sidney.

The result of the finding was that Foye?’
recovered $37.66. Duggin had been over-
paid and judgment was for the defendant.
Harrison had been overpaid and judgment
was for the defendant.

In the Warner suit, which was for the
work done after leaving Sidney (he having
recovered before the Police Magistrate
wages up to arrival at Sidney), Mr. Kerr
submitted to non-suit, and so withdrew
this claim from final decision by the Court.
