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The Confession of Wm. Smith.
It ia announced by a local paper that 

Mr. William. Smith, who has been 
chosen Conservative candidate for j 
South Ontario, has been receiving the 
Congratulations of the leaders of the 
Opposition. In view of this fact, it is 
not out of place to look Into Mr. 
Smith's antecedents.

At the election trial at which It was 
found that Hon. John Dryden had had 
his seat taken from him by the grossly 
corrupt practices of his political op­
ponents, Mr. Smith was a central fig­
ure. Up till 1896, he had been M. P. 
for the riding, but he was defeated in 
that contest. He did not, however, 
take the rebuke then administered to 
him by the electorate, but immediately 
after set out, on his own confession 
in the witness-box, to corrupt the elec­
torate by wholesale, in order to win 
votes for the Opposition. He confessed j 
that he had himself, with his own i 
hand, given out the many hundreds of 
dollars that were used to corrupt the 
electorate, so that the defeat of Hon. 
John Dryden might be accomplished. 
Indeed, this man seems to have spent 
so much money corruptly in that con­
test thgt he lost all count of It. In 
the official report of the trial, we find 
this record of his examination on oath:

Judge Ferguson—Can you tell us 
how much more than $900 you paid? 

Ana.—No, I can’t.
Con you say not as much as $1,200? ' 
A.—It could not be more than $1,200. ! 
Will you say that It was not more i 

than $1,200 
A.—No, I cannot
Judge Osier—You don't seem to be 

ashamed of it?
A.—'It is not an honor to me, sir. 
Judge Ferguson (sarcastically)—If it 

is done in a wholesale way It is a
credit?

A.—No sir.
The conduct of Smith was so repre­

hensible, and his confession so remark­
able, that the trial judges were as­
tounded. He had dealings with an 
agent of the Conservative party named 
Luke, and another named Baker, who 
aided him In corrupting needy electors. 
Luke was fined $200 and costs or six 
months in jail, and Baker was fined 
$400 and costs, or six months In pris­
on, both being adjudged guilty of 
bribing electors Ln the interests of the 
Conservative candidate. Mr. Justice 
Ferguson, In passing these and other 
sentences, spoke of Mr. Smith in the 
foil owing terms:

“I do not know that I have to say 
any more, excepting that, speaking for 
myself, I bave some regrets that this 
large offender, Mr. Smith, is not before 
us. I have nothing to say to him, 
•but that his> own evidence is the most 
glaring piece of corruption I ever 
heard."

In this trenchant condemnation, Mr. 
Justice Osier concurred and, referring 
to Smith, added: “I hope there will 
be some way of reaching him.” Smith, 
however, appeared to have acted In 
the election campaign, and on the wit­
ness stand, as if he were morally 
blind, and when the Conservative coun­
sel tried to palliate his conduct by as­
serting that his evidence was candid, 
Mr. Justice Osier promptly retorted, 
*‘I Should call It brazen.’"

All this happened but nine months 
ago, and. now we have Mr. Smith boo­
bing up as the Conservative nominee 
for the House of Commons in the forth­
coming general elections, and receiving 
the blessing of the Opposition leaders. 
Dr. Sproule being sent as a special 
missionary to the convention to give 
the boss briber of South Ontario' the 
blessing of Sir Charles Tupper and his 
associates.

At this convention, Mr. Smith ex­
pressed surprise that some of his for­
mer party friends were not at the con­
vention, betokening that they looked 
with disfavor on hbs being chosen the 
Conservative candidate. In this crit­
icism. of the very natural conduct of 
those who could not condone such 
doings as he had been guilty 
of, Mr. Smith once more ex­
hibited his moral blindness, for It 
could surely not be expected that all 
the Conservatives ln South Ontario 
were ready to forgive wrongdoing, 
■uch as he had been guilty of, and to 
elevate to the highest position in their 
gift the leader in the bribery crusade 
In the constituency. To all such Con­
servatives—let it be hoped for the good 
name of the riding that they are 
many—Mr. Smith had a ready, if an 
extraordinary rejoinder. He said:

