Armande, Quebec, 
says: Three young men, named George 
Spaulding, Chester Fleming and William 
Symms, went out boating on Mississquoi 
Bay on Sunday last, and have not been 
seen since, though the boat and sail and 
oars have been found. They were doubt­
less drowned.

WORK AND WAGES.

Interesting Libel Suit.
LONDON, May 22.—Mr. Henry Seymour 

Foster, M.P., managing director and true 
tee of the Industrial Investment Corpor­
ation of London and the Colonial Finance 
Corporation, also deputy chairman of the 
Ontario Breweries Company, brought suit 
in the High Court of Justice 10 day for 
£5,000 damages against the Westminster 
Gazette for libel. The Westnlister Ga­
zette alleged that the shareholders in the 
corporations mentioned had appointed a 
committee to inquire into the affairs of the 
trustees of the corporations, as they con­
sidered that the commission paid to Mr. 
Foster upon alleged profits ought to be im­
mediately refunded. The article also said 
that the commission has stated that £50,- 
000, being the par value of the 6 per cent 
Ontario debentures and included in the 
balance sheet of the trustees of the com­
pany was underwritten by the London and 
Colonial Company on May 29, 1891, while 
the public subscriptions of the trustees of 
the company opened on June 2, 1891. Mr. 
Foster has also begun suits against the 
Statist, Chronicle, Financial Times and 
other papers for libel on grounds similar to 
those taken against the Westminster Ga­
zette. The latter paper, in its answer, 
pleads that the statement in the articles 
were true, and therefore justifiable.

% GENTLEMAN
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Strike-Nearly 5,000 Affected.
Cincinnati, May 22.—All the carpenters 

and mill hands in Cincinnati, Covington 
and Newport have been ordered on a strike 
by a mass meeting, attended by over 1,000 
men. Only 40 votes opposed the strike. It 
is ordered because the boss carpenters have 
refused to agree to pay $2 50 for eight 
hours or $3 for nine hours, with an hour 
less on Saturdays. Nearly 5,000 men are 
affected.

LASALLE, Ill., May 23.—A riot occurred 
at the mines of the Union Coal Company 
just across the river this afternoon, in 
which eight or ten non-union men were

bourgeoise employers’ treatment of miners 
as slaves, human cattle, etc. These har­
angues were interrupted by the members of 
the Center, but the Socialists continued to 
shout retorts to the points made by the 
Centerists. Anyone not used to the ways of 
the French Chamber might have expected 
a hand-to-hand encounter, but this did not 
occur.

Premier Casimir Perier demanded the 
order of the day, pure and simple, and the 
demand was rejected by a vote of 265 to

Troubles in the Transvaal.
London, May 22.—English settlers in the 

Transvaal are appealing to the British 
Government against the action of the Boer 
authorities in impressing them for service 
in the proposed operations against the 
northern chiefs. The settlers are holding 
indignation meetings and may refuse to

seriously injured. Mine Superintendent 
Hetherington and Edward Cummings were 
beaten into insensibility. The strikers de­
cided to prevent men engaged in “cleaning 
out” the mines from remaining at work. 
A mob marched to ths mines armed witli 
clubs and stones, and, calling out the men, 
set upon and beat them brutally. Sheriff 
Taylor dispersed the mob.

Philadelphia, Pa., May 22.—The coal 
operators of the Clearfield and Associated 
Pennsylvania districts, after a thorough 
discussion of the situation, have adopted 
resolutions stating that it is impossible to 
nay their employes an advance over the 
scale of wages now in force, and pledging 
themselves to act as a unit on this basis; 
and giving their old men until May 28 to 
return to work.

BUYING UP SENATORS.

