ECLIPSES DURING THE TEAR 1867.

I. On the 6th of March there will be an aaauli Eclipse of the Sen, 
but it will not be viiible in Canada.

II. On the morning of 20th March, there will be a partial Betlpse of 
the Moon. It will be visible in this country. At Quebec, it 
begins at 2.30 and endi at 6 37. At Montreal it begin» at 2.21 
and ends at 6.28. At Toronto it begins at 1.68 and ends at 6.6.

III. On the 28th of .August there will be a total Belipae of the Sun, 
visible in South America—not visible in Canada.

IV. On the evening of Friday, the 13th of September, there will be a 
partial Kcltpee of the Moon. In Canada the beginning of thb 
Kclipse will be invisible ; the Moon will rise Eclipsed. In 
Montreal it ends at 8.2. In Toronto, 8.38.

Toward the end ef 
the year It will be morning star, daily appearing further Bast of the Ann.

January.—We have occasionally, in former years, referred to the 
subject of manures, and have given advice respecting them. The cele­
brated agriculturist, J. Q. Mechi, has proved that the common nuisanoes 
of a barnyard dungbeap is unnecessary. He says the bnllr of manure 
made by his animals is taken from under them, and at once applied to 
the soil, and that the resulting crops give unmistakeable evidence of the 
correctness of this practice. He cuts up his straw (by steam power) 
into two-inch lengths. The cut straw is applied as litter from day to 
day, care being taken not to use more than will get thoroughly saturated 
and intermixed with the solid manure,—in fact, enough to keep the 
animals clean. Trodden into a sort qf a hodge-podge, it will excel the beet 
guano ever used in the production of crops, and in the matter of profit.

Fibrdary.—Mr. Mechi’a manures, prepared as above stated, MS' 
allowed to remain under the animals a month or two in winter, but a 
much shorter time in summer, but when taken out of the sheds should' 
be at once carried to, and spread ont on, the land ; for, being so amplj 
saturated, it can take up no more moisture, and, therefore, a shower of* 
rain washes the soluble portions out of it. In farmyards, the earth, ton^ 
very considerable depth, absorbs much of the farmer’s wealth in the' 
shape of soluble manure, and so we need not wonder at the preference^ 
for the sheepfold, where the soil gets every portion of the manure. The* 
utter carelessness of hundreds of our Canadian farmers, in reference to^ 
the preparation and preservation of manures, sufficiently accounts for* 
their poor crops and comparative poverty. ,

making process will require time, labour and expense. So it will ; but 
the old adage, 11 In all labour there is profit,” holds good in this case. 
If It were, indeed, a question of profit and loss, there can be no doubt 6f 
its satisfactory solution ; for in all our travels, we l ave seen enough to 
satisfy us of the ruinous effects of large dungheaps and open farmyards.

Mat.—The cultivation of ilex in Canada is becoming very general. 
The breadth sown is increasing every year. The excessive rains of the 
summer of 1866 damaged flax in many places ; but, after all, we believe 
its cultivation is profitable. The average produce to tbe acre of the flax 
plant in seed is about ten bushels of 66 lbs. The price $1.60 per bushel will 
net $16, which is about the average value of the wheat crop per acre. 
Then there is the fibre which yields about 300 lbs. when clean, scutched, 
and ready for market. At $10 per 100 lbs., this would give $30 per 
acre—a net profit of itself over wheat ; consequently, on 10,000 acres, 
there would be the great difference of $300,000. If the profit were only 
half that amount, it would be a sufficient reason why attention should 
he given to the culture of flax.

Juki.—Mr. Kuhlman, the French agricultural chemist, experimentinj 
on the action of ammonia on grass land, proves guano to be one of tb 
most important manures for increasing the productive power of on 
pasture and meadow land. He applied ammonia, alone and combined 
and found, in all cases, the amount of grass or hay produced was ii 
exact proportion to the amount of nitrogen contained in the manure 
Guano, containing a large amount of ' mmonia, and being its cheapes 
source, must prove of great benefit in th production of grass. Mr. Lewis 
of Rothamsted, bas shown that two c vt. of guano per acre gave an in 
crease of eight bushels, and in a field of 14 acres, 20 years consecutively 
in wheat, by increasing the application of guano from year to year, ht 
has increased its production from 20 bushels to 66 bushels per acre.

November.—There is even yet a good deal of prejudice against what ii 
called ubook-farming.” Many good farmers entertain this prejudice, 
and though it is ill-founded, there is nevertheless some excuse for it. It 
has been well remarked, that mere theory never yet made a farmer. The 
practical part of the business cannot be got from books, but must be 
learned on the farm itself. Some who have made efforts to reduce theory 
to practice, deservedly failed ; and in some instances practical men have 
been misled by theorists. What applies to a particular soil or climate 
may not be a proper rule for a different soil or climate. Facts and ex­
periments have been made public without the conditions of success being 
carefully laid down. A slavish imitation of success described in a loose, 
general way has often led to waste of time and money, and thus scientific 
farming has come into disrepute. Nevertheless, read, compare,experiment.

