THE TRUE THEORY.Che Dominion Presbyterian SLANG AND SOMETHING MORE 

AND WORSE.

It is difficult exactly to define that 
very common word “slang,” and yet all 
seem to have a sort of instinctive idea of 
what it means. When one goes to the dic­
tionary he is told that it is “low, vul­
gar, unauthorize l" language, and upon 
tile whole this is not very far from 
the mark, though what may be “iinau 
thordssd" would no doubt in many cases 
be a point not easily settled. Some new 
words and phrases have to pass current 
for a while a.; “slang,” but by and by 
they gather so much strength, and are 
felt to be so con veulent and appropriate, 
as to establish themselves as quite autli 
oritative, having the hall mark of the 
language, and therefore altogether pre­
sentable in fairish society. A great many 
more, however, remain permanently in 
the more than questionable region in 
which they originated, and maintain a 
struggling existence, ohiefly among the 
uncultivated, the coarse, and the ungod­
ly. We say “chiefly,” for somehow ox 
other ft is the case that it is not al 
ways “exclusively” among either the 
coarse or the uncultivated that they live 
and move and have their being. At 
certain times, on thy contrary, there 
seenus to be a perfect outbreak of “slang" 
language among many from whom bet 
ter things might have been anticipated, 
and one is tempted to think that we are 
passing through such a period at pres­
ent. In not a few cases it is difficult 
to make nut what many who are apparent 
ly young ladies and gentlemen mean. 
They seem to have a language of their 
own, which to the uninitiated is as un­
intelligible as the pet phrases of a 
thieves' lodging house. Sometimes it 
would even seem as if professed Christ 
ians were not above this most diisrep 
utable tendency, and many who would 
be horror-smitten at the very idea of its 
ever being possible that they should 
swear, are in tlie habit of using plirases 
to emphasize their assertions or relieve 
their astonish ment which could not be 
distinguished from profanity, unless the 
very strongest assurances to the contrary 
were both given and believed. We shall 
not give specimvnts, though evidently 
some who have read the. Sermon on the 
Mount, and profess to follow its pre 
oepts, have no hesitation about using 
their “head,” “eyes,” and “soul,” as 
well as “Jerusalem," etc., and other 
favourite objects and places, in ways 
that 'would never have met with the 
approbation of Him who thought appeals 
either to head or earth, to say nothing 
of the City of the Great King, were not 
only "slang" of the war.-t description, but 
something more and something worse. 
We suppose that it is thought vigorous 
and expressive to garnish one’s talk with 
such expletives. Surely never was there 
«* greater mistake. Any one who is mere 
ly a GENTLEMAN in the proper sense 
of that term, though not a Christian, 
will not, under the greatest provocation, 
use such language. What then are we 
to say of those who, without any provoca 
tion at all, habituel}- utter words which 
at the beet ran only pats as "slang,* 
while severe accuracy would name It 
something different and something more

TWO THOUSAND YEARS AGO.
The ancient proverb that there w 

"nothing new under the sun” see me true 
also in regard to the prohibition of the 
liquor traffic. Even in Germany the pro­
hibition idea ia not such an innovation 
gs is generally supposed. It la simply 
a return to the practice of the ancient 
German tribe* at the time when their 
7>ristine valor made them invincible to 
all attempts of the Romans to sulnlue 
them. All our high school pupils should 
'be familiar with the passages in Caesar’s 
Gallic War, Book 4, paragraphs 2 and 
15, in which it is stated that "the Ger- 

tTibes prohibited the importation 
of wine within their borders, because 
they were of the opinion that it would 
effeminate them and make them incap 
able of enduring the hardships of war.” 
This opinion of theirs has been con- 
lirtned in modern times by the most 
thorought experience and the most care­
ful scientific research, not only in tier- 
many but throughout the world. That 
both wdne and beer were originally un­
known in Germany is proved by the 
fact that the ancient German language 
had no words for these drink*. Not 
only the Anglo Saxon "wine” and “beer" 
but also the German equivalents, "weln” 
and “bier,” are derived from the Latin 
"vinum,” wine, and "bibero,” to drink.
