Literary Mortality.
BOOKS THAT DIE——A BOOK THAT LIVES.

The tables of literary mortality shew the
following appalling facts in regard to the
chances of an aathor to secure literary
fame; out of 1,000 puablished books, 600
never pay the cost of priating, &ec.; 200
just pay expenses; 100 return a slight pro-
fit ; and ounly one hundred show a substan-
tial gain. Ot these 1,000 books, 650 are
forgotten by -the end of the year, and 150
more at the end of three years: only 50
survive seven years’ publicity. Of the 50,
000 publications put forth in the seventeenth
century, hardly more than 50 have a great
reputation and are reprinted. Of the 50,000
works publiched in the eighteenth century,
posterity Las hardly preserved more than
were rescued from oblivion in the seven-
teenth century. Men have been writing
books these three thousand years, and there
are hardly more than five hundred writers
throughout the_globe who have survived
the ravages of time and the forgetfulness of
man.

The vanity of young authors—though
there are exceptions—is proverbial. Col-
ton, in his Lacon, aims at it the most sting-
ing of bis arrows. Every year a thousand
writers imagine that they bave semething
to say which the worid ought to bear,
They burry into print, and ask men to lis-
ten to the new oracle. Bat the great world
goes on its way, aud pays no more heed to
their modest request, than the ox in the fa-
ble to the fly on his horn.

It is once in a century that
a really great gemius rises up to write a
book, which he is coofident without pre-
sumption—Ilike Milton—that *the world
will not willingly let dic.” A really
live book is a rare production. It ie one
that will not winter kill—one that will be
read when the author’s grave-stone crumbles
—one that kindles into action minds that
come in contact with it—one that has in it
the seed of coming centuries. Such a book
cannot be made to order. Literature has
no patterns by which plodding imitators can
chape it. The attempt will always prove a
failare. Time is sure te detect the cheat.

Even of works of real merit in their day,
how few survive their own age! It has
been said, with no little point, that all the
honey of antiquity might be stored in a sin.
gle beehive. Take the great writers of the
classic age of the Greek and Roman periods,
—Aristotle, Plato, Cicero, Seconeca, and
others,—and how little of real vitality there.
is in them! They are curiosities for the
scholar ; but after all, for the most part, intel-
lectual mummies.

Take the great lightsof English literature,
Bacon and Addison, and Bolingbroke, and
Johnson, &c , and how the coals their geni-
us kindled are already balf-baried in their
ashes. How little read, even at this early
period, are the writings of Burke, the most
philosophical of Eoglish—or of Fisher
Ames, almost his peer, of American states-
men ; and in reverting to the speeches and
life of Webster, how readily one recalls what
is almost sure to be his inevitable fate in the
parallel surmise of Macaulay, that the time
may yet be when some curious traveller
from New Zealand might be seen sitting on
a broken arch of London Bridge sketching
the ruins of St. Paul’s cathedral

Once in a while there comes along a book
like Baxter’s Saints’ Rest, or Bunyan’s Pil-
grim’s Progress, that has more vitality in it
than a whole pyramid of metaphysicians
and novelists of the modern stamp. But
whence is this? The vital element is bor-
rowed from ¢ the living words ” of Christ.
By foree of this they live themselves. Al-
most all else is buried by the waves ot time,
leaving only here and there s litile island of
living thought. Let us take the dozens of
volumes of Walter Scott and James, and
Dickens and De Quincey, and a score of
“other modern literatears, and who imagines
that they have the staff of immortality in
them ? Already they are drifting away on
the sea of time, like the huge admirals of
the Spanish armada, soon to be, if they are
ot already, dismasted, to leave on the rocky
shore, for centuries to come, only fragments
of_ their plundered '

Nor would it be difficult to name stars in
the firmament of American literature that
are peerless now, but ere long must give
place to others. New writers and thinkers
will rise up, their equals or superiors, to rival
and discrown them, only to be discrowned
in turn. In the great host that crowd the
field, iike the stars in the milky way, it is
ever becoming more and more difficult to
retain the pre-eminence. Ten ecenturies
hence, and criticism will need a Hershel
telescope to detect them

The history of books is much like that of
fossil plants and races—the products of an
antediluvian age. They bave died to form
the strata out of which others should spring,
to flourish and perish in their tarn. So had
passed away in succession—each feeding on
the decay of its predecessor—generation
after generation of dead books. Now and
then ove has lifted its towering trunk, as we
see in the coal quarries, shooting up through
generations of the dead, But after all, it
was only a more distinguished fossil. The
gifted and eloquent are soon forgotten. Great
libraries are great catacombs, and all the
skill of the binder’s art only bailds, for the
most part, the splendid mausoleums of dead
books.

Meanwhile, the words of Christ are as
fresh and living asever. Time bas gathered
no rust on them. Age has not out-dated
them. Their power and influence were
never before so great as they are to-day.
Childbood has read them and owned their
power over youthful susceptibility. Age
bas perused them, and reperused them, and
never found them old. Generation after
generation has taken them up and pored
over them, and found them fresh as ever,
The New Testament is ever new. The
words of Christ are to-day what they were
to Luther when he found them in his mo-
nastery buried in the old Latin Vulgate,—
what they were a century eatlier to Clemen-
gis, when turning from Greek and Roman
classics to the Scriptures, he declared that
be had learned more from the iast in hours,
than from the first in years.

What if there should rise up other ora-
tors, like Demosthenes, or Chatham, or
Webster ; other thinkers, like Pascal, or
Locke, or Bacon ; other poets, like Dante
or. Milion ; other investigators, like Fraok-
lin, or Herschel, or Faraday,—who imagines
that any or all of them would be able to
supplement by a single line, “ the living
words” of Christ ? These stand alone by
themselves, forever unapproachable, inimi-
table.

