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Quaker Canned Goods
There has been considerable discussion lately over canned goods, almost entirely 
over meats, but intentionally or unintentionally, canned fruits and vegetables have 
to a slight extent crept into the discussion. The highest authority in the United 
States on pure food, Professor Wiley, places canned vegetables as more healthy 
than the fresh vegetables usually sold on the market ; and it is easy to understand 
why such should be the case. Now', we have just finished packing peas, and 
the process is perfection itself as far as purity and a fresh article is con­
cerned, and the same system and results apply to about all canned vegetables and 
fruits, but we will take peas as an illustration— and remember, it is Quaker peas, 
we are talking about. Whether it is one, two or a five-acre field doesn’t 
matter, the results are the same. This year we had 550 acres under contract with 
the farmers, and all within a radius of three miles of the factory. Now, we had 
three men on the road constantly, almost night and day, watching daily every 
acre of these peas, and when they were just at the right age for canning ordering 
the farmers to cut and draw. As soon as the farmers are instructed they enter the 
fields, with mowing machines rapidly cut the peas down, vines, pods and all, when 
they are loaded on to wagons and conveyed to the factory where they are im­
mediately, vines, pods, and all, threshed by what are known as “viners,” but 
which are simply threshing machines built purposely for threshing green peas* 
After being threshed they are carried forward automatically by conveyors ' 
through various machines, blanchers, washers, filling machines, cappers, right into 
process or cooking kettles, where they remain for nearly an hour under a pressure 
of *240 degrees of heat, or over 30 degrees higher than boiling water. This 
intense heat kills every germ and prevents any possibility of any particle of 
life being retained in the cans.

It frequently happens that in two hours after the peas are growing green in the 
fields they are in cans, and our aim in any event is to have them in vans the same day 
they are cut in the fields. Now compare this with the fresh or more generally stale 
peas you buy on the market. Every housewife knows that the podded peas you buy 
on the market are frequently of the stale variety, often forty-eight hours old before 
they are cooked and the flavor largely evaported, and with the slight cooking they 
receive there is always the danger of germs or other imperfections that is not possible 
in canned goods after the scientific processing and cooking they receive.

FIXING FREIGHT RATES.
Some time ago the Win. Davies Co.,

London and Stratford, 19 
cents ; Petrolia, Palmerston, Harris!on 
and Colling wood, 20 £ cents.

They were dû 
rents.

“We can’t attend it.” said the little 
woman.

“Oh. its only 35 rents and we don’t 
go often. You ran can what are left

to-night. I’ll help you,” replied the 
good-natured man.

They |ot the pearlies and got on the 
boat and the children danced around an­
ticipating a treat. It was agreed they 
might have two each. The wife took 
out one, it w as green ; another and it 
was green and in a minute or two they 
knew they had been gulled.

That kind of thing hurts trade and 
until a more systematic basis is estab­
lished for the fruit trade of Ontario 
Ihcic will continue a good deal of dis­
satisfaction and ill will. There is no 
reason why dealers should not buy On­
tario peaches with the same sense of 
security they buy oranges or any other 
kind of California fruit. They ask for 
a certain size at a certain price and get 
it. One Niagara Grower has installed 
a grader and is sending to maiket un­
der his own name two sizes of peaches 
and guarantees the fruit uniform in size. 
The grocers want his fruit. His neigh­
bors want to borrow his machine. lie 
is a pioneer in introducing business and 
system into the fruit trade. What a 
boon it would be to the grocery trade if 
peaches weie packed of a uniform size 
throughout the package and they could 
be ordered according to size. The con­
sumer would gain, too, and first-class 
peaches would be less expensive because 
they would not then as now have to make 
up the losses caused by poor and unsys­
tematic methods. Of course, the remedy 
is in the grocer’s hands, but if the gro­
cers had a strong pro\inrial organiza­
tion they could do much to accelerate 
I he movement.

NEWFOUNDLAND’S TRADE 
LOOMING.

