FIGATING WiTH WOLVES,

A Furmer's Desperate Struggle With
Famisbed Aunimals.

when rendered desperate by hunger or seeing
no chance for escape, they fight furiously. Th»
animals have played such havoe among cattle
for the pastfew months that the inhabitants
rose in arms and determined upon & poliey of
extermination, but thus far the attempts have
met with poor success, as the animals baffled
pursuit.  Valentine ‘White, one of the oldest
settlers of Bradford County, rerides a few
miles South of Clermont.  He Las cleared a
good sized farm, and is to some extentisolated
from his neighbors. Around Mr. White's farm
is & dense forest, almost untouched by the
pioneer. Bear, deer and wolf are abundant,
notwithstanding which they are seldom dis-
turbed by hunters. In the rear of Mr. White’s
house is a huge frame barn, with great cracks,
caused by decaying boards. A few mornings
ago White went out to feed hie stocx. As he
resched the barn he heard an unusual com-
motion inside. Thinking some of the animals
had broken loose, Lie did not open the front
door, lest they should escape, but squeczed
himself throgh & large aperture left by a bro-
ken board. As soon as he entered the uproar
increased, and ke saw in the middle of the
barn floor a heifer which had torn herself from
the stanchion by main force, and broken one
horn in the act. Clinging to her wuzzel was
a large grey wolf, with its long, sharp teeth
fastened in the animal's nose with s bull dog
grip, while another was trying to hamstring
the poor creature.

The bellowing of the heifer, the snarling of
the wolves, and the rattling of the loose barn
floor made a deafening racket, and the human
intruder was unnoti The ccw shook the
woll like a limp rag, and pounded the sides
of the stable with it, but in vain. Old White's
anger at the attack on his stock overmastered
all feelings of prudenee, and, seizing a pitch-
fork, he prepared himself for an attack, ‘No
sooner did the wolves perceive him, than,
maddened by the taste of blood, they turned
from the heifer and attacked him. As one of
the infuriated animals sprang towards the
old man, he delt it a mighty blow with the
fork, sending it into a corner. But the other
animal caught its teeth in the old man's
right coat sleeve, and in such close quarters
that the weapon was of no avail. After
kicking uselessly at the animal, he grasped
its throat with his left hand and choked the
wolf until it let go. Then eeizing again the
pitchfork, he dealt a well directed blow, and
broke the leg of one of the animals, which
then dodged through the hole behind him,
and limped off howling dismally. The other
wolf held its ground, and whenever oppor-
tunity was offered sprang at the old man, now
and then fastening its teeth into his arms.
Thongh bleedingly profnsely, White continu-
ed the fight, and finally, with a well directed
thrust of the pitchfork, sent the tines throngh
the animal's heart, killing it almost instantly.
The dead woll was of large size, gannt with
hunger, and with a shaggy coat of light
gray. White's clothes were tore into shreds,
and his face, neck, and breast were rearred
deeply by the claws ef the animal.

A SAVER OF LIVES,
Mlketeh of W, D, Andrews.

The Owen Sound Times has procured and
published a sketch of W. D. Audrews, who
Lias become a hero in the saving of many lives
from drowning. Mr. Andrews was born in
Kingston on May 18th, 1853.  On the 9th of
May, 1870, when but 16 years of age, he res-
cued a man named George Campbell, who
was seized with eramps while bathing oppo-
gite the Waterworks wharf. On vay 27th, a
fow weeks later,while in the employ of Messrs,
Gurney & Gliddon, forwarders, old Commer-
cinl wharf, he saved three Frenchmen, who
were capeized off Point Frederick by a squall
striking and upsetting their skiff. June 23rd,
same year, while writing in his office,he heard
a cry, and running out he took in the eitua.
tion, and plunging in, with all his clothing
on, he saved the life of a younger brother,
Frederick M. Andrews, who fell off a raft at
Richardson's wharf, In September, 1869, Mr. |
Aundrews removed to Toronto.  He was em-
ployed on April 22nd, 1873, upon the steamer

Waubuno (since lost). and diving off
it at Owen Sound, he succeeded in
rescuing an old man who unsuccessfully

attempted to cross the river upon floating
timber. In 1874 Andrews returned to To-
ronto. In 1877 (28th of May) he won a
swimming race in 23 min. and 56 seconds.
June 25, 1878, he rescued a young man
named Edwards Burns, who got beyond his
depth, and being unable to swim was drown-
ing in the Don. July 10th, 1878, he rescued
near the same place an Englishman named
William} Waghorn, under similar circum-
stances. Again on the 26th August, 1878,
Andrews saved J. L. Thompson, aged 86
years, who, while bathing in the Don, would
have perished had our hero not come to his
assistance. Mr. Thompson, learning of the
service which Mr. Andrews had rendered at
different times, was instrumental in having
him presented with a gold medal. Mr.
Thompson also communicated with the Royal
Humane Society of England, stating the full
particulars of the case, properly witnessed,
which proving satisfactory, the officers of
that institution sent their testimonial to
Mr. Mayor Beaty, Q. C., who presented it to
Mr. Andrews at the regular meeting of the
Council on the 18th Oct., 1879, Last year
Mr. Andrews participated in two swimming
contests, winning ofie by 45 yards ; time, 27
min, 30 sec.

