MAJOR’S LAST LETTER

A curious result of the German ar­
tillery is shown in A letter which 
Major James Browning, 2nd Dragoon 
Guards, wrote the day before he was. 
killed in action. He says:

“The Germans opposite us have 
been having a high old time the last 
few days, shelling a beautiful old 
church, which dates from 900 A.D. 
Yesterday they managed to set it on 
fire, and nc.w it is destroyed, only 
the walls standing. I went into it 
this morning and found nothing left 
of it except the cruicifix, which was 
absolutely untouched. Curious case, 
was it not?”

HEROIC YOUNG OFFICER
Private S. A. Gec.ry, Royal Army 

Medical Corps, writing to his brother, 
at Coulsdon, Surrey, referring to the 
famous charge, says: “There are no 
flies on them (the Prussian Guard). I 
can tell you. They fought like de­
mons. One young officer did a mag­
nificent bit of work; nothing could 
stop him; he jumped out of his trench 
and yelled ‘Old England for ever. 
Follow me lads.’ With half a com­
pany he dashed forward for quite 
fifty yards ,and he and his men simply 
performed miracles. As I watched 
them I was spellbound. They seem­
ed to possess superhuman strength, 
and went raving mad with passion. 
They were caked from head to foot in 
mud, and presented the most fearful 
picture that could be imagined, as 
they attacked like wild beasts. The 
big Germans were rushing on four to 
one, but they could not beat our fel­
lows back. Those who were net kill­
ed or wounded got away to shelter, 
and our bc.ys returned to their tren­
ches cheering and sheuting. Five 
minutes later the Germans came 
again and again, but not a single man 
got within ten yards of the trenches. 
Sir Douglas Haig, thanking the men 
for the splendid way in which they 
had resisted the attack, said their 
fighting was one of the finest records 
in the finals of the British army.

“We had several German officers in 
cur hospital, and they could not 
speak too highly of our fighting.

THE SITUATION.
News from the front continues to 

be slow with reference to anything of 
a decisive nature.

In Poland the Austrians have ad­
mittedly met with severe reverses at 
the hands of the Russians. In the 
northern portion of that region the 
troops of the Kaiser continue to, ad­
vance, but generally speaking,, the 
Grand/ Duke appears to continue to 
handle hid forces in excellent fashion, 
and Warsaw is apparently in no more 
danger than Paris has been for some 
time.

In Belgium the plucky troops of 
King Albert have again attained a 
notable success, and in France a 
steady pressure is maintained against 
the invaders, who within a few weeks 
now should be crowded back.

The British navy gave a notable 
demonstration when six seaplanes at­
tacked German vessels at the mouth 
of the Elbe. Nothing definite would 
seem to have resulted, but there is the 
outstanding fact that during the sortie 
an escorting squadron of qruisers and 
destroyers remained in the open ex­
posed to the attacks of Zeppelins and 
submarines without damage; Quick 
handling of the vessels did the trick.

A German Zeppelin having dropped 
a dozen bombs on Nancy, an unforti­
fied place, French airmen returned the 
compliment by similar work at Ger­
man posts. A British aviator also de­
stroyed a German dirigible shed at 
Brussels.

Clarence W. Barlow, President of 
the Wall Street Journal and manager 
of the Boston and Philadelphia hews 
bureaus, has just returned from Great 
Britain and the continent on a trip 
which he took to study the financial 
aspects of hostilities. He says that 
the struggle will end as soon as Ger­
many is exhausted and surrenders, 
and that John Bull is on-the job to" a 
finish. The Kaiser, he thinks, cannot 
hold «eut for many more months.

Germany is paying the biggest cost 
in humanity, and England is paying 
the biggest cost financially. Germany 
has everything to lose, and Great 
Britain has everything to save and to 
gain; and she is entitled to it all, be­
cause she is fighting the battle of the 
Western civilization.

She is willing to add five thousand 
million dollars, or five times U.S. na­
tional debt, to her present indebted­
ness, to see this war through to a 
finish ; and it is not King George who 
is at war. It is the whole of England 
and the people of the' British Empire 
who are willing to' put their all in the 
fire of war for the defence of English 
civilization.

