Probably the most skillful of crooked
toolmakers in the country is “French Gus”
Le Roy, alias Kindt, now serving a five
year sentence in the Eastern penitentiary
at Philadelphia for forgery. Le Roy has
long been regarded as one of the foremost
burglars and toolmakers in the country.
His talents, had they been directed in an-
other path, would have made him inde
pendent. He is the man who invented the
lever system of locking cells, by which one
man, throwing back a bar, locks every cell
inaprison. In 1869 Le Roy was arrested
for a robbery committed near Bing Sing.
He was sentenced to 10 years’ imprison-
ment, but escaped two years later.

In 1872 he was again arrested for a series
of remarkable robberies.” A big jewelry
manufactory was being %egularly plundered
in & most mysterious fashion. Thesafe had
been unlocked and gold taken out. There
were no marks of violence, and the detect-
ives were in aquandary. It happened, how-
ever, that Le Roy was seen near the place
and arrested as a fugitive, When his room
was searched, the stolen gold was found
there. He finally told how he had effected
the robbery. By boring a hole through a
partition in an out of the way place he had
been able tosee the safe. Hesecreted him
self, and when in the morning the custodi-
an of the gold went to the safe to take it
out he watched him through a pair of field
glasses and in that way got the combina
tion. The rest was easy.

For this job I.e Roy was sent to prison,
and while there invented the lever lock
system, now in almost universal use. He
communicated with the governor and of-
fered to turn over his invention if he should
be pardoned. This was refused, and so L.e
Roy set himself at work to escape, which
he did not long afterward.

Some 10 years ago the police all over the
country were startled by numerous bur
glaries, That they were the work of profes-
sionals there was no doubt. But how they
did it was a mystery, forsoexpeditious and
neat were the criminals that it seemed as
though they had only to look at a safe for
it to fall apart. Finally a collection of
strange tools, totally unlike anything the
police had handled before, fell into their
hands. The kit was the property of John
Walsh, alias Warren, alias Whitney; James
Dollard, alias Murray, and Milky McDon-
ald, all of them notorious thieves. They
were nearly captured in Denver and left
their tools behind. Then the police'under-
stood. There had beer. a complete change
in burglars’ tools, and the modern methods
were immeasurably superior.

Neither of these three men was the in-
ventor of the new way to force a safe, the
doubtful honor lying between a German
burglar who was located near Buffalo and
“French Gus” Le Roy. Whoever it was,
he made a few sets and parted with the
surplus ones to his trusty cronies. One of
these was captured from Walsh’s ‘‘mob.”
This man and Dollard went to England in
1883 and “‘fell”’—that is, were caught at
work. They were sentenced to five years
each, and on being released returned to
this country, where they have since com-
mitted several big robberies. .

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MANITOBA LETTER:

In F t of the
Climate and Farming Operations.
Boissevane, Oct. 5, 1893.
FEditor Reporter.—
Sir,— Having been vequested by &
friend to send a letter to be published
in your paper, I hope you will allow
me the space in the columns of your
paper for a few words about
Manitoba. I suppose a letter from
Manitobs would be very interesting
to the people of Athens and its sur-
rounding country. I will endeavor
to give a short history of the crops for
this year, and of the winters we have
in the West. I suppose many people
wonder what the winters in Manitoba
are like. As a rule, one year Wwith
another, the snow -comes on about
the middle of November, and it is a
steady keen freeze until March. The
thermometer goes frem 80 to 60 de-
grees in the cold weather. It de-
pends a great deal on the wind : if
the wind is blowing and the sky clear,
then it will go very low ; if it i calm,
it won’t go as low, still it will be just
as keen a freezo. The snow is
very dry and light. Ifa fall of snow
comes and no wind, when it clears off
we are sure of a good blizzard: When
the month of March comes, the days
begin to get warm, the snow begins to
melt, and in a few days the prawrie is
bare and then in a short time the soil
dries on'top and the farmers start to
geed. The seeding generally starts
bere about the first-of April, although
last spring was about the_latest that
ever was known. There was no
wheat sown last spring till the first
of May, and the wheat is the first
grain that is put in. ~ Last spring was
a very heautiful one, no wind nor dust,
and every farmer made good use of
the time, when the good weather
came, The soil is black clay loam.
The months of ‘June and July were
warm and showery. The hay crop
was good—every farmer has all the
hay he wants for his stock. The
grain crop was a very fair crop, not
as good as last year, but a better
gample. Last year there was some
frosted wheat, and this year there
was no frost to hurt the grain.  The
frost darkens the wheat and that
lowers the price. At present wheat
is worth from 47 to 50 cents per
bushel, on the Boissevane market.
The threshing is nearly all ‘done and
the farmers are busy - plowing, and
some are preparing for the cold
weather in the near fature.

