KING EDWARD’S BIRTHDAY

L 0. L. No. 815, of Newmarket,
Ont., celebrated our gracious sove
reign’s birthday by attending divine
service in the Friends’ meeting house
on Nov. 9th, The Express Herald, of
that place, says “an excellent sermon
was delivered by the Rev. Frank Cor-
nell,” and we take the following ex-
tract from that journal’s veport of
his discourse :—

“Mr. Cornell took for his text I.
Sam, 10: 24, and said: This is the
birthday of his most gracious majesty,
King Edward VII. No sooner is
this ninth day of Noyember born in
the far east than some loyal British
subject shouts, “God Save the King,”
and as the awakening rays ¢f morning
dispel the durkness of more western
lands others arise to greet the day and
vtter this true prayer of every British
heart, and 80 around the whole earth
will the prayer continue to go, till the

“And it is well that all loyal Britisb
subjects should thus pray, for we bave
a noble King. He may have made
nistakes in the past but sins repented
of and forgiven by God should be for-
gotten by men.

“It has taken years and experience,
and the refining process of snffering to
bring many a noble man to his senses
and it is easy to imagine from the act-
ions of our king since he came to the
throne that he is striving in every
way to adyance the great work which
he bas inherited. -

“There are some things which tend
to produce goodness in mankind and
the result will show alike in both pea
sant and king. One is to be well born
and bred and from such noble parents
we might indeed expect a noble son,
and through the training of a right-
eous mother we have a king, *who fears
the Lord his God to keep all the words
of His law and his statutes to do
them.”

Editor Athens Reporter.

Dear Sir,—I send youa ballot for
the election held here on the 4th inst.
'"Yon can readily see that it is some-
what different from our ballot. Here
they elect county officers and members
to the legislature and senate on the one
baliot ; also the state officers, as gov-
ernor, secretary of state, auditor and
treasurer, etc. In the county officers,
the Democrats got a little the better of
the Republicans. For the state super-
intendent and county superintendent
of schools, women have the right of
franchise. All women over the age of
21 may vote. From what little ex-
perience I had in the campaign, I am
not in favor of giving all women the
fianchise. Widows and spinsters who
own property are women enough to
have in a political campaign.

A little in regard to prohibition in
North Dakota may not be out of place.
In Langdon (2,000 population) there
are at least fonr places where beer can
be bought. This condition of*things is
owing in a great measure to the apathy
and indifference of the temperance
people. I think there is more drunk-
enness with so-called prohibifion than
there would be with two or perbaps
three saloons paying a high license.
Ot course, all liquor and beer is sold
by the bottle. While driving into the
country some days ago, I counted over
twenty-five empty beer and whisky
bottles in going a distince of seven
miles, and that was not on one of the
most frequented roads. Prohibition in
North Dakota is a complete failure.

North Dakota is very prosperous at
the present time, and i8 experiencing a
period of unexampled good times. The
farmers are settling up old scores that
have been standing for some time.
During the last two years land has
almost doubled in value. Quite a few
farmers here have sold out and gone to
the Canadian West and there invested
in cheaper land. Iowa farmers are
selling their land for $50 to $60 per
agre and coming up here and buying
land for $20 and $25 per acre. The
farmers from here go across the line
and buy land for $6 to $10 per acre.
The crops for the past two harvests
bave been excellent. There are mostly
Ontario people in this section of North |
Dakota. A large number of Germans |
and Scandinavians are settled in this !
county. :

THE PEA WEEVIL EVIL

In ten years the pea crop of Ontario
has decreased from eighteen and one-
half to eleven and one balf million
bushels—a loss of seven millions. The
cash value of the crop lost is about
$4,500,000. And all this falling off is
due to the pea weevil, an enemy that
is steadily moying from the frontier
counties northward. y
Every dollar of this loss could be
prevented, the weevil could be entirely
driven out, if for two successive years
the entire pea crop were threshed di-
rectly after harvest and the grain treat-
ed with carbon bi-sulphide. And the
cost of treatment would be saved many
times over by the saving in loss of
weight in the grain treated.

M JOSEGGALE PEST.

Demonstration of the Sulphur-
Lime Treatment,

GOOD RESULTS FROM ITS USE

St. Catharines report: A prac-
tical orchara demonstration here
to-day was the official introduc-
tion to Ontario fruit growers of
Inspector Geo. T. Fisher’s new (ime-
sulphur remedy for the 3an Jose
scale. So interested in it were the
fruit growers that probably one
hundred men of this vicinity visited
Mr. Archibald’s farm on Lake street
during the day and watched the
various stages of the process. The
Provincial and Dominion Depart-
ments of Agriculture were respect-
ively represented by Mr. George C.
Creelman, Secretary of the Oa-
tario Fruit Growers' Association,
and Mr. Alex. McNeill, of Walker-
vilie, Dominiom “Fruit Inspector.

