Opposition Sinking out 
of Sight.

AFRAID TO FACE THE HOUSE
After Making Their Charges.

THE LIEUTENANT 60VERN0R UPHOLDS 
THE CONSTITUTION.

On Monday, hon. Mr. Blair, by com­
mand of the lieutenant governor, laid on 
the table a letter received by his honor 
from A. A. Stockton, M.P.P., a memorial 
signed by twelve members of the-house 
and his honor’s reply thereto. On motion 
the clerk read

The Governor’s Answer.
Following is the full text of his honor’s 

reply to the letter of the leader of the op­
position regarding the opposition me­
morial:

“Government House,
“April 4th, 1892.

“ Sir,—The lieutenant governor was, on 
Thursday last, the 31st alt., at noon, 
handed a communication from you accom­
panied by a memorial bearing the sig­
natures of yourself and other members of 
the legislature reflecting upon the conduct 
of his government and members thereof, 
and requesting that a royal commission be 
appointed to investigate the matters there­
in alleged,

“ The lieutenant governor would remind 
the memoralists that the usual parlia­
mentary course in such cases is for a 
member of parliament in his place in the 
house to formulate his charges, stating at 
the same time that he is credibly in­
formed and believes he can establish the 
same by satisfactory evidence, and to ask 
for the appointment of a special com­
mittee to investigate the same, or its ref­
erence to a standing committee for that 
purpose.

“ The lieutenant governor cannot recall 
to memory a single case where a commis­
sion, such as has been asked for, was 
granted, when these preliminary steps 
were not taken, or where evidence war­
ranting such a course had not been 
submitted to, or brought out before a 
parliamentary committee. In the present 
case
Sixteen of the Eighteen Charges Made

by the memorialists have not been formu­
lated by any member of the legislature, 
and the memorial is iinaccoinpahied by 
any statement of the nature of the evi­
dence upon which the memorialists rely 
in support of their accusations.

“In addition to the specific charges 
made, it is requested ‘ that any other 
charges that may be duly submitted to 
said commission for investigation and the 
facts and circumstances, preceding, accom­
panying, causing and following the pay­
ment, contracts and agreements and 
arrangements that may be herein alleged 
respectively, and into all the facts and 
circumstances which are of a nature to 
make known by what system, proceeding 
or method, by what intermediaries and 
conditions, contracts, subsidies, practices, 
advances of public moneys, leases or 
grants of lands and generally the patron­
age of the governments, or of the depart­
ments have been retained, granted or paid 
from the third day of March, A. D., 1883, 
to the third day of March, A. D. 1892.

“ It appears to the lieutenant governor 
that the granting of the request of the 
memorialists, including the general refer­
ence asked for, would be not only at 
variance with the well established usages 
Of parliament, but with

#he Principles of British Justice.
The humblest subject of Her Majesty can 
only be tried upon the counts of his in­
dictment, and is thus enabled to prepare 
his defence.

“ While the lieutenant governor is most 
anxious to guard the public interests in 
ëvefÿ Way possible, consistent with and 
within his constitutional authority, he 
desires to guard against the breaking 
down of the parliamentary bulwarks, 
erected after great experience with which 
members of parliament and government 
are surrounded.

“ Under these circumstances the lient, 
governor does not feel warranted in giant- 
ittg the request of the memoralists. He 
lias arrived at this conclusion the more 
readily as he has the assurance of his 
government that they will afford every 
facility for the fullest investigation of any 
charges which may be preferred in the 
usual manner against them before the 
legislature, and have already, as they in­
form him, invited members who in the 
house referred to some of the matters con­
tained in the memorial to formulate their 
charges and call for a committee of in­
vestigation ih the Usual way.

“ To A. A. Stockton, Esq., M.P.P., leadèr 

of the opposition,”
The Attorney General’s Answer.

Horn Mr. Blair, on rising, Was received 
with applause. He Said that he rose to 
a question of privilege in connection with 
the pàpers which had just been read and 
he proposed, at the conclusion of his re­
marks, to move a resolution. It would 
naturally be expected that, under the 
circumstances in which he addressed the 
house, he should do so with some feeling. 
It was within the recollection of the 
house that almost from the opening of the 
session one or more members of the op­
position had been hurling this insinuation 
acrossWhe house.

Hr. Stockton — The hon. member is not 
speaking upon a question of privilege.

Hon. Mr. Blair — I propose to move a 
resolution based upon the question of 
privilege.

Mr. Speaker — perhaps the resolution 
had better be read.

Hon. Mr. Blair, seconded by Mr. 
Mitchell, then moved the following reso­
lution :

“ Whereas, It appears by papers laid 
upon the table of the house by the auth­
ority of his honor the lieutenant governor, 
that Messrs. Stockton, McKeown and ten 
other members of this house did, on 
Thursday, the 31st day of March last, for­
ward a memorial to his honor containing 
certain charges and allegations reflecting 
upon the conduct of his government and 
certain members thereof, which are 
charges numbered from one to eighteen 
inclusive, and asking that his honor would 
cause a commission to be appointed con­
sisting of one or more judges of the su­

preme court of the province to investi-1 
gate the said charges ; and

“ Whereas, It further appears by the 
said papers that

His Honor has Declined to Accede
to the application of the memorialists and 
has indicated that if the said members 
have any charges against the government 
which1 they believe they can establish, the 
proper course is to prefer such charges 
before the house and call for an investi­
gation by and before a committee thereof, 
in the usual manner ; therefore

“ Resolved, That in the opinion of this 
house it is the duty of those members 
who have subscribed to the said memorial 
and thereby impeached the integrity and 
official conduct of the executive govern­
ment and its members, to forthwith de­
mand that a committee of the house be at 
once appointed for the purpose of an in­
vestigation into the charges made, and 
notwithstanding that the business of the 
present session is about concluded and 
the memorialists have not availed them­
selves of the abundant opportunity open 
to them during the session of taking ac­
tion in respect to these charges in the usual 
manner, this house hereby declares and 
affirms its willingness to continue the 
presen^aession for such a -length of time 
as may be necessary for a full, proper and 
sufficient inquiry into each and all of the 
said charges.”

Dr. Stockton said the resolution did not 
relate to a question of privilege but to the 
appointment of a committee, and also 
pledging the house to remain in session, 
which the

House had no Authority to State
as it was a matter of the governor’s pre­
rogative. The hon. gentleman should 
give two days’ notice of motion.

Mr. Speaker ruled that in matters of 
privilege, two days’ notice of motion was 
not required. Charges had been made 
against members of the government and 
were now on the table of the house and 
also before the country, and it seemed to 
him right and just that the rule should be 
so construed as to admit of parties accused 
having the charges tried without delay. 
The language of the resolution was not 
objectionable, if it simply expressed the 
willingness of the house to remain in 
session.

