Ross demanded a poll. The financial
agentssof the candidates were then nam-
ed, as follows :—For Col. Ross, Mr. J.
T Garrow; for F. W. Johnston, Mr.
R. C. Hayes.

Mr. Jos. Griftin, in movirg the nomi-
nating of Col. Ross, eaid with the ex-
perience of the past he had proved
in the House and in the county a faith-
ful servant, and he did not tﬁink faith.
ful servants should be discharged with-
out proper cause.

Mr. J. T. Garrow, seconding, said it
was an important time in the history of
the Province. The electors should judge
calmly.

An organized attempt to interrupt and
shout down Col. Ross here became ap-
parent. Yells, whistles and other inter-
ruptions prevailed, until order being re-
stored by the chairman, the speaker
could again be heard.
