Beverly, Mass., Aug. 29.—President 
Taft’s keynote for the coming con­
gressional campaign became known 
here last night. He will favor a 
further revision of the tariff. While 
he is still convinced that the Payne- 
Aldrich Tariff Lak is the best tariff 
the country has ever had, he has at 
iast concluded that there is room for 
improvement.

Mr. Taft does not propose that busi­
ness shall be upset by another whole 
sale revision, but he will recommend 
to Congress that individual schedules 
be taken up separately and disposed 
of on a scientific basis. The new re­
vision is to be based upon the findings 
of the tariff commission as to the cost 
of producrloh at home and abroad.

Skeena Navigation.
One of th,e preliminary difficulties 

whieh would not occur to the casual 
observer is that connected with the 
navigation of the Skeena river. The 
Skeena is the most turbulent stream 
on which . steamboats ply on the 
American continent. Its waters are 
at places so rapid that the use of a 
cable is necessary. One of these 
cables Is’ 1,800 feet long and the stea­
mer is hauled up by the capstan. In 
spite of these difficulties, the five 
steamers of Foley, Welch & Stewart 
have since May 1 carried supplies up 
the river to the amount of 15.000 
tons. These boats, which make fast 
time on the Vancouver route,- spend 
four days in ascending the Skeena, a 
distance of 180 miles. Between -the 
Yellowhead Pass and Fort George the 
water navigation on the Fraser is very 
tiiueh better, the river being, with 
fhe exception of three canyons, like an 
inland lake, and water communica­
tion for , this work will be, very easy.

Premier Sousa Has Ordered Inquiry 
Into Status of Religious Orders in 
Portugal—Breach With Vatican 
Expected—King Manuel Favors 
Reform.

Lisbon, Aug. 30.—Following the 
lead of Premier Ganalejas, of Spain, 
Premier Sousa today ordered a vigor­
ous inquiry Into the status of the re­
ligious orders in Portugal. Special 
attention Will be paid to foreign cler­
ical orders, many of which, it is ex­
pected, will be expelled.

Thff action of Premier Sousa in­
dicates a complete understanding be­
tween him and the Spanish govern­
ment, the existence of whieh has been 
hinted at ever since Spain began its 
anti-clerical reform. It will probably 
result in a breach between the Vati­
can' and Portugal similar to that be­
tween the Spanish government ànd the 
Vatican.

JAPAN AND COREA.

Japan has given notice to the world 
that she has formally annexed Corea. 
The announcement will not excite 
more surprise than the formality will 
alter the practical situation of affairs 
in the annexed territory. To all in­
tents and purposes Corea has been 
a dependency of Japan since the close 
of the Jap-Russian war, and the con­
vention which has been now announc­
ed is little more than a formal declar­
ation to the world that the relation 
which has subsisted in fact will here­
after e^st also in name. The Jap- 
Russian war was fought to decide, 
among other things, whether Russia 
or Japan should own Corea, and when| 
this final court of appeal gave the 
decision to the latter power she was 
by no means slow to accept the ad­
vantages of it. Japanese officials be­
came in effect the rulers of the 
country, and the Corean empere»* wil­
ling or not, was given a counfi of 
Japanese advisers. A policy was ad­
opted in the administration of affairs 
which could have but one end: the 
preparation of the country for its 
formal junction with the empire of 
the Mikado.

TORONTO’S tfUBE SYSTEM.

Experts Report That It Will Cost 
$2.000,000 Per Mile.

Toronto, Sept. 1>—The report of 
New York experts on the subway sys­
tem of railways for Toronto was pre­
sented to the mayor this morning by 
James Forgie, member of the engin­
eering firm of Jacobs and Dancies. 
The cost of the tubes is estimated at 
a little over two million dollars a 
mile The 'full scheme would cost 
twenty-three millions. A temporary 
scheme, which could be enlarged as 
future requirements demanded could 
be built for six millions seven hun­
dred and sixty-two thousand dollars. 
It would run from the Union station 
to St. Clear avenue only. For the 
first few years the system would be 
run at a loss, but it would be wholly 
self-sustaining by 1921.

Population Holding Aloof From Festi­
vities at New Palace.

Posen, Aug. 29.—The festivities, as 
a warning to the Poles to recognize 
Prussian mastery, with which the 
Kaiser’s castle here was opened, began 
at four o’clock in the afternoon. At 
that hour the Emperor and Empress, 
the Crown Prince, and the Crown 
Princess, the Princes Eitel and Aug­
ust, with their wives, Prince Oscar 
and Chancellor von Bathmann-Holl- 
weg arrived and the programme was 
started.

