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Remarkable results in the way of 
enormous yields of Egyptian wheal 
have been obtained in the lower Ric 
Grande -Valley, on the American side, 
iccording to authorized statements 
nade by the Texas state department 
of agriculture. This grain belongs to 
the same family as kaffir corn and 
milo maize. Upon the rich lands of 
the valley of the Rio Grande it is 
grown by means, of irrigation, anil 
produces two to three crops per year 
upon the same land from one planting 
of the seed. The second and third 
crops spring up from the stubble and 
give yields equally as abundant as 
the first crop. In several instances 
these yields amounted to 100 bushels 
of grain for each crop, or a total of 
300 bushels per acre for the three 
crops, all harvested within a period 
of nine months. The grain is used 
chiefly for feed for live stock, al­
though a wholesome flour may be 
made from it and used for bread. The 
stalks and foliage of this Egyptian 
wheat are more delicate than that of 
either kafilr corn or milo maize, and 
the yield per acre of this forage Is 
very large.

Such a heavy yield of grain is, of 
course, one of the most remarkable 
ever recorded. — Technical World 
Magazine.

We direct the attention of our read­
ers to the letter from the Hon. John 
Harvey in reference to some remarks 
we made yesterday on Reciprocity. 
We pointed out that any overtures for 
Reciprocity would be more welcome to 
Newfoundland, if Reciprocity between 
Canada and the States should col­
lapse. There is no argument in Mr. 
Harvey's letter which bears on that 
position, which after all, was the 
main position. But, we went on to ex­
press a doubt as to the desirability of 
reciprocity for Newfoundland should 
the pact now under discussion at 
Washington and Ottawa be ratified. 
Mr. Harvey expresses the strongest 
conviction that it would be desirable. 
The opinion is weighty as it is the 
opinion of a fish exporter, and Mr. 
Harvey may be able to provide rea­
sons in addition to those which he 
furnishes in his letter which may sus­
tain his position.

As to those he furnishes, they are 
important, but not conclusive in our 
opinion. He tells us that Porto Rico 
consumes 200,000 quintals of fish per 
annum. His point that Newfoundland 
may be handicapped in that market to 
the extent of 84c. per quintal is well 
taken and an important contribution 
to the consideration of the matter, 
but on the other hand he does not tell 
us the extent of the loss that New­
foundland may sustain from this 
handicap, although he expresses the 
fear that Nova Scotia may swallow our 
fish Industry, If Canada obtains re­
ciprocity and Newfoundland does not. 
The opinion Is worthy of attention, 
but Mr. Harvey should . buttress It 
with facts and arguments.

Bo far as we can gather. Newfound­
land last year provided but a small 
proportion of the 200,000 quintals con­
sumed in Canada. We are Informed 
that, some 18,000 quintals went direct­
ly there from Newfoundland and some 
8,000 quintals more were re-shipped 
either to Porto Rico or Cuba. The 
Canadian Trade Commissioner informs 
us that the fish products. Including 
codfish and haddock, dry and salted 
shipped to Porto Rico from Canada 
for 1910 was 101,309 cwts. It would 
appear then that a very large 
portion of the cod consumed in Porto 

'Rico comes neither from Canada or 
Newfoundland. As to the possibility 
of Nova Scotia supplying the 200,000 
quintals, Mr. Harvey says are required 
in Porto Rico, it is interesting to note 
that the total yield of the Nova Sco­
tian dry cod fishery is given in the 
Dominion report for 1909-10 as 500,- 
000 quintals.

As Mr. Harvey is largely interested 
In banking, his opinion on the rela­
tive cost of banking in Newfound­
land and Canada is weighty, but It 
would be more weigthy if accompanied 
by reasons.

This matter seems to us worthy of 
discussion and we thank Mr. Harvey 
for his letter and hope to hear again 
from him, also from others like Mr. 
Harvey.

Destitution Yarns
are Untrue.

We learn by the Prospero to-day 
that the stories circulated of priva­
tion and destitution on the French 
Shore are untrue. During the winter 
Messrs. J. & T. Moore sent down 60 
barrels of flour by the Prospero, and 
this was ample for any families who 
might become short of this. In the 
extreme cases Mr. Boylie, the Reliev­
ing Officer, had plenty at his com­
mand to supply all the people.

