LONDON, Aug. 13.
The war between the nations of 

Europe to-day became further regu­
larized with the formal declaration 
of war against Austro-Hungary by 
Great Britain. = The strength of the 
British fleet in the Mediterranean is 
unknown as no movements of the 
warships have been made public 
since the first outbreak of hostilities. 
It is known, however, that France 
has the hulk of her fleet in the Med­
iterranean, so that no apprehension 
exists regarding the safety of the 
trade routes through that sea, now 
that it seems certain that the German 
cruisers Gtieben and Breslau are out 
of action. The official Press Bureau 
describing to-day the disposition of 
the British cruisers in the Atlantic 
and elsewhere, expressly urges the 
trade of all nations doing business 
with Great Britain to send their car­
goes confidently and boldly to sea in 
British or neutral ships in all direc­
tions except in the North Sea, where, 
owing to mines and the probability 
of naval operations, no guarantee 
can be given, although yesterday the 
passenger service1 was again run­
ning. In the field of land operations, 
little change occurred since yester­
day. It must be remembered, when 
considering all the public report's of 
the military operations that these 
despatches emanate almost exclus­
ively from the side of the allied 
French and Belgian armies, There 
is nothing whatever from the Ger­
man and Austrian side relating to 
military, movements and dispositions, 
and pnlv occasionally a brief item de­
scribing the result of past engage-

ters# The strict censorship which to- 
exercised over the whole field makes 
it difficult to estimtae the value of the 
news received. The struggle for pos­
session of the Belgian forts surround­
ing Liege has recommenced, and the 
reports of artillery and cavalry en­
gagements are taken to indicate the 
possible beginning of a great battle 
on Belgian soil. The bulk of the 
German forces is believed to be con­
centrated on the frontier between 
Liege and Luxemburg, leading to the 
conclusion that Germany’» frontier 
facing Russia can be only lightly 
guarded, probably by newly organized 
armies composed of reservists called 
to the color».

The Good Hope is coming 
to Halifax to-morrow afternoon foi 
coal.

AMERICAN SllrmG HANGERS.
NEW YORK, Aug. 13. 

The risk of America* shippers to 
Europe during the war was set forth 
to-day in a synopsis of the Maritime 
and International laws bearing on the 
liability of capture by the chamber of 
commerce committee on problems of 
shipment. The document gives a list 
of article» and conditional contraband 
and points out the circumstances un­
der which ships will be seized as 
prizes of war. It also defines the 
scope- of war insurance and general 
information on the subject. It sets 
forth that the liability of goods ship­
ped by American merchants to be cap­
tured as .' prizes of war depends upon 
the destination of goods, the owner­
ship of the goods actual or presump­
tive after shipment, the character of 
the goods, whether they are contra­
band or sot, and the nationality Of the 
carrier. Shipments by Americans ltnade 
in good faith to neutrals in neutral 
porta can never be considered contra­
band-, the destination of the goods and 
not their character makes them con­
traband.

A SANGUINARY STRUGGLE.
BRUSSELS, Aug. 13.

The battle which centered around 
Haeln in the Belgian province'»! Lim­
burg, extending to Diest, in the7north 
of the Province of Brabant, after pas­
sing round Zeelhem, ended at seven 
o’clock last evening. All the country 
is now cleared of German troops 
except the dead- and wounded who 
are thickly strewn about the fire zone.

