An Athens despatch to the Havas

The Bucharest correspondent of
theé Geneva Tribune sends the des-
patch in which M. Jonescu, former
member of the Roumanian Cabinet,
and leader of the Liberal party in
Roumania, is quoted as expressing
the belief that Roumania Government
is desirous of following a national
policy and will soon intervene in the
war on the side of the Entente Pow-
ers. M. Jonesou, according to this
despatch, also said he had learmned
from Petrograd that a strong Russian
force is ready near the Roumanian
frontier to aid Roumania against Aus-
tria and Bulgaria. The Roumanian
Premier, M. Bratiano, in conversation
regarding the relations between Rou-
mania and Russia is also quoted as
saying, they are better than ever be-
fore.

SERBIAN WAR MINISTER’S VIEWS.

ATHENS, To-day.

The newspaper Hestia publishes an
interview with:theé:Setrbian War Min-
ister who is' at ‘Salonika, in which the
Minister said: “Although we have
lost 35,000 killed or wounded and 20,-
000 taken prisoners, the operations
are anything but ended. . Our forces
now numbering two hundred thousand
are still intact. We are only deficient
in heavy artillery. The morale of the
troops is unimpaired. The Commis-
sariat is working splendidly, thanks
to French organizers. Nevertheless,
the situation is difficult though not
hopeless from a strategic point, and
as regards munitions. We shall re-
main on the defensive, holding the
passes and wearing the enemy until
the Anglo-French forces are suffi-
ciently strong to enable us to resume
the offensive. The participation of It-
aly meets with difficulties owing to
the divergence of views regarding
Albania. Russian intervention will be
effected after a concentration of the
Allied .armies in the Balkans, ‘and it
is expected this will produce a change
in the Roumanian attitude. I can as-
sure you France and England are
preparing surprises in the Balkans.”

Brave Little Priest

Of the Rev. John Gwynn, S,J.
Chaplain to the Irish Guards, whose
death ‘at the front we chronicled two
weeks ago (it was not the result of
an old wound, as we at that time

supposed), the following account is
going the rounds of the secular
press:

“Father Gwynn was known among
the boys as ‘the brave little priest.’
Early in the war he was seriously
wounded, but refused to return to
England. During the terrible fighting
recently Father Gwynn was again at
‘his post. I saw him just before he
died. Shrapnel and bullets were be-
ing showered upon us in all direc-
tions. Hundreds of our lads drop-
ped. Father Gwynn was undismayed.
He seemed to be all over the place
‘trying to give the last Sacraments to
the dying. Once I thought he was
‘buried alive, for a shell exploded
within a few yards of where he was,
and the next moment I saw nothing
but a great heap of earth. The plight
of t'.¢ wounded concealed -beneath
was horrowing. Out of the ground
came cries of ‘Father, Father, Fath-
er,” from those who were in their
death agonies. Then, as if by a
miracle, Father Gwynn was seen to
fight his way through the earth. He
must have béen severely wounded,
but he went on blessing the wound-
ed and hearing their confessions.
"The last I saw of him was kneeling

beside a German soldier. It was.a
scene to make 'you cry. The shells
continued - to -explode about the

wounded, but they could not gtop a
little Bnglish priest from doing his
duty even to a dying German,”

