Quite recently the
Austrian and German papers an-
nounced that owing to large Turkish
reinforcements being sent from Alep-
po and Smyrna, Bagdad could hold
out indefinitely. It is expected here
that one of the early results of the
occupation of Bagdad by the British
troops will be the recall of all Turk-
ish contingents fighting on various
fronts. olonel Feyler, military cri-
tic, writes in the Journal De Geneva,
that unless a new Ottoman army is

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ARTILLERY BELIEVED TAKEN.

LONDON, March 12.

After announcmg the fall of Bag-
dad in the Hou;e af Commons to-da},
Bonar Law sgaid there was every
reason’ to Beliéve “that’ two-thirds of
the Turks’ artillery had fallen into
the hands of the”British, or had been
thrown into the Tigris.

Bonar Law said the fall of Bagdad
had come as the sequel to a series of |
brilliant operations carried out. by
3ritish and Indian troops with a dash !
and determination for which no praise’
could be too high. When General |
Maude crossed the Tigris above Kut-
el-Amara last month he imperilled
the safety of the Turkish arm. The
Turks retired on Bagdad, and were
pursued with the utmost energy.
Large numbers of prisoners and
quantities of materials of all Kkinds
were captured, Bonar Law said, there
being good reason to believe that two-
thirds of their artillery wag captured
or thrown into the river. On March
5th the British cavalry came up with
the Turks’ rearguard 27 miles from
Bagdad. After an action the " Turks
retreated abandoning the peosition
they had prepared. General - Maude
withdrew his cavalry and brought his
infantry into action. Meanwhile the
Turks received reinforcements from
Bagdad. They offered stubborn re-{
sistance along the Diala in a position
covering Bagdad from the sonthwest.
General Maude threw a tridge across
the Tigris at its confluence with the
Diala and notwithstanding the heat[
and dust the British made a brilliant |
march of 18 miles toward Bagdad and
found the Twks strongly pested six
miles' southwesc of the town. The
Turks were avacked at orce and
driven back to their s=c¢nd position
two miles in the rear. Oa the night
of March $th the British established
a footing on the mnorth bank of the
Diala. On the Sth and 10th the troops
on the vigit bank of the Tigris in
spite of dust storms pressed their ad-
vantage and drove back the Turks to
within three miiles of Bagdad. At the
same time the troopse, on the  Diala
thrust the Turks back on the city
which was entered on Z.:nday morn-
ing. General Maude in jthese opera-
tions completed the victory by a pur-
suit of 110 miles in 15 days during
which time his troops crossed three
times the Tigris. This pursult was

.RUSSIAN GOLD FOR NEW YORK.

NEW YORK, March 12.

According to reports current in the
financial district to-day the Russian
Government is contributing largely
to the continued heavy imports of
gold' for the account of the Entente
Powers: $41,000,000 which came last
Saturday from Canada is said to have
contained a considerable amount of
gold shipped from Petrograd by way
of the trans-Siberian railway from
Vladivostock to Vancouver. Some
French gold also figured in this par-
ticular qonsignment according to re-
port.

THE VATICAN AND MLLE. PER-
CHAND.
ROME, IMarch 12.

The Vatican is taking a great inter-
est in ihe reported visions of Mille.
Perchand and the command she is
suppose! to have received instruct-
ing her to lead the French armies to
victory. A repoii alrcaly has been
recetved from the clergy of Paris.
Further details are being asked of the
Archbishopric there. Mlle Perchand,
20 years of age, daughter of a farmer
in the department of Lavende, stirred
the imagination of the French by her
declaration that like Joan of Arc, she
has visions and heard voiceg com-
manding her to ‘guide the armies of
France to victory. At present Mlle
Perchand is living at Paris in a board-
ing house conducted by nuns.

WAR REVIEW.

NEW YORK, March 12.
Again the French and British War
Offices record gains against the Ger-
man lines in France. Striking in the
Champagne region on a front.of 1,500
metres west of Maisons-De-Cham~
pagne, the 'Fx;ench recaptured all the

positions previously taken by the Ger-
mans on ridge 185, and also invaded
a German fortified work. One hun-
dreg prisoners were taken in®the op-
erations. In the Woevre region near
Seicheprey, a raid on a German trench
was successfully carried out, while
attacks by the Germans between Sois-
sons and Rheims were repulsed. The
British on théir part of the front in
France entered German trenches in
the vicinity of Bouchavesnes north of
Peronne, and also carried out raids
successfully south of Arras. In the
latter sector German positions were
bombed and many casualties inflicted
on their occupants. Heavy artillery
fighting is in progress in .the Ancre
and Somme sectors. According to
Berlin the German War Office reports
the stopping of the French attack
south of Ripon, in Champagne, and
also the destruction of 16 Entente
airplanes and two captive balloons
in attacks by the Germans. The Lon-
don War Office announces th’at nine
German machines were brought down
or driven down damaged, and admits
that five British machines are miss-
ing. On the other fronts, except in
Mesopotamia and Persia, where it is
assumed both British and Russians
are still harrassing the Turks, only
minor operations have been reported.
As yet full details of the capture of
Bagdad by the British have not been
made public. Again the Turks are
reported by Petrograd to have made
a further retreat in Persia, this time
leaving a position near Bisitum, 20
miles northeast of Kermanshah, and
retiring toward Hadjibad. Bisitum
was oecupied by Russian forces.

