Carbon monoxide poisoning is one
of the most widely distributed and
most frequent of industrial accidents,
says the US. Public Health Service.
The gas is without color, odor, or
taste.

It may be found in a build~
ing havifig a leaky furnace or chimney
or gas stove without flue connection,
such as a tenement, tailor .shop, or
boarding house.
