Interesting Relics.—Two gentlemen 
from the Highlands of Scotland—Mr» 
John Cameron, of the new Cameron 
House, Cannington, and Mr. Alexander 
Mackenzie, of Montreal—met in Toronto

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The Inspection of Butter.
We have to thank Mr. Stirton, M.P., 

lor an early copy of the Act passed 
during the late session of theDominion 
Parliament, providing for the inspec­
tion of certain staple articles of Can­
adian produce. ChiéÇ among the;de 
is butter, and ns the trade in tbis^ 
portant branch of farming in 4<iustry 
m this county is now hr ge anj 
yearly increasing, we aïe flUr0 that a 
synopsis of the Act, em’ oracing everv 
important provision, ’ |,e not only
interesting but 'Valuable to our 
readers.

The G over no V Council has the
power to appoint an Inspector of But­
ter, as well os of the other articles 
mentione .tj in any city, county, town 
or 'place, it may be deemed expedient, 
Such I nspector to hold office during 
pleasure. He must be^duly qualified 
and. have passed an examination be­
fore a competent Board of Examiners. 
No Inspector must deal or trade in, 
or have any interest directly or indi­
rectly, in the production of any article 
subject to inspection, under a penalty 
of $200 for such Offence, besides for­
feiting his-'office. Inspectors are also 
required to give security for the due 
performance of their duties. The 
Governor in Council may at any time 
require the Inspectors to make re- 

, turns to any public department or 
officer, Board of Trade or municipal 
authority as may be designated. The 
Act provides that heavy tines can be 
imposed on those who with a fraudu­
lent intention alter or in any way 
deface the Inspector’s marks or 
brands, and any one assuming the 
title or office of Inspector without 
authority is also liable to a heavy 
fine.

We come now to the special pro­
visions for the packing and inspec­
tion of butter. The Inspector must 
in the first place see that all butter 
to be inspected must be properly 
packed, and if not so packed, the In­
spector is authorised under the Act 
to have it repacked, the owner to pay 
the expense. All butter for inspec­
tion must be packed in firkins or 
kegs, made of the best seasoned wood 
and well hooped, and of the following 
sizes and dimensions :—The firkin to 
contain as nearly as possible fifty-six 
pounds of butter, ilie length of the 
staves from croe to croe to be four­
teen inches and a half, the diameter 
of the head to be eleven inches and 
a half, the thickness of the staves to 
be, as nearly as may Lo, three-quarters 
of an inch, and the thickness of the 
head as near as may be, half an inch, 
the-package to weigh, as nearly as pos­
sible, but in no case to exceed ten 
pounds when dry : the keg to contain, 
as nearly as possible, eighty-four 
pounds of butter, -the length of the 
stave, from croe to croe, to be seven­
teen inches, the diameter of the head 
to be thirteen inches, the thickness 
of the staves to be as nearly as may be, 
three-quiirters of an inch, and of the 

1 head, as nearly ns may be, half an 
. inch, and the package to weigh,[as 

nearly ns possible, but in no case to 
exceed thirteen pounds when dry ; — 
iand the weight of each package shall 
be bran-led on the outside of the fir­
kin or keg, at thé centre of the stave 
or bilge, with the name of the ma ker 
thereof, under a penalty of one 
dollar per package, upon any cooper 
contravening the requirements of this 
Act, «> aforesaid.

In inspecting, the Inspector may 
throw aside all salt,or pickle which, 
it: his jiidgiu. i t, is nut necessary to 
its pfestrvalivii, .and if there is too 
little he can add what additional 

. quantity it requires. When inspect­
ed lie should mark the gross weight 
in pounds avoirdupois, on the head of 
the keg. also the tare, which shall in­
clude one pound weight for each iir-. 
kin, and two pounds weight for each 
keg, for soakage, over, and above the 
cooper's tare ; and the quality of the 
butter shall ho marked as lirst, sec­
ond, third, fourth, -or as grease, ac­
cording to the quality of the butter, 
adopting the system of classification 
in use in Ireland.

The Inspector shall provide him 
self with sufficient- premises for the 
storage and inspection of butter," and 
failing to do so lie is liable to a fine, 
besides paying the. actual damage sus­
tained by the owner.

For ten days storage and inspection 
marking, branding, &c., the Inspector- 

- is allowed ten cents on each package ; 
if re-inspoHed, seven cents. For any 
cooperage or repairs on the kegs or 
firkins, ho is to be allowed five cents 
per package. The Act also provides 
that the Inspector shall be paid so 
much a month for storing butter ; and 
that all charges for inspection and 
storage shall be paid before the butter 
is taken out of the Inspector’s charge.

The inspection of butter offered for 
sale or exportation, in packages con­
taining fifty pounds weight of butter 
or more, shall,, in any city, town, or 
Village where an Inspector is appoint­
ed by law, be compulsory, and any 
Mich package oIK red for sale without 
being inspected shall be forfeited, and 
th<- person who sold will be liable to a 
fine of $2 for each package.

This Act comes into force on the 
1st of September in this year.

Crop Prospects.

Wo copy the following remarks from 
the Galt Reporter as applying in' nearly 
all respects to the Townships in this 
vicinity :

It is somewhat hard to be continually j 
grhmbling, but certainly the condition 
of the crops in this section give 
good cause. At one time it was, 
thought, that although Fall Wheat was 
badly injured, and would be but a vezy 
inferior crop, the Spring crops under 
favorable circumstances, would make up 
for the deficiency. This, unfortunately, 
in every human probability, will not be 
the case. For a short time after sowing 
we were visited with rain in moderate 
quantities and some of the grain got a 
fair start, but for the past three weeks 
rain has been very scarce, the young 
plants are wilting, and, unless moisture 
soon comes, will most seriously 
suffer. Along with the drought are multi­
tudes of insect plagues, which seem to be 
generally well qualified to devour every j 
green thing. In the west there are grass-1 
hoppers, potatoe bugs, and a small white [ 
grub which has attacked the roots of the j 
•spring wheat, barley, and oats. The 
grasshoppers “go" for the top, and they 
go at the bottom, and between the two j 
the work is well done, scarcely a green 
blade boing left. The potatoe bug is not | 
to be dispised, by any means. He is fully 
equipped for his business, and is not like- j 
ly to perish off the face of the earth for j 
want of^desccndants. The drought, there I 
is little doubt .adds much to these plagues, 
the growth being so slow that they ac- , 
complish their .work before the plant i 
has a chance to escape them, the heat j. 
besides being favorable to production 
of such -pests. In East Dumfries j 
they have all these things except the j 
grasshopper, for which favor they may • 
feci thankful. In Beverly, the spring 1 
crops arô better, the land there not being ! 
so much affected by drought yet. Wat- j 
erloo reports are bad and Wilmot no bet- | 
ter, they all seeming to be affected by the i 
same causes as close to our town.
