The Town Hall Question.
To the Editor of the Mereury.
Sin:—It is with feelings of surprise
that I observe that our esteemed towns-
man, the Venerable Archdeacon Palmer,
has so hurriedly and unadvisedly rushed
into & newspaper discussion on the new
Town Hall question. In a letterover his
signature, which appeared in a late
number of the Herald, he says that the
proposed plan of the extension of the
present Town Hall **will render our pre-
gent beautifal Town Hall and Market a
lob-sided, architectural monstrosity.” I
hm very much astonishod that he should
have ventured upon such a statement,
when he has not seen, and knows no-
thing of, the plans for the proposed-al-
terations. - It will be quite time enough
to express an opinion when the plans are
prepared, for as yet they are not out of
the architect’s hands.
I certainly would bave rather seen a
new building erected cn tLe.site of the
present vegetable sheds, but that pro-
position having been rejected by thg
Council, the next best éourse is to extend
the present Town Hall, which when done
ir. the manner proposed by the architecis
wiil not be a “monstrosity,” but a hand-
some addition, by which the integrity of
the building will be maintained, and a
hall of a capacity te meet the wants of
tho people, anu an improved butchers’
market, will be provided. An enlarged
Town Hall is & uecessity which is admit-
ted by ever: one, and now is the time for
the work 10w done. The town is rid of
the mmcu us of a floating debt, the
Municipal Luan Fand debt is arranged,
and there is »o better time than the pre-
gent to take the matter up. I believe
tho Council will be sustained by a large
majority of the ratepayers in the action
they have taken.
Mr. Palmer is a little confused in his
statements respecting the advoeacy of
the late Mr. James Wright in favor of
the plans of Mr. Thomas before the
County Council. This is a mistake. The
plans of Mr. Thomas, Mr. Murray and
many others were before the Town Coun-
cil, and by the savocacy of seme gentle-
men the plans of Mr. Thomas were ad-
opted; and I know that it has been a
matter of deep regret by many that Mr.

Mr. MoGowan on his Mettle.
Mr. McGowan, the newly elected
- member for the North Riding, gave
the Tories on Friday night a speoci-
men of his independence which
some of them will by no meansrelish.
The chief question before the Legis-
lature on that day was Mr. Mowat's
bill respecting the incorporation of
Benevolent, Provident, and other
Societies. When the Bill came up
for the third reading, Mr. Merrick
moved the six months’' howist.© A
long debate followed, during which
the Opposition did their best to in-
fluence the House against the
measure. Mr. M, C. Cameron went
#0 far as t0 say that the course adopt-
24 by the Government in bringing in
this bill was an affront to the Orange
men of the Province, Although the
Opposition exerted all their influence
to defeat the bill, the third reading
was carried by a nmjonty of 12 in &
House, 24 ‘voting for the six
months’ hoist, and 36 against. Mr,
MocGowan voted with the Govern-
ment for the third reading. We are
told that Messrs. Cameron and
Lauder looked daggers at the youth-
ful legislator when he recorded his
vote, and immediately after walked
him oft to the smoking room, where
no doubt they gave him a suitable
lecture for daring to exercise his own
Ju;lgment, and vote contrary to the
wishes of his chiefs and the party
with which he is associated. Mr.
McGowan deserves credit for his in-
dependence, and his course on this
question tends to show that he will
not be the unthinking tool of the
Tories. Meantime we commend his
vote to the attention of the Orange-
men in the Riding, especially those
in Amaranth and Maryboro' who
gave him such a large vote.

The New Marriage Law.

A Governmeant Bill is now before
the Ontario Legislature in reference
to the solemnization of marriagee. It
makes the presentlaw more strict in
some respects, and- relaxes it in

others.

The first clause provides that all
marriages which have before the pass-
ing of the Act been celebrated in Up-
per Canada, by any person legally
authorized to'marry, between persons
not under any legal disqualification
for matrimony, are declared to be law-
ful and valid so far as respects all
matters within the jurisdiction of the
Ontario Legislature, provided. that
the parties lived together as* husband
and wn(c. and that lhc validity of .the
marriage has not hitherto been ques-
tioned in any law suit. The effect of
this will be to prevent vexatious ac-
tions being brought in the courts to
declare a marriago invalid and the
offspring of it illegitimate merely be-
cause there may have been some in-
formality in the license, the banns, or
the ceremony.

In the case of marriage by banns,
the new Act provides that it is-only
necessary for the parties tn "a ‘called’
in church once, instead of threetimes;
but one of the parties must have lived
at least fifteen days in the munici-
pality where the banns are published.
This will tend to prevent clandestine

mmnit: as under the old act banns

might be, and often were, published
far away from the 1e:idence of the in-
tending. man and wife, in a place
where they were entirely unknown.

The enormous
grain crop of the past can no lenger be
obtained, and the lavish expenditure of
the past must of course be curtailed.
Ia their haste to get rich, railroad men
and others have bled the farmers until
the golden drops refuse to coze out at
their The “ G " have
n) doubt has cause to complain of real
grievances, but some of their troubles
have grown out of their slovenly style of
farming, and others are the unavoidable
resnit of distance from the sea-board,
which will always tell on the market
price of grain, no matter how rcasonable
the scale of /reight charges may be. And
this is a ciroumstance of which .those
should make note who are tempted to go
west 10 search of a farmer’s paradise.

No doubt, in some instances, our rail-
roads have been chargeabls with making
local and even through freights higher
than necessary, and perhaps our imple-
ment-makers have put larger profits on
their wares than would have paid thema
fair p ; but Canadian farming
is not thmteued with bankruptey, like
the farming of the Great West. There
is none of the * oppression’ which
¢ drives a wise man mad” here. We
csnnot complain that it takes three
bushels of corn to carry one to market,
nor are our farmers obliged to mortgage
‘their lands to pay running expenses.
We do not * farm at a dead loss.” * We
have no occasion to organize an opposi-
tion to railroads, middle-men, and imple-
ment-makers; md as this was and is the
upiain end and aim of the “ Grange”
movement, it need not bo imposted to
Canada.
