our Colonial laws: What is your Inw
-dian policy ? Unfortunately the ques
tion ocan not be satisfactorily ans
-awered. The only policy which the
Exeoutive of this Colony seems to
‘have upon this, which ought to be
not the least considered amongst the
'questions affecting the prosperity of
‘the country, is to do nothing, and
‘much as the fact is to be lamented, we
fear that nothing short of outrages
accompanied by serious loss of life
will rouse the Chief Executive officer
“of the Colony to a sense of the neces-
sity of no longer negleoting this im~
‘portant branch of the Government.
sponsible Government nor representa~
tive institptions;it=devolves -entirely
upon the Governor to see that the
lives of those carryingon their busi-
"mess in distant parte of the Colony,
are neither wantonly sacrificed, nor
‘even jeopardised, through a mistaken
polioy towards the aborigines.
