BEACON HILL PARK, -

A Few Notes About the l’mpmeinenﬁl Con-
tempinted, and Under Way.

Every day sees some new improvment
at Beacor Hill park. Every day some-
thing fresh is added to increase the at-
tractions of Victoria’s most popular
afternoon resort. There have been more
improvements made during the
ast six months, than in the previous
thirty years.
