_8ir,—I am directed toinform you
that an Order-in-Council has been
passed, bearing date the 6th in-
stant, prohibiting “‘all employes
in the inside and outside service
of the Post Office department and
the Postmasters of incorporated
Towns” from séeking or accept-
ing the mucicipal offices of Mayor,
Alderman or School Trustee (pub-
lic or separate). ‘

" Hmvloyes to whom this order
applies, who may now be filling
any of the offices mentioned. may
complete the term for which they
were élected ; but it must be dis-
tinctly unde;stood that they can-
not enter on another term of office
and remain in the service of this
Department. :

Those who peruse the abuve docuntent at

all earefully will be at no loss to account for

‘the action of the Department in the case of

Mr. Brown of Westminster.  The Post-
master-General must have seen that if it
was objectionable and inexpedient to have
post office officials occupying positions: in
municipalities it was still more objection-
able and inexpedient to permit them to hold
offices connected with the Provincial Gov-
ernments. We see that, ascording to the
rule laid down in the circular, with regard
to manicipal offices, Mr. Brown was allowed
o serve out the term for whioch he was
elected, but he was not permitted to enter
on another tertn of office while he remained
in the service of the Department: 'Mr.
Brown, if he is as shrewd a man as we take
himZto be, saw as soon as he read the cir-
cular ‘that if he wished to  continue
in the Legislature of the Province after the
House was dissolved, he mnst resiga his
office of Postmaster. - We cannot see how

A good deal of nonsense is talked by the
Liberals about reciprocity with the United
States, and there is some reason to believe
that the talkers are not -always sinoere,

They still speak of reciprocity as if it could | ..

be'obtained by the Dominion for the asking.

Now, every one who has a knowledge of the ‘

public affairs of Canada knows that this is
not the case. The men who Ary to make
Canadians believe that reciprocity is within
their reach and conld be obtained if & Lib.
eral Government were in power, know that
they are practising upon the ignorance of
their hearers. It has been made abundant.
Iy clear of late years that there is only one
condition on which the : Americans will ex-
‘tend reciprocity in trade to Canadians, and
that is that they assimilate " their whole
fiscal system ‘to that of the United States
and exclude Great . Britain  from the
trade - privileges which the United Stales
under reciprocity will enjoy. They will not
only have to adopt the United States tariff
as their own, but they must  enforce it
agrinst the Mother Country, as they must
against all other countries, the United

States alone excepted. To this condition | P

meny influential Americans add another,
and that is that commercial ‘union alone
will never be granted to Canadians unless it
is accompanied- by or rather embodied in
political union. ' In short, commercial union
in the American mind means annexation
immediately or in’the very near future,
Liberals who are honest cannot ard do not
shut their eyes to this facs, - As, say they,
reciprocity means certainly discrimination
against Great Britain, and probably annex-
ation—we do not want it. The price is too
high.

Reoiprocity is consequently not at this
moment, nor bas it really been for many
years, a practical question in Canadian poli-
tics.  The course which Sir John Thompson
has marked out is the only one which self-
respecting Canadians can consistently pur-
sue, He has said vhat for every trade privilege
which the Americans extend to Canada his

A Board of Three. Arbitrators to Be
Appointed—Summary of
Their Powers.

Loxpox, April 27.--The» evicted tenants
bill, introduced in the House of Commons
on Thursday lust by Sir William Haroonrt,
provides that where a tenant’s holding in
Ireland has been terminated since: May,
1879, the former tenant may, within a yesr
after the beginning of the present act, peti-
tion the board of arbitration for reinatate-
ment. < The board may make a conditional
order of  reinstatement,” and unless the
landlordes withim the prescribed time
show’ cause against ' the ‘order, the
board of arbitratior may make the
order absolute. If the landlords show
cause why the board of  arbitration should
hear'the parties, after considering whether
the conduct of either landlord or ten¥nt is
‘unreasonable or whether the one had un-
reasonably refused any -proposal made by
the other, the board may dismise the peti-
tion or make the order absolute and order
the sheriff to put the petitioner in possession,
The rent of the holding is to be subject to &
fair rent being fixed in pursuance ‘of the
land-law of 1881, and the holders shall have
‘the samerightasother holders of present ten-
ancies tohavearentfixed. The bill goes into
effeot in the November after its passage. It
provides for the establishment of a board of

There he procured
the necessary chemicals to manufacture an
explosive bomb, and also purchased a sauce-
pan, similar 1o the one' which had caused
the death of three men in the Rue des Bon
Eofants, ' In this pan he placed the o log-
sives and surrounded them by 120 b:llpetl,
and & smaller and centre oylinder of zine con.

explosion. . The priming consisted of a dyn-
amite carbridge havinga oap of fulminate
of mercury, to' which was attached a fuse
calculated to burn fifteen seconds.

