It professed to apply these amounts 
on capital account, such as public buildings, 
but iu reality was changing an available asset 
into one not available. The timber revenue is 
rapidly decreasing. The hon. member accused 
the Government of allowing the aifairs of the 
country to drift They had nothing 
new to propose except ah occasional 
bint at another raid on the Domini 
ury.

He proposed to show that they 
had an actual deficit. Applying mercantile 
rules to the balance sheet the totai 
value of Crown land, may oe 
estimated at say twenty millions iu 1872. 
Adding cash in treasury and Dominion Trust 
Funds, the total assets of the province which 
Sand field Macdonald bequeathed the Govern­
ment, was about twenty-nineunillions. There 
were no liabilities then. oince then ten 
millions worth of crown lands have been sold. 
The cash and trust funds to-day, added to the 
other teu millions of crown lands, gives a total 
asset of sixteen millions odd in 1886 as against 
twenty-nine millions. in 1872.

Buffalo, March 15.—The most extensive 
and disastrous conflagration that has occurred 
in Buffalo for a long time was that which 
broke out at 8.28 this morning in the spacious 
brick building of Miller, Greiner A Co., 
wholesale groders, directly opposite the Com­
mercial office. As s result the splendid 
building was totally destroyed with all its 
contents. The scenes of the memorable night 
of Deo. 21, 1882, when the Commercial 

.office was burned, were in part repeated, with 
'the difference that the fire on that occa­
sion broke out in the Commercial office and 
crossed the street to the Miller and Greiner 
building, while this time the fire began in the 
Miller and Greiner block, and though the 
Commercial office was at one time in imminent 
danger it was saved from destruction and 
«rions damage. This gratifying result is no 
doubt due in part to the favorable west wind 
which prevailed thie morning carrying the 
flames in the opposite direction. The esti­
mated loss on the building is $120,000; on the 
stock J175.000. The Masonic Hall loses about 
$30,bOO,. the Acacic Club about $5000, the 
occupants of the various offices $10,000. This 
makes a total of about $340,000. The 
ance field by Miller, Greiner A Co, 
between $176,000 and $200,000.

The difficulty existing between the merolmnl 
and journeymen tailors, anting out of the new 
rehedule of prie» demanded by the latter, 
were satisfactorily adjusted yesterday. The 
action taken by the Merchant Tailor» Asso­
ciation at its meeting Monday night was com­
municated to the journeymen,, with a request 
for a conference. Tin alteration in 
the classification of goods was the only-point 
of difference at issue, the bosses having, as;

The journeymen proceeded to discuss the, 
boffics’ offer yesterday morning upon the 
receipt of the communication from that body, 
and during the afternoon committees from 
both associations mot, and a basis of settle­
ment was soon arrived at, the journey naert 
agreeing to revise the classification of goods.

Ashore on the Massachusetts Coast.
North Eastham,. Mast., March 16.—An 

unknown two-masted schooner went ashore 
this morning near the Life Saving Station at 
Nausette. All attempts to reach her 
by the crew of the station have 
failed. The sea ia at prerent mak­
ing a clean sweep over the schooner 
and the hull ia almost under water. Three 
men can be counted from the shore lathed to 
the foretop, and one man is clinging to the 
bowsprit The life earing crews have fired 
fifteen lines at the vessel, out of which only 
one reached her, but the sea ie too heavy to do 
anything.

■ 1 Dominion bonds, but the latter being payable

I Coming to expenditure, there was a saving 

in legislation of over $10,000 during the past 
year. In administration of justice three ie an 
unexpended balance of $28,988. The ex­
penditure on experimental farms 
less than 1885. The Government creamery 
in 1886 was carried on without
loss. In 1886 with a different plan there is a 
surplus of about $600 to be distributed among 
the patrons. In public buildings there is a 
saving of $89,400. In public works the ex­
penditures came within the estimates by 
$20,700.

In colonization roads there was an over ex­
penditure of $15.263. This is the only ac­
count in which any over expenditure occurred 
to any amount. In criminal justice a large 
saving was effected. In education there was 
a slight over expenditure. Public institutions 
show a saving of expenditure. In Crown 
Lands the saving amounted to $11,222.

The expenses for .the Colonial aud 
Exhibition were $1270 less than the estimates. 
The Hon. Treasurer said that the exhibition 
reflected great credit on the province. The 
dairy exhibit was not even approached by any 
colony. In miscellaneous expenditure the 
estimates proved too much by $16,388.

Last years’ Supply Bill called for 
4 e total expenditure of $3,029,216.

Government actually expended $2,769,- 
578; an unexpended balance remains of 
$259,238. Certain exceptional expenditures 
arose, such as debentures, railway aid certifi­
cates, etc. After providing for all these the 
total expenditure for the year only exceeded 
the estimates by $33,049. But for extraordi­

Those who hold this 
coupon can have a piece of adjoining property 
if they will rend $2 to pay for -“recording 
deeds, surveying, platting, etc. In this coupon 
they say, “you cannot buy Hie adjoining prop­
erty for loss than $30 per acre, if this offer is not 
accepted now.” It is strange, if this be true, 
they are so anxious to give away not Only the 
first lot, but all the adjoining property. The 
readers of the Farm, Field and Stockman are 
too intelligent to be taken in by such chaff, but 
they evidently find some fools somewhere who 
are anxious to part with their dollars.
