Mr. Haggart: I rise to a point of
order. Mr, Lister has no right to go
into the question of the policy of the
Government.

In reply.to Mr. Lister, the witness
said, “that the Canadian tonnage on
the upper lakes was only 3 1-2 per cent.,
the.remainder being American.” The
witness said that he was removed to
St. Catharines in 1891 from the ““Soo0” at
his own request. There was friction be-
tween himself and Messrs. Ryan & Co.,
and the contractors made comp'aints to
the chief engineer against him.

Mr. Thompson, in his examination,
showed that as the reason for-building
the canal was for military purposes,
the whole cost of deepening below 16
feet was virtually money thrown away,
because vessels drawing mare than 16
feet could not pass through St. Mary’s
River, and then the harbor at Owen
Sound would also have to be deepened.
Also if a harbor to permit of boats
passing through Canadian terriiory, an
expenditure of $2,000,000 would be neces-
sary, and he reported against it.

Mr. Gibson then took the witness in
hand in regard to stone cutting, which
apparently was twice paid for. To-Mr.
Gibson witnes admitted that the curb
work was imperfectly filled, and that
the fault lay with the contractors and
the resident engineer. About four-
fifths of the crib work was bulging out
and badly filled out. ; Of the whole crib
work only 700 feet gwere good. A mo-
tion that the comlittee should meet
to-morrow was lost,ahother motion that
it should meet on Friday was also lost.

'These breeds
were more or less implicated in the re-
bellion of 1885, and fled to the United
States, taking up theif résidence, with
some 40 others, in the Sweetgrass Hills,
where they lived without work, killing,
it is believed, a great many cattie. They
were surprised in the act by Corporal
Dickson, arrested and tried, but got
off, stating that the actual killing took
' place over the line in the United States,
and it was held that they could not be
extradited. The behavior of the In-
{dians has on the whole been excellent
| during the year. ‘The Northern In-
' dians, although reported to have been
! short of provisions last spring, have

{ been very industrious, and have given
;no trouble whatever. Still in the spring
and the early summer persistent ru-
{ mors were afloat that an uprising was
| imminent. Although positive that there
was no truth in these reports, every
precaution was taken, and in every case
the reports were fully investigated and
it was conclusively proved that there
was not the slightest foundation for the
reports. As the majority of these scares
occurred near Battleford, and originat-
ed at Jack Fish Lake, about 25 miles
north, it was deemed advisable to piace
a small permanent detachment at that
place. The result has been as expected,
the excitement having quite disappear-
ed. In some parts of the country &
good deal of liquor has been obtained
by Indians, and a number have been
punished in consequence. The parties
who supplied this liquor have, in many
cases, been' convicted also, but sthe
great trouble is the fact that most of
i the liquor is purchased by half-breeds,
! who supply it to the Indians, and who
}are very difficult to identify, as it is
impossible in many cases to distin-
guish between them and Indians proper.
{The supply of horses suitable for the
| force is diminishing every year, as the
| ranch horses are getting too large and
|leggy for police work. The Commis-
"sloner says the men have generally be-

Triumphal arches, flags and garlands are
everywhere, and double sentries guard
the gquarters of the royal visitors, Thou- |
sands of spectatoms gage at the warships!
of the United States, England, Italy and
Austria, as they lie il the bay{at Kiel.

The Russinn Admiral Skrydlow, with his |
stafi, paid a visit to the royal casgle
last evening, and 85 guests dined on
board the German training ship Mars,
The company included Prince Henry of |
Prussia and all of the staff officera of
ihe forcign equadrons. The French ad.
miral, Menard, was among the first to
arrive, and he was rcceived with the!
usual honors and formally presented.to
Prince Henry. After dinner Prince Henry
proposed  a toast to the Emperor.

The sailors on board the visiting French
ships all wear cockades, with crape; in
memory of President Carnot.

The priucipal event to-day was the ar-
rival of the Kaiser and the imperial
family. The etrcets were filled with car-
riages and cavalcades.

By 8 c¢’clock all had been arranged at
the station. The Kaiser arrived at 4.10|
at the Dammtchor station. All of the
German rulers, with the exception of the!
Kaiser, drove through the principal|
streets to the harbor, where they viewed
the assembled warships. They were con- |
tinusily cheered by the people who lined |
the route. !

AGAINST LIQUOR. OPIUM AND IM~
MORALITY, i

Miss Willard's Trumpet-Toned Address at
the World’s W.G.T.U. Council — Her
Generous Pratge of Canadian Tempers
ance Workers—That Polyglot Petition
—Treatment of Inebriates.

