: CATTLE .‘ :

On Satnrday pight last, we were
showan a yoke of five years old cattle,
raised.by.Mr. Edwin Leonard, of Para
dise, and by him sold to McDonald the
gsttle dealer, for the neat sum of
one.hundred and -fifty. doHars. Mr.
Leonard informs us that with the ex-
ception ‘of the best of pasturage and
English hay, they have never received
anylhing but 15 big pogatoes and
about three week's fall feed ; that they
havée ‘been worked since they were
Ahree years old, but wever overworked.
‘This spring they hauled 125 loads ma-
nure, ploughed 11 acres of lund, and
hauled all of Mr. Leonard’s hay,—yget
they were in superb condition, and
would likely turn the scales at over
3,000 lbs. Fhey were bred by a Dur-
hamg sire, out of Ayrshire cows.

Wiien cattle can be raised and sold
under’ such circumstances, the profits
acqruing  are considerable. And from
the- above it is plaialy shown that the
first requisite is a good breed. Let our
farmers stop raising the poor serubs
that are only apologies for cows and
oxen, costing just as much and more
to keep them, and from which not one
tenth the return is received—and get
as many head of some of the thorough.
breds, or one remove,is their means will

_allow, and then pay a little attention
to-ithe sort of pasturage the animals
get; the quality of feed; their comfort
as .to bousing; and if oxen, see that
they are mob overworked; then as all
précedent shows, cattle will be raised
that will be a constant source of profit
to their owners. Breeds of cows to be
thoroaghly suited to the requirements
of this Valley of: for any country where
pasturhgé is.. limited, must possessa
harmonions  combination  of being
gq‘o'd' tailkers, good breeders, good fat-
teners, and come early to maturity.
The -return on such cattle would be
constant ; but to develop completely so
many good features in one animal, has
engaged the. attention of a good many
cakttle ‘breeders ‘with 'but indifferent
sutogss, The Shorthorns gpparently
come the .pearest to the stapdard re
quiredif we can take. the evidence of
t.h;@ ;fo"p'wing, clipped’ from a promi
nent English agricultvral journal, in
p’peqix;pg of the Shorthorn breed : —

Wfnolosed  fields, domestication,
artificial feeding and treatmenf have,
of poyrse, completely altered the cha-
vacter and the coaracteristics of bovine
stock: while vastly ipcreasing its num
bers. We have here an all-pervading
example - of the survival of the fittest
coupled with artificial selection. The
best_specimens of each hreed are very
nearly perfect,. and as such may he
taken as the highest expression of the
ideal which men have been seeking to
attain for generations, We have cows
who give upwards of 1000 gal. of milk;
others, again, milk heavily for five or
six years, and afterwards fatten off for
the hutcher. Young animals there are
which aftain.a weight of forty imperial
stong qf . flesh by the time they are a
year oid ; this isunderstood as early
meaturity, and Shorthorn oxen have al,
tained, at four or five years old, a live
weight of more- than a ton and a half.
I\"Iow these are the qualities in cattle

hich are commercially valuable to the

airy. farmer—copious. milking, early
maturity, hardy constitution, appetite
tp fatten and fecundity. A duve combi-
nation of thege properties is what prac-
tical dairy farmers seek, more or
Jess sueeessfully, in their dairy stock.
Early matyrity and aptitude to fatten
were not formerly regarded as they are
BAY. and the other gqualitjes were held
in. highest estimation. For a long
time we English have been regarded as
a.nation of beefeaters, but if the appel-
lation were true in the qjden days how
much more true is it naw? Remote
parts of the earth are now sending us
wheir fatted cattle, and for many years
England has been the best market for
gontinental beef. It is this greatly de-
veloped propensity of ours for eating a
lapge quantity of flesh meat that has
made early maturity apd aptitude to
fatten -such. valuable features in our
modern farm stgek; and so it follows
thst the production of a large quantity
of milk, highly important as it 1s, is not
in itself epough—we must have milk
and, beef combined if our cattle are to
yield » maximum profit to the dairy

farmer.”’

