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On Wednesday, May 8rd, the final
debate on Mr. Marter's Prohibition
bill was hell. The time was taken
up mainly by Mr. Meredith's attack
on tho Govornment policy and Bir
Olivez's defence of the amendment
proposed by Hon. Mr. Ross. Mr.
Meredith began by nssailing what he
descnibod as tho shuflling attitude of
the Government on the question before
the House. The Minister of Educa-
tion hnd to bear the brunt of the
attack. Mr. Moredith said it was he
who disposed of the BSchultz Bill
fifteen years ago in the same
manner in which Mr. Marter's Bill
was buing set aside. He acoused
the Government of being bound
io the liquor interest by chamns of
gold, quoting frora the letter of Mr.
Cuthibert after the last election, and
from & letter of a citicen of Peterbor-
ough to show thuu the salocn-keepers
were forced to contribute to the Reform
election fund. e gave his full adhe-.
sion to the principle and letter of the
bill befors the House, maintaining
that the country was ewidemly ripe
for such a measure, end the Houss
had undoubtedly power to deal with
it. He resented bringing the Domin
10D ucvernment anto the debate. If
they had not done their duty to stem
the evil of inlemperance, it was no
reason why the Provincial aunthorities
should neglect theirs. He concluded
by giving his assent to the original
motion.

Sir Oliver Mowat efpressed his
gratification at the sudden conversion
of his honorable friv. 1 to the temper-
ance cause. Why had he not in his
zeal for Problibition called upon the
(lovernment t introduce s Dbill ?
This bill was, L¢ thought,only another
device of the Opposition for political
purposes, and was not introduced
throngh love of religion and morality.
The last time such a bill wag intro-
duced in the Honse the leader of the
Opposition, Mr. Cameron, since Chief
Justice, agreed with him that the
Province could deal with the liquor
question only as a matter of revenue.
To pass a prohibitory measure with
doubtful ssnction would be Yimply to
license everybody, and would be a
blow to temperanze. As to the
charges made by the leader of the
Opposition, they had adduced cnly
t®¥o unproven accusations out of the
thousands of cases in the Province.
Tbe mayority of license-holders in the
Prevince were Conservatives, and
their politics d:d not stand in the way
of their husiness. He concluded by
stating opinions of leading authorities
that the Provincial Governmaent could
rct deal with Prohisition.

Mr. Tait concluded the debate. He
produced a declaration signed by 148

Mr. Ross' amendment to the amend-
ment, giving he bill a six month's
hoist, and provuiding for a plebisoite,
was finally carried by 64 to 88.

The vote
is8 to bo taken the first Monday in
Jannary, 1894. at the municipal cles-
tions.

cises had been gone through, the
President of the United States rose,
and, surveying the vast audienoce,
addressed them as follows. 1 am
here to join my fellow citizens in the
congratulations which befit thie occa-
sion. Surrounded by the stupendous
results of American enterprise and
activity, and in view of the magnifi-
cent evidences of Amencan skill and
intelligence, we need not fear that
these congratulations will be exagge-
rated. Wo stand to-day in the pres-
ence of the older nations of the world
and point to the great achievements
we here exhibit, asking no allowance
on the score of youth  The enthusi-
asm with which we contemplate our
work intensifies the warmth of the
greeting we extend to those who have
come from foreign lands to illustrate
with us the growth and progress of
human endeavor in the direction of »
higher civilization. We, who believe
that popular 2ducation and the stima-
lation of the best impulses of onr
citizens lead the way to 2 realization
of the national destiny which our
faith promises, gladly welcome the
opportunity here afforded us to see
results accomplished by the efforts
which have been exerted louger than
ours in the field of man’s improve
ment, while in an appreciative return
we exhibit the unparalleled advance
and wonderful ecocmplishment of a
young nation, and present the
trinmpha of a vigorous, self reliant,
and inlependent people. \We have
bailt these edifices, but we have ulso
built the magnificent fabric of a
popular government, whose grand
proportions are seen throughout the
world. We have moade and here
gathered together objects of use and
besuty, the products of American skill
and invention. We bave also msde
men who rule themselves. It is an
exalted mission in which we and our
guests from other lands are ergaged,
a3 we 2o0-operate in the inauguration
of an entorprise devoted to buman
cnlightenment, and in the undertak-
ing we here enter upon wo exemplify
in the noblest sense the brotherhood

of nationa. Let us hold fast to the
moganing that underlies this ceremony,
and let us not lose the impressiveness
of this momont. As by a touch the
machinery that gives life to this vast
Exposition is now sot in motion, so at
the same instant lot our hopes and
aspirations awaken foroes which in all
timo to come, shall influenco the
welfare, the dignity, and the freedom
of mankind.”

Reply to Mr., T. W, Russcll’s Arguntéats,

——

Tho Globe's London correspondent’

makos tho following roforence to Mr,
Bloke's speoch, in rop'y to Mr,
Russell, who was lately in Oanada in
the interest of the Irish landlords :
Mr Blake, rising at 10.35, followed
Admiral Field, but made scant allusion
to his remarks, For Mr. Blake’s
object in addressing the House was to
robut the extravagant argument
against Home Rule which Mr. T. W,
Russoll had worked out in a speech
made earlier in the debate, as the re
sult of bis recent four woek’s visit to
Canada. Mr. Russell is a very useful
and successful platform orator of the
firebrand class, but it goes without
saying that in breadch and power of
mind, as well, of course, ag in &now-
lodge of Canadian affairs he compares
to Mr. Blake as a pigmy to a giant,
There cen be no two opinions as to
who would triumph in the combat, but
the oasp, the thorcughness and the un-
forced eloquence with which Mr.,
Blake demolished and pulverised Mr,
Russell's contentions were greatly
appreciated by the House, and afforded
to the English legislators furthor evi.
dence of the justice of the reputation
which Mr: Blake has brought with him
from Oanacda. The House was toler-
ably filled when Mr. Blake began, and
it got fuller as time went on. Point
after point of bis gpeech was endorsed
with cheers by both the Nationalist
and Liberal members, the former espec-
ially particularly epjoying the ** drub.
bing” Mr. Russell received. The
ministerialists as a whole heartily wel
comed the arguments Mr. Blake
adduced ip support of the bill from a
Canadian experience.  This was ape-
cially the case with regard to those
passages in which the speaker declared
that the history of Quebsc showed how
utterly illusory were the fears enter-
tained by the Ulster Protestants thet
they would suffer injustice in conse-
quence of Catholic ascendancy. “My-
self a Protestant end kin with the
minority in Quebee, I have anxiously
watched the progress of eventa there,”
eaid Mr, Blake, “and as fares I can
judge, the minority has always had ite
shars, and generally it hae had more
than its proportionate share, in the
government of the country.” Later
on, in an eloguent passage, Mr. Blake
said : “I sgree that the Protestants
and Erglish-speaking minority in Que-
bec are not in quite 8o comfortable a
position in some respectsas they would
be in if all who aro around them were
of the game extraction, of the same
race and of the same faith, but thereis
no ground for alleging that toe situe.
tion of the Protestants is made uncom-
fortable by the mejority that surrounds
them.” “On thecontrary,” Mr. Blake
added in s passage which was much
applauded, “I believe that oue of the
most creditable parts of a creditable
history is the degrea of tolerance, of
liberality, breadth of spirit and recog-
nition of the rights of the minority
which distinguishes the Raman Jathol-
ic province of Quebec” Here and
there throughout the speech there werse
references to the broader considerationa
of statesmanship which underlie the
whoie Homo Rule scheme. Mr. Blake,
for instance, argued that, as in the
case of Canada tweanty-five years ago,
s0 in the case of Ircland now, the
remedy of admitted evils is the snbsti-
tution of a uwoion for things really
common with sepaate institutions, for
things really local, and the peroration of
his specch was a forcible reminder that
the essenco and substance of the whole
coutroversy turned on tho guestion
whether parliameat was going to adopt
the policy of trust snd belief or the
policy of iocredality and despair. It
wag just upoa midmix. when Mr.
Blake resuomed his seat amid very

hearty choors und tho debate was
forthwith adjourned.

Earlior incidents in the ovening to
“which I bave brielly alluded, absorbed
g0 much attention, aud the hour at
which Mr. Blake spoke wasao late, that
his speech neceasarily roccives nlight
commeont from the press to-day. On
tho whols, however, the verdict pro-
nounced is distinotly favorable. The
Daily N.us, in tho following editorial
passage, paya a high tribute to the
Caunadian statesman :—** Lord George
Hamilton, whom tho leaders of the
intellectunl party judiciously put up
to follow Mr. Asquith, protested against
hauding over the government of Ireland
to such men as the Nationalist mew-
bers of the Houso of Commons, There
are fsw, indeed, of thoso members whe
are not better fitted to govern their
own country than Lord Georgeis to
govern the United Kipogdom. No
minister was ever dearer at the price,
and no pensioner ever less deserved his
pension. It is a little unfortunate for
an otherwise much too-fortunate man
that, having followed Mr. Asyuith, he
should have been himself followed at o
later period of the evening by Mr.
Blake. A comparison, or even a con-
trast, between the two men would be
8o ridiculous as to incur tho choxge of
inepitude. Mr. Blake is inferior to no
man in the Housge of Commeons, as he
showed again last night, in vigor of
mind, in power of expression or in
knowledge of constitutional statesman-
ship.” The Daisly Chronide, too, is
very eulogistic. It says: “Mr, Blake's
review of the Canadian situation and of
the Ulster arguments was really a
remarkable piece of reasoning—seagerly
drunk in by MMr. Gladstone—sand
worthy of a much earlier hour. But
my npace is gone.”
EXTRACTS FROM THE SPEECH.

