James Kent
HStone, n mnister in the Protestant
Episcopul Church, whose ¢ Invitation
Heeded” gave tho reasons for his
conversion.  All Catholics should join
in a fervent prayer thas the heartfelt
words of the s:intly Leo may have
gimilar effect on tho miude of many.

The Encyclical begins with a grate-
ful acknowledgment of the many
congratulations heaped on him during
his jubileo yeur. Then follows tuo
prayer that all men may beled through
grace of Jesus Christ inte the bonds
of peace and unity— the pagan vations
who know not Christ, the Esstern
peoples who have been led from the
Church by political leaders, and the
heretics of all denominations, who are
brought up in tho errors of their
ancestors and have not seen the light
of truth. The Freemasons aro de-
nounced for iheir secret and open
attempts toeradicato Christianity from
tho life of the century. The Holy
Fatbor deprecates the position of
FEuropean nations in regard to one
another, and laments the continual
necessity of large armies, the growth
of discontent, and the decay of prop: -
submigsion to suthority. He advises
as tho only remedy for tho evils of the
times that nations should accord pro-
per freedom and aszistance to the
Church in its efforts to preserve moral-
ity ond peace ou carth. IL might be
thought that an old man on the venge
of the grave, with bis ieart consumed
by & desire ta proveut the evils be can
see so clearly, would be pessimistic in
hLis nddress. But not so. Leo XIIL
is ong of o line of men who have
coped with a worse condition of affairs
than oven these feithless times present
apd his wholo letter breathes a spirit
of holy confidence in the Bridegroom
with whom all thinga are possible, and
in whoso strength tho apostles of the
world can do all things.

The state of affairs nearer homo ro-
calls tho advice given in another
famous letter of thoe zealous Pontiff,
in tho great strike against Pullman,
which 18 just drawing to a close, both
employer and employed bave shown
the consequences which follow the
neglect of the wisa advice of the Father
of Chnistendom.

This fed to
comphications with” the railway com
panies, und for two weeks scarcely o
car moved on the lines west of the
thio.

arbitration, and the reanlt of the whele
comglization was o loss in property
and wages of millions of dollars.
Moreover, the United States troops
were brought into the contest and
goveral lives were cacrificed in the pre-
servation of order.

On Friday last Mr. Debs and his
agsociates surrendered their position,
and through Mayor Hopkins wuade the
offer to resumo work if the railway
men wera reinstated in therr old posi-
tions. However, they claim a moral
victory, as President (‘loveland intends
to appoint a comnussion of arbitration
ou the provisions of the O'Neill Law.
This commission, though unable to
forco submission to its finding, can
call on the Pullman Company to pro-
duco its books, and thus public opinion
will bo enlightenod on the merits of
tho original grievance. The labor
leaders claim that when this is done,
they will bo justified in the catreme
measurec they lhave been forced to
adopt. However this may bo,itisa

subj.ct of general rejoicing that the |

business of the continent can proceed
on its customary course onco more.

From the consideration of such
scenes wo turn with glad relief to our
own favored land, where the ropresen-
tatives of threo continents have been
in discussion of plans for the peace
and prosperity of the British Colonies.
The Colonial Conference has ended its
gittings, and whother or not they have
accomplished anything practical, the
mecting of representative men from
different lands cannot but be for the
best interests of the Empire. The
delegates attended a banquet in Tor-
onto previous to their going home.
We were especially pleased to see
among the delegates the representative
of Victorin, Mr. Nicholas Fitzgerald
whose solid ability and fine dcli\'er)"
were great sources of both profit and
pleasure to the Conference.

The time at Ottawa has been spent
in tho discussion of the French treaty
of reciprocity n certain hines of goods.
It was ratified by the highest msjority
of the session, as Mir. Laurier and
other Rouges voted in its favor. As
the French do not make the conces
sions on goods entering France by an
indircot route, it is probable that o
lino of ships will bo established be-
tweon Canada and French ports. The
atification of the treaty is a triumph
for Sir Charles Tupper, who was al.
most the sole agent in drawing up tho

l terms.

As o result of the strike m the
Umted Statex nn agitation was com-
menced by a number of members of
Pathiament in Fnglond to bave the
\uatralian raails sent by the C.P.R. in-
stead poing through San Franciseo.
t'ol. Vincent and Mr. Bowles pressed
tho matter on the IHouse, but they
were informed that the railway strike
Lad caused no deloy s tho Australian
nails and it was not the intention of
the Government to make n change.

The Anavchists are atill busy in
Iurope. On Friduy, at the launching
of the new ironclad Carnot, tlanses
were discovered bursting from the
hold.  Soveral arrests buve been
made, and it is reported that onc of
the workmen confessed to havine set
firo to tho vessel. At Barcelona the
Apacchist Franch, who threw the
bomb into a crowded theatro, cynically
confessed his guilt. An Anparchist
plot to blow up several public build-
ings has been discovered in Paria
The French Chamber is even now
passing & vizorous law against Anar-
chists, but unless vigorous interna-
tional action is accomplished it will
only crush the toes of the giant.

The complications ariaing from tho
w. :dor in Ohune of the Corean, Kim
o' Kim, who represcnted the Japanese
it that strange pemnsula, 18 hikely to
leud to war. Japan has landed
10,4C0 troups m Corea, and holds
possession of several towns. The
Chinese residents are tleeing for their
hves, and China 1s preparing to defend
her interests. England and France
aro using diplomatio interference to
prevent a struggle, but it is scarcely
probable that the Japanese will be
casily deterred from adopting horsh
wmeasures to restore their Jost influence.
The Asiatics are not very gool fighters
when thoy oppose European troops,
but & war smuonyg themselves would
probably cause more bloodshed and
horror than a strife in Europe.

Mr. Geo. P. A. Healey perhaps the
most noted protrait painter in the
world, died last week in Chicago at
the advanced age of eighty years.

ILLUSTRIOUS IRISHMEN,

——

Luke Waddlug ¥alnt and fcholar,

Rov. Luke Wadding, whe was one
of the moest emmment of Luropean
scholara of the seventeenth century,
wang born iy Waterford ety in 168K,
1ha fatha, Walter Wadding, was n
prumporoun (llll] l'llll’l’lll'll‘lllg corn nier-
chant, who had wany slups on the
high geas and traded with Vemee,
tienoa and vther suuthern ports.  1lis
mother was a near relative of Poter
Lombard, who was also a native of
Waterfurd, and who Leenme nfterwards
distinguished as a scholar and theolo
gian, and was eventually rawed to the
seo of Armagh. On the gceasion of
his appointment, however, to the
Primacy of All Ircland, Archiushop
Lombard, moxt of whose hfu was spent
on the continent could not return to
tuko possession of lis see, owing to
the persecation and proscription of
Catholic bishops and priests by ligoted
and heretical oftiiala. Luke Wud-
ding's fathier was auxtous that his son
shiould become a smilor, and help im
to extend lus trade; but the young
man had uo desirs fur the hife of
oither a**tur' o1 a wmerchant. He
had a higher und a hohier ambition—
that of devoting whatever talents and
energy hie possussed to the service of
Giod’s Church. He wus encouraged
in his vocation by lus mother, who
was a sincerely pous lady. His
fathier, onco convmeed that Luke
really desired to become a priest,
offered huu every facility for attainng
to that high diginty.

