Perhaps there is nothing which seems to a full grown man
more ridiculous than the reminiscence of his first attempts at
love-making.

HIGH PRICKES OF PROVISIONS IN THE EARLY PART
OF THE 18ts CENTURY,

The brave long-winded, enduring and frugal iuhabitautn,
constantly employed in sorties against the English Colonies,
had not time to cultivate their lands, and though the scarcity
of grain had long been made known to the Government qf
the country, vet the creatures and friends of Intendant Bigot
were allowed to ship off vast quantitier of wheat to the West
Indies to the manifest injury of the people of the colony, so
much so, that wheaten bread wag a rarity, and they had to
subsist on oats and barley. This proved to be the case for
some time after the conquest, as may he scen by the Procla-
mation issued in January, 1780, « By His Excellency James
Murray, Esquire, Brigadier-(}eneral, &c., &c., of all His Ma-
jesty’s Forces in the River 8¢, Lawrence,” &c., &c., who found
it necessary to fix the prices of provigions at the following
rates, to license all « British Bakers and Butchers,” and order
that a departure from them should entail a penalty of five
pounds, and imprisonment if the offence was repeated :—
Bread, per Ib: white, 5d; widdling sort, 4d; Brown, 3d
Butcher's meat : beef 5d ; mutton, 10d; veal, 8d; pork, 4d

Prices had been much higher before the proclamation of thixs
order, and it is a wonder how the French officials managed to
make both ends meet. Mounsieur Bigot’s « card money”
factory was then in full blast, and as he managed in three
years alone, 1757-50, to issue letters of Exchange on the
French Treasury to the amount of 80,000,000 livres, which
were duly honoured, it is clear that they could well afford to
pay more than 3d. for white bread and 10d. for mutton.—
Canadian Antiquarian.

Is to atfix
an imitation postage stamp, with their likeness, on letters and
newspapers.

Few men have travelled and seen
more of the world than Mr Gisborne,
and his name has been prominently
before the public for over a quarter
of & century.

In North Awmerica be has long
been known in counection with
telegraphy and mining. He laid
the tirst submarine cable oun this
side of the Atlantic within a few
months only of its predecessors,
connecting Prince Edward's Island
with New Brunswick in 1852, Dur-
ing 1551 he surveyed the route, snd
afterwards  constructed  the  line
across Newfounidland in connection
with the Atlantic Cablce; and o
him Cyrus Field, who was a New
York paper manufacturer and utter-
Iy unacquainted with telegraphy
until 1834, is indebted for the con-
ception and able advocacy of an
enterprise which gave him name
and fortune. This fact, which is
veritted by the public records and
entire press of Newfoundiand, and
is attested to by the late Hon
Joseph Howe, then Proviocial Sec-
retary, to whom Mr. Gisborne sub-
mitted the enterprise as eacly as
1848, should not be ldst sight of Ly
the British public.

A gevere gun shot accident which
happened in the interior of New-
foundland compelled Mr. Gistorne
to abandon for a scason active sur-
veying and mineralogical explora-
tions, during which time he was
uuanimously selected as one of our
t'olonial  repregeptatives at the
great exniviiions iz London and
Paris, and has been awarded seven
medals for hisinventionsin Electri-
city, Mechanics, Chemistry, aond
Pneaumatics.

1t is autumn ; the summer has slipped away, and down in
the orchard behind the house the apple-trees stand all shorn
of their ruddy fruit, save here and there where some rosy one
has escaped the hand of the harvester, and now haags forlorn,
all brown and withered, nipped by the frost of the night before.

THE GRAPHIC DALLOON,
THY LIFE-BOAT.

