‘The. series of sketches
surrounding the contre view illustrates difierent
scencs noticed by our artist” on his visit to the
College.

in the world.. Situated in the heart of one of
Canada’s finest wilitary strategic Points-—in
close proximity to the beautitul city of Kingston
—with the broad bosom of Luke Outario on one
side and n picturesque country on the other, it
combines nll the necessary attributes for liealth,
snd the fostering of that martinl spirit and
manly vigor which will form an important
feature in the high education of the cadets. We
have already given our readems a sketch of
Colonel E. O. Hewitt's miliu}ry carear previons
to his appointment to the position of Command-
ant to the Military College at Kingston, as also
his able coadjutors, Capts. Rideout and Ken.
sington, and Professor Furgesen.  Under these
distinguished gentlemen the affairy of the Col-
lege have been brought to a high state of disci-
p]ine, and so far the cadets have made a very
rapid advancement in the different branches of
study. Indeed, a very marked improvement in
the mental and physical condition of the first
cadets has been noticed by their friends. The
easy going, round-shouldered lad, with avkward
it and unpolished address, hias entirely lost his
identity under the military metamorphosis,
He now walks erect and his bearing is dignified,
manly and affable.

There are at present thirty cadets at the in.
stitution, amnng whom are some very promising
young men. The next examination ltor admis-
sion into the College will take place on the 3rd
of July, and will be held in the different mili
tary districts of the Dominion. There will be
fifteen admitted at this examination.  In Jan.
uary, 1878, anotler examination will-take place
for the adinission of fifteen more, and after that
there will be a semi-annual examination at cach
of which there will be cacaucies for Gfteen
cadets, .

The cadets who jeiued at the opening of -the
College in June, 1878, will hiave completed their
course of . instruction in Juue, 1380. The
course embnices all the branches of a military
education, physizal and mental, to it them for
any arm of the wmilitary profession, and the
course being very comprehensive it will also fit
the students for emplovment in any department
of eivil life,” Nothing is omitted that can pos-
sibly be of benefit to the cadet in aficr life.

In
the reign of James 111, when an English fac-
tion predominated in the country, Parliament
was induced to omlain *‘that in tyme to enm
thair suld be nadoudle trcassour about the
kingis armys, but that he suld ber hale armis
of the lyoun, without ony inair.”

Why do they all suddenly stop short, and look
upon each other with startled and fearful eyes ?

The murdered husband has risen ; but the pros-
trate form of Angela gives no sign of life. An-
gela has kept her word : she has sung before the
impresario as never woman sang before ; but
her voice is hushed on earth for ever. Angela
is she now in very deed.
