STOLEN )OMNION NOTES.

iPUIDIATIoN.

''lie Ill'tîless las drail attention (O a
case in wlich the Dominioni covernient
l'as instructed its Deputy Receivers
General to refuse payaient or its notes
duly executed and payable on denand, on
the ground that it has been advised tlhat

as the stolenl notes hiad never. been
i issued and value had never been re-
iceived for tlem by the Governient,
" that the Government was neitier bound

legilly noer morally to redeem tlien.''
It would be interesting to see the case
submîitted to the Minister of Justice, and
his opinion over lhis signature, instead CE
getting it on the verbal authoirity of Mi.
Larbeau, thlrougli the %itness. We, or
course, do not nieai to express any doubt.
as to the decision, but as it conllicts, in
our judgnent, with thtat of an einjîent
legal autlority, tie laie Cliief Justice
Draper, ie would like to be perfectly
sure liat the case was properly stbmit-
tel. We have not even the naine oEthie
Minister of J ustice: We nust therefore
.admit that ve are, to soie extent, "grop-
ing in the dark." What we know of the
case is simply tlat we have read the re-
port in the WVitness, and have sein the
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old note, one w'hich had evidently been

long in circulation,. and hadl probably
passed throngh hundreds, if not thou-

sands, of hans.
It appears friom the statenient, fur-

nisied to the Witess that the story was
told Vo a representative of the itness by
M 1r. Barbeau, the assistant Receiver'
General. It was, briefly, that in the year
1877-precise date not given-- 12,000
were stolen from the oIlice of theissistant

eceiver-General iin Toronto. 'le notes
are said to have been uî u numbel as fol-
low : 0iios, 505,001 to 50,»M0; twas, 145,-
001 to 140,000 and 155,000 Co 150,000,which,
wouldl be in all $5,000, but therie wvere $12,-
00 stolen. Tlis is a mistake the anount
being $5,000. 1t is saiti that " the descrip-
tions and nuniber of the notes were widely
advertise.'" Wo have nov to consider
the ci rcumistaînces of the robbery : "iThe
I oflice was enterei in broad daylight by
<' thle robbers, who paissed the outero flice
tunnoticed, into a back room where the
" safe was, and stolo $12,000 in Dominion
'' notes an $200 in silver.'-' We venture
to suinit that this statement, if correct,
affi'ri oncluisive evidence of the grossest
carelessness on the part of the Glovern-
ment eiployees. We do not think thit,
business men will require more than the
Wüdness report of the Assistant Receiver
General's statenent, but we wouild like
to have cross-examined the informant
anl Vo have asked him w'hether snch a
robbery could have been committedi in
his oflice ? We know well what lis reply
would( have beeln. The Ministers Of Jus-
tice in 1877 were the Honorables Edward
131 ake and Lailanime, the latter from .June,
1877, to Oct., 1878. 1t wouild be important
ta know if the notes had been completed
anid were ready for issue. On te assuimp-
tio-i4hat, they were, then, in the case of an
ordinary bank it vould be legally bound
to pay Vhe bearer on demand, and cer-
tainly if' the Goveinment choose ta issue
notes they ought nat ta take an advan-
tage whicli no individual or bank could
do.

IL is allegetd that the Minister of Jus-
tice luct that, neitLher legally nor moral ly,
was the Governinent bound to redeem
notes which hall got into circulation ow-
ing to tlhe luches of its own oflicer, the
practical effect of such a ruling being that
it is more consistent with morality hat
such a loss should be borne by innocent
individuals who accept legal tender notes
of the Government without the possibility
of testing their validity rather than by
the entire population of the Dominion,
which is obtaining a large profit on the
issue of these notes. Even if people
should, after the recent warning, ascertain

that notes tendered to then were num-
bered as described, and were thius in-
duced to refuse them, the only conse-
quence would be to throv the loss on
soine equally innocent suferer.

