MEETING OF THE BRITISH ASSOCIATION.

A Huxonrous Skrreu.

Seclion .7.—Professor Aqunrius, of Geneva, read a
most interesting paptr, in which, afier having observed
that astronomers had long beenin darkness usto the nature
of the luminous celestial bodies, vulgarly called stars, co-
mets, 8c., he stated that o had accidentally made the im-
portant discovery, that they aro merely the reflectivns of
the various waters of our own globe. A short time ago,
he made two pornds in his garden, and, on the ensaing
uight, be discuvered, frnm his observaiory, two stars which
were perfectly new to him and ali other astronomers. The
following day two more ponds were made near to the

‘others ; and that cvening two more stars were visible close

to those obserred on the previous night. He then, for
experime .t snke, made a pond uvpon the top of a high
mound, and, having formed a treuch to connect it with -
one of the lower pnnds, he broks down the bank of the
raised pond, so asto permit the water it contained to run~
ri vidly into the other, He now looked up, and observed

the reflection or star prodaced by the raised pond running
with rapidity towards the reflection of the other pond, thus
producing the common phenomenon of a meteor or shoot- -
ing star. 'T'he nathor concluded by observing that this

| discovery proves that tho stars are tiot inhabited, and that,

as he has no doubt that the sun is only the reflection of the:
Red Sea, and the moon of the Sea of Azaff, he thinks we
may conclude them to be equally tenantiess. The loarn-
ed professor sat down amid most deafening applanu.

E~xcrisit Wars.—Of 127 years, terminating in 1815,
England spent 65 in war, and 62 in peace. The war of
1688, after lasting nine years, and raising our expenditare
in that period to thirty-six millions, was ended by the treaty
of Ryswick in 1697. Then came the war of the Spamsh
succession, which began in 1702, concluded in 1713, and
absorbed éixt_v-two and a half millions of our money.
Next was the Spanish war of 1739, settied finally at Aix-
ln-Chapelle in 1748, alter costing us nearly fifty four mii-
linns. Then came the seven years' war of 1756, which
terminated with the treaty of Paris in 1763, in the course

In man, the several classes of the teeth are 80 slmxlarly_ .'
developed, so perfectly equalized, and'so identically con- -
structed, that they may be considered as -the trne type ’
{from which all the other forms are devxatxons. .
For the accomplishment of their. oﬂice, the teeth must.: |
be endowed with prodigious strength ; for the. fulﬁlment‘ v
of purposes immediately connected with the apparatus of“‘
digestion, itis necessary that they should be placed in ;he
neigbboﬁrhood of exceedingly soft, delicate, irritable, and .
sentient organs, That they may possess the requisité de-

lgree of strength, they are constructed chiefly of bone—the

h1rdest organized substance. DBone, though not as sens:-
ble as some other parts of the body, is nevertheless ‘sen-
tient. The employment of a sensitive body in the ‘office of
breuaking down the hard substances used as food, would bo
to change the act of e'xtmg from a pleasurable iztc a pain-
ful operation, It has been shown that. provision is
.made for supplying to the animal a never-failing source
of cnjoyment in the annexation of pleasurable sensatnonu
with the act of eating ; and that, taking the whole of life
into account, the sum of enjoyment secured by this pro- -
vision is inealculable. Bat ail this enjoyment mlaht have
been lost—might even have béen changed into positive
pain—nay, must have been changed into pain, but: for ad-.
justments numerous, miasute, dehcate, and at' first” view,
incompatible. ‘ '

Had a highly-organized and’ sensitive body been made'.
the instrument of cotting, tearing, and breakmb down the
food, every tooth, every time it-comes in contact with the
food, would produce the exquisite pain now occamonally,
experienced when a tooth isinflamed. Yet abody wholly
inorganic, and iherefore insensible, could not perform the
oflice of the instrument; first, because a dead body cannot
be placed in contact with living parts without producing -
*lirritation, disease, and cousequently pain, and, secondly, .
because such a body, being incapable of any process of':
nutrition, must speedily be worn away by friction, 2nd !
there could be,no possibility of repairing or of replacing i,
The instrument in question, then, must possess hardness,
durability, and, to a certain extent, insensibility; yet it
must be capable of forming ag intimate wunion: with
sentient and vital organs, must be capable of bec.omxng a
constituent part of the living system. R

