"'a clothe the world in this consoling vesture, it
required the complete and unreserved union of 1l.|e
two principles which were so wonderfully united in
Tilizabeth and ber age; simplicity and faith.  Now,
as every oue knows and says, they have disappeared
from the mass of society; the former, especially, bas
been completely extirpated, not only from publiclife,
but also {rom poetry, o private and domestic life
from the few asylums where the other has remained.
Jr was not without consummate skill that the atheis-
tic science and impious philosopby of modern times
proncunced their divorce before condemping them ta
die. When once their holy and sweet alliance had
been broken up, those two celestial sisters could only
meet in some tew obscure souls, amongst some scat-
tered and neglected populations ; and then they walk-
ed scparalely to death.

1t is mnecessary to say, hoawever, that this death
was only apparent—only exile. ‘They keptin the
bosom of the imperisbable Church the cradie whence
they went forth to people and decorate the 'w_orld;
all men may find them there ; all men may likewise
trace their course by the immortal relics which they
scattered as they went, and which none have yet sue-
ceeded in annibilating.  Their number is so great,
their beauty so striking, that one might be tempted
1o believe that God had designedly permirted all the
exterior charms of Catholicily to fall a moment into
oblivion, sa as that those who remained faithful to it
through all the probations of modern times, might
have the ineffable happiness of finding them out and
revealing them ancw. : _

Tliere, then, lies a whole world te regain for lis-
tory and poetry; even piety will find new treasures
in it. Let none reproach us wirh stivrine up ashes
for ever extinguished. of searching amid irreparable
ruins § that which would be true of human institu-
tions has no application to the subject before us, at
least as Catholies beligve; for if it be true that the
Church is undying, it follows that nothing that her
hand has onee touched, her breath inspred. can die
for ever. Tt sulfices that she has deposited there a
germ of her own principle, a ray of the fadeless and
immuiable beauty which she received with jier life.
If it has once been so, it is in vain that the clouds
darken arouud, that the snows of winter ave heaped
above it; it is always time to dig out the voot, to
shake off sowme modern dosy, to break asunder some
factitious bonds, to replant it in somne gepial sail, and
restore to the flower the, bloom and the perfume of
former days.

TWe should not hke to have it inferred, from the
ideas which we have put forward, that we are blind
admirers of (he middle ages, that we see m them
everything admirable, enviable ‘and irreproachable,
and that, in our own age, we consider the nations
wholly incurable.  Far be it from us to waste our
.energies in vain regrets and our sight in vseless tears
aver the grave of generations passed away., We
tmow that the Sen of God died on the cross to save
humanity, not for five or six centuries, but for the
whole period of the world’s eistence. We think

“desertion of the presents once ore we repeat, far
1 be such a thought from our minds. Bur, as the ex-
tile banished from his native land for having remained
;; faithful to the cternal laws, sends many a loving
s thought back 1o these who bave loved him and who
tawait his return to his native land; as the soldier |
Ilighting on distant shores, is jnflamed at the reci-
L tal of the victories gained there by bis fathers; so it
tis permitted us, whom our faith renders as exiles
i amid modern society, to raise our hearts and eye to-
cwards the blessed inhabitants of our heavenly home, |
and, humble soldiers as we are of the cause whicl
has glorified thems, to gather courage also from the
remembrance of their struggles and their victorivs. |

We know but too well what erimes and sufferings |
and complaints there were in the ages which we have
studied 5 as there always were, and always shall be,
so fong us the earth is peopled with fallen and sinful
men. But we think that between the evils of those
ages and those of our own times there are two in-
calculable differences. In the first place, the ener-
gy of evil was everywlere met by an cnergy of good
which scemed to increase by being provoked o the
combat, and by which it wasincessantly and manifestly
overcome. ‘I'his glorious resistance had its origin in
the force of convictions which were recognised in
their influcnce over the entirelife; to say that this
force has not diminished according as faith and reli-
gious, practice have departed from souls, would as-
suredly be in contradiction to the experience of his-
tory atd the world’s memory, We are far {rom
disputing the splendid progress that is made under
certain relations, but we will sny with an cloquent
writer of the present (ime, whose own words will ac-
quit him of any partiality for by-gone ages: “ Mao-
rality is, undoubtedly, more cnlightered in these
days; but is it stronger?  Where is the heart that
does not thrill with delight, sceing the triumph of
equality? . . . . Tonly fear that in taking so
just a view of his rights, man may have lost some-
what of the sense of his duties. Tt is truly painful
to see that, in this progress of all things, moral force
has no! increased.” |

