to Ioyal Catholics the world over, since it is in
his apiritual capacity that they are brought into
direct relations with him.

8.ry to as-ert that Cat:olics of other countries
are rot bound to him by the tie of political
all-ginnce or vny cther obligaticu cooflieting
w.th their dnties as citizens of ithe nat'ons te
which thev belong.

gard as the divinely appoiated interpreter and
teacher of revealed tiuth. Itisin this re'atien
that we do hono: to thie Pape ; and right worthy
ia he of such homor, The Cathol'c Church
over which he presi les, viewed even a3 a human
institution, isthe grandest organization upun
earth, as admitted by all unbias-d miuds who
have examined her system of laws, various
orders, and impaising ceremonial.

like it; for mneither depeads upon the
favor of the world, but is able fo prosper in
opposition tojt. Many have predicted the fall
of both, but the prophéey hzs not been verified.
It is only when the sun shall refuse to give its
light and tho stars shall fall from the firma-
ment; when the moon shail grow pale and dis-
appenr from the henvens and the earth shall
return to its original nothingoess, that the
Chureh and the Papacv shall caasse to exiat.
Then the Church militast will becoma the
Church triumphant ; and_the vicar of Christ
will give place to Christ Himself, whoso king-

HOOTED AND CHEERED.:

How Joe Chamberlain was Treated on IS
Yay to the Sienmer—The Precan-
ilons for I8 Safeiy—His
Views on Home Ru’e.

Loxpoy, Oat.20. —Mr. Chamberlain started
from Biumingham {oday, on his way to
America to take part in the fisheries negotia-
tions, B:fere leaving the city he nddressed
the crowd which had guthored to see him off,
He raid he hoped the relations betweon Iing-
land and America wonld continue to be cor-
dial. He ulco ssid that these might bo the
Iaat words he would ever address to his hear-
era, pnd advised them to stick firmly to the
Union eand maintain the inheritance be-
queathed them by their forefathers. The
preafest enemies ot the commonwenalth, he
declared, wrre those who would do anything
1o weaken or impair the integrity of the Em-
pire. An official den’al has been made of the
rumor which haa been in cicculation here
that President Cleveland hnd requested Lord
Salitbury to cancel the appointment

of Mr. Chamberlasin to represent Eng-
land in the fishories negovintioms. It
is nnonounced that My, Chamberlin is

assured of a cordial reception by the Ameri-
can authoritics, despito the attask made upon
him. Upsu the arrival of Mr. Chamberlain
ab Liverpool the station was cleared and the
public was not admitted., The station was
strongly guarded by police. A number of
detectives followed Mr, Chamberlain from
the otavion to the dock, where he took the
tender fer the steamship Etruria, it being ex-
pected that an attack would be made upon
bim in the streets, He was checred and
hcotod a3 he passed along. Mr. Chamberlain,
bzforo embarking on the Etruria, declined an
invitation to a luncheon extended to bim by
Diseidens Libersls, explaining that want of
time compelled him to do fro. In replying to
the invitation he expressed himself ap gratitied
at receiving proofs of continued confidence
wnd sympathy.

Loxnpoy, O:t. 30.—Mr, Chamberlain was
interviewed on board the Firuria at Queens-
town, tg-day. He eaid he had theroughly
enjoyed his trip from Liverpesl, thoupgh the
woather hsd been squally and cold. On his
arrival in New York he intonda to go direct
to Waghiogton, not to Ottawa first, as Cana-
dian papers have etated, He laughed heartily
on hearing the romor that the Irish Attorney-
General would accompany him, and ssid the
Canadian press ought to have known that the
Atterney-General's work was cut out for him
in Ireland, He attached no importance to the
strictures which certain Canadian and Ameri-
can papera had thought fit to pass upon
him, He said :—*1 shall oater upon my
duties unaffacted in tho slightest degree by
any outside hestile criticism. I do not in
tend to return to England directly my Inbors
ace finished. Nat having been in America
hzfore I am awfully anxious to see the caun-
try. It isalso my purpose to visit Canada,
It is, ther fore, unliktely tkas I shall retvran
nntil ahortly before the nesembling of Pariia-
ment.” Oa being questioned regardicg tLome
Rule, he said he had ceased to be a politician
for o couple of months, 1le had, however,
pc hesitation in saying that those who were
eanzuine in roon geelug o parliamentin Dublin
would have to wait much longer than they
expested. **I will go astep turther,” he con-
tinued, ‘‘snd eay that L om inclined $o think
that if n grost and genervus schemse of local
government were granted to Ireland the feel-
ing which is repreaented as being 8o intense,
eupecially in the south, in favor of a separate
parliament, would gradually die away. DPre-
vious to the passing of the discsteblishment
bill religious fecling between the Protestants
and Catholics was very high, but now it hae
almost disapp ared, I firmly believe that it
is not beyood the reach of utsteamanshipto

| OBRIEN IN PRISON.

A Fareleal Trial and Commitial—Trentens
dous Popular Excltement—FPcople
and Police ln Conflict in
the Court Mousc.

Cunnr i, Oct, 31.—Willinm O 'Brien, editor
of United Ireland, narrived at Cork this
morning ea routz to Middlston, where his
appenl sgainst the sentence of imprisonment
paesed upon him by the Mitchellatown court
for u:ing seditious language at a Lengue
mecting was to be heard, snd wos given an
eathusia:tic recoption. Hoe was accompanied
by Messrs, Dillon and Harringten, Oa hie
way to Middieton O'Brion alighted from the
train st Qiecnstown Junction, where he
was greeted by an immense crowd of League
memb:rs with bands and bauners. Some of
the crowd were monated and all displayed in
their hata the green cards of membership of
the Lzague. The cavalcade lined the road-:
gita fur beyond the depet. O’Brien drove
to Carrigwa Hill, where there was ancther
imposing demonstration in his honor. An ad-
dress was prescnted to him, and in his reply
Mr, O'Brien said he never saw befors such n
etriing ovidence of @he unconquerablo epirit
that animntos the Irish people. The thought
of this inspiring spectacle would compensnte
him for that wretched thres months he shouldl
have to spend in priscn and for hie life-long
Iaber for the irish cause. Ife asked the
people $o show = spirit of diacipline and
refraia fromn their purpose to march to Hid.
dleton. Renching Middleton there wasa
further demonatration, The police, however,
interfered und msuppreseed it. As esoon as
O'Brion enterod the court the caso for the
Crown waa opened by Mr. Carson. O'Brien
ioterrupled him, ood, oddressing the Re-
corler, volunteered to make o statement
which, he said, wounld shorten the proceed-
ings of the conrt, He was not represented by
counsel, ho said, and nsked permissior to ex-
plain why he was not. Mr, Carson objected,
snd the Recorder said ha preferred to haar
evidenco proving the Crown’s case, Br, Car-
gon then continued for the Crown. When
Mr. Carson had finighed Mr., O'Brien was
asked to reply, e referred to a statement
made by the Recorder showing that he waa a
partizin of coercion, and said he would Le a
hypocrite if he pretended that he had the
sinallost hope of oblaining an unprejudicial
trial.  He, therefore, declined to ndduce
arguments in sapport of his  appeal,
knowing hat the case was_ _already
deoided. The Recorder then said as Mr.
O'Brien declined to proseed he would at
once give hiv decision. There weas no doubt
that tbe langusge upon whicit s=r. ("drien
was convicted wae an incitoment to reaiat the
authorities. Ho regrettod to have to confirm
the seatenco, but the law was clear and ho
had no alterrative. When wit tiro wan
apnounced there was a moet exciting scene in
court, caused by O'Brien endeavoring to
leave the bullding in order to spesk to his
friends. ‘L'heinspector of police refused to
let him go. (’Brien insisted on his right
and had a struggle with the police when they
arrested bim. The room was immediately
in an uproar, und the peoplo clustered about
O'Brien to prevent the law officers from ar-
resting him. Harrington coutended that the
police had no right to srreat O'Brien. A ter-
rible struggle took placein the court room
and in the passage leading to the stroct be-
tween O'Bricn and hia friends on the one aide
and the polico on the other, Ladies screamed
aad fainted and the confusion wasd general.
The people in the strect outside the court
clamored for the rescue of O’Brien and ven-
gennce upou the police. Harrlngton lent hia
asgistence to his confrore, but finding that it
was uscless he returmed to the solicitor’s
(nhle and ehouted for justice, declering that
O'Brien could oot be legnlly arrested as ro
warrant hal been signed. The Recorder
sided with Harrington and said O'Brien
shonld go. Mr, Stokes, the magistrate,
thsrenpon shouted, *“Do not let him
go. I will be responsible for the conse-
quepces,” Harrington then exclaimed at the
top of his voice, ** See how justioe is done,
The judge's anthority indefied,” There were
crics of ** Let him out,” and a fierce struggle
ensuod between the people and the police
gaarding O'Brien, Meanwhile the magistrate
had signed & warrant for the arrest of O’Brien
and he was removed to the rear of the Court
House in custody. The sentence of Mr,
Mandeville, chairman of the Board of Poar
Law Guardiang, of Mitchellstown, was also
confirmed and he was taken into custody,
Later O'Brien and Masndevills, guarded by
Husears, were placed in o car. The crowd
cheered them as they emerged from the Court
Housa. The police cleared the streets and
prevented »ny attempt at rescae, Driests a:-
gisted to lkeep the people in order, Tho
priconers were tuken to the Cork jail,

