OF OUR LADY OF FOLGOET.

A TALE FROM BRITTANY.

Tie moon was at its full, and had risen on tke
Monastery of St. Iva, the sombre masses of
white buildings, dating from the twelth century,
seemed to slumber in a flood of light relieving:

"the dark and lofty forest that surrounded it; a
silver-fretted {all of water gushed over a eraggy
eminence, and ran down its rocky bed, to the
gorge of a ravine, thence flowing 1ato and nou-
rishing a lake which lay calm and unrufiled,
bright as a mirror, at the foot of the mountain on
the side of which stood the venerable pile.

¢ Speak with reverence when you speak of the
sacraments of the Church, and with reserve and
respect when you speak of my cousin, the heur-
ess of Roban, or be silent,’ replied a cavalier, in
a tone of authonity. A tender anxiety was de-
picted in s countenance, as he advanced from
benesth the sbady branches of a tree against
which he bad been leaning, wrapt n his cloak,
and lost 1a profound thought. * His quicker ear
had caught the sounds of movement within -the
court of the buudiog, and the tikhing of a bell
announced the approach of the lady abbess.

Lady ol Felgoet, invoke Salaun the blessed ;— |
rise, and may our Lady guide the movements of
thy heart.” DBut the fragile and gentle form rose
pot, for at the mention of Salaun the Blessed,
she became ail absorbed iz an ardent gaze of
wonder and veneration, though before her nought
appeared but empty space. The sentiment of
affection and respect for the rehigious character
of the lady abbess, natural to the moment, were
fost in a precccupation over which she bad no
control. At length she rose, as il were, me-
chagically, and was conducted by her two at-
tendants to the outer gate, wiiere the young ca-
valier recetved her, and caretully enveloping ber
io a mantle, be assisted her to mount the paifry
prepared for her. The lady abbess watched the
group with an affectionate solicitude till the gates
were closed, when she-ieturned, murmuring_m a
low but just audible voice—* There goes a fresh
beart nto the turmoils and tewptations of the
world ; traly, if 1t were for the glory of God, I
- would that she were ours.?

Slowly and silentlv the nuns advanced along
the different angles of the cloister as they quit-
ted the solitude of their cells in obedience to the
summons. The same grave pace served them
all ; enveloped in their veils nothing distinguish-
el the eldest from the youngest as they. moved
along absorbed n contemplation and prayer.—
At the chapel door the community awaited the
arrival of a mattress, borae carefully by four lay
sisters ; 1t was carned ioto the chapel and placed
on the right hand side, at a little distance from
the altar. The place of distinction had cost
much to the humble religious who reclined upon
the mattress ; obedience alone had obliged her to
do violence to ber humilily 1o renouncing the
mast obscure corner of the chapel for her pres-
eat position.

The bistory of Sister Cynil, as this nun was
called; is briefly this; she had been tie heiress
to almost boundless wealth, an orplan favored
wilh great natural charins, and she was conse-
quently sought in marriage by Lhe most distin-
guished noblemen of her time. One of those
was preferred amongst the pumber ; on a cer-
tain day she was to declare her election, dnd the
marriage ceremony was to follow immedintely
after: but on the night preceding the appomted
day, asshe was oscupied in prayer, her eyes fell
on the following text :—¢ Lord what shail T do
to icherit eternal lite ” To which our Lord
answers, ¢ Sell all that thou hast, give it to the
poar, take up thy cross, and follow me) A re-

'yulsion of feeling imwediately came over her ;—

for the firsttine she was struck wuth the differ-
ence between time and eternity—the soul and
the body. A life of luxury and indu'gence of
the will, such asawaited her, and its abnegation
in the spirit of poverly and the. cross. The
more she reflected on 1t the more immeasurably
vast eternity appeared —it was about her, it was
the element that surrounded the Deity. There
was not a moment to be lost in secaring her fu-
ture at any cost, at any sacnfice. ,The morming
found her absorbed in this coutemplation ; she
postponed the day of her deci<ion, and after con-
sulting the authorities of the Church 1 fasting
aand in prayer, she renounced the world altoge-
ther, distributed her wealth amongst the poor
and for good works, entered the cloister at the
early age of eighteen, and iu due time took the
vows of the Benedictine order.

This same person had now reached the ad-
vanced age of ninety-seven years; she was ex-
tended on a matiress stuffed with heatber, as
being less luxurious than straw, for, like the
samls, she had become a connoisseur in the de-
grees of suffering and worhfication, and like
them, had learned to love it for Chnst’s sake.—
Though many and long, she was nol weary of
her years of sufiering and temptaton. They
had passed n ceaseless war agamst the flesh, and
they had seen a series of victortes v the spirit
bringing with them a foretaste of eterual joy.