"I will not apologize for what I did 
In a certain election. I was wrong; I 
did wrong. But I have sworn to the 
facts in a court of Justice. I ask no 
member of the Conservative party to 
^apologize foe- my acta. But the deeds 
khat I did, and for which I have been 
*n a degree punished, were done in 
S>vubtio life. It strikes me that it is 
fitting that if any atonement is to be 
maée, I would like to make it in the 
full glare of public life. In trying to 
look forward Into the future, I feel 
that I Would like to meet my Liberal 
friends and say that the corruption 
rampant ln South Ontario elections in 
the past should be put down. There is 
no better way of doing it than by the 
naked efforts of the leaders of both 
parties."

Again and again, Mr. Smith declared 
that be would not apologize for his 
eokwsed wrongdoing, and that he 
granted no one to apologize for him. 
He seems to regard it as a particular 
(Virtue that he should make no apology 
of permit any apology to be made on 
Ills behalf. "AU I want is your votes,"’ 
bis plea might fittingly be translated. 
#’But,” be concluded, "where I have 
dene wrong, do not apologize for me, 
for we are going side by side to atone 
for all the shortcomings of the past."

This statement, the veracious reporter 
tells ue, was greeted with cheers.

No doubt as Mr. Smith made thix" 
touching plea he cautiously winked a1 
the chaps who had aided him in the 
doings for which he desired no apology, 
and of whose services, in the absence 
of others, more sensitive of the good 
name of the Opposition, he no doubt 
feels he will bave Increased need.

“The Chinese Revolt.”
This title, which Frederick Green­

wood gives to a recent article in the 
Nineteenth Century, shows the view 
that is now taken of the movement ini 
China. It Is not a rebellion of Boxer» 
against the Chinese Government, but 
the revolt of China against foreign In­
vasion and European influence. In 1891 
this gentleman wrote: “It is a nation­
alist agitation. No matter how these 
riotimgs arise or how provoked, or by 
whom favored, they marked the begin­
ning of a nationalist movement for the 
expulsion of foreigners. A time will 
come when ‘China for the Chinese' 
will be sounded from one end of the 
land to the other, in palace courtyards, 
as in city slums.

been an awakener indeed; and accord­
ing to the present look of things it 
was.” Cn the other hand in these five 
years when China has been learning 
much, learning not only to buy arms, 
but to make them, Europe has been 
pressing her very hard. "The Russian 
perceives, with indipration, that all the 
prodigious trouble may be traced to 
the arrogant and clumsy seizure of 
Kiao-Chao. But for the desire to keep 
on good terme with Russia, the Ger­
mans would reply that the Manchu re­
volt was evidently provoked by the 
precipitate buccaneering in Manchuria. 
As for ourselves we know very well, 
and it is true that we should never 
have cast an eye on Wei Had Wei but 
for the invidious appropriations of 
those other powers. All complain just­
ly, though none has a right to do so; 
and the sum of these international 
reproaches ie confession that while en­
lightened Europe knew' little of the 
anti-foreign ferment in China, or was 
ignorantly contemptuous of its forces, 
the partitioning of 
much too fast and furious. Of course, 
on the supposition, that it was not n 
country but a carcase. There, how­
ever, W'as the mistake, and the knife 
going in too often and too deep, and 
the supposed carcase having taken ln 
new lessons on the art of living and 
kicking, the monster rises and proves 
in a very few weeks that it can be as 
thoroughly awakened as that other 
Yellow Power, its Instructor, which 
made a three days’ massacre adjunc­
tive to an elegant little garden party at 
Port Arthur.”