T.LONDON, May 22.—Capt. Alfred 

Mahan, commander of the United States 
cruiser Chicago was entertained at a 
banquet given in his honor last evening by 
the English publishers of his works, 
Sampson, Low & Marston Company. A 
large number of guests were present. Capt. 
Mahan said ne was engaged in the prepara­
tion of a third section of naval history, 
reaching to 1815, and covering the busy 
life of Lord Nelson.
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of Premier Casimir Perier and also to the 
Premier’s aspirations to the Presidency. 
The workingmen’s syndicates, under the 
law of 1884, had become a powerful and 
terrorizing machine under Socialist con­
trol. The Government had determined to 
repress the system, and, therefore, by 
continuing M. Dupuy’s policy of closing 
the labor exchange had endeavored to pre- 
vent the railwaymens congress. In pursu­
ance of this policy M. Jonnart, Minister of 
Public Works, privately advised the rail­
way companies not to grant leave of ab­
sence to the men in their employ, at the 
same time promising that the Government 
would not afford to the employes facilities 
to attend the congress. M. Jonnart, dur­
ing the debate, admitted that he had 
refused to grant leaves of absence to dele­
gates, but urged in defense of his action 
that ho could not allow servants of the 
state to form a syndicate against the mass 
of taxpayers of the nation. For other 
reasons also he did not believe, he said, 
that servants of the state ought to belong 
to trades unions.

Several moderates replied to M. Jonnart 
with intense warmth, scathingly rebuking 
him for the sentiments he had uttered.

After the departure of the Ministers 
from the Chamber, M. de Ramel’s order of 
the day, recognizing the right of employes 
of the state to join workingmen’s syndi­
cates, was carried by 251 to 223, and the 
Chamber adjourned until Monday.

As the Ministers left the Chamber the 
Radicals acted like a lot of schoolboys, 
clapping their hands and jumping up and 
down, shouting and indulging in all sorts of 
antics indicative of delight. The Socialist 
deputies acclaimed their victory with 
shouts of “This is our revenge for the out.

West Lambton, as announced in the Oli- 
server of last week took the county by 
surprise.

The credit of springing this surprise upon 
the Patrons and the public is due We believe 
to Mr. Fergus Kennedy, of Plympton, who 
has shown as great zeal in pushing the 
Patrons of the west riding into the turmoil 
and expense of a hopeless contest, as he has 
displayed apathy in the east riding, where 
he belongs, and where he might naturally 
be expected to show to an admiring world 
how powerful the order is in his own neigh- 
borhood. But it is said that Mr. Kennedy 
has not an eye single to the interests of 
Patrons only. He is a P. P. A. as well as 
a Patron. How much of him is P. P. A. 
and how much Patron we cannot presume 
to say, but his solicitude for the success of 
the P. P. A. candidate in East Lambton 
has been sufficient to keep him from using 
his authority as a grand officer to force the 
order into entering the political Geld in 
that riding, as he has done in the vest.

In selecting West Lambton as a field for 
testing Patron sentiment Mr. Kennedy has 
shown poor judgment, as far as the result 
of this contest is concerned. He may have 
some ulterior object in endeavoring to ex­
cite political feeling among the Patrons 
here, which lie expects to redound to his 
personal benefit in the future—for he is 
said te have political aspirations cf his own; 
and it may be that he is using Mr. Wood 
as the monkey did the cat, when he wanted 
to pull the chestnuts out of the fire for his 
own use. Time will tell how far these sur­
mises are true.—[Sarnia Observer.

St. PETERSBURG, May 22.—The Foreign 
Office has informed M. Persiani, the Rus­
sian Minister at Belgrade, that Russia will 
in no way interfere in the present state of 
affairs in Servia.

The Russian press characterizes ox-King 
Milan in the severest terms, declaring that 
his intrigues are likely to compromise the 
general peace of Europe, and demanding his 
immediate withdrawal from the kingdom 
which he solemnly promised not to re­
turn to.
Manchester’s Malodorous Waterway.

LONDON, May 2?.—Truth, in an article 
indorsing the Lancet’s views on the Man­
chester Ship Canal, makes an unmeasured 
onslaught on the work. The canal, it says, 
is little better than an open sewer. The 
water is in a filthy condition, receiving as 
it does the sewage ot the city and a number 
of towns, thus endangering the lives of 
thousands of employes in its vicinity. 
Owing to the filthy state of the canal the 
Queen’s voyage from Ham to Manchester 
has bad to be abandoned.

Canadian Cattle Are All Right.
LONDON, May 22.—The first shipment of 

Canadian cattle to the British Isles has 
arrived and passed the special Government 
inspector. There were 370 head in this 
shipment and not one animal is reported to 
have been regarded as suspicious. The 
beasts in this herd, which are of useful but 
not the best quality, brought from 4$ to 5 
pence per pound. It is now thought that 
if the 6,430 Canadian cattle afloat pass the 
same examination it should enable Hon. 
Herbert Gardner, president of the Board of 
Agriculture, to remove the obnoxious em­
bargo.