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USEFUL INFORMATION.
Simple ricife fob pbbbbbtibo boss.—Pack them, during the summer 

and fall, for winter. Take a stone crock or firkin, and put in a layer of 
salt, half an inch deep—insert your eggs on the tmall end, and cover each 
layer of eggs with a layer of salt. If the eggs are fresh when packed, 
and put into a cool dry place, they will keep perfectly good until the 
following summer.

To BAiei Sri ad without TSiST.—Mix in your flour, of pearl ash or sub- 
aarbouate of soda, two parts ; tartaric acid, one part; both finely 
powdered. Make up your bread with warm water, adding but a little 
at a time, and bake soon.

To Vila bbns lay PBRP1TUALLY.—Give your bens half an ounce of 
fresh meat each, chopped fine, once a day, while the ground is frosen, 
and they cannot get worms or insects ; allow no roosters to run with them, 
and they will lay perpetually. Try it. They also require plenty of 
grain, water, gravel, and lime.

Fruit trbss.—Be careful in planting to give the trees a fair chance 
for life and health, by digging the holes in which they are set, wide and 
large, so that they may be surrounded by loose earth, that can be easiy 
penetrated by the tender fibres of the roots which are to convey susten­
ance and growth. A tree properly planted will grow as much in five 
years as one carelessly and badly set will in ten ; and often the chance 
of survivorship is dependent on slight circumstances. An excellent 
plan for preventing young fruit-trees from becoming hidebound and 
mossy, and for promoting their health and growth, is to take a bucket 
of soft soap, and to apply it with a brush tor the stem or trunk from the 
top to the bottom ; this cleanses the bark and destroys the worms or the 
eggs of insects ; and the soap, becoming dissolved by rains, descends to 
the roots, and causes the tree to grow vigorously.

Mom or incRXASnto the potatoi crop.—An English writer says, by 
carefully removing the buds as they appear on the potatoe vines, the 
crop of large ones is very much augmented. The theory is plausible, 
and worthy a fair trial.

Appls custard.—Take 30 fine apples and pierce out the cores of 10 of 
them of an equal site ; pare and trim them neatly, and boil them in < 
UBS. of sugar till pretty firm. Peel and cat the remaining apples very 
small, and put them into the above syrup ; shid the rind of an orange, 
and mix with them ; stir the whole constantly, to prevent their sticking 
to the pan. When sufflcienly done, rub the marmalade through a horse­
hair sieve, and, if too moist, evaporate them until of a custard thickness. 
Beat up this pulp with the yolks of 6 eggs and the whites of two. Add 
gradually, and beat up with the mass, as much sifted loaf sugar as will 
sweeten it to your taste. Add, also, during this beating 2 or 3 table- 
spoonsful of either rose water or orange-flower water. When all a;e 
thoroughly mixed, set them over, a slow fire, and stir them until of the 
thickness of custard, taking care that they do not boil, or the whole 
will be spoiled.

EXECUTED WITH NEATNESS AND DISPATCH AT ROBERT HILLER’S.
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Ami Jellt.—Pure, core, aed quarter any quantity ef goad apples : 
eoeer them well with, water, and let them boil till soft ; drain them 
through a sieve into a pan, and in the meantime have ready a syrup 
made by boiling the rinds and cores in water ; strain it off, and boil it 
with a sufficient quantity of sugar to make it rich Take as much of 
this as of the juice which passes through the sieve, and boil it thorough­
ly ; then add the jelly, and boil all together eight or ten minutes. This 
jelly should be kept covered with paper dipped in brandy, like all others 
made of fruiL

Bsooes and beans.—When yon dress beans and bacon, boil the bacoa 
by itself, and the beans by themselves, for the bacon will spoil the 
colour of the beans. Always throw some salt in the water, and some 
parsley nicely picked. When the beans are done enough, which you 
will know by their being tender, throw them into a cullender to drain. 
Take up the bacon and skin it: throw some raspings of bread over the 
top, and if you have an iron make it red bet and hold it over it to browa 
the top of the bacon ; if you have not one, set it before the fire to browa. 
Lay the beans in the dish, and the bacon in the middle on the top, and 
send them to table with parsley and butter in a sauce-boat.

Snssr husbandry.—1. If the production of wool is the object, take 
the Merino and 8axon, and, if possible, procure Rambouillet and Hauler 
rams to cross on the first, as they are the largest and most superior class 
of animals we know, they being originally derived from the same souroe, 
vis: the Merinos of Spain.

2. If delicate mutton is wanted, with a medium fibre of wool, take 
South Downs.

3. If larger mutton, with somewhat coarser quality of wool than the 
last, though much longer and more of it, is desired, procure Uotswold, 
Leicester, Bakewell, Lincoln, or New Oxford.

4. Many of those who have crossed the South Downs with the Leices­
ter and the other longwdolled sheep, prefer these, for the reasons stated 
in No. 3.