Most great writers and speakers have had
their crowds of imitators. Byron has bad
bis intellectaal apes, and many a young wri-
ter bas made himself ridiculous by counter-
feiting the style, or clothing bhis thought in
the puilosophical, or rather transcendental
garb of Carlyle.or Emerson. Genius seems
in fact to live in a world of mirrors, where
if it gives light enough to be seen by, it will
fied its image reflected from every wall
But who has ever ventaured to imitate, or
racher parody, the Man of Nazareth ? Who
has ever produced a rival of the Sermon on
the Mount, or attempted to speak like him
in parables ? Even if the sacrilege of the
act did not forbid, no man has ever deemed
it possible. One might as well attempt to
rival in dioramas of the tempest, the thun-
ders of the heavens or simulate the splendor
of the sun~with a Drummond light.

Meanwhile, the most powerfal minds have
not been ashamed to con’ess their own in-
debtedness to those words which are * spi-
rit and life.” The wisest bave studied
them to become more wise. The holiest
have read them to become more holy. Pas-
cal was a great mathematician, as well as &
powerful thinker, bat he listened with ador-
ing reverence and child.like humility while
the Great Teacher expounded to him “ the

through the study of the Scriptures, to a
fuller understanding of the providence and
grace of God. Milton, with a genius that
could at once plead the cause of civil and
freedom and soar to the loftiest
heights of a hallowed imagination, would
never have counted all his own works as a
feather’s weight in the scale against the
words of Him that spake as never man spake;
and Lord Bacon, who could reason where
others speculate, and could throw off his
terse thoughts in striking aphorisms, was
fain to make fast the girdle of his arguments
with golden clasps from the words of Christ.

The very position of the Scriptures in
contrast with the transient vitality and power
of all other books, vindicates their unrivalled
pre-eminence. They can never be super-
seded. They can never become obsolete.
There is that in the nature and condition of
man which finds in them alone the answer
to its cravings.

Courtesy.

The innumerable fine and delicate threads.

which true courtesy weaves, as woof and
warp, constitute the strength of the social
fabric. Courtesy is love embodied, and ren-
dered active and visible ; and love attracts
into union and oneness, as when contiguous
water drops rush into matual bosoms and form
river and lake. Conventional observances
may drive men into combinations, as exter-
nal boops force the staves to become the
barrel and the cask. Bat the drawings of
love will attract, even through impediment
and barrier, like the magnetic influence that
operates through the vessel upon the mimic
floating swan.

Courtesy is essentially different from po-
liteness, etiquette, maoners. These may
become mere marks of supreme selfishness
and batred ; and they may be only exhibi-
tions for praise and profit. Courtesy has,
indeed, no special form or manner, and yet
never wars with suitable and decorous con-
ventionalisms. Courtesy is inherent, and
ever the same ; but forms of politepess are
shaped by accident; hence the etiquetie
now reigning may be dethroned in time,and
the politeness of to-day become rudeness or
vulgarity.

Courtesy cannot be taught or learned ; it
cannot be put on or laid aside. Courtesy is
felt—mere politeness seen. The foruver
wins love—the latter respect. The one
bows gracefully and profoundly ; the other
can lay down a life. To becowe polite,
read Ches'erfield; to become courteous,
read the Bible. Abraham, the father of the
faithful, and Paul, the Aposile of the Gen-
tiles, bowed indeed with courtly grace, res-
pectfully ; bat it was their courtesy, mani-
fest in look, word, tone, manner, that reveal-
ed their beart love, and meited other bearts.

Letter from Bulgaria.
Opposition of Greek Archbishops— Pri-sts
— Mode of Operation — Jesuits — First
Christian King—A German Physician.

We bave just received the following let-
ter from Rev. W. Prettyman, one of our
missionarnies in Bulgaria. Please give it to

the readers of your paper.— Cor. Sec.

SauvuLa, Bulgaria, Jan. 25, 1860,

In entering upon the new year, we judged
ourselves sufficiently acquainted with the
language to make preparations for holding
public service. With the oppesition of the
Greek archbishop, and the saperstitious
dread which the Bulgariane bave of his
anathemas, it was a delicate and difficult
matter to obtain a house in their quarter.—
Success was extremely doubtful; bat by
timing our effort and managing the sur-
roundings, above all, by the Divine biessing
in answer to prayer, we have secureily ob-
tained a room 36 by 25 feet, in a new house
near by our residences, which we have be-
fore intormed you are in the heart of the Bal-
garian quarter. We are now fitting it up,
aod hope in a few weeks to declare in it the
riches ot grace in Christ Jesus.

In view of commencing active operations
it is patural for us to scrutenize our relation
to this people, and the prospect we have of
imparting religious instruction to them. In

many gespecis we could hardly imagine a | -

more favorable position. The respect shown
us by the community is such as to excite
our astonishment and gratitude to the Author
of all good ; and this 1s steadily increased as
they have learned more of us, our business,

acd our faith. Ooe of the most pleasing

features of the friendliness of the Bulga-
rians is that their priests are by no means
backward in manifesting their good.will. —
It is true these are generally very ignorant
wen, some of them very intemperate ; bat
others are moral and reputable, and most
give promise of influence for good when
elevated by Gospel truth, Our acquaint-
ance with the priests extends into all the
sarrounding country, in some instances to a
distance o! from fifty to sixty miles. They
visit our bouses, and =at times come and ask
me to go with them to see the sick, baving
more confidence in a little medicine than in
anointing with boly oil

We have now greater need than ever of
the fervent prayers of the Church at home,
that heavenly wisdom may be given us for
the prosecution of this great work, and that
the Lord will sanctify his truth to the ele-
vation of this people from *“the death of sin
to the life of righteousness.”