The Governor-General’s visit to New­
foundland with the rumored intention 
of pieparing the way for the admission 
of the Ancient Colony into the Canadian 
Confederation is encouraging to the 
hopes of that increasing member of Can­
adians who actively desire to see tin- 
island. politically as well as geographi­
cally, a part of the Dominion. Commer­
cially, the ties of common interest are 
being strengthened. The American con­
sul at St. John’s has submitted a rejxirt 
designed to bestir American manufac­
turers to lake a greater interest in New­
foundland. He says :

SHOO FLY!
This is fly time.
I low many grocers can say, “There are 

no flies on my business ?”
There’s nothing much more discourag­

ing to the eye and tire appetite than a 
numerous company of flics in familiar 
association with food stuffs.

You can find houses with scarcely a 
fly in them ; hut they’re clean and noth­
ing is left lying about for the (lies to 
feed upon.

There are stores without (lies, too. 
The writer was in one this very day. It 
was a big store where an enormous busi­
ness is done. But it was clean. Spilled 
sugar, molasses, tea, dried fruits and 
meal were not left to tie tramped into 
the floor. Boxes were not stacked about 
in a way to make cleaning tedious and 
annoying.

The trick is to prevent flies, not catch 
them. If the flics arc had take the fly 
pad cure, but first clean up and make 
the place as uninviting for the flies as 
possible. No time spent keeping a gro- 
ecrv clean is wasted. If a grocer intends 
staying in (he business a clean shop is 
his most valuable asset and will return 
usurer’s interest on the value of the time 
spent on it.

CANADA’S COFFEE.
The prospect of higher prices for col- 

lec, due to the paternal rare of the Bra­
zil planters by the Government express­
ed in the Valorization Act, will not 
cause Canadians much anxiety because 
they are not a coffer-drinking people. 
Yet il is interesting to note that during 
I lie decade from I8flâ to 1005 Canada’s 
consumption of coffee as measured by the 
imports more than doubled, increasing 
from 3,256,000 lbs. to 6,652,(100 lbs. of 
green and from $27,(100 worth to $03,0(10 
worth of roasted beans,' substitutes and 
chicory. While the quantity of the green 
coffee imported doubled, the value in­
creased only from $501,000 lo $611,000. 
There are two obvious factors to ac­
count for the increase in coflee con­
sumption, the increase in population and 
influx of American farmers into the 
Northwest, and the increase in the num­
ber of American tourists and Summer 
boarders. Then it is likely also that 
Canadians are consuming more coffee per 
capita than formerly.
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The valorization scheme is a plan to 
obviate the necessity foi the planters, 
large and small, rushing (lie crop upon 
(lie market so precipitately as to cause 
a decline, and to lix the rate of ex 
change. In Brazil the currency is m such 
had shape lli.it I lie rate of exchange 
fluctuates violently.

A few years ago the Greek Govern 
men l ta me to the aid of Hie vine grow 
el's when the countrv was on the verge 
of ruin I bmttgli I lie over-production of 
currants.

Trade in grocery lines continues very 

good. .Jobbers report a goodly number 
of fair sized orders arriving. These are 
easily filled and shipped on good time as 
stocks are quite adequate in all lines 
now in request. Some new prices have 
been issued on canned goods and these 
have been of interest to the trade. Peas 
are quoted considerably higher, which is 
not surprising when it is considered the 
low prices asked lately. Salmon lists 
are also out. An advance in sugar is 
expected any day. A very strong mar­
ket rules. .Japan teas are strong. Ad­
vices from Yokohama state that there 
will be some third crop teas, but that 
high prices, will be demanded. This fact 
will not keep down trade, since it is 
very hard to obtain anything in Japans. 
Indians and Ceylons arc held firmly. 
Spot stocks of currants are light. The 
new crop is subject to more or less dis­
cussion in the trade at the moment. It 
is thought that prices will be on the 
same basis as last year, or nearly so. 
Molasses is quiet, as is also syrups. 
Coffee does not present any new feature 
this week, while the spice situation re­
mains unchanged. Evaporated apples 
are almost out of the market. Reports 
received from the bean growing district 
are favorable, and it is thought the crop 
will be a satisfactory one.