THAE LIGHTING OF PULPITH,

From the Philade'phia Ledger.

In the lighting of churches, the problem of
how properly to light the pulpit is a very
serious one, and has been considered over
and over again, with only partial success.
The requirements are that it shall bearranged
to use either in night or daytime, and efficiently
light the rector's manuscript,while at the same
time it shall not incommode the rector him-
self, or his congregation, and in general ap-
pearance shall be artistic and in harmony with
the architecture and purpose of the building
itself. The low reflector lights often used in
front of the desk, while not seen by the con-
gregation, throw a very uncom!orhhlf glare

P of brown ‘flour mixed with
butter ; letsimmer half an hour, then add
two tablespronfuls of catsup and two glasses
of wine and salt.

Arrre OrarvrorTe.—Butter a deep baking
bowl ; line it with thin slices of wheaten
bread which have been seaked in sweet cream;

cover the apples with thin slices of bread
soaked in eream ; cover the bowl closely with
an ordinary earthenware pie-dish, in which
place waterto prevent its cracking; bake
in a rather brisk oven from one hour to one
and one-half hours, according to the size of
the charlotte.

To BoiL o Haym.—Serape and wash care-
fully in plenty of cold water. Putit to cook
in boiling water enough to ecover it entirely,
hock end up ; let it remain on the front of
the stove till the ham begins to boil, then put
it back and let it simmer steadily for three
hours. Take it off the fire, and let the ham
remain in the water it is boiled in till gool
enough to handle ; then skin it; put ina
baking-pan, and sprinkle with about three
ounces of brown sugar ; run your pan in a
hot oven, and let it remain a half-hour, or
until the sngar has formed a brown crust.
This not only improves the -flavor of the
ham, but preserves its juices.
Baxep Pork aNp Beans.—A request comes
from a Virginia housekeeper that we tell how
the “Boston baked beans that are sold in the
stores are prepared.” We have had no ex-
with store baked beans, and do not
ow just how they are cooked, but for the
best way to cook pork and beans in the New
Englend style (e never could see the pro-
¢ x of Boston). we may help
ev. not expeet to find it in a cook book ;
woete ake os many ways as there are books,
and neith.r of them the way—which is our
way. Buans, some ; pork, a piece, and a pot
n big enough to hold them is required.
Pick over and wash the beans,cover them well
with water and let them soak all night, or
longer. Place the beans in a pot or sauce-
pan, cover with water,and heat slowly ; when
simmering shows an approach to boiling,pour
and drain off the water ; cover again with
hot water and boil the beans slowly until
done. The pork, selecting a rather lean piece,
is to be boiled in & separate vessel, while the
beans are boiling. When the beans are so
soft that they crush readily between the fin-
gers, place them in an iron or tin pan, or an
earthen bean-pot ; remove the rind from the
pork ; score the top of it both ways into hali-
inch squares, and press it into the beans, the
top of it only exposed ; put in the water in
which the beans were boiled, more or less as
they are wanted moist or dry ; the quantity
varying with the kind of beans,is to be learned
by experience—nearly to the surface of the
beans will answer for a first trial ; put into
the oven and bake slowly, at least five hours
—6, or more will do no harm. Variations
which may be tried : A tablespoonful or two
of molasses put in the pan with the beans
gives a fine color and a flavor liked by most
persons. Sprinkle a little pepper with the
beans. Ordinarily the upper layer of beans
will be browned, and often hard and parched ;
to prevent this place slices of raw potato ver
the beans, but not on the pork. Leave out
the pork altogether, salting, and putting n a
tablespoonful or two of beef drippings. Vari-
ations not commended : Boiling the beans
without first soaking ; boiling them without
changing the water ; boiling the pork with
the beans ; baking the pork without first
boiling ; using the pork with the rindon. In
the days of brick ovens the bean-pot was put
in towards night, and taken out the next
morning.