“It is worth a trip across the ocean 
to see the united, determined spirit of 
the English people. There is no limit 
to the sacrifices they will make, and 
they do not look for a short war. They 
welcome a long one. They have a 
contempt for compromise in this mat­
ter, and sneer at* arbitration.

“They are determihed to use up 
everything that is necessary in life 
and treasure to insure that their child­
ren and their children’s children shall 
be free from the menace of the Ger­
man war-making machine.

There will -be no end until German 
militarism and the spirit that invokes 
it are dead beyond resurrection.

“England is not looking for any 
financial indemnity from Germany. 
She thinks., that it will take all that 
Germany can give to repair the dam­
age in Belgium, and the British Lion 
is determined that Germany shall re­
pair that damage to the last penny, as 
far as money can repair it.

“The English people are not shout­
ing, are not boasting, are not talking. 
They ’are simply in a state of grim 
determination—a determination of 
which Germany has no conception, or 
she would never have attempted to 
invade France by way of Liege and 
Louvain.

2nd Episode of 
ZUDORA

The Thrilling Photo Drama

(By Special Wire Se the Courier]
LONDON, Dec. 28—The Daily 

News publishes the following des­
patch dated Northern France, Dec. 
26: 1

“Le Fete de Noel has ended here 
in a blazing fireworks display. At 2 
o’clock this morning I was on the 
coast many miles away from the bat­
tle line. It was intensely cold, a night 
of steel stars glimmering in an ice 
blue sky. At such a time sound_tra­
vels extraordinary distances. From 
far awav came the sharp yap of the 
foxes, now and a^ain the owlish 
hoot of a steamer, crawling aftright- 
edly close to the shoals marking the 
coast line, and then there suddenly 
burst upon the waiting ear tremend- 

thud and echo of a big gun at 
answering the snarl of land artil­

lery. It all merged at length into the 
din of conflict, so familiar to us now 
that we take no notice of it.

“The battering and hammering 
came from the harried terrain north 
of Nieuport, a more than usually 
fierce renewal of that eternal battle 
of the coast which bids fair to out­
distance in matter of duration and 
boredom, the swaying conflicts of 
Greece and Troy. A calm night, a 
sea calm, and a biting frost, united to 
make a particularly favorable setting 
and staging for tremendous exercises 
after the feast and flow of Christmas 
Day. It was good for digestion, per­
haps, but no salve for raw nerves. 
The fighting I have learned later was 
fast, furious and bloody.

Such, at least, was the effect of 
the story brought here at sunset this 
evening by French postmen, whose 
light armored cars dash through the 
rain, the weather having suddenly 
changed from ice to tears, with their 
belated messages of peace and good 
will from the front. The tale they 
told was of a very heavy slaughter.

“This evening the long hospital 
train of wounded French and Bel­
gians and one or two Germans came 
ito the siding by the hospital clearing 
house. These wounded told the same 
talé of temoestuous fighting, -a very 
determined recrudescence of hostil­
ities on both sides.

OTTAWA, Dec. 28—Contrary to 
previous arrangements, the second 
contingent from Canada will comprise 
a complete army division. It was at 
first intended that four of the infan­
try battalions at Salisbury, which are 
aver and above the strength of a" full 
division, would be taken to form the 
nucleus of the second Canadian divis­
ion. This arrangement has been 
abandoned.

Twelve of the eighteen battalions at 
Salisbury have been included in the 
first division, leaving a surplus of six. 
These are the 6th Batalion, the 9th 
the nth, the 12th and the 17th. In 
addition there is Princess Patricia’s 
regiment, which has been brigaded 
with a British division, commanded 
by General Snow, and is now in 
France. The 6th Battalion is com­
posed completely of former cavalry­
men, .including the Fort Garry 
Horse, the 18th Mounted Rifles and 
other units. These men, who joined", 
the infantry in the hope of ultimately 
being allowed to go mounted, are :o 
have their desire satisfied, for they 
are to be used as reinforcements for 
the Strathconas, the Royal Canadian 
Dragoons and the divisional cavalry. 
The 9th, nth, 12th nd 17th, are to be 
utiliaed for the purpose of providing 
infantry reinforcements.

It. would appear from the above 
that it is intended td send the re­
mainder of the division to the front 
at an early date. On account of this 
rearrangement a larger number than 
at first expected will be required for 
the second division, which will be re­
organized as follows :