Manitoba and the North-West are
well adapted for ranching purposes.
There are herds here that contain
from two to five hundred head of
cattle and ‘horses, and there is one,
and sometimes two, men on horse
back riding around the cattle.

MISSION WORK IN OHINA.

Deag Sir,—~We have jusi had our
annual meeting aud each one s ap-
Wintad to his work for another year.
hat experiences the past year has
brought! Trials perseoutions, dangers,
without, — perfect  peace within.
What a wonderful Saviour is ours!
During April snd May, soldiers
guarded our houses night and day.
We knew not what would befall us,
but the dear Master protected us 8o
nothing has harmed us. God’s mercies
have been new every morning
and fresh every evening.
During the past year three of my
beloved brethren with whom I labored
ip New York, reaching down after
lost ones in the slums, have gone from
the mission field to their reward.
Bros. Pixley and Coot have fallen in
the dark continent, Africa, and Dr.
Goldsburg, in China.  They gladly
yielded their lives to God, and when
the call came to go home, they were
ready. They now rest from their
labors and their works do follow them.
Eight years ago our charch com-
menced work here. Up to last year,
little had been done outside the treaty
ports.  OQocasional visits had been
made into the interior, but no one has
been especially appointed to that
work. Last year, at our annual meet-
ing, I was the first protestant mis-
sionary appointed to exclusive work in
the interior of Korea. I praise God
for the privilege. Again, this year,
I am appointed to the same work.
How vastly different it is from ous
work in the ports, where we have our
fairly comfortable homes with dear
ones there, and surrounded by our
follow laborers. It is not the dan-
gers, hardships or privations of a mis-
gionary life which are hard to bear ;
it is separation from friends, far away
from those whose bearts beat in unison
with ours, as we are obliged to travel
alone in the interior.  No one to sym-
pathize—onr own hoarts overflowing
with love to those who look upon us
with suspicion and give no love in
vetarn. What feelings of ntter lone-
liness comes over the soul, and we
understand, to some little extent, our
Master's words when He said, “Ob,
Jerusalem, Jerusalem, how oft I would
have gathered you as & hen gathers
her chickens under her wings, but ve
would mnot.” And then the Holy
Spirit comes into our gouls and fills
them to overflowing.  He comes
nearest when we need Him most.
Oh blessed work for Jesus! I would
not exchange it for any on earth. He
makes the desert to bloom as the rose.

Tomperance Convention.

The Leeds County Temperance Con-
vention was held in Brockville, Oct.
30th, 1898. Rev. Dr, Saunders, vre-
sident, in the chair, and Mr. Morford
Arnold, assistant sec’y, acting as seore-
tary of the convention. his con
vention was fuirly w attended,
though several sections of the  county
were not represented.  The presence
of a number of ladies deeply interested
in this work was very gratifying and
helpful.

The chief subject of discussion was
the thorough and effective organization
of the temperance forces and christian
branches of the county for the coming
plebiscite campaign. After much
carveful deliberation, the following
resolation was unanimously adopted,
and prompt action theron is earnestly
urged on all ministers, temperance
societies and temperance people gener-
ally throughout the county :

Moved by Mr. P. Orser, seconded
by Rev. W. Knox, that this conven-
tion, recognizing the importance of
united effort of the churches and all
temperance societies in connection
with the coming prohibition or pleb-
iscite campaign, we earnestly recom-
mend :

1. That sermons be preached upon
the subject in all the churches in the
county.

2. That all temperance societies
unite with the churches in holding
puplic meeting throughout the county
to present the question to the people.
3. That the committee appointed to
work in the different municipalities he
requested to wait upon the municipal
officers thereof in order, if possible, to
secare their co-operation in this great
work of prohibition,

4. That should their-work be not
accomplished through the vyice-pre-
sidents or conveners of township com-
mittees, that the township be organ-
ized in the manner pointed out by the
great Toronto Convention lately held.
An active personal canvass of every
voter was also strongly recommended
for every section or school district in
the county.