Ou arrlving, the visitors lound
near the Archibald hcuse a line of
twelve barrels, from which sulphur
fumes issued, enveloping men who
were stirring the liguids 1n a man-
ner very suggestive of the witches:
cauldions in “Faust.” At one end
Stood “ an ordinary threshing en-
gine,  from which ran two pipoy,
cariyving respectively steam and
cold water to each of the barrels.

Mr. Fisher explained that his for-
mula was one pound of guicklime
to ove-hall pound of sulphur in one
gallon of water. The barrels were
only quarter f{illed at [irst, the
rest of the water dropping in slow-
1y to keep the er‘(er\'escent lime so-
lution from boiling over. This “cook-
ing” process goes on for two hours,
2t the end of which time the li-
quid must be used, within, say, 18
or 20 hours, for when it cools it
is ureless. for spraying purposes.
Mr. Fisher said he bhad secured tie
best results from using it in April
This remedy had been found success-
ful in California, from which he Jde-
rived his suggestions, but the cx-
perimentalists of the Eastern
States had not yet adopted it, un-
der the impression that the rainfall
in their districts was 100 heavy.
‘This, Mr. Fisher thought, was
shown to be foundationless, in view
of the success which had attended
the Ontario experiments. Further-
aore, Dr. L. O. Howard, the Eato-
mologist of the Uanited States De-
partment of Agriculture, had stat-
ed that the remedy had been used
on trees continually for ten or
fifteen years with the best aesults.
Mr. Tisher thought the sulphur-
lime preparation could be preparved,
as he was preparing it, at a cost
of 1% cents a gallon, compared
with 10 cents a gallon for the
whale-oil soap mixture. Of the for-
mer, his plant would prepare 2,000
gallons a<day, which,, with six pumps,
would cover 1,000 ordinary peach
irees. Besides, without Jlespising
the value of other tried remediss,
Mr. Iisher declared the sulphur-
lime preparvation to be the safest,
so far as injury to trees was von-
“cerrcd. the cheapest aad the mos
effective he had yet seen.

After dinner the visitors made a
tour of the orchard in wiich the
spraying was being done with an
ordinary spray pump. Some trees
sprayed last spring with whale-oil
soap were seen to be still rather
badly affected with the seale, while
in the next row where the ilime and

sulphur had been used at the sawme
time there was a considerably hét-
ier showinhg, though still  some
scalk®, and the bark of the tree
looked more healthy. Mr. Arcinbald
said  the trees treated with tue
fatter remedy bore one-third more
fruit than those on which the soup
war used this year.

Me. Fisher, the inspector, explainel
the work, and while not declaring
ithe remedy perfect, stated his be-
lief that it was the best yet found,
and that the trees treated would
have been far  worse had it aot
Veen used.

The last of the three designated for
the myrderous work, Mrs. Doxheimer
alleges, was a Mrs. Schroeder, of Har-
lem, who also €nded her lile by means
of poison. Mrs. Doxhuimer .asserts
that among the ploiters were several
millioanircs.

Rossland, B. C., Nov. 24.—=An in-
teresting stage has been reached in
the action of the Fidelity Casualty
Company of New York, vs. C. A.
Hinckley, otherwise known as C. 8.
Morris, the man who absconded from
New York ten years ago with $90,-
000 belonging to the West Side Na-
tional Bank of the metropolis. The
matter became a cause celebre
through the efiorts of the United
States autiorities to secure Morris’
arrest and punishment. He escaped
scot free, however, the extradition
arrangements not applying to his
case.

The situation developed at that
time resulted in amendments to the
Extradition Act, whereby similar
offences were made extraditable.
Morris lived in Toronto, Rat Port-
age, and latterly in Boundary, where
he speculated in real estate and min-
ing property. Tne Fidelity Casualty
people were on his bonds for $12,-
000, and, having been compelled to
deliver this sum to the West Side
Bank, entered the action to recover
the amount, with ten years’ inter-
est, from Hinckley, which name was
adopted by Morris under the Brit-
ish flag. The ease has been proceed-
ing for several months, but action
is now suspended, pending a settle-
ment, whereby, it is stated, the
Guarantee Company will secure the
full amount of its claim.

Experiments Made at University.

The expoerimeats of which Dr. Loeb
told his class were made by Assistant
Prolessor Edward . Lyons in the
laboratories at the university. While
Dr. Lyons’ experiments were carried
on with the idea of ascertaining the
propertics of soutions of sodium and
calcium as a life yostorer, the an-
rouncement made by a  Russian
specialist some time ago regarding
2xperiments made with the heart of
a dead child are said to have®been
the immediate motive.