Hon: Mr. Blair resumed.- He could not 
but express his surprise that the leader of 
the oppositioh, after placing charges 
before the lieutenant governor of such 
gravity as these, would have been found 
so wanting in fairness and honorable 
dealing as to raise technical objections in 
the way of this resolution being moved. 
He (Blair) would not deal at length with 
the subject matter of the memorial further 
than to call attention to one or two 
features of it. He was Surprised that 
some of the hon. gentlemen on the other 
side had

Set their Hands to this,
and he felt they must have done so 
through some misapprehension. There 
were some of the members on the other 
side who had acted iihifoitnly against the 
government, but yet honorably, and with 
whom he was on terms of pleasant social 
intercourse, and he was indeed surprised 
that these gentlemen had subscribed to all 
the charges contained in that documeht, 
some of which had been already fully 
tried before the legislature. He referred 
more particularly to the Leary charge. 
When that charge was formulated and 
tried, he had gone personally upon the 
stand at the earliest possible moment 
and hâd

Pledged ills Oath to his Innocence,
and these gentlemen had accepted his 
statement, /ind had not only refrained 
from asking him a single question, but had 
in the house admitted and expressed their 
gratification that he had been completely 
exonerated. He was, indeed, pained to 
know that there Wefe gentlemen whom 
he had regarded as honorable and respec­
table men, who would not only charge 
him with all manner of misdemeanors 
which they well knew they could not 
prove, but would charge him with having 
gone on the stand and committed peijury 
in order to exonerate himself. That was 
the kind of tactics tipbh Which the gen­
tlemen opposite hoped to get into power ; 
not that they had a shadow of hope that 
they could find any reputable witness to 
swear that he had violated his public 
trust, or that he for any money consider­
ation made or agreed to make a corrupt 
contract with any man ;

Not tbât they had the Faintest tddft
of being able to show that one dollar, sup­
posed to have been spent upon any public 
works, had been expended in connection 
with an election or in any other improper 
manner, but that they hoped by circulat­
ing these charges broadcast throughout 
the country, by means of the press, that 
they might be able to damn the members 
of the government. He defied these gen­
tlemen to produce a single Witness of re^ 
pate who would go upon the stand and 
swear that he had ever been guilty of a 
corrupt act. They might be able to show 
that some of the members of the govern­
ment had received contributions to elec­
tions, but that could be shown with re­
spect to the members of most govern­
ments, and certainly with respect to most 
of the meinbets Of the Oppositioh. But 
he would say here and now that he

Defied them to Produce one Witness
who would go upon the stand and testify 
that, under any circumstances, he (and he 
believed he could say the same of his col­
leagues) had ever bartered àwâÿ àfiÿ of­
fice or public money, or sold or agreed to 
sell any contract of any kind or nature 
whatsoever. (Applause).

These chargee had been presented to 
the lieutenant governor, and the latter, 
leaning towards no political party and 
yielding to the influence of no party, but 
steering a straight course in the discharge 
of his high constitutional functions, had 
given a fitting response to

The Back Stair Taetles
these gentlemen had adopted. They 
ought to have known before they ap­
proached that high functionary what an­
swer he would make. They ought to 
have known, and did know, what consti­
tutional practice and usuage would require 
at his honor’s hands. His honor had dis­
charge his duty as a constitutional gov­
ernor and had informed these gentlemen 
that there was a tribunal which the peo­
ple had set up, before which such charges 
should be tried. The tribunal was now 
open to them, and his purpose now was 
to ask this house to express its sense of 
the duty which rested upon the gentle­
men by whom the charges had been made. 
The characters of the supporters of the 
government were involved, as well as 
those of the executive, and unless they 
were vindicated they would appear to 
have been supporting a body of men who 
were unworthy of their confidence. He 
appealed to them to know whether they 
would not subscribe to the resolution he
had moved and

Remain here If It took all Summer
to meet the charges which these gentle­
men had so wantonly made? (Applause.) 
He (Blair) had made arrangements to 
visit England in connexion with public 
business — had even arranged for sailing 
on the 27th of the present month—but 
that business could be done by others and 
he would remain. (Applause.) He did 
not propose to go to the other side of the 
Atlantic while resting under these asper­
sions. If he was guilty he was unworthy 
of holding his present position. The 
provincial secretary and chief commis­
sioner had come into the government 
when it was first organized, and he knew 
them to be men of exemplary character 
and unblemished honor. He knew that 
they were innocent, and he wished to 
have it demonstrated by the closest and 
most exhaustive investigation that he was 
worthy to be their colleague and their 
leader. (Applause.)

The matter had now assumed that shape 
that he felt it to be the duty of the gen­
tlemen opposite to enter upon this in­
vestigation and he asked the house to sub­
scribe to the resolution that he had moved. 
(Applause.) He proposed to stay here 
without adjournment until it could be 
seen whether the rumors and the slanders 
that malignant opponents of the govern­
ment had
Poured into the Bars of the Opposition

were susceptible of proof. He did not be­
lieve that the people of this country had 
the slightest doubt but that a committee 
of this house would be capable of receiv­
ing the evidence of sworn witnesses and 
rendering their verdict upon that evi­
dence. But the duty of the committee 
would primarily be to get out the evidence ; 
they could and would elicit all the facts. 
That committee need not express its 
opinion upon the evidence, but the 
country would be the ultimate tribunal 
and the opportunity of pronouncing upon 
the evidence elicited by the committee 
would be open to them. If the leader of 
the opposition could substantiate his 
charges he should occupy the position in 
which he (Blair) was standing to-day, and 
another body of men should assume the 
reins of government. (Applause.)

The Provincial Secretary
Hon. Mr. Mitchell said, in seconding the 

resolution, that he could only endorse 
what the attorney general had said. He 
had felt deeply wounded that he 
(Mitchell) should be charged by some of 
these gentlemen with the high crimes and 
misdemeanors contained in the memorial. 
He would only say his conscience was 
clear. He had nothing to fear from an 
investigation, and he believed the same 
was true of his colleagues. He had sat at 
the council board for the past nine years 
with the attorney general and with hon. 
P. G. Ryan, and pefhaps more than any 
member of the government he had en­
joyed the confidence of his honored 
leader, and he could say in the presence 
of this house, in the presence of the 
country and

In the Presence of High Heaven
that in the course of his whole intercourse 
with him he had never known him to be 
guilty of ft dishonorable act. (Applause.) 
He was prepared to stand by him, and he 
knew the charges could not be proved 
against him, and he believed the same 
was true of Mr. Ryan.

During the time that the present solici­
tor general and surveyor general had sat 
in the executive he had found them gen­
tlemen of honor. He would as soon ex­
pect to find himself doing a corrupt or 
dishonest act as to find them. The con­
stitutional course had been clearly pointed 
out by the governor and he appealed to 
the members of the house to remain if it' 
took all summer to fight out this question. 
(Applause.) He felt confident that when 
the result of the proposed investigation 
went to the country it would be found 
that the government had done nothing 
derogatory to the position they held. 
(Applause.)

The Leader of the Opposition.
Dr. Stockton said that all the papers 

had not been brought down. Mr. Haning- 
ton’g name was to the memorial, but he 
had subsequently (in view of his impend­
ing appointment as judge) sent in a with­
drawal of his name. During this session 
the charge had openly been made against 
a member of the government that he was 
bought for solid cash to change his al­
legiance and vote against the old govern­
ment, and that gentleman had sat in his 
seat and not attempted to deny the charge.

Hon. Mr. Labillois — I rise to a point of 
order. I assume from what I have seen 
stated in the press that the hon. gentle­
man refers to me. I have simply to say 
that no charge was made against me at 
any time in the house.

Dr. Stockton — Well, that is what ap­
peared to me to take place in the house. 
Were the government afraid to have this 
matter investigated by a judge or judges 
of the supreme court ?

Were the Government Afraid
to receive the decision of a non-partisan, 
non-political tribunal 7 The opposition 
did not propose to ask for a committee of 
this house. They had fairly and frankly 
stated to his honor that they would have 
no confidence in the result of such an in­
vestigation, which must necessarily be a 
partizan finding, one way or the other. 
It was only human nature that members 
on both sides would allow feelings to 
warp their judgment.

Passing on Dr. Stockton said he de­
clined to have the investigation before a 
committee of this house,- and therefore 
would oppose the resolution. He hoped 
there was no truth in these charges, but 
let them be fairly tried and he would re­
joice to know that such was the case.

Mr. Colter said he Would be only too 
happy to stand side by side with the at­
torney general in this matter, but he had 
paired with Mr. McKeown and therefore 
his name would not be on the list.