Thousands of visitors from many 
parts of East Prussia poured into the 
gaily decorated city. At every place 
throughout Germany the celebration 
was watched with the keenest interest 
owing to the uncertain attitude of the 
Polish population.

The majority of the Poles an­
nounced their intention of keeping 
aloof from the ceremony, though no 
anti-German^ demonstrations were 
threatened. It is probable that the 
Kaiser’s reception by the people for 
the next few days will be significantly 
cool.

The palace, the fifty-first owned by 
the emperor, to maintain which he 
recently sold two of his smaller coun­
try places, has been built for reasons 
of state, to symbolize to the Poles the 
Prussian supremacy in German Po­
land. It has been assigned by the 
Emperor as.the permanent residence 
of Prince Eitel Friedrich, his second 
son.

It is a massive structure, built at a 
cost of $1,838,000, covers nearly an 
acre and a half, and contains more 
than six hundred rooms. Among these 
is the great banquet hall, surpassing 
in sizes and brilliancy of . decorateion 
any rooms of the kind in Germany, 
being a fifth larger than the famous 
White Hall in the imperial castle in 
Berlin. Its walls are paneled and 
richly carved in marble. A tower 
2 40 feet high surmounts the chapel, 
which is exquisitely decorated with 
mossaics. In this Emperor William 
will personally conduct Divine services 
when in residence here, as is his usual 
custom.

Highest Dlgnatories of Roman Catholic Church From All 
Over the World Will Attend Great Congress In Montreal— 
Archbishop of Westminster to Visit the West Later.

Social Arrangements.

In splendor. In wealth of decora­
tions. and In imposing religious sol­
emnity, the twentieth Eucharistic 
Congress to open In Montreal three 
Weeks from now, will surpass all for­
mer clerical congresses, even those ot 
Rome, Cologne and London. Pope 
Pius X. predicted this some time ago, 
àhd no effort has been spared since 
then to make Montreal the scene of 
one of the grandest religious demon­
strations ever held.

it will be a gathering of clerical 
dignitaries and distinguished laymen 
such as has never before been seen 
Oil this continent. In the centre of 
proceedings will be Cardinal Vannu- 
telll, the Pope’s legate. There will 
also be Cardinal Gibbons, of Balti­
more, whose fame will undoubtedly 
make him one of the most interesting 
dignitaries present.

Among the laymen to be present

ected an arch, at the apex of which 
will appear. In natural grapes, the 
words, “Homage from the Catholics 
of Alberta.” When the procession is 
over, the ears of wheat will be ground 
and sent to a convent, to be convert­
ed into altar-bread.

Mass on Mount Royal.
One of the striking features of the 

Congress program will be the high 
mass celebrated In the open air on 
the sloping east aide .of Mount Royal, 
where an imposing temporary altar 
has been erected, and arrangements 
have been made for an attendance of 
100,000 persons.

On the afternoon of the same day, 
Sunday, September II, the climax of 
the celebration will be reached in the 
magnificent procession through three 
and a half miles of streets up again 
to this altar at the foot of the moun­
tain. In this procession the Blessed 
Sacrament will be carried by His Em­
inence the Papal Legate.

Cost of Congress.
To ensure the success of the Con­

gress, nearly $100,000 have, up to 
the present, been subscribed by the 
Montreal public to cover the barest 
expenses of reception, decorations and 
entertainment. The cost of decora­
tions and other arrangements already 
completed has amounted to $65,000 
and much more will have to be spent 
between now and September 6. It 
is even calculated that when all the 
expenses of clerical organizations, 
public bodies and private individuals 
are taken into consideration, from 
$800,000 to $1,000,000 will have been 
spent In this city In connection with 
the congress.

Naturally, the procession through 
the city on Sunday, September 11th, 
will mark the climax of the impres­
sive scenes that Montrealers will have 
an opportunity to witness. The route 
of the procession is three and a half 
miles long, and 300,000 people, at 
least, will participate in and witness 
It. Arches, altars and street altera­
tions will soon be completed In pre* 
paration for the solemn event.

All along the route of the proces­
sion there will be lavish decorations. 
The facade of Notre Dame—the mo­
ther church of Montreal—will entirely 
disappear behind the wealth of orna­
ments, heavy curtains, draperies of 
satin and silk, flags, banners, ori­
flammes and pontifical colors.