Bishop of St. George’s
News was received In town last 

night making known to his friends 
that Rev. M. F. Power, Parish Priest 
of Harbour Breton, had been chosen 
as Bishop of St. George's. The Infor­
mation came as a surprise to every 
body who gave the subject any 
thought, not that the new Bishop is not 
eminently qualified, but owing to the 
fact that In .the discussion of all the 
possible candidates his name had not 
been mentioned. Father Power's hu­
mility and piety kept him in the back 
ground of opinion, but Rome never 
falls to find out the man possessing 
those qualities and hence thé reason 
of the many surprises In filling epis­
copal vacancies. The new Bishop 
however, Is not alone distinguished by 
his humility and modesty, but Is n 
deeply learned theologian and a be 
loved priest. In Harbour Breton he 
was esteemed and loved by all de­
nominations a fact that was amply de­
monstrated since the destruction by 
fire of his Presbytery at Harbor Bre­
ton. The Bishop-elect Is son of ex- 
Councillor Power of this city to whom 
as well as Mrs. Power and the family 
we extend congratulations. He is the 
second Bishop of the name in New­
foundland, and on the mentioning of 
the name of the new Bishop of St. 
George’s the memory oftthe older and 
middle aged people of the country 
will go back to that great ecclesiastic 
and eloquent prince of the church 
who filled the See of St. John’s from 
1870 to 1900. The new Bishop of St. 
George’s was educated at St. Pat­
rick's Schools. St. Bonaventure's Col­
lege and St. Francis Xavier Univer­
sity, Antlgonish. / After leaving the 
last mentioned Institution he accom­
panied Bishop McNeil to Rome and 
spent six years at the Propaganda. 
Bishop Power was 34 years of age on 
the 17th February last and was born 
in St. John's West. His mother was 
a daughter of the late Mr. Thomas 
Kelly, of Brigus, a well esteemed emi 
grant from Ireland, who carried on 
business for many years at Brigus. 
Bishop Power is the eldest of a fam 
ily of thirteen children, eight of whom 
are living, five brothers and three 
sisters. He was ordained at Rome in 
1906, on March the 10th. Leaving 
there he travelled in France, England 
and Ireland during the summer of 
1906, and returned to Newfoundland 
in August, shortly after -which he 
was sent by His Grace Archbishop 
Howley to take charge of the parish 
of Harbor Breton, where he labored 
in the mission up to the present 
month. Mrs. Power, his mother, has 
been at Ottawa all the past month 
with two of her sons and two daugh­
ters. Her sen Anthony is settled 
down there in the real estate busi­
ness and is also Vice-President of a 
foundry. The cablegram acquainting 
Father Power of the honor conferred 
on him came late last night, and was 
sent by his old teacher, the Rector of 
his college at the Propaganda. Ex- 
Councillor Power, thé father of the 
Bishop, is being overwhelmed with 
congratulations to-day. He himself 
is a highly esteemed citizen and was 
elected three times as - Councillor in 
No. 4 Ward, and for part of a term 
filled the responsible office of Mayor 
of the city. -

Editor Evening Telegram :
Sir,—In your interesting editorial 

upon Reciprocity you take the ground 
that Newfoundland ought to favour a 
reciprocal agreement with the U. S. 
provided Canada has ho such recip­
rocal arrangement, but that if Can­
ada concludes her bargain Newfound­
land can stand aside. As a commer­
cial m«tiq I find; this difficult to. fol­
low.

It is easy to understand a strong 
Imperialist being opposed to Reci­
procity. for either COlbnÿ, but in my 
humble opinion the strongest possible 
argument for Newfoundland seeking 
Reciprocity would be that Canada had 
obtained it.

If Canada concludes the bargain 
negotiated by Mr. Fielding the first ef­
fect will be that it will give her a 
complete monopoly of the markets of 
Porto Rico, where she (like ourselves) 
now pays a duty of 84c. a quintal. 
Porto Rico consumes in the neighbor­
hood of 200,000 quintals of fish per 
aunumn, equal to about one-seventh 
of the entire quantity that this Colony 
exports. The Canadian banking flee", 
already growing- fast, will be operated 
more profitably than ever before and 
very much more profitably than our 
own.

The natural logic of events under 
Canadian Reciprocity will tend to a 
gradual transfer of the American salt 
fish fleet from Gloucester to a Cana­
dian port or ports and at the same 
time to a similar transfer of the Am­
erican boneless fish industry. Prox­
imity and access to fishing grounds 
and to bait centres, together with 
cheaper costs of fishery supplies 
rents, and labour, will tend to bring 
this about quickly, even though vest 
ed interests might delay the changf 
for a time.

Without enlarging upon the situa 
tion which will thus be developed, ii 
seems quite certain that Nova Scotia 
w ill very quickly augment" her pres 
ent salt fish business, and that with ax 
advantage of S4c. per quintal both in 
Porto Rico and the U. S„ the centre 
of the salt codfish trade will very 
speedily shift from Newfoundland tc 
that province. But the catching and 
the handling Of fish will be more pro­
fitable there than here. If that is sc 
there must follow a movement of fish­
ing property and .'fishing population 
from this Colony to Canada. I ven­
ture to think that this change will be­
gin with a transfer of banking ton­
nage and banking businesses from 
Placentia and Fortune Bays across tc 
Nova Scotia. Bankers operating from 
that country will be able to pay high­
er wages", and still make better profits 
than those operating from Newfound­
land. But the movement will not end 
with the banking fleet.

My personal belief is that unless wc 
can exclude Canadians from our baii 
(a doubtful proposition) there will bt 
two possible alternatives, and two 
only, before this Colony. One will be 
to go in for Reciprocity ourselves 
and the other to go in for Confedera­
tion.

Such considerations at least seem 
to lead to a conclusion very different 
from your own, viz., that if there ie 
one strong argument in favour of Re­
ciprocity, for Newfoundland, it will be 
that Canada gets it.

He had laboured for 
37 years in the ministry of the Me­
thodist Church, and during that peri­
od he had occupied the pastorate of 
such important circuits as Western 
Bay, Pouch Cove, Burin, ’Twillingate, 
Blackhead, Bonavista and Qataliua. 
He has also laboured on several of 
the mission fields, such as Sound Is­
land, Red Bay, Little Bay Islands and 
Moretop’s Harbor. On all these cir­
cuits and missions he has won hosts 
of friends who will sincerely mourn 
his death. He excelled as, an evan­
gelist, and gave full proof of his min­
istry in gathering into the fold of 
Christ multitudes of people, young 
and old. In 1897 he was elected to 
(he highest position in the gift of his 
brethren, and was made President 
of Conference. Since that time, with 
scarcely a break, he has been elected 
each year as Chairman of the Dis­
trict in which he resided. He leaves 
a widow, who was a Miss Hollett, of 
Sound Island, a daughter, who is at 
present a Deaconness and is in Tor­
onto in Connection with one of the 
Methodist churches, and four sons 
Rev. H. Gordon, attending College in 
Montreal ; Charles, an assistant in 
the dry goods department of Messrs 
Ay re & Sons, Ltd.; Prof. Albert G. 
in connection with the Naval College 
in Halifax: and William H„ of the 
Parcel Department of the General 
Post Office, St. John's.