The Legislature

The news that the British squadron 

on this side of the North Atlantic is 
being strengthened will give confi­
dence1 to the trade. Between Trini­
dad and Newfoundland it was under­
stood there were four cruisers of the 
county class, viz., the Lancaster, the 
Essex, the Suffolk and Berwick. 
These are given in Whittaker as of 
9,800 tons. They carry 14 six inch 
guns and have 22,000 indicated horse 
power. Their speed is given as 23% 
knots. There was also the Bristol, 
a light cruiser of 4,800 tons. She car­
ries 2 Dix inch guns and 10 four inch 
guns. Her indicated horse power is 
the same as that of the county class, 
viz., 22,000, and her speed is given as 
25 knots. The three additional ships 
said to be sent across are the Good 
Hope presented by S. Africa to the 
Royal Navy, the King Alfred and the 
Drake. These ships are much larger 
than the county class. Their tonnage 
is 14,100. They carry two 9.2 inch 
guns and sixteen 6 inch guns. Their 
indicated horse power is 30,000 and 
their speed 24 knots. These with the 
French will keep the German cruisers 
known to be on this side on the run 
until they are sunk, captured or dis­
mantled in a meutral port, until the 
end of the war. We may feel assured 
that before long the Mediterranean 
and the route to the Brazil will be 
cleared and then there should be no 
great embargo in the way of prohibi­
tive premiums for war risks on our 
fish. At the present time the uncer­
tainty of the route to the Mediterran­
ean markets and Brazil is having a 
had effect on our trade. The financial 
interests and the trade will gradually 
accommodate themselves to war con­
ditions and arrange for the paymenf- 
by the customers in fish buying coun­
tries for the fish we may send them 
when the routes are clear. The un­
certainties which will always be pre­
sent during the war, the enormous 
number of men who are being taken 
from productive employment and 
life, limb and property, and the count­
less millions of money which will be

eaten up by the countries at war, will 
have a great effect in lessening the 
amount of capital for industrial un­
dertakings, and in throwing hundreds 
of thousands of men and women out 
of work. All this will have a bad ef­
fect on trade and employment. We 
must prepare for hard times and be 
ready to face them, for they are com­
ing and in a far more severe form 
than is commonly anticipated. It is a 
matter of life and death to us that we 
must win in this fight, or we shall be 
crushed by Germany, and the last 
state will be Infinitely worse than 
anything we may suffer by the war. 
To deal with the situation, to meet 
increased cost of living, to do our 
part in the life and death struggle 
that is upon us, the Leglslaure should 
be called together.

An interesting scheme, by which 
the services of the middleman are 
disposed of, is in force in New Zea­
land, where fruit may be obtained by 
the consumer direct from the produc­
er, through the medium of the Post 
Office. Under this system an order 
coupon is supplied by the department 
on payment of a fee of 2d., which cov­

ers postage to the destination. The 
coupon is filled in with the requisite 
particulars and addressed by the pur­
chaser. It is then handed in at the 
Post Office, together with an amount 
covering the price of fruit as adver­
tised by the vendor, sharges due for 
transit and delivery, and ordinary 
commission on postal notes. The

fruit is subsequently consigned to the 
purchaser by the vendor through the 
Railway Department.

between the Japanese Ambassador, 
Baron Montono, and the Russian For­
eign Minister, M. Savinoff. The Times 
regard as a' fact the report of the pur­
chase of the German cruiser Goeben 
by Turkey. The Turkish embassies 
here believe the news correct.

GERMAN GENERAL COMMANDS.
ST. PETERSBURG, Aug. 13. 

Austrian troops on the Russian fron­
tier were placed under the comfiiand
of ar German general. The news is 
confirmed of certain dispositions of 
Austrian forces, the Checs Regiments,
being transported to French territory.

ON RUSSIAN FRONTIER.x

A St. Petersburg despatch to the 
Daily Mail reported that newspapers 
there say that Germany has formed 
25 reserve*'divisions each of 25,000 
men and six batteries with 31 reserve 
cavalry regiments, which constitute 
the main part of the German forces, 
on the Russian frontier.

LONDON, Aug. 13.
A despatch to the Exchange Tele­

graph Company from Paris, labelled 
official ten o’clock Wednesday morn­
ing, says that Ponta Mousson, a town 
in department of Meurhey Mosells, 
sixteen miles southwest of Metz, was 
bombarded with heavy artillery from 
a considerable distance. Shells fall­
ing in town streets killed and wound­
ed many inhabitants and wrecked a 
large number of houses.

SHIPPING AT GIBRALTAR.
GIBRALTAR, Aug. 13.

More than fifty vessels of all nation­
alities have been stopped, their sail­
ings being prevented.

LIEGE FORTS STILL HOLD ON.
PARIS, Aug. 13.

An official communication issued at 
Brussels contradicts the reports of 
Germans strongly re-entrenching their 
positions in the vicinity of Liege, and 
adds the cavalry is falling back and 
that only a part of the city of Liege 
is being fortified by the Germans. 
Bombardment was resumed yesterday 
but the forts hold out.