losses in life and limb

sustained by Newfoundland

at the sealfishery last
yvear, and also the absence of a con-
tinued and sustained campaign for
recruiting, the response in the way of
recruits has been very good. The
medical examiners have been struck
with the repeated efforts of some of
the rejected to try and pass the medi-
cal examination. We heard yesterday
of one young enthusiast, who has pre-
sented himself five times for exam-
ination, and who has so far tried in
vain to convince the examiner that
he is old enough and strong enough
to stand the hardships of trench life.
At present his youth and light weight
are against him, but the spirit and
grit are there, and example will
no doubt stiumlate other young men,
whose bodily development and age
fit them for campaigning. We heard
too of another young fellow of seven-
teen, who has not been accepted for
service on account of age, who has
asked to be allowed to drill with the
accepted volunteers, and who has
volunteered to go through the train-
ing with them without pay, in the
hope of being accepted some time next
year. His example should also tend
to spur on young men of maturer age.
Throughout the Empire a special ef-
fort is being made in the way of re-
cruiting. The South Africans, after
conquering German South West Af-
gica, are preparing an. expedition
against German East Africa. For
some months past, a special campaign
has been carried on throughout the
Dominion of Canada, the success .of
which .met with the high commenda-
tion of Archbishop MacNeil. A de-
spatch from Melbourne conveys the
news that the Australian Government
has decided to add 50,000 additional
men to the quarter of a million al-
ready with the colours. This deter-
mination ernhances a performance,
already notable in the raising of sol-
diers in the colonies. The response
from New Zealand has also been ex-
cellent. At home the response has
been great, but the demand even
greater. At home the Manchester
district holds a proud record. In ad-
dition to the large number of Man-
chester men in the army, reserve and
territorials at the outbreak of the
war. this district has supplied 100,000
recruits to the army, and between 2,-
500 and 3,000 to the navy.

ARE RESCUED.

News reached the city to-day that
the schooner Blanche M. Rose, owned
by Clements Bros., of St. John's, had
been abandoned at sea but that the
nineteen persons on board, compris-
ing men, women and children, all New-
foundlanders, were safe, having been
rescued- by a passing vessel. At 11
a.m. the following message was re-
ceived by the Minister of Marine and
Fisheries from Mr. Duff at Carbonear:
“Schooner Mary Duff arrived at North
Sydney with 6 women, 4 children and
9 men, who were taken off the schr.
Blanche M. Rose; instruct C. & W.
Hackett, Sydney, re forwarding desti-
nation.”

On Treceipt of the message Minister
Piccott informed the Premier and ar-
rangements are being made to have
the crew of the ill-fated craft sent to
their homes.

The Blanche M. Rose and crew left
Groais Islands on Monday, the 9th in-
stant, for St. John’s, having their
summer’s voyage of fish on board, con-
siting of 700 gtls. of cod and carried
30 casks of oil on deck. The following
Monday, or a week after leaving, she
encountered a heavy storm which
lasted for two days. The next 'day,
which was Tuesday, the 16th inst., the
craft while anchored just outside of
Carbonear, dragged her moorings and
drifted out to sea. That was the last
heard of her; she was given up as
lost until the foregoing message was
received.

On Saturday last the Cabot and In-
graham left here to search for the
missing craft and returned last night
after an unsuccessful mission. The
Cabot picked up S.S.E. of Cape Race
an oil cask, and a man named Clem-
ents, a relative of the captain and
owner, and others concluded that the
craft had foundered and that the crew
had been drowned. This intensified
the anxiety of other relatives here.
However, all anxiety and uneasiness of
mind has been removed now by the
fact that those on board the craft are
alive,- even though it is a hard blow
on Capt. Clements and associates to
lose their vessel and the results of
their summer’s earnings as well, and
the news of the safe arrival of the
Blanche M. Rose’s crew will be gladly
welcomed by the whole country.

The Mary Duff, which took off the
crew of the ill-fater craft, was bound
to Sydney from Carbonear for a cargo
of coal. Capt. Clements and brothers
reside at York Street, St. John’s East.

Premier : Skouloudis, -of Greece, is
quoted by the- Petit: Parisien, to-day,
as 'saying ‘that if the.Allied forces in
Macedonia Tetreat aeross the border
Greece may disarm them, although
the Greek Government has not com-
mitted itself to this point, This state-
ment is forwarded from Athens by G
De Maiziere, correspondent of the
Petit Parisian. He quotes Skouloudis
as follows: Greece is neutral, and
will remain neutral, despite pressure,
no matter from what quarter it is
applied, Her neutrality, as it affects
the Allies and France in particular,
will be of such a benevolent charac-
ter that Greece will never lift a fin-
ger against the Allied troops. Our
friendly attitude toward the Allies is
shown by the fact that we have per-
mitted them to paés freely through
our territory, which, in itself, is an
infringement of strictest neutrality.