In the Macedonian theatre there has
been increased artillery activity in
Presbal Lakes and Cerna River sec-
tors, probably presaging early recom-
mencement of hard fighting in this
region. :

VIOLATING NEUTRALITY.
NEW YORK, March 12.

Heramba L. Cupta, a Hindu stu-
dent at Columbia University, was ar-
rested here yesterday and arraigned
to-day on a charge of violating the
neutrality of the Uniteed States, by
conspiring with Franz Von Papen,
former German military attache in
thie country, to organiie a military
enterprise here to free India from
British rule. He is held at $§5,000
bail for the Federal Grand Jury after
waiving examimation. The complaint
of the United States is that Gupta
acted in junction with Von Papen,
and that Von Papen at various times
paid the student large sums to send
him to Japan for the furtherance of
the enterprise. Dr. Chandra Chakra-
berty, another Hindu, and Ernest
Sak‘ung‘a, a German chemist, are hoth
l;’eld on similar charzes.

THE INDIAN
COTTON DUTIES.

If to-day’s message is to

be trusted, a straight is-

sue will be joined to-

morrow in the British
Commohs between the old enemies,
free trade and protection. The Gov-
ernment must feel themselves under
strong necessity to invite at such a
time a contest fraught with so much
peril to themselves and to the coun-
try, and we are almost tempted to say
that if disaster overtakes them they
will have deserved it. There will be
time and occasion enough when the
cannon are silent to debate this fam-
ous question: we shall have enough

of it and to spare then.
‘The message is unfortunately vague

in its language, leaving an uncertain
impression of what exactly is propos-
ed. If the imposition of a duty upon
imported cotton in India is necessary
in order to raise the required money,
it is obvious that the “protective” as-
pect of the matter is irrelevant, for
the  object will be, not to encourage
the .native ‘manufacturers, but' simply ,
to levy a tax. If this:is so it is a pity
the tax could mot have taken another
form. England, which is to say Lan-
cashire, does a very large trade with
India in cotton goods, and this- will
necessarily receive ‘a set-back; some
authorities seem to think that Japan
also will be Aiit. Plainly, in so far as
the cotton mills in India will benefit
by the production of the proposed im-
positions, just so far will the imports,
from which the money is to be raised,
be discouraged and diminished, and
the measure defeat its own ends.

But there is a further feature of the
policy to be noted. The comments,
including widespread criticisms,
which the economic programme’ pro-
posed by the Paris Conference last
year evoked, showed the sharp divi-
sion of opinion that exists upon the
fundamental principles involved in it.
The aim of those who call themselves
Imperialists, looking at the British
Empire's part in it alone, is, roughly,
the establishment as far as possible of
free trade between the members of the
Empire, favourable treatment of the
Allies, and discriminating and protec-
tive duties against the rest of the
world, as severe as possible against
the present enemy countries. There
is no need to consider here any of the
serious objections to this policy: the
point to be reniarked is that this par-
ticular measure is no} even of that na-
ture. The Central pires do very
little trading with India, while Britain
does about sixty per cent. of the
whole. Those to gain by the new du-
ties will be the cotton manufacturers
'of India and, to an extent in inverse

proportion, the Indian treasury; those
to suffer by them, the native consum-
ers and the Lancashire trade, one of
the mainstays of British commerce.

Your Boys and Girls.

Milk is always an ideal food for
children. It is a great misfortune for
a child to develop a distate for milk.
Do everything possible to continue
milk as a basis for the child’s diet.
Vary the food with which milk and
cream may be used—bread, crackers,
cereal, cocoa, etc.

Additional fat is supplied by butter,
but the fat of meats should not be all
removed. Cook it so that it is not
smoked or burned, and therefore dis-
agreeable. Cereals make a good bal-
anced food when combined with milk,
the richer the better. Nearly every
child likes sugar. It is not to be for-
bidden nor too closely limited. But it
must not be substituted for fat.

Fruit must not be forgotten. Its
chief nutritive value is in the small
amounts of sugar which it contains.
To make this available the fruit must
be ripe, and some kinds must be cook-
ed. More important is the stimulation
which fruit gives to the child’s appe-
tite.