LEGAL INTELLIGENCE.

Interesting and Important Judgments in the
Divisional Court—Doings in §
Chambers,
DIVISIONAL COURT,
(Before Crease and Walkem, JJ )
Baker v. Daiby, Ballantyne ‘and  Clax-
ton—This was an appeal from an order of
Mr. Justice Drake, refusing the application
of the plaintiff to sign judgment under Order
XIV. Argument was heard on the 16th
instant ; the court now delivered judgment
| dismissing the appeal with costs on the

| ground that the writ ‘was not speoially

endoreed wod that the action, being on s’
covenant to indemnify, could not be said to
be to recover a liquidated demand in ‘money,
the very nature ofsthe damage showing that
it must be unligaidated. In uddition to
this the facts disclosed in the plaintifi’s
affidavit, which presumably set forth the
true canse of the action, showed that the
endorsement could not possibly be correct.

The judgment*of Walkem, J., was as fol-
lows : ;

** This is an appeal from & refusal by Mr,
Justice Drake to allow the plaintiff to enter
judgment under Order XIV. The endorse-
ment on the plaintiff's writ is as. follows :
‘The plaintiff's claim - is for principal due
under a covenant to pay the sum of $1000
on the 20th of February, 1892, contained in
an agreement under seal dated the 26¢h day
of February, 1891, enteréd into between
plaintiff and defendants.” The covenans re-
ferred to is nov a covenant to pay $1,000, or
auy other specific sum of money, but one to
“indemnify and save harmless him’—the
plaintiff—* against and from’ the payumient
of certain moneys due by him to one Parker,
which indebtedness the 'defendants agreed
to personally assume and discharge. The
remedy for the breach of such a covenanc
would obviously be unliquidated damages,
and vhe' mere circumstance’ that they are
capable of being fixed at a definite sum can-
not change their legal character, or, in other
words, constitute them liquidated damages
when they ‘are not so. Now,a judgment
under Order XIV can only be given where
the plaintiff’s writ of ‘summons is ' apeciall
endorsed, according to Rule 6 of Order III,
for a *debt or liquidated dennd,” The
present claim, being  neither one nor the
other, is, therefore, not within the rale, and
hence dannot be the “subject of specisl en-
dorsement. ' The endorsement in question is
inacourate, inasmuch as it mis-states the
cause of action, and in that respect differs
from-the plaintif°s affidavit, which correotly
sete forth his claim as being one for indem-
nity. The decision of the learned judge,
though given upon other grounds than the
above, must be upheld, and this appeal die-
allowed with ¢ s.s.”

ROYALISTS IN HAWALL

SAx Francisco, April 27.—Advices have
just been received by the barkentine W.
H. Dimond from the United Press corres-
pondent at Honolulu, under date of April
11th, to the effect that the announced mass >
meeting of the royalists * took place on the '
evening of the 10th inst:, at Palace gquare,
There might have been one thousand’ pre-
sent, possibly one half natives and. the rest
Chinese and whites. There were five speak-
ers, one pure native, two half white, a Ca-
nadian, Asbford, and an Englishman,
Philips. ' All "the speakers urged quiet,
peaceableness, moderation and a policy of
Inactivity, taking no 'part in the vot
while waiting the action of the Uni
States in the pending protest or appeal of
the Hawaiian peaple. Nothing was said of
loyalty to the Queen or of the desire to re..
turn to the monarchy. Resolutions wers
adopted pledging the royalists to decline to
take the aath of allegiance to the Provisional
Government and to oppose the re-establish-
ment of the mongrchy as provided im the
call for the oonstitutional convention, A
copy of the resolutions was ordered to be
presented to United States Minister Willis,
with a request that the same be forwarded
to Washington.