London, June 19.—The third biennial
convention of the World's Woman’s
Christian Temperance Union began in
Queen’s Hall this morning. The princi-
pal feature was the presidential ad-
dress by Miss Frances E. Willard. She
said in part: ‘“We are here, English-
speaking women, gathered out of the
leading nations of the world, with a
few native pioneers from Oriental and
continental countries, to put our heads
and hearts together for the building
up of a woman’s home-protection move-
ment, because it is the fittest to sur-
vive; the best adapted for its env:ron-
ment, and we are here for the putting
down of the liquor system, because,
judged by its effects it is the least un-
fit and adapted to the slowly improving
environment which is the outcome of
Christianity working on the minds and
bodies of the human race,

5 Temperance and Labor.

“To the labor reformers we have to
say: You have united for home-pro-
tection, so have we; you will bring 1t
about by standing together at the bal-
lot box, so shall we; you will gucceed
by keeping level heads and hands that
do not tremble, so shall we.

“We used to say intemperance was the
cause of poverty, now we have com-
pleted the circle of truth by saying pov-
erty causes intemperance, and that the
underpaid, undersheltered wage-earn-
ing teetotaller deserves a hundred times
more credit ‘than the teetotaller who 13
well-paid, well-fed and well-shejtered.

“In the slums they drink tﬁorget;
we would make life somethlg they
would gladly remember, so wotld you.
Our objects are the same, let us clasp
hands in the unity of spirit and thne
bond of peace. -

“How to carry out, in the bes: man- |
ner, plans for presenting polygiot pe- !

tition is one of the important questions
to be submitted to this convention.
“It is.now proposed, after presenting
the petition to the British Government,
to go to Norway, for the purpose of
studying the Nerwegian system of
handling the liquor traffic and of pre-
senting the petition to the King of
Sweden. It may also be deemed best
to accompany Dr. Lunn’s Mediterran-
ean excursion, which would afford the
opportunity of carrying the petition to
several other capitals. I earnestiy wish
that the journey to India, China, Japan,

Canadian Women Praised

“Our American members greatly de-
sire that the superintendencies should
be more widely distributed in different
countries.
now held in the United States, but our
desire cannot be too strongly empha-
sized that the offices from the president
dewn through all the lines of co-work-
ers, might bé largely held in England
and the colonies,

“Until this is done we cannot feel
that we are so thoroughly a world’s
society as we desire to be. The Do-
minion of Canada has taken a large
proportion in white ribbon work.

of these facts have given notice of an
amendment to the constitution (to be
acted upon two years hence) by whicn
the words ‘“race and color” will be ex-
pHcitly included in the constiution, and
to this there can be no objection, since
the W.C.T.U. has no race or color line,
and, in the nature of the case, cannot
have.

‘““White and colored women in the
Southern States of America have work-
ed with the utmost harmony and good
feeling, though In separate socleties,
From the first the white ribbon move-
ment has acted on the principle of home
rule, our study having been to reduce
the rules and regulations to the small-
est possible number, and the same plan
applies to the World’s W.C.T.U. We
have, as we often say, only two laws
that must be observed, and tney are
these: “Pay your dues and don’t
drink.” These dues are on an average
about 50 cents a year.

““One of the very best suggestions for
the betterment of the unemployed has
already been put into practice in De-
troit, in New York city and in. other
American cities. Owners of vacaht lots
and idle land have been requested to
allow these spaces to be utilized for gar-
dening purposes, and arrangements
made to exploit the product for the
benefit of those who till the ground. In
some cases the proprietor has himself
agreed to pay wages to. unemployed
men, who thus develop the value of
ground heretofore useless.

Isolation of Liquor Sellers, .

“The law of the survival of the fit-
test has, in the popular mind, two me-
thods. of application; tested by them
both, ought the liquor traffic to survive?

“It is no longer equally reputable to
sell wheat and whisky, bread and
beer, apples and ale.

“In exact proportion to the New Tes-
tament character of his daily life, a
man is held back by his principles gnd
record from being a publican or a sa-
loon keeper. Birds of a feather flock
together, and wholesome foods are now
wholly  separated from unwholesome
drinks in public thought.

As a general rule they are not sold }

in the same place, and those who sell
them do not stand on the same plane
in public confidence. The fittest has
survived. Food holds its place as a
necessity; intoxicating drinks are los-
ing theirs; and from great numbers of
the most highly developed communities
they have been banished altogether.”