Such a congern as this looked
transpgrent enough—yet there were
«men. ,gullible enough tig sell their
.Jjousehold furpiture, in order to-raise
Lfunds to inyest, How, months every-
1.shing appeared to_run smoothly; and
.even when a number of persons be-
. 8lurmed, and _withdrew their
“dep.witg, the money was paid g them
180 promptly that many invested again.
The Boston Advertiser finally god wind
of it, and the copcerns’ ugsgqundness
was immediately shown up, The at-
tention. of the chief of the palice was
then drawn to it, and detectives at
pnce pnt on the track. Depositors
were advised to withdraw, which they

did with a rush,  This was calmly met

at first by the lady clerks of the es
lishment, who kept shovelling out gold
and notes until$75,000;had been paifout :
—the president then notified depositors
that further jayment was suspended.
Crowds of frantic and half-crazed wo-
men beseiged the residence of Mrs,
Howe, when this announcement was
made; but all to no purpose—the
bubble had burst and no more money
was to be had. The nefarious perpet-
rator of this rascally fraud with hepr
agent, has been arrested and lodged in
jail—and they will probably receive a
severe sentence in the States Prison
for their offence. Their incarceration
will be a sorry recompense, however,
to the number ¢f poor women, who,
perhaps, have lost their earnings of
years—in many cases, no doubt,through
ignorance of even the simplest businegs
transactions.

The Oanadian Apple Trade

SEVEN THOUSAND BARRELS TO BE SHIPPED
BY KING'S COUNTY GRANGERS,

Immense shipments of apples con-
tinue to be made from all parts of the
Dominion and United States to Europe.
Last week over 18,000 barrels were
shipped from Montreal—the largest
week's shipment from that porton
record—an increase of 10,000 over the
week previous and corresponding peri
od last year. ‘I'he Caspian hence, on
Monday, took over 2,000. The Anchor
3. 8. Columbia, to sail hence on the
10th prox., is to take from 1500 to 2000
barrels ; and it is reported that a spe-
cial steamer has been chartered by
King's and Annapolis County Grangers
to call here about the same date and
load from 5,000 to 7,000 barrels. Im-
mense quantities continue to be ship
ped from New England. Cablegrams
received from Liverpool on Monday,
quoted sales of Canadian apples at 12s.
wl4s. per barrel average,—the last
figure being for choice cclored stock.
Of course lower prices prevail for ordi-
nary kinds. A carload of apples is now
on the way to Montreal from Michigan
as a trial shipment, but it can scarcely
prove a profitable venture, as the duty
is 40c per barrel. There is therefore no
likelihood of the market being glutted
with American fruit, as in former years.
Apples have been suoh a glut in New
York of late, that they have been used
for horse feed. The best Baldwin sand
Kings can be bought there at $1.50 per
bbl. Messrs. J. C. Houghton & Co's.,
Liverpool circular of \Jotober Tth says :
Apples— Arrivals continue very heavy,
and we have in consequence to report a
further decline in prioes. At yester-
day's auction the demand was very
active at the following rates:—Ameri
can— Baldwins, — 12s. and 16s.

By
this act it is provided that mortgages
payable by instalments mpust contain a
statement showing the rate of interest
chargeable under the contract, calculat.

yvanee, ’Fines on appaunt of any delin:

rest are farbidden, but pomgpound inte-
rest ¢ the rate stipulated for the sim-
ple interest may be recovared, Those
provisions are generally sound, and not
calculated to interfere with the free-

San Francisco, 7,153 ; all ether ports, 18,-
820. Ofarrivals; there were; From Euro-
pe, 347,747 ; from Asia, 5,839 ; from Ame-
rica, 101,681. The emigration from Euro-
pe was as follows ; Great Britain and lre-
Jand, 144,876 ; Germany, 84,638 ; Sweden,
39,186 ; Norway, 19,895; Austria, 12,904 ;
Italy, 24,327 ; Denmark, 6,576 ; Switzer-
land, 6,156 ; Russia, 4,854 ; Huugary, 4,-
363 ; France, 4,313; Netherlands, 8,340 ;

The
jfmmigration from the American continent
including British North American provin-
ces, 99,706.

— The farmer delegates from England
were much pleased with the Annapolis
wvalley—the «garden of Nova Scotia’'—and
though .they thought it well suited for
apple-raising, its principal ure gt present,
they believed English farmers could make
much more out of it than is being made,
and, baving heard priges of land quoted,
considered that English farmers could be
got to buy farms there and work them at a
profit. The grass of the Maritime Provin-
ces they considered far superior to that of
Ontario, in fact, the best they had seen
since they had left England. Of potatoes,
the same opinion was expressed ; in Que-
béc and Ontario, though prolific, they
were poor in quality. Manitoba potatovs
were next to the Maritime, They regard-
ed the fruit-growing capabilitics of Ontario
a8 very great, but not thoroyghly known.
Stock raising for export would quickly
become a leading industry in the Maritime
Provinces if they had the reguisite ship~
ping facilities.