The foilowing are extracts from Mr.
Blake’s speech, as reported in the
Times. Alluding to Admiral Fields
speech, he pointed out that he had not
made it apparent why * the powers of
offence and defence of the empire
would be weakened by the passage of
this bill, That was to be taken as a
matter of faith from the honorable and
gallant admiral. This country would
want more ships, more guns and more
sdmirals, he supposed. (Admiral
Field: “No,no; there are too many
already,” and langhter.) Yes there
was one too many. (Nationalist
cheers.) How making Ireland con-
tented and loyal could produce o state
of things in which one more sdmiral,
one moru ship or one more gon would
be required it was impossible to under-
stand.” Tuaraing his attention to Mr.
T. W. Rossell, Mr Blake said :—* The
hon. member for South Tyrone and
others had asked how he, a Canadian
representing an Irish county, could
stand up kere and upon platforms in
this country advocate the cause of
home rale without the knowledga to be
acquired by long residence in Ireland.
He edmitted the justice of some of
those remarks ; but tha history of Ire-
land waa wri lerge in the book of
the world 1n pages that were filled with
tears and etained with blood, and that
might be read by those who ran, and
he had read them, not running, but for
twenty years. (Hesar, hear.) The hon.
member for South Tyrone could not
have had that advantage in regard to
Canada, becauss it wes the good
fortune of that country not to havefor
g great many years occuirences which
had dimmed and stained the pages of
the history of Ireland. Caneda, large
in extent, but occupying rather an
obsgcure corner of the world, had sat-
tled its own difficnlties withont
troubling England, and therefore, had
not given this country an opportunity
of learning much abont it.”

FALLEN AMONG ORANGEMEN.

The hon. member bad spent three
or four weeks in Canade and bad

fallén smong Orangemen — (Nationalist
chbé¥s)—and persons of that kidney.

Thuy did not beat or wound of rob
him, or despitofally use him—(laugh-
tor)—but, on the contrary, they re-
coived hospitably and crammed him
with things which he was only too
anxious to swallow, and which wero
diflicult of rotontion. (* Hoar, hear,”
and laughter.) He did not deny that
thero was in that country o largo ard
powerful body of Puritans who enter-
tained hostile fecling with roferelse to
Homo Rule for Ircland, but it*was
wainly cowposed of Orsngomon as
funatical as the Orangemen on this
sido of the water. Mnr. Blake showed
that Mr. Russell had totally misappre-
bended both thescttlement affected by
the Union Act of 1840 and that affect-
ed by the Act of Confederation. The
sottloment favored by Lord Durham
had really in view the denatiopalizing
of the ¥reunch portion of the inhabi-
tants of the country and their absorp-
tion by the English portion. The
attempt after 25 years’ trial failed. In
the end o deadlock ensued, and after a
long period of government with weak
and inandequate majorities tho atates-
m: i of both sides sut themaelves to seo
whether some ri..edy could not be
opplied. The hon. member gaid that
the remedy which was applied was one
of a different character from that
which he understood it to be. It had
been suggested that it was & remedy by
means of the creation of an incorpor-
ating union of those two with the other
provinces. It was not so. Such a
remedy wonld have been rejected. It
was felt at last that the true remedy
was to leave to each of those communi-
ties which had formerly been separate
provinces, and which had never been
welded together by the force applied
to thom in th, settlement of 1841, the
control by each of its own local affairs
—(cheers)—to find & common ground
with reference to affairs in which their
interests wers really cognate, to create
a true union of feeling and interest by
limiting that union to those subjects
on which the peoplefelt that 8 common
parliament ought to act, and by grant-
ing to each of the countries a separate
institution for theirown local manage-
ment of such affairs as were special to
thomselves

Mr. T. W. Russell did pot think that
he had referred to the settlement of
1867.

MR. RUSSELL'S ERROR.

Mr. Blake zaid that this was the
cogent part of tho whole argament.
The bon. member’s friends had given
bim aun account of the Durham settle-
ment, and for all the hon. member
appeared to know that settlement was
continuing spparently to this day.

Mr. T. W. Russell said ha was re-
plyiLg golely to a statement regardi.g
Lord Durbam’s settlement. He was
perfectly aware of the settlement of
1867, but inasmuch as it did not come
within the province of his reply he did
not mekeuse of it.  The hon. gentle-
man had referred to bis sources of in-
formation. He might tell the hon.
gentleman that theinformetion had not
come from Orange sources, but from a
gentlemsn who happened tobe a partzer
in the businees of the hon. gentleman.
(Laughter).

Mr. Blake said that the important
point of the Cansdisn parallel was the
point which the hon. member hagd
omitted. The 1ncorporating union pro-
duced the evil results of the incor-
porating union between Great Britain
and Ireland, and twenty-five years of
experience convinced them that it was
nocessary to apply a remedy. The
remedy adopted was the substituting
of a union for things really common
and eeparate institutions, for things
really local. (Cheers)) The hon.
mernber said that this proved his case
as to Ulster, because Upper and Lower
Canada were separate. But that was
not the Ulster of Quebec. The Ulster
of Quebee, according to the views of
tho hon. member, was to be found in
that loyal and Protesteat minority
whose attitude in the earlier years he

had skotohed a fow momonts ago, Tko
loyal and Protestant minority accepted
the proposal that was made for o fed.
eration that was mado with logal snfo-
guords, Therein tuoy showed their
wiedom. But there had nover been a
timo in the carly or in the later days
in which they viowed the Roman
Catholic majority with that degreo of
detostation and abhorrence which the
House now learat regulated the sonti-
ments of the loyal Irish minority to-
wards their conntrymon. (Hear, hear.)
Certain precautions being token—end
the present bill abounded with precau-
tions—(*Ob,"” and cheers)——the situa.
tion in Quebee was willingly accepted,
THE MAJORITY MUST RULE.

No doubt some wero still dissatisfied,
for there wos nothing more diffioult in
the world thun for & minority of that
race, and having the predominant posi-
tion which it had occupied, to reconcile
themaelves to tho view that the masjor-
ity should iule. (Cheers). They did
not like it, and 1t was but human
noture that they should not, though
not the highest part of human nature.
(Hesr, hear.) Himself a Protestant
and kin with the minority 1n Quebec,
he had anxiously watched the progress
of events there, and as far as he coald
jadge tke minority had always bad its
share, and generally more in the gov-
ernment of the country. (Cheers.)
Theve wasalways one or more English
and Protestant minister among the
provincial governors. There had been
an extraordinary degree of liberality
with reference to tho representation in
parliament of those who were, not
merely of an absolutely different race,
but of another town and another creed.
(Hear, hear.) lbe messure of 18567
was a proposal to change the constitu-
tion of several autonomous provinces.

Hon. membets bad told tim that if
this measure became law Ulster would
separate from the rest of Ireland, and
would ge in for complete independence.
There waa, however, a variety of opin-
ion on that point. (Hear, hear.) He
did not know which character that re-
gistance was to assume. It was said
that Ulster was to become an armed
camp, and that she was to win against
all Ireland. Wel), if Ulster could win
against all Ireland in arms sbe could
certainly win against all Ireland with-
out arms. (Hear, bear,) There was
no proposition more settled than that
if Ulster was the superior province,
possessed of all those high qualities
which went to make up # people, she
would command the situation in Ireland
urder all circumctances. (Hear, hear.)
It was said toat the Irish legislature
wounld consist of two parties—the
Roman Catholic Nationalists and the
Protestant Loyalists, and that the
former would outnumber the latter by
three to one. But could anyons sup-
poso that when all the representatives
of Ireland were met together in the
nationa! legislature that that demarka.
tion of parties would be preservedt It
was one of the good qualities of Irish
Nationalists that there was o consider-
able divergence of opinion among them,
which sometimes manifested itself at
inconvenient times, and 1f it was feared
that the presence in the Imperial par-
liament of 80 Irish representativea
would dominate 500 or 600 British
representatives, wby should not the
Protestant minority of one-fourth in
the Irish legislatore acquire an equally
powerfal positiont (Hear, hear.)

PROTESTANTS IN QUEBEC.

But the Protestsnts had
no griovance in conneotion with this
tithe, for it was only exacted from
Roman Catholics, and if a Protestant
bought o farm it was tithe-freo asiong
08 it romained in Protestant hands, It
wos snid by griovance.-mougers that
whon a Protestant held land efforta
wore made to get it from him by tho
priesta,  But al! that tho priests ever
did was to supply money to an intend-
ing purchaser at a low rate of interest,
so that ho was enabled to pay a higher
pricothan ho would otherwise be able
to pay to tho Protestant vendor of the
farm, who wag tempted by agood price
to part with ais land. Tho only griev-
ance was that the Protestant farmers
woro in this way induced togo. (Mr.
T. W. Russeil. *“They are being
squeezed out,” He agreed that the
Protestants and English-speaking min-
ority were not in a8 comfortable &
position in some respects as they wounld
bo if all those around them wero of the
same extraction, of the same race and
of the same faith, but there was Do
ground for alleging tkat the situation
of tho Protestants was wade uncomfort-
able by the mejority that surrounded
them ; on the contrary, he believed

Mcr. Blake concluded as follows :

¢ The people of Janade were coming
more and more to see that they had
little to do with our little wars or con-
tinental diplomacy. By bringing for-
ward the present proposals for Iveland
the feelings of Carada had been much
allayed, and they began to sce a prac-
tical plan for enabling them to continue
permenently their connection with the
mother country. The natural shaze of
Ireland in imperisl and national affaira
were hars and was to be hers. All
that was wanted to mature Irish pros.
perity was the existence of a feeling of
contentment and a sonse of common
interest. (Hear, hear)) Let parlia-
ment give hor that local control ghe
asked for, give her that share in
national concerns sho rightly demand-
ed, and & settlement in substantial
terms of tnality would be obtained.
He believed that the principle of Home
Rule for the various divisions of the
United Kiogdom might long precede
the practical application of it, and.
when it was recognized that local
opinion should rule in Scotland in
Scottish concerns, that lccal opinion
shounld rule in Wales in Welsh affairs,
and in England in English affairs,
many of the difficalties which now give
rise to alarm would be solved in prac-
tice. The ersence and substance of
this whole controversy it might be
difficult to argue on ordinarylines. It
depended on whether parliament was
going to sdopt the policy of trust and
belief or the policy of incredality and
despair. (Hear, hear.) It depended
also, upon the question whether ani-
mosity, rancor and alienation produced
by peet wrooge avd injustico were
reparsble in the mind of man, and
whether they were to be repaired by
the continuance of wrongs and injus-
tice, by the continuarce of tho rule of
suporior force, or by the abandonment
of wrong and injustice and by the
grant of the reasonable rights of citi.
zenship. TUnless they acknowledged
that the men to whom they had grant-
ed the franchise were entitled to the
ordinary normal rights of majorities,
and unless they were prepared to go
back and govern Ireland es & crown
colony, they had no alternative, logi-
cally or practically, except to come
forward and trust these men thoy had
declared to be capable citizens with
the duties of capable citizenship, and
to give them an opportunity of showing

p

their highest aspirationsand their best
qualities by saying to them, “ Wo
trust you, and we believe you will be
equal to the situation.” (Cheers.)