Unable to obtum an ecclesiastical
trmimng 1 Ireland, e went abroad at
the age of 14. The Insh College of
Lisboun, Portugal, opened 1t3 doors to
the young Levite. lHero he com.
menced his plulosophical studies and
surroudings which awoke all the
poetry of bns mystic and enthusiastic
goul. A blue southern sky was ro-
flected, as 1 a mirror, 'n tho watersg
of tho azure bay on the slopes leading
down to which the college itself was
situated, flanked by golden vineyards
in the autumn, and in summer by
parterres of roses, and guarded in the
rear by orange and olive groves, the
aroma of which, minghing with that of
the flowersang the ozone of a southern
sen, stole n fragrantly through the
half-open window of the student’s cell,
and gave him, as he afterwards said,
* his first foretaste of heaven.” His
vocaticn inclining towards a member-
ship of one of the great religious
orders, he subscquently entored the
Franciscan convent of Matozinos, near
Oporto, where, after he Lad passed
through the usual curriculum, he was
ordained priest. After his ordination
ho was sent to the College of ('oimbra,
where the famous ** 1. K, 1..” of Kil.
dare and Leighlm, Dr. Doyle, studied
a few generations afterwards. Here
he was professor ot ecclesiastical bis-
tory. While holding this position he
perfected himself in the nowledgo of
canon law and theology, and bhad
elready won at sn early age a Euro.
pean reputation for scholarship —
thanks to the learned pamphlets that
used to emanate pertodically from his
gifted pen. He also acquired a mas
tery of Spanigh, DPortuguese and
Hebrew, and for several years occupied
the pulpit of the cathedral of Coimbra,
from which he addressed his congre-
gations in the choierst and most
eloquent Portuguese.

With the consent of hisecclesiastical
superiors, and at the request of the
bishop of Carthegena, he left Coimbra
for Rome in 161X, accompanied by the
Intter prelate, who bad nominated him
hig chaplain. The bishop's mission
to the Eternul City was for the pur-
pose of investigating at the fountain
head in the Vatican library the vexed
problem of tho Immaculate Concep-
tion of the Blegsed Virgin, a question
which was ther., and was always, a
matter of debate between churchmen
until it was solved by the late Pio

Nong, who dvelared it er cathalra o
dogma of the church on Deo, 8, 1444,
The bishop of Carthagenn was ageisted
Ly FFather Wadding in his researches
among the archives of tho Vatican.
After o long aid labortous investiga-
tion both ceclesinaties came to the
eonclnaion that the majority of the
fathiera and other theologieal echiolars
were fervent behiovera in tho stainless
canceptinn of the Mother of God.

AMter this work of piety was con
cluded Fathir Wadding becume an
inmate of th. Iranciscan convent of
St. Peter in Mouterio, in the chur-h
attached to which were interred tho
ushes of (¥Neill and O'Donnell, the
gallant  ohivftuns of Ulster. This
edifico stands on the summit of the
Janteulum, and commands a fine viow
of tho city and the Alban hills in
in iho distance. It is also adjacent to
tho Dorio temple plunned by the
famous architect Bramante, and erect-
ed over the cxuct spot— so tradition
says—where St. Peter was cruoified
head downwards, as o penalty for his
charpionship of Christ.

The next impor‘ant event in Father
Wadding's life was the founding of the
Irish Franciscan Convent of St Isidore
in Rome. In 1621 threo Spanish
friars made application to the then
reigning Pontiff, Gregory V., for
authorization to vrect an hospico for
their brethren on the Pincian Hitl.
The permission having been granted
they attempted to raim funds for the
erection of a cruciform church, por
tions of the walls of which were
already built, but failed. In this crisis
the superior general of the Franciscan
arder had recourse to Luke Wadding,
who was then one of the most infiu
entinl pereonages in the city of Rome.
Father Wadding consented to under-
tako the work himself on the under-
standing that a college would be
attached to the hospicy for the ex
clusive education of Luvites for the
Irish mission. Ile secured the warm
approbation of Urban VIII. for the
project. ‘The Pope and other ecclesi-
astical digmtaries, mcluding several
cardinals, helped hun finanaally in
the undertaking, with the result that
a stately edifice, comprising a church,
a Franciscun convent and u college,
waa built on the sumamt of the Pincian
Hill, not uite a thousand yards away
from the present Piazza di Spagna.
Luke Wuadding msdoa present of 5000
volumes to the hbrary of the new
establishment. Authorized by the bull
of institution given lim by Pope
Urban, he gathered into one fold in
the building on the Pincian Hill muny
of the Frauciscun monks of Irish
birth who were then scattered all over
Europe.

It was in lus luble cell in St
Isidore, winther ke removed his
household goods from the monastery
of St. Pietro, that Father Wadding
wrote the greut literary work of lus
hife, assisted by three brother mnnks,
Fathers Ponce, Bickey and Harold.
This work, which was wntten
Latin, and was entitled ** Anpals of
the Frauciscan Urder,” was undertaken
by bim in obedience to the cownmand
of the superior general. Having,
through his intimnate Iriendship with
the then raigning lope, his entres
into the Vatican library, as he had
with & previous Pontiff that helped
him in lng researches on the Immacu-
late Conception, he spent hours daily
transeribing documents bearing on the
history which be was commissioned to
write. He sabsequentlytravelled over
Europe in search of further material,
visiting the hbraries of DBrussels,
Perugip, Padua, Neples and Assissi,
whero le gleaned inforination about
the order from old musty parchments,
some of which had lain covered with
dust and wreathed with cobwebs on
tho shelves for years. Several of the
more ancient of Franciscan monas.
teries luaned him MS. memoirs of
their superiors as well as records of
their past. When he had gathered
sll these documents together they
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weighed soveral tons, and lind to bo
transported to Romo in a wagon
‘This initial or proparatory atage bving
over - -it had ocoupind ten years of his
hfo—ten more years were spent in
writing tho * Annals,” with tho assis.
tance of the monks already referred
to. At lnat whon the seriesof volumes
nppenred from the printing press they
woro bouglit up by thousands of eccle
siastics, by scores of universities and
hundreds of colleges.  1Ioe was congra-
tulated by the Popo and other promi-
nent church dignituries on the mnr-
vellous guccess of his contribution to
I'ranciscan lore. He was now vegarded
as the moat brillinnt intolleotunl star
of the ordor to which Lo belonged.
Yet with tho modesty of a sincere
Christian ho attributed any mucrits
which the ** Annals ** possessed te the
three monks who assisted him in his
labors.

Another proof of Fathor Wadding's
retiring disposition and self-dvprecia-
tion is instanced in the fuct that when
ho heard that s number of highly
wftueniial frionds were putting their
sigunture to a petition to the ope,
praying the latter to orcate him a
cardinal, he induced ono of the partics
connected with tho affair to intercept
the document before it could reach
the hands of his Holiness. And yet,
though PFather Wadding considered
himself unworthy of the honor, there
were few ccclesiastics of that day who
merited as much as he tho red cap.

** All this time, " writes the historian
Ware, ** ho grew into such authority,
and the world had such an opinion of
hts wisdom, dexterity, industry and
his goud fortune in transacting busi
ness, that every person was foud of
consulting his advico on different
matters.”

‘Lhroughout all these years he was
not forgotful of the interests of the
land of his birth, Like St. Columba
in Jona, hig eyes were never weary of
striving to catch a glimpse in dreams
of the beautiful isle of the west. Dur-
ing the period mn which ho was
engaged on his ¢ Annnls ' there was
no hope for the political and religious
[reedom of his country. Now, now-
ever, in 1642, when English parties
were figuratively cutting each others'
throats, the opportunity for an armed
insurrection came for Iretund, and
with 1t the man, in the person of Owen
Roe O'Neill, who was the friend and
fellow-exile of Father Wadding, The
Iatter threw himsel{ with all the ardor
of his patriotic nature into the move-
ment that was inaugurated under the
shadow of the spiro of St. Canices
Cathedral, Kilkenny, where the con-
federation was cstablisbed. He was
appointed by the council of that body,
which was Ireland's real Parliament
Just then, Irish agent in Rome, and
its accredited representative at the
Vatican and other Catholic Luropean
courts. Tins period of his life was
the most active. Ho travclied all over
Europeonce more—interviewing Cath-
ulic kings and statesmen, andinducing
several of them to lena a friendly hand
to the Irish cause. Hundreds of Irish
officers and thousands of Irish soldicrs
were dispatched by him to Ireland.
He collected funds from the various
Catholic governments {or that object,
and he was, moreover, the medium
through which the arms and ammuni-
tion were supplied to Owen Roe, the
victor of Denburb, and bis gallant
troops. Uwen's death by poison, how-
ever, crushed the high hopes of Father
Wadding ; and the subsequent Orom-
wellian burnings and massacres of
innocent Irish women and children
filled lus soul with anguist, Yet up
to tho moment of his death, which
occurred some years afterwards, he
never ceased to work and toil for the
liberty of kis native land. Like many
other Irishmen he tried loyally to cut
the gordian knot that bound her to
Jier ruthless anti-Oatholic oppressor,
but tried in vain. The sorrow he folt

over this disappointment is said to
have hastened hig demise,

Ilis romaing were Intorred under n

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A PRELATE IN THE WILDERNESS.