(From the Dhaily

Grophie)

The tife-boat which is to be suspended from the Daily
Graphie balloon on its voyvare across the Atlantic, and upon
which Professor Wise and his pargy will depend for safety
should any mishap overtake their wore commaodious aiv ship,
is now in rapid course of constraction at the extensive work-
shops of Mro AL M. Lugersoll, on Southe Street, in this city,

The boat is twenty-two {eet awd six inches long.  Her
breadth of beam is tive feat ten inches, ansd she 15 two feet six
tnches deep, Her Keel is of the best Ohio white oak, and the
timbers amd staves of the same material, The ooskin,” or
body, is construected of Americnn white cadar, chosen on ae-
cotpnt of its extreme lightness, combined with great strength,
AL the wood vinployed is of the very best gqnality, and has
been selected with suck care that not the slightest daw can
be dizcoversd in any of the strips. The boat is #clinker
built ;" each streak of planking overlaps the other, and all
are fistenad with copper uails, riveted oo each side, No less
than eieht thousand rivels have been used, amd two wen have
been coustantly enployed for days past in = hesding” them.
A most dithenlt task, and one in which great eare is judis-
prensable,  Inthe botton of the bhoat a patent ceutre board is
to be placed, 1t is constracted of Georgin vellow pine bonnd
with walvanized shect fron, and working automatieally.  Air
eviinders of thin gabvanized iron are itted np in the bow,
stern, and sides, and, in connection with the Tngersoll valves,
nre so arvanged that the boat witl not ouly “right,” but will
free herself of water ju thivty seconds, even were she full to
the gunwale,  This desirable vesult is avived at by a process
patented by Mr. Ingersoll, and may well be termed the per-
fection of life-boat bailding,

THE MODKL.

The bnlloon boat is built after the model of the famous
Red, White and Blue,” which crossed the Atlantic in 1866,
She has a geeater ¢ h]lt‘ll‘ * however, her lines ure more grace-
ful, and het general appoarance more in’ ageordance with' the
muplnlmmx rate which she may be called upon to perform.
Fore and aft, she ix to bo deekod over with light planking-—
the entrance to the dimgmutive éabin being thromgly acsmail

companion-way aft,  Forward, in the bows, a look-ont house
ix to be placed. This will be provided with sliding  peep-
holes” and with two dead lights, Tt is expected that it can be
so arranged as to make it possible for a full-sized man to
stand erect in it. At ench end of the little vossel ring-bolty
will be placed, as in ordinary life-bouts,  In addition 1o these,
she is to be fl““lhh"‘l with two eye-bolts, constructed of Z-inch
iron, ‘Uhese ran through to the keel, 'xt equal l}la(dll”s from
the bow and stern, They are to be seenred with great care and
riveted on the nnder side. By these eye-bolts the boat is to
be suspended from the balloon,  Extending avounsd the entire:
hoat and above the decking, a slight, bat strong bulwark & to
be placed. Tt will be three inches high, of black walnut, and
so arrapzed as to prevent those on deck from shiding oft whese
the boat mounts i sea, At the stern posts and in the bows—
indecd, at every part which is particulavly exjosod—uzreat
cnre is being taken to exclude the possibility of a leak ; many
of the seama are to be filled in with fine cotton, and no pains
are being spared to make everything as ©tight and sneg” as
the most exactinyg seaman could desire, ‘o the water-line the
boat will be painted o fine light green. The body will be a
bright gloss white, and under the gunwale, extending all
round the boat, a broad gold band will be drawn, The bul-
warks are to rumm their natural walput colour, but will b
highly polished and varnished,  Insids, the prevaliing colonr
will be a dull white; the deck will be painted a soft delicate
vellow,

THE BOAT'S RIG

has been the subject of much earnest thonght on the parct of
her buailders, At length, however, it has been deciduld to
adopt the schooner model, and she is to be vigged after that
pattern,  The jib will bhe six feet lnug on the el or
lower part. Each mast will have 2 hoist of cleven feet six
inches, amd will be eight fect six inches on the h:w!. They
are to be sixtecn feet vight inches toag, well and cracefully
proportionad,  The two sprite will be fifteen und a half feet
lonz.