We have referred to a former opinion
given by Chief Justice Draper, and the
case is precisely in point. About the
year 1868 or early in 1869 notes of a sinui-
fair character were stolen from the oflice
of the Bank of Montreal at St. Catlarines.
Sir John A. lacdonald ivas then Minister
of 1J ustice, and there was never a question
raised as to the propriety of redeeming
the notes whiichi had been stolen. Tie
Bnk of Montreal w'as at the time issuinîg
the Goveriinent iotes which it receivei
in packages and only credited the Gov-
ermnent lien it took over the packages.
A question arose as to whetier the Gov-
ernmient or the Rank should bear t'lhe loss,
and after soue correspondence it ias
agreed by hot.h parties to leave thfeî deci-
sion as Vo the responsibility to Chief Jus-
tice Drapei. That minent jurist decided
against the bank, giving his reason, wlh ich
was tlat, iiasmuich as the robbery -bad
been owing Vo fhe catelessness of the
Bank Manager, foi' whiclh the nnk wias
responsible, it niust be eld liabule. It,
appeared that the inmanager had gone out
Of the baik where le resided, on a Sun-
day, leaving the keys of tMe vault in his
rooni exposed, and tbat the keys hai
been taken and te vault openei antd the
robbery eflected. In the case ut Toronto

the Government oflicers appear to have
been even more careless, judging from the
accoint given above. Whatever may
bc the opinion oil this point it is incon-
ceivably mean in a Govei'riineit whichl
issues its notes which are legal tenders,
and which circulate among the masses of
the people, to repudiate paymeit, on the
grouind of a few parcels ha.ving beenî
stolen, and liaving been put in circulation.
Tiere is one otier point in the article in
thie Witness I is said thiat " good bills

" hicli are redeemel are withdrawn, and
u destroyed as soon as t.hey sihov signs of
Swea',' ani tIhat Ithose now presented

are gemerally badly battereil, and are
" noticeable on that accouint." We can
only say that a new or even a decent
Dominion note is a rarity', and lthat nine
Out of ten in circulation are baily Ciough
battered.

GREY COTTONS.

The circumstances immediiately follov-
ing the deliberations and final agreement
among the meibers of the-Cotton Con-

gress held in this city last September ren-
dered it impossible to carry out the plans

devised, and some of the mills had shortly
enough to think about individually with-
out concerning themselves as to the
future economy of the business. The
able commission merchant, who had for
some time kept so imany of both cotton
and woolen imantirfact urers from demora-
lizing the trade and entering upon that
stage whiclh was certain to drive the
weaker out of existence before long, liad
been compelled toaeknîowiledge his inabi-
lity to keep them agoing any longer, and
each vas obliged to finance for itself as
best it could. Spasmodic efflorts were
made from Cime to time during the fall
and winter Co curtail production, but each
wvas too busy looking after customers or
vorkiing Off' goods by some unusual
mnethods to give nch attention to what
was everybody's business, and the period
of the spring trade came and passed away,
and sav te pròduction still uncomfort-
ably excessive. Otlier countries besides
Canada lad been Over-producing : Eng-
lish, and to some extent, United States
nanufhcturers or liolders were ofIering
unusuai inducements ta wholesale buyers
fron this country, andi thus entered into
a comparative ciu t-tliroat competition vith
the already over-burthened Canadian
cotton mills. 'lie long international
boundary flne becane less a reality for
retailers along the border, and Canadian
cottons were strongly elbowed by goods
smuggled from the otier side. As soon
as the problem of the spring sales wias
solved by the dry goods houses, and manti-
facturers ila more leisure to contem-
plate the situat.ion, they found matters
lhaid not iniproved. There was an esti-
mate of 5,000 bales of unbleached and
about 3,000 bales of white cottons -on
hand at the various mills, and it became
cvident that some urgent measure must
be taken to get ri of'. tLhis great surplus,
and avoid a repetition of the mistake, it
they wouli return in a diegree to former
prosperity-to profitable or living prices
-and escape the dangers by whîicl some
of' tlemt were threatenedl. Accordingly,
withhin the last fortniglit, circulars were
addressed by a prominent nerchant in-
terested in the business Vo mills at a
distance, giving particulars of a meeting
of mnanufacLuirer's interested in grey
sieetings, held a day or two before and at
whiclh tfe question of stocks on hand and
over-production had been fully con-
sidered.