T'o communicate to it the requisite degree of bardneu.
the hard substisuce forming its basisis rendered so muoch
harder than common bone, that some physiologists have
even doubted whether it be bone—whether it rea]l_) pos- .
sess a true organic structure, ‘That there is no ground :
for sach doubt, the evidence is complete. For, ‘

1. The tooth, like bone in general, is composed partly o[,
earthy and partly of an animal substauce; the earthy part
being completely removable by maceration in an acid, and
the animal portion by inc_:ineration, the tooth under.each -
process retaining exactly its original form. o

2. The root of the tooth i3 covered externally by peri-
osteuin; its internal cavity is lined by a valcular and_uer- -
vous membrane; and both structares are intimatel_v-cou;-
nected with the substance of the tooth. If these mem-
Eranes really distribute their blood vessels and nerves to
the substance of the tonth, (which there is no reason ‘t‘o; |
doubt,) the analogy is identical between the stracture -of
the teeth and that of bene.

3. Though the blood-vesselsof tbe tectbare $0 minuts _
that they do not, under ordmary cu'cumsz;noes, admztrﬂur
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red particles of the blood, and though no colouring matter
hitherto employed in artificial injections has been able, on
account of its grossness, to penetrate the dental vessels,
- yetdiseas$ sowstirhes accomplishes what art is incapable
of effecting. - In jaundice, the bony substance of the teeth
13 occasionally tiuged with a bright yellow colour ; and in
persons who have perished by a violent death, in whom the
circalation has been suddently arrested, it is of a deep red
colonr. Moreover, when the dentist files a tooth, no pain
is produced until the file reaches the bony substance ; but
the instant it begins to act npon this part of the tooth, the
sensation becomes sufficiently acute.

These facts demonstrate that the bony matter of the tvoth,
though modified to fit the instrument for its office, is stilla
true ahd proper organized substance.

Each tooth is divided into body. neck, and root. The
body is that part of the tooth which is above the gum, the
root that part which is below the gum, anod the neck that
part where the body and the root unite. The body, the
essential part, is the tooth properly so called—the part
which perforins the whole work for which the instrument
is constructed, to the production an sapport of which all
the other instruments are subservient. '

When a vertical section is made in the tooth, it is fouud
to contain a cavity of considerable size, termed the dental
cavity, which, large in the body of the tooth, gradnaily di-
minishss throegh the whole Jength of the root.  The deptal
cavity is lined throughout with a thin, delicate, and viscular
membrane, continuwed from that which lines the jaw. [t
contains a polpay substance.  This pulp, highly vascular
and exquisitely sensible, is composed almost entirely of
blood-vessels and nerves ; and is the source wheunce the
bony part of the tooth derives its vitality, sensibility, and
natriment. The biood-vessels and nerves that compose
the palp enter the dental cavity through a minute hoie at
the extremity of theroot. The membrane which lines the
dental cavity is likewise continued over the external sur-
face of the root, so as to afford ita complete envelope.

Provision baving been thus made for the organization
ol tke tooth, for the support of its vitality, and for its con-
nexion with tha liviag system, over all that portion of it
which is above the gnm, and which constiiates the essen-
ual part of the instrament, there is poured a dense, bard io-
csganic, insensibie, all brtindestructable substance, term-
ed enamel ; 2 substance inorganic, composed of earthly
salts, principally phosphate of lime, and a slight trace of
. apimal matter : a sobstance of exceeding density, of a

ilky-white colour, semi-transparant, with consisting cf]
minute fikrons crystals. The manner in which this organ-
ic matter is arranged about the body of the touth is worthy
of .netice. The crystals are: disposed in radii springing

. from the centre of thé tooth, so that the extremities of
the crystals form the external surface of ‘ihe tooth, while

the internal extremities are in contact with the bony suob-
stance. By this arrangement a twofold advantage is ob-
tained ; the enamel is iess apt 1o be worn down by friction,
and is less liable to accidentai fracture.