Those cvils from which the world then suffered
and of which it justly complained, were all physical,
all material. Person, propevty, badily freedom, were
exposed, outraged, trampled on more than they now
are, in certain countries; this we are free to adwmit.
But then the soul, the conscience, the heart, were
sound, pure, untainted, free from that frightful in-
ward disease by which they are now gnawed. Each
one knew what he had to believe, what he might
learn, what he was to think of all those problems of
human life, and human destiny which are now so
many sources of torment for the souls whom they
bave again succeeded in pagamising. Misfortune,
poverty, oppression, which are now no more extir:
pated than théy formerly were, stood not up belore
the man of those times as a dread fatality of which
he was the innocent victim. He suffered from them,
but he understood them ; he miglit be overwhelmed by
them, but he never despaired; for heaven still re-
mained to him, and man could interrupt none of the
means of communication between the prison of his
body and the home of his soul. There was a sount
and robust moral heafth which neutralised all the
diseases of the social body, opposing to them an ali-
powerful antidote,—~a positive, a universal, a perpe-
tual consolation—faith. That faith which bad pe-
netrated the world, which claimed all men without
exceptinn, which had infused itself into all the pores
of society like a beneficent sap, offering to all infir-
mities 2 simple and an effectual remedy, the same for
all; within reach of all, understood by all, accepted
by all. .

Norw, the eril is still there; it is not only present,
bat known, stulied, analysed with extreme care; its
dissection would be perfect, its autopsy exact ; bul
where are the remedies to prevent that vast body
from becoming a corpse? Its new leeches have
spent four huudred years in drying it up, in sucking
out that divine and salutary sap which constituted its
life.  \What substitute are they going to give?

It is now time to judge of the course which they
have led humanity to pursue. Christian nations have
allnwed their mother to be dethroned ; those tender
and powerful hands which had a sword ever ready to
avenge their wrongs, a balm to heal all their wounds,

that all those who have not yet lost the sentiment of
their dignity and of their iminortal origin demand to
be brought back to her {old; but, abore all, those
every where, but in vain, a
remedy for their sorrows, an explanation of their
dreary lot, who find no where aught save the empty
and mowrnful place of ancient faith these who will not
and cannot be consoled, qur non sunt.

Vell! we firmly believe that a day will come
when Lumanity will seek to cmerge from the desert
which las been made around her'; she will ask for
tlie songs that soothed her childhood ; she will sigh
to breathe again the perfumes of ber youth, to mois-
ten her parched lips at her mother’s breast, and to
taste once more before she'dies that pure, fresh milk
which nouvished ber infaney.  And the gates of that
mother’s prison shall be broken by the shock of sa
many suffering somnls; and she will go forth fairer,
stronger, wnore benign than ever. She will no longer
wear the fresh and simple beauty of her early years,
when she had just escaped from the first bloody per-
secutions; hers will then be the grave and majestic
loveliness of the strong woman, wha has read over
the listories of martyrs and cenfessors, and added
thereto her own page. In her eyes shall be scen the
traces of tears,and on her brow the deep furrows
made by suffering ; she will only appear more worthy
the homage and adoration of thosc who have suffered
like herself, -

Siie will resunie ber new and glarious course, the
end whereof is only known to Gad ; but while await-
ing the time when the world will again solieit her to
preside over its affairs, ber faithiml children know
that they can every day receive from her infiiite
help and consolation. }lence it is that they—the
children of light—need not fear what a faithlcss
world calls her decay ; amidst the darkness whiel
that world gathers around them, they will neither be
dazzled nor led astray by any of the false meteors
of the gloomy night. Calm and corfident, they re-
main with their eyes fived in steadfast hope on that
eternal East which never ceases ‘to shine for them,
and where gencrations, seated in the shadow of death,
shail also one day behold the only true and sacred
Sun ready to overpower with his triumphant splendor
the ingratitude of men.

In conclusion, far be it from us to attempt solving
what is called © the problem of the age,” or givinga
cey to all the conflicting intelligence of our days.—
Our ideas are not so ambitious. e are rather of
opinion that all such presumptuous projects are struck
with radieal sterility.  All the vast and most pro-
gressive systems which human wisdom has brought
farth, as substitutes for relizion, have never succeded
in interesting any but the learned, the ambitious, or,
at most, the prosperous and happy. Dat the great
majority of mankind can never come under these ca-
tegories, The great majority of men is suflering,
and sufering from moral as well as physical evils.—
Man’s first bread is grief, and his first want is conso-
lation. Now, which of thesc systems bas ever con-
soled m aflicted heart, or re-peopled a lonely one?
Whicl of their {eachers hias ever shewn men how to
wipearay a tear?  Christianity alone has, from the

eginnng, promised Lo console man in the sorrows
incideital to life, by purifying the inclinations of his
lieart ;and she alone has kept ber promise. Thus,
let us sear in mind that, before we think of re-placing
her, w should commence by clearing the earth of
pain ad sorrow.