ENTHUSIASDE AT CORK,

The naews of O'Brien’s coming spread like
lightnisg throughout Cork, and asa resnlt the
strects through which it was supposed he
would pass were packed witk people when he
arrived, The vicinity of the prison was ocou-
picd by = strong force of armed police. Fully
one hundred cars followed the car ocoupled
by Mr. O'Bries, which was drlven rapidly
through the city to the prison. Several col.
lizions and otheraccidents occarred, but no
one was serioualy injured. Oa arriving at the
prizen Mr, O'Brisn .compelled the police to
remove him foroibly from the ear., He was
nocompanied to the prison by the Mayor, Mr.
Ahern,” vice-chsirman of the Board of
gusrdiana, tried to address the crowd from a
vehicle, but the police forbade any speaking.
Mr, Ahern then moved a distance off and
mads a speech without being moleated.” Then

THE IRISH MIDWIFES ACTION
AGAINST MR. BALFOUR.

BERVING OF THE WRIT AT DUDLIN CASTLE.

The following are the particulars of the serv-
ing of & writ, 1n an action for elander, by Mrs
Dillon, the Gaiway midwife, on Mr. Balfour, the
Chief Secretary for Ireland, during his visit to
Dublin last weelk :—A skilful and experienced
process eerver hi8 been in charge of the writ
gince the refusal of tha Court of Exchequer to
allow it to be served outside the jurisdiction,
on ths ground that the alleged slandera were
uttered, and libels published, 1n Londoa. On
the vecasion of each flying visit of the Chief
Secretary to Ireland, the process-server strove
hard to effect service, and hung about the Chief
Secretary’s Lodge in Phamnix Park, and about
Dublin Uastle, with that object, bubt he was
constantly bafiled by the officials, who evidently
suspected his mission, and persistently misin-
formed him as to the whereabouts and intentions
of the Chief Secretary, who thus mauaged to
evcape to London on each occasion without ser-
vice. On J.ridsy last the prccesa-server deter-
miged he would make a final effort. He pro-
ceeded to tue Chief Secretary’s Lodge and
knoclzed at the door, but failed to get admission
as the p'aca seemed to be shut npand untennnted,
and only a few policemen loitered at the gates
and in the neighborhood of the grounds. He was
moresu :cessful at the Vicerezal Lod,e, where the
footman confessed that the Chief Secretary was
stayipg but said he wns upstairs iu bed. Aftr
the process-server had wuited n_cossiderable
time, he was told the Chirf Secretary had
teft, Still determined to effees rervize, ir poi-
pibie, he pursued him to the Ca-tle.  There
he was refused admission, on the prouni
that” there wers strict orders that no
one should bs  permuited to see  the
Chief Secretary. But he adopted the ingenious
stratagem of declsring that Le was the
bearer to him of an urgsut message from
Lotd Ashbourne, the Iiish Lord Chuncel-
lor, which was literally and strictly true, though
the porter, who brought him into the Chief
Secretary's presencs, had no notion of the na-
ture of the message. He declares thete weie a
number of persons_in the room into which he
wasintroduced. Nothingcould exczed the Chief
Secretary’s amazement and sannogance when he
was suddenly presented with the writand shown
the copy. Hia face grew deudly pale, and then
fushed scarlet, and he made a motion ag if he
would throw the document on the ground and
trample on it.

A WELL MERITED CASTIGATION.

To the Editor of the TRUE WITNESS ¢

Mr, Chamberlain,
by th‘mM.em_ng Cnanadians with expulsion from
the Empire if they adjust their customs tarif to
suit themselves, has herametically sealed in ad-
vance one door by which settlement might have
been approached, He has done ro in a spurit
which shows distinctly that he is utrerly inca-
pable of putting himeelf in the place of an Irish-
man. Hence his mission to secure a just
recognition for colonial interests has hardly a
chance of success.

Theatre, who was abla t2 read down an avenue
at over 530 yards from the lamp. The utility
of Luecigen for outdoor purposes may ba gauged
by 1ts victories. Besides being used for light-
ing many large eugineering works, and such
places as the Armstrong and Whitworth tac
tories, it is employed in several railway atations
in England ; it has sopplanted tte electriclight
at the Forth Bridge Works, it i3 being set up
along the whole length of the Suez Canal, it is
in use in the maize fields in Egypt, and was
employed in the recent mobiiization of the
French troops.”