Tivice had persecutions dispersed her commu
nity, leaving ber free from its restramt, but find-
ing her faithful to her vows. She had passed.
as it were with closed eyes, once to a convent of
her order in Spam, and a second time lo another
on the borders of Africa. 1 strangelands and in
other commuuities she carried edilication where-
ever Providence led ber, deawing all who sur
rounded lier nearer and nearer to perfection. -
At leagth, her long years ot tnactification, with
innumerable spirituzl blessings, brought 1 their
train great physical infirmities, yet to the last
bour she followed the duties of her order, and,
though unable to walk, she watched and prayed
and fasted with unabated zeal. She had ob-
tained permission to be carried early and late to
be present at all the duties of the community.—
Extended on the mattress, covered with ber veil,
she appeared aged and decrepit, blit when her fea-
tures were discovered no one could look upon ber
‘without veneration and delight. The spirit of
peace beamed m her countenance; it was a
saintly calm allied to the superpaturai ; the fad-
ing and lurrows of age were replaced by a com-
plexion purified even to transparency. It seem-
ed asif the accumulated merits and virtues of
three-quarters of a century passed m bumble
communion with the divioe spirit, bad there built
up an altar at once mystical and simple and dwelt
upon it. .

Such was the Sister Cynif, whose heart was a
sanctuary of holy love, and whose words were
as an oracle in the ears of those who surrounded
her, waiting in humble patience and submissior
the hour of her release and of ber reward. The
same holy silence reigned in tlie chapel now that
it was tenanted by sowe sixty souls, and blazed

| with light, as when one star-like lamp burot be-

fore the altar in the presence of the solitary nun
whose turn it was to pass her hour of watch be-
fore the sacred tenant of the tabernacle. Thrice
the bell sounded, announcing that the community.
had been called together at this unusual, buur to
be addressed by tlie lady abbess on sume impor-
tant subject, and they Loell i prax}a;:"q;kipg the

divine blessiag. . L

“Afier a short pahse'she" began: % You : know,

my children, that the unton of prayer is its
streogth ; abnegation n the sacrifice of our own
will for the honor and glory of God ie one of
the privileges of a religious hfe; by prayer we
must arrive at this, for prayer is the medium of
grace between tae Divine Spirit aad the human
soul. It is in this spirit I now require your
prayers, and ask that ali the disposable merits of
this community, together with the prayers you
may in your charity offer up during the next
forty-eight hours, may be presented at the throne
of grace on behalf of one exposed to great dan-
gers and difficulties—that she may trivmph over
all obstacles, and become the spouse of Christ; if
such be His dirmne will.’

After the nuns bad withdrawo, the lady ab-
bess paid 2 visit to Sister Cyril, for she always
took couesel of her on important occasions, and
in the present instance she was encouraged to re-
doubled perseverance, i the anticipation of suc-
cess.

Meanwiile the group we have seen set oul
from'the convent, udvanced on their way, and
soon reached the entrance of a forest over whose
sombre and dense shades the moon hud no influ-
ence, but the number of torches carried by the
attendauts rendered it perfectly hghs, whilst two
runners, as the messengers who carried despatch-
es over mountains and across rivers from castle
lo castle, were called, kept a few paces in ad-
vance of the lady’s palfrey, carrying their torches
close to the ground, so that every umpediment
might be visible in the uaseven and unfrequented
paths they were traversing.