Well, the two forces hove met tine 
foreign anti-mission and the antl-for- 
eign feeling, but what next? This able 
gentleman 1s not prepared to prophesy 
In face of the catastrophe. "There is a 
piece of work that must be done in 
concert and immediately, chancing all 
consequences.” Well, that seems like 
ly to be done now that the allies have 
reached Pekin. But all old policies and 
plans have fallen to pieces, and what 
is t obe done now? "This brings us to 
a question which had no distinct ex­
istence six weeks ago, but now stands 
foremost, large as the sphinx.” When 
we meet the word sphinx, we know 
that we are not going to receive a cut 
end dried solution of the problem. All 
the governments must revise their 
plans and remember that China has 
great capabilities and resources, and 
England must think seriously before 
allowing herself to be committed to a

harbor. Who cared what became of 
them? They were dumped in a for­
eign country, far from home, helpless, 
robbed of their savings. They were 
like young, blind kittens bereft of their 
mother. But—after all—they were but 
Chinese!

Rome two years ago the =*.eamship 
China, anchored at Nagasaki, was 
loading Chinamen for San Francisco. 
There was an epidemic in Nagasaki at 
the time, and the captain was bound 
to take only healthy freight.

The man who tells the story says he 
observed the ship’s physician, a young 
fellow, in the act of passing on the 
living carcasses in this wise: He felt 
a man over, looked at his tongue, took 
his pulse, asked a few questions, gave 
him a sounding smack on the ea", and 
then started in to investigate the next 
case.

misguided missionaries. Unhappily she 
does not stand alone in this. America 
and the rest of the civilized world are 
helping her. They are very devoted 
men, these missionaries, men passion­
ately fond of Christ; rich men. or at 
least men commanding considerable 
means. As true deciples of the Savior 
their first impulse is that of charity. 
In the very lap of misery they set 
up hospitals, particularly hospitals for 
the young. Ah, how devotedly^ how 
sanely, how lovingly they attend to 
their little patients. Such kindness, 
such self-abnegation!

And the poor Chinese woman, wife 
of a workman, companion of some 
beggar, the woman compelled to keep 
house on three or four cents daily; 
this persistently hungry creature, who 
never knew the luxury of a bath, or 
of a piece of beef, or of a fresh roll; 
this pariah finds her child lying in a. 
pretty bed, with muslin curtains and 
snowy coverlet, in a bed such as the 
mandarin’s children dare hardly aspire 
to. And this child of hers is fed on 
things which she has never even tast­
ed in her dreams—food for the gods, 
indeed! Miracle after miracle. Her 
child recovers, puts on flesh, is happy, 
lovelier, prettier than he ever was.

And if this child, agreeable to the 
wishes of the “father” or “sister,” who 
are so good to him, folds his tiny 
hands and murmers words of prayer 
to the unknown God that saved him, 
then his mother becomes a Christian, 
too. Love, gratitude, makes her heart 
go out to the etrangers who befriend­
ed her little one, her soul opens and 
drinks ln their words, their teachings. 
Undoubtedly that is the best of reli­
gions where the rich busy themselves 
with nothing but the alleviation of 
the misfortunes of the poorl She has 
seen its workings with her own eyes. 
Her own flesh and blood experienced 
its wonderful healing power.

A change of scene from the cosy, 
well-built, healthy-conditioned hospital 
to the squalor of the low-ceilinged, 
mire-surrounded hovel, where the new 
Christian dwells in filth, married to 
hunger!

The husband believes in Confucius. 
The religion of his forefathers is the 
one sac red thing of which he Is su­
premely conscious. Behold the wife of 
his bosom a proselyte; twice a Chris­
tian, for the female proselyte’s ardor is 
without bounds; it knows no reason. 
Man and wife each think the other 
eternally lost. Everything that he 
considers permissible, lawful, good, is 
a crime in her eyes—a terrible, dan­
gerous error at the very least.

He thinks her faithless, a traitress to 
Ms ancestors; she calls him blind, 
■walking in eternal darkness. And when 
they meet ln the common evening 
prayer, holy to the memory of their 
beloved dead, then the husband prays 
to them as to his patron saints, while 
the wife mourns them aa sinner a and

lost. The husband thinks them in 
heaven; the wife believes them to be 
in hell’s deepest cavern. So the Chris­
tian world has gained a soul and so­
ciety one more oroken and unhappy ; 
marriage. Woe to the family torn by j 
fanatical, religious strife.