LONDON, May 22.—The Queen has 
knighted Isaac Pitman, the inventor of 
the Pitman system of phonetic shorthand. 
Isaac Pitman was born in Trowbridge, 
Wilts, England, Jan. 4, 1813. He was 
obliged to leave school at the age of 12 
years, and entered the counting house of a 
clothing manufacturer. After a six years’ 
service as a clerk he received six months 
training in the Normal College of the 
British and Foreign School Society, and in 
1831 was appointed master of the British 
school at Barton-on-Bumber. He estab-i 
lished the British school at Wotton-Under- 
Edge in 1836. His first treatise on short­
hand “stenographic sound hand" appeared 
in 1837, and lie thus became the originator 
of the spelling reform to which and the 
propagation of his system of phonetic 
shorthand he devoted his entire attention 
since 1843, when the Phonetic Society was 
established. His system of shorthand was 
renamed in 1840, and was entitled “Phon­
ography. or Writing by Sound," and his 
“Phonographic Reporters’ Companion” ap­
peared in 1846.

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LONDON PRESBYTERY. Mr. Ballantyne’s congregation who pleaded 

for the retention of their pastor, and an 
earnest plea he made.

Rev. W. T. Herridge, on behalf of the 
Ottawa commission, briefly replied. In 
vain he had listened for any sufficient 
reason for not translating Mr. Ballantyne. 
Of course the London church appreciated 
Mr. Ballantyne, but that was the very 
reason why they wanted him. There are, 
lie said, circumstances in which it would be 
unkind to call away the pastor of a church, 
but there is nothing peculiar in this caso 
that forbids the Ottawa church from plead­
ing for the man of their choice.

Rev. J. A. Murray asked why it was 
that out of a membership of 407 only 220 
had signed the call. An answer was given 
—“There is no manse.”

Mr. Ballantyne was then heard in his 
own behalf. He said that never before 
had he so felt the need of divine guidance. 
So much had been said on both sides that 
he desired to leave the decision largely 
with the Presbytery. The invitation to 
preach in Ottawa had come without any 
action on his part. His present charge 
would not suffer from a vacancy. He was 
their first pastor. For nine years he had 
been their pastor. He did not want to leave 
them, but he felt that the larger field was 
a call, and also that it would give his 
family some advantages. He would not go 
to Ottawa if he thought the opposition 
there could not be overcome. He asked 
the advice of the Presbytery, since his own 
mind was not clear as to his duty.

Rev. J. A. Murray, after an affecting 
speech, in whicit lie prophesied that Mr. 
Ballantyne will yet be called to fill a pro­
fessor’s chair, moved that the Presbytery 
grant the translation, dissolve the connec­
tion between Mr. Ballantyne and the 
congregation of Knox Church, London 
South, to tako effect on the second Sabbath 
of June, and instruct Mr. Ballantyne to 
wait the orders of the Presbytery of Ot­
tawa.

This was seconded by Rev. Mr. Suther­
land, of Fingal.

Rev. Messrs. Currie, Talling. McIntyre, 
Little and Sawers, and Elders Cheesbrough 
and Stevely spoke in high commendation, 
after which Mr. Ballantyne expressed his 
decision that he ought to accept the call 
from the capital.

The motion was carried unanimously.
Mr, Currie moved the sympathy of the 

Presbytery with the congregation in South 
London. Carried.

Rev. J. A. Murray was appointed to 
preach the church vacant on the second 
Sabbath of June and act as interim moder­
ator of the session.

Rev. Mr. Milloy, with Rev. J. A. Murray 
as alternate, was appointed to take Mr. 
Ballantyne’s commission to the General 
Assembly.

The London East Church applied for 
leave to increase their mortgage from $950 
to $4,000 for the pu rpose of enlarging their 
church building. Mr. Cheesbrough showed 
that the congregation had already sub­
scribed $1,633 towards this work.

On motion of Mr. Andrew Thompson the 
request was granted.

The Presbytery closed with prayer.