6. Others greatly prefer a cross of the Leicester with the Merino,fhalf 
and half, and then breeding those grades together. Their reasons in 
favour of this cross are these :—1st, It gives a large sheep with plenty 
of mutton.—2d. A large fleece of wool, and of sufficient fineness for all 
purposes of domestic manufacture, and gets rid of the trouble some 
length of the pure Leicester.—3rd. This animal is in good shape, good 
constitution, thirfty, hardy, and comes to maturity one year sooner than 
the Merino, has nothing of his rugged appearance, and has little or no 
gum in his wool.

ROBERT MILLER, MANUFACTURING STATIONER,
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Fruit tries.—All kinds of fruit trees put out s great many sprouts 
from the limbs and roots, called suckers. Take these, cut the butt end 
into a wedge ; take the root of any wood the same size, split it and run 
the suckers into that split, and they will unite, and the root will support 
the shoot, till new roots can put out. Let it stand till it shall attain 
the size desired, and then transplant it.

Bannoox.—Was a cake much used formerly in Scotland, manufactured 
of the meal of peas and barley ground up together. The meat was made 
Into unfermented dough, rolled out into round cakes, or bannocks, afoot 
in diameter and three quarters of an inch thick, and baked on a griddle

Flt in same.—Make a strong decoction from the leaves of tobacco 
or from chewing tobacco, and apply with a small squirt or syringe, 
repeated several times during the fall months.

Grafting — Melt beeswax and tallow together, stirring in a little 
chalk, if handy ; while hot dip in some strips of rags ; then tear them into 
strips suitable to envelope the stock and scion. Let the stock and scion 
be so covered as to prevent the escape of the sap or the introduction of 
watir, and the work is finished.

To pbxvsnt TH* HM01CIK0 of lamps.—Soak the wick in strong vine­
gar, and dry it well. They will of course smoke, even after this prepa­
ration, if the wicks are put up too high.

A BRDiss.—1. Immediately apply molasses spread on brown paper
X. Apply a plaster of chopped parsley mixed with butter.
Pain in thi stomach, with coldness and wind.—Swallow five or six 

grains of white pepper for six or seven mornings.
To prevent the tooth ache.—Wash the mouth with cold water every 

morning, and rince it after every meal.
To render roots WATERPROOF.—Take—Boiled oil, sixteen parts ; Tur­

pentine (spt.), two parts ; Bees-wax, one part ; Resin, one part ; Tur­
pentine (Venise), two parts. Melt, and use hot.

A LIQUID TO CLEAN cLoTiixs "from GREASE.—This is the best receipt 
known for the extraction of grease. Take one peck of lime ; add thereto 
as much water as will dissolve the lime, and leave about two gallons of 
clear water'after it has been well stirred and settled. Let it stand 
about two hours, and then pour off the clear liquid into another vessel. 
Now add'to.it three"ounces of pearl ash for every gallon of the liquid, 
stir it well, and when settled, bottle it for use. This liquor Is to be 
diluted with water, to suit the strength and delicacy of the colour of 
the cloth. It Is applied with a piece of coarse sponge, rubbing out the 
grease, anj applying clear water afterwards.

To A F Font) ABSISTANC1 TO A PBR80N 1* DANOIS OF DH0WNIN6.—If the 
spectator is unable to swim, and can make the sufferer hear, he ought 
to direct him to keep his hands and arms under water, until assistance 
comes, in the mean time, throw towards him a rope, a pole, or anything 
that may help to bring him ashore, or on board ; he will eagerly seise 
whatever is placed wiihin his reach ; thus he may, perhaps, be rescued 
from his perilous situation.

But this desirable object appears attainable by the proper use of a man’s 
hat and pocket-handkerchief, which being all the apparatus necessary, is 
to be used thus ; spread the handkerchief on the ground, or deck, and 
place a hat, with the brim downwards, on the middle of it ; then tie the 
handkerchief round the hat, like a bundle keeping the knots as near the 
centre of the crown as possible. Now, by seising the knots in one hand, 
and keeping the opening of the hat upwards, a person, without knowing 
how to swim, may fearlessly plunge into the water, with whatever may 
be necessary to save the life of a fellow-creature.

The best manner in which an expert swimmer can lay hold of a person 
he wishes to save from sinking, is to grasp his arm firmly between the 
shoulder and the elbow ; this will prevent him from clasping the swim­
mer in his arms and thus forcing him under water, and, perhaps, caus­
ing him to sink with him.

Economical white houss paint.—Take—Skim milk, two quarts ; 
fresh slaked lime, eight ounces; Linseed oil, six ounces; White Bur­
gundy pitch, two ounces ; Spanish white, three pounds.

The lime to be slaked in water, exposed to the air, mixed in about one- 
fourth of the milk; the oil, in which the pitch is previously dissolved, 
to be added a little at a time ; then the rest of the milk, and«fterwards 
the Spanish white. This quantity is sufficient for twenty-seven square 
yards, two coats, and the expense not more than tenpence.

To prevent murrain in oattl*.—Take equal parts of salt and slacked 
lime ; mix,and give two table-spoonsful twice a week during the preva­
lence of the disease.