It is no easy matter to decide upon the
mode of operation. Several considerations
have led my mind to dwell upon the plan of
laboring among the Bulgarians, with a view
of ¢ leavening the whole lump,” elevating
the entire mass rather than forming a s :par-
ate Church organization. Not that the Gos-
pel is to be compromised, or that we are to
do otherwise than plainly to preach it and
constantly to urge its acceptance; but we
bave learped to regard the Bulgarian people
in their centers, that is, in the principal
cities, as a rising people, and from the course
of their ecclesiastical affairs we have many
reasons to expect that in a comparatively
short time they will in a body demand a re-
formed religion. It is bat reasonable to be-
lieve that our labours among them will has-
tea this resvit; or rather, with a clearer re-
cognition. of the arrangemerits of Divine
Providence, may we not assume that we
have been sent to guide them to it. This

Bulgarians and lower clergy with the patri-
arch and higher clergy bas during the
last year reached a crisis. A yeur ago the
Jesuits at Constantinople commenced the
publication of a Bulgarian paper, which has
been widely circuluted among “the Bulga-
rians in this and the neighboring provinces.
Thbrough its influence, aided by the private
correspondence of the editor, the inhabitants
of the Bulgarian town of Kokoosh, in Mace-
donia, near the Gulf Salonica, were led into
open revolt against the Patriarch of Con-
stantinople. They bad long been urging
their claims for a Balgarian instead of a
Greek bishop, and were pursuaded that if
they would make application to the Pope,
Balgarians would be ordained; they wculd
receive French protection, and might still
retain their connection with the Eastern
Church. The prefect of the Jesuits at Con-
stantinople went down to counsel them.—
Two men were selected to be sent to Rome
for ordination. Subsequently the patriarch
relented, and sent a Bulgarian bishop ; but
the people refused to receive him, and sre
now awaiting the return of the others with
the authority of the apostolical succession
through the pope. The qdestion of follow-
ing in their course is very extensively agi-
tated through Balgaria. The idea is not
adherence to the pope, but deliverance
from the Patriarch. While the cities
of our mission ficld are kept in com-
motion by the ecclesiastical affairs, the vil-
lages are quiet and undisturbed. They
leave to the inbabitants of the larger places
the control of all national and Charch busi-
ness ; and aithough they have churches, and
priests, and apologies for schools in the
larger villages, yei their Christianity has
imparted to them nothing but a name.

In 1861 it will be a thousand years since
the first Christian king of the Bulgarians
(Boris) was baptized at what is called the
Holy Spring, at a place twelve miles from
Shumla, where stood the capital of the
country ; and yet it is strictly true that to
day, in many localities, they retain the fes-
tivals of their heathen gods  One instance
I will give of an annuali festivity celebrated
at villages in the vicinity of our city. The
slleged birthday of a heathen deity was
December 24. His name was Coliada.—
Those who learned enough of Christianity
10 know the date of the Saviour’s birth,
celebrate it, and others continue the revel-
ries which for more than a thousand years
have atiached to the day preceding. They
bring {rom the forest the trunk of a tree, in
some places they drag it by cords held in
the mouth. Having cat out a rough face,
and prepared a feast, they place food before
it, crewn ii, and sitting arouad it, sing its
praiges and drink its bealth until they are
n a stale of beastly intoxication ; yet these
people are Christians of tlfe Eastern Church,
which claims 10 be the oonly true Church.

We have a few cases of special interest to
report in connect on with last year's labors.
A very inteihgent and amiable German phy-
sician in the Turkish service was stationed
there with the troops in the early part of the
year. He spoke the English imperfectly,
and formed our acquaintance. When Bro-
ther Flocken arrived he could could commu-
nicate more freely with him in the German.
He listend to his delineations of Christ and
his salvation ; his heart was meited as wax
before the fire. He said that he had been
educated for the ministry in the Lutheran
Charch ; that upon finishing his studies he
spoke to several old pastors of experimental
religion-as set forth in the Scriptures; they
laughed him to scorn, and he, abandoning
the ministry, strove to be a deist. His mind
bas found no peace. He drank in religious
ihstruction as a thirsty soul. For several
weeks he was almost a daily visitor at Bro-
ther Flocken’s, He attended his German
service, and often wept like a child ; but sud
denly be was removed to Adrianople, and
we could only commend him to God and to
the American missioraries stationed in that
city.—XN. Y. Chrs. Advocate and Journal.

. Protection from Lightaing.

A recent number of (he Evening Post
eonsains an article of considerable length on
this topic, and it is valuable in directing
public attention to this question. The awful
uncertainty which reigos duriog a thunder-
storm, as to the place where a fatal fiery bolt
may sirike, inspires general fear ; hence the
momentuous question of protection from its

[to the ancients being acquainted with the
use of lightning conductors, but there is not
a line of evidence to be found.in history
| which would lead us to concludg that they

['had a single correct idea in regard to the
| upon fancy paper, upon which are stamped,

| science or practice of affording protection
| from strokes of lightning. Thus, Pliny, the
| Roman author, exhibits his ignorance of the
| subject by recommending that houses should
| be covered with seal-skins, that being “a
marine animal which lightning could not
stnike ” Seal-skins, when dry, are non-con-
conductors, and would be more injurious
than beneficial for covering houses, and there
is no difference between the skins of land
and marine animals in this respect. Lich-
tenberg, a German writer, contends that
Solomon’s temple at Jerusalem, * which,
during a thousand years, bad never been
struck by lightning, was protected by the
forest of acute gilt spikes which-covered the
roof of the temple, and communicated, by
means of metallic water-pipes, with the cis-
terns and subterraneous excavations on
which it stood.” This may really bave
been so, but the cause why the temple never
was struck by lightning was wholly unknown
to the Jews themselves ; and in reading the
description of the temple in the Bible, there
is not a crumb of evidence in it to warrant
the above conclusion.