Collections are fair to good.
CANNED GOODS — For the season 

very good business is passing in canned 
goods. Interest at present is centred 
upon the new prices which have been 
given out. Salmon prices were the first 
to be issued, while later prices on peas, 
beans, and several lines of fruits were 
given out. Reas are considerably higher 
this yeai than they were last. In some 
instances 15c. to 20c. advance has oc­
curred This is not surprising to a great 
degree, because prices last year were 
low.

going on for so long a time, would be 
nearing ils completion, I lie market has 
taken oil a new lease of life showing 

vigor and strength in the phenomenal 
rising tone and tendency. The prevail­
ing conditions now point directly to 
a further and sharper rise than any we 
have yet hail in both raw and refined 
sugars. The prevailing fuels now influ­
encing the market are that tlie Culled 
States lias drawn more largely than us­
ual upon I lie Cuban supplies ignoring 
those of Java which have gone to other 
n arkets. Our Java cable of shipments 
is not yet in, Imt fiom what is known 
of the movement of the Java crop, 
through other cables, it is quite possible 
Ilu I up to the present time, some 200.000 
tons less sugar has been shipped to III" 
l idled Stales than last year. This 
leaves a minus ill supplies of 200.000 
tons from that source for arrival here.

“The drawing upon the Cuba crop 
leaves that market something like 100, 
1100 ions minus supplies for the im­
mediate future. When it is considered 
also. Iliai there is nothing approximat 
ing these minuses, In he had in Kurope.

Reports were al­
most unanimous in condemning the qual­
ity uf the offering- i In ring the month 
of July, ami hardly a ilislriet escaped 
eiitieism. though some roiish'iimcnts 
Here much better than others. The na­
tural course in sueli a eonlingeiiey 
would he to reduce the price to the pro­
ducer, and in this way enable the deal­
ers t" cover I heir loss : Iml competition 
has been so keen that buyers wanting 
eggs bad to pay the price and meet the 
loss. It has been the complaint in whole­
sale circles foi some time that there was 
no money in eggs under the existing 
conditions, and the farmer has been 
credited with scooping in all the pro- 
tils this year.

The latest naïvement is a meeting of 
buyers in the west and it is expected 
that prices will be reduced 1 to 1c. 
per dozen, and that it will still be pos­
sible for dealers to gel the supplies 
they require.

From 1.1 I-2c. to lUe. per dozen has 
been the titling price in the country for 
some time, hut local dealers are hoping 
for a He. rale, which is nearer to the 
price generally ruling at this season of 
the year for straight gathered stock.

The “harvest eggs” will .lie coining in 
about the middle of this month, and bel­
ter feed and more moderate weathei 
will have their effect on the production, 
which is sure to show a marked improve­
ment in ipiality for the halau e of the 
season. I'rices will /probably advamc 
when the quality of the stock warrants 
such a move, but at present values are 
holding steady.

A POSTAL DISADVANTAGE.
M. Moyer, grocer, 4IIN Spadina avenue, 

Toronto, has just returned from a two 
weeks trip through the State of Michi­
gan. Speaking l o a Canadian Grocer 
representative Mr. Moyer said that as 
far as he could see trade conditions 
I hi oughoul Canada were in better shape 
at the present time than in Michigan, 
'file merchants throughout the stale 
complained that since the new postal 
regulations had come into force wherein 
farmers and people living in the remot­
est districts had their mail delivered to 
them, retail trade had fallen off, owing 
to the fact that there was no need now 
for these people to come to town for 
their mail, and consequently the trade 
secured in this way was lost. Uf course 
the mail order houses in the large cities 
derived bench!, because llicv sent their 
catalogues and price lists to these peo­

ple, and in turn got their trade, as they 
could order direct f|om their homes and 
have the same delivered in a compara­
tively short time.

“MEAT OF WHEAT” HANGER.

street, Winnipeg, manufacturers of the 
new breakfast food, Meat of Wheat, are 
sending oui to the trade a very hand­
some hanger.