her. Tha keeper fled for his life, and not a
moment too soon. Around this stove was a
stout railing formed by heavy timber and in-
tended as a protection for the stove in case
any of the elephants ever got loose and took
it into their heads to be vicious. Against
this railing Hebe charged with such eect that
she reduced it to kindling wood in short order.
Not stopping here she struck the stove and
koocked it into the position of the leaning
tower of Pisa in an instant and badly smashed
the pipe. The keeper had given the alarm,
and three or four others coming to his assist-
ance the animal was after some trouble se-
cured and chained to the post again.
Meantime the other elephants kept up their
bellowing and the lashing of their trunks as
though they could not make noise enouyh and
never would get through rejoicing. The baby
elephant, which at once showed a disposition
to make friends with anybody or everybody,
was piloted back to its mother, where the
keepers and others who had now been attracted
by the general commotion, became at once
interested in nursing it. It would run about
with its mouth wide opén very much like a
young colt. The old elephant would not
stand still long enough to suckle it, being con-
stantly swaying and swinging about, so the
keepers hit on the happy expedient of procur-
ing a funnel and a ther tube about a yard
in length, Inserting one end of the tube in
the baby’s mouth they fed it by milking into
the funnel at the other end, the little new-
comer taking its sustenance with a relish un-
til it declared it could take no more, by prompt-
ly jerking its mouth away. During all the
day it was necessary for two or three keepers
to be present to attend to it, their great fear
being that it might get entangled in the chains
which held its mother to the posts and get
crushed. The mother herself is a fine speci-
men of the Asiatic elephant, being 23 years
old and very large. The sire is Mandrie, an
elephant of about the same size as the mother
and two years older. The baby is thirty five
inches high and weighs 214 pounds. The pe.

FATE OF THE HUMAN RACE.

Professor Palge Predicts a Freexe of Six-
teen Thousand Vears.

In a lecture the othereveningat Lake View,
11, Prof. Paige developed, among many other
strange theories, the rapid growing belief
that the great ice period that ground the
rocks into =oil had been. attributed to a time
too remote in the earth's history. He said it
had been the quite universally accepted opin-
ion that the great ice caps were formed by a
climate rendered cold by reason of changed
cosmic relations. It was kncwn that the
escentricity of the earth’s path around the
sun was subject, at long periods, to consider-
able change, resulting in earrying the earth
out from the sun 15,000,000 of miles further
at times thannow. The earth’s great aphelion,
With ah d diti ey
to the precession of the equinox, was believed
to have produced the great periods of 1ce in
the past. From this standpoint of reckoning
Clifford claims man to have been on earth
2,000,000 years, The Profeseor said he be-
lieved the modern tendency of thought was
in favor of a different view. During the
winter in our northern hemisphere, we are
25,000,000 miles nearer to
than in summer. This
our climate, ing the
much more mild, and the summer’s heat far
less than it would be if the condilions were
d. Inthe h hemisp the
exact reverse state of conditions exist. Th
are nearer the sun in summer and further
in winter. They have cold winters and hot
summers. At the south pole there is a vast
excess of ice aver that of the north pole.
The vast accumulation of ice ak the south
pole attvacts the waters of the ocean, chang-
ing the equilibrium of the earth’s centre,
moving the equator to the south, drawing off
the waters of the north pole toward the south
pole. This accounts for the clearly notioe-
able subsidence of waters in the north, and
for the fact that there is but little dry laud
in the southern hemisphere. If the ages of
ice ean be oharged up to these causes, a
glacial period is approaching in the southern
hemisphere, and will be at its greatest height
in about 5.500 years. The last period of ice
in the northern hemisphese is also of equally
recent date, oconrring probably about 6,000
years ago. The lecturer was of opinion thas,
if these resent views proved oorreot, shere
would be a recurrence of the ice period in
about 16,000 years in the northern hemi-
sphere. This view wonld also shorten the
time of man's existenee on the globe. It was
probably safe to say that man had not existed
mere than 30,000 or a 100,000 years.

He
has been many years on the Bench, and
has had very little or no relaxation, and
I think it would be in the interest of
the public if a junior Judge were ap-
pointed. Even if the salary were small,
there are good men practising at the
Bar who would be glad to take such posi-
tions, even with the salaries now attach—
ed. 1 have applied to the hon. the
Minister of Justice, and pressed him in
regard to this matter, but without re-
sult. It is notalone from the county of

Leeds and Grenville, or from Glengarry,
that these complumts come, but from
many other counties in the Province.
I think that the Judge of the County
of Perth, who has grown old
in the servnce, requires some assistance ;
and the hon. the Minister of Justice
would do well to consider such demands
from counties where the population and
territory is large, and where Judges have
given a long series of years to the public
service.