“ Il the heart can be taken froma
baby after dcath and the regular.
beat itemporarily restored by im-
mersing it in a solution of salts,”
argued Dr. Lyons, “why cannot the
heart of warm-blooded animals be
restored by the Injection of salts
into tée velns if donc when the ani-
mal is at the point of death ?”
Mice, Dogs and Cats the Subject.

Di. Lyons %began his experiments
with the lowest forms of mammal
li’e, mice, then dogs and cats. Taking
the animals kept in the University of
Chicago laboratorles for experiment,
he ‘gave them such “reatment as
would bring them to a condition
where e was practically extinet.
Then by inj ctions of sadium and cal-
cium solutions into the veins of the
failing mammals, he was able to re-
ftore for varying periods of time the
heart-beat In Its normal rhythm and
strength. .

The experlments were completed
several weeks ago. but not unt}l Dr.
Loeb spoke of the matter in illus-
trating a point to his class in phy-
slology yesterday imd it been glven’
to the public.

“I am giving this to you for the
first tlme,” saild the prefessor. “It

is a ocew discovery, and has not
been announced before.”

Dr. b, in accordance with lls
custom, refused to pe interviewed on
the subject to-duy. In telling his
class yesterday hs gave all the cre-

t to Pr. Lyons, who, he said, had
originated and carried out his own
experiment. :

Long Step in Advance.

This. latest discovery s cocsider-
ed long step in advance of Dr.
Loeb’s announcement in the Ameri-
can Journal of Physiology nearly
two years ago that experiment had
shown. the possibility of restoring
the rhythmic beat of turtles’ hearts
after death, or cause the muscles of
a frog's leg to twitch by immers-
ing the one or the other, in solutions
of sodium or calcium salts. At that
time it was only cold-blooded .ani-
mals that were used ip experiments.

Then fpllowed the announcement
by Dr. Loeb and Dr. Mathews last
winter that the human body was like
a complicated battery with currents
having toxic —or poisonous —and
anti-toxic effects. Now it has been
discovered that not only can salt
solutions be applied to sections of
the ventricle muscles of a turtle’s
heart, but that the entire heart of
a warm blooded animal while still
in the body and while still beating,
though faintly as death approaches,
may be restored by one of the simp-
lest articles in the Materia Medica—

It.

What the next step will be the
scientists refuse to say. They will,
they say, proceed with their exper-
iments, and believe that human life
may be prolonged only when they
have proved it. \ e by

THE DEFENCE OF LONDON.

Fortifications are Being Rapidly Con-
structed.

London, Nov. 24.—Efforts of a far-
reaching character have been set on
fcot to 10rtify the metropolis agalnst
a possible attack in case of war,
from which, judging from statements
made to-night, it has hitherto been
quite inadequately protected. An
announcement to the effect that the
extensive buildings have bheen com-
pleted at Wokingham, Surrey, eleven
miles south of London, for use as
a mobilizing centre in the scheme for
the defence of London, reveals for
the first time the existence of such
important War Office operations. It
is stated that when Lord Roberts
took over his post as Commander-
in-Chief of the British army, he
personally investigated the defences
of London and found them to be very
imperfect. Since then powerful bat-
teries have been mounted on eleva-
tions commanding the principal roads
between London and the south coast.

New fortifications are also being
rapidly constructed along the banks
of the Thames.

A NEW SWINDLE.

Telegraphed a Woodstock Man That
His Sister Was Dead.

Woodstock despatch: Julius Du-
brule, lineman in the emp.oy of the
G. N. W. Telegraph Company, was
nearly the victim of some Chicago
swindlers during the past week. On
Monday last he received a telegram
from Chicago announcing the death
ol his sister, Mrs. Josephine Lom-
bard, in the County Hospital in Chi-
cago, and asking what he wanted
done with the remains. This tele-
gram was signed with a man’s name.
Dubrule telegraphed back to send
the remains to Woodstock, and re-
ceived in reply another telegram
signed, supposed to be by the wife
of the sender of the first' message,
It asked him to send $82 for ex-
penses. He replied that he had de-
posited the money with the agent
of the American Express Company
here, who would pay when the re-
mains reached Woodstock.

Later on Mr. Dubrule ecalled the
woman up by long distanco telephone
and she agreed to send the remains
by the first train, and Dubrule anxi-
ously waited 1ill Saturday for them.
When the body did not arrive the
express agency in Chicago was no-
tified to make enquiries at the hos-
pital. It was then learned that no
woman by the name of Mrs. Lom-
bard had been a patient there.

The Chicago police were commu-
nicated with, and asked to find the
man and woman, if possible, who
sent the telegrams, and also find
Mrs. Lombard. Mr. Dubrule has not
heard from his sister for some time,
and her address is not in his posses-
sion. Her age in the message stated
she was 26 years of age ,but her
correct age is 33.