The Opposition Lieutenant.
Mr. Phinney said he would be pleased 

upon a fair investigation to find that the 
charges were unfounded. It was not to 
the interest of the country that charges 
of such gravity should be circulated. But 
at Ottawa, at Quebec and in Nova Scotia 
similar charges had been made against 
public men, and it was highly desirable 
that they should be sifted to the bottom. 
It might be possible that a single judge of 
the supreme court
Would be Actuated by Partisan Feelings.
If that was feared, two or three judges 
could be chosen. If the investigation 
were taken before a committee of this 
house, objections would be taken and ques­
tions ruled out on technical grounds, so 
that a fair and free inquiry could not be 
made. With the party feelings existing 
on both sides of the house, it was impos­
sible that men could act in an unbiased 
manner. If he had occupied the position 
of one member of the government who 
had been openly charged with having

been purchased, he would at once have de­
manded an investigation.

Hon. Mr. Labillois—The charge was 
never made in this house.

Mr. Phinney — Well, it is made now in 
the memorial.

Mr. Wilson Speaks.
Mr. Wilson said he was sorry to learn 

from the other side that the representa­
tives of the people had not the honor and 
integrity to look after the interests of those 
who sent them here. Dr. Stockton had 
said that the house and country had re­
ceived the fipding of the committee in the 
Fraser investigation with satisfaction. If 
the house was competent to satisfy the 
country then it was competent now. As 
one representative, if these charges were 
referred to a committee of the house and 
fairly proven he

Would not Hesitate a Moment 
about the course he would take. Mr. 
Phinney had stated, that the Leary in­
vestigation was not a fair and full one, yet 
he was one of the men who signed a re­
port exonerating the attorney general. 
(Applause.) Would he have done that if 
he had believed the inquiry was not com­
plete and effective ? He (Wilson) was 
perfectly willing to stay here until this 
whole matter was threshed out, and he 
believed his constituents would back him 
up in so doing. The people of this coun­
try did not Wish that the members of the 
executive should be under these charges 
for any definite length of time. The St. 
John Sun had said that the people had 
very little confidence in Wilson’s inquir­
ies. He did not know that he had a pat­
ent inquiry of his own. He was satisfied 
as to his rulings on the Leary inquiry — 
that no judical authority would have 
ruled differently.

One Would be Led to Suppose
that it was the government supporters 
who had objected to all the questions that 
were ruled out on the Leary investigation. 
The fact was that when Dr. Atkinson was 
on the stand not a single question was 
asked him that Messrs. Phinney and Han- 
ington had not objected to, and when 
some of these questions were ruled out 
the latter had said that he thought he 
(Wilson) had acted fairly upon that in­
quiry. These gentlemen, who then ob­
jected to Atkinson answering any ques­
tions on the ground of privilege, are the 
men who want to get at the bottom of 
things to-day.

The Attorney General.
Hon. Mr. Blair said he wished to make 

a statement which was called for by what 
had been said by the leader of the op­
position, as well as by the remarks of 
Mr. Shaw. It had been put forward 
that the reply to the memorial was put 
into the mouth of his honor the lieuten­
ant governor, and dictated in its very 
language by his advisers. This was said 
with a view of militating against the 
force and value which would otherwise 
attach to hie honor’s reply. He wished 
to inform the house that he had the 
authority of his honor the lieutenant gov­
ernor to state that the answer which he 
had given to the memorial

Was his own Reply
and was not furnished on the advice of 
his council. (Applause.) His council un­
questionably did concur in the opinion 
expressed by his honor ; and upon the 
broadest constitutional ground, unless the 
house was to consent to the abdication of 
all its rights and privileges ; unless they 
were prepared to say that responsible 
government was a delusion and a failure ; 
unless they were prepared to say that the 
people of this country were not competent 
to govern themselves, that their affairs 
should be submitted to the adjudication 
of the judges, he failed to discover how 
any other tribunal could properly be 
selected than that which his honor had 
recommended. It was because his honor 
had the highest appreciation of

Tbe Valuable Safeguards
which our system of government threw 
around the people’s liberties, that he felt 
that no other course was open to him than 
to give the reply which he did, and 
whether the tenure of office of this gov­
ernment was short or long, the invaluable 
and cherished principles of the present 
system of government should not be rude­
ly thrown aside because some two or three 
gentlemen suspected the government to 
which they were opposed of being guilty 
of wrong doing. (Applause.) Those prin­
ciples had been purchased at too high a 
price to be lightly sacrificed. It was the 
simple duty of the government, when a 
question arose which affected the prin­
ciples of the constitution, to stand firmly 
by them. The government propose to do 
that in the present case. The govern­
ment wished to disclaim no responsibility 
that belonged to them. They assumed 
the responsibility of concurring in and 
approving of his honor’s reply, but they 
were happy to assure the house that the 
reply which the governor did give was his 
own reply, was not written at the dictation 
of any member of the government, but 
was his honor’s own view expressed in his 
own words. (Applause.)

The resolution then being put to the 
house was carried on the following divi­
sion : —

Nays — Stockton, Phinney, Lewis, 
Rourke, Smith, Powell, Shaw—7.

The leaf must be care­
fully attended to for months after it leaves 
the planter’s hand. It must neither dry 
too quickly or too slowly. Even after it 
has reached the factory the utmost deli­
cacy of manipulation is required. The 
weather must be carefully studied, for if 
there is too much moisture in the air 
when it is pressed it will mould, and the 
same will happen if too much moisture is 
sprinkled upon it for the purpose of open­
ing the leaf. Again, if it is overdried in 
the oven it will turn crisp, and will nip 
the tongue in smoking. It is by careful 
attention to all these points that the 
“ Myrtle Navy ” has been brought to such 
perfection. The firm who manufacture it 
have their own storehouses in Virginia, 
and from the time it leaves the planter’s 
hands until it is turned out of the factory, 
months afterwards, in plugs, it is under 
the care of their skilled and trusted em­
ployees.

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THE LEGISLATURE AND THAT 
COMMISSION.

The events of the week in connexion 
with the legislature, have been of sur­
passing interest. It was stated in the St. 
John Sun on Saturday last that a memor­
ial bearing the signatures of the twelve 
opposition members and containing 
eighteen specific and several general 
charges against the government, had been 
lodged with the lieutenant governor and 
a demand had been made upon him to 
pass over the legislature which was then 
in session and appoint a special commis­
sion of judges of the supreme court to in­
vestigate the charges and pass upon the 
guilt or innocence of the lieutenant gov­
ernor’s advisers. The correspondent in 
communicating a statement of the charges 
in detail which occupied over two columns 
of the Sun, seemed to have obtained his 
information by a remarkable exhibition of 
skillful pumping as not one of the opposi­
tion, so he alleged, could be induced to di­
vulge a syllable of what had taken place. 
They were all, from the leader down, as 
dumb as oysters. It now transpires that this 
interesting memorial had been presented 
to the lieut. governor by Mr. McKeown 
on Friday at noon and on Monday at noon 
the memorialists received their reply. It 
had been whispered about on Friday 
evening by a few well informed opposition 
gentlemen, in a mysterious manner, that, 
a bomb shell was going to burst on the 
government, and Dr. Atkinson, alderman 
Smith, of St. John, and the gentleman 
who does not represent Kent —Mr. Phin- 
ney —oracularly announced that the dis­
missal of the ministry and a new election 
were more than probable in the immed­
iate future. On Monday afternoon, as 
soon as the order of business in the house 
permitted, the attorney general laid on the 
table by the command, which means by 
the permission of the lieutenant governor, 
a copy of the very memorial the opposi­
tion had been at such pains to work up, 
together with his honor’s reply. This 
reply, as will be found on our first page, 
was a crushing rebuke to the conspirators 
against the constitution, but they did 
not and could not realize what was 
meant by the government in actually 
bringing this deadly memorial right into 
the full light of day and before the whole 
country. This did not look as if the en­
gine of destruction which the pure Stock- 
ton and saintly Phinney had been at such 
pains to construct, was alarming any body. 
The object of the government was soon dis­
closed to the abject and terror stricken 
crowd who that day sat in the op­
position seats. The attorney general im­
mediately arose, after these papers had 
been all read at the clerk’s table, and 
moved a resolution reciting the presen­
tation of the memorial to the governor 
and the latter’s reply, and declaring it to 
be the duty of the twelve opposition men 
who had formulated the charges to the 
governor to forthwith ask a committee 
for their immediate investigation. Stock- 
ton wriggled and squirmed to get out of 
the dilemma, but out he could not get. 
First he took the point of order that Mr. 
Blair’s resolution could not be moved 
except on two days notice, but the 
speaker ruled, charges reflecting on 
the integrity of the members of the gov­
ernment should, under our parliamentary 
practice, be disposed of at once, if the 
parties charged desired. Then Stockton 
contended that the attorney general’s 
resolution interfered with the prerogative 
in proposing that the members should 
pledge themselves to stay all summer, if 
need be, to afford the opposition an op­
portunity of exhaustively investigating 
each and all of their accusations. This 
point of order did not hold water any 
better than its predecessor, so the only 
thing remaining for the utterly shattered 
remnants of a once confident party, was 
to stand up and vote against an enquiry 
into their own charges. On this vote the 
party counted seven.