The sacerdotal ornaments for the 
church arrived this week ,the cases 
of precious goods being opened In the 
sacristy in the presence of Rev. Canon 
Gauthier, and when all laid out it 
made one of the richest looking col­
lections ever seen in the city.

Extensive arrangements are also 
being made to decorate and illuminate 
St. James’ Cathedral. A striking ef­
fect will he obtained by the Illumina­
tion of the Immense cross which sur­
mounts the dome of the cathedral, 
and which it Is designed should shine 
across the city at night, as the em­
blem of faith. The cross is 24 feet 
high, and the arm is 16 feet long, and 
it will require 600 lamps of 16 candle- 
power to obtain the desired effect. 
The Interior of the cathedral will also 
be brilliantly illuminated and decor 
ated.

Oakshott Case Dismissed In Dis­
trict Court Before Judge Tàylor.

Two important judgments were 
handed out in district court Wednes­
day morning on cases in which city 
of Edmonton was one of the parties.

KING’S DAUGHTER A TYPIST.

Princes Mary Has Become Proficient 
on the Typewriter.

London, Aug. 29.—Princess Mary, 
King George’s only daughter, has re­
cently learned to use a typewriter.

There are two women typists at­
tached to the secretarial staff of Marl­
borough House, which is the King’s 
residence, one of whom, at the prin­
cess’ request, taught her how to oper­
ate the machine. The princess proved 
an apt pupil and devoted herself so 
assiduously to the work that after a 
few weeks of instruction and practice

Currey has Also received the 
promisor of the Vancouver parks board 
of all surplus animals they may have 
at any time. "I Isaw the members of 
the board personally, and afterwards 
appeared before them and received 
this promise, and was assured that 
they were always glad to do anything 
they could for Calgary and to work 
in conjunction with this city,” he 
said.

As the result of a vigorous campaign 
the C. P. R. Is Just Inaugurating to 
put down graft on their system, one 
of the best known main line sleeping 
car conductors has just been arrested 
in Winnipeg, and is now out on sus­
pended sentence, with the prospect 
of fourteen years In the penitentiary 
hanging over his head It he ever 
leaves the straight and narrow path 
again. Incidentally, he is out of a 
position, and has had to pay into 
court for costs, the sum of $56, and 
all because he grafted $3.

The money was given for a berth 
on the train, but was never account 
ed for, and the conductor was taken 
straight from his car to the police 
cells and arraigned before the magis­
trate in Winnipeg. He broke down 
and pleaded guilty, and in delivering 
sentence was severely censured by 
the judge for Jeopardizing his future 
for such a paltry amount. It was 
only owing to the fact that the man 
had domestic troubles that he was not 
jailed.

“We are determined to put a stop 
to this grafting, and have Inaugur 
ated a new system that is proving 
very successful in catching the crook­
ed men in all the departments,’’ said 
a railroad official. “The case in Win­
nipeg was the second case in four 
days, caught under the new system, 
and both men were well known to 
travellers on the main line. They are 
not the only ones, however, and we 
expect to have a lot of clearing out 
to do In the near future. Every man 
caught will be prosecuted, no matter 
how trivial the amount he takes may 
be, as we have received Instructions 
from headquarters to push every case 
to the limit.”

Calgary Man Escapes From Fires in 
Washington on Coeur d’Alene River.

Calgary, Aug. 29—The so je survivor 
of a party of surveyors who were es­
timating water power on the Coeur 
d’Alene river, Idaho, E. W. Watson, 
son of J. G. Watson, of this city, 
reached Vancouver on Thifrsday and 
from that cit$r he has written his fath­
er telling of his hairbreadth escape.

“I am in Vancouver, having reach­
ed here from Seattle yesterday,” he 
frites:” I am the only one left of 
the party of surveyors who were in 
the fire zone in Idaho, for the rest 
were all killed. I, myself, would have 
been killed but for the fact that I left 
camp an hour earlier than the rest. 
Then I had to run 26 miles over the 
Bitter Root mountains to the St. Joe 
river before I considered myself safe.”

Mr. Watson, jr., says a forest fire 
is no joke. His party were along the 
Coeur d’Alene river surveying when 
the fire broke out. The newspaper re-

Shot Many Cariboo.
On several occasions the' doctor shot 

as many as five caribou during a day 
and could have shot many more, but 
was not anxious to destroy more than 
were necessary to supply food for him­
self and his party.

He states that he endured no very 
great hardships on the journey and 
had no thrilling adventures to relate.