RUSSIAN FRONTIER FIGHTING.
ST. PETERSBURG, Aug. 13.

The following official communica­
tion was issued on August 10 an* 11: 
The enemy made careful reconnais- 
ance on frontier of Government of 
Kovono and Sual. A German detach­
ment of four battalions and three 
squadrons of cavalry and eighteen 
cannon attacked Eydtkuhner, East 
Prussia, but were repulsed. Com­
munication gives details of a number 
of small frontier affairs. It is said 
that Grand Duke Nicholas Michael 
Ovitch soon will join the active army 
and it is believed most of the male 
members of the Imperial army will 
follow the example. Grand Duke Con­
stantine endowed a hospital of fifty 
beds, the Grand Duchess Marie and 
Helene volunteered as hospital nur­
ses.

BRUSSELS, Aug. 13.
Yesterday at Tirelmont, Belgian 

Lancers lost twenty-five killed, includ­
ing the capture of Knopper and Lieut. 
Count Vander Burch while fighting 
against 2,000 German Uhlans. The 
latter lost 20 killed. The Lancers 
were checked by machine guns but 
the Belgian infantry stopped the Ger­
mans.

I AMBASSADOR DEPARTS.
PARIS, Aug. 13.

A despatch from Rome declares that 
the departure of the Austro-Hungarian 
Ambassador in Italy, Kabeka Morey 
de Japosm, stated to be for reasons 
of health, is really due to impossible 
situation resulting from" the failure of 
his efforts to obtain, Italian support 
for Austria and Germany.

WILL INSURE WAR RISKS.
1 PARIS, Aug. 13.

To ensure commerce during the war 
the French Government, it is announ­
ced, will cover war risks on import­
ations and exportations by sea ves­
sels under French flag up to 80 per 
cent, of value, while the total value 
of cargoes under French flag or flag» 
of allies or neutral States will be cov­
ered In consideration of premium.

BELGIAN AND FRENCH FORCES 

JOIN.

HOSPITALS INADEQUATE — GER­
MAN CASUALTIES 8,000 TO 

10,000.
LONDON, Aug. 13.

A despatch to the Exchange Tele­
graphs Company from Basel, Switzer­
land, says : Following the terrible 
battle at Muelhausen, the hospital 
facilities proved inadequate for the 
care of wounded. Not only are all 
hospitals filled, but schools, churches 
and hotels 'are" occupied to full capa­
city. Even then it has been necessary 
to charter special trains to convey 
wounded to Milhausen, Studwig and 
other towns. Latest estimates place 
German loss from eight to ten thous­
and.

GERMANS DRIVEN BACK.

PARIS, Aug. 13.
Official communication states that 

the forts of Liege are still holding 
out ahd that Belgian troops to the 
west of the city resumed the offen­
sive and after a lively struggle drove 
the Germans back and recaptured the 
ground which they had lost. The Bel­
gians have blown up a number of 
bridges and railway lines on the Ger­
man rear in Landen district, thus cut­
ting them from the base of supplies..

DENMARK NEUTRAL.
COPENHAGEN, Aug. 13.

Political circles consider that the 
neutrality of Denmark must be main­
tained at all costs, otherwise the 
economic distress which is already 
acute will be accentuated.

Fishery Reports. Here and There. rills Dale 
in History,

Fire at Princes Rink,

Stability, SatisfactionAugust 8th. From----------  (South
Head of Keels to Knight’s Cove Point)
■—The total catch- is 1050 and for last 
week 330. Thirteen traps and 18 
skiffs are fishing. No boats are out, 
and no bankers or schooners from the 
grounds have returned. Prospects 
are good for the fall fishery. Nothing ■ [)y the Florizel. 
was done during the week with hoo« 
and line though the nets did fairly well 
and the skiffs are getting from 1 to 
IV2 qtls. off trawls daily. The move­
ments of the cod at this season are 
very irregular, but with the coming of 
squid the men expect a good fall 
catch. The fish taken daily are of 
a large size.