Sergt. Marshall -
Writes to Mrs. England

Mrs. John England, Long’s Hill, is
in receipt of the following communi-
cation from Sergt. Fred Marshall, at
the London Record Office, telling
about her son Fred, a member of the
Newfoundland Regiment, who was
wounded at the Dardanelles recently:

London,
Oct. 21st, 1915.
Dear Mrs. England.

You will probably be surprised to
know that the writer acting in the
capacity of representative of the
Newfoundland Regiment Pay and Re-
cord Office, had the opportunity of
vigiting your son, Fred, in Wands-
worth No. 3 General Hospital (Lon-
don) yesterday. Immediately we
were notified that he had arrived
there from the Dardanelles, steps
were taken to ascertain the extent
of his injuries, this could best be done
by one of our staff visiting the hospital
as previously arranged, and I was re-
quested to perform the duty, much to
my satisfaction, knowing your son
personally. I found his wounds were,
as previously reported through the
press, “bullet wound in right knee
and shrapnel wounds on left hand,
which although of a severe = nature
did not require him to remain in bed.
I discovered him after a prolonged
seareh through seemingly endless
corridors and passages, (the hospital
is a very large one and has been con-
siderably extended since the war
started), calmly enjoying a cigarette,
just outside the door of the ward and
chatting cheerfully to other wounded
soldiers belonging to one of the Eng-
lish Regiments. He was looking ex-
tremely well, and judging from this
there is not the slightest cause for
anxiety. While there I had the plea-
sure of meeting Mrs. Poweys Keck,
sister of Lieut. Gerald Harvey, who is
also a patient, and she signified her
intention of visiting your son the next
day. On my arrival back at the office
I gave the War Contingent Associa-
tion particulars of his condition and
I understand that they will look after
his comfort and see that he is sup-
plied with anything that he may re-
quire. I can assure you that he will
have plenty of visitors, as the Regi-
ment is not lacking for friends in
London. You will probably get fur-
ther reports of his progress from the

ines in anything like a calm sea, but
even when a submfarine has been thus

discovered, it is still far from being
a defenceless prey for the bomb-throw-
er, as the guns are also equipped for
slanting fire. Neverthelessé". it had
been a greatiobjectionthat in order to
serve the guns when they have been
brought outside the boat and set on

deck, the vessel had to come entirely }

to the surface of the sea, thus oflering
a fairly -large target.

The newer submarines of the Ger-
mans are, therefore, provided with a
contrivence to gnable them to fire
even when rumaining under water.
This is a double advantage; they are
less visible, and, owing to the layer
of water which breaks the force of a
bomb, fairly well protected.

The gun goes through the conning-
tower by means of a bullet-proof,
water-tight deck, and is then served
from inside the boat. Within certain
limits it can be turned in® all direc-
tions, so that a circular zone above
the conning-tower becomes danger-
ous for airmen.

A periscope, which is connected
with the barrel of the gun, is got out-
side in the same way by means of a
bullet-proof compartment. The guun
can also, of-course, be placed in an-
other chambe}- specially built out
from thé boat 'instead of in the con-
ning-tower. The gun alone comes to
the upper .surface, whilst the gunner
himself remains below and fires from
under the water.

It is not necessary to diet to re-
duce the weight.

The
nearest approach to real rest is to lie
flat upon the . bagk, on the  floor or
cther unyielding surface, ‘and breathe
rhythmically. The exhalation must be
controlled and be egual in time to the
ihhalation. Spread arms and legs to
a comfortable angle and turn the head
to one side to relieve the tension on
the neck muscles.

You should then concentrate which
becomes realization through repeti-
tion. Following are some of the ex-
ercises. which, practised five minutes
a day, will keep a woman young and
loyely until four score  and ten years
at least:

Stand erect.. Slowly extend the
arms, hold them tense until a warmith
is felt in the palms and tips of the
fingers.

ed back. In this position.the whole
body may be energized through breath
control without muscular effort.