The following is the substarce of a
circular issued from the Holomua office,
It appeals to the natives to join with
those who conducted the mass meeting :

* About ‘3,000 people assembled at the
mass meeting in spite of the resistence of
ohe Hui-Aloha-A and. the newspaper
Kaleo, and Bash and Kaunamano. 2

** The country districts are called upon to
Join in the resofution adopted to uphc'd the
rights snd welfare of the natives, and are
urged not to listen to ‘Bush, Kaunamano,
Kaulia, Cummins and the worthless foreign-
ers with them.. This is declared to be the
.course of Progreasive Hawaii, and by fol-
lowing this advice the Hawaiians will see
who are the true friends of - the country, ite
people and its ohiefs.”

. Several of the persons whese natnes were
attached to the call ‘for the mass ‘meeting
denied that they were placed there with
their consent. Leading white adherents of
the Queen, like Widemann and Newmann,
remained away. It s generally believed
that this section of the Royaliste are wait-
ing for further news from W’nbiﬁgl:on before
committing themselves to abstaining from
action. .in forming and running the new
republic. ' Should that news seem deci
agaiost the restoration ‘of the Quepn they
may wish to take part in the eleotion, The

died in Tacoma.  He was & quiet, unob-

Hg died of paralysis in & most orthodox
way, but: when the nndertakers began. to
prepare bis body for barial they found a
most curious scar upon his right hand. ~ Ag
one'time there had been a hole ‘made by
some sort of s matrument in the palm,

going in at one side and | doming out at the |
other.

-There was some speculation’ in regard to
its origin, when suddenly one'.of the under-
‘taker’s assistants uttered an exelamation of
astonishment and held ap the deceased’s
left hand. ' There was a precisely identical
scar upon that also.  Men do not; generally
have ballet holes through both hands, and
Bredemeyer had also similar soars upon
each foot. The right hand scar was not as
long as the left hand one by an inch. Both
were hetween the bones of ‘the thumb and
forefinger in the thickest part of the palm,
The lets hand scar was two and one.half in-
ches long, and on both' sides of the hands the
scara set out like mountain ranges, 2om-
pared with the size of the hands, the serrat-
ed top ridges of the ngly marks being white
and smooth, like snow.capped peaks. They

1868, when nhe King of Barmah made him
chief engineer of the famous ruby mives in
the northern part of | that’ country. Brede-
meyer had headquarters at Medes, in the
raby .mine district, where big sapphires are
also found. ' The mines are jealously guard-
ed and all the precious stones belong to the
Km% From the ruby and sapphire harvest
the King realizes from $50,000 to $75,000 a
year.

North of Medes, in the lofty mountains,
there were some ruby mines whioh the King
had not had prospected for various reasons,.
No white man had ever ventured into the
mountains of the North among she half-civil-
ized Singpohs, who, while ially recog-
nizing the authority of the King, were un-
ruly and barbaric. Thither the King sent
Bredemeyer,

*His advent was the signal -for freat ex.
citement among - the Singphos,” They had
never seen a white man, and’ notwithstand-
ing Bredemeyer annonnced his mission under
authority of ‘the King" the Singphos were
not eatisfied. Their cupidity got the better
of their loyalty ; they thought more of their
rabies and sapphires tham they did of the
King’s mandates.. They decided to crucify
the white man if he did not flee the country.

A handful of soldiers ‘were with Brede-
meyer, perhaps fifty all told, but then there
were 3,500,000 inhabitants. The Singphos
were not afraid of the soldiers. Bredemeyer
refused to leave the country until he had
carried ont the orders 'of “the King. The
Singphos  declared ' war.  Bredemeyer’s
soldiers went into ambush, only to surren-
der the . mining expert when the natives
swooped down upon them.

While the soldiers were sourrying about
for reinforcements the natives nailed Brede-
meyer to & oross made of two pieces of the
native oil wood. Crude pieces of iron, with
rough edges and slightly sharp at the end,
were brought, and using stones' for sledges
the natives drove the irons through Brede-
meyer’s hands and feet.

There was great excitement, and the bar-
barians in ‘haste.mashed the engineer’s
toes and fingers. Before the brutal work of
nailing meyer to the cross was finished
he begame partially nnconscious. The shock
was almost fatal. The last thing he dis-
tinotly remembered was the swarming Sing-
phos, looking like devils, with their flat
faces, broad skulls, straight  black hair,
deep brown skins. 'As a rule the natives
wear linen wrapped about their hips. Thede