EARLY CLOSING.

While we are waiting for the Legisla-
ture to give the people a weekly half-
holiday, it would not be a bad idea if
the leading merchants were to shorten
the business day, during the summer at
least, and to follow the practice of those
who eclose up their establishments on
Saturday afternoon.

First
of“all, we have the great army' of peo-
ple who are employed in the stores | in
javor of short hours. The press as a
rule is favorable to the project, and the
clergy have gone so far as to recommend
the idea from the pulpit. The merchants
would only be too glad to secure unani-
mity among themselves in favor of early
closilzg. Any store that is conducted on
good business priucip}?s need not fear the
loss of business that is supposed to fol-
low from early closing.

ness on Saturday afternoon this firm has
had its doors locked to the public, If
pubblic_opinion. is; worked up on the lines
suggested above, the sentiment in favor
of shorter hours will become so strong
that mo business house that wishes to
retain the good will of the public can
afford to keep its employes working after
6 o'clock, or deprive them of the Satur-
day hali-holiday. It would be to the fd-
vantage of us all if the shopping of the
day can be confined to seven or eight
hours, This period affords ample time for
| everyone. When the shopping day is ex-
tended to ten or twelve hours, the differ-
ence is only so much lost time,

#HE HORSELESS CARRIAGE.
Full particulars are not yet to hard of
the‘““horseless carriage’ ’race that was run
last week from Paris to Bordeaux . and
'back. We learn, however, that one of the
carriages covered the distance, which is
736 miles, in something less than 49
hours, an average close upon 15 miles
an hour. The motor that propelled the
fastest vehicle was driven by a petroleum
.engine. Various other motors were used
in the different machines, but those oper-
ated.by petroleum se€med to obtain the
best results. In this competition it
should be remembered ‘that the vehicle
traveled. over roads not much better, if
any better, fhan the leading roads of
Ontario. The carriages were compelled
to go up hill and down dale and to face
the ‘ordinary conditions of road traffic
along the route. A feature of the race
that merits notice is that no accidents
of importance detracted from its success.
The race has established this fact, that
in a competition of the kind horses
would not be in it at. all. . Even if
there was a relay of horses every ten
miles the speed obtained by the petro-
leum wagon could not be obtained. The
horseless carriage has promise of a great
and’ ®sefol’ future; and 'in ‘these days of
rapid changes- it ought not to require
many years to-drive the horse off the
streets, for business purposes at least.
As a-mediven for recreation and sport the
noble animal will probably remain as
long as the sporting instinct in man
keeps alive, but for business purposes the
community has no use for the horse,’pro-
‘vdded a better substitute is forthcoming.

CANADIAN AND AMERICAN DIVORCE

. LAWS :

The divorce laws of the United States
and Canada are widely, ‘different in their
scope and application. The laws of
the two countries run to éxtremes. In
Canada the obtaining of a divorce involves
such an expense’ and so muéh legal for-
mality that very few think of seeking re-
dress from marital unhappiness in - this
way. In the United States, on the other
hand, the facility with which divorces are
obtained in some of the. states has scan-
dalized the nation. In Canada the ques-
tion of ‘divorce rests with the Dominion
Parliament. In the adjoining republic-
each state has power to make its own

00 | laws. As soon as the United States de-

cide on meking further amendments to
their constitution, one such amend-
ment will undoubtedly transfer the au-
thority as to marriage ‘and divorce from
the state legislatures to. the National
Congress. The absurdities of the present

According to this correspondent there
are now in Oklahoma more than 1000
persons from (different parts of the
United States establishing a legal resi-
dence with a view to securing a divorce.
The law requires a residence of three
months, but the courts are so accommo-
dating that 'the time may be shortemed
for a consideration. -Many of these
divorce seekers are wealthy and fashion-
able, and lavish in their expenditure of
money. Usually the man or woman is
accompanied +by a friend of the other
sex, and after the divorce 'is granted
these people pay big fees to a local
preacher to marry them, amd then go
back to add another blight 'to the
social world from which they came.

While our laws on this subject are so
much to be preferred to those of the
United States, yet a reform is = much
needed in this country. The power of
granting divorces should ‘be taken from
the Senate, which is a political body,
and transferred to a court specially or-
ganized for the purpose. We have copied
most of our legal procedure from Great
Britain, and we.could not do betiér than
introduce their system in dealing with
divorces. The law in Canada is all
right, but it is carried out in such a
way ‘that only the wealthy, can ftake
advantage of it. |