An Amusing Incident.

An incident which occurred during the
Governor-General’s visit to Hamilton is
thus described in the Mail: ‘An amusing
incident in copnection with his Exoel-
lency’s drive to Dundnrn was the conduct
of the driver of a wagon upon which were
pasted gigantic inyigations to the public
to invest their surplus funds in Vegetine.
Just as the Governor-General came out of
the rallway station yard the Vegetine
wagon took up a place behind his carriage,
and kept that position, to the annoyance
of drivers of carriages which formed part
of the cortege, for some distance. After re-
peated efforts the second carriage succeed-
‘ed in passing the Vegetine wagon, and
from that moment the Vegetine man’s
tactics scemed to fail him. After his
Excellency had viewed the fireman the
carriage in which he rode took yp a place
at the rear of the procession, but not with-
out a struggle with the Vegetine man for
the precedence. The Vegetine wagon, it
seems, followed the procession closely
during the entire march through the city,
and when the vice-regal carriages joined in
with the fire brigades the Yegetine man
was not disposed to surrender his place.
One of the police, however, interfered, and
forced the man of medicine oyt of the
way.’

I bave told him
that I would do the forty days’ fast again,
|in London, and be is to issue a challenge
to the hrewers, distillers and doctors.
They may sclect six men as near my age
aund physical condition as possible. They
can take wine, beer, or any spirituous
liguor during the fast, and I will take
water only, and will see what the result
will be. I am very sure they can’t stand
it; and the reason is plain. When I fast-
ed I lived on myself—on the decomposition
of my tissues. I lost half a pound a day
in tissues. It was as neurishing to me as
half a pound of apy other apimal tissue.
Now, as I said, alcohol cheoks the decom-
position of tissue. Suppose I'd taken
alcohol into my system during my fast. It
would bave stopped my supply of nourish-
ment, and I'd have starved to death.”

Dear Sir,—80 1 see by your last issuer
you requested some ol your subscrib-
ers to give'you a report of the Exhibi
tion, held by the members of the Para-
dise Agrieultural Soeiety, on the 12th
ult.,, 1 thought I would write youa
short account of the same, hoping it
may be of interest to some of your
readers,

The day appointed proved all tha!
could be desired for the occasion, be
ing quite mild for time of year. In
due time the exhibits began to arrive,
and in an incredibly short time every
available space was occupied. The ex
hibits, as a rule, I consider very fine
for a local exhibition.

Among the horses, a carriage beast,
shown by B. Starratt, Esq., deserves
special mention, as [ am told by per-
sons who should be capable of judging,
thas she surpasses anything shown this
fall at either Halifax or Kentville.

Among the horned cattle are to be
seen some of the celebrated Ayrshires
of Col, Starratt, which certainly are
very fine; also the Ayrshire bull, Bam
bler, the property of the Paradise Agri-
cultural Society—a fine animal, and
should not be overlooked by a lover of
good stock, In another part of the
grounds we find a pair of five years old
cattle, the property of Mr. Edwin Leo-
nard, well worthy of mention—said
cattle he has since sold for the nice
sum of one hundred and fifty dollars;
also a four years old steer, the property
of Mr, B. R. Balcom, should not be
passed over without being seen as he
was a fine animal, indeed all the ani.
mals exhihited were fine specimens,
and show that the farmers of this dis
trict have an eye to the improvement
of their stoek.

The show of fruit far exceeded any
thing of the kind I have ever seen at a
local exhibition. In fact I do not
think one exhibitor deserves special
mention over another—all the exhibits
were 80 fine.

The grain shown this year was cer-
tainly very good, having a round plump
kernel which Jeads one to believe that
Annapolis County can,and should, raise
her own bread.

Among other things worthy of spe.
cial mention, was some honey and bees
wax, exhibited by W. H. Bishop, Esq.,
the wax especially was very fine, and
reflects much credit on whoever had it
in hand.

On the whole [ think, as far as [ em
able to judge (for I was very much oc-
cupied) that this show was quite a
suceess, and will no doubt lead to bene
ficial results.