A Bemliniscence of Napoleon III.

Genersl de Vorely, one of the last
gurvivors of the Stragbourg incidentin
the chequered career of Napoleon III.,
who died recently at Nancy, was the
son of an officer under the old regime
who had emigrated during the Reign
of Torror, and returned to Frauce dar-
iog the Codsulate. One of the ances-
tors of Antoine Adolphe Cbautan de
Verely, who was born at Metz, on
Novomber 30th, 1804, was Francis
Goorge Chautan, an Irish gentleman
obliged, in 1660, by religions per-
gecution to abandon his property and
fly from bis country like many others
of his compatriots. victims of the same
cauge, and take refuge in France, when
he joined the army and rose to a high
renk. He married the heiress of the
fief of Verely, which name was then
added ‘o that of Chawtan, transforaed
by local neage into Obautan. Exzept
some who took Holy Orders, the des-
cendants of Francis George Ohcwtan
{certainly not a very recognisable Irish
name) followed his example and
adopted the career of arma in which
several distinguished themselves, nota-
bly Sebastian, a learned engincer,
killed in 1713 at tho siege of Fribourg,
and Charles, who, riddled with wounds,
returned aftor the campaigns of 1791
in Spain, 1732 in Italy, and 1742 in
Bohomia. The late General de Verely
wag an artillery captain when he
stopped Prince Lonis Napoleon in his
adventurous career at Strasiourg in
1836, and the future Emperor of the
French surrendered himself a prisoner
along with his principal adbernts to
prevent a ussless shedding of blood.
To the praise of Napoleon UL It
should be said that the Emperor never
remembéred the indignities of Prince
Louis, and placed no obstacles to the
cireer of M. de Verely, for whom he
téstified a particulsr esteemn. Under
the Second Empire the former Strac-
bourg captain resched the grade of
general received the badge of the
Légion of Honour, winning bis spurs
by bis brilliant campaitns in Africa
and Italy.—J7rish Cazholic,

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TIE QRAXD SEMINARY.

On Weduesday the 20th April, took
place nt the Grand Scminary, Shor
brooko Street, Montrenl, a coromony
which wo behiove to be so far uniquo
i the history of that vonerable in-
stitution  The membors of thoe class
who were ordained to the holy priost-
hood 1 1877, nssembled on that day
from various and remote parts of the
great Ropublic and of Oruada to offer
to their A/ma Afeter, and to the
Sulpteian Fathers, thoir former pro.
fessors, an expression f their estcom
and gratitude, and to leave their
younger brethren who are being
formed to the great work of secking
rouls, a token that will daily remind
thom, and by more ways than one, of
the sublime calling that awaits them,
and of the means necessary to fit them.
solves for it. This testimonial took
the shape of & magnificent bronze
bust of the saintly Olier. founder of
the Sulpician Order, and the origina-
tor of seminaries for the education of
the clergy in France. This bust is
mounted upon an artistic pedestal of
precious marble, and bears upon thres
of its faces Latin inscriptions setting
forth the date, purpose, and other
circumstances of the gift, the names of
the donors, and members of the olass,
as well as those of the faculty who
then filled the various chairs. It is
placed beneath the arch, at the grand
chapel extremity of the great corridor,
so0 that the students deiile past it every
time they visit the chapel and are
thus reminded both of the saiutly
founder it represents, of the noble ex-
ample and whole souled sentiments of
older brothers who return after fifteen
years of faithful labour and of zontact
with the wo:d to proudly proclaim
their inviolsble attachment to tho
principles of Father Olier, and their
deep conviction that only fidelity to
them makes the true priest. It was
certainly 8 most touching as well as
edifying spectacle to see these devoted
men gather from the four points of the
compass, leave busy parishes where
their presence is daily necessary, and
undertake, some of them at least, long
journeys to give this spontaneous
mark of grateful affection to the home
where they received their priestly
education. The Reverend Fathers
must have been encouraged in their
arduous work by seeing their eftorts so
nobly appreciated, their lessons so
fawhfully practised, and assuredly the
large number of theologians and
philosophers who now fill the house,
will not soon forget the touching
scene where they bebeld former
students and professors united in af
fection and mutua! esteem ag mem-
bers of the same famniy.

The day’s programme began as was
most thoughtful and proper, by a
solemn mass of Requiem for the de-
parted members of the clags, already
nine in number. His Grace. the
Archbishop of Montreal, Mgr. Edward
Charles Fabre, assisted at the throne
in cope and mitre. The following
were the officers of the Mass: Cele-
brant. Rev. James Coyle; deacon,
Rev Bernard Marron; sub-deacon,
Rev. D. J. Wholey ; master of cere-
monies, Rev. J. B. Brasseur, assistant
master of cerermonies, Rev. J. P.
Yuite ; assistant priest at throne, Rev.
J. Lee; chaplains, Rev. Michael Me-
Keon and Rev. Wm. Pyne.

His Lordship, Bishop Gravel of
Nicolet, graced the ceremony with his
presence. Quaite a number of the city
clergy were also present, amongst
whom were noticed Fathers Deguire
and Troie of St. Jamess, Father
Quinlivan of St. Patrick's and others.

Shortly after Mass took place, inthe
grand corridor. ar1 in presence of the
assembled professor 3 and students, tbe
presentation of the monument. His
Graco, Archbishop Fabre and Bishop
Gravel were both present. The
address of presentation was ¢ shivered
by Rev. J. H. Mitchell, and profoundly
impressed everyone who heard it. One

could goo that tho spoaker's heart was
on his lips, and the fullest conviction
diotated each of tho well ohosen words
which ho uttered.

In prosonting tho statute Father
Mitehott concluded an eloquent address
by saying :

Accept then, for our Alma Mater,
this monument which we presont as
an evidence of our fihal gratitude and
priestly esteem. Viay it bo an inspir-
ation to all aspirants to the sacred
ministry who may abide within these
walls, and remnd them over of the
typical prieat under whose auspices
their work of proparation is being con-
ducted. Thus may we hope for a suc-
cegsion of brothers, in whose priestly
lives wo may all find encouragoment.
For priests who will meet the require-
ments of an exsuting world, and bu
able to refleat on Holy Church, and on
our own Alma Mater, the glory of
years woll spent in tho service of God
and of humanity. Aud here, if pre-
suming on the immumty of elder
brothers, we may be able to addvess
those who now enjoy relationships
similar to those we once enjoyed—we
would say—in the name of all the
sacre- endearments that hang around
seminary days, wo exhort you to be
loyal to the inspirations winch are
experionced only while here. If ever
theve were a time whon the typcal
priest was in demand, such is the
present. As the prophets of Israsl
sighed for the clouds to rain down the
Just One, 80 in o somewhat hike sonse
is the world to-day longing for those
men of prayer, men of virtue, men of
learning, men of action—in & word,
ideal priests who are needed to lead ou
the nations against vicious and unbe-
lieving hordes.

If your purpose be not thus lugh
and boly wo are already engaged mn
the battle protest agamst your ad
vancement, because jyour preseuce
will only wenken our ranks. But if
your conception of the sacerdotal state
be such as the life of Father Olier
would inculcate, then will we look
with eagerness for your coming into
our midst where your zeal and lesrn-
ing will help and cheer.

As brothers we now invite you to
join with us in pledging renewed
fidelity to our sacred calling and to
our benign mother, and in doing so
wo know of no better time or place to
select than here and now while we
stand around this tribute of filial re-
gard erected to the undying honor of
that venerable priest whom the great
Bossuet evlogized as *Virum pree-
stantissimum et odore sanctitatis flor-
entem.”

As the Superior of the Seminary,
Rev. Father Colin, was confined %o
his room through a severe attack of
rheumatism, the reply was given in
his name by Rev. Father Lecocq,
Director of the Greud Seminary. He
expressed his regret at the Superior's
inahility to be present, and said be was
delegated by the latter to say how
much pleasure 1t would have afforded
him to be amongst them to day. Bat
he was with them in spirit, if not in
body. and fully apprectated and thank
ed them for the beautiful gift they
were offering to-dsy. Father Lecocg,
continuing, observed that this action
on the part of the class of 1877 was
entirely spontaneous on therr part,
that 1t was not the outcome of any
suggestion on the part of the Sulpici-
ans. Som: months ago an humble
request was addressed to the Superior,
soliciting permigsion to offer a mona-
ment of Father Olier to the Grand
Seminary. In general, people solicit
favors for themselves; 1t is seldom
that generosity rises to the height of
asking leave to confer a benefit on
others. For 8 moment there was some
hesitation on the part of the Seminary
authorities. The only ground of this
hesitation was the remembrance of the
Scriptural injunction : ** Nee enim
debens filit parentibus thesaurizare, suo

parentes filiss.”  This hesitation, how-
ever, could not long subaist in presence

of the noblonegs of sentiment, whioh
conoeivod such a project and a doli-
cney of fooling which agked loave lo
execute 1t. The authoritios of tio
Setminary felt that thoy wero sharing,
if only in a small degree, the honor
ard oredit whicly these mon wero ro.
fleoting on themselves by thair noble
aot. Shakespeare had said that men's
good actions wors gonerally written in
water and the bad ones cast in bronze.
But here at loast tho adago was re-
versed ; thoy bnd expressed in beauti.
ful and lasting bronze an act which
would be, nng deserved long to bo,
remembored. All this they had done
very quiotly wid unprotenticusly, just
as goud men ever perform their
actions, for good i8 never noisy, just
a8 noige nover does good. It was not
a bust even of the Angolic Doctor they
had selocted as 8 fit expression of
what they desired this day to proclaim;
no, but o figure of the vonerated
Olier, whom some presont might live
to sce proclanmed vencrable by the
Holy See, since his cause was goon to
be oxamined by Romo. Even in the
full blaze of tlus mneteenth century,
aftor having passed fifteen long yeurs
foce to face with the world and its
maxims, they wore proud to come here
to-day and boldly aflirm that if they
had uccompiished any good, ii they
had escaped the contagion of o cor-
rupting world, they owed it to fidelity
to the principles and teaching of this
wondorful man whom Goed had raised
up for the sanctification of the secular
cletgy. Yes, mn spite of all to the
contrary, 1t was the spinty of Father
Uner that made the true priest, the
one who was really a Saviour of souls
and a model for the people. It was
consoling to the facuity to hear theso
principles so emphatically affirmed by
men who knew from experieuce the
truth of what they seid. Inconclusion,
he thanked them once more 1o the
name of the Superior, and of ms con-
freres, for thair beautiful gift, for the
noble sentiments they had so well ex-
pressed, and for the bright example
thoy had set for the serminarians.