Archbishop Tachio was 22 years of
ago beforo ho sot lis foot in tha North.
west, At tho tumoof his arrival thero
tho country was n silent wilderness, in
which some wandering tribes of
Indians and a fow scoro of white men
mndo their homes. Ho lived to wit
ness & shabby fortress on tho Red
River blossom into w 1 important oity,
and to seo civilization spread her in-
fluences over all the vast territories
that wero onco inelnded within his
diocesan bounds. The Archbishop was
n descendant of Verondryo, that sturdy
oxplorer who mudo his way into North
wostern Cangsda when the wholn coun
try west of tho Ottawa River was
practically an unkvown land. \Vhat-
over hardships Yerendrye oxperienced
thoy could not have bean excceded by
thoso of tho young Father Tacho when
llw 1m'rn.'ed m tho Red River Valley in
846.

He was consumed with zeal, and the
prospect of performing the sligh'est
gervico for g soul within his care was
suflicient to enguge him in journoys of
hundreds of miles, oven in the depth
of winter. Almost s soon as he arrived
at St. Boniface he was commissonod
to nccompnny Rev, L. Lafleche, now
Bishop of Three Rivers, to Isloa la
Crosse, a thousand miles away. The
Journoy was a most trying one, ocou-
pying two months in tho performance.
The zeal of the young missionary is
illustrated by the fact that on his
arrival lie heard of an Indian chiof
who was lying at the point of death at
Lac Vert, some 90 miles away. He
immediately set out for the deathbed
of the savage, and was in time to ad-
minster tho rito of baptism. On his
return, after four days’ rest, he under-
took tho voyage to Lake Caribou, 860
miles east of Isle a la Crosse, and was
the first who ever reached that deso-
late sput to announce the gospel of
peace. T'here he instructed and bap-
tized soveral poor Indians. His next
missionary expedition was to Atha-
basca, On his way thither he was
warned of the fierce aud savage char-
acter of the Indian tribes who fre.
quented that reaion, but nevertheless
ho pursued his weary journey of 400
miles to the end. In ths course of
three weeks he baptized 194 Indisn
children of the Cree and Chippeweyan
tribes. His iravels were through the
wilderness, where no roof offered
shelter. Aftor o long day's walking
through deep snow, or running behiud
a dog sled, with nothing to appease
his hunger but the unpalatable pem-
mican, he had to seck repose on the
ground. In 1851 he was called to
France and raised to the cpiscopate.
After a ghort residence in Rome he re-
turned to his charge. Ho bas him-
self, The Winnipey Free Press says, left
8 vivacious account of his dutics at
this period :

+¢ My opiscopal palace is twenty feat
in length, twenty in width and seven
in beight. Tt is built of logs cemented
with mud, which, howaver, is not im-
permeable, for the wind and the rain
snd other aimospheric annoyances
find easy access through its walla,
Two windows of six small paues of
glass lighten the principal apartment,
and two pieces of parchment complete

* the rest of the luminary system. In
this palace, though at first glance
everything locks mean and diminu-
tive, & character of neat grandeur,
novertheless, porvades the whole estab.
lishmont. Yor instance, my Secre-
{ary is no less a pevson than a Bishop,
my valet do chambro is also a Bishop,
my cook himself iz sometimes a
Bishop. The illustrious employees
bhave countless defects, but their
attachment {o my person endearsthem
to me, and I cunnot help looking at
thom without a feeling of satisfaction.
\When they grow tired of their do-
mestio employments I put them all on
tho road, and going with them, I
strive to n.xake them cheery.”

Ho also gives a picture of his estab-
lishment on the march ns followa:

* The entiro housebiold of lus Lord
ship is en route, with two Indinns and
a halfbreed, who conducts a team of
four dogs. Tho team 18 Inden with
cookimi,utonmla. bedding, & wardrobe,
a portable altar and its fittngs, a food
bagket and other odds and ends. His
Lordship puta on a pair of snowshoes,
wlich aro from threo to four feet i
length, roal episropal pantotles, per-
fectly adapted to the fine tissuo of
white curpot on which ho hns to walk,
moving with more or less rapudity,
according to tho muscular strength of
tho traveller. Towards ovemng tius
strongth cquals zoro; tho march is
suspended, and tho opiscopal party 1s
ordered to halt, An hour's lqur suf.
ficos to propare a mansion wherein
his Lordship will ropose till the next
morning. The bright, wlite snow 18
carefully romoved, and branches of
troos are sproad over tho cleared
ground. Thoy form the ornamental
ooring of tho new palace ; tho sky 18
its lofty roof ; the moon and stars are
its brilliant lamps; the dark pne
forests on tho boundless hornzon its
sumptuous wainecoting. The four
dogs of the team are its sentinels ; the
wolves and tho owls preside over the
musical orchestra; hunger and cold
givo zost to tho joy oxperienced at the
sight of the preparations which are
being mudo for the evening banquet
and tho night's repose. The chulled
and stiffened limbs bless tho mereiful
warmth of the kindled pile, to which
the gianta of thie forest have supplied
abundant fuel. Having taken posses-
gion of their mansion, the proprictors
partake of & cominon ropast ; the dogs
aro tho first served, then comes his
Lordship’s turn: his table is his
knees ; the table service conasists of a
pocket-knife, a bowl, a tin plate and a
five-pronged fork, which is an old
family beirloom. The Benedicite
omnis opera is pronounced. Nature
is too grand and beautiful in tho midst
even of all its trying rigors for us to
forgot its author; therefore, during
theso encampnents our hearts becawe
filled with thoughts that are solemn
and overpowering. We feel it, then,
to be our duty to communicate such
thoughts to the companions of our
journvy, and to invite them to love
Bim by whom all tbose wonderful
things we beheld around us wero
made, and to give thanks to Him from
whom all blessings flow. Having
rendered our homage to God, Mon.
seigneut’s ¢ valet de chambre ! removes
from his Lordship’s shoulders tha
overcoat which he has worn during
the day, and, extending it on the
ground, calls it a mattress; his cap,
his mittens and his travelling bag pass
in the darkness of the night for a
pillow ; two woollen blankets under-
take the task of protecting the Bishop
from the cold of the night, and of
preserving the warmth necessary for
his repose, Lest they should fail in
such offices, Providence comes to
their aid by sending a kindly little
layer of snow, which spreads a pro-
tecting mantle, without distinction,
over all alike, DBenoszth fts white
folds sleep iranquilly the prelate and
his suite, reposing in their calm slum-
bers from the fatigues of the previous
day, and gathering strength for the
journey of the morrow, never dream-
ing of the surprise that some spoiled
child of civilization would experience
if, lifting this snow mantle, he found
lying beneath it Bishop, Indians, the
four dogs of the team, ete.”