No time in the history of that Province
could have been selected ware favowrable for a display of that
loyalty to the British Crown for which Prinee Edward Jsland
is prominently noted.  On the presentoceasion it had a double
daty to pertonn @ not only to receive the Governor-General as
the viee-regal representative of sur beloved Queen, but like-
wise as the chivf of & powerful pation with whom the islanders
had just cast in their Jot @ for weal or woe?  The hearty
manner in which all classes vied with cach other in showing
attention to Lord Dutferin proved very conclusively that the
strong politieal diderenves that hiad convalsed that country
for a very long period previous to Confederation had become
almost extinet.  Atany rate neither from word or act could a
stranger perceive the slightest sign of the contlicts of the past,

harlottetown, the Gapital of the Provincee, is an extremely
pretty little city, and can prodably lay claim to being the
best laid ocut town in the Doemiuion.  Like Philadelphia
its streets are all at right augles and nearly all broader than
Broadwny, New York.  The buildings in the business portion
are chiefly of brick and present a very neat and uniform ane
pearance,  The suburbs are very beautiful and hoeme-like.
Neat cottages with well cnitivated flower gardeus greet the
ey on every side, while tie shores by the s sad sea wave™ are
fringed with very tasteful and addstocratic looking marine
villas, The public buildings are solid and substautial,  The
latest erection being the Young Men's Christinn Association,
w Gothic building in ved brick and groy treestone, There are
many line school bouses anid couvents on a very extensive
seale belongime to the Roman Catholic cougregation which
owe their position to the present Archbishop of the Island.
They nre mouuments to his zeal, enerpy and piety, and are
conducted on the most liberal scale.  Many Protestant famil-
ies avail themselves of these excellent institutions.

The popnlation of Charlottetown we understand to be about
tets thonsand, More new  buildings are going up in propor-
tion to its size than in 8t John and Halifax put together.

The spontancous outburst of enthusiasm with which the
islanders met His Excellency must have proved very pleasant
to him, and donbly so to those gentlemen of the various com-
mittees who worked »0 assiducusly to make things go off with
éclsr. Anid never did committees work up with such a grand
success,  The decorations of the town, especially the grand
arch at the head of Kiug Street, wore of the highest order of
good taste ; a local artist immortalized himself in the painting
of the transparencies.  These were not mere daubs worked up
Ly some house-painter’s appreutive, as such things usually
are, but works of art, snd would bear the sharp eye of a éritic,
The public ball, regatta, trip inland in the narrow-gange, and
varions other civilities that were shown to Lord Dutterip, all
e off without o ruftiv. The public ball in the Pacliament
buildings was an afair that will long. live in the memory of
those present.  Their Excellencies left the ball-room about 23
a.m, and were aceompanivd to their boat by a band of torch-
beaters in swallow-tails and white cravats, fresh from the
dance.

His Excellency bade the islanders furewell in these words :
t 1 thank you, gentlemen, for your great hospitality, and the
honour you have done us.”

THE ASHANTKE WAR.

From tho Nliustrated London News wo copy three pictures
of interest in connection with the Ashantes War. Since the
transfer of Elmna from Holland to Great Britain the tribute
formerly paid by the native inhabitants to the King of
Theroupon the Ashantees, to the
mimber of 40,000 or §3,000 came down from the interior of
the country, defented somao half dozen confederats tribes on
the coust, aud marched upon Cape Coast Custle, where somae