IL nvas resolvetd that each mill contri-
bute twenty per cent of their present
stock, making about one thousand bales
in all, to be shipped to the Englislh mar-
ket in charge of a suitable person, who
should dispose of them to the best ad-
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vantage, the goods of each mill on their
own merit. Should this plan succeed, it
miglt be deemed advisable to ship the
entire production on hand. With this
outlet, and by reducing the operations of
each mill on grey sieetings fifty per cent,
the stocks now ield by the wiolesale
and retail nserchants vould not prevent
the market fromi beingë restorei to a
hiealthiy condition. Thq, present highi
price of rav cotton wvas an additional
argument, whicl could not fail to strike
home to each manufacturer. The above

proposals have been generally agreed to
ieantime, and a partner in a leading
wlolesile dr'y goods fir--themsselves
very largely interested ils cotton manu-
facturing, avho is noi in England, lias re-
ceived instructions to place these goods
in tiit market to the best advantage.
ln such a market as Manchester, w'ith the
ivorld for its customers, there should be
little diliculty in dispiosing of all the
goods now in stock, il the price to the
brokers cals only lie nade a trille below'
tie cuîrrent rite. The low rates of freigit
render tie present a assore favorable time
to make the expceiminenst i t is not prob-
able,- however, that these goods Can be

placed in the Englisi market at a lesser'
discount than 25 per cent.

Mutsci comnplaisnt vill doubtless be heard
ali over the country at this nen depar-
ture. Many wili contend that our on

people should reap the benefit of this
cieapnsess in a leadling article of manu-
facture, niursed into existence and brouglit
to its present plet.horic condition by t.ie
National Policy, instead of sending themi
abroad to benelit otier people. Alreiady
cries are heard of dismnissed operatives
and lower wages. But, as thsere is scarcely
aiy condition whichi imiglt not be worse,
se there is litt.le doubt that the evils
threatened by the late deficient harvest
have been conîsiderably iodiled by the
large aîmoîuits of misoncy put inîto circula-
tion by the various cottoî companies in
their respective centres ; and tie steadi-
iess witih nwhici the tendency to serions
depression in trade lias been warded ofil is
due in no sliglit degree to this fact. iHid
the people been sendliing misoniey outof the
counstry for every thing else they wanted
as well as breau, tie predictions of las
Novemsber and December would hiave pro-
bably, ore this, proved only too trie. in
or'der' tO recover to the people tiis bowe
anchor, this comparuaive refuge when
crops 'ail, tie present course has bee
devised. l ad there been no cotton mîills
in operation, it is not toO imluci to say
that the condition of thoisands would b
much wYorse : many of these must doubt
less for a while bear some share in th

disagreeable alternative which is thus
forced upon the nsansufactusres. It is a
sacrifice msore or less ail round, and the
holder of cotton shares, as well as the
operative, nust contribute his portion if
lie wvould again enjoy any return fromn his
investmient, lis mnoney os' labor.

Country nerchants will not fail to ob-
serve the signs of the times and conduct
thesmselves accordingly. Should the terss
of the present combination amiong tise
mansufacturersbe honestly intained-
and the weaker' ones have scarcely any
other neans of salvation-the prices of
cottons must advance, althougîh, with the

pretty large supplies in the hands of con-

suiers as 'ell as retailers, this will pro-
bably take somle umoiths to e)lect. At all -
events the stocks in Iasnds of. retailers
aire not likcly to depreciate :is value be-
cause of tihe present action.

The total loois eiployed on grey
sseetings now in Cansada is estinated lit
3,416, and this is to be immnediately re-
duced about ono-half.

LIGiIT FROM NOVA SCOTIA.

On tie 'Ith February last we criticized,
under the ieading: "h'le iecipruocaity
Craze," a suggestion propounded by Mr.
Fortin, M.P., that the Cnisadiani Goven-
mentshould endeavor' to obtain fron the
West Indies and Brazil the abolition or
inaterial reduction of the diuties imposedi
in those countries on iisl and lumber,
conditionially on the reduction by Canada
of the duties imposed on sugar and smo-
lasses. The proposition was absurd, even
vere such a policy practicable. Fish and
lumber sre precisely the articles for the
supply of which other counstries cannot
compete wvith us. The duties are all ii-

posed for revenue, and are paid by the
consumers in the W est Indies and Brazil.
We,,iowever', poinited out tie impracti-
cability of carrying suchi a policy into
effect. After a lapse of nearly three
isiostis, an ainoiysîsots irites', oves' tise
sigsstuse J. Lt., lias cîlticiacti oui' reniarks
at saisie leiigtis iii tise llcitieai Gazette.

pernitted. Onle thing, however, is clear,
which is, that the Imperial Goveriment
will not permit the West India colonies
to discriminate against other countiies.