Sua are the thoushts which animated us while
writin; the life of Lilizabeth of Hungary, who loved
muchind suffered much, but whose affections were
ali prified by religion, and her sufferings all con-
soled. We offer to our brethren in the faith a book
differig in its subject and in its form’ from the spirit
of theage in which we live. But simplicity, humility
and carity, whose wonders we are about to relate,
are, lte the God who inspires them, above all times
and mees.. We only a<k that this work may bear
te sate simple or sorrowl(ul souls 2 reflection of the
sweetemotions which we have enjayed while writing
it! Aay it ascend to the eternal throne as an hum-
ble ad timid spark from that old Catholic flame
whiclis nat yet extinet in all hearts!

But you |
did your business much betier: you dealt i vague
instmnations—you % best your bow,” to us¢ the lan-
guage of inspiraticn,  to shoot in secret the undefl-
ed;” you spoke of the possibility —nay, the probabi-
lity. of incarceration in conventnal establishments—
of the destruction of personal liberty—of spiriting
away her Majesty’s subjects ; and you know well, no
one better, the effect of such a speech, coming from
the Tiords’, upon the people of England ; and having
done the work, of whicl you are now ashamed, and
for which, assuredly, my loid, you will answer to God
at no distant day, you come out to fell Treland, at
your annual visitations, that you never brought a
“charge against any institution whaisoever, or,
against any religions communion.”” Pilate’s disclaimer
of participation in the crime of Judea had some show
of plausibility, but the disclaimer which 1 am now
considering is withoui parallel in any history.

Tn the olden time, when there was less of hypo-
crisy among men, bills were brought in and passed
throngh the Lords and Commans, “to check the
growth of Popery.”” Now the same end is sought,
under your lordship’s managemenrt, indirectly ; in ac-
cordance with the hypacritical spivit of the aze, the
petitions against Maynoath, the speeches in both
houses against convents, the Papal Aggression move-
ment, the ‘Titles Heclesiastical Act, the Exeter-T1all
gatherings. and No-Popery agitation over the whale
country, have ali the sanie objectin view, © tocheck
the growth of Popery.” You never oppose infidelity,
inits desolating arogress through your towns and ci-
ties—your creed freely combines and harmonises with
the rejection of, divine revelation : it is of Christianity
only vou are afraid—your church is 2 shameless moc-
kery, your legislstion in its faver a vulgar farce !

But why, my lord, is it necessary to legislate
against Catholicity, rather than any other form of
belief? This isan important question.and one which
déserves to be answered at some length,

The case is simply this. Your Church, my, lord,
from which, without advantage to the people, yon
derive an immense income,is a grievance. in magni-
tude, duration. and iniensity without parallel in the
world. "There is nothing like it elsewhere. Ttis
at the root of every cwil; evary oppression vhich
Treland endures. Itis. my,lord the appropriatin of
public funds, intended {or all the people, to the ag-
grandisement of a few; intended for the poor, nono-
patised by the rich, whilst ke poor, whese ideri-
tance it ix. are left to starve. It is the endosrnent
of your fordship sod other such persons, with hua-
dreds of thousands annually. to teach our poor pipple
sell-denial, and contempt of riches—a people,too,
who, all but a fractional part, reject and lhave 3ver
rejected, your teaching. The Seriptural type of
this ecclesiastical enarmity is Dives, my lord, fiast-
ing snmpiaousiy every day, whilst the peopleitoo
faithfully typified by Lazarus covered with sors at
the gate, are denied even the erumbs which fall tom
tae table of the Iistablishment. |

Now, this tnstitution. such asit is, has enornous
wealth and all who have a pecuniary interest i it,
either actually or prospectively—and *heir naqe is ;
legion—have resolved to sustain it, and the first bep
to be taken for that purpose is to divert, if possple,
public atiention rom its flagrant injustice, and as hat
cannot be well “done, the next best thing to df is
canstantly to exhibit the people who are to bethe
victims of this injustice, so drgraded by their vres
and superstitions as to be wholly unworthy of hutany
sympathy.  Acting on this palicy the friends of {he
Establishment deem it a duty, at all times, to rege-
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io liberty, to progress, to enlightenment ; as opposed
to Scriptural religion, and everything else upon which
our happiness here and hereaiter depends.