The reason for this ia sound and
just,  Accusations of private immorality
hurled agsinet a man who is proposed by his
fricada aud neighbors as o fit and proper par-
f0a $o represent them in parliament, are
prime fucie malicious, especiully if the
charges relate to circumstances alleged to
have transpired many years previous to the
publication. = The charges may be true,
but the fact that the parties implicated
have madoe atonement for their folly,
and by a subsegquent virtuous lifs endeavored
to retrieve their 1ault, is recogniz:d univer-
sally as a bar to publication. Moreover, the
progrees of years has brought on the acene
others whose fair fame and bappiness would
be wrocked and whose prospecta in life wonld
be rnined were political enemies permitted to
expose in open coart long past secrets of
family history. No question of property is
involved, ro c'aim of public interest can be
entered, no demand of justice can ba pleaded
in extenuatioa of attacks such as were mode
by tke Glengarrian on BbIr.  Parcell,
The opne object fought was to de-
feat a political opponent, and the editor
appears to have been extremely imprudent in
tbe use of the means he took to secure it
Probably, in fact, judging from similar cases,
slmost certainly, the editor was tospired by
those for whom he was writing to make the
attasks for which he has been brought to ac-
count, If he was convinred of the truth of
the charges, he should, nevertheless, have
thought seriously and consulted the best
available authorities before he decided upon
introducing the element of privase scandal
inte politioal discussicn. But the simple
tact that ha did =0 ia proof of deplorable
lack of judgment, that prime necessity
foa the editorial make-up, or elee
he permitted himeelf to be carried awsy by
the passions of the contest, which is really
no excuse, for if there is a time when &
public instractor shoald keep coel and pre-
serve a level head it is during the excitement
of an election campaign. It would bs a
good thing were all editors to take this
fesson to heart, Politicians will use editors,
if editors are so foolish as to allow them to
do so, and, ten chunces to one, they will
leave the injndicions scribes and the proprie-
tors of the newspapera to bear all the trouble,
odium ond expense of libel uits when the
rassing purpose of pulitical animosity hos
been served. :

Commission for that purpose. »Ii.; would be
extremoly unlikely to suppose ’ e.xther p‘ower
would enter upon theze negouaiimm. with a
determination te have everything its oan
way, regardlese of the claim-s et up by the
other, Mutual concession is, in fact, the only
way by which an amicable settlement can bs
obtained. .

The questioa is by no meaus & complicated
one in itself. The dapger that lurks in it
rises from the position and policy of the Cana-
dian Government, This is well set forth in
the Hon. Mr. Longley's remarks which
will be tound in arother column. The fear
that the Deominion Government will
eject uurentricted rociprocity, if offered by
Mr, Bayard, is generally felt and cxpressed
in this country, WWere a treaty concluded
on that basie, it would be the death of thase
monopolies, rings, combines, ete., with which
the Macdonald ministry ia irrevocably bound
up. Iis, therefore, nltogether probable thag
Sir Charles Tupper will be instructsd, in
cuze of the effer being made, to decline nnre-
stricted reciprocity while willing to accept
2 measure that would exclude certain lines of
manufactures, This, we are pretty eure, the
Americon Government would refuse to cn-
tertain. Insuch an event the ncgotiations
must fail. A money payment for the right
to fish in Canadian waters is out of the quee-
tion, but a reciprocity reaty would confer ali
the advontages which Canadians can ever
hope to gain in retura for the earreader of
fishing privileges. 1t would place the people
of hoth countries on an cqual footing snd do
away with all existing canses of irritation.
But thiz much to be desired result
may be burked by tho *‘combine " of poli-
ticians and manufacturers who now
control the Government of Casada, The
true interests of the country, in fact, will be
sacrificed to the greed of a pampered claze,
Yet anything short of the fullest possible re-
ciprocity will not satisly our people as a
whole.

Qa the other hand, should the Commission
fail to presest an acceptable solation of exist-
ing diffioulties, no other course wili be [eft
open to the American Government but to put
in operntion the non-intercourse iaw which is
held by preaidential handa in terrorum against
Caoada. It is wholly improbable that so
gigantic a boycott conld be loag pereisted in
without bringing abount an open rupture aad,
perhaps, war between tho two countries,
Taisds the most seriona vie ot the situation.
But were we possessed of & ministry haviog
no clasy or apacial intereetslto protect, and
which ahould ha wholly devoted to the gen
eral good, there would bs no trouble in com
jog to s permanent settlement. It is becanse
the ministry is not in accord with the
general will of the country that we have
o fear ita notion., Nevertheless, should unre-
atricted reciprocity not be obtalned while the
fisheries woull be surrendered, Sir John's
government wounld not stand any time. No
government could stand agalnst the storm of
popalar disapproval that would sure to follow
so disgraceful s enrrender. The misohief,
however, would be done, and then there
would be nothing for thoss who wonld have
to suffer but to.raise the cry of annexation.
Failing to accorplish that, their only relief
would bs found in pulling up stakes and
emigrating to the Republic. .

Thus it appeara that Canada may be com-
pelled to auffer incalculable loes throngh hav-
ing a Tory government -out of harmony with
the people and opposed to the only settloment
by which her future peacé and pro:perity
can be secuvaed.

Tae Several Delegates Leave for Home—Seves
al Interesting Addresses Ly Lhe
Provincint I'remiers.

(Qurnsc, Oct. 29.—The Inter-Provincial Con-

ferenco closed this merning, tho whole of the
members being presencat the finel meeting. As
soon as the 1wt detai!s of the business proper
were fiuished, Attorney-General Longley moved,
seconded by Hou, J. Norquay :—That the visit-
{ng deirgn:cs to the Cunfe.ence desire, before
tepatating, to recoud their appreciation «f the
unvarying courtesies of Hon. Mr., Mercier aud
his cullesguszs during the mesting of the Inter-
Provincial Coacress, and to express their warm
sensa of ths unceasing hospitealities from both
the Government and citizens of Quebec during
their entire visit, and that a copy of this
resolution be forwarded to His Worship the
Mayor to_be communicated to the citizens of
Qaabee city. Ie speaking to the motion,
Mr. Longley raid the Coalerence wou'd nave
4 mosd important bearing aa_the future of
this great Dominioa. Difficulties had existed
between our varisus provinces, snd sectional
feelings had to a lmge degree prevailed, which
wae, in some measurs no doubt, due to the fact
that there had been an absence of frequency of
interchange of opinion, and that the public
mind of the several provinces had not takea the
care which should attend the intereat of others,
Thia convention has brought about much more
familiarity, und has provuked in soma measure
feelings of intimacy and kindly regard on behalf
of the Province of Nova Scotia. 1 am epeaking
in the name of my delegates as wrll as mysell,
ard I am sure that they will gladly welcome at
all time: peopls from all the provioces,
As our triend Mr. McShane would say in his
histor'cs] words, *‘ what have we done now”
that_you should not all pay a visit to Nova
Scatia?

When I speak of the courtesies received from
the citizens of Quebec ond thel adies, T am
touching o chord which will evoke a warn res-
pouse from all the del-gates hera present. The
varied s-cial reunions which form such an im-
portant feature in the life of man have madaa
lasting and profouni imprestion on the minds
of the visiting delegates. I may mention that,
in anticipation of my submitting such n reso-
Iution, there hus been a general desire on the
part of the delegates to have the privilega of
seconding it, The exercise of thig important
piecy of patronsge has been an impostast
and a dedeate ditheulty, and has been a saurce
of embarassment, but being ¢y 1'ed at last to
make achoice, 1 feel, ar 1epresenting the east-
ern porticn of the P.ovinces, that my selection
should b2 made from the west, and L have there-
fore se'ected Hon. John Norquay.