Alfter half-an-hour’s ride the cavalcade emerg-
ed into the open plam, and it was wot tilf then
that Erpest de Caetivap addressed his youliful
cousin, though the extreme care with which he
directed the progress of her palfry gave suffi-
cient proof of bis most tender solicitude. Her
silent preoccupation and insensibility to surround-
ing objects, but more especially hec apparent
uncoasciousness of his presence caused him no
slight degree of pain and some secret angiety,
which discovered itself in the tone of bis voice
as be inquired whether she preferred to follow
the mountain route or to cross the plan, ¢ We
will pass by our Lady of Folgoet,’ she replied,
suddenly turming her horse’s head apod riding
swiftly in the direction of the church of that
name, and to which an abrupt turn round a clus-
ter of elms soon brought them. Ilere the lady
suddenly stopped, and throwing up her veil, made
the sign of the cross, and wus presently lost 1n
silent prayer, whist her suite remained at a little
distance, Lrnest gazed with adwiration on the
extreme beauty of her tace, heightened as it was
by tle expresston of deep devouon, and which
the pale light of the moon inade almost angelic.
But tis admiration was mingled with anguish as
tie perceived the impossibility of human passion
existiog in so pure and spiritual @ state ; it was
with a sigh, hopeless and forlorn that he said:
s The lateness of the hour alone, fair cousin, in-
dvces me to break in vpon a preoccupation that
seems fo exclude al! external objects ; I fear we
must descend to earth, and mave forward, Do
you see nothing,’ she =aid, gazing fixedly w the
direction ot the ligh altar, which,with the nave of
ti:e church, was visible tbrough the window vear
which they stood, ¢ Notlung,’ he replied, ‘ save
this vast and lonely structure, bathed in a flaod
of light, the pointed windo vs staming the altars
and shrives with « thousand dyes as mystical 2as
deep ; nothing but ils spires, which seem to
pierce the fleecy clovds about the moon ; the mis-
sive and mystic outlmes of its gables, which
miongle with the blue sky, crawuned with stars as
in a dream; notking do 1see of life or motion.
¢ And do you kear nothing T'she said, her whole
soul seeming to beam in ler face under the -
fluence of some angelic sound. ¢ Nothing,” be
saidl, ¢ breaks the profound silence of the night,
save the murmuring of the miraculpus fourtain,
wiich takes its rise in the church, aod gushes
sander through the wall mto the scufptured lount
at the foot of our Lady’s chapel’ ¢ Sileace,
said the lady, ¢ it is gone to heaven, from whence
it came ; let us move onward.

The position of the Lizdy Blanche was one of
more than ordinary interest. Her father, the
Baron de Roban, one ot the most powerfu] and
wealthy nobles of Britany, possessed tswo cinl-
dred, the Lady Blanche and a son who was some
years her secior. At a seasonable age the for-
mer had heen sent to a convent in Normandy
for her education, with an understanding that if
she showed any tendency towards a religions hfe
every encouragement should be given 10 deve-

In a temporal point of view, pride of power,

family name and honors—in ane word, personal
ambition, was the en:f and motive of all his ac-
tions ; hence 1t was that a life 1bat renounced all
these advantages on the part of lus daughter was
doubly acceptable to him, as leaving them whole
and undivided for bis son. Itis true that this
latter was the very murror of chivalry m a chi-
valrous age, and quahfied i every way, both in
character and person, to exalt still Inghera
family aame already so distinguished.

The satisfaction of the parent was at its
beigit when he heard of the extraordinary piety
of his daughter, togetlier with her sprritual ad-
vancement, which left no doubt as to her future
destiny, In the midst of this proud satisfaction,
a very probable cosualty, though one he had not
at all calculated upon, occurred. A courier ar-
rived to aonounce that his son had fallen on the
frontiers of Spain, after having accomplished
prodigies of valor ; even Ins body liad been
abaodoned to the enemy, though not il every
eflort had been made by his comrades m arms to
secureit. Itis easier to imagine than to de-
scribe the eflect of this fatal news on a heart
buitt up of pride and worldly greatness, thus
suddealy struck down to the dust and ashes of
its own desolation. When, however, the baren
hiad somewhat recovered from the shock and
could bear to loock upon the truth, his former

e surveyed thie beauty and graceful furm of
bis daughter for the first time since her child-
hood with pride and satisfaction ; but bis heart
unaccustomed to the tender emotions of parental
sympathy, was prepared to exact with rigour
whulever might favor his designs ; thus he aa-
ncuaced lus determination i a manner that ad-
mitted of no reply from her, and proceeded with
cCue form to make 1t public. His design was to
marry lus daughter to one of three families
which he named ; but provided she di¢ not ap-
prove of either, be left her (ie privilege of nam-
tag a fourth, of equal rank and wealth, on con-
dition thal the favored knight should make good
his pretensions i the Lets, i called vpon to do
su by either of the rejected knights, who might
feel their honor wounyed —a suggestion of bar-
barism too often followed in a more recent age ;

It was under these circumstanees the young
matden had made a journey to the convent of S,
Iva, from wiiel she was now returning, haring
received tl. counsel and direction she desired,
with the spiriteal adrice of her aunt, the Lady
Abbess. If at her age it required an almost
superbuman affort to contend against ber father’s
decrees, it was stll wore difficult to sacrifice all
the tender emotions of her heart.  Up to the
time of qutting her father’s chatean she had
been daily, nay hourly, in the company of Ernest
whe was some tiree vears older than lerself,
and devoted to her service. Thus the youthful
dawn of sentiment and sympatily had been shar-
ed with him, and it cost her more pamn to part
with bim than with all the rest of her family, ot
excepling her mother, whom she loved tenderly.