Do you wonder that the missionaries ! 
were the first to suffer by rope, by the ; 
stake and by torture when the slaugh- j 
ter of foreigners began way down in 
China? They were killed for revenge 
—as professional arch-destroyers of the 
family—the Chinese holiest of holy. 
The missionaries carry on their propa­
ganda mainly among women; that 
means, they set wife against husband; 
the Chinese regard them as immoral. 
They go further—they call us liars for 
Baying that our God makes us love all 
men hs brethren, while at the same 
■time we treat the Chinese as dogs.

Have you ever seen a Chinese opium 
den? The most low-down tap house 
or cockpit of a bumboat. where 
schnapps, whisky, absinthe, wodka or 
any other description of liquid poison 
is sold, is a well-ordered reception 
room in comparison with the hole that 
serves for the dispensation of the som­
niferous poppy juice. You walk through 
an aperture, where the keeper sits, who 
takes your money, and enter a long, 
dark, tunnel-lilce room, the corners of 
which are dimly lit by small lamps. 
There is no furniture except broad 
benches, one over the other. And on 
these benches lie petrified figures, hu­
man beings, their eyes expressionless, 
waxen their features. Hands and feet 
are cold and covered with sweat—a 
morgue, rather than a resort of pleas­
ure. And ali China knows that Eng­
land and France make millions and 
again millions out of the Middle King­
dom’s national misfortune.

But—truth above everything—the 
whites in China traffic 'n other things 
besides opium. They have developed 
and eve developing commerce and in­
dustry because labor is cheap there— 
dirt cheap.

John Chinaman needs very little to 
be content; throw him a beggar’s pit­
tance for fourteen hours of manual 
labor a day, and he will hail you as 
his benefactor.

The wages paid by the white man to 
the yellow coolie are calculated to in­
sure the latter’s perpetual penury— 
they give him rice and foul fish, a mud 
hut and a rag, no more, no less. If 
they gave him less, he would die; if 
they gave him more, he wouldn’t be 
willing to work for a couple of cents. 
This much-vaunted industry that we 
have introduced in China enriches the 
foreigners only; as for the native, it 
merely perpetuates pauperism and 
makes this condition more felt. Com­
pare the tremendous salaries paid to 
the white man in China with the 
miserable wage allowed the pigtailed 

: helpmate who has to work like a horse 
| on lower rations than any tinker’s 
j draught animal ever received. Any 

Paris, Dondon or St. Petersburg vaga- 
j bond, on the other hand, who goes to 
I China becomes rich quickly, though he 

lives far more extravagantly and lux­
uriantly than the big capitalists of 
France. England or Russia, 

i Let us be frank, brutally frank. We 
white men cultivate only the darkest 

j sides of Chinese public life. The man- 
; darins are notorious bribe-takers; we 
i aid and abet this tendency; we would 
; have Invented it, if necessary. We 
| smile on the corrupt officials, because 
| their crimes fit ln with our plans. Be- 
; cause we desire to get the best of the 
j common people, we execrate it and 

flatter the mandarins who possess the 
miserable privilege of playing Judas 
three hundred and sixty-five days ln 
the year. To the mandarins: Cere­
monial receptions, presents, good-will, 

j For the people: The grindstone, the of­

ficial whip, terrible laws. There never 
was such a thing as enmity between a 
European manufacturer or trader in 
China and a mandarin.

Show me the white man who ever 
thought of establishing amicable rela­
tions with the common people in China. 
He shows himself a hard, uncompro­
mising despot in all his dealings. "The 
reins must be drawn tight”; this Is not 
only the cry of the merchants, but also 
that of the foreign diplomats in Pekin. 
"Above all, we must uphold our pres­
tige,” they say.

Prestige—how many mean tricks, 
what enormities are performed in thy 
name! The white man’s prestige in 
China begins where justice, truth and 
logic end.