Considered,HISKARD’S Again 1THE. SCIENCE 

OF LIFE/And the Matter of London East Church
Extension—A Special Meeting.

CALL AND SEE. ywt
The London Presbytery met at 1 p.m. 

yesterday in thelectureroomof Park Avenue 
Church, Moderator Rev. W. J. Clark in 
the chair. Six commissioners from Ottawa 
appeared on behalf of the call to Rev. Jas. 
Ballantyne. Rev. W. T. Herridge, B.D., 
moderator of session for Knox Cnurcb, 
Ottawa, during its vacancy, was first heard. 
The eloquent gentleman expressed his 
pleasure in visiting the scene of part of his 
boyhood days, but assured the Presbytery 
that the large delegation from the capital 
had no connection with the present politi­
cal campaign. “The wise men from the 
cast,” he said, “have come to take one of 
your wise men from the west to the east." 
This is significant that Knox Church had 
selected Rev. Mr. Ballantyne so long after 
hearing him preach. The call is practically 
unanimous, for though there is a minority 
who have adhered to a previous choice, yet 
this is not a misfortune. It is quite neces­
sary in our parliamentary city to have an 
opposition. Moreover we can assure you 
that the minority will probably gracefully 
acceed to the wishes of the majority. Knox 
Church is a large and important congrega­
tion. It is located in a central part of the 
city, and must ever be influential. We 
deem Mr. Ballantyne to be of the true 
Apostolic succession, and we call him with 
all confidence to this wide and constantly 
widening field of labor. There is no city in 
the Dominion that stands in greater need 
of good preachers who will plainly declare 
the whole doctrine of God. Sound, thought­
ful, influential, progressive men are needed 
—that is why we call Mr. Ballantyne, and 
trust he will see his way clear to accept the 
warm welcome that awaits him at Ottawa."

Rev. Dr. Wardrope, late of Chalmers' 
Church, Guelph, and who was once pastor 
of Knox Church for twelve years, was the 
next commissioner hoard. He agreed with 
all that Rev. Mr. Herridge had said and 
then pleaded on behalf of his old charge. 
Not because no difficulties would lie in his 
path, but because he felt that the choice of 
the congregation was the right person to 
undertake the work. Mr. Wardrope said: 
“We sympathize with the London South 
congregation. We admire the spirit of 
their recent action regarding their pastor, 
nor do we wish to do anything but that 
which is divinely purposed. Yet we trust 
that all will work together for the advance 
of the kingdom.”

Mr. Hay was next heard, who referred 
to the historic character of Knox Church, 
Ottawa, in which the venerable Dr. Ward- 
rope had played so great a part, and 
recounted the steps that, led Knox Church 
to throw in their lot with the Free Church. 
It has some staunch men in it, and is the 
parent of other churches in Ottawa. We 
have given 27 ministers to the Presbyterian 
Church of Canada, one of whom is Rev. 
Dr. W. McLaren, professor of systematic 
theology in Knox College. Now we want 
Mr. Ballantyne to be the successor of Dr. 
Wardrobe, Dr. McLaren and Dr. Farries.

Mr. Cunningham was commissioned by 
the congregation of Knox Church, and he 
read from Scripture Moses' call to Ahab, 
“Come with us and we will do thee good,” 
and then added: “I cannot do better than 
urge Mr. Ballantyne in the words of Moses. 
Ottawa is a commercial city, and it is the 
political capital of the Dominion, and I say 
the political life centers in our city. For 
that reason we need strong men in our 
pulpits. It is the center of justice, public 
works, customs, inland fisheries, militia

Then he 
closed with an eloquent appeal.

Mr. Mutchmore was next heard. He was 
pleased to meet so many old friends in Lon­
don, and to stand in the old room in which 
he so long had taught. “The salary we 
offer Mr. Ballantyne,” said the speaker, “is 
the second largest salary paid to any min­
ister in Ottawa. Distinction must be made 
between ministers of the church and 
Ministers of the Crown. The latter get 
larger salaries, but the final account is not 
yet, and when all is settled the church 
ministers may have thelargestreward. Knox 
Church enters on its jubilee y ear now, and 
we desire to celebrate it by taking a new 
pastor home with us. Ottawa is rapidly 
growing. We have about 60,000 popula­
tion. We have seven Presbyterian 
churches in Ottawa, and Knox Church is 
the center church, only it is without angel 
or minister, and we come to fill the blank.”