To Fraunklin, our American philosopher,
beloogs the credit of inventing hightning-rods
and providing protection from lightniog.—
This, we believe, is not a doubiful question.
It is a scientific fact, demonstrated by Frank-
I and others, that complete protection from
lightning is provided in metal rods of suffi-
cient height and thickness, when they are
properly arranged on houses or other struc-
tures. In proof of this, Lichtenberg des-
cribes the following remarkable case :—
« At the country seat of Coant Orsini of
Rosenberg, in Carinthia, the spire of a
charch built on a mountain bad been on
many occasions struck by lightning ; and so
very frequently and with such loss of lite,
that dering summer divine service was not
performed in the church. In 1730 the spire
was entirely demolished by lightning, and
after it was rebuilt it was strack four or five
times every year. ln the same thunder-storm
the lightuing fell upon it no fewer than ten
times, and afterwards, in 1778, it was five
times struck with lighining. The fifth stroke,
on this occasion, was so violent that the spire
began to give way, and Count Orsini was
objiged to take it down. It was rebuilta
third time, and protected with a pointed con-
ductor ; and up to 1783, when Licbtehberg
writesyit had received no injary in thunder-
storms, "The lightning bad struck it only
once, and the electricity was carried off
without even fusing the sharp point of the
conductor.”

We could cite a whole host of such in-
stances of the efficacy of lightning-conduc.
tors, but we will juat state two others, these
being sufficient for our parpose. The firss
lightnigg-rod which Fraokiin erected was
on the house of Mr. West, in Philadelphia
A short time after this, July, 1770, a severe
storm visited that city, several houses were
strack with lightning in the neighborhood
of West’s, and the fluid struck bis conduc-
tor and fused its point, but the charge was
conveyed to the ground without doing any
damage to the building. In the month o!
April, 1827, the American packet ship New
York was struck by lightning while in the
Gulf-stream, and contiderable damags was
done. At this time there was no lightning
conductor on the vessel, but as the storm
continued next day, the captain erected a
chain on the mast for safety, and such se-
curity did it afford, that when the vessel
was struck by a powerful charge & few days
afierward, the. electricity was conducted by
the chain into the sea, and did no damage
whatever.

Some have cootended that lightning-rode
were of no benefit whatever, becausé In 4
few instances houses have been struck which
were provided with them ; but in no instance
has this been the case without there being
some deficiency in the arrangement of the
conductor. It should form a continuous
metallic connection between the point in the
atmosphere above and the end in the moisi
ground below, and it should also be insulated
from the building by the interposition of
non-conductors at the points where it is ée-
cored. In former volumes we bave des-
cribed the nature and mode of erecting con-
ductors ; we ther@fore need not recapitulate
such information, as our object at this time
1s principally to urge their more genera
adoption, because we hear of accidents from
lightning striking houses almost every day,
and all because well-known means for afford-
ing protection are not more generally ap-
phed.

We thought his filial piety did oot seem
of a very fervent complexion ; but we mere-
ly told him that be had better, in that case
write immediately, as the messenger was
going off that evening.—* Direcily, direct-
ly,” he repiied, “ you shall have the letter in
a few minutes,” and he called to one of his
pupils, who was singing out his clasical les-
eons in the next room,—probably some fine
passages out of Confucius, upon the love
that children owe to their pareats. The pu-
pil presented himself with the proper air of
demaure modesty.

We had nothing to reply to this; but we
understood immediately the difference be-
tween filial piety, as it is practiced in China,
and as it is so magnificently described, and
commented upon in their books

The pupil, obedient to his master's orders
lost no time. He returned soon afterwards
with his letter in an elegant envelope, which
be bad even the politeness to seal already,
so0 that this amiable son did not even pive
himself the trouble toread the unctuous ex-
pressions of tenaerness and respect that he
had addressed to his mother!

No doubt he had known them by heart a
long while, and bad himself taught them to
his pupil. He wished, however, to write
the address with his own bhand, which up-
peared to us to be rather superfluous; for
the letter would have done just as well for
any other mother in the Celestinl Empire as
for the one to whom' it was addressed, and
any other would doubtless have felt as much
satisfaction in the receipt of it.

The Voice of the Ocean.

Was it the sound of the distant surf
that was in mine ears, or the low moan of
the breeze, as it erept through the neighbor-
ing wood? O, that hoarse voice of ocean,
never silent since time first began——where
has it not been wuttered? There is still-
ness amid the calm of the arid and rain-
less desert, where no spring rises, and no
streamlet flows; and the long caravan plies
its weary march amid the blinding glate. of
the sand, and the red, unchaded rays of the
fierce sun. But once and again, and yet
again, bas the roar of the ocean been there
It is his sands that the wiud heaps up ; and
it is the skeleton remains of his wassals—
shells and fish, and the stony coralesthat the
rocks underneath inclose. There is silence
on the tall mountain peak, with its glittering
mantle of snow, where the paoting lungs
labor to inhale the thin bleak air—where no
insect murmurs, and no bird flies, and where
the eye wanders over multitudinous bill-
tops that lie far-beneath, and vast dark for-
ests that sweeps on to the distant horizon,
and along long hollow valieys where the
great rivers begin. And yet once and again
and yet again, has the roar.of the ocean
been there. The effigies of his more ancient
denizens we find sculptured on tbe crags,
whereo they jut from beneath the ice into
the mists-wreath; and his laier beaches,
stage beyond stage, terrace the descending
slopes. Where has the great destroyer not
been—the devourer of continents—~the blue
toaming dragon, whose vocation is to eat up
the land? Hisice-floes bave alike furrowed
the flat-steppes of Siberia, and: the rocky
flanks of Scheballian; and his pemmulties
aud fish lie imbedded dn great stones of the
pyremids, hewn ip the times of the Phar-
roshs, and-n.racky« folds of Lebavnon, stll
untouched by theetaol. So long as ocean
exists, there must pe disintegravion, delap-
idation, change ; and sbouold the time ever
arrive when the elevatory agescies, mosion-
less and chill, shall sleep within their pro-
found depths, to awaken no more—and
should the sea still continue to impel its
currents, and to roll its waves — every
continent and island would at length dis-
appear, and again, as of old, “ when the
fountains of the great decp were broken
up,”