ONTARIO’S HOGS INCREASING
Results of an Inquiry Prosecuted by the Provincial Department of Agriculture 
—Breeds in Order of Their Numerical Strength—Bacon Hog Gains Ground.

The Ontario Department of Agricul­
ture, “to place everyone interested in a 
position to obtain a more intimate 
knowledge regarding the hog production 
of the province,” sent a series of ques­
tions to its correspondents throughout 
Ontario. The results are published in a 
bulletin (No. I 111). The information is 
classified as to counties and a summary 
is furnished.

The Yorkshire is the most popular 
breed with Ontario farmers, then Berk- 
shires, Tamworths, and Chester Whites 
in the order named. In the summary the 
newer districts of the province are not 
included because there all the few hogs 
taised are for local consumption. Out 
nf the 12 counties remaining, the York­
shire is reported the principal breed in 
it and in 11 of these very far in the 
lead. In 7 counties it is a tie with some 
other bleed.

The Berkshire is first in one county, is 
,i tie for first in 7, is second in 23 coun­
ties, ties for second in 8 counties and in 
I counties is third.

Tamworths tie for lirst in two coun­
ties, arc second in two counties, in 8 
others tie for second choice and m 23 
counties come third.

Chester Whites lie for first place in 
one county, are second in one county, 
tie for second in two others, in f> are 
third and in two others tie for third.

East and West.
Yorkshires are most numerous west of 

the County of Ontario and most of the 
Chester whites east of that. The Berk- 
hire is scattered prettily evenly over 

i lie whole province. The Tamworths are 
mostly in the middle north of the pro- 

inee, Bruce, Grey, Simcoc, Duflerin, 
I'eterboro, Victoria and Northumber­
land, and in Dundas County.

Taking the province as a whole the 
vident tendency is to produce more 

tings of the approved bacon type. While 
lie Yorkshires are increasing fastest 
numerically, the Bcrkshires show the 
argest percentage gain.

1‘ure bred sires are used almost cx- 
lusively in 25, per cent, of the counties. 

In 211 per cent, of the counties a few 
-taile sires arc used, in- 20 per cent, 
practically all sires used are grade, and 
it tlq: other 35 per cent, the graded and 

in cd sires are used.
Increase in Production

In regard to production the bulletin
-ays :
“The general tendency throughout the 

province is slightly to increase produc­
tion. In the eastern part of the province 
it has been customary for many farmers 
to depend upon breeders in their locality 
tot their supply of young pigs for feed­
ing ; il has been noted that the demand

this Spring considerably exceeds the 
supply, the breeders who usually sell 
their pigs retaining them this year on 
account of the good prices for hogs. 11 
is quite probable that the feeders who 
are short this year may lie inclined to 
breed pigs for themselves another year. 
Considerable caution is observed among 
many individual breeders and feeders not 
to go into the business too extensively, 
for fear that over-production might 
bring prices down to an unprofitable 
point.

“The number of breeding sows was de 
creased considerably during DM15, while 
Dltlli shows an increase not only over 
ÜIU5 hut also over ltltil. The reports in­
dicate that in -I counties the sows were 
decreased in ltMTi. while 13 counties re­
port slight increases and eight counties 
report no change. Comparing lfilth with 
11105, 35 connues report increases while 
only two report decreases, and live coun-

tics Ito change. Comparing 1806 with 
1901, in 26 counties correspondents re­
port increases, while in !l counties de­
creases are- reported, and in seven coun­
ties no change.”

The increase is largest in the eastern 
part of the province. Reports indicate, 
generally, a lighter delivery of hogs this 
year than last up to September 1, so
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that hogs will probably be marketed 
heavily later in the Fall.

The cost of feeding is dealt with and 
the average given as $1.51 per cwt in 
Summer and $5.38 in Winter. Most of 
the reports were estimates and where 
actual experiments were made the lig­
ures were much lovvet

CHEESE AND BUTTER BULLETIN.
The cheese mat bet has developed fur­

ther strength since out last report and 
all previous -bearish” arguments have 
failed completely. The facts are simply 
that there i> a continued strong con­
sumptive demand m the I uited Kingdom 
and that out make is decreasing consul 
crablv on account of existing weather 
conditions.