Divisiox Covrr Act.—The following is
a synopsis of the Divisien Court .Act:—
# (laims for the recovery of debts or
money on demand, the amount of which
does not exceced £200, can be tried at the
division court, but when the amount ex-
ceeds $200 there shall be an appeal as
heretofore. The clerk shall place all
suits in which the sum sought to be
recovered exceeds $100at the foot of the
trial list and the other business of the
court shall take precedence, unless the
judge for special reasons decides other-
wise. The judge shall require such ad-
ditional security to be given by the clerk
and bailiffs as ehall afford sufficient
security. There shali be paid to the
clerk in the division court—in addition
to all costs or jury fees now by law pay-
able-on every suit entered where the
claim exceeds $40, two cents, does not
exceed $100, five cents; exceeds $100,
ten cents.

which may be valled nicotism of the heart,
and which is translated by intermittence in
the beating of the heart and the pulsations of
radial artery. It is enough, in certain cases,
to suspend, or at least reduce, the use of to-
bacoo in smoking to see the irregularity in
the heart disappear entirely or diminish. In
1864, Dr. Decaisne related cases of 38 young
people, in 27 of whom the effects of tobacco
on the economy were observable, and inter-
mittences. He terminated his work by saying
that, whatever conditions may be perceived in
ascertaining in adult subjects the pernicious
effects of tobacco smoking, they are incon-
testable to children. Even the restricted use
of tobaceo in children leads often to a change
in the blocd, and sometimes to chlorotic anae-
mia, pulenese of the fuce, emaciation, morbid
sounds in the carotid arteries, palpitation and
intermittence of the heart, diminution of the
normal quantity of the blood corpusclef, diffi-
cuity of digestion, ete.  The ordinary treat-
ment of anaewia and of chlorotic ansemia
produces no effeet-in general whilst the habit
is coutinued. Young people who smoke show
generally a certain sluggishness of intelligence
and a wore or less pronounced taste fur strong
drinks. In children who cease to smoke, and
who are not effected by any argenio lesion,
the disorders of the economy which have just
been mentioned disappear, often very quickly,
and almest always without leaving any trace.
Since 1863, Dr. Decaisne has commenced to
examine the effects of tobacco on women. He
has observed forty-three women, who present
symptoms arising from this.source, including
intermittence of the puise, disorders in the
wenstruation and digestion ; and he has ar-
rived at the same conclusion as he arrived at
in 1864, He adds that the effect of tobacco-
smoking in women appears to him to resemble
very closely those which he observed in chil-
dren, thatina certain number of them, as
among children, even in a relatively small
dose, tobacco leads promptly to the symptoms
of anaemia, as well as intérmistent pulse, and
develops far the most part a pronounced
taste for strong drinks.—British Medical
Journal.

A WHITE NEGR XSS,

(From the London Globe.)

The practicability of converting a nigger
indo a white man has usually been placed in
very much the same category as that of
changing the Ethiopian’s skin or effacing the
spots from & leopard. It will, therefore, be
somewhat surprising to non-scientific readers
to hear the case of Celine Henry, which was
recounted lately to a society of anthropolo-
gists by a certain Dr. Smester.

This woman, who was anative of Hayti,
and was about thirty-five years old, began
in the year 1860 or thereabouts to notice
that the color which she had always sup-
posed to be natural to her skin was slowly
fading away in many places, and being re-
placed by a hue resembling that of a white
woman. Far from being pleased with the
transformation scene which the fairies were
thus working upon her, she entirely ob-
jected to the proceeding, and took every
imaginable step to prevent the completion of
a freakof nature, which her enemies might
make bold to eall experimenting in carpore
villi.

Doctors were ealled in and the native sor-
cerers were all consulted ; but nothing seemed
to arrest the progress of the malady, whioh
the astonished negress was at last fain to
consider as a disease, For fifteen lang years
the detested tint of the: white European en-
aroached steadily upon the frontier lines of
African blac!, uiitil 1877 there was no more
of the original color left than a few spots,
which, if all added together, would not as
much as cover a man's hand.  This affiction,
which caused so much terror and chagrin to
Miss or Mrs. Celine Henry, is, however, one
which is not unknown to physiologists.

It is no other than & disease commonly
called vertigo, which is oceasionally congeni-
tal in the African and other dark-colored
races, and is.sometimes developed in an acci-
dental shape in Europeans or white men.
The name is, of course, derived from the
Latin, vitulus, a calf, and is meant to express
that color which is best known as distin-
guishing the flesh of these animals. It ap-
pears to cause no pain whatever, and have
little or no effect upon the general health, and
if the fair Celine, as she may now most fairly
be called, had not been dominated by an ex-
travagant fear, she would not have had much
cause to lament over her conversion from
black to white.