KAISER DEATH ON RABBITS.

His Majesty Brings Down Eighty-four
in Twenty Minutes.

London, Nov. 24.—Bo'h the German
Emperor and the King of Portagal
spent the day out shooting, the for-
meir with the Earl of Loaadals, and
the latter in eompany with King El-
ward in the Royal preserves near
Windsor.

DRANK BLOOD OF GOMRADES

How Survivors of Shipwreck
Kept Alive.

MANY MADE THE SACRIFICE

London, Nov. 24.—The ‘correspond-
ent of The Daily Maii at Wellington,
N. Z., cables that the eight surviv-
ora of the steamer Elingamite, who
were rescued on a raft by the Brit-
ish survey steamer Penguin, admit
that while their minds were unhing-
ed by hunger, some of them proloag-
ed life by drinking tho blood of their
companions. ‘This was mostly done
by mutual consent of two parties,
‘ncisions being made In their skins,
and each sucking the blood of the
other simultaneously. ‘Those of the
castaways refusing to do this were
“tapped” while they were asleep,
and, it is alleged, that the steward-
ess died of exhaustion through loss of
blood taken by this process.

‘The correspondent adds that the
story of the survivors has causad a
feeling of horror in Wellington, their
action being regarded as inexcus-
able, as the raft was only four days
and a hall aflloat.

THE WAZIRIS TROUBLE.

The British Loss in Storm inga Tower—
Village Surprised.

Simla, India, Nov. 24.—Col. Ton-
nochy, commanding tho fourth col-
umn of the British expedition engaged
in putting down the uprising of the
Waziri tribesmen on the Afghan fron-
ticr, found a strong tower at Gumat-
ti, held by six ountlajvs, who refused
to surrender. The shells from the
British guns made little impression
on the fort till evening, nvhen the
tower was stormed and all of its de-
fenders were killed. The British losses
were comparatively heavy. Col. Ton-
nochy was mortally wounded, and has
since died. Capt. G. White, of the
Third Sikhs, was killed whila leading
the storming party, and Capts.
Davies and Houston and Lieut. Airy
and eight of the native troops were
wounded. The tower was razed.

Gen. Egerton arrived at Shiwa yes-
terday and captured the headman
and several of the villagers. Col.
McRae, commanding the first column,
signalled from Spinwan on Monday
that he had surprised and captured
the village, and had taken 250 pris-
oners. Some war munitions also fell
into the hands of the first column.

LARGEST MAN IN THE WORLD

Edward Beaupre Lifts a Horse With
One Armn.

Kankakee, 111, Nov. 24.—Edward
Beaupre, who is visiting relatives in
Kankakee and who is about to visit
friends in Chicago, is said to be the
largest man in the world. He is 8
feet 3 1-2 inches tall, weighs 370 Ibs.,
wears a No. 10hat, a No. 22 shoe and
o No. 21 eollar. Tlis chest measure is
L6 inches. He is21 Years old and was
born near Winnipeg of Irench-Cana-
dian parents whose statures were
not above the average. '

“Where @id I get fny height ?” asked
Beaupre, repeating the question of
Iriend to-day. “Je ne gais pas,” and he
shrugged hix massive shoulders.

“Am I strong in proportion to my
size ?” he went on’; “well, you may

decide.” With the remark he walked ~

out of a local festaurant into the
street, threw one arm @around tha
body of a farmer’s horse and lifted
the animal off its feet.

When Beaupre was 10 years old he
wa® 6 feet 4 inches tall. “That fast
enabled me to escape one thing few
boye do escape,” remarked the giant
when comment was made on his early
growth.

For a time Beaupre was a cowboy i

in Montana. His size was too greut
for the horses he had to ride, 80 he
gave up the occupation. During his
cowboy experiences a pony kicked hinx
and broke his jawbone, leaving a bad
ecar. But for this he would be as
hacdsome as he is strongt In hotels
he has to6 sleep on the floor because
all beds are too phort for him; in
sleeping-cars he utilizes two . uppen
berths.

STREET CAR WAS BURNED,

Startling Occurrence in Capital—
Fired by Broken Wire.

Ottawa despatch: The burning of &

street car on the track is the um-
usual incident swhich oceurred at 11
o'clock to-night on the Somerset line
of the Otawa Electric Railway. The
car was in charge of Motorman
Coughlin, and had reached Bullman's
Corner, swhen the irolley wire col-
lapsed, and the dead end fell upon the
car, setting fire to it as to so0 much
kindling awood. The fire cast a lurid
reflection, svhich gave the reflection
of a house on fire, and an alarm
was rung in, bringing out the fire
brigade.