There never was such a pitiful spectacle 
in the legislative history of this or any 
other country as that Mr. Stockton and his 
six associates presented on this memorable 
afternoon. On Monday morn they beamed 
with hope and confident expectation. 
The governor it is true, thought they, 
has not replied, but no doubt he is deeply 
impressed by the representations of the 
memoralists and will be slow to 
refuse a demand backed by so formid­
able an indorsement and with the 
approval of high constitutional authority 
such as Drs. Stockton, Alward and Mr. 
McKeown. But alas! at dewy eve, all 
their high hopes had fled and nothing 
remained but black despair. Figuratively 
speaking these moral and constitutional 
giants of the morning are in the evening 
lying bleeding, torn and bedraggled, the 
picture of agony and despair, each one 
trying to unload the blame of his lost 
condition on some one else, but all assert­
ing that they did not know what was in 
the paper. Mr. Powell, Mr. Rourke and 
several of the more respectable and 
sensible men of the opposition are 
ashamed of the document and assert very 
plainly they were misled and deceived 
into putting their signatures to charges 
and insinuations against members of the 
government personally that they did not 
know were there, but the lesson they have 
learned will be of some benefit to these 
gentlemen in the future. It will be a 
long time before they will be again found 
putting their signatures to charges of 
which they have not a tittle of proof.

While we may laugh at the sorry plight 
into which the opposition have placed 
themselves, there is also a serious view of 
the matter which should not be over­
looked. The action of Mr. Stockton and 
his associates was founded upon the idea 
that the lieutenant governor would be 
justified in taking the business of exam­
ining into the conduct of the government 
out of the hands of the peoples represen­
tatives, and putting it into those of outside 

^ persons of the governor’s choosing. Such 
a proposal is not only startling, but is 
revolutionary and means that the whole 
system of responsible government has 
utterly broken down. No justification for 
such a demand was put forward, if there 
could be any found under any circum­
stances. That governor Anglers did some­
thing like this in Quebec, was no sufficient 
reason why governor Tilley shoujd do it 
here. Angiers defended himself in taking 
his unusual and unprecedented course on 
the ground that the parliamentary enquiry 
at Ottawa before the committee of the 
senate disclosed facts casting doubt upon 
the integrity of his council ; but there was 
nothing here except charges which any 
person might make if he chose, and which 
were unsupported by a particle of evidence. 
The opposition were getting up a poor 
imitation of the Angiers transaction, but

they, unfortunately, for the successful 
working of their little scheme, did not 
have an Angiers to help them out.

The excuse that a committee of the house 
would necessarily be composed of a major­
ity of the government supporters is a poor 
plea. As a matter of course any such com­
mittee has always had either supporters 
or opponents of the government upon it 
for the simple reason that every member 
of the house must of necessity be on 
either one side or the other. So long as 
the system of responsible government en­
dures it must rest with the majority of 
the people’s representatives to decide the 
fate of the government on any question, 
and if they are fit to sit in judgment on 
their policy and qualification for office, if 
they can fitly decide whether they are 
prudent and economical or are wisely ad­
ministering affairs, one would think the 
same body capable of deciding whether 
they have been stealing the people’s 
money or bartering public contracts for 
their own personal ends. But the busi­
ness of the committee is not so much to 
decide the guilt or innocence of the 
parties as it is to take the evidence. When 
the sworn testimony of the witnesses is 
obtained the people are in a position to 
decide for themselves and they need 
not and probably would not be very 
much influenced by the report of a 
committee expressing its views of the 
facts. If as the opposition pretend to 
believe, the partisan majority of the com­
mittee would be certain to exclude evi­
dence which the non-partisan, calm and 
eminently judicial minority wished to get 
in, the country would know all about it 
and form their opinion accordingly. The 
government party could not prevent pro­
per questions from being answered with­
out arousing suspicions likely to be as 
fatal in shaping public opinion against 
the government as if the worst facts came 
out, and indeed our observation rather 
teaches us that a party charged, cannot 
safely insist on shutting out evidence 
which really ought to be excluded, for 
fear of the effect upon the public 
mind. The public are not familiar with 
the rules governing the admission of evi­
dence and any objection to evidence is 
generally considered as raised from a 
fear that the evidence sought to be ex­
cluded, will tend to establish the charge. 
We doubt therefore very much whether 
even a court of law would allow as thor­
ough a sifting of facts as could be had 
through the medium of a parliamentary 
committee.

Another point made in favor of an en­
quiry by the judges is that the committee 
of the legislature would be partisan. 
We have admitted they are usually so, but 
this has never been considered an ob­
jection heretofore. The highest parlia­
mentary authorities lay it down as a 
principle governing the constitution of 
these committees that they should be so 
composed. The rule almost always is to 
put the strong friends of each side on the 
committee. It was in accordance with 
this rule that Dr. Atkinson who, himself, 
made the charge against the attorney 
general in the Leary matter was named 
and acted on the committee. The only 
useful purpose the committee discharges 
is to get out evidence, and the extreme 
men on each side are the very persons 
to elicit evidence against their opponents. 
The electors are the final judges and the 
ultimate appeal is to them.

The fact is now clear to every one that 
the opposition had no case, and were not 
only slanderers, but cowards. Their only 
hope was to get a roving commission 
with power to search into every cranny, 
hole and corner in the hope that some­
thing might possibly be discovered to the 
prejudice of the government, failing 
which they had a big card still remaining 
to play. They could tell the country the 
government had refused them an im­
partial tribunal before which to lay the 
charges, and therefore must be guilty. 
They also expected the government would 
rest content with the governor’s refusal 
to grant the opposition’s demand, and the 
charges could be made to do good service 
during the recess. But this very astute 
calculation was foiled. The government 
intended doing the reverse of that. 
Conscious of their integrity and innocence 
as respects the charges, they boldly and 
defiantly spread the whole business before 
the legislature and hurling the accusations 
back into the teeth of Stockton, and his 
associates challenged them to take a com­
mittee and go into their charges, one and 
all, or stand convicted before the whole 
country as slanderers and cowards. They 
preferred the latter alternative and a piti­
ful exhibition they made.