“The nearest approach to hardship,” 
he said, “was that which I experienced 
one time when travelling by canoe I 
was held up by wind for three days 
within only a few miles of my to­
bacco supply, and unable to get a 
smoke.”

Barren Lands Not Barren.
The Barren Lands, the doctor says, 

are not bare of vegetation. In the 
summer they are so tick with berries 
that the moccassins of the traveller 
are stained with their juices and the 
track of the caribou lias the appear­
ance of that of a wounded animal. 
The ground is also thickly carpeted 
with flowers and here and there low 
bushes are to be found.

that is enjoyed by prosperous farmers 
of the Canadian west.

The Duke of Sutherland is not 

merely a great Highland lord, he can 
also laly claim to the title of empire- 
builder and his investment in Alberta 
is influenced by sentiment In that 
direction, combined with the making 
of an, excellent investment, profitable 
to himself and of incalculable future 
benefit to his Sutherlandshire tenant­
ry and their descendants yet unborn. 
The duke has mâde a careful personal 
investigation into What has been done

FIELDING RETURNING HOME.

Is Awaited With Interest in View of 
Reciprocal Trade Proposals.

Ottawa, Aug. 80—"-Hon. W. S. Field­
ing, minister of finance, is sailing to­
morrow from Liverpool and his home­
coming is Of particular Interest In 
view of the promised reciprocity ne­
gotiations.

STRIKE 'ABOUT SETTLED.

Arrangements Wre "Practically Com. 
pleted for Men to Return.

Eastern Cities Find Much Trouble In 
Dealing With the Bell Telephone 
Co.—Other Corporations Also Give 
Trouble Including MacKenzie & 
Mann.

Toronto, Aug. 31—Registration be­
gan this morning for the tenth annual 
convention of the Union of Canadian 
Municipalities, which meets düring 
the whole of this afternoon, tomorrow 
and on Friday.

The convention’s most Important 
committee, that on resolutions, had 
a morning meeting, with Mayor San­
ford Evans, of Winnipeg, the Union’s 
president, in the chair.

New Secretary of Foreign Affairs Takes 
Office With Confidence of the Peo­
ple—Great Things Arc Expected 
From Him.

Berlin, Aug. 29—Never have the 
German people expected greater things 
from any minister of state than they 
do from their ne* secretary of for­
eign affairs, Herr von Kiderlen- 
Waechter.

A pupil and disciple of Bismarck, 
the minister is expected to lose no 
time in steering the ship of German 
diplomacy back into old-time Bls- 
marckian channels. The international 
situation is pictured by German po­
litical publicists as offering peculiarly 
attractive opportunities for hie talents. 
Events both in the far and near east, 
he is assured, require Germany to be 
on the watch with more than ordinary 
vigilance, and on the moves she makes 
In the immediate future may depend, 
we are informed, not only the fath­
erland’s Imperial future, but the peace 
of the world.

Herr von Rath, one of the popular 
political seers of the day, adjures 
Herr von Kiderlen-Waechter, "not to 
be blinded by the peace sun now 
shedding its rays so brilliantly," not 
to overlook “the perils which will per­
haps threaten us in the near future.” 
Herr von Rath thinks that the English 
prime minister’s recent rosy speech 
should not divert German attention 
from “the possibility that we shall 
have to wage war on several fronts 
within a short time. ” From a variety 
of quarters the hope is ardently ex- 
preesed that Herr von Kiderlen, above 
all, will avoid the suspicion that he is

A BIG INCREASE IN 
HOMESTEAD ENTRIES

Contract Let For Part of Grade For 
Baltleford-Princo Albert Road— 
Will Form Valuable Connection for 
Hudson’s Bay Line.

Canada is Getting the Best Class of 
Immigrants From British Isles, 
United States and the Northern 
European Countries.

Ottawa, Sept. 1.—Homestead en­
tries in the west for the six months 
ending July 31st, 1910, show a
gratifying increase of 11,852 over a 
similar period of the year 1906, the 
figures being 33,416 enteries, against 
21,564. This is the largest increase 
in the history of the department.

For the month of July alone there 
were 4,260 entries, of which 1,248 
were made by Canadians residing in 
Canada, 58 by Canadians returning 
from the United Stale», 959 by Unit­
ed States citizens, an6 with the ex­
ception of 34 entries, the whole of the 
remainder were made by persons 
from the British Isles and Northern 
European countries in which the gov­
ernment is carrying on Immigration 
work.

Of the entries from the United 
States, over one half were made by 
people coming from North Dakota 
and Minnesota. Patents were issued 
in July, 1910, for 248,223 acres of 
land, as against patents for 186,013 
in the corresponding month of 1909.