Aug. 8th. From W. J. White (Aqua- 
forte'to Caplin Bay)—Codfishery pros­
pects are very poor and» no bait is 
obtainable. The lobster fishery is 
over, the number landed to date be­
ing T362. The catch is 3075 quintals 
and for last week 320. Of this amount 
about 200 qutls. were taken by the 
traps on Monday and the balance dur­
ing the week. Forty-nine traps, 70 
dories and skiffs and 14 boats arc 
fishing. There is no sign of squid 
yet and. most of the people have taken 
up their trawls.

Aug. 1st From J. F. Devereaux 
(Cape Race to St. Shotts)—Prospects 
are not encouraging for a good voy­
age, but caplin is still plentiful 
around the shore. The lobster fishery 
—a poor ene—is closed. The total 
catch of codfish is 6900 qtls. with 1909 
for last week. Two boats. 37 traps 
and 65 dories and skiffs arc fishing.
Seventy schooners have arrived from 
the grounds. It looks as if the trap 
voyage will be much. short of last 
years. The trapping time is now 
very limited, and prospects are poor.

Liege is the easternmost province

He 
locked up at 11.30. When leaving he 
did not sec any sign of fire or smoke. 
Still the woodwork must have been 
smoldering slowly then. A great 
deal of the floor and a portion of the 
wooden fence that surrounds the 
skating area was burned. The work 
of repairs will commence right away 
and it will not fake long to replace 
the damage. While returning to the 
East End Hall after the fire, the 
brass cap came off the wheel of the 
hose waggon.

rich coal and iron mines. The north­
ern part, called Herveland, is exceed­
ingly fertile, and highly cultivated. 
The population in 1900 was 826,175. 
The capital city at the confluence of 
the Ourthe and Meuse is 54 miles 
south east of Brussels. The city has 
since 1860 been considerably modern­
ized by construction of fine quays and 
bridges along the course of the 
Meuse through it. It has numerous 
striking .public buildings, including 
the Gothic cathedral of St. Paul, the 
Palais de Justice and the celebrated 
university, occupying extensive 
grounds, with special institutes for 
various sciences, a school of mines, a 
school- of arts and manufactures and 
an important library.

Liege is one of the largest manufac­
turing towns- of Europe, owing prim 
eipally to its situation in a district 
abounding with coal, iron, lead, cop­
per and marble. Cannon and fire 
arms of every description, steam en­
gines and machinery, hardware of ev­
ery kind, watches, jewellry bronze and 
other ornaments, woollens, cottons, 
etc,, are made. Liege dates from the 
sixth century. The population of the 
town in 1900 was 173,706.

Judging by war history of recent 
years, the siege of Liege has proven 
one of the best examples hi Eprope of 
the ring fortress. The ideal ring fort­
ress would- be a town capable of am­
ple .provisioning and lying within an 
exact circle of heights of an aver­
age of some 8,000 yards distance, each 
height some 4,006 yards from the next 
each crowned with a self-contained 
close work and each such' work, with­
in support of at least two others. 
Skill and natural conformation of the 
ground have combined to make al­
most these ideal conditions around 
Liege which is the centre or hub of a 
circle of forts each 7,000 or 8,000 
yards from tbe exact centre of the 
city, the hub of the wheel as it were, 
in the majority of the forts, being 
3,000 or 4,000 yards, from each other.

The main avenue of approach from 
Germany to Liege is between forts 
Nos. 1 and 2 and is largely dominated 
by them, while forts 3. 4, 9 and 10 lie 
above the river Meuse at its entry to 
Liege and its exit therefrom. There 
is not a yard of ground around any of 
the forts that cannot be swept by sup­
porting fire from one or more of the

POOH FISHERY OUTLOOK.
From the fishery reports to date, it 

will be seen that a general scarcity of 
bait prevails all over the Island. The 
The non-arrival of squid has been a 
serious impediment to the bank fish­
ermen as well as to the local trawl­
ers. At this date last year many of 
the bankers had secured good catch­
es on squid baiting, while now most 
of them are lying at anchor in the 
different harbors waiting for these 
fishes to “strike in.”

In one month more the banking 
season will be closed, as practically 
all the vessels finish operations in 
September, the delay, if any, being 
usually caused by adverse weather 
conditions on returning from the 
Straits fishery. With very poor pros­
pects of a supply of bait and the de­
crease in value of the fish already 
caught the outlook is not at all prom­
ising.