TELEGRAPH NOTES FOR THE WEEK

Loxpon, Oct. 26.—Later advices from'
Capetown confirm the alarming news re- |
ceived yesterday, annonncing that other
tribes have joined the Basutos in open re-|
volt against the Colonial Governmeut,
The natives beyond Pieter-Mavitzberg, the
capital of Natal, situated fifty miles from
Port Natal, have made an attack on the
white residents, aud such natives as re-
mained faithful to 4he Cape Government,
burning their buildings and pillaging, and
outraging the women. The most horrible
atrocities are reported, and the insurgents
are complete masters of the situation. The
Colonial authcritivs are in need of imme-
diate assistance, and unless reinforcemeunts
can reach them at once, the situation of
the little handful of men commanded by
Col. Clark is considered absolutely hope-
less. A later despatch sent by the Union
Steamship Company's Durban agent, states
that all communication between Durban
and the Cape Colony has been cut off, the
Basutos having cut the wires....New
York, Oct. 26.—The World’s London spe-~
cial says :—Startling revelations may be
looked for this week in Eastern Europe,
should the Sultan persist 1n his dilatory
policy congerning the surrender of Dalci-
gno. France is rapidly drawing toward
England again in this matter, and what-
ever course of action England may be
forced to gake by the Bultan’s evident
desire to escape from the oblhigations he
assumed at Berlin, will, in all probably, be
taken in concert by both Franceand KEng-
land.

A
steamer drifted from her moorings at Eaton
and droye ghrough the stag wall on to the
sand bank at Berwick. Seversl shipsin
the harbor broke from their moorings and
sustained damage. At Kiddermioster
many portions of the town were inundated
and (actories stopped. On the Yorkebire
coast the storm raged over Whitcby. Th
flood swept down the railroad bridge and
cauged - great damage. Bix vessels were
driven ashore. The osplsin of gne sud
eight men wcre drowned. Five wesscls
were driven ashore at Scarboro and three
near Hartiepool. The crews were saved.
At Lebam a vessel drifted on the beach.
The crew clung to the rigging and oue
was drowned. There were heavy floods a:
Monmoathshire, Oxfordshire and Leeds.
At the latter place mills stopped work.
While trying to enter the Sonth Shields
harbor the Danish schr. Johanrua foundered
All on board except the mate were drown-
ed. Five other vesscls are reported ashore
in that neighborhood. ... London, Oct. 29
—The rumor that Col. Clarke has had a
fight with the native insurgeuts at Natal,
has been confirmed by the gratifying
intelligence that the forces under hi-
command had won a decisive victory after
a contest of two hours. After consider

able skirmishing, during which both
flanks of Colonel Clarke's eommand were
threatened, a desperate charge was made,
when the Provincial troops carried every-
thing before them. The rebels bave been
everywhere repulsed, until the single
exception of the recent disaster to the
yeomanry, and Mafeting has been relieved,
with bnt slight loss to the Provincial
forces. The Basutos, on the other hand
admit a loss of three hundred men killed
and many more wonnded. Additional
details have been received from Capetowu
of the recent uprising of the tribes which
have joined the Basutos in the rebellion

These tribes of rebels, while profissing
loyalty, surrounded the Europeans and
murdered them. The magistrates who
were captured by them were submitted to
special tortures before being killed, the
patives meanwhile, executing & war dance
The horrors of the massacre have only
found partial peljef in the public mind by
the great and unexpected news of Col.
Clarke's victory. The authorities have at
length determined to send some more
troops to Natal at the earnest solicitation
of the Colonial authorities, with the in-
structions that in the event of affairs
assuming a more pencefal attitude by the
time they reach there, they are to proceed
thence to Iudia with all dispateh ., ,, Loo-
don, Oct. 28.—The Home Rule Confede-
ration of Great Britain and the representas
tives of the RBadica! clubs have passed a
resolution copdemning thic prosecution of
the Irish agitators..,, Dublin, Oct. 28.—
There is great excitement at Dublin. It
is stated that warrants have been issued
for further arrests of members of the Laund
League. ,,, A great storm has been raging
at Dublin since yesterday and much pro-
perty has been destroyed, Fully fifty
familics in the suburbs were rendered
homeless by the storm..., London, Oct.

The Bngihish Ohannel Tunne}.

The works which are going on at
Abbot Clift Tunpel, between Folkestone
snd Dover, on the southeastern Rail
way, in gonnectjon with the sinking of
a'shaft for testing the geoglogical for-
phations of the locality, with a view to
‘the formation of a tunnel between
England gnd France, were inspected
July 20, apd pronounced satisfactory
by M. l,eon Say and the French engi-
neers, iucluding M. Duval, M. Orston,
and the Court de Montebello. A shaft
90 feet daep has been sunk from thé
jeve] of the engine house at high water,
and a heading has been driven to the
level of high water mark for the pur-
posé of driving’ an atmospheric drill,
with whioh it js extended to drive a
heading as'far as Dover, a distance of
three miles, under the line of railway,
the heading at. Dover to be 300 feet
deep. ‘I'he experiments are being car-
ried out under the direction of Colonel
Beaumount and Captain English. The
Seutheastern Railway Company have
made s grant of $30,000 for the pur
pose.— Scientiftic American,

Miscellaneous.