A second presentation was made
after dinner to Mgr. Fabre, consisting
of a magunificent pectoral cross and
chasin,

He recived them in
his sick-room with the most cordial
affection, spoke to them for a good
quarter of an hour with something of
his wonted ardor, snd with all the old
affection beaming from his eyes. In
bidding them a most paternal adieu,
he presented each one with a lictle
crucifix, ennched with special mndul-
gences, as a memento of his undying
attachment to sons who had proved
themselves worthy of the care he had
formerly bestowed on them. Happy
are the masters who can point with
laudeble pride to such pupils! Happy
are the seminarians who bave such
models to emulate !— ZTrue Witness.

His Grace, Archbishop Cleary of hingston,
eolemnly excommunicated a couple who were
living at Kemptville in open violation of the
laws of the Church on Matrimony The
man, Richard McGovern, having obtained a
divorce tu tho United States from his lawful
wife, woot through the form of marriage
with another woman, Mary Barkol{b The
Christian conscience of the neighborhood
was rightly fscandalized. The matter was
roported hy the pastor, Father Michael Me-
Donald, to the Archbishop, who summoned
the parties to acswer tho complaint Ho
admonished them, but all in vain—and the
end came on April 30th, when his Grace
went down to> Kemptville, and passed the
dread sentence cutting tho guilty pair from
the Communion of Christiaus. Be it to the
credit of socioty tho nced for such punish-
mont is rare, but tho singleness aod inviola-
bility of the marriage tio cannot be violated
and a Bishop of God's Church stand by and
silently witncss tho abomination.

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ARCHBISHOP FABRE,

Owing principully to tho fact that
Montreal 18 the great seat of ecolesing-
tioal education for Cunada and a great
part of the United States, tow prolates
are so widoly known as the Venersble
Archlnshop of Montreal, OCharles
Fabre. On the lst inst. ha colobrated
the twontioth anniversary of his con-
secration, which was mado a spoocinl
occasivn for a grand display of loyulty
to the chief pustor of the most Catholio
oity on tho continent. In answor to
the invitation 160 pricsts gathered in
tho Sanctuary of the Montreal Cathe-
dral, where His Grace sang High
Mags. Aftor Mass the Ze Deum was
sung, and an address presented on be.
half of the clorgy uf the ccclesiastical
province of BMlontreal. The visiting
priests dined aftorwards at the Archi
upiscopal residence.

In the ovening a great domonstra-
tion took place in St. Petor’s Cathedral
by the lay population. At least two
thousand men from all parts of the
city, many of them of high standingin
the professional and commercial
world, gathered benecath the majestic
dome. Two platforme had besn erect-
ed, on which Archbishop Fabre,
Bishop Gravel, and many distinguish-
ed laymon took their seats. Mayor
Desjurding read an address in French.
He reealled Mgr. Fabre's good work
before and sinuce lus elovation to the
oFxscopal dignity, the opemng of new
churches aud religious mstitutions,
the reformn of ecclesiastical disoipline
and the prupagation of education, All
this development had coincided with
the marvellous material progress of
Montreal. In the face of this. cortain
slleged economists contend that the
prosperity of religious institutions was
a cause of poverty to the public, but
they would not be believed by the
people. Tuey would always prefer
tho works and the principles which
have been an honor and a source of
strength to their race. All represen-
tatives of authority seemed in these
duys to be the special object of malici-
ous attacks, and they were sorry to
recognize the fact that Canads bad not
escaped this scourge. Certain individ-
uals had undertaken to duestroy the
respect due to the clergy, by exploiting
the individual failings of a few mem-
bers of that order. (Cries of ““Shame !")
They had even gone further, and it
was for that reason that this vast
asgemblage had come together to de-
nounce the proceedings directed
against their spiriwaal chief. They
bad come to affirm that they would
always respectthat which theiriorefath-
erg biad always respected and defend the
institutions which have been the bul-
wark of their nationality. They
would always be united as dutiful
children to avenge the church against
the attacks of those who would ignore
her authority and forget the benefits
they hal received.

Dr. Hingston then read the follow-
ing address in English :

May 11 PLEase Your Grace—This
province bas ntherto had chief and
ordinary pastors of zeal piety and
learning, and no part of the province
hias been more favored in this respeot
than the diocesc of Montreal.

In the selection of Your Grace for
the Episcopate the exhortation of
Paul was not disregarded : Nes guss-
quam sunut s:b¢ honorem sed qui vocatur
a deo tanguam Aaron. (Heb. v-iv,)

As g priest your patience, zeal and
kind heartedness secured the gratitude
and effection of those to whom you
were called to minister and the respect
and esteem of those who, like your-
self, were engaged in working for the
salvation of souls. By these you were
indicated a3 the successor to that
great and good man whose memory is
still green ir our midst. By the
highest authority yon were chosen to
fill the exalted position in the supurior

order of pastors in the Clristian
churoh,

Twenty years ago there was placed
upon your shoulders the spiritunl gov
ernment of all ordinary pastors in this
diocose, and, at o later period, you
ware elovated to bo o highor diguitary
of tho first class in thoe governmont of
the Ohuroh—a bishop of ishops.

1t could not bo othiorwise thar that
s poeition which gave authority in
quostions of faith, morals and discip-
pline, should bring with it pleasure
sometimos, pain somotimes, and, too
generally, perhaps, anxiety. Were it
as easy to do, as to know what were
goad to do, charity would find every
support in Your Grace, without scemn-
ing, at any timo to suffer as towards
some, while being just to the many
whose spiritual intoresis you safe-
guard, and are compelled, by virtue of
your office, to safeguard. Should the
performance of imperative duty n-
volve you, at any time, in what is
painful, your pain is shared by those
to whom you have o right to look for
sympathy and condolence, and to
whom you do not look in vain.

In your watchfulness over tho spir-
itual interests of those entrusted to
your care you lhiave brought hitherto
many orders of mep and women who
devote themselves to works of charity,
religion and education.

The financial diflicultics cxcuse
the allusion to them—which existed
at the beginning of your episcopate,
and which demanded such rigid econ-
omy in your household as to preclude
hospitalities, even, which are usual,
have happily in great measure passed
away; yot while these self-denials
were being exercised there advanced
steadily towards completion the mag-
nificent edifice in which we are this
evening assembled, which is an im-
portant and imposing addition to this
city's beauty, and bears ovidence of !
the piety of her citizens.

A the time of your conseoration
the prayer Ad Multos Annos was
invoked in your regard, and now,
after twenty years, Ad Mullos Annos
18 still the fervent supplication of Your
Grace's devoted and attached dioces-
eners.

His Grace replied in both French
and English.

Hon. Solicitor-General Curran fol-
lowed with an eloquent tribute from
the English speaking Catholics of
Montreel. * They all sympathized
with the Archbishop . they sincerely
congratulated him on the twentieth
aruversary of his consecration; and
they ardently prayed that it might
please a benign Providence to enable
him to celebrate his golden wedding
on the Tiftieth anniversary of his epis-
copal consecration. .

Other speeches followed, and Mgr.
Fabre again retuarned thanks, and the
proceedings closed with a few remarks
from the Hon, Mr. Taillon, who had
been called upon by the audience.

Father Ryan's Sormon in lonor of tke
Fouader of tho Cathiolio Schools,

Wednesdny, May 8rd, being the
Feast of Blessed De La Salle, Founder
of tho Institute of the Brothers of the
Christian Schools, o special service
was held in his honor at St. Michaol's
Cathedral.  Solemn High Mass was
sung in presence of his Grace tho
Archbishop. Very Rov. Vicar Gen-
eral MoCann was celobrant : Rov. J,
Kelly, deacon : and Rev. Mr. Carbery,
sub-deacon. The children of the
Separate Schools of the oity attonded,
and the Brothers' boys, under the
direction of Brothors Odo and James,
im'o with splendid effect some choral

Rev. Father Rysn preached the
sermon. Taking his toxt from the
Acts of tho Apostles—* He began to
do and to teach" —the prenche. said
in part: The many glorious acts of
our illustrious Pontiff Leo XIII. will
make his life an ever memorable epoch
in the history of the Church, a new
era 1n the history of the world. It
may be a strong thing to say, but it
can be said with truth, that onu of
the most significant, moat instructive,
most opportune acts of our great
Pontiff, who is at once the Pope of
first principles and the Pope of the
people, was the solemn beatification
of John Buptist De La Salle, Founder
of the Institute of the Brothers of the
Christian Schools. In raising this
venerable servant of God to the hionor
of our altars, Pope Leo has vindi-
caied the right of the Church to be
called the Teacher ={ the Nations,
has defined the dogma of Chnstian
Education, and has canonized the
cauge of the Catholic sohools. This
one act is itsclf an argyment in defence
of Catholic claims to freedom of con.
science in the school-room. While
the life and work of Blessed De La
Salle are conviacing proofs of the bene-
ficient influence of Catholic teaching.
John Baptist De La Salle lives in his
work and in the Institute he founded.
We shall consider that work as it is
geen in the life and teaching of the
Brothers of the Christian Schools. Qn
a modest tombstone in the cemetery
of St. Yon, France, is written this
simple . itaph. ¢Here awaiis the
resurrec..on Venerable John Baptist
De La Salle of Rheims, Priest, Doctor
of Theology, Canon of the Metropoli-
tan Church of Bheims, Founder of the
BrotLers of the Christian Schools.
He d:ed on Good Friday, in the
sixty eighth year of his age, the Tth of
April, in the House of the Brothors at
St. Yon. May God gr.at rest to his
soul.” Berneath the spitaph might be
written this panegyric: ‘He began
to do and to teach.” Iiis the pane-
gyric of the inspired biographer in the
Iife and work of the Divine Master,
Jesus Chrnist our Saviour, the Model
Teacher of mankind. The ruler of the
synagogue admitted that the work of
the Divine Master was evident proof
of His mission to teach. The popular
verdict on His teaching was that «He
did all things well,” and therefore
spoke with authonty and effect, *:and
not as the Scribes end Pharisees.” If
rulers of our saypagogues would divest
themselves of sectarian prejudice, and
if the advocates of secular education
wou'd open their eyes to the facts, both
would give s like verdict on the system
of Catholic teaching followed by the
sons of Biessed De La Salle. John
Buptist De La Salle took the Divine
Master as a model for himself
and for the Christian teachers he
formed, and herein lay tho source of
his power, and the secret of his success.
He hegan to do and to teach. He
graduated  in the model schools of
Christ and got his diploma from the
Master who said . *Learn of me be-
cause I am meek and hpmble of
heart.” Ho was a ripe and finished
schelar before he became a teacher or
o founder ; and the charactaristic of

his system of education ho founded is
prooisely this—that it is a system of
porfeotly formed teachors. Of course
it ia o systom of most eflicient and
successful teaching, but it is 8o bn
cnuge of its officiont "and ruocessful
teachers. Tho latest and best author-
ity on tho working of the Public
School system in the United States,
Dr.J. M. Rico, tells us * at it ie vory
imporfoct indeed, and that the chiof
reasons of this imperfection are politi-
cal patronago and incompetent teach-
ers. John Baptist Do La Balle began
his own oducation, his self formation
in the Christian soliool, the school of
Christ. It isthe only common school.