Leading a life of such hardship, it
is little wonaw that the Archbishop's
bealth should at longth give way. in
1860 he began to experience an abate-
ment of his powers of endurance, and
from 1872 till the time of his death
he was scldom a moment freo from
pain. His was a noblo life of toil,
sufferinz and self-abnegation in the

cause of humanity and Christianity.—
Globe,

Romo timo ago Rov. Washington
tiladdon, ID.D., su ominent Onn.grog’n-
tioualist minister, wroto an article in
tho Century Mayazine, criticiving and
condemning the Awerican Protective
Association. Tho main charges by Dr.
Gladden wero that tho A.P. A, made it
the duty of its members to provent
Roman Qatholics from enjoying poli-
tical and social rights, to which thoy
havo a claim, in common with tho rest
of the community ; and that as a
means of stirring up Protostant hos-
tility against Roman Catholics, they
had published forged documents, in tho
form of an alleged papal encyclical and
other statowments, said to be by Catholio
authorition, but which wora not auth.
entic,

In tho July Century, the Rov. Adam
Fawcott, of Columbus, Ohio, tho Su
premo Vice-Prosidenc of the A. P. A
order, replies to Dr. Gladden, His
main points aro that the A. P. A, is
political and not a religious sssocistion,
aud interferes with 1o ono's religien;
that thero is need of such an organiza.
tion to oppose Romanisw ; and that,
while Dr. Gladden alleges that theso
forged documents, designed to excite
hostility agsinst Roman Clatholics
wero published in A. P. A. organs, the
A.P.A, hay no organg.

Dr. Gladden, in bis rejoinder to Mr.
FFawcott, intimates that this statement
about the A.1%.A. having no orgaus, is
a quibble, in comwon use .o avoid
responsibility for what is said iu papers
that ave as much the orzans of the A.
P.A. as the political papers aro organa
of their respective partics. Dr. Glad-
den raakes good this position ogainst
Mer. Fawcott, as will be scen from the
following statesents.  Ho suys :

“As for the Rov, Adam Fawcett, it is
casy to teat his veracity. Ile says that the
A.D.A. has no organs. This i» & quibble to
which these defenders all resort.  An order
which endeavors to zonocual its own existence
in not likely to have any ackoowledged
ofticial newspaper. But there aro scorcs of
newspapers all through the West which are
just as much orgaus of the A. P. A, as any
Rtepublican or Democratic nowapaper is tho
organ of its party. One of thoro is publish-
ed in Columbus. It is tho Columbus Record,
Io its issuoc of August 2, 1593, undor tho
heading *Very Lncouraging Worde,’ is
printed in doubls-leaded type, thefollowing :

The Rev. Adam Fawcett knew when he
sigaed this cndoreement of the Record that
the *Rneyclical,’ and tho * Instructions to
Catholics’ bad been appearing for some
months, nearly every weck 1a tho columns
of this newspaper.

Fawoett of belioving thexe documenta to be

enuine, Ho is a member of the School

It was certainly rather barefaced for
the Supreme Vice:Prosident to deny
that the A.P.A. was responsible for
the publication of these forged docu-
ments and falso statements, when he
knew that these things were published
in the very paper that ho hiwmself had
endorsed and commended a8 an A.P.A.
paper, tbat had been an iwportant
factor in promoting the prosperity of
the order.— Christinn Guardian.

Standing on the lawn at * Vallima,”
the residonce of Robert Lonis Steven-
son in Samos, and looking at his
splendid mansion with its park-like

surroundings, it is almost impossible
to realize that years ago this delightful

In liou of
tho stately mansion and beautiful park,
gigantio trees, linked together by
tough vinre and innumerablo creeping
plants, fiourished luxuriously, and the
placo was raxely trodden by tho foot
of man. Now all is changed. Wild
pature 18 replaced by ordered civiliza-
tion ; smooth green lawns, in places
bright with flowers, spread thomsolves
boforo us, Groves of bananaa ave seon
on tho ono band, their bright greou
loavea flashing in the sunshine, on the
other pino apples acd other tropical
fruite. On tho doep verandah that
surrounds tho houso on all sides may
perhaps appear a slight figuro dressed
in tho light and airy attiro affected by
dwollera in the tropics. White tlanoel
shirt and trousers, the foot bare and
ovor all perhaps a light Japanesn
kimons, confined at the waist by a red
silk saah. The dolicately formed fea-
tures, bearing slight traces of past
sicknees, and tho brilliant dark eyes
that light up at overy wild fancy or
rare conceit, aro easily recognized as
thoso of Robert Louis Stovenson, the
magician who, by a stroko of his wand,
has caused the imponctrable forest to
disappear, and in its place ‘has bailt
himself a lordly ploasure house,” filled
with all the luxurics of our ninoteenth
contury civilization. Tho simple native
admitted to view theso treasures is at
a loss for words to express his wonder
and adiniration, and rogards their pos-
sessor as & superior being ; but men of
the Eoglish-speaking race know that
he has done even moro wonderful
things, For bas he not created gallant
Allan breek, with trusty David Balfour
and Will of the Mill, Princo Otto, and
a host of other delighful characters?
And does he not still from time to
time send forth from his island home &
masterpicco to astonish tho world?
Robert Louis Stevenson ceme to
Samoa four years ago. Weary with
long wanderings among the islands of
the Pacific, he determined to settle
down aud make for himself a per.
manent abiding place, Snmon appeared
to bim as the Promised Land. This
is hardly to be wondered at for the
climate approachea perfection and the
acenery is lovely beyond description.
The novelist has oblained a great
ascendancy over the inhabitants, who
have always possessed a certain civili-
zation aud are a fine race, with grace-
ful manners and amiable disposition.

Rev. Father Deds
worth, C.58.R., preachied an eloquent
serton on the text, ** Give me thy
Heart," from the book of Proverbs, of
which the following is a summary :

Now, my dear Sisters, Giod requires
the gift of the heart from every man.
He has created ug for Himself and He
desires us to give ourselves to Him,
He says to the chiristian in the world
as we]’l as the Rcligious * Give Me
your heart,” but Hle expects, and has
a right to oxpect, fromn the Relygious
a more perfect gift than what le
receiver from those in the world,

You have now to-day, mny dear
Sisters, some of you becomo the
Spouses of Christ for life, others have
professed their intention snd their
desire to become 1is life vow Spouses,
they have not accepted the Vows for
a year or 8o, being only desirous to
make them for their life, God wills it
to test their virtue, to test their spirit
of Perfection - if they made their Vows
for only u ehort time 1 feel sure it was
no want of will on their part, they
would have desired and they long to
take their Vows for lifo—others have,
as it were, engaged themselves to their
Heavenly Spouse by receiving His
Livery, the Livery of 1lis service if yca
will, but also the bridal garment of the
Spouse, that with the Graces God has
given you to day, tho Grace which is
civen comparatively to so few, the
Grace of a Religious Vocation to this
Order of the Precious Blnod, you must
give to God your full heact, for surely
He deserves it.

Christ, our Spouse, has, as God and
man all that we could desire in »
Spouse. He is the most faithful
among the children of men, He can
love us as no other can love us, be
cause being God IHe can love cach one
of usinfinitely as if we alunewerein the
world. We huve divided our affections
between different objects of this dross
world, but God being Infinite, He, as
I said, can love each one of us as if we
alone existed in the world. He is
thinking of us from worning to night,
and from night to morning—HisEar is
ever open to our prayers—Hig Eyes are
ever gazing upon us and His Sacred
Heart i ever yearniug for the love of
our hearts. His Love has been from
all eternity—there was never a mo-
ment as long as God was God, and
that is from Eternity, that God has
not thought of and loved each one of
us, and if wo are only fuithfu) to Him
then He will, and has promised to
continue to love us for all Eternity.
But what does He ask of us, and
especially of the Religious? I say
again, He will be content with nothing
but the gift of the whole heart. He
will not take willingly a part of our
hearts, He must have them all,

But, you may perliaps ask, does
God require us to bo perfect before we
take the religious vows ? If this were
the case why then no one would
dare to approach the altar to make
his or her vows. God dues not re-
quire perfection, but what He does
require is the gift of the heart.

Now we find in the world there are
certain obstacles in the gift of the
heart and these obstacles are, the
wealth of the world, our own self-will

oty =

and our perverse passions.  Ono
might ask, why docs one make tho
vows of religion when wishing to aim
at perlection. No doubt perfection
has been attained without tho vows,
but no perlection has over been
obtained without tho practice of theso
virtues.