of the defeated had taken refuge. The acting Governor of
the castle, using the small force of different military corpr at
his dispogal, with the aid of bouts and men frem the naval
squadron, caused a severe punishment to be inflicted, not
only npon the invading Ashantces, but also upon the dis-
affected people of Flmina, whose town bas been ntterly des-
troyed. - Our half-page illustration shows the commencement
of the brief hombardment of the town on the 13th of June,
and affords a general view of the entire locality, from the sea
outside the mouth of the Beyah, up that river beyond the
disloyal ¢ King's Quarter” of the town, to the mangrove
skwamps into which the fugitives escaped, with the boats in
the river, opposite the town, throwing in plenty of shot,
shell, and rockets. The three vessels anchored ontside, which
appear behind and to the left hand in this view, are the gun-
boat ¢ Decoy,” the ¢ Argus” and the ¢ Druid.’ The Castle
of 8t, George of Elmina is scen with the Union Jack on its
lofty tower flagetaff, upon the shore between the town and
the open sea. A few fishermen’s huts and canoes lie npon
the beach, under the walls of the castle, Tn the foregronnd,
on a small piece ot land joined to the castle and main town
of Elmiua by a causeway, are the houses of the commercial
and friendly part of Elmina, which, of course, did not suffer
by the bombardment. The so-called © King's Quarter,” or re-
bellious native town, whose chiefs, it was thought, had
traitorously seceded to the King of Ashantee, covers the long
sfrip of ground that exteods across the middle of this view,
ns far as the small redoubt shown behind to the right hand.
In the front foreground, on the near side of the water, are
the tops of some trece belonging to a sacred fetish-grove,
The native population of Elmina, the Fantees, and others
dwelling on this part of the Gold Coast, are of kindred race
with the Ashantee nation, whose formidable kingdom is
situated forty or {ifty miles inland. Dahomey is the border.
ing kingdom westward. Some types of this negro race are re-
presented in the two groups of figures. But whether the Fantees
nnd neighbouring tribes should be reckoned as belonging to
Ashantee is precieely the question at issue in the present
war. The Dutgh, till very recently posss w the {lustie of El-
mina,compromised this qnestion by paying a yearly tribute of
£50 to the Asbantee Kiug, ag suzerain of that territory, which
the British Government has refused to continue; hence the
Ashantee invasion of the seaward country, supposed to be
more or less under British protection. It is not the first or
the second time that a similar eonflict bas broken out, as it
did in 1807, at Annamaboe ; again, repeatedly, from 1810 to
1826, including a severe defeat of the British forces under Sir
Charles M‘Carthy, in 1824 ; and latterly, in 1863, when our
tro ops, fent into the interior by Governor Richard P'ine were
forced by the cihinate and disease to retreat. The kingdom
of Ashauotee is, perhaps, nearly as large ax England and
Walex, but much of it is a thick forest, and the castern part is
hilly. Its capital city, the large town of Coomassie, with a
population of 60,000, is built on a rocky hill, surrounded by
a marsh, or half-stagnant stream, fifty or a hundred yards
wide, ko that it must be a place of some natural strength,
Tihe native houses in this part of Africa bave their walls
formed of stakes and wattles fifled up with clay, and their
rouis thatched with palm-leaves ; but they are npeatly or.
namented with carved woodwork aund painted plaswer. Mo-
hammedan artisans have brought among the Ashantee peoplea
knowledge of many useful practices—weaving cloth, working
tn gold, iron, and other metals, and making pottery. The
Mostemn faith, introduced from the northern countries of
Afriea, seems algo to be making progress amidst the heathen
of this sequestercd land.

EDUCATION OF GIRLS.

Colonel Higginson writes to the Herald of Health in this
strain : «“ Walking down the street with a Greek book wnder
my arm the other day, I joined a lady who asked to see the
book. She examined it with interest, read some lines aloud,
and sighed as she gave it back. ¢Iliked Greek better than
anything I ever studied,’ she said-—and I knew her father, a
clergyman, had been rather an eminent scholar—'but my
friends of both sexes thought it unwomanly, 8o I gave it up.’
It brought back to me the old complaint of Queen Christina
to Mme. Dacier : ¢ Such a pretty girl as youare! Are younot
ashamed to be so learned ¥

¢ The higher education of women 18, in this respect, like one
of Spenser’s palaces in the ¢ Faerie Queen,’ that it is guarded by a
serier of ghostly sentinels, all individually powerless as you
approach, but coliectively formidable to the imagination.
There is a series of fallacies, each of which has been exposed
a great many times, but still they rear their heads, uncon-
scious of annihilation. Every energetic woman, every man
who has had a daughter to educate, has encountered and over-
come them ; stillit is impossible to approach the subject with-
out at least recognizing their existence as you pass. They
resemble those Portnguese soldiers who used to be instructed
to attack the enemy ¢ with ferocious countenances ;' and, like
those traditional soldiers, they seldom stand fire.