The chief object of J. If. seems to be to
draw attention to the recent treaty be-
t-ween the United States and Spain, the
eilect of whici is to discriminate against
Canada in tie Spanisi colonies. Wle are
told that " no sane mlsan " would advise
Canada to adopt retaliatory nieasures
against Spain on that account, and yet
Canada is charged witli a vant ofvigilance
in not being on an eqal footing with the
United States " in the markets of our cus-

tomers." Of course, if we subumit without
retaliation to the recent action of Spain,
we are likely to remain uider our present
disadvantage. Our contention was tihat
we should claini in every instance the
sane rights as the niost lavored nation,
ani, if refused, tihat we shoulI retaliate.
We rather think that it is J. If', who is
4 weak-kneed," when lie argues tiat " no
sanle mean " would advise retaliation. A t
aIl events during the Session of 1883
our Goverunent pledged itself to retali-
ate against France, unless Cainada was

placed on the footingof the nost favored
nation by t.hat count.ry. Itis true taiit it
proved to be lweakz-kneed," owing, prob-
ably, ta French influence. Ticre is ratier
an absurd paragraph in J. I.'s letter, in
viichs lie demonstrates that under our

presenît fiscal policy there is a large trade
between Canada and-the West indies and
Biazil, and gives this as a reiason why we
should change the policy whichi lias pro-
duced sucli beneficial results. We have,
per'Iialps, takens too mucIh notice of un
anonymous coni tributioni, to whicis the
vriter was too prudent to place his signa-
ture, but the subject is one of public
interest.

ADOPTIoN OF THE REPoRTso ,
The President *as pleased te congratulate

the members of the Company on the saisfactory
progress made during the year 1883 and, said ilt
gave him much pleasure to point to the grow-
ingintoerest manifested by our policy holders
in the continued welfare of the Company, as
was evident from the very large number present
on tis occasion. Having explained for the in-
formation of the meeting various items in the
financial statement, iwhich had been printed
and distributed among the membersi and
having directed attention te the surplus which,
for the fiscal year ending 31st December, 1883,amotnted te the handsoeie sum of S43,761.95
the President said that apart, firon any credit
wuhich miglt bt fairly claimed by the manage-
ment for the conductof the Company's affairs,
its steady growlth in popular favor must neces-
sarily very much depend on the exertions whichi
our agents may continue to put forth to secure
iew and desirable business. He had a very
great deal of pleasure in complimenting them
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ott the mairked success which iad attended
tlcir labors iti the past; and, if the largely in-
creased volume ofnew assurance secttred during
the last tihrce months of the current year, as
compared wili former years, b an carnest of
what he ma1y expect, he iad tic iesitation in
statitg litat the new business for 1884 would be
the largest, by nto inconsiderable amtuount, ever
secttred in any one year sitnce the establishment
of this Company, and he felt convinced he
would not be disappointed at the close of the
year when the results of their beneficent labors
would becomne kiown. He concluded by moving
the adoption ofthe several Reports.

Aideritant W. E. Browt, of Ottawa, felicitated
the nanagament on the very satisfactory re-
ports presented te the meeting, and said, as the
representative of the Companys policylolders
in the O tciwa district, lie had great pleasure in
stating that the true priiciples of mttuality in
life assurance were being batter tunderstood
tnow cthai in the past ii lis part of the countr i

and in proportion to the dissemination of coi-
rect ideas on that subject the Company ad-
vanced in public estimation. He ipredicted that
the timre was nlot far distant whei " The On.
tario" would stand second Htotne in the
Dominion of' Canada !

H. then read the minutes of a meetinîg of
policyholders lield in Ottawa on 22itd ultimo,

ppointing lmli their representative at. the
auit al meeting, in wlict the followvintg passage
occurs: I A vote of thanks Vas passel to the
directors and ollicers atnd agents of the Comît-
panty, including Mr. TD. Ruttan. our energetic
district agent, for the substantial condition of
the Company and the large amoutil of new
business sectired during lte past year. The
assembled policylholders observe wiith satis.
faction that iotwithsantding the large increase
in Ite business of the Company in 1883 over
ihat of 1882, as siovn in the "approximate

statement," placed in, otur hands, the expenses
of the former have been even less than those of
the latter year. He took more than ordinary
pleasure in seconding the adoption of the ré-
ports.