Having established this tradition, which must be
cavefully preservmd in the senate, at the court. on the
Beneh, througiout the country, the Charel is safe,
no matter how flageant its ahuses; -for whilst it con-
fers benefits upon the chitdrew of grace and freedon,
it ts only unjast and eruel to the Pamsts, epemivs of
God and man,

This established sole of action affords the elur,
athoat which it is dmpossible satistactorily to ac-
Leant for the tersifie agitation which is gat up every

now and then wy st Popery s for the uncessng, re-
viling . misrep esentations and slamders ol the press in
every form of publication——id stories Tnr childen,
histories for men. vomanees sor ladies. charges lor
parsons, in menthly and quarterly reviews in cheap
eewspapers, o penderons iolios.  No maiter what
subject engapes year attention, whether at the har or
en the beneh, o either hovse of Uavlizmem. or op
thee committers, or o the pulpit--strike at Popery
and i1 will bee well received.  Ior the sustsinment,
then, of your estubiishment in all its vicious inegriiy,
Catholies st be hnmolated, "Fhey must not be
leit, whether priests, bishops, ar nans, a shred of
character—place them, asit were beyond the pale
of umanity. and then the Clurch is safe.  “This is
the solunion ol the diffieulty.

In 1851, a charge of enormous peculation was
bronght against the heads of the Established Churel.
You recollect it, my lord, Tt will serve to establish
the theory upan which Fam insisting. 1t was proved,
arcording 1o their showing, that the bishaps Lad ab-
stracted from the revenues of the Chureh, several
hundred thousand pounds over and above their fuir
and proper income. Three of them lad taken
L211.083.  't'he Bishop of Durham. one of the par-
ties, pocketed, aceording to the Times, « £74,000
more than the legislature assiened for him, and wore
than what the rules of morality and howor would
allow to him.” What was to be done when this
case of shameless peevlation was made out? A cowp
d’etat was clearly required to save the Establishment.
Here was a fraud exceeding in amount the aggregate
of all the peity larcenies of the empire in five years,
aud diffiering, as it appears to me. in nothing from
cowmon robbery, save in the magnitude of the scale
on which it has been cominitied, and in the charac-
ter of the right reverend parties concerned in the
Lransaction. ** No comment of our’s (said the Tirmes)
can aggravate the disgrace of the facts which we
have exposed.”® The mitres took counsel together,
and one, wiser than the rest, said—Let us eficet a
diversion ; it is the only possible thing to save us.
Accordingly their lordships, ably seconded by Lord
John Russell. got up, by a grand maneuvre in that
year, an agitation which far surpassed anything of the
kind since Titus Oates was on the stage. They
availed themselves, with great adroitness, of the es-
tablishment of the ancient hievarcly ta cover the
delinquency of the State Church.  ‘I'lie heat and ex-
citement of that perind, so artfully fomented by ad-
dresses from the clergy and episcopal responses,.the
boiling-over of all the had passions which character-
ised the year 1851, rendered it wholly impossible
ever since quietly to ask their lordships « What did
they do with the public money 7 This, my lord, is
the Establishment which you call a Church, and this
the policy by which it has always been sustained.
Before T leave this portion of my subject, may 1 ven-
ture to ask, what motive induced your lordship’s nar-
liamentary attack upon the conventual system? Was
it, my ord, because it bad seized upon, and squan-
dered in fuxuries, the property of the nation 7 because
it had ground down the people to the dust, hy the
weight ol its injustice and iniquity ?  Was it because
the Mother Ahbesses had monopolised for their own
purpose, the sacred funds which should have been
employed in the works of Charity? No, my lord—
eriphatically, no.  You have assailed nuns on other
grounds, and with a view to temporal interests it will
always be necessary to assail them. Their lives of
prayer and self-denial—their love of the poor whom
yeur Church plunders—their disengagement of heart
from all earthly things, their voluniary poverty, witl
a view to a closer resemblance of the Divine Mode,
are the bitterest reproaches upor the mammonism,
the pride and pomp and worldly-mindedness of the
cpiscopal beneh. If nuns, my lord, be net constantly
decried, and defamed, and railed at by you and your
clergy, in season and out of season, they will, assur-
edly, convince the world that your Establishment.
founded on sacrilege and robbery of the poor, bas
nothing whatsoever to da with the Gospel of Christ.
Nay, they have proved it already to all, except those
who have a woney interest in the Parliamentary cread.

You lizve laid it down, my lord, in your charge as
a prineiple that those who shrink from investigation.
raise un(avorable suspicions agninst themselves. This
rufe you apply to nuns, who, without cost to Church
or State, do all the vood 1hey can, and seek the re-
wards of the other life.  But let us respectfully ap-
ply it to your own hizh and expensive office.