Hon. John Norquay said ke appriciated the
selestion mae by the mover of the res lution in
calling upou him to second the motion, He
Felt he could ot do justice in words to the grent
kindness und courtesy that had been extended
to the delegates by the 1lun. Mr. DMercier,
Madame Mercier, the Mayor and the good pro-
ple of the city of Quebec, He felt bound tosay
that now that their laboes were about closing,
his atay in the Aacieat Capital had been ose of
continual pleasure. Although he felb at times
inelin-d to resent the assiduity with which
the Chairman had kept them down to
their work, because of his own desire ¢>
aee more of the beauties of the place,
now that the close had been about reached he
could pay this tribute ta the members of the
C.nference, their worthy chairman included,
that they had devoted themselvcs with unapar-
icg patience 1o the dischargs of their duties,
and he felt sure that the result of their labors
would bein future years rec gnized as a monu-
ment to their horo-. He had taken apecial de-
¥ight in viewing the beautiful Iandseps =nr-
ronod.ng the city 10 the magnificent river that
rolled d)wn to the sea, and other points of in-
terest and of lust rical smportance, but before
resumnuing his seat he must coegratalate the con-
vener of the Ccnference, the Hon. Premier of
Quebec, on the sucesss that had attended the
deliterations of ihe body. If there was any one
thing that ha wight be excused for regretting,

it would be the efliciency with which they had
treated every subject which might possibly
preclude the neceasity of another convention in
the near future. He could not resume his
seat without recognizing the kindness and
courtesy which Madame Mercier had shown
them during their stay in the city, and said that
when they took their departure they wauld be
laboring under o geeat obligation to the Pre-
mier, his excellent lady, the mayor and the
good peple of Quebec. They would look back
with pleasure to the time they had spent among
them, and vhe enioimenb that they had had az
the recipients of the hoapitulity so generonsly
tondered them, which had lightened their laburs
and made them loath to depart.

Hon. Mr. Mercier, in replying, said :—

Honurable g:ntlercen—In acknowledging the
thanks which you have been kind enough to
{ tender my collcagues aud myeelf, I feel that
I cannot allow this Conference to adjourn with-
out giving expression to the gratitude felt by
the Government, Legislature aund perp'e of
Quebec for the promptuess with which there pre-
sentatives of the Provinces of QOatario, Nova
Scotia, New Brunswizk aod DManitoba have
respon‘ed to our invitatioa t> meet in this
Inter-Provincial Conferencs for the purpose
of discusring matters of peaeral interest to
the several Provinces. Five oat of the teven

Provinees  which  constiuted the Do
minion had _ accepted oar _ iavitation,
These five Provioces comprise 4,110,-

014 1chabitents out of 4,324,810, the total
population of Cansda, icclusive of the terri-
tories, (56,446) which were n-t invited and
coull not berepresented, aud ths expression
of the unanimous opinion of the.s five provinces
upon mattera of auch importance as those which
have been dealt with by this Conference cannot
fa1l to carry greab weight, I am sure that with
me you will regret that ovr sister provinces of
British Columbia and Prince Bdward Isiand
did not send representstives to our meeting :
but, notwithstanding, we have not overlooked
the ivterests which they have in common with
us, Even if this Conference bhad had
no other effect than that of bringing
ogether the members of the Government of
he severa! provinces, and enabling them to
ompare thewr views on the va ious snbjects
which have been deslt with, it would still bave
been a success ; but when, in addition to this,
we consider the importance of the questions
which have been dgiccusssd and brought to a
favorable solusion, 1t i8 evident that our labors
will be productive of the most beneficial results
ag regacds the future Government and welfare
of the provinces, After matare deliberation
and friendly discussion of all the imperfections
wbich have fettared the free working of our
Cons'itution, wa have come to an unanimous
c.nclusion as to the defects which exist and the
remedy which should be appiied to them,
Amongst the numerous propositions of vital
importance which are comprised in the series
of resolutions unavimousiy adapted by this
Conference, and siened by every one of its
membars, I am happy to atate that the autonomy

of the provinces has been moat positively assert-
ed aa the real basis of our form of Government,
and the only guarantee of its maintenance, This
will, no doubst, meet the views of the intelligent
portion of the community and the true friends
:our common country. The very diffienlt
question of the financial position of the pro-
vinces and their respactive ciaims hasbeen satis-
actorily dealt with, and after a thorough and
unprejudiced discussion of the matter, the dele-
gates to the Conference have come to a conclu-
sioa which, if carried out, will meet the require-
mentaof the various provinces without detriment
to the general interests of the Domininion. If
our labors have been so succeesful, it is un-
doutedly due to the sssidaity and ojurtesy
displayed by the membuers of the conference
amr the harmony and good feeling which have
prevailed throughout their deliberations, For
my part, L may say that before we. convened 1
had already formed a high opinin of your
capacity aa public men ; but now'that 4 have
had an opportuai of observing the able man-.

Hon. Mr. Longley of Nova Scotias In-
terviewed on the Subject.

STRONG ARGUMENTS FOR COM-
MERGIAL UNION.

The Flahcerles Commission—~Whnt e Thinks
YIiil be the Likely Result of 11—
The Quebcee Conference a
Success.

Hon. Mr. Longley, Attoiney-General of
Nova Scotis, was intervicived on Monday by a
rapresentative of this paper. Thehon. gen'lemnn
is tall, slim and dignitied lovking, aad has o few
streaks of grey in his dark hair. Mdeisa very
plesant convereationalint, and when tnlkmg on
political subjects epeaks directly to the point.
He is at presens o guest of the Hen. Mr. and
Mrs., McShane, and intends only remaining a
day or two in the city. Hc 15 one of the oldest
upholders ol the cause of uurestricted recipro-
city with the Umited States, and has
done much by his writings aud apecches to
educate the people up to it. Spenking on this
gubject this morning, he said :—* P’rior to the
1nat general election I endeavered toinduce the
Liberal leaders to adopt the policy. Iclaim
that the policy of Sir John Macdonald isa
policy of creating interprovincial trade and sus-
taining a nationnl sentiment in Canala. That
ia the true meaning of the N.I. Tt meany muze
than mere protectioa of conimercial nterests,
but a national Canadian sentiment as well,