The young Erpest was constantly present to
her thoughts in innocence und simpiicity, fuli of
tenderness n the past, mingled with pam, tbus
forming a link up lo the moment when they met
again ; but ber surprise was great even to
tmidity, to see him whom she bad always
thought upon as the youth she had left him, now
grown to man’s estate, handsome, accomplished
in feats of arns, and of that high and enthusias-
tic character winch was precizely the most likely
to conquer the little that was {eft of indepen~
dence io her heart. It only required that these
two beings, so rich in the perfections ol nature,
should meet again, that a patural and exalted
affection should be confirned - between them.—:

and sobered by the spinit of devolion, long and
fervently pursued, which dwelt like a precious
essence about the heart. The virtues and the
merits of the Holy Virgin, had formed the con-
stant subject of her contemplation during her
years of absence, and of all these virtues maiden
purity was that” she dwelt on most; this, and
the innocenre of St. Joseph, formed the most
favored and favoring of her meditations made in
the litle chapel of our Blessed Lady attached to
the convent.

Ou the first appidach, the chateau of Rohan
had more the appearance of a besieged place
than of a reunion on a festive occasion; con-
siderable bodies of armed men, the retainers of

SERIODS STEAMBOAT ACCIDENT.—Grogsly exagger-
ated siatements find their way into print in a most
extraordinary manner, On Tbursday week a tele-
gram reached Liverpool .that the. boilers on board
the Drogheda Company's sieamer Letnster Lass had
exploded, and that six passengers had been killed ;
but n report in the Freeman's Journal gave- another
version of the affair, said that ber piston-rod bad
been broken and forced through the bottom of the
ship, and that at lenst sixty of the 300 passengers
bad been killed -and drowoed. The gross misstale--
meot of fact in these reports may be gatbered from
the following, which muy be relied upon as authen-
tic. . On Wednesday night the Leinster Leass left
Drogheda, and at tweanty minutes past two o’clockin
the morning, when neéar Holybead, the crosshead
over her cylinders was broken, and the side’lavers
being nucontrolled, knocked a holein her bottom,and:
the water rushing in, extinguished her fires. The
passengers at once took the rlarm, aud although the
captain informed them that there was no danger, 28
the ateamer had watertight compartments, tliey tock-
forcible possession of ‘the few boats;-and in endea-
vouring *o lower them, the bow of one of the boats
dropped first, and precipitated eight or nine persons
into the water. The lifeboat was then promptly’
lowered, and all who were sesn were rescued. Up’
to the pregent only one small box-remains unclaimed:

can be legally tried and, if convicted, punished fur
the offence by n British tribunal., It must be ad-
mitted that our Secretaries of State, acting a3 tools
of the Federal Goverument, have not been verysuc
cessful bitherto in their proceedings, when these
‘proceediogs huve been brought under ibe ndjudica-
tion of our Courts of Justice. lu Lhis casx, how-
‘ever, the Federal Government and not the British