Some accuse the Intriguing empress 
of having precipitated this war. It is 
a lie, a thousand time a lie. Have, at 
least, courage to face the truth, gentle­
men, and admit that We are gathering 
the storm where we sowed wind. It’s 
absurd to talk of court Intrigues where 
a whole nation rises in open or covert 
revolt. The revolt, Christians, is of 
your making.

I would gladly accept the report that 
only blind fanaticism rages with file 
and sword in China, but I know it is 
not so. This revolt is the consequence 
of long-continued, of perpetual, per­
sistent and seemingly endless oppres­
sion. The Chinese body politic has 
risen to shake off the yoke of that 
civilization which bored 11s dirty fangs 
into China’s very flesh.

Europe is lying when she styles the 
present necessary armed interference 
in China “a war for civilization.” This 
is a war bred by oppression and con­
ducted for the sake of oppression. But 
we must defend the claims of civiliza­
tion.

The act of defense, of self-defense 
and of defending others ,1s a righteous 
thing. LEO TOLSTOI

BOERS' LINES 
WERE BROKEN

Fighting: With Botha's Comman­
dos Resumed.

Bergenda. Captured by Buller'a Forces 
—French and Badcn-Powell Busy.

London, Aug. 28.—A special dispatch 
from Pretoria, dated Aug. 27, gays:

‘‘It is stated that fighting with 
Botha’s commandos was resumed this 
morning. The Boers' lines were broken 
and the enemy Is falling back. The
British casualties are reported to be 
considerable.”

Lord Roberts reports tinder date of 
Belfast, Aug. 27, as follows:

"Our movements are slow, on ac­
count of the extent and nature of the 
country. Today we made a satisfac­
tory advance and met with decided 
success. The work fell entirely on 
Buller’s troops, and resulted in the 
capture of Bergendal, a very strong 
positon, two miles northwest of Dal- 
manuthe.

“I met Buller at Bergendal shortly 
after it was reached by our troops. I 
am glad to find the occupation cost less 
than was feared, on account of the 
advance being across an open glacis for 
2,000 or 3,000 yards, and the determined 
stand of the enemy. The Inniskilllngs 
and Second Rifle Brigade formed the 
attacking party. The latter suffered 
most. I hope the casualties do not ex­
ceed fifty or sixty. One officer was 
killed and two were wounded. A good 
many Boers were killed, and a pom­
pom (quick-firing gun) was captured.

‘‘French advanced on the left to 
Swartzkopjes on the Leydenburg road, 
and prepared the way for the move­
ment of Pole-Carew’s division to­
morrow.

“Baden-Powell reports that he oc­
cupied Nylstroom without opposition. 
As the country where he and Paget are 
operating is dense bush and veldt, it 
is not desirable at the present to pro­
ceed further north, and their -troops 
are returning to Pretoria.”

culiar position on this question.

SAN JOSE SCALE
Trees in the Eastern Part of the 

City Affected by the 
Infestation.

Examine Your Trees and Eushafl -How 
to Tell an Infested Tree—Specimens 
of Twigs Affected With San Jose 
Scale Can Be Seen at Advertiser 
Office.

The San Jose scale has been discover­
ed on apple trees in the eastern part of 
the city by the Rev. Mr. Seaborno, and 
the identification verified by Dr. 
Fletcher.

How did it get there? The infesta­
tion has been examined -by Mr. Dear­
ness, who expresses the belief that it 
is now in its second or third year, 
possibly older; that these trees, which 
are seedlings, must have been infested 
from imported ones in the vicinity, not 
yet discovered, and that the insects 
were probably trasferred in the larval 
stage by birds. Of course, the trees 
upon which it was brought may have 
been killed by it and removed without 
the owners detecting the cause of their 
death. Search will, however, .probably 
reveal it on some neighboring trees 
imported within the last ten years from 
the Ünited States, or from the Ontario 
nurseries which have -been infested. 
Owners of gardens with fruit tre&s of 
any kind—apple, pear and plum par­
ticularly—Of Currant bushes, might do 
well to inspect their trees and shrubsf,