Mr. Porter, the third commissioner from 
the congregation, telegraphed his inability 
to be present.

Knox Church (South London) delegates 
were then heard anent the call to their 
pastor.

Dr. Ferguson read the resolutions re­
cently passed by the congregation in this! 
connection, and then explained that while 
the congregation protested against the 
severance of the pastoral tie, yet they 
would not tie their pastor's hands. “We 
testify,” said he, “to Mr. Ballantyne’s 
faithful labors and the hearty appreciation 
of his people. Whatever his action may 
be, they will follow him with their bene­
diction.”

Mr. Thompson then pressed the claims 
of London for retaining Mr. Ballantyne. 
Said he: “We sympathize with Knox 
Church, Ottawa, in their long vacancy, but 
we regret that in all the Dominion they 
could not get a pastor without pouncing 
down on our church to take our pastor 
from us. The commissioners from the 
capital have eloquently pictured the cor­
rupt condition of their city, but they 
cannot expect one minister to reach 
all the men who need regeneration. 
If Mr. Ballantyne should go east, however, 
we do expect soon to hear of a revival. 
Mr. Ballantyne’s present church is largely 
of his own making. We had $14,000 of a 
debt, but now we have only 58,000. 
Our revenue last year was over $4,000. We 
have a strong Ladies’ Aid and a strong 
missionary society. Our work is prosper­
ing and we do not want to lose our pastor.”

Mr. John Marshall next spoke. He said: 
“We love Mr. Ballantyne as a pastor, and 
we love him as a man. If he leaves us we 
will be very much discouraged. Knox 
Church, Ottawa, has given 27 ministers to 
the church, yet they do not call one of 
these, but come to take our pastor away 
from us. We will never be able to get 
another minister who will suit us so well as 
Mr. Ballantyne. Wo desire to acquiesce in 
the action of the Presbytery, but if wo 
could offer him $2,500 salary we would 
make a big fight to keep him.”

Mr. McPherson expressed the warm 
affection of Knox Church, South Lendon, 
for the pastor, and regretted that a larger 
field should attempt to take away their 
minister.

Mr. Alexander thought that Knox 
Church, London, had reached a crisis in 
its history, and hoped that to-day’s doings 
would not interfere with its prospects. 
They left all in the hands of the Presby­
tery and their pastor, and felt that what he 
did would be right.

A great many merchants cut down their 

advertising in the summer. Some even stop 
it altogether.

In everyday life, when a thing is hard to 
do, it only calls forth greater effort. If the 
laborer can’t move the stoue he gets a crow- 
bar and a block of wood. He makes aiever 
—and the stone moves. If the crowbar 
isn’t long enough he gets something longer. 
He doesn’t give up, because the stone has 
got to be moved.

Same way in business. Trade is a stone. 
The funny thing is that the lighter trade 
gets the harder it is to move. It can be 
moved, though. You may have to lengthen 
the lever. Certainly you ought not to 
shorten it. The best business lever is ad­
vertising—newspaper advertising is the 
longest lever and the quickest to move 
trade.

Dull times are the times to put forth the 
greatest effort and the most money. Peo­
ple don’t usually ask for what they have 
already. Advertising is merely asking for 
trade. When the stoor is full every day 
out down your space. Don’t expect that 
you will get a big trade in dull times, but 
keep count and you’ll find that the adver­
tising was profitable. Profitable right at 
the time and enormously profitable after 
a while. The very fact that only a few 
merchants are wise enough to advertise in 
dull seasons, makes it all the more profit­
able for those who do. You are there when 
others are not. It gives you greater promi­
nence. It will make your advertising in 
busy times much more effective.

Common sense has a great deal to do 
with advertising. Think about it from a 
common sense standpoint. It may take 
some “nerve” to pay out money for news­
paper space when the business isn’t paying 
expenses, but it will pay.

More than half the business houses in 
the country would be ahead if they could 
ehut up for three mouths in the summer. 
= " "‘ t. Why? Simply be­
cause they can’t afford to. People would 
forget them.