“ A shoreless ocesh tumble round the globe.”
Was it with reference 1o this principle, 0 re-
cently recognurd? Hiat we are expressly 1old
in the Apocalypse respecting: the renvvated
earth, in which the state of things shalt ‘be
fixed and eternal, that “there shall be no
more sea r'’ or are we 1o regard the revela-
tion as the mere hieroglyphic—the picior-
ed shape—of sume aualogous moral truth?
“ Reasoning from what we koow "—and
from what else remains to us?—an esrth
without a sea would be an eartl, without rain,
without vegetation; without life—a dead and
doleful planet of waste places, such as 1he
telescope reveals to usin tbe moon. And
yet the occan does seem peculiarly & crea-
wure of time—of all the great agen's of vi-
cissitodes and chavge, the most infloential
and uotiring ; aud 10 a state in which there
shall be no vicissituds and po change—in
which the earthquake shall not beave from
beneath, nor the mountains wear down, and
the continents melt away—it seems inevita-
ably necessary that there should be * no

Hence we misjudge and magnify the vex-
ations and difficalties of our own vocations
But whenever we get into this state of
mind, we may be sure that we are leaving
the path which leads to the goal of success.
1t shows that we do not love our occupation ;
that we are not sufficiently engrossed by it
to deserve or command success

To the young, a love of the pursuit in

“which they are engaged is invaloable. The
moment they possess this, every obstacle di-
minishes “in magnitude and power, until it
becomes a pleasure to attack snd overcome
them. Bat when young men go through
their daily task simply beeause they feel
they must execute them, their avocation be-

ly perform their tasks. A boy in a store
myd::‘ just as much as he is told to do,
and not even that when he can shirk part
of it, will never make a good business man.
He never satisfies his employers, never gets
balf the wages that be n.ight, and by bis di-
latory ‘and shiftless method of doing his
work, makes his task twice as arduous as it
would otherwise be.

So it is with the man who is prosecuting
business on his own account. If he defers
it to bis pleasures or recreations, his business
becomes annoying and tiresome. He loses
customers and grows careless. As his bus-
iness decreases he becomes more and more
disaffected, and finally retires a bankrupt
and in disgust with bis vocation. There is
no remedy for this state of things but the
cultivation of a taste amounting to a passicn
for the occupation which we pursue for a
livelibood. And parents should be extreme-
ly careful, when selecting pursuits for their
sons, to see that those pursuits are in accord-
ance with the natoral affiities of those
sons. Otherwisd they may squander away
their time through\ & languid minority, and
on attaining full agd they find themselves
ineapable of any eff e exertion.— Hunl's
Merchant's Magazine.

THE REVIVAL OF RELIGION IN BANFFSHIRE'

TO THE EDITOR OF THE INVERNESS ADVERTISER.

Sir,—Having seen a short time ago in your
paper some extracts from the Banffshire Jour-
nal, in which mention was made of the revival
of religion on the coast of Banffshire, I am wish-
ful, as I have spent a week in that part, to make
some remarks on this movement, and also to cor~
rect one or two erroneous statements which have
been made in reference to it, clearly on insuffi-
cient data, and at an early stage of its progress.
And, first of all, it can no longer be regarded as
a matter of little importance, as its sweep is
continually widening and it is productive of mo-
ral results which are visible to all, and which
bear upon them the marks of superbuman pow-
er. Already the town of Banfl—so long known
for its apatby in religious matters—is being mov-
ed; and in a letter.received this day from a min-
ister upon the spot, he tells of scores upon scores
of persons baving found Christ, and of very
many being convinced of sin, whilst the meet-
ings are still thronged with individuals of all clas-
ses. Again, in this direction, at Hopeman,
which is a few miles from Eigin, the anxiety for
salvation is so intense as that the meeting for
prayer was pot broken up during the whole of
Friday night, and was still continued on Satur-
day last. The intervening places, Port-Gordon,
Buckie, Portessie, Findochty, Port-Knockie, and
Cullen, lying on the coast, all of which I visited
with others, have been specially blessed.

What is this movement which is so powerfally
affecting the population on that coast, and which
forms there the common topic of conversation ?
Is it the work of man, of Satan, or of God ? Per-
baps we may get an answer to this question if
we look at the results. At Cullen, a brother
minister, with myself, found no difficulty in pro-
curing an attendance of some hundreds on a
week night at a ball for religions ‘worship, and
we conversed subsequently at the friends house
where we were stopping with three able-bodied
men who had found peace within the last month
—each bad felt deep conviction of sin, and had
been led by faith in Jesus, after a hard struggle,
to the enjoyment of religion. They gave every
evidence of baving experienced a saving change,
and ‘declared they had never known true bappi
ness till now. Ve mention these as types of
many who might be referred to, as the move-
ment is by no means confined to women and
children. At Port Knockie, a fishing village,
where the woik began early, whole families have
been blessed in Jesus—a great pumber have
joined the temperance cause, two parties have
given up selling liquor for conscience sake, about
twenty clasees bave been formed for the instruc-
tion of the more ignorant of the adult population
in reading and in the knowledge of the scrip-
tures, and the whole place is greatly altered in
its moral aspects. Here likewise, at a quarter
of an hour’s notice, the ball was filled about two
o'clock in the afternoon for religious service;
and we may remark, once for ali, that such is the
anxiety for bearing the word, tbat wherever we
went we invariably witnessed the same thing. At
Findochty, which has a population of about 5000,
nearly all are converted; we bave been accus-
tomed elsewhere in travels to hear of there
being but few Christians in a place, but bere
things are so delightfully changed as that the
namber who have not yielded to the truth is
both known and stated. In the first house we
entered, a young man was engaged in reading
the scriptures, and we were informed on good
authority, that the letters which come home from
the fishermen who are pursuing their calling, at
a distance are full of Cbrist A boat’s crew was
visited with conviction of sin at sea, and the par-
ties began crying for mercy upon the deep, and
came bome in a converted state—to the joy of
tbeir friends, who bad made prayer for them
without ceasing At Portessie and at Port Gor-
don, where a new Sabbath school has been form-
ed, many are rejoicing in the Lord, whilst at
Buckie we ourselves witnessed as we bad not ex-
pected 10 bebold.