As previously remarked in these ar­
ticles. cheese is the better paying pur- 
duct of the milk .is compared with but­
ter. and mu farmers are quite aware of 
this fact The result is that factories 
which are equipped to make either pro­
duct have generally turned to making 
cheese. Inn the production of milk is far 
short of last year’s production and the 
make of cheese has not increased -«ulli-

from Great Britain to buy and stole 
cheese here, which indicates a certain 
amount of confidence among some opera­
tors on the other side of the Atlantic, 
that cheese will he wanted later on at 
advanced prices ; hut the question is, 
how much can we advance on our pre­
sent prices, which are already abnor­
mally high ?

Statistics in the cheese and butter 
business are preveibiallv misleading, hut 
we must'pay attention to actual figures 
after all, as everybody calculates on the 
receipts, shipments and available stocks, 
the goods are made to be consumed 
within a given time, and the supplies in 
sight have a material effect on the shap­
ing of the future market.

Out receipts in Montreal last week 
were JOU, 137 boxes of cheese anil 39,933 
packages of butter, against 1 1)3,533 
boxes of cheese and 37,678 packages of 
butler for the same week of last year, 
or a total since since Mav 1 of 1,093,693 
boxes of cheese and 335,813 packages of 
butter, as compared with 1,058,00-1 boxes 
of cheese and 399,931 packages of butter 
foi the same period of last year.

Our exports from Montreal were last 
week 68,431 boxes of cheese and 15,7-18 
packages of butter, against 78,112 boxes 
of cheese and 31,800 packages of butter 
for the same week of last year, or a 
total since May 1 of 1,03-1,055 boxes of 
cheese and 173,537 packages of butler, as 
compared with 953,!) 18 boxes of cheese 
and 3011,503 packages of butter for the 
same period of last year.

According to these figures our stocks 
of cheese in Montreal accumulated about 
0,6110 boxes and our stocks of butter 
about 1.3IJ0 packages above the accumu­
la l ion of the same week of last year, or 
since May 1 we may ligure on having 
15.018 boxes of cheese less in store in 
Montreal and 33,911 packages of buffer 
more than a veal ago.

This still show's a very light slock of 
cheese on this side of the Atlantic and 
with- the make falling off, it may mean 
very high prices for the balance of the 
season, if the present consumptive de­
mand keeps up.
• Butter, on the other hand, although 

relatively cheaper than cheese, shows an 
accumulation of 33,9 11 packages over Hil­
locks of a year ago and the future is 

more doubtful than the future of cheese, 
as Itreat Britain regulates our butter 
market, while we regulate the cheese 
market there.

Recent reports from British markets 
speak of a good consumption of cheese 
and much lower prices of Canadian but­
ter than out present quotations, which 
again hears out our previous argument 
that we make the market price for 
cheese in Canada and the United King­
dom makes the market price for butter, 
in other words, our cheese are needed 
for consumption in Great Britain and 
our spare supply of butter is only a very 
small portion of the butter connumpt ion 
ti the I niled Kingdom.

THE PROVISION SITUATION.
Ilogs are lower and will keep going, 

the packers say. “They are still a dol­
lar a hundred more than they ought to 
be according to the English market,” 
declared a packer yesterday. Another 
packer said they would he 25c. lower 
next week. The prices this week are 
$7.10 f.o.b. country points, which is 
$7.90 off cars at the factory. The high­
est price reached for any one week was 
-, ,".70, though $8 was touched at some

points where buying competition was 
particularly active.

The British market on pork products 
is very weak and does not show any im­
mediate sign of improving. Large stocks 
of Danish bacon are being held and they 
are said to have broken the market. 
This is usually the month for an ad­
vance in Great Britain and the Canadian 
packers hope to see it yet.