Officially Announced—To Tap the

Treasure House of Our New Northern

Empire — Work to Be Pushed and

Completed Within Five Years—Cost

Estimated at $100,000,000.

Montreal, Nov. 24.—Mr. Charles M.
Huays, general manager of the Grand
Trunk system, made the highly im-

portant statement yesterday that
transcontinental |

Canada’'s second
highway will be built by the Grand

Trunk' Railway Co., the stupendous
undertaking involving the construc-

tion of from 2,500 to 8,000 miles of
lines and an expenditure, including
equipment station, bridge, shop and

other facilities of from $75,000,000

to $100,000,000.
*‘Like our Grand Trunk Western

Railway extending from Port Huron, |

Mich., to Chicago,’”’ the second vice-
president of the Grand Trunk said,
“*this line will be constructed under
a separate corporate name, of the
CGrand Trunk - Pacific Railway Co.,
and will be of the most mbdern and
up-to-date character, having in view
extremely low grades, long tangents,
steel bridges and heavy rails, as
well as ample station facilities and
equipment for the handling of both
freight and passenger traffic; in fact,
the road will be of the highest
standard in every respect.'’

It is learned that the road will
start from a point -on the Grand
Trunk line between Toronto and

North Bay up to and across the ;

French River, making connection
with the Clergue railway at Sudbury
and westward to Port Arthur.

The official statement reads ae fol-
lows:

*“According to the present arrange-
ments the new system will run
through that portion of Northern On-
tario, familiarly known as ‘New On-
tario,” through Manitoba and Sas-
katchewan, Assiniboia and Alberta,
by way of the Peace River or Pine
River Pass, and through British Co-
lumbia, striking its terminus on
the North Pacific coast.

“Work will begin as soon as the
necessary legislation can be obtained,
and it is expected that five years af-
ter the surveys are completed the
big system will be in operation.”’

‘“No one who has been studying the
wonderful developments that have
taken place in the Northwest during
the last few years,”’ said Mr. Hays,
““can fail to be deeply impressed with
the growth of that extensive and rich
territory, and our directors feel that
in view of the apparent need of ad-
ditional railway facilities and in or-
der to guarantee to the . present
Grand Trunk system direct connec-
tion with that very important and
growing section of Canada, the only
wise policy is to take active steps to-
ward this extension, which I may add
will be commenced as soon as the
necessary legislation can be obtained
from the Government.”’

Although Mr. Hays does not men-
tion the fact, there can be no doubt
that the above project embraces the
ahsorption of the Mackenzi~-Mann in-
terests.

H:RR KRUPP IS D:AD.

of Weapons of

German I
Desiruction Passes Away Very Sud-
denly—Employed 25,000 Men.

Berlin, Nov. 24.—Herr Krupp, the
great gun maker and wealthiest man
in Germany, died suddenly from apo-
plexy Saturday afternoon at his villa
i at Hugel. Herr Krupp had been ill

for several days. Early in the

morning he suffered the first stroke
! of apoplexy. According to the mnedi-

cal reports, his physicians succeeded

in restoring him to consciousness,
i but he soon relapsed into insensibil-
ity. Another stroke followed at
noon, and the gunmaker died at 38
o’clock.

The first question the public asked
on learning the news was: “‘Did Herr
Krupp commit suicide?”’ There seems
to be no testimony to support this
suggestion, the physicians in attend-
ance resolutely asserting that the
case was simply one of apoplexy. His
friends think that an uncompliment-
ary article recently published in a
German pewspaper, which caused the
gunmaker great mental distress, was
primarily the cause of his death.

Baron Krupp was 46 years old. His
annual income, it is said, was over
$5,000.000.

Herr Krupp was the largest em-
ployer of labor in the world. Twen-
ty-five thousand men worked for
him.

Thirty-four Governments have pur-
chased guns from the Krupp fac-
tory. Twenty-five thousand pieces of
artillery made in the plant now
frown from ramparts in every port
of war, contributing more to peace
than to war.

The plant as it exists to-day repre-
sents the laber of three generations
of Krupps. Frederick Krupp, the
first, was born in 1787. To his son
Alfred, born in 1812, he left the se-
crets he had discovered of smelting.
The fortune was increased by Al-
fred, and when he died July 14,
1887, he left the greatest factory of
its . kind to his son Frederick Al-
fred.

The Associated
Press is also officially informed that
Great Britain is acting with Ger-
many, in all matters relating to the
present state of affairs in Venezuela.
Whether, the contemplated action will
take the form of a joint naval de-
monstration, accompanied by or fol-
lowing the' severance of diplomatic
relations, is a matter now being dis-
cussed in Berlin and London. There
is reason to believe that the British
Government has been either officially
or otherwise informed that the Unit-
ed States will not intervene in any
demonstration having the object of
protecting the property rights of
British citizens or their interests in
Venezuela. The reports that Ger-
many and Great Britain have been
urging Minister Bowen, at Caracas,
to join in the combination are dis-
credited here. It is pointed out that
both Berlin and London have a thor-
ough understanding with Washington
regarding the main features of the
policy involved, which, it is main-
tained, in no way encroaches on the
Monroe doctrine.