The re-election of Dr. Colter on Wed­
nesday last in Carleton county by an in­
creased majority over his previous vote 
will be hailed with satisfaction by the 
liberal party all over Canada. The fight 
was a remarkably keen one and establishes 
beyond controversy that the people of 
that county are not in sympathy with 
the prevailing method at Ottawa or the 
policy of the Ottawa government. No 
constituency in Canada is better situated 
than Carleton county to estimate .at its 
true value the benefit which would re­
sult from a freer interchange of commod­
ities with our neighbors, and none suffers 
more seriously from the trade restrictions 
which meet us at every turn. We heartily 
congratulate Dr. Colter on his re-election 
and hope it may be taken as an indica­
tion that the tide has again taken a turn

The Hand of Death has been Heavy Dur­
ing the Week.

Mildred Kingdon, the bright little daugh­
ter of Albert and Florence Gregory died on 
Tuesday last of pneumonia.

We have also to announce the death on 
Wednesday afternoon of Mrs. Robert Land­
ers, of Saunders street, after a short illness.

L. and Steppie A. Pugh, of Nashwaaksis, 
died on the 25th ult. of diphtheria croup. 
She was two years and four months old, a 
general favorite with all.

James Bonar died at his residence, Vic­
toria mills, on Tuesday evening, another 
victim to cancer. He has been ill for al­
most a year. He leaves a widow, five sons 
and two daughters. Deceased was well re­
spected wherever known.

John Gorman, an old and well known 
resident of this city died on the 3d inst. He 
had been ill for a long time and death was 
a relief. He had reached the old age of 
seventy-nine. Deceased leaves three sons 
and two daughters to mourn their loss.

Helen, wife of W. W. Gierke, of St.

A well known resident of New Maryland, 
William Shaw, died on the 7th inst. in the 
seventy-seventh year of his age.

Board of Trade.

The board of trade held a very successful 
meeting on Monday afternoon at the office 
of the secretary.

AROUND THE WORLD.
The Week’s Events In Brief-The Cream 

of onr Exchanges.

The U. S. senate has passed a bill to 
absolutely prohibit the coming of Chinese 
persons in the United States.

At Westport, N. S., on Tuesday, 600 
bushels of salt broke through ashed floor 
into the water and became a total loss.

British and French governments have 
agreed to prolong the modus vivendi in 
regard to the Newfoundland fisheries over 
the present season.

The total loss by Sunday’s fire at New 
Orleans is estimated at two and a half 
millions. The number of bales of cottoü 
burned is now believed not to exceed 
60,000.

If the protest against the return of Mr. 
Wilson, M. P., for Lennox, should prove 
successful, it is said that hon. Edward 
Blake will be invited to run in the liberal 
interest.

Reports from western and central Ne­
braska show a severe blizzard prevails. 
The worst snow storm of the season is re­
ported along the Burlington road and the 
Black Hills.

The Staffordshire, Eng., potters and 
other manufacturers have decided to lock 
out 25,000 workers. The latter refuse to 
submit their disputes with the employers 
to a board of arbitration.

Three more anarchists have been arrest- 
at at Madrid. The total number of 
prisoners is now 13. A bomb exploded 
in a street in Valencia, Tuesday. A box 
of dynamite was seized in Malaga.

Davis, the second mate of the Van­
couver, who was sentenced to eight years’ 
imprisonment for atrocious cruelties to 
sailors, was released from Dorchester peni­
tentiary on Monday. He has served 
about five years.

On May the 20th, four men and one 
woman will be hanged at Chester, S. C., 
for murder. They are all young and 
fairly intelligent negroes. They murdered 
Alfred McAllilly a year ago, beating him 
to death with stones.

A report has just reached Bridgewater, 
N. S., that a man named Wambolt, living 
near Bull’s Run, on the Liverpool road, 
beat his son so badly that the latter died 
two days after from the inhuman treat­
ment. Steps will be taken to arrest him 
for murder.

It is rumored that the Toronto Globe is 
about to publish damaging revelations 
against Caron in support of Edgar’s im­
peachment of him ; also that Mr. Blake is 
likely to resume the leadership of the 
liberal party without insisting on com­
mercial union being made a plank of the 
platform.

Judgment was given in the supreme 
court Tuesday in the Welland election 
case. The court were unanimous in dis­
missing the appeal and affirming the 
decision of the trial judges. The judgment 
of disqualification against German there­
fore stands. The court will deliver further 
judgment on May 2nd.

Police magistrate McCulley, of Chatham, 
has imposed a fine of $100 and costs on 
Henry Murray, in whose hotel a witness 
testified that he bought liquor from an 
unknown and unseen person on the other 
side of a partition. A copy of the pro­
ceedings has been asked for,but no provi­
sion is made in the law for appeal from 
the magistrate’s decision.

The Toronto Globe says : “ We have 
Mr. Edgar’s authority for saying that i 
the majority in parliament allow him tof 
produce evidence in his possession he can 
show that in the campaign of 1887, to 
which his indictment of Sir Adolphe 
chiefly relates, the Tories spent more 
money in one constituency in loyer Can­
ada than the Liberal party had at its 
disposal for the entire province of 
Ontario.”

A writer in the Halifex Herald writes 
that Abraham, Isaac and Jacob Diddor 
were children of one berth, born in 1828, 
and claims them to be the oldest set of 
triplets in the world. Upbam, Kings Co., 
N. B., can beat them all to pieces, for 
Richard, William and Elizabeth DeBoo, 
born in 1823, We claim are the oldest set 
of triplets in the world to-day. Mr. and 
Mrs. DeBoo left ten children ; all are still 
living. Eight of them are within two 
miles, the oldest is in his 80th year and 
the youngest is in his 62d. They are all 
strong and healthy looking people.

Indiantown St. John people were in a 
high state of excitement over a rumor that 
a pot of gold had been found at Marble 
point above Rowan’s wharf, by Messrs. 
William Stewart and Martin Olts. A 
reporter saw Mr. Stewart, and it turned 
out that the latter had found about 10 or 
12 pounds of leaden bullets while work­
ing at the above place. They were a short 
distance under ground and were about the 
size of ordinary pistol bullets. Mr. Stewart 
found no gold, but said that he will open 
the people’s eyes in a short time by find­
ing “ something ” up the river. He says 
he knows where there are valuables 
hidden in the soil, and he will go after 
them during the summer.

Smith, was burned to the ground on Friday

BaAism.— Rev. Mr. Weddall administer­
ed the ordinance of baptism to three candi­
dates after the evening service at the Meth­
odist church on Sunday last.

Farm Sold.—Robinson Barker, of Burton, 
has purchased from R. A. Estey of this city, 
a very fine farm about three miles below 
town. The price is said to be $4,500.

Just a Little One.— An alarm of fire 
was sounded on Thursday about noon, 
caused blames on the roof of the McAdam 
house, Geprge street. There was little dam­
age done.

Another Operation.— Hon. G. S. Turner 
has been removed to Victoria hospital, 
where another operation was performed on 
him on Wednesday morning. He is now 
recovering and has very fair hopes of re­
newed strength.

Kicked by a Horse.— Edward Higgins, 
■caretaker of the Curling rink, while feeding 
his horse on Friday morning received a 
severe kick on the leg below the knee. The 
bone was not broken, but he will be con­
fined to the house for some days.

The Ice.— Travel on the river has ceased 
entirely. The warm sun has been very de­
structive to the ice, raising the small streams 
to freshet height, which tore great breaches 
through the main stream. It is thought the 
first heavy rain will clear the river.

A Large One.— Blissville, Sunbury Co., 
has a veteran bear hunter in the person of 
Wellington Hoyt. Last week he killed the 
largest bear ever seen in the vicinity of Hoyt 
station. It was in fine condition and the 
fur was in splendid shape, the hide being 
worth $20.

Epworth League.—The Epworth League 
gave an interesting entertainment in the 
lecture room of the Methodist church on 
Monday evening. Prof. Hatt of the U. N. 
B. read a very pleasing and instructive es­
say on pure water. Some very fine musical 
selections were rendered.