We will 
make progress. The tariff is not yet 
perfect, but one thing has been done. 
The cardinal feature and standing 
principle of our tariff is the British 
preference and so long as we stay 
in office it will remain. This policy 
has met opposition. Our opponents 
say we should not grant preference 
unless we receive preference in re­
turn. Not so. I have only to say 
to you that the policy of Great Bri­
tain is the policy of free trade. They 
say we should ask Great Britain to 
change her fiscal policy. How absurd; 
it is not the policy of the Canadian 
government to ask Britain to change 
her fiscal position. We make fiscal ar­
rangements to suit our own Interests 
and we maintain our policy accord­
ingly as it suits our own interests.

"So with Britain; yes, and more. I 
have heard it said that unless Britain 
gave Canada some mutual tariff ar­
rangement there was danger of es­
trangement of our Dominion. This 
is an insuit to Canadian people. Let 
the world know that the loyalty of 
Canada to the British empire, of which 
she is proud to be part of, is not de­
pendent on any tariff agreement. Can­
ada is united to the motherland in 
heart, in life, independent of all tariff 
arrangements.

Reciprocity With U, S.
“But there is another country, a 

country of ninety odd millions with 
which perhaps we should have better 
tariff arrangements, and where valu­
able and profitable trade might be de­
veloped. That the trade is not larger 
Is not the fault of Canada, but of the' 
United States. Our policy was to have 
a treaty of reciprocity, but as the Un­
ited States did not give our delegates 
to Washington the encouragement we 
expected, we took the ground that the 
next initiative must come from Wash­
ington. But there are also those who 
object to a treaty with the United 
States because they allege it will put 
in jeopardy our trade with Britain. 
The more friendly our relations are 
with the United States the more satis­
factory is the situation to Britain. 
They have each no better customer 
than the other.

We can do no greater benefit to 
Britain than Improving our relations 
and our commercial exchanges with 
the United States.’’

The eloquent address in which the 
premier also dealt with the immigra­
tion, transportation, naval and fiscal 
policies was enthusiastically received. 

Important Announcement.
“According to the press,” said Hon. 

Geo. P. Graham, “one of the members 
of the provincial government is al­
leged to have said that the chief gov­
ernment engineer, speaking with au­
thority of the minister of -railways, 
had said that Orientals should be im­
ported and employed on the Grand 
Trunk Pacific construction. Such 
statement is wholly and totally with­
out foundation on its facts. No Ori­
entals will work on the construction 
of that railway. There have not been 
and will not be any agreement of that 
kind, end the conditions will be strict­
ly adhered to.”

Hon. Wm. Templeman made the an­
nouncement that the department of 
mines has decided in addition to a 
subsidy for lead ore to undertake ex­
periments in search of a process for 
recovering lead from low grade ores.

Two experts had been engaged to 
Investigate and the department had 
decided to conduct official experiments 
at the Nelson zinc smelter.

North Battleford, Aug. 20.—Grad­
ing has commenced on the North 
Battleford, Prince Albert line from 
this end. J. W. Millar has the con- I 
trac t for grading fifteen miles, the ; 
work to be completed this fall. In I 
view of the Hudson's Bay route being 
a settled fact, this new line is of more 
than passing significance. With this 
line completed, and the projected line 
from here through the Cutknifc coun­
try to' Calgary built, the Canadian 
Northern Railway will have a direct 
route from Calgary through North 
Battleford and Prince Albert to the 
Hudson’s Bay.

The construction of the new line 
has given another impetus to the gen­
eral business of the town. The busi­
ness houses report an exceptionally 
large increase^ over the corresponding 
month of last year. Theer is no lull 
in building operations, in fact there 
are not enough mechanics to meet the 
demand in some lines. The building 
for this year has reached the one hun­
dred and twenty-five thousand dollar 
mark to date, and present indications 
point to at least one hundred and 
fifty thousand dollars being spent in 
buildings for this year.

STRIKERS ARE STILL OUT.

MenSeveral Hundred Grand Trunk 
Yet To Be Re-Instated.

Montreal Que., Aug. 29.—Some one 
hundred employees of the Grand 
Trunk who answered the strike call 
nearly two months ago, are still out 
of positions, notwithstanding that the 
strike lias been settled for several 
weeks. The majority of these are 
freight conductors, whose former 
places are still occupied by the men 
who took positions as strike-breakers 
with a three months engagement. The 
unemployed men are still receiving re­
muneration from the strike committee.