AN'EngList ViLLAGE CHurcH.—[t was
a tine old building, gray-towered, and
full of lustrous glass of the tifteenth
century; the high, old fashioned pews
were rapidly giving place to new ones,
yet enough remained to give the church
that look of permanent quaintness we
had expected. There were arches of
pale-gray stone dividing the gisles, &
brass lectern, a fine roodsereen and
organ painted in Byzantine colors; the
walls were of hammered stone; and
high up on one, above a great square
pew, was a carved and painted hgure
bolding out gt arms-length the helmet,
heraldic crest, and arms of a certain
medigval konight, who, in Chaucer’s
day, used to sit in this corner pew ; for
four centuries a long Latin inscription
has borne testimony to his virtues and
prowess, while his bones lay in the crypt
below. ' Near some of the windows
were yacant niches which a shrine or
water font of old days had fjlled,
There were other tombs of medimval
date, some with efligies; indeed, in
this, as in most old churches in Devon-
shire, the monuments were quaint and
interesting in the extreme.. In ope
the stone figure of a warrior, a Templar,
with legs erossed, lay next to that of
his wife, a prim lady, closely coifed,
whose name, * of beloved memory,’ was
cut deep down into the stone. From
the church ‘porch one could see the
whole stretch of summer landscape,
varied with such djversity as park,
manor-house, and hunting fields could
give; irregularly marked by hedges,
shaded here and tnere by lofty elms,
shining where a thread of river pursued
ite way between level meadows, and a
straggling line of poplars rose like
sentinels; the whole closed in by the
uplands, that shone in the twiiight
with a rich purple glow, clouds rolliug
from their summits, a curl of gray mist
floating awaw across the country, giv-
ing a touch of autumn soberness to the
summer-tinted land.

Some primitive traditions still linger
about these old parish churches in-the
moorland country. In one to which we
drove one day we found the parish
stocks still in their accustomed place
in the church porch. No one about
there had ever seen them occupijed,
but our landlady told us that her
grandfather had often seen them in usg
in his young days,*near a hundred
year agone.’! ‘They looked piteous
implements of torture, but the old
woman who showed us about said she
wished they were in use today.
‘Some of they idle village boys 'ad best
‘ave they feed stuck into 'em,’ she
said, energetically, thinking perbaps of
her appletrees. She took us up into
the old gallery by a little flight of
steps from without, which had formerly
led into the vestry, and thence we
went into the muniment.room, where
the old parish records and church
registers were kept in a heavily panel.
led and iron-bound chest, which looked
as if it might.have been buried ten feet
deep during the Puritan ravages.

On sunshiny mornings or evenings
we used often to go into the old church,
and sit studying the monuments and
windows, and enjoying the calm and
the flickering shafts of sunhght on the
stained glass. Sometimes the organist
came to practice, and filled the old
church with harmonies, touching old
chords, and playing bits of music not
always heard in the prim Sunday ser-
vices. The church-yard was a common
thoroughfare, yet it was usually silent,
the voices of children rising now and
then, and occasionally one heard the
grave tones of a conversation between
old men and women meeting on the
path. The very old men seemed par-
ticularly fond of sitting on the tombs
in the sunshine; day after day we saw
the same patient old figures there, as
though they fain would grow to know
and love the earth which some day
would lie above them. One day a
vault was opened Lo receive the coffin
of some great lady, and quite a large
crowd of old people gathered about in
the sunny space above the steps, while
the sexton and his men worked, their
conversation being solemn and retro-
spective, but evidently very enjoyable.

When Sunday came the church bells
rang out in the mellowest, sweetest
chimes. Three times a day this was
renewed, and the whole purpose of the
village seemed to be church-going,
interspersed with walks in the lanes or
woods, or down by the most irresistible
little river and mill-stream, where one
met dozens of artists, fishermen, and
lovers, on Sundays and week-days alike.

Currurar Uses or Lime.,—The advan-
tages of the use of lime are so many
and so great that it is almost impos-
sible to enumerate them, Their effects
may be described as being both chemi-
cal and mechanical, and as being ex-
ercised both upon the organic and the
inorganic constituents of the soil. The
following may be taken as a summary
of some of the principal benefits to be
derived from it; » !