4 ig the renl Catholic school, the uni-
vorsal school, to which ell must go
who wouid graduate, who would ascond
to the bigher life, tho better life, tho
eternal life. The lesson is the same
for al}, and it is—sclf-eacrifice. This
ia the oystem of eduoation laid down
by tha Divine Master. It is His pro-
gramme of study, and it is his only
one and there is nono other. *Unless
a man deny himself and renounco all,
he zannot be my pupil.” His teaching
is very plain and simple, but it is
imperative. John Beptist De La
Sallo was &1 apt pupil and learned his
lesgon well. His deligist as a boy was
to say his prayers and serve at the
altar. He began to found the school
of altar boys. He began todo and to
teach, and he taught by what he did.
He became a priest, & Doctor of
Theology, a Canon of the Cathedral of
Rheims. He was learned and wealtby,
had all the grace of manner and per-
gonal magnetism that go far to make
a leader of men in Charsh and State.
He sacrificed all for the honor of
teaching the children of the people,
and the glory of founding a school of
popular teachers. A man of God is
always a man of the day. A tain.can
never live for himself.  His life, like
his Divine Mastet's, must bd a sacrfice
for souls and for eociety. But in
sacrificing he saves. YWhen Bleased
De La Salle was called by God to
found his Institute society was meaac-
ed by two great dangers—Cresarism
and Socialism. The very yezr John
Baptist assembled his twelve disciples
around him to begin the work of
Catholio teaching, Lo .is XIV., blind-
ed by pride and passion, was contesting
the privileges of the Sovereign Pontiff,
and the first French editivn of the
¢ ‘Pwelve Virtues of a Good Teacher ”
appeared in Paris on the eve of the
taking of the Bastile. Blessed De La
Salle began with twelve disciples; the
soul of the aystem ho founded ig con-
tained in thess ** Twelve Virtues,” of
which his * methods* are only the
vractical application. The twelve
virtues of a good teacherare . Gravity,
Silence, Humility, Prudence, Wisdom,
Patie~cc, Meekness, Firmness, Zeal,
Vigi :e, Piety and Generosity.
Three .nay te takea as samples of
all. Anpd first 18 Wisdom, ** which

consists in making the teacher
know and love and fulfil the
grar.d, the noble, the infinitely

precious object of his sublime calling.
Wisdom will intimate to bim the great
principles and leading facts of the
sciences; ne must ground himself
well in these, for should he be deficient
in their knowledge he would commuani-
cate to his pupils nothing but vsin
words and ideas without fonndation or
connection that woulc goon be forgot-
ten.” This last clause gives a good
description of what is called seocular
cndture in our common schools.

Mr. Rice tells ns thet when the
public sche~l teacher in Boston was
ashrmed to let him see what his
pupils had done in arithmetic, he told
the children to rise, and go * right
through their exercises in physiology "
for the Inspector's benefit. The sec-
ond virtue of a good teacher is Pru-
dence, and, ** prudence leads him to
discover and use the best means to
obtain a certain end, and to remove
the obstacles which may lie in the
way of its attainment. And this pru-

loctual and moral education.” Somo
people say the Clristian Brothers can
teach only catechism. Hero wo sece
thoy are told to begin with physical
culture—sooing to the health of their
pugils; then go on to montal culture
—to have sound minds in sound
bodies; and making all perfest in
moral oulture, preparing the pupils to
bo good oitizens, and educating souls
and hearts for God, ‘L'he third virtue
of a good teacher is Generosity *¢ which
leads him to sacrifice voluntarily his
own intorests for the glory of God and
the good of his neighbor.”” It is not
surpriging that tho result of the twelve
virtues in action, with tho methods
presoribod for schools, is a continual
ronewal of the moral miracles of the
first twelvo Christian teachers., This
age of ours will beliove only what it
sces. “he sons of Blessed Do La
Saile may challengo the ago and say
to its sages: “ Come and sce. Come
to France,and seo our 10,619 Brothers,
and our 214,868 pupils in 1,862
schools. Come to Iingland and see
our 191 Brothers with 2,504 pupils in
156 schools. Come to Belgium and
gsoo our 6656 Brothers with 16,808

upils in 99 schools. Cowe to the
%nited States and see our 901 Brothers
with 24,852 pupils in 106 schools.
Come to Canada and ses our &08
Brothers with 16,316 pupils in §1
schools. Come to India, China and
Japan. Come to Italy, Algeria snd
Egypt. Come to all the countries of
the zivilized world and see our 14,778
Brothers at work, with 2,761 preparing.
And if you would ses our work come
to our primary schools, to our High
schools, to our Nermal schocls, to our
Technical echools, to our Manual
Training schools, to our Boarding
schoole, and our Academies, to our
Industrial and Reformatory schools.
Come and see what our work is in
every department of popular education.
And if you would know what kind of
work we do come fto Chicago. Bee
that our work holds first place in the
Catholic Educational Exhibit—as the
Catholic Exhibit holds first place in
the exhibits of educstion. Come and
ges in these Catholic treasures what
the old Church hae done in the past,
for literature science and art, and
have the honesty to acknowledge that
sho is keeping pace with the progress
of the present in every best educational
endeavor. For us, it is enough to
gay : Come to Toronto and sce the
splendid work our Brothers have done
and are doing, and learn to appreciate
their offorts aad to join with them in
honoring and imitating their saintly
founder, Blessed John Baptist De La
Salle.

THE CATHOLIC CHURCH.

The Oakland (Cal.) News reports
the following portion of a sermon de-
livered in the Independent Presbyter-
ian Church, of that place, by Rev. Mr.
Hamilton

“We are compelled to own that
this old Mother Church shows an
astomshing vitality. More than half
Christendom still bows at Ler altars.
The common puople cling to her robes.
Through pitiless storms that leave
seats of ovur Protestant sanctuaties
nearly vacant, wu sce them crowding
tv Lher worslhup, worning, noon and
night. Wherevor a fow of her child
ren make their homes a cross-sur-
mounted church will soon be seen.
She builds wsely to make convenienco
among the poorest communities, to
win aesthetic culture wherever wesalth
creates such a taste to be pleased.
And her people pay for her churches.

“Hor missionaries are always
crowded to every heathen country, and
among the great populations of India
and China number their converts by
scores for vvery oue that Protestants
can count for the fruits of their labors.
No degree of poesible self-sacrifice
demanded by their work turns them
back. No danger appals them.
VWherever she gaina a fouthold she
speedily erects the university, the
college and the seminary, as well as
the church, and wins thousands of the
sons and daughters of otner religions
and even to Protestauts, by the super-
ior appliances with which she furnishes
them. And close by the side of her
school and church you ‘will soon see
her asylums for indigence and mis-
fortune spring up. She is also &
gende and tireless nu.te of human
pain. Where the pestilence mows its
deadliest swath of humen lives, thore
you will see her Sister of Meroy and
Father Confessors, never shrinking
from the touch of the plague and never
leaving the field or remitting their
ministries of caro till the scourge de-
parts or death discharges them. And
many a good priest has evinced his
smcerity as woll as his courage by go-
ing into the battlefield where death
foll the thickust that he might give
the comforts and hopes of his religion
to the dying.

“Weo sometimes hear it said that
the whole system of Bomanism is a
shell, without a heart, substance or
spiritual life, that tho masses arve
duped by its false pretenses, but its
leaders know it is hollow.  We shall
never deal wisely with theevils in any
great power which millione of human
heerts love and trust and find comfort
in uniil we learn to do it justice. Wo
know that men do not cndure half a
century of voluntary pain and sacrifice
for what ig mn their eyes a transparent
sham,

«Millions of thirsty souls, genera-
tion after generation, do not rush to a
fountain which has long ago run dry.

When human hearts are secking etornal
life thoy do not hold it go cheap as to
take up with a potent countorfert.
Catholics find somo deopest want of
soul in their Chureh, or thoy would
turn away frow her as a falso mothor.

“Tho judgment of charity iz begin-
ning to supersedo the judgment of
gro)udico upon her. Tho tono of

rotestant utterances respecting her
valuo is rapidly changing. The A¢-
lantsc Monthly not long ago sent forth
an u({J reciative artiole that fully con-
ceded hor morits. The Rov. Thomas
K. Beecher, followed with words of
ligh commendation. The Rov. Mr.
Jjoms, 1n Ins sermon lately ot the
mestallation of Dr. Rexford, in S8an
Francisco, noticed the place she fills
among the religious organizations of
Chnstoudom in the game tone. And
le! within the weok past comes to us
the Christiarn Union, one of the most
widely circulated and powerful papers
of Protestantism,bearing this rontence.
*With all respect for the earnestly
religious among the old Catholics and
the Continental Protestants, we judge
that the Church of Rome contains by
for the greater part of the living
spiritual faith that exists on the Con-
tinent (nf Europe).” Testimony could
bardly say more. The power of the
Catho'ic Church and lher use of that
power for good within a certain sphere
aro not to be questionod.

*Wheremn lies the secret of this
great strength I One short sentence
givee the auswer. That Church has
come to fixed conclusions. In dootrine
and praotice her mind is made up. It
18 not doubted ; she has the stability
and force of the single mind. Her
ritual 15 one for all the world—fur the
Pope at Rome and for the Digger
Indian in Cahfornia. The very sound
and accent of its words are the same.
No thought of innovation is tolerated
for a moment. There ic no debate
over methods. The peelimicaries of
work are all settled. All hesitation is
off. There is nothing to be done but
the work. And what that 1s was
decided ages ago—to extend and pre-
serve the Church as she is. Iach
member soon learns his part. Age
after age the commsnd goes forth
from the triple crowned Head at Rome.
The whole mighty organism, from the
scarlet Cardinal to the rag-picker in
the street, moves responsive to that
command.”