No one has ever reached Heaven
who was uot obedient, No one lus
over been saved who was not mortified,
Now we tako religious vows and pro
mise to keep them until death in order
to removo the obstucle that has been
m the way of our giving our heart to
Giod, and then secondly, in order to
malo & most pleasing sacrifico to God,
we give up all wo possess. By the
vow of poverty wo remove this obstaclo
because the vow of povorty will enablo
us 0 practise tho virtue of poverty.

‘Then tho caro of tho things of this
world is a great obstaclo in the way
of perfection. By the vow of povorty
wo give up all wo possess. Still we
aro assured that wo shall havo tho
littlo that Gou wills us to have, nud
wo can have that without troublo or
anxiety and then we can offer to God
whatever wo possess, make this a
present to IHim as you have done.
Say to God, * You gave it to me and
yot I give it back to You for the lovo
of Thee."

Then we all have our self-will,
which is tho root of all evil in a certain
scnse and we sacrifice this by
obediecnce. We are willing to be
ruled by those whom God has placed
over us, We hiaten to God and we
belicve what He has said, “ Thoso
who hear you, hiear Mo, when speaking
to the Church and to lawful superiors,
Thercfore in religion by vow and
virtue of obedience wo get over anothier
great obstacle to our salvation and
perfoction. And then as you well
know, we offer to God by obedience
that which 13 muoet desr to man, his
will and lus judgment. Then by this
vow of obedience we acquiro real
liberty of tho chuldren of God. Self
will is the slave—holy obedience is
perfect liberty.,  Self-will is the liberty
of license, is liberty in obeying the
passions, in obeymng the human re-
spect, in beinyg slaves of the bodics,
ideas of the will being a slave of our
own perverse judga.ent, is this liberty ?
Surely not.

We are free when every obstacle is
removed but to tho attainment of the
great end for which God hus crented
us, and by Holy Obedicnce wo re
move these obstacles as fur as possible
and therefore wo gain the freedom of
the Chuldren of God.

Then we have vur poor miserable
passions to wlich so many in the
world are slaves. These passions
we try to subdue by the Vow of
Chastity and of mortificution. By
the virtue of purity then you have
offered to God what is most pre
cious to man, namely, lus liberty, the
false liberty, in order to gam true
love. You have offered to God the
poor dross of this world, which is call
ed wealth, to obtain in return in tlug
world the peaco of the Children of
God, and in the next world to obtain
tho cternal joys of Heaven,

You have offered 10 God these sacri-
fices in satisfaction of the senscs that
you may not bo aslave to them in this
world, that they may not trouble your
conscience nor interfcre with the
actions of the intellect and soul, and
in the next world that your body may
bo satisfied fully by the jovs that God
will give to the bodies of t..0s¢ who
aro saved.

Bui, I say again, it 18 not enough
simply to make the vows, we must
give our hearts to God. It is not
necessary to be perfect, but there must
be the sincere desire of becoming per-
feet. There are tvo laws—tho law of
perfection, and the law of imperivction,
The law of imperfection has thousands
of different degrees, but it consists in
the voluntary attachment to some sin,
no matter how small,and as longas the
heart of the Religious is attached to

VU

one little habitual fault, that Religious
has not given Ler heart to God—sho
may bo good, sho may be hoaly, but
there is a part of her heart sho 18 keep.
ing for horsolf, and tho saints say that
such A Religious will mako but little
advauco in the way of perfection. If
aguin that fault is voluntary and
Liabitual, then what does it provo ? It
proves that the will is not fully given
to God, thore is a resorve, and (od
wants our wholo heart—* 'hou shalt
love Thy Lord, Thy God, with thy
wholo heart,” not part of 1t, not re
sorve ono little part of our hearts for
ourselves or thu world. I say if wo so
desire, sincerely desire, ardontly seck
to obtain this perfect nmon with tho
Sacred Heart of Our Lord, then wo
can, aud then weo shall make strides
1 the way of perfeotion.

Why some do naot advanco—thoy
may dio to the world, thoy may not
commit any great s, but they reserve
i their hearts some hitlo attachment
wiich the world would Juugh at, but
God is Jealous of the lcarts of His
Spouscs, what Ho would pass over
perhaps in the world He will not puss
over with you,

Recollcct, my dear Siators, there-
fore that that littlo attachment which
the world would look on us a mero
scruplo, as some unnecessary distarb-
ance of the soul, our jealous Spouse
will not be satisfied unless we ro-
nounce it.

Thero is a differenco then in being
perfect and accopting the law of per.
feetion. There may be frequently per
haps a fault committed, but yet that
is not habitual, which does not come
from the heart, which comes in a mo-
ment of temptation, but the heart is
not with that sin and hence the heart
not being with that sin, the moment
that it is done an act of Contrition can
be mde and the heart will be restored
to its former purity.

Let us give our hearts to God, say
* 0 Lord I have now engaged mysclf
to your holy service, later on I hinpo
to become your holy Spouse—I hawe
little to give you of things of this
world, hut even if 1 had they were all
yours—1 wich to love you with all my
heart—I wish to make no resecve for
myself—accept thus gift.,” And then,
my dear Sisters, He will reward you
for this gift. We never can give any
thing {o God that Ho doca not rewurd
us a thousand-fold. If we will only
give our hearts to God, then God will
give us the Holy Peace that He has
promised. e liave given our Liearts
to God and in return God gives as He
has promised a hundred fold in this
world, but this depends upon our
fervor. Oh, let us then, my dear
Sisters, you who have made your Holy
Vows before, join those who bave
mado their Holy Vows this day, renew
your engagement to this Divine Spouse
and clingto Him, When death comes
it levels all—then O how many would
not have wished to have joined you in
the Convent.

Thank God that He has given you
the Graco to see the folly and the
vanity of the world. Call on the
Immaculate Mother Mary, the Spouss
of the Holy Ghost—Let us ask her to
plead for us the gruce of a true Spouse
of Her Divine Son—ask that dear
Mother through the powers which she
has over tho heart of Iler Divine Son,
by the powers which she has over The
Holy Gloat to obtain for us the grace
to give our hearts fully to God in this
world, that God may be able to give us
tho full measure of glory for all
Eternity in Heaven.

He
was Parlismentary correspondent for the
Herald for a fow sessions, attl then became
Ottawa correspondent for the ‘S'oronto Globe,
which position he reaigned te become editor
of the Free Prera in 1887, There was no
more vignrous aud incisive political writer
on the Canadian press, Aud he was one of
the hest-luformed on public Canadian aad
foreiga queations.

W. MceNeil Clarke and Walter Shanley,
who were the candidates for the Pro-
vincial and Federal Legislatures re-
spectively. Notwithstanding the ex-
istence of that * corporate " voteabout
which we hear so much, the late
Father Hoche, who was then one of
the most robust 2eclesiastical poli-
ticians of those days, threw the whole
weight of his great influcnce against
Mr, McCarthy and hLis associate,
which, with other adverse influences,
resulted in the defeat of those yentle.
men, only by & very narrow majority.
From that period Mr. McCarthy may
be said to have withdrawn altogether
fro: politics, and to have devoted
himself entiraly to the development of
the immense business of which he was

the linad, and which to duy is succuss.
fully earried on by his sons, who
inherit not alone his name, but his
other manly qualitics,

The Unity of Faith,

-~

There is no geene in our Lord's life
mare pathetic than that in which,
knowing the divigions that would come,
he prayed for unity of faith among his
children. “1 pray . . . . that they
may sll be one, as Thou Father in Mo
and I in Theo; that they may also bo
one in Us” And so the Viear of
Christ on carth, knowing that his
days in this world are short, sends out
his tender appeal to all peoples that
they may follow out the last testament
of Jesus Christ and enter into that
fold where alone umty is possible.