“ One of these fallacies, for instance, is that which confounds
the law of sex with the law of digestion. Men and women
being of different sexes, says some physiologist, must obviously
require different intellectual diet. Why so, if they do not
need different physical diet? If we go home and dine with
the physiologist, we find him politely assisting his wife to soup
and his daughter to roast mutton, ignoring the fact of sex.
His own diinner-table’refutes his theory ; his knife is sharper
than his logic, and his joints of mutton disjoint his argument.
Sex is certainly as marked in the body as it is anywhere, yet
nature shows an essential identity of the digestive aystem in
man and woman.

« If this is true of the body, it would seem to be true of the
mind. To say boys study Greck and mathematics, therefore,
xirls, being different, should not, is as if you said boys eat
beef and potatoes, therefore, girls, being different, must find
something else to eat. I resist the argument of the physiolo-
gist, therefore, till I see him prohibiting hisown womankind
from the dinner they have superintended, and restricting them
to the judicious dry toast and the enlivening tea-cup.

“ Another of these ghosts of objections is the assumption of
the hopeless intellectual inferiority in the case of women, I
call it an assumption because there ig no class of facts directly
sustaining it ; and the class of facts which have most to do
with it—the records that is, of our public schools—look just
the other way. The school superintendent of my own city
suid to me : ¢ Those who theorize on public schools, without
personal knowledge, imagine us to be constantly taxing the
powers of the girls to keep them up to the standard of the
boys. It ir the other way; my whole struggle is to keep the
boys up to a grade which the girls maintain without difficulty.’
1 myself remember, in a city where we had twenty prize
medals for the high school, that two-thirds of the pupils were
girls, and all our effort was to keep the girls from getting
three-quarters of the prizes. Girls are so quick-witted, they
have #o few distractions compared to boys, and their school

constitutes so much larger an interest in their lives, that they
unquestionably hold their own, and it may be a little more
than their own, in our high achools and academies. Itisa
pretty safe inference that they will not drop far behind in
university studies, and I am disposed to adopt as a general
formula that certificate given by the school committee of a
New Hampshire town to a teacher: ¢ This is to certify that
Fanny Noyes stands on a medinm with other girls of her age
and sex, and, for what I know, is as good as folks in general,’ ”

Jesty. Madame de —— looks ltke a daughter of Albion, with her
falr—almoat burnished—!ocks; the Shah watches the diamonds
dancing amid her wavy hair, as {f he were ina dream. Perhaps
he may be fancying himself back in Persia, or wishing the
coquettish belle transported there. Will he give up the loves of
the past, and conform so far to European customs as to be con-
tent with a single wife ? Wounld Madame de , having worked
the change of srentiment on this head, lend herself to its realiza-
tion? Suach are among the problems discussed at this moment
by Parisian belles. It is long since we have seen any man cause
such a feminine flutter as does this Asiatic beau. The commotion
reminds us of what ocourred among British ladies in Paris when
it became known that Pére Hyacinthe was about to contract
matrimony. There was an evident stir as if minds had to be
made up in regard to the clerical suitors expected.

Dancing Analyzed.

A correspondent, writing trom Richfield Springs to the Louis-
ville Courier-Journal, says: * Yon can’t think how different the
style of dancing is at the North from what it is in Loulsville
and other Western and Southern cities. Here and at Saratoga
New Yorkers rule, as they are in the majority, and their man-
ners and customs are generally adopted.

Sometimes he holds the tips of her fingers; but
1ast evening I saw the latest variety, when a washed-out blonde
youth, who has recently made his début in society, held with his
fingers the outer edge of his partner’s hand, while his hand stuck
upon the back of her hand. These trifling matters are important,
as indicating the places of residence of the dancers. Inacrowded
ball-room you can pick out those who come from New York, the
extreme South, or the West, by observing their style of dancing.
If the couple dance somewhat rapidly, and the lady places a
hand on each side the gentleman’s collar-bone, you say she 1is
from the West or South. While, if she is baving her pulse
counted, while her hand projects in a most unnatural pose, and
her partner and herself move with easy indolence around the
room, you know the couple are from New York or one of New
York's dependencties, in the matter of fashion.