Professer Mills, President of the Ontario
Agricultural College at Guelph, desired t say
that as a heavy policyholder, as ee who had
been canvassed by many of the best agetnts of
the most prominent Companies doing business
in Canada, lie confessed a preference for il The
Ontario., He had investigated the statement
which appeared in a Toronto paper seme time
ago, to the effect that this Company lad not
given as large profits as the Stock Companies,
but found it to be not only mîisleading but false.
His investigations convined him-in faclt ha
was entirely satisfied-that "The Ontario
was giving better results te ils members than
were given by other Companies, withot in any
way impairing ils stability.

B. M. Britton, Esq., Q.C., of Kingston, in
reply to repeated cills, said lie enjoyed the

$28,000 on his life, and like his friend, Prof.
Mills, lie was better satisfied with the policy lie
leld from " The Ontario ' than wiîit titose lie
had in any ohier Company. lie did not think,
however, that a mututal company should be in
any sense a miitual admiration society. Ail
should aimt ai pract ical resuits-to increase the
efliciency of the meanagement-to entertain a
profounîd conviction of the merits of lite Com-
pany-to inspire the agents with zeal ili the
proseculion of their labors (the agents in his
lart, ha was glad te say, vere enthusiastic), and
te ilntrtl the public in the true principles of
meutual life assurance. He believed the mutlal
systen 'as practised by "r ie Ontario I to be
the correct one and, therefore, should be an-
couraged. There wvas nothing in the conten-
tion th0t the subscribed capital of Stock Com-
panies made assurance in item more desirable
that in a well-eEtablisied mutuai association:
The stock of sutcb companies gives bit a nomi-
nal security to the policybolders-the 'real
secuîrity of a Company with large cash assets
and growing income was to be found in the
safe and juidicious investments of ils fends. He

had much pleasure in expressing bis confidence
in the financial strength and stability of " The
Ontario," whicl be believed te be a sotnd and.
good company in ail respects.

John Fennell, Esq., of Berlin, in speaking to
the motion, recommended the Board to grant
leave of absence to the Manager, with the neces-
sary allowance, to enable hilm to enjoy a few
months' lolidays. Thougli it was matter for
sincere congratulation that Mr. lendry's health
had been restored, still lis witldrawal, for a
brief period, from the active duties of manager
would tend, lie trusted, te yet more thoroughly
re-establisi his former vigor and strength, in
the hope that a life se valuable may ha long
preserved to himselfand the Company he bas
donc so much Io bauid op te its present high
standing. The President and others bore will-
ing testimony to the manager's acknowrledged
abiliies and to his unremitting devotion to
the Company's ilterests during the past four-
teen years, their reiarks meeting with loud
applautse.

On motion, Messrs. Thos. Miller, ofStratford,
Dr. Martyn, ot Kiticarditte, and Geo. Wegenast,
cashier "Ontario Muttial," were appointed
secrttineers to receive the ballots for the clection
of' four directors and to report to lie meeting.
A number of eligible nominations iaving been
made the balloting was proceeded with, resut-
ing in the re-election of I. E. Bowmai, Esq.,
Jaies Trow, M.P., Alfred Hoskin, Q.C., and
lite election of John Carnegie, M.P.P., of Peter-
boro', for the ensuing tern of three years.

On motion, Messrs. lenry F. J. Jackson and
J. M. Scuîlly were appointed, by vote of mem-
bers present, anditors for the current year.

Votes of thiinks to the president and direc-
tors, te the manager, secretary and official
staff, to the agents, medical examiners and
refreces, having been tendered.

Messrs. J. B. Hughes, Cias. Packert, Prof.
Mills, and others spoke ii latdatory ters of'
lite efficiency and energy shown by the Com-
pany's officers in the managemnt of its affairs,
and of the zeal displayed by the agents in tha
proctrement of new business, during the past
year; and, white advoc:atitng a ivise economy in
every department, contended that work welL
done should b vell paid for. Thorough efli-
ciency and experience should not only receive
but command adequate recognition.

The President laving replied on beialf of the
directors and officers, it was moved by lfr.
Hoskin, and seconded by Mr. B-ird, and re-
solved, that the congratulations of the members
be tendered te the manager on his restoration
to health and his return to activa dutti.es