A strong.a very general suspicion prevails that
your lordship believes not in the doctrines of the
Cliureh whnse pay you receive: you reject, it i¢ said,
the doctrine of the three distict persons. the Father,
Son and aly (ihost, in the blessed Trinity—the
apostolie surcession of bishops as uaderstoad by the
Christian Church—tlie remission of sin, as-taught in
your own Book of Common Prayer, at the visitation
of the sick. Tf these suspicions be true, you have
deceived the Protestant people of Treland, and re-
ceived an_enormous amount of funds on false pre-
tences. You know, my lord, the consequence of
refusing a full and satisfactory explanation on the

The foljow-
ing account is from the Freeman’s Journof :—

¢ Mr. Hanley was seized by the neel and pressed
backwards over a railing behind him; he was styuck
and kicked severely. The reporters, amid the cou-
fusion, could see Mr. Swmers, who was much ex-
cited, shakine his clenched fist in lijs face, and
heard him exclaim, «[t’=s well for you, von cow-
ardly ruffian, that Somers hasn’t you elsewhere
you paltroon.”  The police in the body of the dourt
rushed on the bench across the reporters’ desk, scal-
tering their papers, and endeavored, by thrusting the
muzzies of their muskets between the numerons bel-
limerent paities, to separatc them. Two or three of
them seized Mr. Hanley by the collar, and dra agoi
him into a room betiind the bench.  As he was falline
in he was struck in the lace and knacked over a chair:
his hat was kicked aud trampled into pieces, nudz
were it not for the police, who handled him pretiy
roughly theruselves, he must have been seriously in-
jurad.  During the riot, the Mayor had jumped from
the bench on the desk nnderneath, and was givine re-
pealed and vehement directions lo the police oﬂ?(-er,
Captain Gibbons. 10 remove the Rev. dr. O Connor.
Some delay having ocenrred, the Mayor staled Jie
woulid report the officerif he did not obay Lis orders.
He direcied that Father O’Connor shonld te 1reated as
a gentleman, and removed without vivienee. The
Rev. zentleman, in {he conrae of a few moments, left
the comrt at the solicitation of his friends. All this
time the body of the court-house presented a frightfui
aspect.  The people were endeavoring apparently to
faree their way to the bench, but were stottiy and sue-
cessfully resisted by a strong array of the consiabulary
who, in some instances, usad the buit ends of their
muskets, though oot with muoch foice orinjury.  Some
of the electors about the hench, Captain Gibbons, and
one of the renortets of the Dublin prese, were struck
by stones flung {rom the gallery atthe left.  The May-
or immediatelv crdered the court and galleries to be
cleared. The exeention of this order cansed intense
confusion anil excilement in ecourt, n much so that a
serions collision was several times apprehended. The
cleaiance was efiected in about half an hour, but, from
the cheering and shonting oniside, il was evident that
there was great eommotion,  Caplain Gibbons repori-
ed to the Mayor that several parties had been taken by
his men with pistals loaded and capped. The Mayor
ordered them fo be detainel in custedy. He then sta-
ted to his aurlience, cansisting of the candidates, their
agents, his assessor. the reporters, and a few police-
men, that he had taken a show of hands, and that it
was in faver of Mr. Sadleir,

During the long protracted investigation bicfore the
Coroner’s Jury, we purposely abstained from all com-
ments upon the events, of the th ult., and the pre-
ceding days. The Tnquest having now closed, we

This is the
more necessary,inasmuch as so many false statements
about the Gavazzi riots, their antecedents, and con-
sequences, have gene abroad. "The lie, that anattack
was made upon Zion church, and the audience, has
been industriously circulated j and by way of a climax,
it has been asserted by the Protestant press of Upper
Canada, that the Irish Catholics of Montreal were
the perpetrators of (his assault, incited thereunto by
the Catholic clergy, and Religious Corporations. One
account represented a priest geing about with a eru-
cilix in his land, stimulating the passions of the as-
sailants ; and we should not be surprised to sec it re-
ported that the ehurch was stormed by a datachinent
of the Grey Nuns, headed by the Bishop of Mont-
real in full pontificals. Many a more monstrous lie has
been seta-gaing by Protestants; and we doubt not that
many a sound Protestant is to be found in Montreal,
ready to make oath, 10 having seen the assault by the
Grey Nuns,and to having heard the cheering of Mgr.
Bourget.

When it was kuown -in Montreal that Gavazzi
was about Lo deliver a conrse of Jectures, and that
the City Concert Iall had been placed, by the Cor-
poration, at bis disposal for that purpose, much indig-
nation was naturally felt by a great number of our
Catholic fellow-citizens ; who could not but Iook upon
this act of the Corporation, as a wanton and delibe-
rate insult to the whole body of Catholie rate-payers.
Garvazzi, and the nature of hLis intended lectures,
were well known ; and it was a matter of notoriety that
the only charm of the latter consisted in their unspar-
ing abuse of Catholic, clergymen, and religious. To
t grant then, to such a person, and for such a purpose,
a public room like the City Concert Hall, was of
itsell not only an-unjust, but a very imprudent, pro-
ceeding on the part of the Civic authorities; as such
it was locked upon by Catholics, and as such it natu-
rally excited strong feclings of indignafion amongst
them. Nor were these allayed by the remembrance
of the very different conduct of the Corporation to-
wards the Jrish Catholies of Montreal, in somewhat
analogous circumstances.