scheme of Confederation. In view of that fact
and of the deep feelirg which has existed in
the province in relation both to the terms of
anoa and to the manmer in which the union
was brought about, I have fonnd it neceesary,
both 10 justice t> my own views and tothe views
which I belicve to ba entertained Ly a large ma-
jarity of the people of my province to present to
the Conference a very strung statement of the
position of Nova Scotin. I eould not expest
that the membera of the Conference would
conenr in my views. I recogpize the fact that
I speak from an exceptional standpoint, but I
ha- e the gratification of knowing that the viows
which I have felt it my duty t» present have
marde some impression upon the Conference and
that the public men of the other jrrovinces huve
bren willing to recognize, perhaps, ina larger
degree thap hefore the fact that the grievauces
of Nova Srotia were not without justice. We
n cessarily aporoached the consideration of this
question from differont standpoints from that
occup ed by others. Wu do not knuw at this
momens what course we may feel baund to
parste in the future in relation to the ques-
tions which have exciied so much discussion
in the past, and we den't intend to tie our
hands; but I have always held, and I hold
now, that so long as our pruvinee is within the
union it is our duty to make not the worst of
Conlederaticn but tha best of it. In that spirit
wo have been ready to unite with the delegates
from cur sister (novinces ia considering
metho. /s of common interest to all the provincs.
I fre, deeply impressed with the generous spirit
which haa pervaded our couference. 1 have nut
failed tn urge oy own viewe, but I hope I have
been willing to consider the ditficulties of the
other provinces ag well, and 1 am satistied that
there has beenon all bands sn honest desire
to reck ressonable remedies for such difficultics
as are recognized by all. It may be that
we ehall nat be able to satisly every
one. We, ftrom Nova Scotin, and
the same may be raid for the other provinces,
have not been commiesioned to mika any bar-
galn or & rangement here, hence we do nat un-
dertake to bind our governmeats or our lcgisln-
tures to what isdone. UF course, we have only
agreed to that which, all things conridered, we
think will improve the position of Nova Scotia,
but if it sball be found that what has been
agreed to is not calculated to advance our in-
tereats, we do not undertaks to commit onr pre-
virce to it. Nevertheless, we hopie that, in view
of the genercua spirit®that has been manfcsted
at tha Cunf.rence, avery p ovince may find it in
their intereat to azcept the result of this Confer-
ence as beneficial, although it is necessnry to
maiatain, on bebalf of the people «f Nova Scotia,
o 1ight to urge, if they see fit, o separation of
their province fiom the D.minion., Tt has
been claimed in tha past that by participation
in the consideration ot matters of common con-
cern, our province has hzen debarred from
rezking a separation. We do not intend that
by any act of ours we shall rastrict the freedem
of ur p» ople, The Confercncs has dealy with
matters of great importance, and I believe thas
while our province remains a membar of the
confederation her posit'on will be important
uoder the measures which we have suggested.
The hon. g-ntleman closed an aole ¢psech by
stating that by the coming together of the
Cabinets of the several provinces a better
koowledge of men and things had be=n arrived
nt. He also warmly alluded to the generous
Fospitality of Quebec's citizens and the Cabinet.
on. Mz, Blair seid the delegates from New
Brunswick lelt themselves under deep obliga-
tions to the Premier of Ontario for the marked
ability an1 courtesy with which he had pre-
sided, He wsas free to say that he had had
little expectation that the sesaions would have
been 80 harmenious or wouald have resulted in
an agreament upon 8¢ many points of common
intarest to the people of the several provinces.
Many of the queations upon which an agree-
ment h:d been reached were necessarily diffi-
cult, and _had led to an expression of diveise
views, If what they had agreed upon shou'd be
to the advantage of the people it was larzely
duc to the assistance they had rece’ved from
the preaiding officer. It was a coarteous act
on the part of Mr. Mercier who, a8 convener
of the Conferenca was fairly entitled to
proside, to offer . that rosition to Mr.
Mowat, and it was an act which was appre-
ciated by all tha delegates. He heartily rc-
echoed the cordial exp:essions uitered here ns
to the kindaees of the members of the Quebes
Government and the citizens, He was beartily
glad ou Mr. Mercier's account that the serious
responsibility of bringing about the gathering
had been amply satisfied by resulte. \When the
resolutions in which they had agreed had been
submitted to their abeent colleagues and had
been approved of and made public, he was rure
that it would be acknowledged thab they had
done work of great importance to Canada, He
would be able to tell his colleagues that in all
these mat'ers the New Brumswick delegates
had succeeded in accomplishing all they had de-
sired without injust!ce to any other province,
. Mr. Mowat, in ackuowledging the resolu-
tion,feaid :—I must be very brief, It gives me
the greatest plessure to say thay this conference
haa given me the ogportumty of forming new
friendships, which iuteful]y value, snd which
I hope to retain for, the rest of my life. I appre-
cinte the honor which this conference did me
in appointing me as the chairman, and I think
it my duty to say that while I have attended
meetioga of various kinds for public purposes,
including the (Queves conference of 1864, lpgnve
never had to do with a body of men who mani.

Scarerly a  single produet of the suil,
the forest or the sen from  the Dlari-
time provincas ever seeks or finds a market
in the Upp:r Provinces, Somearticles are sent
from Novs Scotin to there pruvincer. Some
conl i sent to Montrenl (only about 240,000
tons) which is but o small factor in the coal in-
dustry of Nova Scotin. It is true that we send
some manufactured cotton and refined sugar to
the Upper Provincer, but this wowld searecly
involve the labor of 500 citizens, The producta
of the great natural industries of the I'ro-
vince sre compellad to seek a warket elsewhere,

QuEesec, Oct. 26, 1887.~-Mr. Erastus Wiman,
who addressed an audience hsre to-night, nader
the ausptces of the Board of Trade, on Uore-
striczed Rectprocity; said he was greatly grati-
fied at beibg able to bring this subject before the
citizens of Quebec. A oity which occupied &
plase. ‘8o important in-the history ot Cansds,
and -whose geographical location wasso highly
advantugeous, wag certainly deeply interested
in o movement which had forits purpose the
vast enlargement of the aren of the trade of the
Dominion. Hesaid he felt he might be doing
the city a great injustice, in his estimate of her
progress in the last fifteen or twenty years, but
he doubted it aoy locality in the whole conti-
nent has suffered more f om retardation than had
Quebc:. It certainly was not because she had
not great natural alvantages, cr that ber people
Jacked the elements of prosperity. Indeed, the
whole Provinee of Quebec posssased a peculisr
fitneas to maka great progress, but irom some
causes, which it was difficult to define, there
had not been that growth in populazion, that
incre \se in wea'th, which ather port'ons of the
continent had enjoged. He felt that

THE BREAKING DOWN OF TRE BARBIER
which cxietsd between the gceat Dominisn of
Canada on the one hand, and the Greas Repub-
Jic of the Uniied States on the other, would do
more, pechaps, thau anythiog else to give
Quehee a chanes equal to that of other great
commucities. Ciriainly, so far a3 the aty of
Quebec was concerned, she posseseed advantoges
of & very peculiar nature, which, were it not for
the r *strictivns in trade, snd the limitations of
comma=:ce 01 this continent, ought to be made
avaiiable, and ought to_rosult in great profit to
all who resided here. The g):-aker drew atter-
tioa to what might have occurred througbout
the whole contuient had the Declaration of
Indepeadence not stopped short of the St.
Lawreccs, the lakes, and t2e 45th parallel. If
she -ame ¢wmdition of proaperity aad progreas
had preveiled, in the last hundred years, in the
rocthzrn pirt of the Coatinent as seemed t>
have prevailed in the Republic, it might be
inagiued that Quebec would cccupy t>-day 2
vastly diff-reat position. Situated as she was,
as the port of entry to the greatest system of
waterways in the world, pemetrating to the
heart of a continent vast in its prcductive
vowers, and altractive for every shape and
form of human effort, it seemed strange that,
after a apo of a hundred years, Quebec should
he laoked upoias retrograding rather than ud-
vancing. Lt was true that

and thuat in her great commsrce, in her manu-
fncturer, her vast agricultural products, in her

dug’s from reaching their natural market, and
iorbidding the entrance to it of capital, enter-
prise, and immigration f om the adjoining Re
public, it mipht be found that to this cause
wight 1.rgely be attributed the somewhat dis.
cournging circumstances which are now encou..-
tered. 1. waa clear that the great Republic to
tue sou'h ot the Dominion had made great pro-
gress, that they had become thegreatest money-
wetting, n1ney-spinding sggrezation ot buman-
ity in the world ; shat they attracted all nations,
and that, by their inter-communication, one
State with another, tha b-oad expanse over
which thuir busineaa extended, the varisly of
their resources, asnd ths rapidity of develupe-
- nt which aarge markes wtforded, they had
b.cme