Curnency aNp Business.—The etfects of an un-
stable currency ure nowhere more iojuriously felt
than ig the ordinary busiaess of 4 country. fu times
of stable values, all business is & matier of fixed cal-
culation, and its 8uccess depends, upon a sound and
experienced judgment of permanent values slightly
modified by otber causes. But, in times like the
present all thavis chavged; and whatever be the
value of an article to-day, its value in a de-
preciating curreocy io-morrow or a week or month
hence, is ever a uulter of speculation little dependent
upon known causes aud powerfully influenced by
further expansions or by reverses in war, as to which
ihe most aound judgments can predicate nothing
with absolute certainty. Such is the position of the
counlry and of it8 business to-duy. And hence there
is everywbere and in all departments of buainess
a growiog epirit of agpeculation which i3 in-
evitably enhancing the prices in advance of the ex-
istence of an actual cause, and converting much of
the ordinary business trunsactious of the day into. a
gpecies of gambling, bused upon most uncertainly
estimsted probabilities. In this, traders and mer-
chants as yet have suffered littlo apparently —whule-
sele dralers with heavy stocks have not uofrequent-
ly mude, or seemed to make, unusual profits. But
how many men io ordinaty business have reully ad-
ded to theic capitni, during \he past three years of
speculativn, eighty cents oa every doilar which ihey
lud jnvested ia business at the begianiag of the war,
And yet ail who bave not thus increased their present
capital bave actually less capital than they hnd
#l the beginning—for the currency, which they
hold is wnut exchapgeable for e old sound
gold and silver curremcy, except in the ra-
uo of one doliur sud eighty ceuts in gold—unor when
gouds shall be bought nud sold at their specie or veal
value tbe world over, will two dollars worth of goods
at their present average value seli fora dollar! Nor
has he who receives our present cuirrency for goods
to-day, any dasurance that the money go received
will, toree months hence, replace the stock of goods
‘which Le may have sold, noreven the balf of it.
Aud if it fail to do this, the merchunt is certainly
‘pourer with sll bis vaunted protita, when he shall
bave purchased this ew stock, than he was oa the
day ke took in hisold one. The merchant, therefore
buwever his profiis may figure in s ledger, or his
capital accumulate in greenbacks, has no certainty
of real progress in wenlih except by a comparison ot
the stocks held at any time by him with his stock at
ke beginniog of the war at the old rates, fur the
réal value of most goods i3 now,the world over,nearly
‘the same as it «¥us theo, coiien goods principslly
being excepted, they baviog been alfected by special
‘causes growiog out of the war, und yet wholly iode-
pendent of the currency. Butthe tendency of all
these nominal high prices and of the exhuusted taxes
growing out of the war, i3 and must pecessurily be
to diminislh consumption nnd decrense trade. This
eflect has, until recenuly, been little felt, But it is
now feit by mauoy, and will be felt by many, and will
be far more cruelly felt herentfier. While a few in-
dulge tbhemselves in every luxury, the masses of the
veople ure, week sfter week, compeiled to practice a
mure steingect econumy and gradually to deny
themselves even mapy things which not only
had been considered the pecesiaries of tife, but ac-
tually ure necessury to s bealthy and vi,orous life.
Upon tuis stage of busioesa we arc now eotering,
and with the passage of the new tax and wriff bilts
and their enforcement, and the further continued ex-
punsiou of the currency, matters will steadily nod
rapidly grow worge. A cash syatem of business, so
loug as this paper curreucy i the medium of pay-
went, canaol Buve the werchant. It ean only limit
i3 trude ssill further! Awced all thia i the direct
und necessury result of a erazy effurt to euve, ag it is
called, the Nuational life! The means to thut end
have been wholly wistaken; sand the quacks who
have undertaken to prescribe for us have adopted
tbe very ngent which is most potent to ensure not
only pativoal death and ruip, but individual sufferings
uod death only.— Syracuse Union.

The second
concerns the finances of the Italian Kingdom,
which 1t seems are on the verge of bankruptey ;
the budget for last year showing a defieit of
Two bundred and thirty-five millions of livres,—

One is
a specimen of all, and here is one which reached
us on Monday last :—

 After some fighting, Hancock's corps turned the

Confederate left, capturiag men, guns, acd colors;
but were unable ‘o hold their ground, or bring off

the guns.”
1n other words, Hancoek’s corps evidently

% caught a Tartar,” who would neither go along
with his captor, nor allow the lalter to retire in
peace. Hearuly do we wish the Yankees many
more such victories.

As far as may be gatbered, 1t would seem as

Iow thoroughly, though unwittingly, does the
TWutness in the above silly tirade, mamfest his
utter disbelief in, his total iocapacity to form
any idea even of, the Catholic doctrine of the
Tncarnation. To all this verbiage of our evan-
gelical eritic, it is sufficient for us to reply—that
the God Whom' we warsbip in the Eucharist,
sa “God-man;’ 2 God Who 18 even now
perfect man as well as perfect God, ® of a rea-
sonable soul and human fesh subsisting,” wn the
words of the Symbol of St. Athanasius. 'This
1s the Divinity whom we worship: a Divinity of
Whom, from his language, it is evident that the
writer in the Witness cannot form any concep-
tion. True, no doubt, God is a Spmit, and in
spirtt 1s He to be worshipped. DBut the God of
Christians, at all events the % Divinity special to
Catholics’—is a God Who for our sakes and
for our salvation came down from heaven, and

in the practical recoguition of this great central
fact in listory that Christianily consists.

The Pope was
uot so much as consulted in the matter by the
French Emperor; who, setting himself above
ail taws, buman and divine, aud availing himsell
of a servile Senate, and 2 few courtier priests,
who cared more for the favor of the Lead of the
State than for the sacred cause of religion—
cbtained a decree declaring bis marriage with
Josephine 1nvalid.

2. Itisan “error of fact” to pretend that
the marriage of Josephie with Napoleon was
beld to beinvalid because 1t was celebrated be-
fore one of tire * constitutional priests.”” That
marriage was celebrated by Cardinal Iesch, in
the presence of Portalis and Duroc, on the eve
of the Coronation of Napoleon: and this cele-
bration was msisted upon by the Pope himself as
a conditton sine qua #on, of his presence at that
political ceremony of the following day. The
marriage of Napoleon and. Josephine was then 2
valid marriage in the eyes of the Catholic
Church ; and was sel aside by a few servile
Gallicans, on the pretence that the Pepe bad no
right to authorise Cardinal Fesch to assist at, or
celebrate such a2 marriage.