If a tree be badly infested the crust 
of scales may be seen with the naked 
eye. It is of a gray color, with yellow 
specks through it. At the présent time 
even slightly infested branches may be 
detected by a sharp eye, owing to the 
movements of the minute oval yellow 
larvae. These larvae choose a place 
on the bark to settle, and penetrate it 
with their long sucking beaks. Over 
their backs they secrete a scale. The 
females never leave the situation where 
they first settle: the)' may be known 
by their circular scale. The males 
secrete an oblong scale, and when ma­
ture they develop wings, but lose their 
mouths. By boiling for a minute in 
liquor potassae. the bodies of the fe­
males are made nearly transparent, 
and as many as forty larvae may be 
counted in one of these clarified in­
sects. An idea of the rapidity with 
which the species multiplies is "gained 
from the fact that a -new generation 
appears every six weeks.

The oyster shell and the scurfy 
chionaspis are two other scale insects 
found in almost every old orchard. A 
specimen of each of the three may be 
seen at The Advertiser office. At 
present the. twig with San Jose scale 
has the living yellow larvae running 
over It. Examine your trees, and if 
you are in doubt as to what you find, 
call at this office to see the specimens 
for comparison.

For affected trees not worth consid­
erable expense to save by remedial 
treatment, the best course Is to cut 
down and burn.

THE STING OF A BF.E. ~ -.

It Is a Curious Little Weapon and 
Wonderfully Constructed.

The sting of the bee is a weapon only
too well known. There are few of ns 
probably who have not at some or 
other felt the effect of a sting from a 
bee or Wasp. The bee is not generally 
so easily excited to sting as the wasp 
unless it is much provoked or has a de­
cided prejudice against some particular 
person, which is occasionally the case, 
but when it does it is usually with the 
sacrifice of its own life, as it generally 
leaves its weapon in the wound, with the 
little sack of poison attached to it. We 
need not wonder that it is difficult tt> be- 
withdrawn "When we read the account 
of the shape of the sting of the bee.

The sting of the bee not, as it might 
appear to the united eye, n mere lance 
or a bayonet. It is in truth something 
much more formidable, rather resembling 
those frightful engines of destruction 
which the common consent of civilized 
nations has excluded from the practice 
of modern warfare. In a word, the little 
instrument known ns “the sting” ia 
found when magnified to be the sheath 
in which the true stir.g lies concealed, al­
though the whole enters the wound when 
the attack is made. The piercing appara­
tus itself is, however, double, being com­
posed of two long darts, which are plac­
ed side by side, so ns to form a lance, 
and, being furnished by suitable muscles, 
they are forcibly protruded from the 
sheath when required for attack or de­
fense.

If we employ a tolerably high micro­
scopic power to examine tlie points nt 
these darts, we shall find them to be 
barbed, each piercer being furnished on 
one side with eight ti-vlh, and as they 
are so placed when in use that the 
smooth edges are i:i juxtaposition you 
will perceive that tiny then constitute » 
single formidable barbed spear similar 
to one of those primitive weapons of war­
fare employed by the savage inhabitants 
of various countries that you will no 
doubt often have met in museums or col­
lections of ethnological cuviositiea.

You will now perceive what a formida­
ble weapon the slier must lie when di­
rected by the bee against an insect of its 
own size, and after examining its barbed 
points you will easily understand, too, 
how it happens that when the little 
belligerent manages to penetrate your 
own skin it should be compelled to leave 
its sting behind.

THE TIP OF THE TONGUE.

It Ie the Most Sensitive Part ot tile 
Hnmnii Body.

The tip of the tongue possesses the 
most perfect sense of touch. The finest 
hair is felt upon its surface, and evee 
when fingers fail to ascertain the quali­
ties of certain bodies, contact with the 
tongue immediately recognizes them. The 
relative sensibility of various parts of the 
body is best measured by means of a pair 
of compasses, the points of which are 
tipped with cork.