Same way with advertising. Think 
about it.

be promoted or impaired.

manence. Eut there is no trusting to the 
permanence of the present legislation, and 
the Canadian farmer can scarcely sow his 
land or raise cattle in the confident 
expectation of being able to export his 
grain or stock. For the present, however, 
the effect of tariff revision, or the prospect 
of it, has been the same as that of the 
reciprocity treaty of 1854, which stayed 
the strong movement, then on foot, in favor 
of continental union. The exodus from 
Canada to the United States appears for 
the time to have ceased, while some of 
those who had emigrated have returned.

“In the second place there has been a 
financial crisis of the most disastrous kind 
in the United States, aggravated and pro­
tracted by the conflict in Congress about 
the tariff. It seems probable that this crisis 
is the penalty of unsound management 
and speculation; that of the apparent loss 
much is practically liquidation; that the 
vital sources of national prosperity remain 
unimpaired; and that before long the I 
action of the recuperative forces will be 
seen. But in the meantime the evil 
effects are felt througli all departments of 
industry and trade. Added to the financial 
crisis is the coal strike, scattering com­
mercial havoc far beyond its own pale. It| 
was to be expected that this spectacle,1 
while it lasted, should cause Canadians to I 
recoil from closer relation with the • 
country which is its scene.

"There could be no use in the unseason-| 
able discussion of a great question, or in | 
pressing on the public mind a subject from! 
which, at the moment, it is averse. The 
only effect would be fruitless irritation,| 
which every sensible and right-minded man I 
would wish to avoid. The Continental 
Union Association, therefore, has acted 
wisely in suspending any operation more 
aggressive than the quiet circulation of 
literature among those who express a wish 
for information, and of whom the number 
has been large.

THAT ROYAL FARCE REPORT.

Rumor in Toronto That it Is Being Pur­
posely Kept Back at Ottawa.

TORONTO, May 23.-A very prominent 
prohibitionist informs your correspondent 
that there is grave reason to believe that 
the report of the Royal Commission on the 
Liquor Traffic will not be presented to 
1 alllament in time for its consideration this 
session.

Interesting Interview on Continental 
Union.

Mr. Goldwin Smith’s connection as 
honorary president of the Continental 
Union Association with the unionist move­
ment having attracted attention and called 
forth comment both in Canada and in 
England, an Advertiser representative in 
Toronto interviewed him as to his present 
position and that of the association in re­
gard to this question. His reply is as 
follows:

“The movement in favor of continental 
union was as spontaneous and as natural as 
any popular movement could be. It was 
caused by the impoverishment resulting 
from the loss of the American market con­
sequent on the passing of the McKinley 
Act. Farm property had greatly fallen, 
and was still falling in value. The 
flower of our population was going 
over in great numbers to the United 
States, and there were thousands of 
houses vacant in Toronto, partly, no 
doubt, as a result of the collapse of the 
boom in real estate, but partly also from 
commercial depression. In these circum­
stances it was natural, and, unless blind 
allegiance is the duty of our people it was 
right, that they should challenge policy and 
call for a free discussion of external rela­
tions. I have the best authority for 
believing that the feeling, though unorgan­
ized, was strong throughout the border 
counties and in the Province of Quebec.| 
No one who knows Canada needs to be 
told that unionist sentiments are often 1 
entertained without being avowed in | 
public, and are even sometimes masked in 
public by conventional homage to British 
connection.

PHILADELPHIA, Pa., May 22.—Now that 
telegraphic communication has been prac- 
tically restored to all points in the State, 
an estimate of the damage done by the 
flood of the past three days can be made. 
Although the rivers and streams were 
swollen to nearly as great heights as in the 
flood of 1889 the destruction wrought by 
the waters was not nearly so great as the 
inundation of five years ago.

Reports received to-night from all parts 
of the State, with the exception of Johns­
town, show that the flood is going down. 
At Johnstown it rained heavily again to­
day. Fresh torrents are pouring down 
from the mountain and again swelling the 
Conemaugh and threatening another over­
flow.

READING, Pa., May 22.—The Schuylkill 
River has ceased rising, and all danger of 
further damage is over.

At Pottsville the rain has stopped fall- 
ing. Duly three colleries are working in 
the Schuylkill region. It will take weeks 
to pump out the mines.