I am aware that mach is said ot the cases of
striking down, some of which [ witnessed, and
in reference to them, have to remark at tbe first,
that these, despite all that bas been made of them,
are but few in number. Out of about fifty who
in one pight were brought to Christ, but two or
three were in this state, whilst it is plain, and
may satisfy those who deplore such occurrences
(wistakenly however as we think), that they are
becoming less numerous as the work progreeses.
From an attentive investigation of several “of
these cases, we are satisfied that 1hey cannot be
traced to sympathy. A woman 2! Buckie was
sitting ia front of her house durin the day mak-
ing a net, when she was stricken down. The
doctor was sent for by her friend:, who thought
she was dying ; he finds ber in the state in which
he bad seen others, and hears her faintly mure
muring the name of Jesus. Shortly after this
she comes to beiself and attests that God bas
pardoned her sins. Where is there room for
sywparby here 7 And such is no: a rare occur-
rerce !

In a few cases, depresion of spirits
has continued for a few days, but in every in-
stance has perfect recovery taken place.” It is
not for me now to enter into any further explan-
ation, except 1o state that these prostrations are
preceded by deep conviction of sin and sense of
guilt, with strong cries for mercy, more than the
frame it would seem could bear, and that where
it bas been experiencéd more tha: once it may
arise from the emotion ot joy in the Lord. When
such occurrences take place they excite no alarm,
for it is seen that the Lord who k1 ows cur frame
ailows not a hair of the bead to be injured.

The excitement connected wi'h the move-
ment bas been much cavilled at. This we ad-
mit to bave been very great, and peradventure
never before equalled on the coact, but it has
gradually subsided in most of the places visited.
Late hours, the singing of hymns, the mode of
conducting services, and various so.called im-
proprieties are laid hold of ; as if religion could
be realized without some excitement, and man
 were all intellect and bad no bea-t! Can one
see himself polluted, and guilty, :0d in danger
of death, the wages of sin, withou: being excit-
ed ? _And who expects the order of a settled
congregation when numbers are pricked in the
heart and crying for mercy ? As well look for
order in the Exchange in the midet of business,
or for stillness in battle as for it bere ; and yet
in these instances there is all the order that is
attainable under the circumstanc-s. Some of
these things gradually pass away, whilst the
 good—that which cannot be shak>n——remains.
Having met with such persons bafore to day,
we seriously question whether thcy would not
—as a countryman did some ycars ago to a
minister in this town—find fault with Paal for
preaching so long when Eutychus fell out of
the window, and say that it woull teach him a
lesson about long preaching for the future,

Others cannot do with the ageuts employed
—from Mr. Turner, a Methodist lccal preacher,
and a person in business, to the very children
who pray for the salvation of a mother, a father,
a brother, or a sister. Belonginz, as Mr. T,
-does, to the section of the Church with which I
am coonected, I will say no more than that he
is an established Christian and an Lumble mind-
ed maan ; that be is full of faith and of the Holy
Ghost, and that the band ot the Lord is with
him, as the blessing given to his labours attests.
[n reference to the children, all we need to say
is, that their simplicity, faith, and love, when
they Lave found the Saviour, make them such
insirumen » for good as God can use, and there
again 1« the Scripture fulfilled, ¢ out of the
mou'b of bab2e and sucklings God Las perfected
prei-~.

A great deal u3s been made of the public
conietsicns of 1te people, which seem to be
fairly ex'orted finm them ere merey in some
instances is real zod, We ourselves heard a
young £.1l 19 an ss0ny of soul, in the presence
of others, con‘essing 10 God that she had broken
the Sabbah, and told lies, and disobeyed her
parents, shortly after which she found relief, and
was rejoicing in the Lord ; and as to the dread-
ful character of some of these statements in the
case of degraded and profligate characters,
which have staggered some, we may just say,
that our criminal courts bave becn lately re-
vealing instances of iniquity and shameful prof.
ligacy which shew the fearful state of society,
Zaccheus confessed bis sin and made restitation.

Finally, it is sa:d tbat some have been driven
mad by the excitement. We made careful en-
quiry at each place visited on tbix point, and
could not ascertain that one individual bad suof-
fered in this way, whilst the people seemed to
wonder at the question being proposed. They,
as in Ireland, viewed it as « the happy sickness ”
which bad visited them, for not a few had come
to their right minds, Never, said they, had we
h days of grace—never sach bappy villages,
It may satisfy some to know that great solem-
nity rested upon the meetings I had the oppor-

Mgz. Eprror,—The first public Tea Meet-
ing beld in Twillingate was held in our new
and beautful sanctuary, on Tuesday the 21st
inst., under very auspicious circumstances.
The object of the meeting was to promote
Christian unity among the inbabitants of the
place. The gommiuee in making their ar-
rangements and preparations, spared no la-
bour or expense. In order that all who
felt disposed might attend, the tickets were
sold at fifteen pence each. The day on
which the meeting was beld, proved very
favourable :-and large numbers from various
parts might bave been observed flocking to-
wards the Wesleyan Chapel as the bour for
opening the door approached. In a short
time the whole of the seats were occupied
by about 430 persons. It was truly a grand
spectacle! The chapel itself, apart from
any embellishment, was beautiful to look
upon. In addition there were nameroas flags
hanging gracefully from the arched ceiliog
—evergreens—brilliantly lighted chande-
liers and lamps—and the following signifi-
cant mottoes printed in large whiie letters
upon blue calico, % God is love.” “ God
save the-Quaeen.” “ Prosperity.” ¢ Peace
and unity.” * Liberty, Faith, Hope,” with
an anchor. Precisely at six o'clock, grace
was sang accompanied by the seraphin.
Daring the tea the greatest harmony, seri-
ousness, and order prevailed. It was indeed
extraordinary to witness the decorum man-
ifested on the occasion.