In Canada the consumption of pork 
products is not so heavy owing to the 
high prices. On the basis of quantity 
consumption is equal to last year, hut 
it should be greater in keeping with the 
increasing population and good times.

The packers are still guessing regard­
ing the- number of hogs in the market. 
Receipts at the lower prices are as large 
as before the decline. They are hoping 
I hat deliveries in the Kail will exceed 
the Government estimate of 15 to 20 
per cent, more than last year. Backers 
in the export trade declare they are 
losing $2 a hog at current prices and 
that they arc getting all the hogs they 
want.

NOTES.
J. Ogden Armour is said to be contem­

plating the erection of a new $5,000,000 
meat packing plant at Minneapolis to 
meet the competition of the Swift plant 
at South St. Paul. As contemplated, it 
is to be the third largest in the world.

A very strict adulteration act has now 
come into force in Australia. Imports 
must he labeled or branded to show 
their exact nature and the country of 
manufacture. Exports also must he ac­
curately described on the label and In- 
free from adulteration and disease.

The Cumberland I’ork Backing Co., 
Amherst, N.S., has held its annual 
meeting and declared a ti per cent, divi­
dend. N. A. Rhodes was re-elected 
president and the directors also wen- 
all re-elected. The business increased 
one-third over the previous year. The 
company handled about two hundred 
tons of pork, about two-thirds of which 
came from Prince Edward Island, tIn- 
average price paid being about 8} cents 
per pound

FRUITS, VEGETABLES AND FISH
Outlook is for a Good Average Peach Crop—One Grocer’s Interesting Experi 

i ence in Grading Peaches—Big Tomato Crop—Lower Prices.

The fruit trade is now lying hack a 
little in anticipation of the Crawford 
peach crop, which will not begin to move 
till about September 1. No one is idle, 
however, and throughout the Dominion 
a heavy business in fruit is passing. A 
few yellow fellstone peaches, the Yellow 
St. John, are expected on the market by 
the 25th, hut the genuine Crawford will 
not he ready till about the 1st. The 
peach crop in Ontario is now declared to 
he a good average crop and somewhat 
less than last year.

The early peaches now coming forward 
are not very satisfactory. “You can 
stand and watch them spoil,” declared 
one large Toronto dealer. A grower 
stood on the dock al Niagara on Satur­
day and saw a prominent Toronto finan­
cier buv half a dozen baskets in the be­
lief that they were Crawfords and pay 
a dollar a basket for them. The market 
price was about She. They were lil only 
for eating and that with little delay ; 
Iml the financier told his wife how nice­
ly they would do for canning. They were 
transported to the vessel with great 
care, the seller carrying three baskets, 
the financier two and his wife one. Tin- 
grower took a look af them later and 
saw they were nice on top and small 
and green underneath. The great man’s 
grocer would enjoy this story if In: 
knew.

The early tomatoes are a large crop 
and prices took a tumble this week. The 
later variety are a good average crop, 
hut they are not selling any too well.

Fears are an average crop ; the qual­
ity is good and they are nice and clean. 
Grapes also will he a good crop and 
without much fungus.

The nicely drcsscil win­
dow will answer I ha l inquiry many a 
lime and oft.

CONFECTIONERY IN THE UNITED 
STATES.

Writing of the history of the confec­
tionery trade in the l niteil States, A. 
I’ Hayward, picsidcnt and treasurer of 
Forbes, Hayward A: Co., says :

“The early history of the confectionery 
business in this country is somewhat ob­
scure, as little was published in relation 
lo it until within the last lifty years. 
The term “confectionery" embraces a 
last number of edibles or compounds 
i hat have sugar as a base or principal 
ingredient.