11— You should use moral suasion.”
We do, much more than those who vol-

we all know that act of parl pre-

vents a great many men from practising'

dishonesty. . And we know equally

well that act of pArliament which now
| makes it easy for men to get drink and
| get drunk can be so improved as to make

it very much harder to do either, and at
| the same time very much easier for those
| who have an almost or altogether ungov-
| ernable appetite for drink to keep sober,
! by putting it out of their way.

2—“The country is not ready for
prohibition, and you have mo right to
Jorce it on the people.” - ;

If by “the country”is meant the actin,
electorate of the country, then it is very
clear, from the overwhelming majorities
polled in favor of it each time an oppor-
tunity has been given, that the country is
ready for prohibition and has been for
years. Some people were not ready for
the ten commandments; some were not,
ready for the abolition of slavery, and
some are not yet ready for the prohibitory
laws against larceny, incendiarism, or
murder, but who asks to have such laws
abolished? It such laws are beneficial,
why not strike at the root and have a law
against that which causes so large a pro-
portion of those crimes? Since a large
majority of those who took enoughy/inter-
est in the matter to express their views at
| the polls shewed by their votes that they
| were not only ready but anxious for pro-
hibition, is it not cruelly unjust to deprive
them of it ?

8 —“But prohibition would not pro-
hibie.”

Then why do the anti-prohibitionisis
oppose it? But if not, why? Is it pos-
sible that our opponents are really willing
to admit that the traffickers in strong
drinks are such an infamous set of rebels
that they will not be subject to the laws of
the country they are gladto live in? None
but men completely lost to shame would
make such an admission or make such a
statement true.

But prohibition on a limited scale has
been actually tested in various townships,
counties, states, &c. Has it not pro-
hibited ? ‘‘Aye, there’s the rub.” Right
well our opponents know it has, and I can
add my testimony, for I have seen it done
with most gratifying success. And proof
of the most conclusive kind comes from the
other side too, namely, the fact that the
friends of the liquor business are most
bitterly opposed to prohibition. In this as
in other things, ‘“actions speak louder
than words.” No law is a complete suc-
cess; all good laws are broken, more or
less, but still they prevent a great deal of
evil and accomplish a great deal of good.
So with a prohibitory liquor law.

4 —*“But it is class legislation and is
a coercive measure, depriving wmen of
personal liberty.”

I reply,—so is legislation in general.
And I humbly submit that the ‘‘class” ask-
ing for prohibilign will compare favorably,
to say the leaSt; with the class opposed to
it in regard to both intelligence and
respectability. What about the? license
law? Isn't that ‘‘class legislation?"”
Isn't that a coercive measure,” allowing
only.one man to sell liquor while 699 are
prohibited ?  As to-interference with per-
sonal liberty, that is true of all laws what-
s , and ¢ quently if the principl
ot government by law be admitted at all
this objection counts for nothing.

5—“It would cause more drinking on
the sly.”

We decline to accept this statement
without proof, but even if true, it would
not be anargument against prohibition to
have liquor drunk privately instead of be-
ing a public nuisance and a constant temp-
tation to young men.

6—"“To prohibit it would make people
want it.”

Then carry out that principle and argue
that all law is wrong, is vicious in its ef-
fects; that the law prohibiting murder
ought to be repealed, being the fruitful
cause of bloodshed, and the law against
: larceny because it makes people want to
steal ; the law against perjury because it
makes men swear falsely. So let us away
with all these restrictive laws, these
“coercive measures,” these _prohibitory
enactments, and so improve the morals of
the people and the well-being of society !

7—** We need temptation to develop a
strong and healthy manhood.  Strength
comes through struggling against evil.”

Then instead of removing stumbling
blocks out of the way of others we should
rather leave them in the way, and also be-
friend them by putting others in their way.
In other words, we would best serve God
by acting like the devil. Give people
pienty of “struggling” to do so that they
may grow strong in all Christian graces !
Surely the world, the flesh and the devil
furnish quite enough temptations for poor
weak humanity to struggle against with-
out Christians joining in multiplying them.
And let us not forget the inspired apostle’s
w .roing about putting a stumbling block
to .a 1 his brother's way ; also the words
of Chi.»' himself, that it were better for
such to have “a millstone .:1nged about
his neck, and that he were drowued in the
depth of the sea.”

8--*There are other things just as
bad as drinking.”