Unanimous.— Rev. B. H. Nobles, pastor 
of the F. C. B. church, north end, St. John, 
resigned the pastorate a short time since. 
He has received a unanimous call, signed by 
all but one, to continue in the church, and 
it is believed will accept. He is a brother of 
the Rev. Mr. Nobles, of Gibson.

The Bridge.— With the advent of spring 
the soldier boys and their lassies again seek 
the balmy precincts of the highway bridge. 
No one would murmur if they did not so 
completely fill up the walk that it is a hard 
job to crowd by. Many citizens take ad­
vantage of the bridge now for a constitu­
tional.

Loo Driving.— The St. John river log 
driving company held its annual meeting at 
the Queen hotel on Wednesday morning. 
The principal business was the election of 
officers as follows : Wm. Murray, presi­
dent ; J. F. Gregory, secretary, and Messrs.
Dunn, Woodman, Connors and Stetson 
directors.

He Gets Through.— Joseph Phillips, the 
popular stage driver on the west side be 
tween this city and Woodstock, has had 
hard times driving this week, having to 
transfer from wheels to runners several 
times on his trip, but gets through daily, al­
though he also spends part of the night on 
the route.

Central Fire.— A meeting of this insur­
ance company was held on Monday when 
the following board of directors were chosen : 
John Moore, John Edwards, Alex. Burchill, 
G. F. Fisher and E. Byron Winslow. Mr. 
Moore was elected president with A. D. Mac- 
pherson as secretary. Reports showed a 
prosperous year.

Millville Manganese.— A Chicago min­
ing expert has been examining the Sussex 
Manganese mines during the week. A very 
valuable find of this mineral has been 
made at Millville, and it is hoped that an 
expert may be induced to make an examina­
tion. A good quality of yellow ochre has 
also been found.

They Will Come Together. — Never in 
the history of lumbering has the season for 
stream driving followed logging so closely. 
Quite a number of the lumbermen have in­
stead of breaking up their camps for a few 
weeks and sending the men out, put them 
to work on the streams. They will bring 
the logs with them.

Hospital Changes.— Miss Tippett, ma­
tron of the hospital, has resigned to take a 
better position in a Boston hospital. She is 
succeeded by Miss Hegan of the St. John 
general hospital, who has arrived and enter­
ed upon her duties. Miss Tibbett was much 
esteemed by the inmates and her going 
caused them much regret.

A Long Tramp.— Mr. Woods, of Rusia- 
gomish, passed through the city on Mon­
day with four fine colts which he purchased 
at Newburg1* Junction, Carleton county. 
The railrdnif company wanted $14 as freight, 
so he decided it would be cheaper to lead 
them and he got them through in two days, 
although the roads were very bad.

Bad Cut.— Arthur Brown, of Gibson, 
while working at the boom works at the 
highway bridge met with a bad acci­
dent on Saturday. While cutting off a 
boompole the axe glanced and cut a gash in 
the side of his left foot about three inches 
long. He was taken home and a doctor 
called who put him to rights. He lost much 
blood, but is doing well..

The Florenceville.—Capt. Duncan canu 
down from Woodstock on Wednesday and 
left for Swan Creek on Thursday morning, 
accomp^ed by the engineer of the Flor­
ence vitte. Some repairs will be made to the 
boat, so that she will be ready to go on the 
route as soon as navigation is open. There 
was a report that she would not be run this 
year, but it is without foundation.

The Creamery.— C. E. Murray had a crew 
at work during the week, preparing founda­
tions for the Kingsclear creamery. The con­
tract has been taken by William Kilburn 
and the work of construction will go on 
at once. The building is to be thirty by 
thirty-six feet and two storeys l)igh. It will 
be well made in every particular and it is 
believed that the right man has the job.

Stanley Cheese.—A late meeting of the 
directors of the Stanley danrying association, 
held in Dr. Moore’s office, shows that 
as in other localities there are farmers who 
are not assured of making the manufacture 
of cheese in this province a success. A com­
mittee was appointed to determine the num­
ber of cows that would be guaranteed and 
till this committee report there will be no 
further progress in the erection of a building.

A NICE CROWD.

Journals Which Pretend to Represent 
the Opposition.

The opposition are particularly unfortun­
ate in the journals which make a pretence 
of voicing the sentiments of that portion of 
the house. The Moncton organ is not only 
without credit in its own county, but the 
same unsavory odor follows it into other 
districts. Its editor is known as a dis­
gruntled and sour politician and it is plain 
that his paper echoes its proprietor's spléen. 
Not securing enough to support it from its 
few readers it has recourse to advertisements 
that no other journal in the province would 
be vile enough to publish.

The St. John organ is known by all to be 
so violently partisan that it is not competent 
to speak with any degree of fairness on the 
issues of the day. Its $45 a day subsidy 
blinds it to the source from which it draws 
its life and urges it onward like a trained 
hound to do the bidding of its masters, pre­
pared to rend either the innocent or the 
guilty, no matter which so long as its own­
ers are satisfied. That organ has perhaps 
forgotten that it is but a short time since it 
was convicted of libel and tried to dodge the 
result by the formation of a new face oil 
the same old head. It cannot however dis­
abuse the minds of its readers of these facts, 
and so is considered a worthy link with its 
Moncton and Fredericton compatriots in the 
chain that binds the opposition together.

The Fredericton organ is a tough one. 
Not only is it repudiated abroad, but is also 
reviled and detested at home. It has be­
come now so contemptible that very few 
will be seen buying it on the streets, and 
these few are only urged to do so by pity. 
Not pity for the editor, but sympathy for the 
unfortunates who may be looking to him 
for pay. A nice instructor of the people is 
he ! A fine expounder of the thoughts of 
the opposition ! One who does not care 
whether the hands who work in his office are 
paid or not, and when they ask for their 
hard won wages meets them with fine yarns 
and in most cases sends them away without 
the money they have faithfully earned.

It does seem peculiar that the opposition 
are supported by such journals, yet these are 
facts. The gentlemen forming that side of the 
house may be perfectly consistent in their 
doings, but the effect of their efforts is de­
stroyed when placed before the public by 
such journals as those described.

One of Ours.

The Telegraph of Wednesday contains a 
very fine portrait of Mr. John Anderson, of 
the Barony, one of the worthy representa­
tives of York in the local legislature, and 
says : In Mr. Anderson’s case the office of 
representative sought the man rather than 
the man the office. At the general election 
of 1890 Mr. Anderson was invited to join 
the ticket with Messrs. Blair, Wilson and 
Bellamy. He did so and was elected. Sub­
sequently they resigned, and with Mr. Col­
ter taking the place of Mr. Bellamy were 
again triumphantly returned. Mr. Ander­
son is a son of the late William Anderson, 
of Dumfries, Scotland, who came to this 
province in 1819. He was bom and edu­
cated at New Maryland, York, is a lumber­
man and farmer, and in politics a liberal. 
[There is nothing we can add to this sketch, 
except to say that no man in the county is 
more honored tor his many sterling quali­
ties than Mr. Anderson.]

They Were Tired of It.
When Dr. Atkinson sent his telegram to 

Dr. Stockton in the assembly on Monday, in 
reference to the Woodstock bridge, he did 
not seem to know that “ something had 
dropped ” upon the opposition leaders, of 
which he assumes to be one. The time was 
an unfortunate one for the two doctors, be­
cause the rank and file, who had been de­
ceived and humiliated by them in connec­
tion with the “.memorial ” were looking for 
“ satisfaction ” and that is why Dr. Stockton 
had only Messrs. Phinney and Melanson to 
vote with him on the Woodstock bridge 
matter. The remainder of the opposition 
present were burning to express their con­
tempt for Stockton, Atkinson and Phinney 
and that’s why they voted with the govern­
ment. Messrs. Shaw, Lewis, Rourke and 
Smith are to be congratulated upon their
good sense and independence.— Aftvance.