MONTHLY STATISTICS.
The month of August will be an

He said that from the 
moment he landed on the eastern «oast 
he heard of little else but "Sunny Al­
berta.’* The most pleasant expectations 
were aroused only to be disappointed by 
his experience during his stay in the 
southern part of the province^! a suc­
cession of days as dull and grey as any 
of these to which he had been accustom­
ed in the great English capital. In Ed­
monton, however, he had been able at 
last to realize the justice of the claims 
made for this province as the land of 
sunshine.

His Grace dwelt briefly upon the 
work of the church in this great new 
country into which representatives of 
so many different races were flocking 
in search of permanent hbmes. This in­
coming wave of settlement, he said, im­
posed upon the church a great responsi­
bility. Her duty it was to take her part 
in uniting these diverse peoples into one 
great nation. He had no fear for the 
future of a nation made up of so many 
peoples. The union of the Briton, the 
Celt, the Saxon, the Dane and tile Nor­
man had proved to be the strength of 
the British rice, and he-looked for a 
like strength in the people of Canada 
from the union of thé diverse peoples 
who were making their homes upon her 
far-etretching prairies.

Admires Twin Cities.
He also expressed his astonishment 

and admiration at ' the marvellous del, 
velopihent and beautiful surroundings of 
the twin cities, and added that whilq 
he might never return to sec his vision*

Manila, Sept. 1.—An uprising 
against the government is reported 
in the province, of .Viscaya. A con­
stabulary force is hurrying to the 
scene and a battle is expected hourly; 
Th6 rebel movement is headed by 
Simeon Mandao, a former governor 
of the province of Llocos Norte, whe 
has long been a fugitive from jus­
tice.

\jWar Office Surprised.
.Washington, D.C., Sept. 1.—rThe re­

ported disturbances in the province of 
Nueva Viscaya comes as a surprise to 
the. officials of the Bureau of Insular 
Affairs and the other officers of the 
War Department. No intimation has 
reached Washington of any general 
discontent in this wild and sparsely 
settled province, and it is believed 
here that it was a surprise likewise to 
the officials in the Phillipines.

Expect Some Difficulty.
Difficulty will be encountered in 

suppressing the uprising, according to 
the views of the officials of the war 
department, if Mandao’s following is 
large. Nevertheless, it is expected here 
that the handicaps from the moun­
tainous country iif which the scenes 
are laid will be overcome quickly 
and the uprising quelled by the con­
stabulary with little if any loss of 
life.

Think Followers Are . Pew.
The fact that Mandao has taken his 

stand in Solano in the province of 
■ Nueva Viscaya yesterday, one or two 
hundred miles across the mountains 
from his home in the province of 
Llocos Norte, leads the officials to be­
lieve that his followers are few. The 
trouble arose, it is said, .from an 
attack upon two prisoners under con­
finement at Laoag. It was charged 
that the governor had killed one of 
them with a kick in the abdomen. 
A few weeks later, a report reached 
Manilla and later Washington through 
the press, that Governor Mandao has 
been found guilty of the illegal deten­
tion of several persons in gaol in his 
province.

monton district. * tie’first came here 
in 1681.

Mr. Selby was engaged this year in, 
surveying the river lots at Fort MC- 
Murray. He went north last May 
with five or six men and was on the 
way back to Edmonton after complet» 
lng his season’s work when the drown, 
lng took place.

The place where the accident took 
place Is about 296 miles from the 
Landing and Is pronounced to be the 
most dangerous portion of the river.

Vancouver, Sept. 1.—An interesting 
trip was recently completed by B. 
B .Kelliher, chief engineer of the 
Grand Trunk Pacific Railway. Trav­
elling on horseback and by canoe, he* 
covered the thousand odd miles from 
Edmonton to Prince Rupert. The 
trip was primarily undertaken to in­
spect the route of the Grand Trunk 
Pacific line as well as to inspect the 
construction work in progress »n the 
coast section and east of the Rockies.

The only section not yet under con­
tract is represented by the gap be­
tween Tete Jaune Cache and Aide- 
mere, the latter in the Buckley val­
ley, in Northern British Columbia, 
Tete Jaune Cache is a point on the 
Fraser river, forty-five miles west of 
the summit of the Rockies at the 
Yellowhead Pass. Some of the con­
struction work in this gap will be 
quite heavy, notabjy along the shore 
of the Fraser Lake, and down the 
Fraser. It is not unlikely that ten­
ders for construction will be called 
this autumn.