1. Upon deep alluvial and clay soil it
increases the crop of potatoes and
renders them less waxy. Sprinkled
over potatoes in the storeheap, it pre-
serves them ; and when riddled over
the cut sets it wonderfully increases
their fertility.

2. Lime eradicates the finger-and toe
disease in turnips and gives greater
soundness to the bulbs.

3. It gives, when applied to meadow-
land, larger produce of more nutritious
grasses. It also exterminates coarse
and sour grasses, destroys couch grass,
and acts powerfully upon rye grasses.

4. Upon arable land it destroys
weeds of various kinds.

5. It rapidly decomposes vegetable
matter, producing a large amount of
food for plants in the form of carbonic
acid gas.

6. 1t destroys or neutralizes the
acids in the soil; hence its adapta-
bility to our soils.

the inorganic parts of soil, especially
on the sulphate of iron found in peaty
soils, and the sulphate of magnesia and
alumina.

8. It proves fatal to worms and slugs
and the larve of injurious insects,
though favorable to the growth of
shell-bearers.

9. Slaked lime added to vegetable
matter causes it to give off 1ts nitpogen
in the form of ammonia. Upon soils
in which ammonia is combined with
acids, it sets free the ammonia, which
is seized upon by the plants,

10. Its wsolubility in water causes it
to sink into and ameliorate the sub-
soil. When the soil contains fragments
of granite or trap-rocks, limne hastens
their decomposition and liberates the
silicates.

11. Its combination with the acids in
the soil produces saline compounds—
such as potash, soda, ete.

A Cgear Swoke-Hoecse.—Dig a nar-
row pit twelve or eighteen inches deep,
throwing the earth all out on one side.
From near the bottum of the pit dig a
trench of sufficient length to hold one
or twu joints of stove pipe, at such an
angle as will bring the end away from
the pit to the surface of the ground.
Uver the end of this pipe set a common
flour berrel, or large cask, as may be
veeded, and, having rewoved both
beads, bank up around it with loose
dirt, so that no smoke can escape at
the bottom. Putting a cover on two
sticks will leave space enough for
draught to let the smoke pass freely.
Build a smoke fire of corn cobs, damp
hard wood or sawdust in the pit, and
you will have a cheap, safe and eflicient
smoke house with very little trouble]

A Petrifled Indian Squaw.

Alonzo Zaletta, an Indian fisherman,
suys the Carson (Nev.) Appeal, recently
discovered a petriied woman at Cascade
iake. i was going out to fish, and, when
pushiug oit bis boat, struck his oar against
something which attracted his attention.
He iuvestigated and found a petrified hand
protruding from the sand oo the beach.
In a sbort time he had uncarthed a woman
in a complete state of pretrification. The
body was small, brown aund scrawny, and
emaciated.  The petrification had a
hideous appearance, and the body origi-
vally must have belonged to a shrivelled
sickly woman. The left breast was well
developed, but the arms and legs were not
much larger than the bones would bave
been, and the fingers of the right band
were gone.  The petrification weighed
nearly 200 pounds, and a more unsightly
object could not well be imagined. 1t was
brought down to Lake Bigler, and L. J.
Wilson of Sun Francisco has offered $100
for it, as he wisled to preseut it to the
Academy of Science. Iu all probability
the body is that of an Indian womaan.

Dried Potatoes In California. *

A Califarnia inventor has made a
machine for pressing and drying po-
tatoes so thet they will keep for years,
yet preserve their natural flavor. No

curing, everything being done by a
simple machine capable of pressing six
hundred bushels of potatoes in twenty-
four hours. The machine not only
presses the potatoes, but lays them on
a tray in a concave form with the hol
low side down. ‘After the pressure
they are put into a drying apparatus,
where they remain two hours, then
they are ground into coarse meal
resembling cracked rice.

The tirst shipment of these preserv-
ed potatoes to Liverpool, last year,
brought a large profit. The average
price of potatoes in San Francisco is
about twentyfive cents a bushel.
Dried, they brought in Endland forty-
five shillings a hundred weight, or at
the rate of a dollar and a balf a bushel
for green potatoes. This year prepara-
tion has been made for drying and
shipping large quantities. It is said
that there are three hundred thousand
acres of uncultivated land on the west-
ern slope of the Coast Range, near San
Francisco, especially adapted in potato
growing. The fogs and mists from the
ocean supply sufficient moisture,
and the soil yields bountiful-
ly. The only problem heretofore has
been where to market the product.—
Scientific American.