Philosophiocal Talks.

EXAMINATIONS AND ETHICS.

Educators are discussing the atility
of examinations as aids to educational
effort, or as tests of intellectua! pro-
gress. As usual, in such discussions,
doctors differ , and if patients do not
die, vxamnations go on, and pupils
drend the ** passes " to intellectusl
excellence and postgraduate fame,
However, a certain Professor Porter,
who speaks by the card for common
schools, has some consoling doctrine
for timid scholars. Whatever may be
said of the value of examinations in
other branches of learning, the Pro-
fessor 18 quite positive that they
should be rigidly excluded fron: the
science and school of Ethics. Be is
especially severe on the baneful effects
of any attempt at ap examination of
conscience, and he declares his
conviction that the moral desolation
with which the common schaols of
New England are made desolate is
mainly due to the unamerican habit
of Yankee youth examining theit
consciences! This practice, the Pro-
fessor says, makes young America
*too introspective.”” The Professor
seemns to be of the ethical sciool of
the other old lady from New England,
who would never consent to give up
“ the consoling doctrine of universal
depravity."

Howaver, the Professor 18 ready to
compromise. He will bave some kind
of conscience for the commen schools,
and will even permit 1t to be examined.
He calls this conscienc~ ** the respon-
sive respect for public 1astitutions.”
Now, we have considered many kinds
of conscience—the scientific con-
science, the commercial conscience,
the pohtical conscience, and the
society or McAlister conscience—but
we find it herd to place Professor
Porter's conscience. He would pro-
bably call 1t the connnon school con-
science, from which he has been care-
ful to banish the Criator. Anyhow,
this **responsive respect for public
institutions " is a manufactured con-
science, a mechanical conscience. He
tells us that, ** the institutions them-
gelves will take care of this conscience
afterwards ;" but he does not tell us
who wiil take care of this consoience
or these instivu‘ions now.

We have to tell Professor Porter
and sll his school that every boy,
every rational, moral being, must be
“aintrospective ;”  which big word
means when translated that every

man should Zook into himself, should
éco his own heart and examine his
own consoience. A more respectable
authority than Professor Porter once
said . ** Prevaricatores revertimins ad
cor.” ** Yo hypoorites and quibblers
(and common schiool Professors) go
howe to your hearts’ Examine your
own congoiencos before you pretend to
profess even commen school morahity.

Tho best text-bovk of Ethices ever
written is ** The 8piritual Exeroises of
St. Iguatius Loyola"; and one of
tho most important chapters in that
admirable book is on the Examination
of Conscience. There are two exanu-
nations of consciencs, the experiencad
writer says—* particular” and * gen-
vral,”  The particular exammnation
looks at the conscionce before ction.
The genesul examination 18 o survoy
of the field whon the day 15 done—a
numbering of the deeds, of thought,
word and act that sre living, or wound-
ed or dead.

Ignatius was a solaier ssint. His
wonderful book 1s a programme of
battle, a text-book, too, of mulitary
tactics, for the direction of conscience
in the warfare of hfe. Napoleon said
that the only enemy he feared was
lunprevu, the unforeseen, The pat-
uicular examination of conscience
guards against this enemy. ¢ Fore-
warned, forearmed, 181ts motto ; and
i3 war-ery 1s: * Watch the weank
point, " the partioular danger, the
predominant passion. Watch n the
morning, watch at noon, watch at
night, says the soul, acting as ssntenel
1n it daily rounds. Axnd i this it
only repeats the warning of the
divine Leader, whose work was to form
soldiers and save souls. ¢ Blessed 13
the man who shall be found watch-
ing "—that is, who shall be found
practicing this particular exam-
ination of conscience when the Leader
comes to give the pupl his prize and
the soldier s pay.

The honor and reward wmill be de-
termined by the general examnation
of conscience, which measures the
quantity and tests the quahty of the
work that is done. It ruay havs to
face defeat or wictory. It has grief
for the day that 13 lost, gratitade for
the day that i. won.  As it goes over
at eve the field of battle, there is joy
for the living, sorrow for the dead,
whilethe wounded are carefully looked
to, and are handed over to the par
ticular examination to be carefully
watched on the morrow.

Repititio est maler studtorum ig an
axiom of moral as well as of 1ntellect-
usl progress ; and the axiom means,
that, in the matter of particular and
general examination of conscience,
only careful and contiuual repetition
will insure success. Doctors may
continue to differ, then, about the

value of examinations inother branches
of science ; but all pupils who wish to
graduate in the science of ethics, in
the school of moral conduct, and all
teachers who wish to be worthy of
their boly calling, all fathers and
mothera in the Christian home will
ever hold in highest esteem the prin-
ciple and practice of dsily examination
of conscience.

Mr. Langtry's Leoture.

On returning to Mr. Langtry's lec-
ture on Presbyterianism we are
anxiously looking from day to day for
an answer from those dircotly con-
corned. Qur roviow of the case muat
suroly not bo the only respouse , for
wo disclaim all ambition to champion
such a cause. Can it be that the
Kirk Divines are going to rest
gilence undor such a blow? It they
turn the other oheeck in the proper
spirtt it will be decidedly edifying ;
but if they aro looking to Rome for
comfort in this hour of distross thuy
are mistaken, All that Mr. Langtry
said about Presbyterianism as o reli-
gious system is true, and cannot fuil
to call forth concurrence from every
member of the Catholic clargy. So
far as the historical arraignment of
tho rise and progress of Calvinism
goes, and so far as tho doctrinal state-
ment of the creed and its tendencies
is concerned, the most ontical must
admire the scholarly labors displayed
in the former, and the gound logical
objection the lecturar takes against
the latter. We have no word but
that of praise upon either of these
gecores. Presbyterianism, whether 1n
the sacking of Antworp Cathedral in
the Netherlands, in the mutilation of
the cathedrals and punsters of Eng-
land, or in the Know-Nothing move-
ment and Protestant Protective Asso-
ciation of America, has always dis-
played the same spirit of hatred, dis-
cord and selfishness. In iws history
it has showan no pity, inits creed it
knows no mercy. It took for its
guiding principle the doctrine of indi-
vidual interpretation, and then con-
demned to the fires, both of this world
and the next, all who differed from it.
The olow which it dealt to church art,
church musie, religious worship and
sentiment, knocked the heart and life
cut of its adherents. Its chapels
became simply barns whosa rafters
echoed with no song of pramse, and
were sorated with no smoke of sacr-
fice. Much of this may be pussing
r.way, 80 far as religious teashing and
practice are concerned, bat the old
gpirit is manifesting itself in othar
ways. Calvinism in the sixteenth
century struck at the churckes; Crom-
wellian Puritanism in the seventeenth
century struck at the throne, and
Orangeism in the eighteenth and nine-
teenth century—with its youngest
brother of to day P. P. Aism—strikes at
politics and society. But as the most
important question with a man is his
salvation, 8o the action and effects of
Presbyterianism upon other questions
are of minor consideration when com-
pared to its results upon Christianity.
These results, witnessed in the scepti-
cal and rationalistic spirit of the
tiraes, or the still more irreligious and
gcoffing tone of rising generations,
were well presented by Mr. Langtry.
Had a Catholic priest put the blame
upon Presbyterianism, no one would
Lave thought it strange. But when
we consider the source we think that
it calls for attention from those to
whom it is addressed.

We pow put in our own say; and
we olaim that it calls for the attention
of both lecturer and lectured. Both

prinoiplos 18 tncomprohensible. That
our Bleased Lord, Wisdom Incarnate,
knowing the human heart as Ho alone
knowa 1t, could establish a Church
without a teaching authonty, that He
would morely put the wntten word
into the hands of overy ono and then
expeot that Churoh to lwve for all
time, bears a contradiction on the
face of it. Huad Christianity been
started on that plan 1t would have
orumbled before t! ; downiall of the
Roman empire. 1t has been tried, and,
after threo centuries, it has given the
most striking evidences of itc incolie-
sive power. ‘e think with Mr,
Langtry that the union of Christiamty
must be sought elsewhere—in that his-
toric continuity whose unbrokeu line
will carry us back to the day when the
apostles sat 1n counul at Jerusalem
with Peterat their bead. Here comeos
the inconsistency of the High Church
Party. Cut off from all uther Protest-
ant societies by their demand for a reg-
ularly ordamned episcopate, rejecting
Rome as fallen and apostate, they
bold an 1eolated position 1n Clristen-
dom very simular to the position which
the Donatists held w Africa in the
fourth century. But tlus :deal Church
lacks the essential of umty and Catho-
lioity. ** The unity must bind togeth-
er for all sges,”" there must be a single
source of teachung, judging and gov-
erning power. Seek 1t where you
will, the Church of Christ 18 one, and
it must be one, must have ono head,
one shepherd, one supreme ishop,
the delegate and vicar of Christ. Say
not that that supreme bishop 18 Christ
Himself, because then you take the
keystone from the wisibility of the
Church and are just in the position ot
Presbyterians. It you say that the
cldest See lost its pristine sanctity and
fell from its high estate, that 1t bent
the knee to idols and became the slave
of immorality, greedy only for political
gower and looking only to external
forms, then throw off the mask and
acknowledge that Christiamity 18 a
thing of the past, our faith 18 vain,
we are still in our smns. God made
an Eeclesia Docens—a teaching Church
—an infaliible teacher and judge in
faith and morals for all places and
times, so that ¢ securus judicat totus
orbis terrarum’ (the whole world
judges safely) was true of the Church
when first uttered by St. Augustine
against the Donatists; 1t had the
same value when it arrested the
attention of John Henry Nowman
and led him to the only haven of
refuge for those who desire a umted
Christianity.