The Holy Father makes littlo at-
tempt to urge upon his readors the
actual proofs of tho necesrity of unity
of Faith or of his own supremacy ; but
he calls on all to look into tho facts
and follow their consciences in the
way in which grace will lead them,
Bo itis nt preptinituous iri‘us to peint
out tho reasons which may induce our
Protestant brethren to ponder on his
words and follow his tender counsel.

‘The necessity of Unity of Faith can.
not be denied by anyone who holds to
the Scripture. At present, when tha
bitterness of feeling which blmnded
intellect in the 16th century has al.
most pasgsed away, the sects which
have inherited the principles of that
century are seeking to effect some sort
of union, and in order to overzomo the
difticulty of the text, they say that the
union which Christ meant is an invisi-
ble or spiritual amon of all good souls
in tho operation of the Holy Ghost.
But if we believe in the esaential and
substantial Unity of the Persons of the
Blessed Trinity, such a position is
absolutely untenable. Qur Saviour
prays * that they may be one as Thou
Father in Mo, and I in Thee,” and
this Unity is complete, so much so
that we cannot futhomn its simplicity.

This unity demands oneness of faith
and practice and government, as other
words of our Lord, as well as the
practice of the Apostles and early
Christians, go to testify. Christ found-
ed a Church of Peter, ¢ upon thisrock
1 1cill buitd my Church,” He appointed
o guide * Feed my lambs + - +
feed my sheep ;” He made that guide
infailible, *1 have prayed for thee
that thy faith fail not, and thou, being
onco converted, confirm thy brethren;”
and the Charch in goneral also infalli-
ble, * If ho will nnt hear the Chureh,
Iet him bo to thee as tho heathen and

the publican.”  Hus Chureh was to be
guided and taught by the Holy Spirit.
“I aliall ~end the Holy Ghost, the
Spitd of trath -+« + and lle
shall teach you all tlungs + « ¢ ¢
and abude with you forever.”  Finally,
Ho gove thou a wission to tinch in
I8 name, amla pronse of protection;
“Gaomg, the refore, teach yo all nations
L and behold I am with you
all daya even to tho consummation of
the world,”

The practice of the Apostles proves
that they underatoed themselves to
form a lacrarchy to teach and govern
the woild an spiritunl affairs. They
taught with o certamty of truth, cx-
cammuniented the unworthy, censured
the slothful, made rules of discipline,
selecte 1 and ordained succersors, con.
demven hercies, and acted i all
things 49 mea who knew that thoy
wero vonetituted in nuthority. 1t is
ovident from reason alone that such a
Church i« neeessary for tho preserva.
tion of any unity of faith or govern.
mong, but we prefer to depend on tho
words of Seripture.

The attitude of the \postles townrds
hereties or followers of privato judg
ment is a valuable proof ogainst tho
advocates of that destructive doctrine
in modern times.  St. John, the meck
and loving, condvmus them in words
of fire; St. Judo writes an opistle
against them, and St. Panl forbids
true believers to associnte with them,
Now if wo wecopt the doctrines of
private judpient and personal inspir-
ation of every man there can be no
such thing ns heresy. If trath is
thus made a subjective thing, tho
mdividual eannot dcp't:'; o 1 eXx-
cept by not Lilieving what he does
Lilieve, which is rather absurd ; and
the Apostles, or rather the Holy Ghost
spea'ing througl them, wroto in vain,
to say which is blasphemous.

The doctrine of private judgment ig
false and pernicious. It contains the
germ of corruption within, and the
sad divigions of Christian denomina.
tions are a logical consequence of it.
The true Church, a8 we hava seen is
vigible and indivisible, infallible and
indefectillo. Any departure from its
doctrines is heresy, and ig to be con.
doemned as such. Theroe is no union,
no authority, no truth outside its fold.
It is the city built upon the mountain,
the bark of Peter, the vineyard of the
Lord. All nations can seo it, all men
must enter into it to be saved from
the flood absut them. Hence the
successor of St. Peter, tho representa.
tive of Christ calls npon all men tu
take thought of their position and
hasten to enter this saving ark before
the deluge cometh.

And now what are the duties of
Catholies at thus time.  The world 1s
waking up in a new life, the prineiples
of the rebellion of Luthur are dying
oui, and men are eager to study new
systems of doctrine to suit their cage.
The Cathiolic Church has now to cope
with the enemy of infidelity which is
the latest phase of Protestantism, but
on the other hand ehe has an op-
portunity of placing her doctrines be
fore people who formerly closed their
hearts against the truth, Every
Catholic may not Lo competent to
instruct his fellows in the truth of faish
but everyone can, hiko St. Francis,

preach & migh stronger sormon by tho
acts of his daily lifo than ho could by
centering the arona of controversy. If
wo wotiKl live up to the holy teachings
ofuue faith and sliow tho world what
Catholicity is in practice, we could
induco more people to study ils
doctrines. Every Catholle, wo are
sure, desives the ndvancement of faith
in the world, and tho way wo have
poiuted ont is the only sure way to do
it.  lach ono of us, howover poor or
illiterate, can thus bacomen an apostlo
of Jesus Christ and a Saviour of thoe
souls of his brothron.

Orange Tolerance.

Tho AMuil objects to our striotures
on the principle: and mothods of the
Orange Urder, and denics that thoy
aro intolerant becauso **as o mattor of
fact, wo havo their own doclaration to
the contrary,” Butif wo accopt this
lamo defenco in overy case, wo would
bolieve that oven the Muil is n friend
of woleration, that it does not deliber-
ately assault things Catholie beenuse
they are Catholic, that it is inspired
by n lofty desire to do abgolute justico
toall men. But wo do not think that
an *ipso dixi” is suflicier:t proof of
tho nimas of an order or a nowspaper ;
wo prefor the ancient standard ¢ By
their fruits yo shall know them.” Wo
aro ready to believo that many of the
outrages committed by Orangomenand
their associntes are done without the
sanction of the leaders of the organi.
zation, even that such acts of outward
violence aro contrary to their expreased
principles, but it is hard for them to
deprv tha fant that fom jig very ine
ception a hundred years ago, the pro-
gress of the Order has been marked
by deeds of violonce and bloodshed
which would disgrace the annals of
the Buccancers. The spirit of the
Order, as wo sce it, has been ono of
enmity and irtclizance, not so much
indeed in this country as in Ireland,
but sufliciently 8o to justify us in con-
demning it as injurioue to the growth
of true Canadian sentiment and
patriotisimn,

1las the Mail over heard of the
famous Charter Toast, or the historic
towns of Lurgan and Portadown, or
the classic precincts of Shank Lane ?
And nearer home we have the divert-
g hittle incident of last Thursday’s
procession, when the Prentice Boys
playfully stopped the street car driver
with their swords at their breast, while
a friend from the sidewalk gently bled
his noge. This is but a passing inci-
dent—in the town of Lurgan a crowd
of Urangemen returniog from a funeral
assaulted and cruelly beat a Catbolic
priest, Rev. Father McCartan, simply
because ho wa3 a priest—a fine reason
tor the apostles of toleration. Mo, it
is indeed difficult to persuade Irish
men that the Order exists for any such
goud purpose. We have no doubt
indeed that thoy would gladly succor
Catholics, * when they call for relief
from temporal or spiritual diotation,”
but it is not difficult to perceivo what
that dictation would mean.

We find it difficult to diagnose the
attitude of our contemporary. It
poses us an advocato of a anited and
peaceful Canada, but when we suggest
that such an order is a barrier to this
happy event, and propose that all

thoso processions which tend to
disturb tho feclings of others should
bo abandoned, it anawers with a
defonco of theOrango Order, and pro.
suwiably, of ite processsions, ite musie,
and its utterances. e aro informed
that ¢ Catholic writers aro not tho
best authoritios as to the mntive of the
Orango associntion,” But surcly tho
hare can fozin an opinion of tho chase
as woll as tho hounds, Irish Catho.
lies hiave folt tho weipht of Orangeiam
for a century, aud 1L is o strango fac’
that not one Catholic who has known
the agsocintion in Irelaud or Canada
can bo persuaded that ita spirit, at
lenst as outwardly manifestud, il fuvor-
ablo to religious frecdom, It is o
seeret orgamzation, and wo can only
suppeso farcliarity’s anke that religious
toleration is the vecret it guards, nnd
guarda 8o jealously that nn outsider
could possibly guess its existenco.