‘The extremely perilous condition of the
man who had ¢lang to the log at once attracted atten-
tion ; and unceasing efforts were made tu rescue hirm.
Lvery hour the crowd of spectators gathered, and the
painful interest of the scene was heighterad, Nam-
bera of people came from Buftalo ; and frequent essive:
were made to rescus the man, who resiated the foree
of the water and kept his positien with an enerey that
appeared almost superhuman. A hoat wus sent out,
with ropes attached to drag it to the shiore when the
shonld have been got safely into it.  But the vioience
of the waters mocked the effort and dashed the bowt 1o
atoms againt the unyielding rock. The attempt was
repeated again and again, every time with the same
result ; boat after hoat being dashed 1o pisces on the
rock and swallowed in the murge. At last, about six
o'clock on Tuesday uight, a Buflalo life-boat was sent
out which struck agninst the log, which {osmed the
poor fellow?’s sole anohar, and displacing or shatiering
it to pieces, he was carriad down with the irresistibls
stroam tu the verge of the fall and then awept over
that immense precipice. The bystanders relute that,
on arriving at the verge of the Falls the man collected
his stiength and made & distantjomp toclgarthe rock.
Bnt he was hurried in the foaming abyss belaw, 1o
no more alive. For 24 hours—a whole day and nighe
—he had ¢lung to the log; hoping that soms means
of rescue would come. The feelinge of the specta-
tors, wrought to the high&st‘})itchufexcilemem by the
eneray which the victim had displa g,(l,and the failure
of the” repeated attempts to reseug him, may be ima-
gined but cannot be deseribed.—Duily Leader,

Another plot has heen discovered in Paris, which
was to have heen put in execution on Wednesday
night. Tt was known that thé Emperor and Empress
‘were to visit the Opera Comique, which ‘is on the
Boulevards Ttaliens. nearly opposite.the Rue Laflitte.’

The throng on the Yine of route was the greatest
when the Tinperial carringes arrived at the theatre,
and eye-witnesses assure me 1hat the demonstration
'was of the wost favorable kind, and that from the
moment the carringes appeared near the Madeleine
till they reached (he doors of the Opera Comique
the cries of « Vire PEmpereur 3 and « Vive P’lm-
peratrice I were mosi frequent and loud. One ac-
count states, that about a dozen or sixteen men, who
were near the entrance of the theatre when the cor-
teze dvew up, aftracted the atlention of the Sergens
de Ville by the energy of tieir eries; and suspicion
was excited by their mannars.  One of these men,
when waving his hat, exposed a part of his bosom by
the epcning of hiis coat, and the handle and point of
a dageer were visible, T'he man was at once ar-
rested, and as the police w.:re removing bim, some
one cricd out to arrest the group of which he was
the centre.  They were arrested to the number of
twelve, as they were making an effort to get off.—
Tt is stated that ol were armed, either with a dagger
or a pistol.  Tie Emperar and Empress quilted the
theatre at ten minules past twelve. The crowd was
still great, and the cries of “ Vive PEmpereunr” were
as frequent as whenhe entered.  The carringes were
attended by the same escort that accompanied them
ou their arrival. At one momwent, when ihey were
driving yather quickly. the Emperor was heard to re-
quest that they should o at the slowest pace. I'he
escort kept close to the carriage.

Russiar Tispio ace v Fraxce.—According
to the Paris correspondent of the T¥mes. the cost of
the espionage in he Russian interest in France for
the present yedr is estimated at more than 2,000,
G00Of.; and some of the persons employed in it, both
Russians as well as French, are those whose position
in sceiety one would suppose ought to place them
avove such services. One titled “person is at this
woment travelling in Germany, with minor agents
scattered over the country, for the purpose of pick-
g wp information. "The scale of remuneration for
this not very creditable occupation varies according
to the rank and consequent utility of the party. One
person has heen mentioned who is, and has been for
some time, in the reccipt of more than 100.000f. per
annum for supplying the Ruessian government with
secret information on matters in general. but particu-
larly with reference to France and England. Bat
the co-operation of no one, in however humble a
sphere, is rijected, provided he has the facility of
communicating news. Even the most trifling gossip
is transmitled 5 and when no valuahle information is
cooveyed, the rumors of the saloons, more or less
partuking of scandal, serve to wmuse the court of
Russia.