A GHEAT AND PROSPZRDOUS COMMUNITY,

Ifin ihis community could be found a market
for all that Quebec haa to spare, if in this mar-
ket there could be found au cncouragement for
the deselopment of il tha natural resources of
1Qusbes, nu one could dany that there would be
preat advantage in Commergial Unica.  What
Upnrestricerd Reciprocity means was that the
harr er which existed bztwezn Quabec and the
United 3:atea should b obliterate 1, that trade
shonld ebb and flow between thiz Provinca and
the ne'ghborirg Repubtic with the same free-
dom us it now flows betwoesn one State and
another, and between one Province and another.
Unressricred reciprociby sinply weant that, so
§nr as the United States and Conada were con-
cerued, they sbould be conunercially united ;
that each should eive to the other all the ad-
vantage that it was possible to give in the shape
of a frerdom of access to the resources, roanu-
factures, and producta of ench other. That they
should buy and sell, birter and exchapge, and
aoms wnd go withoud 1st or hindrance. T'he con-
sequences would be that ths resources, with
which nature has biessed Quetee, would find a
development more rapidly than by any other
event that could occur in the whole category of
events. Conscquences far more reaching and
more momentous, for the futura of this proviue»,
would result from the opening up of the mar-
kety of the United States than can now be well
estimated. There ia not a foot of cleared land
in the province but wauld be increased in value.
There 18 not a ho:se or a head of cattle, a sheep,
a lamb, or a pouud of butter but would bear aun
improved value. This would come because tha
duty which was now cxacted on these articles,
in the market where they would naturally seek
a sale, would bs removed, whilo

THE DEMAND WOULD BE ENORMOUSLY INCREASRD
by the freedom with which these sources of
supply could bereiched for the great manufac-
turing centres sv mear by. Not only would
there be a greater demand for the agricultural
articles which Qucbec produces, bnt aceess
would be had to wmarke’s for the purchase of
goods which m'ght ke cheaper to the con-
sumer _than thole _whick he now pro-
vides bimself with. But, it weas not only in
agricultural products that Quebec wonld be
greatly bensfited, by haviog an open market so
near her border, but in the development of her
great natural resources there would bs fouad a
greab activity. Mr. Wiman then proceeded to
aescribe the enormous riches which Canada
possesged in minerals, fisherigs, lumber, ‘phos-
phates axd metals of various kinds. Referring
especially to the city ol Quebec, be smd it was
impossible to conceive & locaiity moare advan-
tageously located a2 & mavufacturing centre for
some very important produets, if a marlket, ag
vast . as the Gieat Western Scates, shounld be

a manufacturing population, the best the world
nas aver seen. In iruFu.lity, economy, indastry

Wiman then proceeded to discuss some
articles which he believed could be manufac-
tured to great advantage in Quebeo, if the mar-
ket of tha United States were but fres for their
gale. Referring to the article of leather, he
couceived that Quebec ‘might lead the Conti-
nent ia the cheapness and facility with which
her product io. this regard ‘could be handled,
Eosseeaing as she does 'an unl mited supply of
emlock bark in close proximity, baviog a great
water in the Montmorency and other neighbor-
ing strenms, being accessible by sea from Sonth’
America and other great hide producing coun-
tries, she could be in

THE STHONGEST POSSIBLE POSITION FOR THE
MANUFACITRE OF LEATHER,

while her facility for shipping it cheaply to the
West was unsqualled. Then, if leather could be
projuced to a good advantage, there was no
eirtbly reason why Quebec shon!d nos be the
greatest manufocturing centre of boots and
shosa on the whole continent. If in leather
and boots and shoes a moilerate degree
of prosperity has salready been achieved
with a very limited market, what might not be
the result with a markst bounded canly by the
continent, and amorg a people that absorb and
pay for more goods per h ad thsnany other
people in the world. In the matver of the
manufacture of paper, a great step might be
taken in Quebec. All tho elements cf success
in the production of ihis important article are
here. ‘The soft woods that go to make up the
pulp are almost within right, acd tbe naw rail-
way development not only renderas the tan bark
before referred tracc-ssible, but would make all
descriptions of wcod fur the purpose of paper
quite asaccessible. The seais opea for the in-
troducti-n of chemicals, th: power is present to
propel the machicery, the people are hergfo
perform the labor, and the means of commu®i-
cation for the shirment and distiibution of the
product to a market practicslly ublimited are
at hand. In the matter of lumber no greater
boon ‘could happea to Canada than to break
down the barrier which shuts her 01t from faic
competition with the neigliboring Republic.

THE LUMBER QUESTION

in the United States was rapidly assuming
great importance, It waas all-ged by some that
within twenty-tive years almost the entire stock
of availabla lumber would disappear. The pro-
tection which had been afforded to the Iumber
interest in that country had been practically
destruction, because they could in no scasa re-
place the rapidly disappeiring forests. The
charge agaicst Canadian lumber of two dollars
a thousznd had been a serious impe iimeat, and,
if for no other thing, unrestricied Reciprocity
shou'd be encouraged. The demand for fumber
was | k-ly to be very great. The growth of the
great cities absorbed yearly more and more,
aside from (he tcceless prairies, and the
activity in providiog homes, and the neces-
sity for enlargir g bu'lding cperations at almost
evely po nt in the neighboring r public, made it
the vecy best, aa it was the nearest, marks:t for
tbe products of the forests of Quebec. Thers was
not & lumber merchant in the City of Quebec,
there was not a holder of lamber lacd through-
out the Dominicn, but would be benetfited by an
open market at a point so contignous, eo cheaply
reached, as the points of reccipt in the United
States. If this was true with rega:d to lamber
what might nos be the result in regard to all
manufactures of which wood forms the bullk of
ihe raw material. In the artitle of furniture
Canada cught to be the preatest producicg re-
gion on the Continent. Shs postesses no lesa
than sixty-nine differcnt varieties of wood, and
throughout Quebec there is an infinite supyly of

for interior decorat.on. The beautiful bisdseye
maple, the black ash, the cak and basswood, are
all in abundantsupply, Is there anything in
the matt:r of furniturs, tlc shape or form,
taste or color, which the American posscases
that the Canadian dues not possess? Is there
any device in beauty of construction, in
strength, in skill, or in excellence, that could
not be imitated in Quebec for the supply of the
wants of the Umted States? Plenty of the
manufactories in the United States empley
French Canadians, Germau and foreign l.bor,
in the production of the most elegant fur-
niture, and it is safe to say to.day that
in the large establishments of New York,
Boeton zpd Philadelphis, where could ba
found the most el gant furniture in the
wo:1d, that seven-tenths of the labor employed
i3 foreign labor, and that twenty-five per
cant, of that i3 French-Cunadian labor.
The cheapness with which the furoiture could
be sl‘.ip{)ed West and distributed th-oughout the
North-Western States and Territories, ns com-
paved with the cost of shipment from other At-
lantic ports, would give us an enormous advan-
tage at this poiut, while the cost cf lubor, of raw
mater:al, and thie cheapoess of power, would be
an advantagze of the greatest pasgible value. It
might not be that in the fiacet grades of furni-
ture Quebec could eomnpets, altﬁough in that it
is difficult to see what bar.ier there is, but for
the bu'k of the suppliy]' of Western needs in fur-
niture Quebec would have o great advantage,
If in lumber and in furnitare (Quebes possessed
advantages from her location and abundantsup-
plies ot wood, what would prevent her from
being t:’he greatest ship-building port of the con-
tinent?