Tt is an “ error of doctrine® 10 pretend, (bat
the priest 1s the Minister of, or admimsters the
Sucrament of marnage ; for 1t would thence fol-
low that persons not married in the presence of a
priest were not sacrameotally united. And yet
1nto 1s strapge error of doctrine Sir E. P.
Tache 15 represented as baving {allen, in that he
is reported as making the sacramental validity of
Napoleon’s marriage depend upon the status of
the priest before whom 1t was celebrated. The
doctrine of the Catholic Church is, that in mar-
riage, the contracting parlies being Christrans—
that is to say baptised—are themselves, to them-
selves, (he Muuisters of the Sacrament; and the
functions of the priest are those of a witness, and
according to the disciplhne established by the
Council of Trent, the mdispensable witness, of
the contract, who also gives it his benediction.
Were it otherwise, were no uplons valid mar-
riages unless celebrated before a Cathohe priest,
the umons of Protestants would not be mar-
riages at all, i the eyes of the Catholic Church ;

reception that we have met with from the grea't
majority of the Protestant population, when ep.

Siz,—At your request, I will state what I saw of,
and what part I took in, tha dissurbance which oc-
cnrred during the Procession on Sunday last.

I wa3 standing at the corper of Si, Louis and St.
Denis Streets, when I saw a carriage drawn by two
harges driving fast alang St. Louis Street from the
direction of the Quebec suburbs, and dashing right
upon the line of the Procession, which at this point
was composed of little girls cscorted by some of the
Nung., I held op my herd as a waraing to the driver
to pull up, or moderate his speed. Instead of doing
either, he applied the whip to the horses, urging
them to redoubled speed. Seeing that it was his
determioation to drive on, and that unless stopped
some serious accident to the little children upen
whom he was driving must 1nevitably occur, [ rush-
ed forward, and seized hold of the horse nearest to
me by the reins, I then distinctly heard one of the
peraons, ladiea apparently, in the carriage cry oat to
the coachman to drive on; upon which the driver
again applied his whip to the excited horses. Other
people, whose names are unkzown to me, came to
my agsistance; and together we succeeded in arrest-
ing the further progress of the horses, and turning
them back jo the direction from whence they came,
In about & hundred yards the carriage again
stopped, and the persons within dismounted. At
this moment a policewan came up, and asked if that
was the carriage that had attempted teo drive over
the Procession. Isaid Yes; and the policeman fol-
lowed tbe carriage whose driver, when he saw that
he was pursued, turned round and laughing nt the
policeman, drove off at 8 quick pace, 'This iz all
8aW,

Had the carriage not been stopped when it was,
some serious accident to the poor little givls 1o the
procession must inevitably have happened. The
borges were goaded to fury by the lash of the driver,
who in his turn was stimuliated by the exbortations
of the persous whom he was driving. The terrified
children were ‘runniog in every direction, to seek
ghelter, and the horsea hoofs were almost upon
them. Uader these circumstances it was the duty
of every man to interfere, to prevent the accomplish-
ment of the evidently premeditated bratality.

- These, Sir, are the plain racts ; and to theae facts
I was prepared to swear in open Court, had the.case
been brought to trial.

-rubbish about tbe:aw and rights in the matter,

Bath are very simple. By the articles of capituala-

tion of Montrezl in 1760, it was provided that *the

free exerciss of the Catholic, Apostolic and Roman

Religion, should remain, in itaeatirety,’ ! without be-

ing disquieted in any manner, direct or indirect,’ and
thig provison was subgequently ratified in 1763, by

the Treaty of Peace between His Britannic Majesty
and the Very Christian King, *in ag far ag the laws

of England will allow.’ There can be nothing diffi-
cult or recondite in the interpretation of this 1o any
candid mind. So long ans this country remains a
colony of Great Britain, that treaty is the supreme

law. We say the supreme law, for, besides its being
simple law, the honour of the Crown is pledged to

maintain it. As to the ‘laws of Eogland, they do

not disallow peaceable processions on Sundays or

any other day. Itis a matter of fact that the Bri-

tish Government has recognised the legality of this

very procession by the guard turning and presenting
srmg ; and if we are not mistaken the same thing

i3 done 1o this day in Malta. The law of ths thing,

therefore, canoot be questioned. It is, however, said

that this procession blocked up the streets, and pre-

vented two ladies, in their carriage, from going 10

their place of worship, in their accustomed mode;