The tip of the tongue can distinguish 
two distinct impressions when the com­
pass points are only half a line, or the 
twelfth of an inch, apart, the tip of the 
finger when they are one line apart. 
Other spots vary still more widest4 this 
distance at the lips is two lines; the tip 
of the nose, three lines: the cheek, five 
lines; palm of the hand, five lines; fore­
head, ten lines; back of the hand, 14 
lines; chest, -.10 lines; back and thigh, 30 
lines.

If, however, this experiment is repeat­
ed with a pair of compasses capable by 
slight pressure of pricking, it will he 
found that there is no corresponding dif­
ference between the parts in their sensi­
bility to pain. On the contrary, in places 
where the sense of touch is most keen, 
the sense of pain is in the first instance 
at least deadened, and the parts most 
callous in discriminating the double 
touching points are by no means the least 
alive to the sensation excited by their 
pressure.

The tip of the tongue has 50 times the 
tactile discrimination of the atm, but the 
arm is more sensitive to a sharp point 
applied with moderate pressure to the 
skin than either the tongue or the finger 
and is at least as alive to the presence 
of a very light body, a hair or feather, 
drawn along the surface.

Curiously enough, the right hand, 
which is more sensitive to touch than 
the left, is less sensitive to temperature. 
If the two hands are dipped in two 
basins of water at the same temperature, 
the left hand will toel the greatest sensa­
tion of heat.

RAILWAY WITH ONE RAIL.
Am exhibit ait Paris which excites 

much curiosity is a single rail railway, 
and about the only single raid construc­
tion that ever had any chances of 
success. Briefly stated, it is a railway 
system for lines where the cheapest 
construction is desired, and where 
animal traction and not mechanical 
motors will suffice.

The cars are balanced over the rail 
and a light frame is secured to one 
side of the car. In this frame is placed 
a horse or mude and a suitable saddle 
and girth transfer any unbalanced 
weight o-f the car to the animal’s body.

Both passenger cars and freight cars 
of various sorts are shown, all of small 
size, of course, but the system of trans­
portation is designed for places where 
nothing in the shape of rail transporta­
tion has before been applicable.

The rail is very light, weighing not 
more than eight pounds per yard, and 
is supported on square blocks placed 
about two feet apart. The cars have 
one wheel in front and one in the rear, 
and the wheels have deep flanges, so 
that derailment cannot occur. Each 
car drawn by one horse or mule car­
ries a load of 3,(8)0 to 4,000 pounds.

The car runs as easily on a curve as 
on a straight line, and no matter how 
crooked or wavy the rail, the wheel will 
follow It.—Engineering News.

Pte. Chapman 
appeared at the door and was greeted 
enthusiastically. He excused himself 
from speaking because of his fatigue, 
but the people pelted him with ques­
tions about his comrades, and his 
answers caused much merriment. The 
young soldier then held an informal 
levee, and shook hands with numbeis 
of his admirers.

Pte. Chapman is looking strong and 
robust. He is stouter than when he 
went away, and his face is darkly 
bronzed. He made the home trip with 
Ptes. Archie McMurphy, 6am Crockett, 
Ed. Taylor and Joe Day, all of this 
city. He and Pte. Day left Montreal 
sooner than the others. They were 
separated at Woodstock, where they 
were given a reception. Pte. Victor 
Odium was met there by a brass band 
and a crowd of citizens. Pte. John 
Smith, who was supposed to have been 
killed, traveled with them as far as 
Thamesford. He has with him a soft- 
nosed bullet that entered his hip and 
came out at the knee.

DUMP.—The owner of a vacant lot al­
lows it to be used as a dump, and the 
sidewalk is almost always littered with 
di’oppings from the wagons. Can he be 
compelled to sweep it, as it is a nuis­
ance to all pensons having to use that 
part of the street? Ans.—He cannot be 
compelled to sweep the sidewalk, but 
he is liable to be fined for breach of 
the city bylaws prohibitizzg rubbish of 
any kind being deposited on the streets. 
The owner of the lot is liable as well 
as the (persons from whose wagons it 
drops. Get names 'and report to the 
chief of police. The owner of the lot 
can avoid a breach of the bylaw by 
having the sidewalk swept as often aa 
necessary.