TORONTO, May 22. — The Winchester 
street bridge is still in place this morning, 
though in a very precarious condition. 
Eight piers under the steel bridge in Rose- 
dale, connecting More Park with the city, 
were swept away by the loosening of the 
foundations, caused by the rushing of the 
water down the sides of the ravine. Bin- 
scarth bridge, a small wooden affair, is also 
washed away, blocking temporarily traffic 
in that section of the city.

Williamsport, Pa., May 22.—This place 
emerged from beneath the water to-day. 
Though many houses are flooded, but 
practically little property in the city itself 
is destroyed. The greatest loss was by the 
breaking away of a great log boom with its 
millions of feet of lumber. This and the 
consequent stoppage of the sawmills will 
raise the loss in this cirv and Lycoming 
county to about $3,000,000.

A dozen deaths from drowning will cover 
the lose of life from the freshet. The rail­
roads were badly washed out, but are 
rapidly recovering.

MAUCH CHUNK, Pa., May 22.—Every 
one of the fourteen collieries of the Lehigh 
Coal and Navigation Company located at 
Nesquehoning and Pansford is flooded.

OTTAWA, Ont., May 22.—On the opening 

of the House Sir John Thompson moved 
that Government business have precedence 
to-morrow, and that when the House ad­
journed to-morrow it should stand ad­
journed until Monday, May 28.

Mr. Laurier agreed to the motion, but 
Mr. Mulock protested that important 
public bills were not receiving that con­
sideration to which they were entitled. He 
instanced his bill to regulate ocean freight 
rates on cattle. Mr. Mulock earnestly 
urged the gravity of the matter in view of 
the surplus stock held by the farmers and 
others of Canada, and asked as an alterna­
tive that the Government should give an 
assurance that they would take the matter 
up and deal with it this session.

Sir Hibbert Tupper gave some reasons 
why this cattle bill should not be hurried 
through. Ho had been promised informa­
tion by a member of the deputation which 
waited on him as to rates from Montreal 
contrasted with the rates from Boston, but 
that information had not yet been fur­
nished.

Sir John Thompson thought it was too 
early to give any assurances. He was not 
prepared to say that the Government would 
take the bill and treat it as a Government 
measure, but they would do all they could.

Mr. McCarthy remined the House that 
the early days of the session had been 
devoted to a discussion of the tariff. With 
regard to the cattle bill, they should be 
careful not to unduly interfere with the 
shipping interests of Montreal. Mr. Mc­
Carthy alluded to the notorious fact that 
the discussion on the Weldon Bill had been 
protracted over two Wednesdays with the 
design, it was stated in the press, of ob­
structing his bill respecting the North­
west.

The Minister of Public Works, who had 
himself taken a hand in obstructing the 
passage of the Weldon Bill, rose to a point 
of order. Mr. McCarthy, ho complained, 
was charging members with obstructing 
business.

Mr. Speaker ruled that a charge of this 
kind would be out of order.

Mr. McCarthy agreed with Mr. Speaker, 
and remarked that he had made no such 
charge. He had said that the press made 
the charge.

Mr. Amyot, to whose red eye Mr. Mc­
Carthy’s form acts as the proverbial rag to 
the bull, complained that Mr. McCarthy 
had referred to him as an obstructionist. 
As a matter of fact Mr. McCarthy had 
named no names, and Mr. Amyot was 
simply fitting the cap to his own head. He 
went on to twit Mr. McCarthy with 
neglecting his parliamentary duties and 
only coming to Ottawa at times “to make 
mischief." Everybody laughed at this 
description of the mission of the third 
party.

Mr. McCarthy told Mr. Amyot that he 
had not referred to him. This ended the 
little impromptu discussion and the motion 
was carried.

Mr. Foster then moved the House into 
committee of supply.

This was the first motion of the session 
to go into supply, and Mr. Laurier ex­
pressed surprise. The House would, per­
haps, not have agreed to give the Govern­
ment to-morrow except under the impres­
sion that the tariff was to be finally 
disposed of. Other members of the Oppo­
sition condemned the Government for al­
lowing the tariff to stand over, hanging 
between heaven and earth. This led the 
Minister of Finance to say that the tariff 
was practically finished. There would be 
no more changes of any great moment.

Sir Richard Cartwright said there was 
room for difference of opinion as to what 
was of great moment.