I have attended Tea Meetings in Provin-
cial towns at home : at the City Road Chap-
el, London ; in your own Province of Nova.
Scotia ; and at the capital of this Island :—
but the Tea Meeting at Twillingate, far ex-
ceeded any in interest and order. Duriff
the *ea, the choir sang “ O happy day that
fixed my choice "—and “ We speak of the
realms of the blest.” Tea being finished,
grace was again sung, and the ; ublic meet-
ing commenced. Doctor Sterling proposed,
and Mr. Blandford seconded, that Mr. John
Dader occupy the chair and preside on the
occasion. The Chairman deiivered an ad-
dress which was listened to with great satis-
faction and occasional applause by the audi-
ence. The chairman’s address occupied
nearly an hour in delivery and was inter-
spersed with thrilling incidents, in his event-
ful life. He has been absent from his friends
for many years, during which he has visited
every part of the globe, and experienced
many wondrous providential deliverances
from imminent danger and death. He has
been speading the winter here, and is one
(among many) who, during the recent glor-
ious revival, with which we bave been visit-
ed, has received good to his soul. Part of
the 34th Psalm was sung to the tune of St.
Andrew’s, and prayer was offired. Part of
the 490th bymn, commencing “ Behold how
good a thing,” &c., was sung to the tune
“ Burnham,” and another prayer was offer-
ed. The 624th hymn commencing “ Rock
of Ages, cleft for me,” was then sung to the
tune of “ Rousseau’s dream,” and the Minis-
ter of the Circuit addressed the meeting upon
the importance and desirableness of Chris-
tian unity. A vote of thanks was then re-
turned with entbusiasm to the Chairman for
his efficient service in presiding on the occa-
sion : the Evening Hymn was sung to the
tuns of * Old Hundred.” Prayer was offer-
ed and the benediction proneunced about 10
o'clock. While the peopleretired the “ Na-
tional Anthem " was sung. Thus terminat
ed a truly happy and delightful meeting. On
the following day the children of our Sabbath
School with the teachers and some friends,
numbering about two hundred, took tea to-
gether. After which an address was deliv-
ered by the Mintster and the scholars ques-
tioned, to ascertain their krowledge of the
Bible and its doctrines. Some prizes were
awarded to those who were most ready and
correct in their replies. Mr. John Duder
then briefly addressed them followed by
Messrs. J. Muoty and R. Grant. At seven
o’clock the public service commenced. The
centre seats were occupied by the children,
and the rest of the chapel was filled with
an attentive congregation who listened to a
discourse from Mark 10th, part of 13:h
verse. On the following (Thursday) eve-
n'ng a Public Meeting was held in the chap-
el. The proceedings were commenced by
singing the 540th hymun and prayer.

The Bishop of Melbourne on the
. Revivals.

The Melbourne Church of England Re-
cord for December gives a supplement filled
with accounts of the epiritual awakening in
Ireland and other paris of the British Isles.
The subject is introduced by a general arti.
cle from the pen of the Bishop of Melbourne,
in which he says :—

* Both the clergy and laity of the Church
of England are alike slow to believe in the
reality of any extraordinary inflaence of
the Spirit of God upon a people ; especialy
if its exercise be accompanied with much
excitement, and the simultaneous exhibition
ot strong emotions by large numbcers of per-
We ought, however, serious!y to con-
sider whether we are not, from our fear of
enthusiasm and fanaticism, in danger of cast-
ing reproach upon the operations of the
Holy Ghost, and so blaspheming against
God. Our fathers certainly fe!l into this
error with respect to Methodism in the last
century ; for few among us at the present
day would deny that Wesley and W hute-
field, whatever may have been their errors,
were men of God, raised up by him for the
revival of religion in England ; and that the
Charch, by its injurious treatment of them,
and by its refusal to recognize the power of
the Holy Ghost in the effects of their minis-
try, greatly sinned against the Lord, deprived
iteelf of the blessing which it might have re-
ceived from their lebours, and occasioned a
very grievous and lasting schism. In like
manner now, if the Lord be indeed putting
forth bLis strength against the rulers of the
darkness of this world ; if he be pouring out
bis Spirit upon his sinful creatures for their
conviction and conversion, and we will not
acknowledge this manifestation of his power
and love, we shall again cast away the op-
portunity of sharing in his gracious visita-
tion, and may provoke him, instead of show-
ing us his mercy, to take away his Holy
Spirit from us. Such thoughts have prompt-
ed me to publish, in a supplement to our
Record for the present month, a few extracts
trom papers which bave come to my hand
relating 10 the remarkable religious move-
ment which bas now for many months been
going oo in the British isles, especially in
the North of Ireland.

We are at war—at war with Mexico; and,
though all things bave been tending for years io
such an end, the fact that we have aga:n broogix
our sword down upon the Aztec neck, with that
full force with which the strong arm delivers
blaws cn the weak, the sensafion caused » a
strange one. Miramon Txnvml before Vera
Gruz on the last day of February, meaning to
bring the dispute between himself and Juarez to
a seitlement. Had the two parties been left 1o
fight out the quarrel, without the interference of
a third party,—and that party capable of crush
ing them both—the victory would speedily have
beem with Miramon Bat there was to be no
such forbearance. Miramon, it appears, bad ob-
tained vessels in Cuba, by the aid of which be
parposed bicckading Vera Cruz. Two of these
vessels, the steamers Miramon and Marquez,
have been attacked and captured by the United
States ship Saratoga. The action was brief, but
sprrited, and some thirty or forty Mexicans were
killed or wounded, mer who bad done us no
more injury than the mwen who were killed or
wounded on board the Chesapeake, in 1807, had
done to England. They bad violated no law,
but were acting 1 the service of an established
government. Miramon's Government may be a
good one or bad one, but it was the only govern
ment that existed in Mexico on the day the
Saratoga captured the two vessels named. By
assailing these vessels we made war on -Mexico,
and thouph we are capable of justifying our at-
tack by cannon,—the logic of kings,—the pro-
ceeding on that account s not an iota the more
correct in the matter of rizht, by which standard
nat.ons must at last be tried. \What renders the
conduct of our government the less excusable,
—for we cannot censure the npaval officer, who
only obeyed nrders,—is the circumstance that
Juarez 1s represented by his friends here to be
abundantly able to sertle his quarrel with Mira
mon without our aid. We have gone to war
with Maxico in support of one faction of Mexi-
cans agammst anotber faction. We bave made
curse ves a party to the internal feuds of a for-
eign nation, and the seif appointed arbitrators
between two conteénding chiefs, for neither ot
whom, it may safely be belicved, do the mass of
Mexicans care the value of an exhausted mine.
Our government cares no more for them than
the Mexicans care for them ; and s interference
in behalt of Juarez is owing, not (0 any senti-
me-ntal aflection on Mr Buchanan's part for
that chief and his cause, but to a desire to get
up a fight for the benefit of the democracy. A
#'ale of war is favourable to democratic preten-
sions, and it may be profitable to our misrulers
to get up a patriotic fgver, and cant about the
langers that we suffer”under from Miramon's
usurpation.