“The art of manufacturing confections 
Mid sweet prepatalions was at lirst 
largely conlined lo apothecaries and phy­
sicians who used sugar and honey to 
disguise theii medicines, hut in later 
tears the making of confectionery be­
anie a separate and distinct branch of 

business, although the druggist is still 
dependent upon the manufacturing cou­
lee! inner for an important line of his 
noils, known as medical candies. Few 
modern industries have experienced more 
poignant or more radical changes during 
the last century than the confectionery 
business. Previous to the year 1X51" the 
manufacture of 'boiled sweets' was 'arge- 
t\ an Knglish specially and its extension 
o other countries had its origin in the 
inique display of these goods made by 
lie London confectioners at the hist 

international exposition in that city in 
'hat year. The interest then attracted 
m the business gave it a new impulse 
.ml caused il to extend to derm my as 
well as France, which in the manufac- 
iare of chocolate bonbons and comlils 
excelled all other countries.

In the United States we linil that as 
irly as 1811) there were published the 

mines of 211 confectioners in i’hiludel- 
ddii who were manufacturing and si-li­
ng candy. Previous to the year IK 15 

i lie manufacture of confectionery was in 
i somewhat crude state. As a rule cacti 
onfectioner made his own goods, his 
lock in trade being limited to the onti- 
•Irv stick candies, sugar plums, and mo­
sses candy, while all fancy goods were 

inputted from France or other foreign 
nullifies. The introduction of macliin- 
iv lias added much to the development 
nil increase of the business."

TOBACCO IN INDIA.
I lie Anglo-Oriental Commerce, speak- 
g of tobacco in India, says :

The demand for tobacco of superior 
tality is by no means insignificant, the 
nports during the year 1903-1 having

been valued at more than $1,500,000. 
During recent years cigarette smoking 
has come into great vogue among tin- 
many millions of natives who live in 
towns and travel by railway, and is in­
creasing. The importation of cigarettes 
during the quinquennial period 1899-ltloo 
to 1903-1 increased in steady progression 
from 200,000 pounds, valued at $100,000, 
to 2,250,000 pounds, worth $1,000,000. 
It is estimated that about 8111,000,000 
cigarettes were imported during 1901-5, 
valued at $1,150,000. If progression con­
tinues. and it seems probable that it 
will in a greater or lesser degree, the 
value of imports ma»- rise to half a mil­
lion sterling in the course of a few 
years. The cigarettes most in demand 
are of a low, cheap grade, so that, even 
if only moderately good leaf could be 
grown, this trade, with cheap labor and 
cheap paper from the Indian mills, might 
be monopolized hv local industry run on 
sound business lines.”

TOBACCO STOREHOUSE DES 
TROYED.

On the evening of July 3(1 the store­
house of the St. Lawrence Tobacco Co., 
St. Laurent, Montreal, was totally de­
stroyed by fire. The building was a 
wooden one, 70x1(1 feet, and contained 
something like $29,000 worth of tobacco. 
The loss sustained is estimated at $30.- 
000, while insurance on the whole 
amounts to $21,000. Nobody knows the 
cause of the fire, hut the general belief 
is that one of the men when obtaining a 
load of tobacco in the morning, careless­
ly dropped a butt of a cigarette on the 
floor. The building was locked during 
the day, so that nobody could have en­
tered.

the factors which make uttered speech, 
a thing instinct with living power. Typo­
graphy is an art, and its principles must 
he thoroughly understood before an ad­
vertisement can possess the foreefulness 
of a verbal communication.

Receiving the Message.
An important point to he remembered 

is that whereas the brain of a hearer te- 
ceives a message without any conscious 
effort, in the case of .a reader there is 
ilonsiderable effort, the strain of which 
falls entirely u]>oii the mechanism of the 
eye. One can listen continually without 
effort or fatigue, but the eye quickly be­
comes wearied by monotony or strain, 
especially if there is no preconceived inr 
teiest to stimulate and sustain the at­
tention. It follows, therefore, that a 
flrst principle in type display is to avoid 
what will weary the eye, and to afford

such contrasts as will offer relief, rot 
and change to the optic nerves.