What are they? What other thing
causes so much misery, poverty and crime,
and costs so much money, loss of life and
the joys of heaven? Pray tell me what
these “‘other things” are, and also tell me
if they are licensed. Besides, if there
could be anything worse, would it make
drunkenness any better and all its attend-
ant evils any less?

9 —*“They should stop making it. As
long as liguor is made it will be drunk.”

This is “putting the cart before the
| horse.” Supply is regulated by demand.

We might as well say, ‘“They must stop
making pipes, for as long as pipes are
' made men will smoke!" Let smoking
cease and the demand for pipes having

this advice ; but as there are men
who are not overstocked with *¢ Is” a
little legal suasion is sometimes needful.
Else why have laws at all? for all laws
are prohibitory. Does moral suasion ren-
der laws against theft and murder unnec-
essar@ Law is a good educator, and
should always be in advance of a certain
class of people. Moral ion and whole-
some laws are both needful and work well
together.

12— But we must have the revenus.”

And so you would sell the peace and
happiness of your fellowmen—sell the
bodies and souls of your fellowmen for
time and eternity—for money! You
would send a constant stream of humanity,

bered by th ds, down to death
and eternal destruction for a paltry sum of
money !
But is it true that we really do make or
save money in this way? Facts and fig-
ures are against this claim. Careful cal-
culations show that the actual revenue
derived from the liquor traffic is less than
one-thirty-fitth of what it costs. What
merchant would be willing to sell goods
for three dollars that cost him one hun-
dred? Besides the money paid for license
is already in the country. Why not export
the grain destroyed in brewing and distil-
ling, and so bring money into the country

richer? Surely no country is enriched by
destroying grain, property and human life.
A trifling change in the tariff would make
up the difference and never be felt while
an enormous outlay would be saved, an
the country greatly improved socially,
morally and financially.

“There was danger that
even the stout hearts of Gideon and
his three hundred heroes might
quail at their perilous position,
therefore one more encouragement
is given ‘them.”

16. Into taree companies — Great
armies were generally divided into
three parts, that is, the right wing,
the left wing and the body of the
army.

As he was faithful; so would they
be in following him.

20. Biew the trumpets— There was
perfect concert in their aittack.
Brake the pitchers — By concealing
the lamps in the pitchers they could
pass unobserved until they reached
the guard of the Midianitish camp,
and by breaking them all at once,
and letting the light from three hun-
dred toreches glare on the sleeping
compaty, the enemy would be great-
ly terrified. They cried — Their loud
shouts would add to the terror al-
ready ' awakened by the sound of
trumpets and the glaring light. The
sword of the I.ord, and of Gideon —
Gideon puts the Lord’s name [irst,
for by His power only, could this at-
tack be made. These words would
give courage to the three hundred
men, to know that they went out
under the direction of the great God,
and with such a leader as Gideon.
God was gaining this victory,but he
used Gideon and his men as chosen
instruments.

21. Every man in his place—Sece-
ing the company with ligits and
blowing trumpets, Kkeep in plaee,
the Midianites would conclude they
were a great army, Wwhose men
were now already in their camp.
The army of Israel did not come
to figlt. Their work was to sound
the trumpets, hold the lights, aad
shout Ran, and eried, and fled—
The Midianites were so perfeetly
confused, that there was no order
preserved, and everyone acted ac-
cording to his feelings of terror.

Thoughts.—It is not beeause there
are so few professed Christians
that we see so few converted to
(God, but because there are so few
who are ready to allow the sell life
to die, and who then stand and
_shine for God and shoat His praises.

His
prepared cakes and kid were turn-
ed into an acceptadle offering and
consumed with flire kindled by the
divire One, thus zccepting his per-
son and confirming his commission.

Passing over the event of the sign
of the fleece, we come to the deliv-
erance wrought for Israel through
the Almighty by His ebhosen agent.
Gideon had gathered together about
thirty-two thousand meun, while their
enemies were at least one hundred
and thirty-five thousand strong.
Having chosen the rizicg ground over~
looking the valiey they could see the
vast spread of tents and the great
hosts of warriors on every side,
overspreading the ground. God evi-
dently designed to show them, and
the ages through them, that the bat-
tles of the Church of God were not de-
pendent upon the strength and power
of human agencies, but upon Himsell
alonel