Regent Street Scrap.
A colored Kingsclear gent, who had just 

escaped from the lumber woods, finding his 
animal spirits, assisted by spirits of a differ­
ent kind, rather exuberant invited a little 
white man of the Tom Thumb variety, to a 
fight on Wednesday afternoon at Regent 
street. The promptness with which the 
challenge was accepted scared the colored 
gent so that he backed down. After some 
deep study respecting his own weight and 
that of his little antagonist he once more 
offered battle. Tom Thumb at once struck 
Kim when the darkey ran to the gutter and 
armed himself with a small stone in one 
hand and a brick in the other. Before he 
had got nicely placed on the sidewalk Tom 
hit him again. After the colored gent had 
spit out four teeth he said : “ I gib up, dat 
chile’s like a musquito, dar's more grit dan 
gizzard about him.”

Not Prepossessing.
A little story was told at the expense of 

Dr. Atkinson during the Carleton county 
campaign. He is now an active supporter 
of Major Vince. The story runs something 
like this : One day Dr. Atkinson met a 
young. friend accompanied by his father, 
to whom the assemblyman was unknown. 
The young man introduced them, remark­
ing to his father, “ This is Dr. Atkinson, 
the man you voted for at the last local elec­
tion.” The old gentleman, who was quite 
near sighted, approached to take a near 
view of his representative and looked him 
over carefully. “Well,” he said, “if I had 
seen him before the election, I think I would 
have voted the other way.”—Telegraph.

Reform School.
Sir Leonard and Lady Tilley, ever first in 

all work of a philanthropic nature, have 
subscribed $1,000 each towards securing and 
equipping a reformatory where youthful 
offenders may be put under restraint. Boys 
have often been sent to jail for very slight 
offences, the result being that they left that 
institution far worse than when they en­
tered. Now, however, they will be placed 
where they may learn lessons that will be a 
benefit. The old penitentiary building, St. 
John, has been secured. Lady Tilley has 
been very active in the undertaking and its 
success is now assured. Those who have 
the welfare of erring youth at heart will be 
very much pleased with this announcement.

A New Era.— Superintendent G. A. Hag­
gerty, of the McAdam machine shops, has 
turned out a train for the Fredericton ex­
press that this city is justly proud of. Not 
only has Mr. Haggerty superintended the 
repairs and decorations, but he has the honor 
of planning the designs. The cars are paint­
ed to imitate mahogany with the lettering 
and the numbers in gold. The roofs are a 
dull red. Inside the cars are magnificent. 
The upholstering is in dark green plush. 
Many are astonished when they enter and 
believe that a new era has draVved in rail­
way travel. Mr. Haggerty may be sure of 
the thanks of this section of the province. 
The engine is also in fine shape and there 
will be a rush now to have the pleasure of 
a ride in the new express.

Some Good Yet.— A member of the gov­
ernment ranks strolled across the house a 
few days since during recess and took a seat 
between Drs. Stockton and Alward. A chat 
followed, during which Dr. Alward asked, 
“ are you not afraid of contamination on 
this side of the house?” Oh, no, said the 
visitor, about seven years since I met both 
of you at the liberal convention held in St. 
Dunstan’s hall, this city, and I believe, turn­
ing to Dr. Alward, that there is some good 
in you yet.________________

New Mill.— Robert Connors, the veteran 
lumberman, and Henry Anderson, are pre­
paring for the erection of a large saw mill 
at Connor’s station. It will contain six 
Dunbar shingle machines, besides a rotary 
for all sorts of long lumber. A clapboard 
machine will also be placed. The mill will 
have all the latest improvements and being 
in the very heart of the lumber country 
must be a paying concern. It Ls expected to 
be ready by the first of May.

THE SHOW ON MONDAY.
As Seen First from the Street,

Surely “ whom the Gods would destroy 
they first make mad." The quotation is 
old and hackneyed, but Inevitably suggests 
itself when we contemplate the latest 
exploit of statesmanship on the part of the 
“ loyal opposition,”

To the St. John Dâtlÿ Stin tiëiongs the 
honor of first giving the particulars of this 
“coup d’Etat” to the general public, but 
the fact that some sort of deadly bomb was 
in course of construction was known to 
those interested some time before.

From the first there seems to have been 
some difficulty about the affair, something 
wrong with the ammunition, which is not 
surprising when the quarter whence it came 
is taken into consideration.

At all events, the engine of destruction 
was loaded and primed quite a week before 
it “ went off, ” and then, after all those 
days and nights of anxiety, while “ anti­
tobacco ” bills palled on the senses, and the 
“ rights and wrongs of minors ” were utterly 
ignored, after all, when the magic touch was 
given the result was, not a flash in the pan, 
nothing half so harmless as that, but the 
explosion of the great gun itself.

When the smoke rolled away the shat­
tered forms of seven of the heroic twelve 
were discovered, but the other five, “Oh, 
where are they ? ” And the foe is also re­
vealed, untouched, unharmed, and perfectly 
serene. Verdict — “ too heavily loaded.”

Next as Seen from the Gallery.
On the 31st of March, a memorial was 

presented to the lieutenant governor by the 
leader of the opposition, signed by twelve of 
the members of the local legislature, asking 
for a royal commission to enquire into and 
pass judgment upon all and sundry of the 
acts and proceedings of the local govern­
ment from the year 1883 to 1892 inclusive.

The papers were laid before the legislature 
on Monday afternoon last, and after they 
had been read by the clerk, Mr. Blair arose 
and addressed the house, presenting a reso­
lution which will be found elsewhere in this 
paper, together with the report of Mr. 
Blair’s speech.

But the most accurate account can give 
but a poor idea of the force of that address, 
or its effect upon those who were fortunate 
enough to hear it. Every word told, be­
cause each word came direct from the 
speaker’s heart charged with that electric 
current, that “ vital spark ” which is such 
an essential element of true oratory. It was 
by no means the speech of a man at bay, 
nor even merely in defence of himself and 
his comrades, (the attack had been made, 
the weapon thrown and fallen harmless to 
the ground,) but it was a challenge to the 
foe to come out from ambush and take the 
course pointed out to them by the lieuten­
ant governor.

There was a certain indescribable feeling 
of unison with the speaker and his cause 
wonderfully manifest all through the house, 
floor, lobbies, and galleries, the "very air 
seemed charged with it as with electricity. 
It carried assurance most convincing and 
unmistakable that though it was the voice 
of one man it was the speech of many, the 
leader being but the mouth-piece of the men 
who stood with him shoulder to shoulder, 
their cause being one and the same.

It was a grand and telling address, but 
was of course enjoyed more thoroughly by 
some than by others.

One had but to look at the seven men 
present, whose names were signed in that 
memorial to be assured that they recognized 
the humiliation of their position.

Five of the famous twelve had found it 
convenient to be elsewhere that day, and 
they missed much.

It was a study to glance from one side of 
the house to the other, note the bright, 
proud and above all combined defiance of 
the government array, then turn to the op­
position and see each man absorbingly oc­
cupied with something on his own desk, a 
letter doomed never to be finished, or a 
legal document being carefully prepared for 
the waste basket, and some with every ap­
pearance of being possessed by a longing to 
crawl into or under something.

This remnant of the noble twelve cer­
tainly cut a poor figure, but at least showed 
evidence that though they had been proved 
deficient in judgment and common sense, 
they still were able to realize what a pit 
they had digged for themselves.

When Mr. Blair had concluded his ad­
dress, Mr. Mitchell rose to second the reso­
lution and also seconded and confirmed the 
statements of his colleague in every particu­
lar, making a short but eloquent and most 
convincing speech.