The historical ailusions to Rome
contained in the lecture are 50 old and
threadbare that they 11l becomesuch a
lecture Too general in their character
2 < eriticized, they lack the intrinsic
quahity of truth and the extrinsic
quality of scholarship—they are cal-
calated only to arouse bigotry and
maintain a spirit which otherwise Mr,
Langtry has ably attacked. 1If, in the
unior of Christians, Rome is to be ox-
ocluded by such as Mr. Langtry ropre-
gents; then they are acting a farce, and
if it were not for their insignificance,
they are making themselves the laugh-
ing stock of Christian scholars of the
East and West. Amongst the Greeks

desire a united Christiasmity. How
that can bo attained by Presbyterian

thers never was an 1dea of unity
of East and West in which Rome
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was not the contre. Tho Emperor
Aloxander I. of Russia was plan.
amg o rounion of the Russian
Church with the Holy Ses when a
premature death ocut him off, for
whioh he was propared by a Catholio
priest,

At gome future timo we may touch
upon the his.worical points to which we
now refer. In the meuntimo we ask
Mr¢. Langtry not to look upon the
Roman marsh with the look of precon-
ceivod prejudice, but to lift his oyes to
that pillar of truth which rises from
it, whose oross-tipped dome is the
orown uf authority, and whose arohus
contain the keystono uf unity. Like
the rook upon whioch it is built, it
withotood the storms of Arianisn from
the East, barbarism from the North,
Mobammedanism from the South, and
Schism from the west—and 1t stands
out to-day glorious in its history like a
mountain top round which the clouds
of centuries gathered, stormed and
broke. The golden light of calmer
judgment is setting 1n upon it, tipping
it peaks and domos of creed, policy
and action. Will the lovers of a
united Christendom gather in Rome
against the storm of rationalism and
goepticism ?  Strengthened by the
Greek Church on the East and the
English energy on the West, what s
power for religion! Yet this 18 the
only Christianity which can overturn
Judaism, Mohammedeanism and Heath-
endom. Whether particularindividuals
will turn thus we cannot say, but the
increasing desire for deeper, truer
union than is possible under Presby-
terian principles, or the lonely, doubt.
{ul Episcopate of the English Church
gives us hope that a movement of this
kind will be seen in the near future,

The Jews on Home Rule.

A new and most probably not un-
foregsen enemy to Home Rule appeatr-
ed in the public streets of Londou last
week. It was an assemblage of Bro
kers, composed principally (as might
be expeoted) of Loondon sharpers and
Jews. Eight hundreé@ Brokers, the
cable relates, headed by leaders bear-
ing the Union Jack, and wearing
Uison Jacks of pager in their bats,
marched in procession from the Stock
Exchange to a Unionist meeting at
Guildhall. Upon reaching Guild-
hsll the Brolkers sang * Rule Britan-
nis,” and cheered loudly for I.ord
Salisbury and other Unionist leaders.
Brokers sre not, as a class, popular in
any country, nor is their influence for
good much appreciated or sought for
by politicians of any colour. Their
exactions were so exorbitant, and their
calling 8o detested in Russia and in
Germany, that the Governments of
these Empires could not quell the
popular uprisings which sought the
extermination or bsnishment of the
whole Jewish race.

In no great Capital does Jewish
avarice thrive or flourish in greater
degree or with such indisputed sway
and remorseless vigor a8 in England's
hugo Metropolis. Through its fatal
agoncy numberless youug scions of
the most ancient and noble families
have been brought to bankruptoy and
shame. Open and secret gambling in
aristocratic quarlers finds life and
sustenanoce in the shops of the Jewish

Broker. Variodindoed and calamitous
aro tho evils wrought in English
gociety by the extreme readincss of
tho Jewish Broker to accommodato,
on good seourity, tho dissolute young
lord of the realm, or tho giddy and
thoughtleas idol of a noble family who
is rushing to inovitable disgraco and
ruin.

But ono of the most fruitful and
best paying ficlds of Jewish operation
has beon for many years the coming-
of-ago son of the Irish landlord. It
has often happened that even the
landlord paront succumboed to the
wily and seductive charms cf the too
accommodating Broler, and that his
vast and rich estutes were 8o heavily
encumbored with mortgages that noth
ing was left to Le aquandered or
dissipated by the incoming heir at
law. Home Rule is, thoerefore, most
naturally dreaded by the Jewish
Broker- exploiting the Irish landlord
was always o sure game, loaning to
the scape grace eon wae a well known
trump card of the Jewish fraternity.
What oxactions were forced on the
industrious, struggling Irish tenant to
meet cver increasing interest and new
demands never troubled the Jewish
conscience, as it never interfered with
the landlord's appetite for gorgeous
style and forbidden pleasures.

Most fortunately, however, by Heav-
en’s favour, it occurred to the mind
and conscience of a great atatosman to
save the Trish poople from the rapacity
of the landlord an? the greed of the
Jew. The stalwart and honest Irish
farmer who tills the soil, and seeks no
further return for his labors than the
happiness of his family and quiet

home, will never contribute one farth
ing towards the enriching of any
foreign Jew or Gentile. It should
surprise no one, therefore, to be toid
that the English Broker is opposed to
Home Rule for lreland. It touches
him in the very sorest and most sensi-
tive part of his anatomy—his pocket
—it sets him in a white heat of rage
agawnst Mr. Gladstone and the Radi
cals, who have no thought of him or
of any diminution of his resources
that may result from the saving of
honest families and the building up of
Irish homes and Irish nationality.
The Jewish brokers are undoubtedly
the most to be pitied of all the fanati-
cal opponents of Home Rule. If we
consider the actual loss to their
revenues, and if they are at all entit-
led to any share of human comnusera-
tion, their case is far tnore deplorable
than that of the Orangemen. The
Orangemen will have everything to
gain from Home Rule that Catholics
expect. Their material interests will
be vastly improved, therr manufac-
tures will ,bs enc uraged. and their
commerce and trade greatly facilitated
and improved. They will be allowed
avery privilege, except that of a dom-
ineeringascendancy over their Catholic
neighbors. In fact, the Jews and
Brokers of Londun must be set Gawn
as the only possible sufferers by the
granting of Home Rule to Ireland.

Manuitoba Schools.

The April number of Knox College
Monthly contains an excellent uarticle
on the Manitoba School Question,
which deserves more than a passing
notice, and entitles its writer, the
Rev. Mr. Farquharson, to the thanks
of all interested.

The fact that Catholics are taxed on
bebalf of schools which Protestants
alone can patronize, while they are,
in addition, providing schools for the

education of their own children, raises
in the mind of the writer the queation
whotlior there is not a sceming injustice.
** Unless the very bost reasons can be
advanced for auch a tax it ought not
to be levied for a single day. The four
that Catholios would be asking more
and moro is not a reason, because we
wotld do well if wo made o just settle-
mont of the question before us."” le
the demand contrary to the conscience
of Crotestants © No, thoy do not ask
them to chungo their faith, or even
their system of oducation. Even sup-
posing this demand of Catholics wore
unreasonable, the religion of Protest
ants does not oblige them to oppose it.
“The cause of our Lord never yet
suffered from the willingness of His
followers to surrendor their rights.”
But this demand is not so unreason-
able —that twenty five per cent. of a
province should be set free from o tax
of whose benefit they cannot avail
themsolves. A question meets us
here . why cannot Catholics avail
thomselves of tba public school ? The
real reagon is that Roman Catholies
believe that rducation gseparated from
religious instruction is only a question-
able good, and this means the teach-
ing of as rauch dootrine as the child is
vapable Jf grasping. * It is, therefore,
no sraall grievance for a man holding
this view to bave the difficulties of
maiutaining the class of sohools which
he deems by far the best greatly
increased by a tax-collector, armed
with the suthority of the law, seizing
the means which he had intended to
expend on the maintena..ce of the
school of his choice to apply it to
maintain schools in which he bas little
faith.” In this argument, adds the
wiiter, we mayquarre] with the Roman
Catholic premises, but we cannot deny
that the conclusion is rightly drawn.
As to the matter taught in schools,
the question of bhistory 18 always a
sensitive one—and it is impossible to
“ have a school in which Protestant
senliment prevails so conducted that
nothing offensive to Roman Cathnlics
will be taught.” DBut even if nothing
were taught offensive to Catholics, a
system, without religion is defective.
This defect cannot be supplied by the
principle of love for man; for this
principle, divorced from the higher
one, even supreme love of God, is ever
balting and uncertain in its action.
«If he (the Catkolio) places the doc
trines of s Church, its catechism, &ec.,
where we place morality, and that too,
as, in his opinion, in the only way in
which morality can be taught success-
fully, is he so far astray ir spurning
all other schools, and clinging alone
to those where alone itis teaching can
be had 2** 1t might have been asserted
that the country was Protestant before
Catholic Emancipation was passed,
butCatholics having the same right
of sufirage as Protestants a full
ghare of influence in the government
of the country must be conceded to
them. Manitoba is not Protestant in
the sense that all its inhabitants are
Protestants, nor in the sense that
Protestants contribute all the revenue.
Roman Catholics contribute their
share; and what right have Protes-
tants to say that no part of the public
funda raised for educational purposes
shall be expended in accordance with
the views of Roman Catholics ? The

very ground upon whioh the theory nof
taxation rests is that all taxes nro
raised for the bonefit of him for whom
they aro collected, and that they are
oxpended in accordanco with his
dogires.

Whether the parent conducts the
education of the child directly, or
indirectly through the medium of a
teachor, ho 18 responsible before God
* ag to the method of instruction, nye,
and its matter as well. It is most

sincerely to bo hoped that no despot-
iem of domooratic government will
intorfere with a mun's right to cducate
his ohildren 1n accordance with lus
own views. Ths signs of such o
calamity are not wanting The fact
that one partioular view is that of the
majority 18 no guaranteo that it is not
despotism. Where is the safeguard
for the nuanonty ? Beforu the State
all ohurches are equal, It is, thure-
fore, the State's duty to respect all
irreconcilable differences with regard
to education, and, as far as possible,
put all parties on an equal footing—a
plan which is all the easier carried
oat, as only two classes are needed tu
satisfy the people. Why should not
these systems of education be permit-
ted to work side by side, on an equal
legal footing, until experience demon-
strates, beyond gainsaying, which 18
the better 2

The writer concludes his well
reasoned acticle by asking whether,
at the present time, it is wise ** for
the Protestant majonty of a pruvince
to enact & school law which mus.
everntually throw Roman Catholice on
the defensive against all things Pro-
testant 2 < It is better, far,” he
thinks, * to speak now, to speak at all
times, 1n love 8 gentle tones than in
law’s harsh accents.” We join most
heartily in that thought, which cught
to be a watchword for every true lover
of Canada.

Comment upon the whole article s
unnecessary.