The Constitution of Canada.

A writer in the Toronto >uwtnrday
Night pauses from s socinl dutics
long enough to revise the Constitution
of Canada, Jeaving out Separato Schivols
aud French languagoe, and thus form.
ing o peaceful and united country. As
it takos three columns to offect thor
ohauge and depict it regults, we can-
not quote this valunble contribution
to Canadian statcsmanship in full;
but wo shll select from 1t o few paste
jewels of philosophy and history for
the pleasuro of our readers. In con.
neetion with the (uestion of the repeal
of the B.N.A. Act, woarotold : “Long
before the period at which we dato
tho beginning of the larger growth of
what we call civilization, might was
right, and all that the softening in
fluences of culture and Christian kind-
ness have been able to effect is the
diverting of the course of power from
brute strength to the voice of the ma-
jority. From the voice of tho majority
there is no immediate appeal; the
only hope of a change 18 in thoe fluctu-
ation of public opinion, and this must
be accomplished by an appeal to either
roason or passion.’

This bit of philosophy is exactly
tantamount to saying that might is
practically right, even in our own days,
only it is tho nught of numbers and
not that of strength.

But does the might of numbers
always constitute right? Are there
not rights which majorities cannot
touch or mutilate ? And is there uny
private right, except the right to live,
moro prucious to & man than the right
over hisown child? Thesoarequestions
to answer. They cannot be dismissed
with glib talk of the right or might
of the majorities. Catholica will nover
submit in spirit to the semi-socialism
which refuses them their parental
rights, nor to the veneercd infidelity
which secks to banish all consigeration
of the Creator from tho mind of youth,

But the cause for the disturbances
which disgrace this promise at evory
election is said to be primarily the ex-
istenco of Separate Schools. Do
Catholics stir up this strife, or Pro.
testants? The answer to this ques-
tion contains the real reason for these
discussions and difficulties. Who is
injured by the action of tke Catholio
people in educating their children in
the practica of religion? Many tell
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us that we ourselves sro injured. In
any case, poaconbly disposed Protest.
ants find this no reason to msko trou-
ble with their Catholic neighbors,
Men of both religions work togother
at the samo benols, and find no difi.
culty in leading peaceful lives.

But there is a certain class of people
who can be stirred to fanaticism, sud
party leaders use the Separate Schools
for that purpose, Should Catholic
achools be therefore abolished ? Inger-
sollsays that religionshouldbe abolish-
ed beeause poaplo killed each other on
socount of it. His reason in s good
as tho other. If we pursued tho same
course in all things, if wo abolished
alaw or a right on acoount of popular
outery, there would be scarcely a law
on the statute: books.

One more selection and we shall
conclude, “Did not the Catholic
Ohurch lond its influence to the defeat
of Olancy and Sol. White, and what
can be expected of a parly that bas
been robbed of all restraining influ-
ences? Generally the Roman Catholic
Church has been remarkably astute in
its management, but I cannot con-
ceive of anything more blind and
fatuous than the decision that no
Catholic Conservativeshould enter the
present Legislatuze.”

To ths fiest question of this remark-
able quotation we answer, No ! the
Catholic Church did not lend its influ.
ence to the defeat of Mr. Clancy or
Sol. White. Catholics may have voted
against them in their constituencies,
but there was no influence of the
Cathiolio Church used to nominate,
elect or defoat any candidate. The
spokesmen of the Catholic Chureh—
all honor to them !—spoke manfully
againat Mr. Meredith's truckling with
the P.P.A,, but the Catholics of the
Province voted, as other citizens, for
the best men or for the best measures.

As for the fear lest the so-called
Conservative party should assume a
position of hostility to the Catholics,
we cau only answer that Mr. Meredith
has played Faust to the Mephisto of
anti-Catholicism on two different ocea-
sions, and there is little good to be
expected from him for any Catholic
institution. So much for the astute-
ness of Catholies in general, though
the remarks about * the decition (of
the Catholic Church) that no Catholis
Conservative should enter the present
Legislature " are totally unfounded.
The Catholic Church did not interfere,
and when it needs advice it is not
likely to look for it in the columns of
the Saturday Night.

Death of Nr. G. W. Kiely.

The whole community was shocked
and grieved by the report of the sudden
death of Mr. George W. Kiely at his
residence on Tuesday last, Mr, Kiely
bad been suffering from heart disease
for some time past, but his death was
nevertheless totally unexpected. The
faneral will take place to-morrow
(Friday) w0 St. Basil's Church, and
thence to Bt. Michael's Cemetery.

Mr. Kiely was born in Port Stanley
of Irish parents in 1881, His first
important business venture was in
Londen, whero he and his brother
established the finest line of stage
coaches in the Western Distriot,
Twenty-five years ago they came to

Toronto, and in connection with Mr.
Hyman bought the Street Railway,
and by osreful managemont cstab.
lished the business on: & puying Lasis.
8ir Frank Smith suconeded Mr. W. 1,
Kiely in the partnership, and together
Mesars, Kiely and Smith managed
the business until s fow yoars ago,
when Mr. Kiely was made Pre.
sident of the newly-organized Com.
pany. On account of increasing ill.
hoalth Le withdrew from the com.
pany, selling his share, the value of
which lind greatly inoreased under his
ablo management, to Mr. Mackensie.
Since then he has withdrawn almost
altogether from business, finding in
tho cirvle of family and religious
duties peace of soul and consolation
in his ill-health.

The dooeased has ever been an
ardent Oatholio, faitiful to the prin.
ciples and practices of his religion,
and liberal with his wealth in every
good oause. Two years ago he be.
stowed & full scholarship on &t.
Michuel's College for the education of
deserving youth for the pricstiiood.
He will never lack the forvent prayers
of those whom he has benefited, nor
the supplication of all Catholics whore
his generosity is known. To his be.
reaved wife and family we offer our
heartfelt sympathy in tho loss of so
kind a husband and father, but the
best offering we can make is our
prayer for his eternal rest.

The action of Mr. Justin McCarthy
in adding his voice to the vote of sym-
pathy offered to the family of President
Carnok is indeed graceful and fitting.

Sclected Receipis,

Svcarknb Cuerrirs—Beat the white
of an egg cuough to break its stringi-
ness. Dip fine stalks of cherries well
into the egg, then into powdered sugar
until thickly covered, and dry on a
sieve.

Lexox FrusTinG—Beat togeiherone
cup of confectioners’ sugar, the white
of cne aud one tablespoonful of
lemon juice until of a consistency to
spread. This is 2 simple furm of
frosting, convenient to make at times.

Cugxry Cuartorre—Line a pud
ding-dish with thin slices of bread and
butter, turn in one pound and s half
of stewed cherrion (sweetened) with as
little of the juice as possible, cover
with thin slices of bread and butter,
and bake in a good oven three quarters
of an hour. Turn out oo a dish and
strew with sifted sugar.

Grotxp Rick Guipbre CaAREs—
Boil baif a pint of sweet milk, wet
two tablespoonfuls of grouud rica in
cold wiik, and siir into the boiling
milk, and let it boil up. Add a
small picce of butter and a tablespoon-
fal of sugar ard let it cool. Then add
two tablespooniuis of flour thinned
with cold wilk, two well Leaten cggs
and a half a teasporafal of soda.

Macic Caxe—This requires no mitk.
Cream onebalf cup of butter, add
gradually one cup of sugar, three table-
spoonfuls of ice water, three eggs well
benten, one and a half cups of flour,
into which hus been mixed cne and »
balf tablespocnfuls of beking power
mesmnred dlightly romnding.