The Moniteur gives a despateh, dated Bueharest,
July 2. which states that the Principalities are occu-
pied.

Duoley’s friends
defeaded the ejeciment—the charzes for the balifls
were held by the barrister to be excpssive—n few
shillings were struek off and credited as against the
reat in Dooley’s amount. which left the sam total due
a few shillings under a fall year’srent, and the eject-
ment was dismissed. Thas, for the moment, Dooley
escaped total destruction.

Dooley paid all that was due snbsequent to this
transaction, but on the first of May another half year’s
rent fell due, and on the 24th of the month he receiver
the following complimentary notice from his landlond :

We nrint the notice in full to show that Deoley was
not in arrear—that he had paid his rent and all arrears
of rent—that he owed o' ly the one haif year’s rent
due on the 1st of May last, and that en the 24th of
that month the seizure was made.

No doubt Mr, Beanett has a right to receive his
rent. But are there ten Janitlords in Treland who ean
say that they have ten tenants who have so punetnally
paid up all vent due as Dooley har.  Dooley has paid
the May rent—he did not allow his cattle to be sold,
bnt paid the money almost when demanded. He
paid the bailif’s fees, too. and did nogt wait for the
fourteen days during which the law permits bailiiP’s
lo prey upon tenants, but got rid of them at once.

Thus Donley has once again escaped the rain pre-
pared for him for his temerity in thinking for himself,
and voling as he thoueht right, But how long can
Lie elude the grasp of the law which is not the poor
man’s fieud 7 Moessrs. Keogh, Sadlier, and Dr, d¢-
Knight have succeeded in getting one provision re-
enacted, which will prove consolatory to the Daoleys
of this kingdom. Last year, it will bo remembered,
Dooley’s growing crops could not be seized, and exe-
cutien was stayed for threa weeks. The iriends of
Dr. M<Knight have provided against snch a calamity
for the future,  The seizure of growing eropa is to be
legalized onece more, and men who, like Dooley, voto
for tenant right candidates, will not be kept in sus-
pense for three weceks of aotumn, thanks to Dr, Me-
Knight and the party with whom he acts, but will
have their growing crope seized, and, if needs be,
brongint to the hammer.

Dooley’s case is one of many. The landlord is
strictly within the iaw, though outside the ‘enstom-——

ossibly e reconciles this te his conscience by plead-
ing that, 50 was Docley, who, contrary to ¢ custem,*’
voted for the popular eandidate and against the land-
lord nominee.

Tante-Trsanine OvERTURNED. — The phenomenon
of table-turning has at last received ils probable sols-
tion, and the énouement is duly moralized. Some
weeks back, the turning was asceribed to ¢“nnconsci-
aus musenlar action.” More recently, a gentleman
eminent in science ascribed it to the resolution of vs-
cillating forees—the 1esult of a tendency which oseil-
lating forees have to resolve themselves into one.
Professor Faraday has thought it worth while to exa-
mine the subject sornewhat exactly, and he has pob-
lished the result.  First, by a variety of experiments,
he ascertained the fact that the tarning power did not
Jdepend upon the materials of the body to be turned.
Ale then coustrueted alight lever, so placed on the
table as to indicate whether the hands moved first, or
1he table—whether the hands moved the table, or the
table the hunds,  This was tried in two wavs,~with
1he index concealed, and with it uncoucenled. When
the index was visible, the table did not move at all 5
when it was concealed, the index showed that the
movement of the hands preceded that of the table.
He explains the matterthus. Waiting for a long 1ime,
the fingers becoming stiff with pressure and insensible,
the force of the muscular momentnm becomes suffici-
ent 10 move the inert body, without conscious action.
If the index be watched, this unconscions maving ar
yieldina wm the direction to which attention has heen
turned is corrected: ¢ no prompting or checking of
ihe hands is needed—the power is gone.”> Mr. Fara-
day ia « greatly startied by the revelation which this
purely physical subject has made of the condition of
the public mind®’; because unlearned people have
rather referted the phenomenon to all sorts of imagin-
ary causes,—lo electricity, superaataral agency, to
some nnrecoginized physical force, or other fancy,—
rather than suspend their jugment, or acknowledae
its inanfiiciency, or inquire whether eause and effect
wvere praportionate to each other.  But is nat the phi-
losopher unphilosephical in philosophizing thus ? Daes
he not know that equation of cavse and eifect is a pro-
vess so far transeending the ordinary capacify as nevkr
even to be thonght abent; that to admit the insufli-
ciency of ane’s own knowledwe reqnires a definite
state of ideas seldom atinined; and that to suspend
the jndgmient is a duoty sometimes fosgotten even by
Jawyers, mueh mare by natural philesophers. Rudely
obiserved, the experiment did not in itsell supply the
ovidence which Mr. Faraday has now (urnished.
And although—if the phenownenon had been caused
by a hitherto unrecoguized force—it was rather sur-
nrising that we had notraditions of dining-tables play-
ing pranks under the casual evoeation of the force,
vet hefore now real forces have marvellous'y eseaped
recognition hy srientific observers, and have been
long set down to that supplemental philosopher “the
Devil.”  The fact is, that the laity outside all crafis
and myrteries—the nobility, gentry, and poblic, in
sreneral—are not bonnd 1o be the reverse of foolish iy
matters of speeind wisdom ; though it is desirable to
have them behave as #ensibly as possible.  To teach
is the very duty of philesophy; and it isnot lessa
duty to eorreet ersor than to teach pusitive trath. To
ug, the animated curiosity and ready faith of the gaod
public did not present the worstaspeetof its ¢ condition
of mind™; it war not half so bad as the spirit of a mare
sceptical and soi-disant ¢ philosophical” time—the
blank hlasé unbelief, ready-made for every new idea,
or the pedantic weary watceh never o be canght trip-
ping. ~ And while we admire the philusopher, inclin-
ing from hix pedestal, deigning to investigate, making
his explanation’scientifically exact and popularly in-
1elligibla, and thus performing « valuable public duty,
we cannot but be amused at the inextinguisiable
simplicity which reciprocates the popular wanderment
at 1he tnening of tables with an equal wonderment at
the 1able-turners® “condition of mind.*’—Spectator.