UNDER UNRESTRICTED RECIPROCITY

the free navigation ot the lakes from port to
por$, whether American or Canadian, would be
assured. A stimulant would be given to the
uss of craft on the lakes, bscause these lakes
would no longer be the barrier that divided the
two countries, but rather the bond that united
them, A transfor.aation such a3 this, of these
gread waserways, fiom being impediments so
trade, to becommg what God iatended them to
be, the closest means of communicasion, would
causa an enormous growth in the merchant
marine of the two countries, The chaoging
character of transportation from the West to
the Eaat, which the last few years bas witnessed,
the development in ores along both shores of
Liake Superior and Lake Huron, and the
growth of the commerce of the two countries
would absorb an increased tonnage far bayonci
mmedizte conception. For Quebec, with her
advantegeous position, her abundant sapply
of ch=ap timber, her cheap labor, and her Iarge
experieucoe in this line, being at the one miment
a port of outlet to the sen, and a pert of inlet to
thw lakes, what would be the limit of her ship-
building facilities? She alrendy possesses ex-
tracrdinary attractions in this regard in .the
smplitude of her dock accommodation, aud the
provision made for the accommodation of craft.
American capital and American enterprise
would be diverted in this direction and for this
purpose, and if Am ricans could make mone

by building sh'ps iz Quebec, to as great ad-
vantage as they got by building them st other
points, is there any reazon why such & move:

Mr. Wiman proceeded to give some details as
to how the proposed scheme could be work:

He refuted
the charge that unrestricted recip -ocity meant
sunexation, and claimed that British conpection
would be rendered & great deal more secure
under a prosperous and growing commerce, wit
a commercial connection with our neighbors,
thaun by a restricted trade, a want of prosperity,
and o continued separation :from the great al-
vantages which the natural markets on this Con-
tinent afforded. i

He also said : Oa the matter of revenae, he
wag in favor of pooling the Excise and Customs
duties, either at Washiogton or Qttawa, and ap-
portioning them per capits of the population.
As te who should arrange the common tariff, he
was in favor of one tanff being applied to the
whole of the United States and Cavada.

AN ALLEGED PLOT.

ONDON POLICE THINK THEY HAVE DIS-
ED—THE EVIDENCE AT THE INQUEST
ON A SUPPOSED DYNAMITER.

Loxpox, Oct. 26.—An inquest was held to-
day on the boly of the supposed dynamiter
who died :uddenly in South London. It was
ascertained that the man had be:n krown as
Joseph Coken, He had slso been known by the
pame of Brown. He hsd lodged during the
past four months in a house on Lsmbeth
Road. His landlady, whose name is King,
testifed that Cohen was an invalid and sel-
dom went out. He received many visitors,
&'l of whom she thought were Americans.
He had sufferid with bronclitis during the
two weeks previous o his death. A friend
who bad been siting with Cohen on the 19th
inst., asked her to relieve him and on ber pro
misirg to do so went out. Yho he was witne:s
did rot know, Witness went upstairs to Cohen’s
voom and found him dead. The bsdy was still
warm, Commissivner Mouroe, of the Detective
department, rsked permisston to examive the
witnees. Hoe explained that Coben was beliesed
to be an agent of the Clan na-Gael society, the
head of which, Geceral Millen, was in London
durinz the Jubilee celebration. His London
ag-nt is named Melvil'e. Mr. Monroe produced
a photograph, which Mrs. King recognized a8
that ¢t her former lodger. Skesaid that oneold
mano named Brown had taken away Cohen’s
keys. Thismnn was then on the witness stand.
1Ie ea‘d his name was Michael Hawkins, He
was surprised that the landlady should call him
Brown. He worked for an Islington
grocer. His home was in  Philadel-
phia. He came to Eogland under the
pams of Escott, He met decensed in a tavern
amonth ago. He visited him afterwards and
tock away his keys, which were now in the
possession of ihe police, Witness was then
questioned at length by Commigeioner Monraz,
whose object wag to Trove the conuection of
decensed with Melsille Burchel', of Philad=lphis,
and Stock and O’Malley, members of the Clac-
na-GGael society, Hawkins admitted the owner-
thip of & newspap-r cuttirg announcing that
Mr. Balfour, chief sectetary for Irelund, would
speak at Birmingham on November 4th. He
nfso admitted that a revolver and cartridges
taken from him to-day were similar to thoge
owned by deceased. Commissioter Monrve
¢'cavly showed by his questions that he believen
& plot existed to kill Baifonr. Stock snd
O'Malley teitifi.d that they did not
koow deceased futther than that they tried to

ot him into the hospital at the request of

awking. The landlady of Melville testified
that Cohen had been a frequent vistbcr of Mel-
vill2’s, Pulict men were called who proved that
there had been frequent meetings between de-
ccased nnd others, Commissioner Monroe
stated that be was urable to carry the
evi ‘enco aa to the identity of the deceased ang
further. A decCor certified that Cohen’s deat
wos due to natural causes and a verdict was
rendered sccordingly. The evidence adduced
by Commissioner Manrae confirmed the report
sent to America in Jubilee week regarding the
existence of a dynamite plot againet the Queen.
Another fortuight of watcking would probably
have enabled the police to arrest the whole
gang. The wisdom of the police in insisting
upon the inquest is regarded as doubtful.
Hawkins formerly lived at 1939 North Second
street, Philadelphin. The address of Burchell
alias Phillips is Post Office box 30, Philadelphia.

their friends and relatives, and to have sold
th=m asslaves in the ports of the coatinent.
The men of Bristo! were the last to abundon
this nefavious traffic, Their agents travelled
into every part of the counutry: they were 10-
structed to give the highest price for fem-les in
a state of pregnancy, snd the slave ships regn-
larly sailed from that po-t to lreland, where
they were sure of a ready aasd profitabls mar-
ket.”—History of England, vol. 1., p. 351.

This traffic did not cesse with the Norman
conquest ; 1t continued till the Normans came
here. Strongbow landed in 1170, and in 1171
the Council of Armnagh, regardicg vur buying
and keeping English slaves as a natiunslsin,
decreed, amongst other things, that &Il the
English :1aves in the icland shculd be at ouce
manumitted. Giralius Cambrensis thus nar-
rates the circumstance, snd we transiate the
passage ns literally, baldly and plainty as we
possibly can:

** These thiogs being completed, the rlmgy of
all Ireland being converttd at Armogh, and
having treated and deliberated a jong time
about the arrival of strangers in Irelurd ; at
Tength the common opinion of all Irelund eottled
into this, to wic: that for the sins of their
people, and especially beeiuse they had been
tong saccustomed to buy the English every-
where, ss we'l from merchaunts as from robbers
aud pira‘es, and to reduce them to elavery, this
disadvautage happ-ned to them by the c:raure
of the Divise vegneance, that they themselves
chould now be in turn reduced to slavery by the
same nation.  For the people of the Eng'i-h,
while their kingdom was jet indeoendent, by
the common voice of the nation, had keen acous-
tomed to expose to sale their chi'drep, and be-
fore they would suffer any want or hunger, to
sell into Ireland their own very eona and 1ela-
tions ; whesce it can te probably believed that
a3 the sellers formerly, o now tie buyers de-
served the yoke of slavery Ly so enorrcous a
crima, It wasdecreed,” &ec.