but on the other hand, in other places, a !Scotoh

Protestant? states, ha Baw cabs drive rudely through

the procession. It is an incident of all processions,

that they must more or less impede the streets, and

particularly the crossings, but the 1inconveniexce is

limited to rare occassions and a given space of time,

which is not commonly a long ome, It iseaid the
driver of the carriage to which we bave referred did

try a couple of crossings. 1f he had continued to
drive a little further round, he might probabiy have

found & ciear street, ané 80 have avoided giving the
offunce of trying to break through & procession, ata
part where it was composed of little girls. We do
not think that the exercise of this much torbearance
oo the part of the coachman, would have beern too
preat s stretch of Christian charity on Sanday. We
say the conchman, because we take it for granted
thet the only part the ladies Lad in the matter was
beingy driven by bim, and being driven by him, and
subjected to inconvenience and annoyance, which all
must greatly regret. The law being out of question,
the propriety and good taste of this procession came
into consideration ; and here,in the first piace, it moy
be argued on the Catholic side that their church is ju
an immense majority in Montreal, also in the whale
of Lower Cunada, and that this procession has long
custom in its favour. Everybody knew It was going
to take place, and those who did not like it mignt
avoid it. We csonot doubt that the Catholics ats
tach to 1t as great importance on one side, as there
ia Protestant feeling or prejudice against iton the
other. And here we come to what is at the root of
the whole matter, We sball not, in these secular
columns, oven approach tbe discussion of the religi-
ous question involved—a&s to what may be said of the
procession itself; but we have our opinions. We
sball merely eay that the gravamen of the Protestant
objection renlly is, that there are persons who think
this thing, per se, sinful especinlly on Sundsy, and,
therefore they are not willing to tolerate being put
out in any way becanse of it. But this kind of feel-
ing or pretension has (o be tested in this conntry by
the more abaclute consideration of religious tolera-
tion, supported by law and long usage ; and, tried by
this tesr, it altogether fails. The Catbolics bave al-
1eady made compromise in this matier in Montreal.
Thbursday is the holiday ; axd it is within the memory
of many that on that dsy the procession formerly took
place, but ag business became more bustling, the su-
thorities of the church, with good feeling, putitoff
titl Sunday.

The Toronto Fyeeman furcishes us with the
details of the Protestant riot at Toronto, on Sun-
day, 29th ult., to which in our Jast we briefly al-
tuded. For some days previous, there had been
much excitement amongst the lower, and more
rabid section of the Protestant Reformers, be-
cause of a rumor that the Bishop proposed cele-
brating the day with a public procession. A de-
putation waited upon the Mayor, hinting that the
Protestants would put down such a display by
force; aud hereupon the annexed correspondence
was exchanged betwixt the Mayor and His
Liordship the Bishop of Toronto :—

Therefore, as Chief Magistrate of the eity, I dezire
to learn if you will bave tie kindoess to icform me
whether the contemplated procession i3 to be a public
one throughany of the streests of the city, and it it
be, whether the ¥ Host ” i3 o be carried therein.

But it seems that these Protestant sticklers
for religious hberty were not satisfied with this
concesston. ‘They were determined that there
should be no Procession, public or private, on
the streets, or on the private property of the
Bishop ; and that if Catholics attempted the ob-
noxious ceremony, violence should be resorted
to in vindication of the ¢ rights of conscience”
as understood by Clear Grits, Orangemen, and
Protestant Reformers,

In the afternoon, the Procession did take
place, and the outrage that then- occurred 1s thus
described by the Toronto Freemarn :—

After the Procession left the Cathedral, and while
passiog through the garden of the Palace,it was found
that a pumber of ill-conducted persous were perched
on the fence and stood along the walks, who not
only declined uncovering their Beads, and who
Jjeered and jibed at & ceremony held in the highest
veneration by Catholics, but aleo indulged in lan-
guage which could only find a parallel at those exe-
cution scenes which disgrace the wetropolis of the
British Empire. Maoy were remonstrated with, both
by the Olergy and laity, in some cases with effect,
but very frequently to receive only additicnsl ingult
in return. Not coantent with tbe disgraceful con-
duct of those who had intruded themselves upon the
property of tha Chureh, » number of rowdies at dif-
ferents points attempted from outside to force them-
selves within the enclosure to perpetrate fresh out-
rages. In many places the fence was thrown down,
and the mob rushed into the garden with *six-
ghooters,’ some of which wore drawn by the ruffians
who carried them, creating display and panic
amongst the childran, At the same tiwme & ery of
fire was raised, and one of the city fire bells tolled
an alarm, according to a preconcerted plan. This
caused some disturbance, which led to the excite-
ment to which we have adverted in our report, and
which might have produced fatel consequences to
many of the women . and children preseut, had not
the cooiness and presecce of mind displayed by the
mature portion of the assemblage—Protestants as
well as Catholics--prevented results which ell, ia
theiz cooler moments, wouid deplote.