Mr. Foster said there was no danger of 
that. It was intended to reprint the tariff 
carefully before it was reported finally 
from committee, so as to see that every­
thing was right.

Sir Richard Cartwright reminded the 
speakers and newspaper writers who had 
declared that the tariff did not go through 
because of Opposition obstructions that 
the delay was really due to the immense 
number of changes, and to Mr. Foster’s 
second thoughts and third thoughts being 
different from his first.

Mr. Laurier asked if the new Govern- 
ment bills respecting the Elections Act, 
the Franchise Act and the Audit Act com­
pleted the Government programme for the 
session. He also wanted to know what 
ground there was for the statement in the 
press that the Government contemplated 
introducing a Redistribution Act for the 
Province of Quebec.

Sir John Thompson replied that there 
would be other measures—bills respecting 
the French treaty, respecting the Atlantic 
steamship service, respecting the joint 
stock companies, and there was the Insolv­
ency Bill to come from the Senate. A re­
distribution bill for Quebec was a very 
interesting subject, and the Government 
would like to deal with it if the session 
was long enough. This last remark was 
clearly a threat that if the Opposition 
made the session a long one they would be 
rewarded with a gerrymander in Quebec.

Mr. Laurier said quietly: “Very well; 
we understand.” The House then went 
into committee of supply.

The items for civil government were first 
discussed, and the Opposition took occasion 
to point out the heavy increases in the 
expenditures for civil government and 
dwelt on the extraordinary size of the 
Cabinet which exceeded, Sir Richard Cart­
wright said, that of any other Government 
on the face of the earth.

On the item for the Department of Trade 
and Commerce, over which Mr. Bowell 
presides, Mr. Foster was unable to state 
what duties the department discharged 
except a supervision over steamship sub­
sidies and "‘over trade generally."

The committee rose at 11:35, and the 
House adjourned.

march. The men obeyed mechanically, we
swung into a canter, and for the moment
the danger was over.

But I knew that it would recur again 
and again. Stealthily marking the faces 
round me and listening to the whispered 
talk which went on, 1 saw the terror 
spread from one to another.

It scarcely needed the 
sound of music mingled with brawling 
voices to inform us that the wilder spirits 
of the town had taken refuge here, and 
were seeking to drown in riot and de- 
pauchery, as I have seen happen in a be-1 
sieged place, the remembran.e of the enemy 
which stalked abroad in the sunshine. 
Our sudden appearance, while it put a 
stop to the mimicry of mirth, brought out a 
score of men and women in every stage of

To the Editor of the ADVERTISER:
A Mr. Henry B. Ashplant, of your city, 

accuses me in your paper of the 21st Inst., 
of saying before the London West R. E. O. 
P. A. that New Zealand had adopted the 
‘‘single tax." For his information I may 
state I never said anything of the kind. 
What I did say was that in New Zealand 
all improvements on laud up to $15,000 
were exempt; all above were taxed. The 
deduction of mortgages and improvements 
to this amount rendered very many owners 
exempt from land tax. In addition to the 
ordinary land tax a graduated tax is levied, 
and for this all improvements are de­
ducted, but an owner is not allowed to 
make any deduction for mortgages owing 
by him, and he has not to include in his 
return any mortgages owing to him. 
This tax is only laid upon lands 
exceeding in value $25,000, less im­
provements, and ranges from one- 
eighth penny to two pence per pound. 
Absentee landlords are taxed 20 per cent 
in addition. There is also an income tax, 
to which there are many exemptions. For 
instance, all incomes from mortgages and 
rents from land or produce of land derived 
by the owner or occupier are exempt. This 
graduated land tax on land values over 
$25,000 was intended to compel the pos­
sessors of large estates or speculative 
holders to sub-divide and offer the land for 
settlement. This is having the desired 
effect, and many of the immense estates 
are being offered to the Government of 
New Zealand at their taxable value, while 
others are being cut up in suitable farms 
and offered at auction.

I argued that there was very little differ­
ence between the New Zealand system of 
land tax and the single tax; and I pre­
dicted that it (single tax) would soon be 
adopted as the national system of that 
country. By making this explanation, you 
will oblige, truly yours. W. L. BROWN

VANCOUVER, B. C., May 22.—The