The Ear! of Derby has been examined before
the Committee of the House of Comions on
packet and telegraphic contracts. Tbe examina-
tion bad reterence principally to what was termed
the * Galwny job,” about which a good deal of
stir was made during the latter days of his lord-
ship’s administration. Lord Derby declared that
his only object in effecting that contract was the
good of Ireland,—that it was decided on by him-
self apd the then Chancellor of the Exchbequer,
Mr Disraeli, assisted by the Earl of Eglinton,
then Lord Lieutenant of Ireland The extension
of the Cunard contract was another subject re
specting which Lord Derby was asked to give an
exp'anation to the Committee, which be did, and
with more satislactory reasons than in the pre-
vious case. The renewal, we learn from his
lordship, bad been sanctioned by the previous
government,and had been strongly recommerded
by tbe Admiraity ; and the admirable manner
in which the service had been carried out, its
extreme regularity, and the reasonableness of
the remuneration, were the inducing causes for
the extension. It must have occurred fo Lord
Derby, as_it assuredly will to all who peruse his
evidence, tbat every reason which was strong
in favour of the Cunard contract was weak as
against the Galway contract. That was not
sanctioned by the rd of Admiralty, it was
opposed by the Post office, and was not reason.
abie in amount, but the reverse, and the previous
career of the company had given no indication
of any element of success. Prime Ministers
cannot get on without Parliamentary support,
and the Galway business was a sop to the Irish
members, on a question vitally affecting, as they
thought, their own pationality. This was evie
dently the impelling motive.

A carious trial has just terminated in Paris.
It is a very unusual, an almost unprecedented
circumstance in this country, for.a newspaper to
briag an action for libcl against a public man ;
because, in a war of words, the chances of success
are greatly in favour of the “ broadsheet,” and
it would. excite the ridicule of the world if the
proprietors of the London 7umes were to coms
mence an action for defamation in one of the
Superior Courts against a member of the episcopal
bench; yet this is precisely what bas been done
by a French néwspaper, the Siecle, which fills
in Paris the same relative position beld in the
British metropolis by the journal we bave men-
tioned. It appears that the Bishop of Orleans,
whose surname is Dupanloup, a strong Ultramon
tanist, has no regard for that portion of the
Parisian press opposed to the tempural power of
the Pope, and, as the Siecle has been unusually
prominent in ifs attacks ou the policy and govern«
went of the Court of Rome, the journal bad
mcurred the ire of the prelate, who intimated that
the editors “ were not men of honour.” On
this side of the channel the pen is the editorial
weapon of defence ; on the side of the straits of
Dover the rapier is sometimes superadded ; bui
as the oflender in this instance wore a mitre, and
would probably refuse a challenge, the editors of
the Siecle brought him betore the Imperial Cou:t
to answer for bis impertinence. This was the
position in which the Bishop stood towards the
Siecle ; but there was another and still more
extraordinary act'on brought against him by ap
oid woman, mora than eighty years ol age, the
niece of a tormer Bishop of Orleans, on the
ground that, in maintaining the inviolability of
tbe Roman DPon'ifl’s temporal power, Bishop
Dupanloup bad hbelled the memory of her ane
cestor. It appears that this ancestor, who bad
been dead and buried more than fifty years,
Bisbop Rounsseau, was a very pliant priest, much
more disposed to flatter the greatness of Napoleon
the First than to sympathise with the sorrows
of Pope Pius the Seventh, when ha was a pris-
oner v the Emperor’s hands at Fontainebleau.
The dead Bisbop, it appears, has left behind bim,
in the archives ol the diocese, certain correspon-
dence with the then ruler of France, not much
to his credit as repards his episcopal character,
and the charge preferred against the living Bish-
op by the aged niece was that he bad hbelied
her uncie’s memory by stating of hum that * he
was still remembered in the diocase, and that he
was a poor creature,”—a term of contempt which
tbe cld woman, on the verge of the grave, cou'd

endure, and the utterer of which ought to be

«hed. 'This trial, the circumstances of which
«>und 50 strange to Engiish ears, brought out 1he
first talent at the French bar, and it appears to
have brought out Bishop Dupanloup also, who
was the hero of the whole affair. The result
was that the Bishop triumpbed over the press
and the ancient female, simply because they
were more foolish thao he.  The decision of the
judzes will, it is said, prevent one of the points
mmvolved from being raised again in a French
Court of Justice,—that of libelling the memory
ot the departed The Pope, we now learn, bas
conterred the Cardinal’s bat on Bishop Dupan-
ioup, as an expression of gratitude ,for his con-

duct,

afier the sscension of our Lord and Savior,
bistory does mot record a single Christian
sect oo the face of the earth, which believed
io or practised bapti=m at all, which rejected
infant baptism, or even questioned it 1o any
respect whatever.”

* For eleven hundred years!” exclaimed
Avoa, with sorprise. ‘- What was the
nsme of that sect 1” :

“ They were a small fraction of the
Waldenses,” replied Halley, * led off in the
twelfth century by one Peter de Bruys;
and they rejected infant baptism on the plea
that infants eould not be saved under any
circomstances whatever (see Dr. Wall, vol.