“Skimming."
The reader who may not have studii 

the subject closely can easily demon 
strate this by taking up a newspaper an. 
glancing through its columns. Close 
letter press being uniform in appeal 
anee, you will he conscious of a ten­
dency to skim over parts of it in onh 
to get to the bottom uf the column quirk 
ly (unless an amused interest is stnm_ 
enough to^eotiquer the tendency). S' 
in a hook when the pages are nun 1, 
the same in appearance, unless the sub 
jeet itself furnishes ail incentive P 
read carefully, the eye will flit Inn 
paragraph to pa ingraph and -page t, 
page, eager to get to Hie end and Ini', 
done with it. If there be any heavy 
type, black rule or white space in <•!. 
proximity to the side of a column or ho, 
paragraph of close text, the eye will In 
deflected to it not by design or aci-i 

dent, but by an unconscious menial el' 
fort lo find relief. Because strong con 
trusts offer relief as well as attractivi 
ness to the eye. tile power of eonliasi 
becomes an important agent in art hi 
typography. The degree of contrast 
must be decided by the judgment an 
skill of the one who prepares the dial 
advertisement or I lie compositor \vh 
sets tip the type.

Eye Manoeuvres.
From force of habit, the eye. in read 

ing, instinctively works from right i 
left and downwuid all the time. I 
choosing the types for a displayed m 
nouncement, this instinct or habit inu- 
be taken into consideration.

On the 
other hand, a well-balanced advertise­
ment, however strong its contrasts, will 
please the mind and draw out its sym­
pathies. On the one hand you inspire 
prejudice—on the other , confidence— 
and it makes all the difference which.

Emphasis.
To carry this investigation a step fur­

ther:
In adveitisement const ruction, the use 

of types must answer to the degrees of 
emphasis employed in speech. There are 
points in conversation which are enforc­
ed by tone, attitude and gesture. A 
public speaker who addresses his audi­
ence in a monotone—whose gaze is fixed 
— whose body is immobile, palls ut>ou 
his hearers, tires and wearies them out. 
Kut the oiator with his impassioned 
outbursts thrills his audience : his elo­
quence stirs them into animation, fills 
them with enthusiasm, appeals to the 
fuller sympathies and wins their confi­
dence. The cadences and inflections of 
human tones are denied the advertiser, 
and he must perforce make up the de­
ficiency as well as he can, with his varia­
tions of type.

Verbal Appeal.
Short, crisp sentences in hold, clear- 

faced type, thrown up in strong relief by 
small letter pi ess or clear white space, 
are like the interjections—the short, 
snappy effective passages of a powerful 
speaker. The judicious use of pointers, 
notes of exclamation and interrogation, 
italics, dashes, interpolations, etc., help 
to impart the right degree of dramatic 
and sensational element to the whole, un­
til (provided the mind ran be attracted 
and held) the general effect of the ad­
vertisement may approximate in force- 
fulness (if it cannot in actual realism) 
to a verbal appeal.

General Survey.
The finesse of this inqiortaut subject 

has too many ramifications for us to 
discuss more than Jhose common aspects 
which every advertiser is aware of and 
appreciates, for the possibilities of tyla- 
ex pression are unlimited. Those ,wh« 
have studied the subject deeply recog­
nize that the letter—the form, size and 
arrangement of types—is not all. but that 
a pervading spirit or more subtle quality 
can he infused by the trained mind, 
which breathes into the advertisement 
more than the words themselves express 
Readers are sometimes influenced in a 
measure far exceeding what one might 
have expected from an advertisement. 
Why ? It was not the phrasing or type 
that inspired confidence and faith. What 
was it? Some hidden influence in i the 
advertisement that touched some equal­
ly hidden chord in the reader? Some 
subtle toueh of nature ? Some occult 
and invisible agent speaking from mind 
to mind out of the cold but visible type ?

The Difference.
|Only .the specialist can tell —lie alone 

may understand the intricacies of his 
craft. And perhaps the power and scope 
of his own mentality may he inscrutable
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— even to hinix-lf! Vet flic fa I l~ ,.li 
\ions enough, that some advertiscmciils 
a iv “alive amt some are not alive, 
though each ma> have the semblance of 
life, and possess gencial features and 
qualities in common. —Advertising (l.oii 
don).