— SOUR MIL

AARRAAA ARNARATS
During serious electrical disturb-
ances in the atmosphere it is well
known that beer may become hard,
milk may go sour, and meat may fre-
quently . turn. Considerable specu-
lation has arisen as to the cause of
this change. It has been suggested
that an ozonized state of the air
due to electric discharge has some-
thing to do with it, or that the for-
mation of nitrous acid ia the air
is responsible for the change. It is,
however, not probable that the at-
mosphere undergoes any chemical
cirange sulficieat to account for the
extent to wihdeh certain foods turn.
Moreover, any important guantity of
ozone or nitrous acid would be cal-
culated to exert a preservative ef-
fect, as bcth are powerful antisep-
tics. '
It may be urged, againr. that tho
phenomenon is due to oxidation by
means of ozone, but this ean b 1-
] Ity. be ¥he case, in view oi the laigze
quantities of beer and milk that are
 soured in relaition to the very small
! quantity of ozona wihich a thunder-
storm produces. In the case of meat,
at any rate, tne turaing can scarce-
ly be attributed to the action of
ozone or oxygen. Tnhe change 18
probably due, not directly to c¢hem-
ical agencies, but purely to a dis-
turbance of the electric equilibrium.
It is well known that an opposita
electrical state is set wp by indue-
tion, so ‘that aa electrical condi-
tion of the atmospiaere PFaduces
similar condition, though cpposite
in enaraeter; in the objects on the
earth. Persons near waom a flasn
of ligivtning passes [requently ex-
perience a severe shock by induc-
tion, thouzh no lightning touches
them ; and in the celeb:ated exper-
iment of Galvahi he showed that a
skinp2d frogz in the neighborhood
of an electrical macdhine, although
dead, exhibited coavulsive movemeats
every time that a spark wasdrawn
from the conductor. In the case of
milk “turning” or of beer “hacden-
tiug” or of meat becoming tainted,
iil is probably, therefore, an i
stance of chemnical counvalsion
ma) be, of a stimulus given
bactericlogical agencies set up by
an opposite electric condition in-
c¢uced by the disturbed electrical
etate of the atmosphero. Although
thesos charges are most marked due-
ing o thunderstorm, yet undoubted-
1y they occur at other times, though
ot to the same degree, when there
it ne apparent electriz aisturbance.
But ceven when the sky is clear
the atmosphere may exhibit con-
siderabte glectrical tension. The
electroscope constantly shows that
a condueting point elevated in thoe
air is taking up a positive charge
(as a rule) of eleetricity, the tension
ricingg with the height of the point.
This eflcct increases toward day-
break until it reaches a maXimum,
frome hours after sunrise, It then
dimini-hes until it is weakest, a fow
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rises and attains a s*cond maximum
value some hours after sunsct, the
secend . minimum  cecurring before
daybreak. There are, accordingly,
constant changes oi clectrical ten-
s'on going. on, chang"s howevor,

. whick ave more rapid agd mueeh more

marked during a thunderstoim and
whickh are gquite powerful enough to
exert an ovii influence on certain
articles of foor or drink susceptible
to change, notably meat, milk, and
bcer or cider,

There is no doubt that the unfavor-
able effects on the feeling of well-
being experienced by many individu-
als, suck as headache and opprzssion
and nervous distressy-on the advent
of a thunderstorm, have a similar
foundation, and are due to the same
electrical differences of potential,
tho effects passing away as the dis-
turked condition of the atmosphere,
or the storm, subsides.—Chicago

BOOKS OF AN EARLY DATE.

Before Abraham's Time There Was a
Literature of Much Value.

An American excavatling expedi
tion engaged in operations at the
ancient eity of Nippur has recently,
unearthed documents that prove
that ancient Babylon existed, in &
literary age, and that there was no
small amount of culture in the time
of Abraham, the patriarch. A li-
brary of clay books has been fonnd
which had already been lost and cov-
ered by the earth when Abraham was
born. '

They are in the shape of tablets,
of which it is calculated there were
more than 100,000. The inscsip-'
tions on thems reiate to all the vari-
ous branches of knowledge and lit-
erature that were studied at the
time. The chief ‘cities of Babylonia
all had these libraries of imperish-
able clay. A contemporaneous ree-
ord of events had long been kept and
an accurate systemm of dating hdd'
been invented.

The discovery of these librari2s and
the facts for which they stand has
ail important bearing on old testa-
ment criticism and history. It dis-
prses once and for all of the con-'
tention that no written documents
of the Abrahamic age could have
descended to later times. Palestine,
at that period, was a sort of de-
pndency of Babylon and Abrahamy
when he moved westward was sim-
piy entering another part of the
Babylonian empire. So even in Ca-
naan he was surrounded by the in-
fluences of Babylonian culture.

Another discovery, that of ‘'the
site of the tower of Babel, is thought
to have been made by a party of
German excavators. It has usually,
been identified with the mount now,
called the Birs-i-Nimrud. But this
was a mistake, for the Birs-i-Nim-
rud represents the temple not of
Babylon. but of the neighboring
tcwn of DBorsippa. The tower of
Jabel was undoubtedly the great
tower attached to the temple of
Eiemerodach in Babylon itself. Thesa
taime German excavators discovera:d
the palace of Nebuchadnezzar, in
which Alexander the Great died.