It was altogether “ a great and glorious 
day ” for the administration and their vic­
tory was so complete, that bv force of con­
trast, the attitude of the defeated seven 
seemed all the more pitiable.— Communi­
cated. ______________

COLTER RE-ELECTED.
Carleton County Has Once More Spoken 

for the Right.
The contest in Carleton county has been 

the most exciting that has taken place there 
for many years. Though it was apparently 
plain that Dr. Colter would be chosen, yet 
his most ardent friends did not imagine 
that he would have the grand majority 
which the result of the balloting shows. 
There was much interest taken in the fight 
here, as Mr. Colter is a Keswick boy, and 
our citizens had therefore more of an inter­
est in the fight than would have otherwise 
been the case.

Final Proceedings —Colonel Beer’s Ad- 
adrese.

The session opened at 2.30 Friday with 
president W. J. Owens in the chair. In 
the absence of the secretary, 8. L. Peters 
occupied that position.

The audit committee submitted the fol­
lowing report. The finance and audit 
committee appointed to examine the ac­
counts of the secretary and treasurer have 
attended to that duty, and beg leave to 
submit the following report. They 
have examined the report of the late 
treasurer and find a balance on hand of 
$14.63 ; fees from members 1892, $54, a 
total of $68.63. Due secretary Hubbard 
$29.13 ; account rendered, $13.50 ; a total 
of $42.63 — leaving a balance due $26.

Your committee also waited on the 
members of the government and find 
them willing to assist the association in 
every way. They will bear the expense 
of publishing the different papers read be­
fore the association, also professor Robert­
son’s lecture ; also will supply a sum of 
money to defray the expenses in connec­
tion with the dairying intereste of the 
province.

Bye law committee reported progress 
and asked for further time.

8. L. Peters moved that the decision re­
specting the dairy association, arrived at 
in the morning, should be read. Carried. 
Some discussion followed but all were 
unanimous that Mr. Baxter’s resolution 
was a good one.

Col. Beer, of the Nova Scotia stock farm, 
was present and was invited to address 
the meeting. He said he was pleased at 
the opportunity of meeting so many prac­
tical farmers and as professor Robertson 
was present he did not intend to say 
much about the Nappan stock farm, but 
would confine himself |to a few brief re­
marks respecting the growing of crops. 
He knew that there were a great many 
questions that it would be wise for the 
association to discuss. In that way one 
could learn from another, what he had 
proved a success and what a failure. He 
would say that the longer he worked at 
the business of terming the more he 
found he had to learn; the more he 
pried into the mysteries, the more new 
facts were asking to be investigated.

The chief factor in improving land is 
drainage. If the surplus water was not 
taken out of the soil plants could not 
grow and there must be a loss. At Nap- 
pan they had done a large amount of this 
work and the more that is done in this 
way the better. The question of cost 
comes up in this. He would say no one 
could afford to cultivate wet land. It 
was better to pay interest at a high rate 
and expend the money in underdraining. 
They, he said, had proved its benefit by 
cultivating land that had been thus 
treated, and were satisfied that drainage 
and cultivation had more to do with good 
crops than fertilizers. We have found 
that when time was spent in cultivation 
there was the best result

They had experimented with many dif­
ferent varieties of grain on the term, using 
only the manure made on it. Among 
others they had sown thirty bushels of 
oats and twenty-six of barley. They found 
that Colorado wheat was the best and 
most productive, giving sixty bushels to 
the acre. Our earliest variety ripened 
but gave small returns. Would advise 
termers to sow Colorado or Pringle’s 
Champion. He believed that oats occupied 
most attention in New Brunswick. They 
had thirty varieties of them; had no 
barnyard manure, but used a barrel of 
fertilizer to the acre. By judicious selec­
tion they hoped to be able to get seed that 
would yield a large return. The only 
way that can be done was by choosing the 
largest heads of grain and seeding from 
these. Another difficulty is that when 
farmers have secured some of the best 
seed they take no care of it ; they kept it 
till they had the rest of their crops in and 
then threw it in some spare corner and 
said it was no good. Good seed grain 
should be selected while it was standing. 
If the best heads were selected year after 
year the grain must be improved.

He said there was also trouble in keep­
ing the grain perfectly pure. That could 
only be done by going through the grain 
before cutting and pulling out the weeds. 
They put the world under tribute for seeds 
but the work was lost if the termers did 
not look after the grain when it was 
sown.

They had found that New Zealand oats 
were the best, yielding 120 bushels to the 
acre and weighing 34} pounds to the 
bushel. They were sown two bushels to 
the acre, drilled in. American Beauty 
had also given 120 bushels to the acre at 
a weight of 36 pounds per bushel. Rose- 
dale and Early Gotham were also fine 
varieties. Early Racehorse had turned 
off 80 bushels to the acre at 42 pounds. 
The lowest yield of oats was 60 bushels 
per acre. In barley they preferred the 
Duckbill. It yielded 75 bushels to the 
acre at 51} pounds to the bushel. Men- 
sury was a good variety also, giving from 
60 to 65 bushels. Those grains, he said, 
were not fertilized highly. They were 
sown on the 5th of May and cut on the 
20th of August. The oats were sown on 
the 30th day of April. It was early but 
was because the land had been made dry 
by underdraining. As a general thing in 
Nova Scotia soil, seeding from the 7th to 
the 14th of May gave the best results. In 
all cases they had found that all oats 
sown after the 14th lost in weight, but one 
kind of wheat had done the best when 
sown on the 21st of May.

What they intended to do was to take 
three or four years’ results and by com­
parison make a choice of the best. The 
figures he had given were from one year’s 
work. He had experimented sufficiently 
to see that land must be dry. Any land 
would be good with plenty of drainage 
and cultivation. They had also tried 
mixed grains, wheat and peas giving the 
best combination at the proportion of 1} 
bushels of wheat to 1} bushels of peas; 
this had given 31 bushels to the acre.

Clover he said was a great help to land. 
It rooted deeply and brought up food that 
would otherwise lay dormant. He be­
lieved subsoil ploughing was also a bene­
fit if too much of the under soil was not 
left on the surface. He explained that 
the clover roots did the work of aerating 
the soil which was formerly done by the 
trees.

Sowing peaa was a good plan also to en­
rich the soil if plowed under. He believed 
that the land could be kept up in that 
way without manure. He had found 
vetches good also for underplowing. 
Vetches had proved good food for term 
horses, keeping them up in flesh, but of 
course, he said, they would not stand 
very hard work on it. Some liked to sow 
oats with vetches and feed them together.

They had tried 31 varieties of com. 
They could not do, as was the custom in 
Ontario, keep the com out doors till 
winter as the fell rains soaked it and it 
froze together. When they put it into 
the bam it molded. He believed that 
the season in this climate was a little too 
short for growing corn for first class en­
silage, and he did not think it was possi­
ble to make as good ensilage as they did in 
Ontario. Red Cob corn ensilage had given 
them sixteen tons to the acre, but was in 
the milk, the only kind that had glazed 
was Pierce’s Prolific at fifteen tons to the 
acre. Last year they had made all their 
ensilage from the Red Cob corn, at sixteen 
to twenty tons to the acre, but it was 
green and poor feed. He said that in 
Nova Scotia there was a prejudice against 
ensilage fed milk but at the farm they 
had found the butter nice and sweet

They had good success with mangolds, 
at 960 bushels to the acre. The best tur­
nip was the Giant King. The Elephant 
Sweed, a good one also, had yielded 900 
bushels per acre. They preferred the 
Short White carrot.

Twenty-four tons of turnips to the acre 
paid better than twelve tons of com. Of 
course they take two days more work and 
must be cut up. He believed that buck­
wheat had been underrated. Bran and 
shorta could not equal buckwheat.

In conclusion, he said, that the termers 
could grow all the coarse feed they re­
quired and their own flour as well.

His address was much appreciated, 
many of the termers using their note 
books noting down the names of the best 
grains and roots he had described.