That I will not
vote for, support, or aesist by means of
any kind whatever any person or
persons seeking election for the Par-
liament of Canada, legislature of
Ontario, city councils, or township
councils, or any office in the gifts of
the said parliaments or councils ; but,
on the contrary, will do my utmost to
prevent the el ction to the said parlia-
ments or councils of any person or
persons of the Roman Catholic faith,
unless I have first obtained the written
certificato of Committee * A " of this
Association. That I will not marry
or give in marriage any member of my
family with a Roman Catholic family,
and will disinherit any member of
my family who intermarries with a
Roman Catholic without first obtain-
ing a certificate from the said Com-
raittee ¢ A."”

All employing of, or employment by,
Roman Catholies ; all selling of prop-
erty to, or purchase from, Roman
Catholics is likewise forbidden.

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CARDINAL VASZARY,

Tha French papers contain addi-
tional particulars of the recent attompt-
ed assassination of his Eminenco
Cardinal Vaszary, Prince Primate of
Hungary and Archbishop of Gran.
The prelate's assailant,Michaet Csolics,
had been oleven years in the service
of Cardinal Simor as butler. During
the vacancy in the Archiepiscopal See
three hundred bottles of wine disap
peasred.  Csolics, not having been
able to account for them, was dismissed
a year ago by tho steward. Feigning
innocence, after several attempts to
get back, he resolved to be revenged
and bought a large kitchen knife,
which, well sharpened. he concealed
in his pocket. It was with this he
tried to assassinate the Cardinal who
was standing up. The noise of the
struggle with the secretary, Rev. Dr.
Kohl, who threw himself between his
Eminence and <Tsolics, attracted
another young priest, Faiher Vargha,
who was awaiting an audience in an
adjoining room and who, being
very vigorous, succeeded, not without
difticulty, in wresting Dr. Kohl from
the grasp of his adversary and seiring
the terrible cutlauss. When the two
ecclesiastics gave Csolics into the cus-
tody of the servants who had mean-
wlule rushed forward, he turned to-
wards the Cardinsl and exclaimed :
“Jt was for your Eminence it was
intended,” **You wanted then to
assassinate the Prinen Frimate 3"
asked Father Vargha. * Yes,” re-
plied Csolics; I wanted to kill the
Prince Frimate.” It was only then
Dr. Kokl saw that he himself was
wounded. After taking s few steps,
he fell from weakness, saying : *¢ That
man has wounded me.” The courage-
ous priest had received five stabs, two
of which placed his life in danger
Csolics told the officers of justice that
his crime was premeditated, and that
he was determined to renew the
attempt. From various symptoms it
was concluded that Lo was mentally
deranged. The news created the
greatest excitement in Austria and
Hungary. The Emperor Francis
Joseph hastened to telegraph his con-
gratulations to the Cardinal. All the
Ministers, a large nomber of the
members of both Chambers, the civil
and military authorities, and several
people of prominence cslled early at
the primatial pslace to pay their re-
spects and express their sympathy to
Mgr. Vaszary. The Rov. Dr. Kohl1s
a religtous of the Martinsberg Convent
whem Monsiguor Vaszary attached to
his person after his elevation to the
primacy. It was with the greatest re-
gret Lo guitted bus monastery. It
neecded all bis affection for the Father
Abbot, become & prince of the Church,
to make bim exchange s calm and
happy life in the mdst of bis stundents
and his books for an existence entirely i
devoted to occupations so little in
accord with his tastes and habits. Hie
condition, without being desperate,
remeains very ser' 1s.

There are (says the Jrish Catkolic)
soveral ideas connected with flowers
and fessts that ars interesting for
their age or their buaunty. Ip some
cases we find flowers dedicated to
saints, or named for them. Thus the
Christmas Roso as it is called, is dedi-
caled to Saint Agoes, and the desd
nettlo to Saint Vincent.  In February
weo find the custom of patting up sprigs
of box, instead of Christmas greens, on
Candlemss ; and these sprigs aro left
up till Easter eve. The snowdrop,
blossoming naxr this time, bas been
called the * Fair Maid of February,”
and thero is an old tradition ‘that
crocuscs blossom befors the dawn of
Ssiot Valentine'sday: bot onr crocusos
have learned betier, and sre brave to
appear a3 thoy do in M

Tho lock of Saint David’s day, the
firgt of March, are for ever asaociatod,

for Saint David is the patron of
Wales and every Welshman then wears
a leek in his hat : ** Nor scorn to wear
the leok upon Saint Davy's day.”

Who needs to be tuld about the
shamrock and Saint [atrick? But
fower, perbaps, aro aware that daffo-
dils are called lent.lily, and that this
bes bosp contracted into lentil, which
wo sometines find used in English
books. Palm Sundsy needs no expls
nation ; but did you ever hear the ane-
mone called the ** pasqus flower,” blos-
soming ns it does at Easter 1

In olden time the milk-wort was
carried in procossion during Rogation
weok, and wao called Rogation flower
and procession-fiowor, The Swias
have a custown of haunging wreaths of
edelweisse, the lovoly flower of the
Alps, over the doors and windows on
Ascension day, or sgometimes the wreath
was mude of amaranth, emblem of im-
mortality. On Saint George's day,
April 23, blue coats wera worn and
hence the harebe)ls, blooming then,
were assigned to Engloud's patron
saint.

May bag more Horal traditions than
conld be chronicled. The ross is the
fower of Whitaunday, blossoming as it
does at that beautiful feast, while the
boz has been associated with Whitsun-
day for bousebold decoration In
Hanover they gather lilies-of-the-val-
ley on \Vhitsunday, and in Russis
girls throw wreaths of flowers in the
waters of the Neva at Whitsuntide, in
memory of their friends.

The pure daisy is probably named
for Saint Margaret of Cortons, its
name being Marguerite or herk-Mar-
garet, and the dear white flower is thus
consecrated to the penitent sinner.
Sweer-William was once Sains-Wil-
lism, called after one of the sainte of
that name, we do not know which;
and the sunflower closes August, being
nicknsmed Saint Bartholomew’s Star.

TheMickeolmasdaisies, thosedeinty,
fize flowers, we all love when the
bloom on the feast of Saint Michael in
September. There is a golden star-
lily called Saint Jerome's lily and the
Passion-flower or Holy-Rood-flower is
natursally tie emblem of Holy Cross
dsay.

There was formerly a custom of
burning heath on All Saint’s day, and
the trumpet-flowered-wood sorrel has
been callod Saint Cecilin's flower, while
the blossom known as love-in-a mist
wss callrd Buint Catbarine’s fower
because of a fancied resemblance to
the spokes of the wheel upon which
sbe was martyred.

Herb-Barbara, or Saint Barbara's
cress, grew and was eaten at the time
of ber fesst December 4; bence its
nzme. And this brings us to Ch.ist-
mss, with its ivy end lacrel and rose-
mary, its evergreens, holly’ and
mistletoe, when all the woods sare
pressed into servico to make church
and home beantiful with the best of

| notare's gifts which the frost bss

spaced. For, as the dear old carol
:ayn -
“Christ was born oa Christmas dav,
Wreathe the bolly, twine the bay.”

The golden jubilee anniversary of
tho consecration of the Church of the
Most Holy Redeemer, Now York, will
be celebrated with great ccremonies
next October.

We take the following from the
Guide to the Orafory, South Kensing-
ton (London), edited by Henry Sebas-
tian Bowden, Priest of the Oratory :

Facing St. Cecilis, in a rich frame of
gilded olouds, and supported by cher-
ubs, 18 a copy of the picture of ** Our
Lady of Good Counsel,” in her famous
shrine at Gepazzan>, near Rome.
»The pious tradition,” to use the
words of Benedict X1V., as to the
origin of this devotion, is as follows :
*In the Fifteenth century, the An-
cient Church of Our Lady of Good
Counsel at Genazzano was being re-
buile at the cost of a devout and aged
widow named Petruccia. Though she
had given her all, her means proved
unequs! to the task, and her under-
taking being brought to a standstill,
Petruccia and her unfinished walls
were an object of universal ridiculé.
Still her courage did not fail ; she had
begun the work for the honor of the
Mother of God, and had no fear but
that our Lady would carry it through.
On Agpril 25, 1457, the feast of Our
Lady of Good Counsel, while malti-
tudes were gazing at the roofless shrine
(it was market day), strains of celestial
harmony were heard, the bells pealed
spontaneously, a white cloud was seen
to settle on the roofless wall of
Petruccia’s Church, and within was
disclosed the picture of Our Lady of
Good Counssl and her Divine Son.
Shouts of *“ Vive Maria * broke forth,
and Pettraccia’s triumph was com-
plete. Ths picture was styied * Ma-
donna del Paradiso,” in the belief that
1t had been painted by the angels who
had brought it o its present site.
Yet another marvel followed : There
arrived two pilgrims, who declared
that this identical picture was from a
shnne of Our Lady at Scutari in
Albania, where, owing to the spread
of Mahommedanism, faith and purity
were alike decaying : that it had been
tronsported across the waters of the
Adnatic, Low, they know not, and
that they too, in soms mjysterious
manner, had been borne in its wake.
At Rome it had disappeared, and they
bad on.; found it now by being
alwav.od to  Genazzano through
iamours of the miracle which had
taken place.”

Such 1s the tradition ; and for four
centuries since the events above nar-
rated are sa:d to have cccarred, the
sanctuary of Genazzana has been a
source of grace and blessing to innu
merable pigrims from every part of
the world. The humble shrine is a
Bathel, where the soul finds hey God,
a Bethsaida, where the Iame and im-
potent have been healed by the Giver
of Life.

Death of a Bistinguished Jesnit.

The death is announced of the dis-
tinguished English Jesuit, Rev. Henry
Coleridge, S. J., younger brother of
the Lord Chief Jastice, which occarred
on Friday at Manresa House Roehamp-
ton, in his 71st year. He was educated
at Eton, and was afterwards elected to
an open acholarship at Trinity College,
Oxford, w. e he took his degree with
first-class honours in classics. While
a young man he became a convert to
the Catbolic Church, and entering the
Society of Jesus, was constantly em
ployed in tuition, or ip the work of
preaching. He was the author of
several religions works included in the
Cuarterly Series issued ifrom the
Rochampten Press. For a long tima
he was rector of the church in Farm
streot. He was a contributor to many
of the reviows on aubjects relating to
scientific research and theology, and
just beforo his death had completed
and publisbed a ‘* Life of Obrist,” tho
last of a long series of theological
works.