InSaint John Lateran's ou a Sunday,
fourteen years ago, I noticed large
companies of people reciting the
Rosary.

\Vhen Saint Mary Major's was reached,
it was found to be nearly filled ; at
sunset, the time for Benediction of the
Blessed Sacrament, the throng was so
dense that we could not knecl, and
Saiot Mary Major's easily holds twenty
thousand people.

The candles were lighted, and one
bundred Romau nobles, bearing waxen
torchea, mauaged to get near the
sanctusry rail. A great quiet came
upon the multitude. They seemed to
be grieved, hurt If the man had
insulted the Pope, spoken sgainst the
clergy, one might have let it pass, but
he should not have spoken so of Her.

The anunual ststomount of shipping and
navigation for 1893 afforda another oppor-
tunity to ascertain thoe facts as to tho rela.
tive position of Relfast among tho ports of
the United Kingdom, ns to which some con.
troversy provailed while the Homo Rule
Bill was in Committce. The tonnage of
ships entered and cleared, whethor on the
foreiyn trado or cosstwiee, decreasod during
tho yoar at most of the Irish ports, including
Belfast ; but, as the decrcase was greator in
Dublin, for tho first time on record, Belfast
tops tho list of Irish ports with a total of
2,221,464 tone, an against Dublin’s 2,203,403,
Cork’s 638,541, Watorford's $05,687. The
total for Derry, 305,412 tons, i¢ lower than
10 any recent year, but we are glad to notice
an increase in tho trade of Newry. which
now atand Gth in Ircland with 266,202 tons,
Glasgow is tho ouly Scotch port which
beats Bslfast.

borough street, amid the lainentations of the
people for whom he had labored, and in the
prosence of an enormous gathering of the
clergymen of the diocese.

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A Priest Marksman,

Rev, Peter Tareillion, who was a
guest at the Bishop's houso Inst week,
rays the Southern Messenger, of San
Antonio, Texus, is the oldest priest in
the Diocese of San Antonio, being now
T8 yeurs of age. He is a native of
Lorrame, now a part of Germany, and
came to Awerien carly in the fiftica.
Father Tarrillion, after corapleting his
studies in Missouri, was ordamned at
Galveston on March 20, 1865, thirty-
nine years aco, and has been in Texus
over since. Together with the late
Father Gury bo attended in his
younger duys to an immense wmission-
ary distriet, extending from tho Brazos
on the east to the Guadalupe on the
west, and from the city of Austin on
the vorth to Halletsville on the south,

Fathera Tarrillion and Gury visited
Brenham, Cat Spring, Industry, La
Grange, Bastrop, Austin, Seguin,
Ihigh Hill, Welmar, Columbus, Alley-
tou, Lust and West Bernard, Yellow.
banks, Hulletsvillo and the Navidad
settlement, besides intervening points,
and traversed @ territory in which
there are now at least twenty flourish-
ing panshes, with substantial churches
and well-frequented schools. At pre-
sent over twenty priests are kept busy
to attend to the spiritnal wants of the
Catholics in this district, and nearly
every former stopping place of these
two pioneer fathers has been trana.
ferred into a town or a village more or
less pretentions with its own church
and school.

The pioneers who, m those carly
days, lud the foundations for the
Church’'s present prosperity, had no
easy task to perform. There were no
railroads in Texas at that time, at
least not in that portion, so the trips
of the missionaries had to be made
principally on horseback and were at-
tended with more or less danger,
especially us the Iinow Nothing spirit
was still rampant in some of the
settlements.

Ithaving come to I'ather Tarrillion’s
ears on one occasion that certain
parties had threatened to tar aud
feather the first priest who would visit
their neighborhood, Father Tarrillion
rode boldly into the village, with his
Winchester strapped to his saddle,
and tied lus horse in front of the
principal store to make some pur-
chases ; but overnwed by his fearless
manner, 10 one daved to touch s hair
on his head. On tho contrary, when
the father wisited the place again soon
after, the oue who had been loudest in
his thrests before, entertained the
good father in a hospitable manner.

On another occasion an anxious
friend brought the news to TFather
Tarrilion that some one bad loaded
his shot gun to waylay and kill him at
the firstopportumity. FutherTarrillion
coolly replied: < Tell my enciny to
bo sure to kill me at the first shot, for
otherwise 1 will be compelled to re-
turn the fire and I will be be sure to
kill bim, since I never miss my mark.”
This was suflicient. Father Tarrillion
was never molested, but if he had been
his opponent would have fared the
worst, as Father Tarrillion is well
known for excellent marksmanship.

Later on Father Tarrillion was
trsnsferred 10 Fredericksburg, whern
be bas been now for the past twenty-
six years without interruption. Here,
too, he hins a considerable missionary
field, at least for a man of his age,
but his sick calls do not take him more
than twenty-five or thirty miles away
from his church.

Fathes Tarrillion, in his younger
days, before making his studies, learned
several trades, and these have been
very useful to him in his missionary
life. 8o, for instance, besides being
an organ builder, be is a very good
watchmaker sud locksmith, and in ad.
dition to this hie learned also tinsmith-
ing and the blacksmith’s trade. e
is, mereover, considerable of a carpen-.
ter. The clock in the steeple of the
church at Frederickshurg was formerly

at Galveston, but as it refused to run,
Bishop Dabuis presented it to Father
Tarrillion, who repaired it and it is
doing servico to this day. And when.-
over thera is o public celebration of a
national or religions character at
Fredericksburg, Futher Tarrillion man-
ufictures the necessary skyrockots and
other fireworks to add to the splondor
of the oceasion.

It is said of him, also, that soon
after his reaching I'redericksburg there
was no tinsmith in the town for sov-
eral years, so that the good father had
to crme to the rescue. The {armers,
when coming to church on a Sunday,
would bring their leaky tin uteusils to
Father Tarrillion and request him to
solder them during the week, so as to
have them ready for the following
Sunday. Tho watches, too, of his
parishioners ho repaired for them, and
as he never charged anything for his
gervices hie was overrun with custom.

An old man in his mission camo to
him once, and, stating that he was a
poet, told IFather Tarrillion that he
had translated the entire Bible into
verse, pulling out at tho same time o
handful of manuseript, which he want-
ed Futher Tarrillion to carefully
examine. Morcover, he requested the
father to have the work published for
him, believing, like all poets, that
there was a fortuno in it.

The good father remonstrated with
hira as best he could, and informed
him that Christians would not approve
of any transformation of the Holy
Scriptures into verse, when the soi
disant poet flew into a passion and
threatened to denounce the priest.
The good father, however, remained
calm, but inflexible ; the poet died
some years aferwards, and his verses
were never more heard of.

Notwithstanding his advanced age
Father ‘larrillion looks extremely
healthy and robust, and we voice the
sentiment of all hig friends in hoping
that Almighty God may graciously
spare his lifa for many years to come.

refractor. Thoroom where Migs O'tal- l
lorau and the telescope do their work
is an observatory and class-room com-
bined, for she still finds it necessary
to teach. In place of pictures the
observatory is hung with maps and
charts of the heavens. Just now whe
is Jooking for variable stars. Oa every
clear night she scans the beavens in the
rogion of Scorpion. Each night she
draws a map on which the positions
and msgnitude of the stars are indi-
cated. In 1894 shewill have complet-
ed her third set of maps. From these
she will determine what stars she sup-
posed to be variable to Scorpion. On
Jan. 19th, 1893, she observed and
sketched & rapidly devoloping group of
spots near the suns westera limb. The
return of the group on the eastern limb
was first seen on Feb. 4th. This group
was identified with the great February
sun spot group, so that Miss O'Hal-
loran was one of the very earliest
observers, and possibly the earliest,
which shows what can be accomplished
by industry even with notbing better
than a 4 inch telescope. During years
of struggle aud study she bas added to
her income by writing astrononical ar-
ticles for the Scientisic American and
other magazines. At present Miu
O’Halloran is collecting materisl for a