UNPROVOKED AND MURDEROUR ATTACK BY A PARTY OF
ORANEMEN—BRUI'AL THEATMENT OF WOMEN.

The twellth of July, the areat anniversary of the
Orangemeu, had come and the eity presented i un-
vsual appearance of peace and calmuess. Men looked
as if they dreaded the possible recurrence of any of
those reenes that so frequently disgraced the eity, and
an unusval degiee of quiet aud reserve was munifest-
ed.

Bat, alas! they were mistaken. Faualic fteuzy
had not yet Inst its power over men, 1o brutalize e
and render them ravenons for bloud ; for, ou Tuesday
afiernoon, one of the most savage, brutal, unprovoked
oufrages that it is possible to conceive any beings in
the forms of men could perpetrute was committed al
the Saspension Bridze.  On Wednesday, abont noon,
Mr. Cushing, proprietor of a steam mill, near the
Falls, came 1o the Police Oifice and enquired if any
steps had been 1aken to bring the panties who had
stabbed the young max, on the previous afternoon, to
justice. He was told that no information had heen
lodged there.  The Superintendent stated that he had
merely heard some reports of 1lie matler ; that e had
also heard other reports of three meu being shot, &e.,
aml had put them all down as mere rumors.

flags. The road is very narraw and they waved and
shapped their flags inihe {aces of ihie women of the little
party amd called them names, using the coarsest and
fonlest language. D<Evay, who is ¢l a very gentle
disposition, said to the others <“never mind them,
come on,” and they continued to walk along. As
they passed, hewever, snme of the Qrangemen find-
ing that their coarse Jangunze could not create a pre-
text for a quarrel, threw lobsier shelis and ayster
shells (the debris of their feast) at them and struck
ane of the wamen. One of the young men, (not
brIivoy.) whose temper was warn, conld not endure
thig, and turning roand he sald, ¢ you had better not
do that again.??  The Orangeman repiied with an oath
that he would let him see he would; and, jumping
from the wargon, instanly atiacied the young wo-
man, knoeked her dawn, jumped on her and kicked
her.  Nine of his eorapanions jumpad cut of the wag-
ams al the rame time and attacl.ed tho men, of course
averpowering them at onece.  One, with 2 sling zhot,
struck ane of the three on the head knoeking him
down and eontinued to heat him until ke was 21l but
killed—athars knocked dovrn and bea! and kicked
MeFvoy’s brother dreadfully, while & mau withadirk
stabbed pror M*Evoy between the seventh and eighth
rib throterh the Jeng, and two fellowe armad with guns
pursued the ofier two young women who ran scream-
ing throuzh 1the Asylom grounds.  Then the whole
number jumpead Into their waggnrns, drove at a gallop
aver the bridge, and ulong the Straight Shore inio the
ciy.

This oulrage excecds in bruiality anything we have
ever heard or read of. VYomen were in thefirst plzce
insulied and struck, and & womian was the first to be
knocked down wned jumped upon by a brute who, no
donbt, gloried in the feat; and other women were pur-
sued by men armed with guns.  Thatten armed men
shonld have unprovokedly attacked and even murder-
ed three unarmed men merely becanse it was the
Twelfth of Juiy. and the larger pasty were determined