Since that time the balance of trade in this
respect has been agawmst us, Our Normaa
masters at once, very naturally asd pr. perly,
set about making us produce fur their ¢ nrump.
ticn. Of courze they would no$ hava coma
here excapt to make a profit by us, It is quute
Iudicrous for us to be angry about it. 1f they
acted otherwire they would have b e violating
all thelaws of trade and nature. The effect of
the:r litila arrangements was simply this :—We
were before producing for our own beat fit, and
we werenow maide to produce for their benefit.
We wero to go on producing, but the ** surplus”
we were not tc keep cur. e'ves as before, but to
hand over to them to consunie for ne. We were
to be the producers and they tho consumers, We
were to be the laborers and they the overzeers
of the estate ; or, if the reader dues not like
that phrascol-gy, we were {o werk or, and
they were to ruls _us, gut’e us, tesch
us their thcology (it was they introduced
tithes here), etc.,, and in exchange for these
mental tuperfluitics were to take out of the
bulk of our own material supaifiuities what they
considered o feir equivalent, The iw:mediate
effect was that weliad nogongel asurplus of food
¢r a surplus of stock, and cotsequently the de-
mand for labor ceased, and with it the import
of laborers—nnd a8 we were abliged to send to
Englacd that surplus portion of food and of
stock which would have fed ard employed an
iacreasing prpulation at home, we wera obliged
to send this “*surplus” popula’ion after the
“gurplug” food end stock, And thus you will
find, from the arrival of the Normens, a con-
tioual draia of pepulatisn from this i<land to
Tagland. As, until the reign of James 1., these
admirabls arrangements were confined to a small
portion of the island, so this ¢rain was propor-
tionately incousiderable. In that reiga it be-
came g0 great ns to attract the attention of con-
temporary writers, and especially ¢f his at-
torney-general here, Sir J. Davis, who saysathat
one particular portion of the system up to that
time pursced would have destroyed the very
Kingdom of B:elzebub if it had been practised
there as loog as it had been Lere. Since that
period, and mo-e espacially finca the Revolution,
when the jeslousy of English traders forbid us
to manufac .ure our raw materials, this exhaus-
tive process has bezn actively at work, and we
have been sending to England the surplus pro-
duce which should feed and employ at home
an inercising population, and promote manu-
fastures ond commerce, and of necessity
aendiniafter it the surplus laborers whom it
would have so fed and employed Just fancy
for a moment to what & height of power, pros-

rity and greatuess this island night have been

rought if the millions thus driven out in snow
and suffering had been detained ab home fo
“inorease and multiply and replenish the
earth,” and to develope its resources for their
own goodand that of the empire. Or rather lay
asida all fancies, nnd *“*calculate” likea Yan-
keo :—We have loat since the famine upwards
of 4,000,000 of people by immigeation or prema-
ture death through want of food or the other
necessaries of life, Take 3,000,000 as adults,
throwing in theother million to make certain of
having your calculation within the mark, and
you have, on the American estimate of $1,000

r head, a clear loss to society in this island of

00,0:0,000 aterlmg—iiuaﬁ as much and one-
half times more as would buy up the whole land
of tue country at forty years’ purchase, the

street, and was in impecuntous circumstances.
Melville hed visited Joseph No'an, Irish M.P,,
in company with Mictael Hawkins., Both
Melville and Hawkins hid been seen in Cohen's
cmpany. Meivil'e went to Paris and saw
Deonehty and Maloney, nlho sailed for America
on August 17. Dennebey is a member of ‘the
Claun-na-Garel socisty, and resides in Breoklyn.
Mlelville returced to Lionden in a mors pros-
perous coudition. He lived at the Metropole
hotel and spent money freely. He wasceonstantly
in the company of a Miss Kennedy, with whom
he travelled through Ireland, and thea to Paris.
In Paris he cal ed cn Gencral Milen at the
Hotel du Palais. Melville finally sailed from
Havre on September 17 for New York. Misa
Kennedy nccompaniad him, On reaching New
York Miss Kianedy wasarrested for smugﬁling.

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INTERNATIONAL ARBITRATION.

WasnHincrtox, D.C., Oct. 31.—The Preni-
dent this sfiernoon received o deputation
from Great Britain who desira his cu-opera.
tionin recuring a treaty between that country
and the United States, which stall provide
for the amicable seitlement of disputes by ar-
bitration. The delegates included Lord Kin-
naird, Siv Lvon Play{air, Mr, A D. Provand,
M.P,, Mr. Octavina Morgan, M.P,, and ten
othe members of the C>mmone, Mr, Charles
Freake, o! London, Mr. Jcho Inglis, of Glae-
gow, and Mr, John Wilson, of Durham,
representatfves of the Trades Union con-
grees, Mr, Andrew Carnegie, of Pennsyl-
vania, introduced the viaitorsto the President
in a short address, which cloged an fullows :
“Few events in Lhe world's histery would
rank withzuch a treaty as is here advocated.
Only two events, perhaps, in the history of
the Uaited Stntes might fitly be eompnred
with it—Vashington’s administration estab-
lished the republic ; Lincoln’s administration
sb:lished humaa slavery. We fenily hops,
Mr. President, that it may be rescrvedfor
yours to conciude o treaty, not cnly with the
Government of the other great Eaglishi-speak-
irg ration, but with other lande as wtii,
whica shall henceforth ard forever securo
to these nations the blessings of peace anl
good will, The making of such a treaty will
have done much tv remove from humaacity its
greatest stain, the killing of man by man,
Woe indulge in the hope that if the two great
nations hero represented set tuchan example
that other nations may be induced to follow
it, and war be thus altimately banished from
the face of the earth.” Sir Lyon Playfair,
reprcgenting  the members of Parliament,
end Mr, John Wilson, repretenting the
Trades Congress, also made short ad-
dresees in, support of the movement. Mr,
Oremer, M. P,, sceretary of the Workingmen's
Peace association, who originated the memo-
rial, then presented it to the President and
made a lengthy address, to which Mr. Cleve-
land replied. It the course of his speech the
President said :—** I am sorry to be obliged
to confess that the practical eide of this quee-
tion has received but little or any attention,
I am rominded, too, that in the admialstra-
tion of government difficulty often arises in
the nitempt to carefully apply ideas, which in
themselves chollenge unqualified approval.
Thus it may be that the friends of intorna-
tional arbitration will not bs able at onos to
secure the adoption in its whole cxtent of
their humane and beneficent side. DBut such
o greab progress should be made by a sincere
and hearty cffort, I promiae you a faithinl
snd caveful consideration of the matter, and
I believe I may speak for the American peopie
iu giving the aesurance that thoy desire to see
the killing of men for the accomplishment ot
paticnal ambition abolished, nnd thot they
will gladly hail the advent of penceful
methods in tho settlement of nstional dis-
putee, so far as is consistent with the defence
and protection of our country's territory nnd
with the maintenance of our natloval hounor,
when it effurds a shelter and repose for
paticnal integrity and peraonifies the safety
and protecticn of our citizens.”