QOf. the conduct displayed by the mob on Bond
street, we shall say no more than it deserves, It was
such as would reflect disgrace upon the worst ecrowd
that ever assembled in St. Giles, or Bermondsey, or
in front of Newgate, on a London gala day, to witness
the last throes of a fellow-being writhing at the end
of a rope. It fally verilied the remarks which we
heard freely passed by some of the women who stood
within our hearing. Uue of them said : ¢ If the Re-
deemer was agaio tosefler death, and mede his ap-
pearance in Toronto, there ia not patience cnough in
this bigoted city to wait hia being led out to one of its
listle hills for execution: the streets would stream
with Bis life’ blood.

‘We trust that the terms in which we have
commented on the brutal conduct of a Toronto
mob will not be understood as intended for our
Protestant fellow-citizens in general. We dis-
tinctly state, to prevent any mistake, that we do
not believe that the majority even of our sepa-
rated brethren approve of such acts as those re-
ported above; out alas!in a commuaity where
No-Popery passions are excited by needy polit-
cians of the George Brown school, a well-dis-
posed majority are impotent to restram the ex-
cesses of an inluriate miaority.

ACCIDENT oN THE GRAND TRUNK.— Vine
or ten Cars smushed to pieces.—Belween one
and three o’cleck on Thursday morning, says the
Guelph Dadly Advyertiser, an aceident of a seri-
ous nature oceurred to No. 18 Freight, which
left Toronto on  Wednesday eveing. The train
was composed of some 25 or 30 cars nearly ali
heawily loaded, including three cars of immigrants
bouad for the States. The train had passed
Rockwood, the next station to Guelph, some 3
miles, and everylhing seemed all might, when sud-
demy the cars were felt striking the edges of the
ties. ¢ Down breaks’ was immediately whistled,
and the steam reversed. This was barely ac-
complished when some nine or ten freight cars
were thrown off the track and jammed promis-
cously one on top of the other. One car was
cut clean in the middle, half ot it lying on one
side of the track and the other half on the oppo-
site side. Some ten or fifteen yards further on
two cars were turned upside dowa with the wheel
trucks knocked of. Another car was dragged
up some five or six feet high, and stands on the
tap of a huge heap of car trucks and wheels, por-
tions of freight and broken cars, a striking illus-
tration of the inight possessed by the ¢ Iron
Horse,” Three ol the cars were loaded with
polatoes and the rest with general freight, Po-
tatoes, sugar, and oranges lay scattered in every
direction, the two last named of which found ar-
dent admirers in the juveniles who bad been at-
tracted to the spot. Out of the mne or ten cars
thrown off, only one escaped without material da-
mage, the rest being total wrecks. The track
is badly torn np, and it will be at least two or
three days belore the road can be putin good
runmng order. The damage will be heavy, pro-
bably not less than $15,000 or %20,000,

Tus Bopy orF Miss Devaxey Fouxp.—The body
of 1his unfortunate young lady, who was drowned
while skaticg on the cacal in February last, was
found this morning floating in the wsaler near the
waste-weir of Lock No. 2. It was discovered by a
bridge tender named Howe. It will be recollected
that in order to recover the body the water was let
off the level between Locks 2 and 3, and theretore 1t
is likely the body was carried down with the current
and being prevented by the lufice-work from passing
through the water, itis likely the superincumbent
ice pressed the body into the mud, 2cd thus prevent-
ed a discovery.

- Bear 1o mind that
we are on the eve of the general elections, and that
the attitude of Garibaldi and bis friends is thus clear-
iy defined oaly toinflusnce those elections. In a
word, Garibaldi becomes the leader of a Parlinment-
ary Left, hitherto divided and witbout a head. The
new. Garibaldian party has s year to do its work in.
It hopes that that year will suffice to gain forit a
sufficient majority in the country. The other par-
ties are much- disturbed by this fresh declaration of
policy. The Garioaldian party, sincerely anxious to
keep within the limita of the Coanstitution, and giv-
ing guaraotees of patience to tuoe democracy, may
exert immense influence, for half of [taiy is alresdy
with it. The Minstry is at & loss how to act towards
it. Ought it to treat this new party geatly or boldly
attack it? There is one Minister among the mew-
bers of the Cabinet, & Diplomatisi aod Statesman,
who is very nearly convorted to Garibaldi, Under
any circumstances, whether Garibaldism be opposed
or accepted by the majurity, it wili form & consider-
able and iufiuen:ial Parliamentary body.”
