THE STORY OF A CONSCRIPT.

(From the Catholic World.))
Xviil,

The battalion was commencing to descend the
bull, opposite Lieipsic, when we s.w a stafl-officer
crossing the plain beneath, and caming at full
galiop towards us, In two micules be was with
us; Colonel Lorain had spurrred forward to
meet him ; they exchanged 2 lew words, and the
cfficer rerurned. THundreds of others were rush-
ivg over tie plam in the same manner, bearisg
orders.

¢Head of column to the night!” shouted the
¢logel.

‘We took tke direction of a wood, which skirts
the Duben road some balf a league. Once
at its borders, we were ordered to re prime our

guns, and the battalion was deployed through
the wood as skirmishers. We advanced, twenty-
five paces apart, and each of us kept his eyes
well opened, as may be imagimed. Every minute
Sergeant Pinto would cry out:

¢ Get uader cover !’

. But he did not need to warn us, each one
hastened to take hus post behind a stout tree, to
reconpoitre well before proceeding to anolher.
We kept on in this maoner for ten mmutes, and,
as we saw nothing, began to grow more confident,
when suddenly, one, two, three shots rang out.
Then they came trom all sides, rattled from end
to end of our hoe. At the same instant I saw
my comrade oa the left fail, trying, as be sank
to the earth, to support humself by the truck of
the tree behind which which be was standing.
This roused me. I looked to the right and saw,
fifty orsixty paces oft, an old Prussian soldier,
with his long red mustaches covering the lock of
his piece ; he was auniog deliberately at me. I
fell at onze to the graund, aod at the same
moment heard the report. It was a close escape,
for the comb, brush, and handkerchief 2 my
shako were broken and torn by the bullet. A
cold shiver ran through me.

¢ Well doae ! a miss 18 as good as mile 1’ crred
the old sergeant, starting fo_rward at a run, and
1, who bad'po wish to remain longer in such &
place, followed with night good-will,

Lieutenant Bretonville, waviog bis sabre,
cned, ¢ Forward I’ while, to the right, the firing
still continued, 'We soon arrived at a clearing,
where lay five or six truvks of felled trees, but
pot one standing, that mig bt serve us for a cover.
Nevertheless, five or six of our men advanced
boldly, when the sergeant cailed out:

¢ Halt! The Prussians are in ambush around,
Look sharp.

Scarcely bad be spoken, when a dozen bullets
whistled through the branches, and, at the same
time a number of DPrussians rose, and plunged !
deeper into the forest opposita. :

¢ There they go? Forward,’ cried Pinto.

But the bullet in my sbako had readered me
cautious: 1t seemed as if I could almost see
through tbe trees, and as the sergeant started
forth mto the cleanog, I held his arm, pointing
out to him the muzzle of a musket peeping out
from a bush, not a hundred paces before us.—
The others, clustering around, saw it too, and
Pnto whispered,

¢ Stay, Bertha: remam bere, and do not lose
sight of bim, while we turn the position.’

"They set off to the right and left, and T, be-
bind my tree, my tree, my piece at my shouider,
waited like a hunter for his gome. At the end
of two or three minutes, the Prussian, bearing
nothing, rose slewly. He was quite a boy,
with hittle blonde moustaches, and a tall, slight,
but well-knit figure. I could have killed bim as
he stood, but the thought of thus slaging a de-
fenceless man froze my blood. Suddenly ke saw
me, and bounded aside. Then I fired, and
breathed miore freely as I saw hum running, like
a etag, toward the wood.

At the same moment, five or six reports rang
out to the right aud left ; the sergeant, Zebede,
Klipfel, und the rest appeared; and a hundred
paces further ou, we found the young'Prussmn
upoa the ground, blood gushing from bis mouth.
Be gazed at us with a scared expression, raising
lns arm, asif to parry bayonet.thrusts, but the
sergeant called gleefully to lnm :

¢ Fear-nothg! Your account 18 settled.’

No one offered to ipjure him further ; but
Khpfel took a beautiful pipe, wiich was hanging
out of his pocket, saying:

‘For a long time I have wanted a pipe,and
here 19 a fioe one.’ :

¢ Fusitier Klipfel!” cried Pinto indignantly,’
will you be good enough to put back that pipe ?
Leave it to the Cossacks torob the wounded !
A Freach soldier knows only honour I’

Ktpfel threw down the pipe, and we departed,
not one caring to look back at the wounded
Prussian. We arrived at the edge of the forest
outside which, nmong tufted bushes, the Prus-
sinns we pursued had taken refuge. We saw
‘them rise to fire upon us, but they immediately
lay down again. We might have remained

. there tranquilly, since we bad orders to occupy

toe wood, and the shots of the Prussians could
not hurt us, protected as we were by the trees.
Ca the other side of the slope we heard a rerrific
batlle gomng on ; the thunder of cannoa was io-
creasing,it filled the'air with one contiausus roar.
But our officers held a council, and Jecided that

tte bushes were part of the forest, and that the !

Prussiaps most be driven from them. This de-
termination cost many a life.

We recerved orders, then to drive 1n the
enemy’s tiraleurs, and as they fired as we came
on, we started at a2 rua, to as to be upon them
before they could reload. Our officers rauo,
also, full of ardor., We thought the bushes
ended at the top of the ll, and that then we
could sweep off the Prussians by dozens. DBut
scarcely bad we arrived, out of breath, upon the
ridge, when old Pinto cried :

¢ Hussars 1’

I looked uvp, and saw the Colbacks rushing
down upon us hke a tempest. Scarcely had I
seen them, whea [ began to spring dows the bill,
goiong, 1 verily believe, in spite of wearmess and
my koapsack, fifteeen feet at a bound. I saw
vefore me Pinto, Zebede, and the others, mak-
ing their beat speed. Bebied, on came the bus-
sars, their officers shouting ordeirs in German,
their scabbards clanking and horses neighing.—
The earth shook beneath them.

1 took the shortest road to the wood, and had
almost reached 1t, when I came upon one of the
trenches where the peasants were 10 the habit of
diggiog clay for their bouses. It was more than
twenty feet wide, and forty or filty long, and the
ra:n had made the sides very shppery ; but a: [
heard the very breathing of the horses nehind
me, without thinking of aught else, I sprang for-
ward, and {ell upon my face ; another fusilier of
my company was already teere. We arose as
soon as we could, at the same instant two hus-
sars glided dowa the slippery side of the trench.
The first, cursiog hke a fiend, aimed z sabre-
stroke at my poor comrade’s head, but as he
rose in his stirrups lo give force to the blow, I
buried my bayonet in his side, while the otler
brought down his blade upon my shoulder with
such force, that, were it not tor my epaulette, I
beheve that I bad been well-nigh cloven in two,
Thes be plunged, but as his point touched my
breast, a bullet from above crashed tbreugh bis
skuil. I looked arouad, and saw one of our men
up to his knees n the clay. He had heard the
oaths of tbe bussars and the neighng of the
horses, and had come to the edge of the trench
to tee what was going on,

¢ Well, comrade,’ said he, lavghing, * it was
about time.’

I had not strength to reply, but stood trem-
bling hke an aspen leaf. He unfized bis bayonet
and stretched the muzzle of s pece to me to
belp me out. Then I squeezed hs hand, say-
ing:
‘Yousaved my hfe! WWhat is your name?

He told me that lis name was Jean DPierre
Vincent. 1 bave often since thought that [
should only be too happy to render tbat man any
service in my power; but two days after, the
second battle of Leipsic took place; then the
retreat from 1lanau began, and 1 never saw lim
again,

Sergeat Piate and Zsbede came up a moment
after. Zebede said:

* We have escaped ocnce more, Joseph, and
now we are tbe only Phalsboarg men in the bat-
talion. Klipfel was sabred by the hussars,’

¢ Did you see ? [ eried.

¢ Yes; be received over twenty wounds, and
kept caling to me for aid.> Then, alter a mo-
ment’s pause, he added, ¢ O Josept, it is lerrible
to hear the companion of your childhood caliing
for help, and not be able to give it! DBut tkey
were too maay. They surrounded bimn on all
sides,’

The thoughts of home rushed vpon both our
mmds. I thought I could see grandmother
Klipfel when she would lears the news, and tins
made me thisk too of Catharige.

From the time of the charge of the hessars
until night, the battalio remained in the s2me
position, skirmishing with the Prussians. We
kept them from occupying the wood ; but they
prevented us from ascending to tbe ridge. The
next day we knew wby. The hill commanded
the entire course of the Partba, and the fierce
cannonade we heard came from Dombrowsks
division, which was attacking the Piussian left
wing, in order to aid general Marmont at Mock-
ern, where twenty thousand Freoch, posted in a
ravine, were bolding eighty thousand of Blucher’s
troops in check ; winle toward Wachau a hun-
dred and fifteen tbousand French were engaged
with two hundred thousand Austrians and Rus-
siaps. More than fiften hundred cancon were
tbundering at once,
was like the humming of a bee i a storm, and
we sotelimes ceased firiog, on both sides, to lis-
ten. It seemed as if some supernatural, inferoal
battle were going on; the air was filled with
smoke ; the earth trembled beneath our feet ;

| old solthers like Pinto declared they bad never
| seen anything like it.
| About stx o’clock, a staff-officer brought or-
! ders to Colonel Lorain, and immediately after a
iretreat was sounded. ‘The battalion bad lost
' sixly men. ’
It was night when we left the forest, and on
the backs of the Partha — among caissons,
wagons, Tetreating divisions, ambulances filled
with wounded, all defiling over the two bridges
—we had to wait more than two hours for our
lurn to cross. The heavens were black ; the
artillery still growed afar off, but the tbree bat-
tles were ended. We heard that we had beiten
the Austrians and the Russiaos at Wachau, on
the other side of Leipsic ; but our men return-
ing from Mockern were downcast and gloomy ;
ot a voice cried Vive I’ Empereur! as atier a

Our poor little fusitade’

victory.

Once on the other side of the river, we
marched on amd the din of the retreat from
Mockern, and at length reached a burial grouad,
where we were ordered to stack arms and break
ranks,

By this time the sky bad cleared, and I re-
cognized Schoenfeld in the moorlight., How
often had I eaten bread and drank white wine
with Zuanier there at the Golden Sheaf when
the sun shone brightly and the leaves were green
around ? DBut those times had passed! 1 sat
azaiost the cemetery wall, and at lepgth fell
asleep, About three o’clock in tbe morning, I
was awakened.

It was Zebede. * Joseph, said he, ¢ came to
the fire. If you remain here, you run the risk
of catching the fever.

T arose, sick with fatigue and suffering. A fioe
raio filled the arr. My comrade drew me toward
the fire which smoked i the drizzling atmo-
spere; it seemed to give out no heat; but
Zebede having made me drink a draught of
brandy, | felt at least less cold, and gezed at the
fires oo the other side of the Partba.

¢ The Prusslaus are warming themselves
in our wood,” said Zebede.

¢ Yes! I replied ; ¢ and poor Klipfel is there
too, but he no longer feels the cold.’

My teeth chattered. These words saddened
us both.> A few moments after, Zehede re-
sumed :

* D> you remzmber, Joseph th2 blacs ribbon
be wore the day of the conscription, and how ke
cried that we were all condemned to death, like
those who had gore to Russa.

I thought how Pinacle had held out the black
ribbon for me ; and the remembrance, together
with tie cold, which seemed to freeze the very
marrew in our hooes, made me shudder, 1
thought Dinacle nas nght ; that 1 had seen the
the last of home, and I cursed thuse who had
forced me from it,

At day-break, wagons arrived with food and
brandy for us. The rain had ceased; we made
soup, but nothing could warm me ; 1 had caught
the fever. 1 was not (he oaly ove in the bat-
talion 1w that condition ; three-fourths of the
men were suffering from it: and, for a mounth
belore, those who could no longer march had
lain down by the roadsude weeping and calhing
upon their mothers like little children. Hunger,
forced marches, the rain, and grief had done
their work, and happy was it for the parents that
they could not see the miserable end of their
cherisbed sons,

As the light increased, we saw to the left, on
the other side of the river, burnt villages, heaps
of dead, abandoned wagouns, and breken caanon,
strefching as far as the eye could reach. Tt
was worse (han at Lutzen, We saw the Prus-
stans deploy, and adrance their thousazds over
the battle-field. They were to jown with the
Russtacs and Austrians and close the great cir-
cle around us, and we could pot prevent them,
especially as Bernadotte and the Russian Gen-
eral Benningsen had come up witi twenty thou-
sand fresb troops. Thus, after fighting three
battles in the one (ay, were we, only one hua-
dred thousand strong, seemingly about fo be en-
trapped tn the midst of three hundred thousaod
bayouets, not to speak of fifty thousand horse and
twe.ve hundred eannon.

From Schoenteld, the battalion started to re-
jomn the division et Kohigarten, All tbe roads
were lined with slow-moving ambulances, filled
with wounded; all the wagons of the country
around had been mpressed for this service ; and,
io the iotervals between them, marched hundreds
of poor fellows with their arms o shngs, or their
beads bandaged—pale, crest-falten, half-dead.

We made our way, with a thousand difficul-
ties, through tins mass, when, near Kohlgarten,
twenty hussars, galloping at full speed, and with
levelled pistols, drove back the crowd, right and
left, into the fields, shouting as they pressed
on 1= : ,

¢ The emperor ! the emperor !’

The battalion drew up, and presented arms;
and a few moments after, the grenadiers a-
cheval. of the guard— veritable giants, with their
great boots, their immense bear-skia hats, de-

scendipg 1o their shoulders and ouly allowing
tberr mustaches, nose, and eyes (o remain visible
—passed at a gallop. Our men looked joyiully
at them, glad that such robust warriors were on
our sife.

Scarcely bad they passed, when the staff tore
after. Image a bundred and fifly to two bun-
dred marsbals,generals,and other supenor officers,
mounted op maguificent steeds, and so covered
with embroidery that the color of their umforms
wag scarcely visible ; some tall, thio, and haughty ;
others short, thck-set, and red-faced; others
again young and handsome, sitting like statoes
in therr saddfes ; all with eager look and flashing
eyes. It was a magmficent and terrible sight.
But the most staking figure among those cap-
tams, who for twenty years had wade Europe
tremble, was Napoleon imselr, with his old hat
and gray over-coat: s large, determned cbin
and peck buried between his shoulders. All
shouted, ¢ Vive PEmpereur? but he heard
tolhing of 1it. He paid no more attention to us
than to the drizzling rain which filled the air,
but gazed with contracted brows at the Prus-
sian army stretching along the Partha to jon
the Austrians.

¢ Did you see him, Joseph ?* asked Zebede.

I did,> I replied; ¢1 saw him well, and I will
remember the sight all my life.

¢1t js strenge,” said my comrade ; ‘he does
not seern to be plessed. At Wutzen, the day
after the battle, he seemed iejoiced to hear our
Vive I’Empereur, and the gecerals ail wore
merry faces too. To-day lhey seem savage,
and pevertheless the captain satd that we bore
off the victory on tne other side of Leipsic.

Ochers thought the same thiog without speak-
ing of it, but there was a growing uneasiness
among all,

We found the regiment bivouacked near
Kohlgarten. To every direction camp fires were
rolling their smoke te the sky. A dazzlwg rain
coninued to fall, and the men, seated
on thewr koapsacks  around the fires,
seemed depressed and gloomy. ‘The officers
formed groups of their own. On all sides it was
whizgpered that such a war had never before been
seen; it was one of extermmation ; that it did
not help us to defeat the enemy, for they ouly
destred to kill us off, kno #ing that they had four
or fire times our number of men, acd would
finally remain masters.

Toward even evening of the next day, we dis-
covered the army of the north on the plateau of
Breitenfeld. This was sixty thousand more men
for the enemy. I can yet bear the maledictions
levelled at DBeroadotte—tibe eries of indigna-
tion of those who knew him as a simple officer
mn the army of the republic, who cried out that
he owed us all—that we made him a king with
our olood, and that he now came to give us the
finshing blow. :

That might, as we drew our lines still closer
arvund Leipsic, I gazed at the circle of fires
whick surrounded us, and 1t seemed as if the
whole world was built or our extermination.—
But I remembered that we had the honor of
bearing the name of Irenchmen and must con-
quer or die.

XiX.

Tn the midat of such thoughts, day broke.—
Notbing was stirring yet, and Zébede said :

¢ What a chance for us,1f lhe enemy should
fear to attack us

The officers spoke of an armstice ; bat sud-
denly about nine o’clock, our couriers came
galloping 10, crying that the enemy was moving
bia whole line down upon us, and directly aiter
we heard cannor on our right, along the Elster.
We were afready under arms, and set out across
the fields toward the Partha to return to Schoen-
feli. The battle had begun.

Oo the hlls overlooking the river, two or
three divisions, with batteries n the intervals,
and cannon at the flanks, awaited the enemy’s
approach ;3 beyond, over the points of their
bayonets, we could see the Prussians, the Swedes,
and the Russians, advancing on 2ll sides 1o deep,
never—endiog masses.  Shortly after, we took
our place in line, between two hills, and then we
saw five or six thousand Prussians crossing the
river, and all together shouting, ¢ Vateriand!
Vaterland!® This caused a tremendous tumult,
like that of clouds of rooks fiying north,

At the same instant the musketry opeped from
both sides of the rwver, The valley through
which the Partha flows was filled with smoke ;
the Prussians were already upon us—we could
see their furious eyes aad wild looks; they
seemed like savage beasts rushing down on us,
Then but one shout of ¢ Vive & Empereur!’
smote the sky and we dashed forward., ‘The
shock was ternble ; thousands of bayounets
crossed ; we drove them back, were ourselves
driven back ; muskets were clubbed; the op-
posing ranks were confounded and mipgled
one mass ; the fallen were trampled upon, while
the thunder of artillery, the whisthng of ballets,

the valley seem
tending demons.

Despair urged us, and the wish to revenge
our deaths hefore yielding up our fives. The
pride of boasting that they once defeated Napo—
leon inecited the Prussians; for they are the
proudest of men, and thewr victories at Gross-
Beeren and Katzbach bad made them fools.~—
But the river swept away them and their pride !
Three times they crossed and rushed at us.—
We were indeed forced baek by the shock of
their pumbers, and how they shouted thep?
They seemed to wish to devour us. Their offi-
cers, waving their swords in the air, ened, ¢ Vor-
wartz! Vorwartz ! and all advaoced like a
wall with the greatest courage—that we cannot
deny. Our cannon opened huge gaps in their
lines, still they pressed on; but at the top of the
hll we charged agaw, and Jrove tlem to the
river. We would have massacred them to a mp,
were it not for one of their batteries before
Mockern, winch enfifaded us and forced us to
give up the pursuit, ,

This lasted until two o’clock ; half our officers
were killed or wounded ; the Colonel, Lorai,
was among the first, and the Commaundant, Ge~
meay, the latter 5 all along the river side were
heaps of dead, or wounded men crawling away
from the struggle. Some, furtons, would rise to
their kueey to fire a last shot or deliver a figal
bayanet-thrust. The river was almost choked
with dead, but no one thought of the bodies as
they swept by in the current. The lines con~
tending 1n the hgbt reached from Schoenfeld. to
Grossdort.

At length the Swedes ond Drussians cepsed
thew attacke, and started farther up the river to
turn our position, and masses of Russians came
to nceupy the places they bad left.

The Russtars formed n two columns, and
descended to the valley, with shouldered arms,
10 adwirable order. Twice they assaled us with
the greatest bravery, but without uttering wild
beasts’ cries, like the Prussians. Their cavalry
attempted to carry the old bridge above Schoen-
feld, and the caonopade increased. O .alf
sides, as far as mght could reach, we zaw only
the enemy massing their forces, and when we
had repulsed one of Lherr columos, anather of
fresh men took its place. The fight had ever to
be fought over agaia. -

Befween two and three o’clock, we learned
that the Swedes and ibe Prussian cavalry had
crossed the river nbove Grossdorf, and were
about {o take us in the rear, & mode whick
pleased them much better than fighting fuce 1o
face. Mashal Ney immediately changed fronf,
throwing his right wing to the rear. Our divi-
ston still remained supported on Schoenfeld, but
all the others retired (rom the Partha, to streteb
along the plam, and the extire army fermed bug
one lin~ around Leipsec. ;

The Russians, behmd the road to Mockersa,
prepared for a third attack toward three o’clock ;
our officers were making new dispositions to re~
ceive them; whea a sort of shudder ran from
oue end of our lines 1o the other, and v a few
moments all knew that the sixteea thousand
Saxops and the Wurtemberg cavalry, 1 our
very ceatre, had passed over io the enemy,and
that on ther way they had the infamy to turm
the forty guns they carried with them, on their
old brothers-in-arios of Durutte’s division.

This treason, inttead of discouraging us, so
added to our fury, that if we had been allowed,
we would have crossed the river to massacre
tbem. They say that they were defending their
country. It s false! Taey had ooly to have
left us on the Duben road ; why did they not go
then! They mipht have done like \he Bava-
rians and quitted vs before the battle ; they
might have remamned peutral—might havere-
fused to serve; but they deserted us ouly he—
cause fortune was agawst us, If they knew we
were goiog to win, they would hove contipued
our very good friends, so that they might have
their share of the spoil or glory—as after Jepa
and Friedland. "This is what every one thought,
and it is why those Saxons are, and will ever
remain, traitors; not only did they abandon
their friends in distress, but they murdered them,
to make a welcome with the enemy. God 15
just, and so great was their new allies® scorn of
them, that they divided hall Saxony betwéen
themselves after the battle. The French might
well laugh at Prussian, Austrian, apd Russiam
gratitude, - !

From the time of this desertion until evenjog,
it was 8 war of vengeance that we carried ‘on 3
the allies might crush us by numbers, but they
should pay dearly for their victory! v

At nightfall, while two thousand pieces of ar-
tillery were thundering together, we were at-
tacked for the seventh time in Schoenfeld, - The
Russians ou one side and the Prusmans on’{he
other poured 1o upon us, ~We defended every
house. Tn: evéry “lane the -walls crofbled -bes
neath thé bullets, and rocfé fell'in on every side. -

cartridge-boxes, and now loaded . and fired hle
he men. We defended the gardens, too, and
the cemetery, where we bad bivouacked, until
there weré more dead above than beneath the
sotl, . Every tach of earth cost a life. -
... It was night when Marsbal Ney brought up a
- reinforcement—whence 1 knew not. It was
~' what remained of Ricard’ division and Sonham’s
. secand.. The debris of our reguments uaited,
. and burled the Russians to the other sude of the
.old bridge, which ne longer had a rail, that bav-
.ing been swept away by the shot. Six twealve-
pounders were posted on the- bridge, and main-
tamed a fire for one hour longer. The remain-
der of tle battalion, and of some others 1o our
rear, supported the guns ; aod [ remember how
¢heir flashes it up the forms of men and horses,
beaped bepeath the dark arches, The sight
lasted only a moment, but 1t was a Lorrible mo
ment indeed.

At ball-past stven, masses of cavalry ad-
vanced oo our lett, and we eaw them whirling
about two large squares, which slowly retired.—
There we received orders toretreat. INot more
than two or three thousand men remained al
Schoenfeld with the six pieces ot artillary. We
reached Kahlgarten without being pursued, and
were to bivouac around Rendnitz. Zebede was
yet living, and unwounded ; and, as we marched
on, listening to the capnonade, which continued
despite the darkness, along the Elster, he said
suddenly : '

¢ Fow 1s it that we are here, Joseph, when so
many others that stood by our side are dead 7—
It eeems as if we bore charmed lives, and could
ot die.

1 made no reply.
¢ Thick you there was ever before sueh a

. battle ? be asked. ¢No, it cannot be. It s
impossible.

It was indeed a battle of giants, From six
in the morning until seven in the evening we bad
beld our own against three hundred and sixty
thousand men, without, at night, having lost an
inch ; and, nevertheless, were but 2 bundred and
thirty thomsand. God Leep me from speaking
il of the Germans. They were fishting for the
mdependence of their covntry. But they might
do better than celebrate the anniversary of the
battle of Leipsic every year. There is not much
to boast of in fighting an eaemy three to one,

Approaching Readnitz, we marched over
heaps of dead. At every step we encountered
dismounted cannon, brokea caissons, and trees
cat down by shot. There a dimsion of the
Young Guard and the grenadiers-a cheval, led
by Napoleon mimseif, bad repulsed the Swedes
who were advancing 1ato the breach made by
the treachery of the Saxovs. Two or three
barning howses ht vp the scene. The grena-
diers-a-cheval were at Rendmtz, but crowds of
disbanded troops were passing up and down the
street. No rations bad been distributed, and all
were seeking something to eat and drink.

Ag we defiled by a large house, we saw be-
hind the wall of a court twu cantinderes, who
were giviag the soldiers drink from their wagons.
There were there chbasseurs, cuwassters, lan-
cers, hussars, infantry of the line and of the
guard, all mingled together, with torn umforams,
broken sbakos,and pluracless helmets, and all
seemogly famisbed.

Two or thiee dragoons stood on the wall, near
a pot of burning pitcb, their arms crossed on
their long white cloaks, covered from head to
foot with blood.

Zebede, without speaking, pushed me with his
elbow, and we entered the court, while the others
pursued thewr way, It took us full a quarter of
an hour to reach one of the wagons. I beld up
a crowa of six litres, and the cantiniere, kueel-
ing bebiad ber cask, handed me a_great glass of
brandy and a piece of white bread, at tbe same
time taking my money, [ draak, and passed the
glass to Zebede, who emptied 1t. “YWe bad as
much dificulty 1n getting out of the crowd asin
entering. Hard, famished faces and cavernous
eyes were on all mdes of us. No one moved
willingly. Each thought only of himself, and
cared not for bis neighbor. They had escaped
a thousand deaths to-day only to dare a thousand
more to-morrow. Well might they mutter,
¢ Every one for himself, and God for all.’

As we went through the willage street, Ze-
bede sad, ¢ You bave bread 1’

¢ Yes

1 broke it in two, and gave him balf. We
began to eat, at the same time bastening on, and
had taken our places in the ranks before any one
poticed our absence. The firieg yet continued
at a distance. At midnight we arrived at the

long promenades which border the Pleisse, and
halted under the old leafless lindens, and stacked
arms. A long line of fires flickered w the fog
as far as Ranstadt ; and, when the flames burnt
high, they threw a glare on groups of Polish

- laacers, lines of horses, caonon, and wagons,
while, at iotervels beyond, seatinels stood like
statues in tbe mist. A heavy, bollow scund
arose {rom the city, and mngled with the rol-
ling of our traws over the bridge at Lindenau.
Lt was toe beginniog of the retreat.

XX,

‘What occurred until daybreak I know not.—
Baggage, wounded, and prisoners doubtless con-
tiaued to crowd across the bridge. But then a

_terrific shock woke os all. We started up,
thinking the enemy were on us, whea two offi-
- cers of hussars came galloping 10 with the news
that a powder-wagon had exploded by accident
in the grand avenue of Randstadt, at the niver
side. The dark, red emoke rolled to the sky,
and slowly disappeared, winle tke old houses
continued to shake aa if an eartbquake were rol-
ling by.

Quiet was soon restored. Some lay ~down
again to sleep ; but 1t waa growing lighter every
minute ; and, glancing toward the river, I saw

_ our troops extending until lost in distance along
the five bridges of the Elster and Pleisse, which
follow one after the other,and make, so to speak,

“but-one. Thousands: of men must defile over
this bridge, and, of necessity, take time in doing

0, And the idea struck every oge that it-would
bave been much better to have thrown several

‘bridges across 1he two mvers; for at aay in.
stant the esemy might attack us,and then re-
treat would become dificult isdeed. DBut the
emperor had forgotten to give the order, end no
one dered do anything without orders. Not a
rearshal of France would have dared to take it
upon himself to say that two bridges were better
than one. To such a point had the terrible dis-
cipline of Napoleon bad reduced these old cap—
tains! They obeyed like machies, and dis-
turbed themselves sbovt notbing. Such was
their fear of displeasing their master. As I
gazed at the thousacds of artillerymen and bag-
gage guards swarming over the bridge, and saw
the tall bear-skin shakos of the Old Guard, im-
movable on the hll of Lindeoau, on the other
side of the river—as [ thought they were fairly
on the way to France, how I longed to be in
their place!

But | felt bitterly, indeed, when about seven
o’clock, three wagons came to distribute provi-
sions and ammunition among us, and it became
evident that we were to be the rear-guard. In
spite ¢f my hunger, I felt like throwwg my
bread nto the niver. A few moments after, two
squadrons of Polish lancers appeared comung up
the bagk, and behind them five or six generals,
Poniatowski an.ong the number. He wasa man
of about fifty, tall, slight, and with a melaacholy
expression. He passed without looking at us.
General Fournier, who now commeanded our
brigade, spurred from his stafl, and cried :

¢ By file left ¥’

I never so felt my beart ek, [ would have
sold my life tor two farthings ; but nevertheless,
we had to move on, and turn our backs to the
bridge.

‘We soon arnived at a place called Hinter-
thor—an old gate on the road to Caupewitz.—
To the right and left stretched aneient ramparts,
and bebind rows of houses. We were posted
in covered roads, near this gate, which the sap-
pers had stromgly barricaded. A few worm-
ealen patlisades served us for intrenchments, and,
on all the roads before us, the enemy were ad—
vancing. This time they wore white coals and
flat caps, with a raised piece in front, on which
we could see the two headed eagle of the kreut-
zer. Old Pinto, who recogunized them at once,
cried

¢ Those fellows are the Kaiserliks! We
have beaten them fifty times since 1793 : but if
the father of Marie Lovise had a beart, they
wou'd be with us now instead of against us.’

IRISH INTELLIGEXNCE,

When we come to the Religions discontent of Ire-
land the cage ia very different. Here we bave mn.
herited a bitter legacy from the past, And onr eon-
science is not clear in the present. We wronged
the Oatholics of Ireland for generations, we are
wronging them wilfully, knowiogly, persistently
stil], though in & far feebler and milder fashion,—
We aanaot say that the Irigh Catholies have nnt
good reason to bate Fogland for ber shamefnl sins
and cruelties against them in former days; we can-«
not even say that ghe i3 not giving them some reason
to hate her even now. In thia matter we have nol
really and fully repented of the misdeeds of our fore-
fathers, for though we have departed from and re-
verased most of them, we have not altogether aban-
doned or atoned for them: Wehave repealed ail the
old penal laws agsainst Popery; we have emanci-
pated the Oatkolics and placed them on a perfect
gocial and political and civil equality with Protest-
ants ; but with an obstinacy &nd etupidity which js
almoast ingane, we still retajn the Ohurch Katablish-
ment ag & perpetusl, irritating. iosulting memento
of our past enormities. The religion of the minority
is maintained ag :he religion of the State; as if we
were bent upon for ever reminding our Irish fellew-
citizens that in Ireland the mnajonty are atillop.
presged. No one who i acquainted in dastail with
the heinous penal laws against the Catholics, which
continued up to the cloee of the last century, can
wonder that [rishmen should have qrown up ia the
moat pagsionate abhorrence of the Government which
enacted sud maintsined them : no one who realizes
how traly the Protestany Establishment ig the cut-
comae, the ralic, the memorial of the feslings and
opiniona from which those lawg aprung, hag any right
to wonder that thiz abborrence should endure 88 long
as that Establishment is npbeld. It may be true that
practically the grievance is little felt; it may be
true that Penianism does not even mention it among
Irieh wronga; it may be troe that since the com-
mutation of tithes into a rent-charge payable by the
landlords, the Irish pezsant is pot conacions of the
pressure, and would he no pecuniary gainer by its
removal ; it may be true that the chief portion of the
property burdened with this rent.charge is owned
by Protestant Cburchmen ; it may even be iroe that
the surrender of the Bstablishment would not loyul.
iza either priests or people, and that thiz act of plain
vut tardy justice wonld besr no immediate fruit and
bring us 1o clear reward ; atill, when all admissions
are made, the undeniable conclugisn remaice, that as
long as this symbol of alien supremacy aud heredi-
tary wrong is auffered to exiat, no Englishman can
gay that justice bas been done to Irsland, or that
Irishmen are Irra‘ional in hating England. We
havo treated this sabject so recently, that we need
add only a very few words here. In what manper
the abolition or disendowment of the Protestant
Episcopa) Establishment in Ireland 18 to be effected,
is a question, aud doubtless not an easy one, for
gtatesmen. Mauny and various plans have been Bog-
gested, both of reducing tbe Establishment and dis-
posing of its gurplus revenues, into which we need
not enter. It 18 eufficient to point ont that the mea.
gure iteelf has become incompazably more featible
than it waa when last practicaliy mooted thirty
yearaago, at the time of Lord Morpath's celebrated
' Aypropristion Olause’ In the first place, the
principle of Valuntaryism~the separation of Oburch
and Sta‘e~has made no trifling conversions in the
interior of the Eatabliskment itself,=~Ritnaliom,
Tractarianism, and the Oolengo controversy having
effeoted remarkable changea of sentiment in thag
direction. Secondly, the political btrength of the
orthodox Dissenters, and of the middle class genew
rally, who are opposed on system to all religious en-
dowments, has materially increased. And, thirdly,
a grent obstacle in dealing with the question haa
been removed by the anthoritative annoupcement of
the Uatholic hierarchy, that they demand and will
accept no portion of the confiscated revenues of the
Establishment ; for while the majority of the Scotch
and English nation would probably prove to be in
favor of disendowing one creed, they would toa
cerlainty be resclutely bostile to any schems for en-~
dowing the other. We helieve thut the only vehe.
ment or formidable opposition that need be antici-
pated to the measure of justice and policy we adve-
cate will o>me from the uitea-Protestant provines of
Ulster,—and this muat either be disregarded or dis-
armed. It will pever do, at this day, to soffer
Orangeisma to hinder us from doing justice to Oa-~
tholiciem in Ireland.

The Land Teaure dlscontentis a graver and more
diffionlt matter than either the political or religious

disaffeotion, and goes far deeper into the beart of the
aation. The political animosity towards Bogland
may be lott to die away with time, simply because it
js hopeless on our part to try and remove it, and
hopeless on the part of the diseffected ta jndualge it.
It is & chronio sore, too, engraived in the counstita-
uon, and ever lisble to break eut from time to time
in & more active form under the stimulns of foreign
gympsthy or tempting opportusity. The hostile
sentiment ariging frem religious canses admits of
more positive remedial treatment, insemuch as one
of ity chief objects can and ought to be removed at
once. Bat the question of land-tenure js an affaje
of interest even more than of idea or feelieg : it is,
or it is fancied to be, an aff+ir of life or death, of
peaty or starvation, of prosperity or ruin, of gimple
justice or downright wrong to the Irish pessant and
farmer -~that is, to threae-fonrths of the population.—
It comea home ta * men’s busiress and bosoms’ in a
way that no other qiestion does. If we cansolve it
satisfustorily and complutely, other matters ef con-
troveray will cease to be formidable. If we cannot.
o Arrapgement, bowever amiceble or equitable, that
we may sttempt on the field of politica or religion,
wiil do anythiog to Iay to rest the discontent and
disturbanca which are the curse of the country,or
guffice to render it either progressive, prosnerous, or
tranqnil. And here we must remark, at the outset
that the very prominence and paramouant importance
and ucgency of the land question i8 i'self, if pot the
evil to be dealt with at least the source and grava-
men of that evil, snd is a fact for which England
and Eoglish legislation i tke past are mainly, though
not wholly, snswerable. Scarcely in any matter
bave we been more guilty than in this; ia no other
matter i3 our guilt being punished with such endnr
ing and uorelenting severity. The great passion of
theIriah people is for the possession and the cu'tivation
of Iznd ; they have always and ipstinctively been
too inclined to Jook to land and cling to land as the
only meaas of livelihood and comfort ; the fact that
population does jnctease and that land does not basg
aiways lain at the root of balf tbeir difficulties ; the
cruel and crushing competition for land resulting
from this fact and that feeling Las led to no small
portion of JIrzish erime, and to nine-tenths of Irish
voverty and Irish turbolence, by angmenting the
landlorde’ and diminishiog the cultivators’ shate of
the produce, snd by making every acfual Irish
tenant regard evers asprring Icish tenant ag a robber
sod an enemy. Wiae ststesmen and a wise legials.
ture would have directed their most strannous exer-
tions to mitigate this competition apd allay this
fierce desijre: te teach the Irigh that there are other
branches of industry that yield tar richer returns
than the tillage of the ail; to turn their energies
into new chanunels; to foa'er every sort of manufac-
ture wkich could be introduced into the island; to
diminigh to the utmost possible extent the proportion
of the population immediately dependent upon agri~
culture ; and by ao doing st once to lower rents, to
create and improve markets, and to raise the price of
agricaltural prodnce Had this coursa been tollowed
with persistence, Irish tenants would notbe st the
meroy of their landlords, a3 they are too habitually
pow: Irivh occupiers would not have been shnoting
and maiming successful rivala for the only mesns of
living whieh they koew ; [rish peaaants would not
bave been driven {o teek in distant lands for those
fields of labor (in their imagination the only ones)
which limited acreage will not afford to incressing
nombera st home. [Iostead of this however. Bng-
lish statesmen, who wers not wige, and an Eoglish
legislatare, which wds not just, pureued, a couple of
centuries ago and for a long course of years, a pre-
cisely opposite line of action. The jealousy asad
gelfishpess of Britith manuofacturers apd the weak
and iniquitous compliance of & British Parliament
were allowed to crush and actaally to prohibst the
vavions industrious which were begioning ta take
rootin Ireland, and which, if fostered or even if
simply let alade, might by this time have supported
one-half the population, and become as prosperous
as the lien trade is now. By this means, by this
previous fault, by this heinous iojustice, we threw
the Irish peseant bsck upon the land as his sole
regource, and shut him up, as it were, withinits
boundaries ; and thus updeniably made onrsslves
answerable for a large proportion of bis subsequent
wretcbedoess and animosity. Of all the wrongs
with which England is charged by Irish tongues,
perhape there is no coge in which the indictment can
be so well mairtsined as this, or in which the orime
bas been sc heavily visited upon us.==North British
Review.

however, of assailing the door, the party ontside
b_urst in the littie window, using for the porpose s
piece of plank which the found in the farm yard,
gun wag then pushed in through the aperiore, and
rested oo the gill, while the person bolding it pointed
tnwards where Mr, Lynch was standing, and fired.
Had he suspected that the gun would be exploded,
Mr, Lynch might easily Lave withdrawn into shelter.

Oa entering the taproom a
Young man was found lying on a form and euffering
from a wound in the chest, from which the blood
flowed profusely, The police were sent for instantly,
and upon their arrival they took the wounded man
in charge ~IIappily his ipjury was not of a serious
character, and he was able to reply. witbout dang_er.
to the interrogatories of the police. Upon being
aeked for on explanation of the occurrence,he made 8
statement to the effect that he hed gone into Mrs,
Spillane’s with a friend of his, and while both men
wera gitting in the taproom, having somse refregtment,
a tall, and well dreesed man, whom neither of them
bad ever naen before, entered and having cslled for
drink, fell into conversation with them. After some
time the stranger produced arevolver, which he ex
hibited to hie new acguaintace, explsiciog its con-
stroction and dwelling on the peculiar excellence of
tte pregent weapon. While explaining the mechan-
jem of the revolver, one of the chambers suddenly ex-
Ploded and lodged s ballet in the chest of the man
opposite. Immediately upon the disaster the stran-
ger roce and rughed from the house, heing instantly
followed by the companion and friend of the sufferer.

QOur Foop REsources. — It mey bo worth while
placing together in a compagt way some information
in regard o tha focd reaonrees of the United King-
dom given in a paper recently remd by Mr. Csird
before the Statisticai Society, and since reprinted aa
a pamphblet. The yield of wheat in England he
had estimated eighteen years aeo at twentyesix
bushsals 2nd a half per atatute acre, and he bel‘eves
from careful inquiries and observations it would not
ba safe to take credit now for A greater increase than
one and a haif bughel; this will bring the present
state of yiell up to twenty-cight husbels Duoring
the !ast twenty years 1854 and 1827 r{forded the
begt wheat hrrvazts, and 1853 and 1867 the worat.—
The yield of 1863 wng eicht bushels and n haIf shavo
thn average, and that of 1867 was five busheli and a
half below the sverage. The domestic demand for
bread corn in 1863 waB aatiafied by an expanditure
of £40,000,000, about oneseventh of this sum,
£6,000,000, being paid for foreign grain. Last year
aceording to Mr. Caird. the necessary supply cost
£70,000.000, and nearly half—i.e. £33,600,000~was
apent for importe. The costin 1367, as compared
with 1863, was therefore raised £30,000,000 againat
the consumer, but nearly the whole increased pay-
ment went cut of the country, since we took in value
£27,400,000 worth of foresgn wheat beyond the im-
ports of tha earlier year. Good and bad Sarvest
yerrs ran in cycles of varying length ; thus 1848 to
1853 were six bad years. 'The best was one bnshel
of wheat per acte under the averags the werst six.
tean bustels helow it. 1854 to 1859 wsre good
years. Tho lexst prooitions was orne bushel above
the average, and the mostfaverable was rine bushels
above it. In 1830-85 there we-e two bad and four
good years, the latter ranging from feur to twelve
vnd & half bushels above the average yield. 1866
And 1867 were both bad, the former two bushels and
the latter six bushels under the everage, For our
requirements till the barveat of 1883 ig garnered,
Mr. Oaizd computes that we must depend upnn the
foreign eupply of wheat to the extent of 9,600,000
quarters, eatimated thus:—~He places our aonual
consumption at 20 800 000 quartera, the hame pro-
duce of 1867 at 9,700,008; this will in the gross
leave 11,100 000 quarters to be provided, for he
deempg the 0ld atock on hand to he almost exhansted ;
he then deducts five per cent as the ‘economy in
cousnmption’ caused by high prices ; this will relieve
our demaud by 1,040,000 quarters, anu wo algo save
460,000 by reason of the last harvest belng eight
days late, g0 he arrives at the quantity stated above.
Av importation of 800,000 guarters a month will
gerve our wants. Six months of the harvest year
have pasesd during which our impo~ts bave amount-
ed to 940,000 quarters a month, * Thu3 far therefore,’
observes Mr, Oaird, ¢ the imports wonld appear to
have exceeded our requiremants; and if these com.
putations are well fonuded the balance requiied dur-
ing the six montng t 1] next harvest is onlg 4.000,000
quarters, or nestly one-third less than the rate at
which during the last six months -the high prices
ruling have bronght us foreign corn.’ A table pre-
pared by Mr. Onird exbibits the results of some ratier

An ngent of n powder
manufacturer in DBostor induced the owners of &
quarry at Meriah to try the new erplosive material
of which he had the patsnt, and which he maintained
wad a iuperior orticle and considerably chesper,
The owners coneented, and the experiment was made.
A bale was drilled to a soitable depth. apd the pow-
der, 8 yellow substance ag fice na snuff, was placed
in a paper cartridgo, in which was inserted a very
fine thin capper wire long encugh to appear nbove
ground. The hole was then filled up tigntly, and two
thicker wires atlacled to the copper wire. The wires
werp then atrefched ant to a sufe distance and at-
tached to a galvaric battery from which electric fluid
wng communicated, Thoe experiment was succeasful
in one or two instances, hut the agent told Spelman
to work it, raying that the common fuse nsed fer
blagting wag just ag safe, Spelman acordingly very
cirefully urranged the cartridge and fnie, and
whilo tanning the latter at a distance of 2 feet from
the cartriige at the bottom of the ho'e, an explesion
tcok plice which severely wounded himeelf and the
work.aan. Tha agent immediately flad. We un-
deratand gix men were killed in the Hoosac tonrel}
hy an explosion while makiog a similar experiment
with this powder.

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NEWS OF THE WEER.

The Irish Church question has been agaimn dis-
cussed in the House of Commons. Mr Walpole
made a powerful speech against the Gladstone
resolutions, 1o the course ot wiich, whilst admit-
ting that 1t would be an unwise thing to establich
at the present day a Protestant Church in Ireland,
hie contended it would be a very serious thiog to
is-establish it when already existing, He warned
the House agaiost the consequences which he
prophecied would follow the destruction uf the
Inisk Churck. The (Goverameat, however, was
again beaten on a division by a majority of 65.
M. D'Israeli then announced tbat he and kis
colleagues required time to determine upon their
course, and the House adjourned to Monday 4th
zest. It 1s generally thought that the present
Micistry will try and push thew Scotch and Irish
Reform Bills through Parliament, and then ap-
gpeal to the country on the Irish Church question.
If so they will most assuredly be beaten: for
though the Protestant D.sseaters hate Catholics,
and would gladly see them persecuted and de-
pressed 1n Ireland, yet they hate the Establish-
ment still more, and expect that the disestablish-
weat of the Church 1n Ireland will lead to its
disestablisbmect 1n England.

The visit of the Prince of Wales to Ireland 13
By one section of the press declared to have been
emiaently successful as a political experiment :
By another section 1t issimply soeered at, and we
are sevared that Irish disaffection s as general
and as strong as ever. Burke apd Shaw have
feen convicted in Loaedoa, and seatenced, the
Aormer to 13, the latler to 17 years of penal ser-
vitace, Casey was discharged, the Crown hav-
sog abandoned the proceedings against hun.

Sir G. E. Cartier bas broaght forward his
acheme for the defence of these Colonies, in-
cluding a plan of fortifications which are to cost
the Province about Five Millions of Dollars.—
The Imperial Government having undertaken to
provide for the defences of Quebec and Halifax,
for the defences of Montreal, a sum of about
Qun Million of Dollars would suffice, and of the
remainder the greater part would be spent at
Kingstor. The wvorks would be proceeded with
gradually, nor would more than one-fifth of tke
whole cost be expended 1n any one year. Mr.
Mackeozie has moved an amendment to the ef-
fect that the Tlouse should first enquire nto the
mecessity for, and probable utility of such defen-
sive works—and that pending the enquiry, no
money should be voted for them by Parliament.

Mr. M. P. Ryan was elected by acclamation
for the West Ward of this City on Thursday
fast. Mr. Ryan s universally popular, and bis
vemarks in returning thasks for tbe honor done
him, were well recewved. We copy irom the
weport in the Montreal Gazette: —

Tlis is the
course that the T¥mes counsels, Several Jead-
ing Fepians, amongst others Mahoney, bave been
discharged from ail 1n Cork by a warrant from
the Lord Lieutenant. Mr. Tramn bas been had
up before the Baokruptey Court, but the case
was adjourned. Mr. Tram holds bimself up to
the admiration of the world as a martyr, aud the
vietim of poltical persecution. The trial of
President Johason still lingers on ¢ it 15 said that
Mr. Jefl. Davis, late President of the Southern
Confederacy, will be tried either at the end of
this mooth, or during the course of the comiog

June.

The following remarks upso  Spiriturlism”
and its moral eftecis, are from a Protestaat paper,

the Boston Journal :—

st Horace Greely sunms up as the result of A number
of years' investigation and abservation ofgpiritualiem,
that the thing itself is inexplicable: that mern and
women bave n.t been mad: better by it--ou the
contrary, bave grown lax in their notions of mar-
riage, divorce, and mo.al parity.”

What Horace Greely gives as the sum tota)]
of tbe work of ¢ Spiritualism” 12 particular,
might with equal truth be set down to the credit
of the Reformation, or Protestantism in general.
We would only beg of any candid person ac-
quamted with the facts of the case, as they are
to be seen in England, Scotland, and above all
perhaps in the U States,to say whether the spread
of Protestant or anti-Catholic principles in reh~
gion, has made men and women the better for 1t
in the morsl order : whether it bas made them
more “rigid” in thewr notions of n.arriage,
divorce, and moral purity 7

Is it not on the contrary a notorious fact, that,

just in proportion as Protestact principles have

spread amongst, and indoctrinated a community,

s0 1 like manaer lax notions of the sanctity of

marriage, a general facility for the legal severing

of the marriage tie, and a perverted moral scase

on certain delicate matters to which we can but

remotely allude, bave also spread apd infected
the commumty ? Is not marriage, a sacrament,
and a 7el2gious contract with Catholics, merely
a civel contract, in the Protestant world? Is
nct divorce,which the Catholic Churet condemns
as ant1-Chnistian in all cases, as tolerable under
no conceivable circumstances; legalised and made
easy in every country to which Protestant prin-
ciples have spread 7 and there most easy, where
most these principles have spread? Is nol
feeticide—this crowning sz against moral purity —
so pecuharly prevalent amongst Protestant com-
munities as 1o tell vpon the statisties of popula

tion: so that for instance in New Eoglaod the
birth rate of Protestants is dimimishing so rapdly
owing to the prevalence of this crymwg sin, that
at no distant day the Cath~he population amongst
whom the crime is comparatively unknowa, will
probaby be in the mojority? We dare not for
decency’s sake enlarge mure upon this topic:
but this we say, and upon medical testimony that
cannot be questioned, that the moral umpurity of
Protestant populations m the U. States is begin-
ping to tell seriously upon their pumbers, and
their material status.

But upen this peint, lest we be accused of
misrepresenlation and exaggeration let us cite
Protestant testimony. Here then are some re—
marks upon the subject from the Montrea! Ga-
zette of the 30th uit., which fully bear us out in
what we bave said nf the moral impurity of our
Protestant neighbors :—

" In his charge to the Jury Mr Justice Denmmond
took oceasion to refer to the prevalence of the or e
ia other countries : aud in pronouancing sentence yes-
terday, be spoke of its becoming common in this
country. We hope this may ba error, but the evi.
dence that almoat comes daily from that ot-er coan-
try to which he referred, shows that this species of
murder is frightfolly common, so much 8o that in
certain clasges fow married women will consent to
give bizth to more than one or two children. . This
accusation comes from American authority, where
the matter iz 8o loudly denmounced, aud bitterly re-
gretted, * * * The Ohisese bave been accuted
of destroying their childcen on account of the diffi-
culty of providing them with food —certain savage
tribea have destroyed tbe feeble end sickly child se

fall by iufanticide. Our common bumanity looks
upon such facts with horror, but it has been re
served for the boasted civilieation of 1o nineteenth
century, and in a Christian Iand, to see abortion re-
duced to & system for the eake of gratifying a
wretched selfishoess. Is it notsufficient to call down
the brimstone of Gomorah?”

Is 1t not fhien strictly true to assert that there
where Protestant principles have mostly spread,
where the restrants of Catholicity have been
most discarded—1there the laxest notions on
warriage, divorce, moral purity, and the easctity
of human life, also most prevail ?

Here then we have three sigos or notes attri-
buted by Horace Greely to ¢ Spiritualism”
which are in like mabner common to, and emi-
nently characteristic of Protestantism: lax no-
tions on the sacctity of marriage: lax notions
abont divorce: and a disregard for morsl purity
as evidenced by the contempt for feeta! hfe. Are
we then illogical in concluding to the common
parentage of ¢ Spiritvalism’ and Protestantism ?
Do we make a false apphcation of the maxim
“ by their fruits ye shall know them,” when we
assume that trees which bear one common
fruit, spring from the same seed, grow on the
same kind of soil—and are nourished by the
same food ?

From whom or whence 18 * Spirituahsm 17—
Is it from God, or from the other party? Has
it its roots in heaven, or 15 it the product of
those dread realms where evil reigns supreme ?
Besides the contempt for the sanctity and indis—
solubility of marriage which it encourages, it has
other s1igns or notes which characterise it, and
which are more peculiarly its own : these are thus
indicated by Mr. Horace Greely :—

t The apgregate of iceanity and euicide has been
iocreaged by spiritnalizm.”

This too is a striking note, and very conelu—
sive as to 1ts Satanic omgmn. We do not pre-
sume to assign the origin or cause of all the <o-
called Bpiritualistic phenomena. Maay of them
may be, probably are, mere charlutanism, or of

natural origin ¢ bot others so far transcend ali
mere!y natural powers as to justify the strong

suspicion that they have the dewil for their au-
thor : that they may claim kindred with the more
marvellous of the phenomena of ancient heathen-
jsm —with the oracles of Delphi, and with that
demon worship which before the adveat of
Christ prevailed over the whole world except a
small portron of Asia?

“ The fisrce and terrible crimes, which are now of
sach frequency, excite & very gloomy feeling 1 so-
ciety. When, day aftec day, the papers are filled
with detaila of acta mare avd more uunataral and
revolting ~and worst of all, comnitted in mavy in-
stances without incitement or mot{ve—wa may well
woader what this hideous development in the midst
of a Christian civilisation dependy.” — Montreal
Gazelte, April 27th.

Thus, exercised 1n spirit by the frequent oc
currecce af the crime of assassination, does the
Liondon correspoadent of the Montreal Gazeite
record a sad fact, and express ks surprise at its
frequency. The fact cannot be called in ques-
tion ; and lo us it seems that 11s exciting cause,
zr rather one of its exciticg causes, 15 also very
plain.

For years a large section of the people of
England have expressed their sympathes with
all the revolulonists, and assassins of Continen-
tal Europe. Mazzim, Garbaldi and all the
leaders of the revolution have by them beea ¢x-
alted as demigods. Mazzini in particular—the
¢ apostle of the dagger”—of whose political plat-
form, the duty of assassnating a political oppo-
sent I1s an integral plank, and who furnished both
arms and funds to Gallenga for the assassination
of Charles Albert, has been eulogtsed in the
Brtish Parhiament ; and shame of shame, men
accustomed to associate with Enghsh gentiemen,
members of the Legislature, and even of the
Britkh Governinent hare been found to ac
knowledge him as their intimate friend, and to
give him their aid to carry on his clandestine
correspoudence with lus feflow conspirators -on
the Continent. The Garibaldians, stained witt
very vice that can degrade human nvature, have
Yeen for years the especial pets of the Englich
nation ¢ and the same people who cry cut, nof
unjastly, against the wholesale massacre at
Clerkenwell, bave never concealed their ap-
proval of the villains by whom the equally atro—
cious massacre at Rome of the Zouvaves was
perpetrated last zutumn. Lwngland, or rather to
speak correctly, the Liberals of Eoglard have
been constaatly the loudest applauders, if not the
abettors, of assassination,and of dastardly outrages
such as was the blowing up of the barracks at
Rome—so longas'the friends of the Papacy, and
of Legitimacy were the victims of these crimes.

And to-day that the evil thing which, so long
as it wag coofined Eo foreign countries, they ap-
plauded, aad encouraged, 18 brought home to their
own doors—1they stand aghast at the hideouns
monpster. They are right in ths, but wrong
only in that their berror of assassination comcs
so late w the day. We may be permitted
therefore to powt out to them the gross incon-
mistency, not to say devilish bypocrisy, of which
they are guilty, who denounce Keniamism, and
pet Garibaldiamsm : who brand the suspected
murderer of Mr. MrGee with every epithet
which the coward assassin deserves: but who
speak tenderly of Mazzui, of Garibaldi, and the

unfis for the hard life before it—the victime of de-
banchery have in oll sges songht to conceal their

We would in afl charity peint out to them ihat
crime is crime, whether committed in Ottawa cr
in Turip : that it varies not in atrocity with dif~
ferent degrees of longitude ; and that-there is no
essential moral difference betwizt shooting a
member of the Canadian Parhament with a
Smith aod Weason revolver, and stabbing with a
pegnard with a Zapis' lazuli baodle, such as
Mazzint presented Gallenga the London Zesmes’
special correspondent with, when ¢he latter
uadertook to assassinate Charles Albert,

The internal revolutionists of the British Em-
pire, our domestic Garibaldians, have been such
fools as to take the Liberals at their own word,
and to fancy that these were sincere m thesr po-
Iitical professions of faith They could not
bring themselves to beliere that that which
raised a scoundrel 10 Italy to the dignity of a
“ patriot,” ecouid within the Britisk dormnions
earn for him the reputation, and doom of a
felon: as they could nat perceive the moral dif-
ference bstwist blowing up a barrack at Rome,
and thereby carrying death and mutilation to
bundreds of Papists, and the blowiag down of the
wall of Clerkenwell jail 1o wiich their comradeS
were confined, (hough thereby also hundreds of
mnocent persons were killed and cruelly mutitated
—s0 alse they would not reasonably anticipate
that a heavier sentence of condemnation would be
pronnunced agamnst the second, than aganst the
first. Rossi—so they argued—the Prime Munis-
ter of a Pope was assassinated by Italian patriots,
and the offence was easily condoned in England,
whose Liberals extended to the head of
the party of which the assassio was the tool or
instrument, thewr warmest sympathies : and so
the Fentans fell into the error of supposiag that
like indulgence would be shown to murderers of a
Caoadian politician. Mazzio, Garibawdi, Greco,
and all the blood thirsty mscreants of Europe have
found 10 Eagland men to apologise for them, and
extenuate the'r crimes; and as a very natural
consequence, the crim: of assassination 15 no
longer looked upon 10 Bagland with that same
aversion as it would have been be looked upon,
bad not thepoliiical, and no-Popery prejudices of
Inberal Englishmen prompted them to make
common cause with the assassin revolutionists of
Continental Europe.

Divorce. — The question of establishing
Courts for legalising adultery, under the name of
divorce bas at last come, as sooner or later, it
was sure to come, before our Canadian legisla-
tore, in the shape of a wmotion for the second
reading of a Divorce Bill for the benefitof J. F.
Whiteaves. In the debate which ensued the
Catholic members of the Senate spoke against
the measure ; and 1t was suggested that a special
Court for the purpose of setting aside the law ot
God with regard to Christian marriage should be
established. M. Bureau moved in amendment
that, wn the opwioo of the HHouse, Dirorce a
vinculo matrunsnii destroys the two charac-
ters of umty and ndissolubility, whieh in all
Christian communities, are deemed to be the
essential safeguards of moral and family ties;
but «f course this motion was rejected by a
majinity of 33 1o 18. It g too late now for
Catholies to oppose any barrier to *he deluge of
immorality which the legalising of diverce a
vinculo will scon let loose npon the lapd.

This little incident 15 chielly notewsriby how-
ever, for the confirmation 1t gives to our remrarks
m anotber column, upon the family likeness of
Protestantism io general, to  Spiritualism in
particular ;» in that 1t 1s characteristic of both to
beget lax, very lax mpohwus indeed respecting
marriage and divorce s and in that both deny the
wdissolubility of the first, and assert respecting
marziage of two things ene—Either that the
parties thereunto are oot joined together by
God : or that maa has the right, and the power
to put ssunder those whom G id has jomed to-
gether.

But though 1t is too late +a the day now for
Catliolics to oppose the ove.throw of the system
of Christian marriage in these Colonies, in so far
as 1t 13 given fo man’s law to overthrow it, still
migut they render a service to the cause of mo-
rality by resisting the establishment of Diverce
Courts, which only exaggerate the moral evil.—
If we must have Divorce as an institution, and
this now seems wewitable, it wounld be better
every way, to make it accessible to every one
without the formalities of a trial, and legal pro-
ceedings, the published reports of which only
serve still further to spread tae moral paisen, and
to pander to the depraved tastes of prurient
readers. 1t should suffize therefore to msist only
upon this :—That parties wishing to separate and
to contract fresh sexual uoions be required to
ootify the same before a Justice of the Peace,
or in the Official Gazeite, without assgning
any reasons, or entering upon any detals: and
that the registration of this declared itention of
dissolution of sexual partnership should be suffi-
cieat 1o law to constitute a divorce, and to ex-
onerate both of the parties so uotifying their
intention, from all legal penalties which obsolete
Christian legislation may have imposed upon
bigamy. Tins would mach mmplify proceedings :
it would save the public much expence, and save
them from the publication of many impure and

filthy details: and it also would be in strict log-
cal barmony with the Protestant theory, that
marriage is a civil contract, and nothing more—
and therefore dissoluble by the mutual consent of
the contracting parties. We don’t require Acts
of Parhament, or 3 Special Court, to epable
Messrs, Jones and Smith to dissolve ther pre-
viously existing partoership w the dry good’s
line: why then, if marriage also be but a civil cop-
tract, should not the same means or forms of
process which legally suffice for the dissolution
of a dry good’s partaership, suffice also for the
dissolution of a sexual parinership, if botl are
mere civil contracts ?

Alderc L’Huesier, a cbild of 10 stated that he wag
raturniog from echool with the other boys when Pierre
Dey picked some of the wild pareaip, nte some him-
gelf and gave to the othera, He was ill himsell byt
recavered.

The verdict wag, ' Accidently poisoned. The facts
in all the cases will be much the same—that the
deceased aged 12 years, wa3 returping from the
Friars Free School, in connection with the R. Q
Churct, Richmond street, with eight other boya.

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The work Nowvelles Meditations Pratiques,
by the Rev. P. Bruac Vercrussse, of the Com~
pany of Jesus, has, it seems, been translated, but
very bsdly translated, into Eoglish, and an
edition has appeared from the press of Oade &
Co., Liondon, against which 1t is well that the
Catholic public should be on their guird. W
copy the following ootice from the Revue (-

dienne :—

* An Enoglish edition of an incorrect and matilated
translation has made its appearance in London
{Oade & Oo.) 80 that the genaral plan of the author
is unintelligible, and sgainat which the latter pro-
tests, nud with good reason, snnounacing at the same
time that he bimself i3 about to ®prepare a faithful
translation, conformable in all respecta to the second
Frioch edition, revised, improved, and much pre-
ferable to the first.”

Canada may well be proud of her sons in
Ttaly, and of the laurels which they bave
gathered. On our sixth page they will see that
Mr. Murray—~the nephew of His Lordship the
Bishop of Kingston, has received a heutenant’s
commission as a reward for seven years’ merito-
rious services: and has alco earned the well-
merited honors of Knighthood in the Order of
Pius IX.., of which Order he had previously re-
ceived the Crass, for the victory of Mentana
where Lieutenant Murray was wounded. This
must be specially gratifying to ks relatives, and
many friends in Canada.

' In order that there may be wo further misnnder-
etanding about the mntter, the Pall Mall Gazelfe
once for all gayg out boldly why England will not
gonceds the right of revolt 10 her own people, which
gho approves against other poversnments, more espe-
cially the Papal Goveroment,

support and loyatty. The Continsntnl Governments,
against which we wish to rea evolutio: succeed, and
eapecially the Papal Governmeant, iz the representsa-
tive of falgehood, saperstition scd tyranny’—Pall
Msll Gazelle,

‘T'his, at least, is plain speaking; free from
‘all equivocation and ambigmty ; firm and with
4 certain dignity withal, and 1s doubtless honest.
It has, however, one defect: it is decidedly
Jesuatical, vang that term without any offence
to the splendid body of wen who bave been so
often and so fulsely accused of holdiog the doc~
trice that ¢ the end justifizs the means.” The
destruction of the Papacy 1s an end that, in the
estimation of the Pall Mall Gazette, justihes
every means. Revolution 15 Justifiable when-
ever it 13 agamnst a Catholic sovereign, and es~

pecially if that sovereign be the Vicar of Christ ;
but 15 720t justifiable provided the sovereign be a
good honest Protestant of Church of England
proclinities. T3 1e a consolatory doctrine for
the student of the plulosophy of history. Hence
forth his path is smoothed. Tn ail revolutions
he has only to determioe the religion of the re-
voltee in order to ascertan the justice of the
cause. The Pall Mall Gasette — the talented
exponent of enlightened-pineteenth-century-Pro-
testaat-Eoglish-civilization —may feel conteat to
accept this style of ethics, but it will bardly sa-
tisly the mpartial mad. We are aware that 1t
is by no means a new theory of political
economy. Mahomet put it in practice with a
certamn success many years ago. ‘'Lhe Koran,
peacefully if possible ; at the edge of the sword
if needs be ; but still tbe Koran.

'The rack, the thumbscrew,
the pillory with one ear nailed to the post, hang-
ing, drawing, and quartering, and the lighted pile
at ‘Tyburn were amonast the amiable but no less
forcible arguments of ter burning elequence.
Protestant Tagland’s diabolical code of “ pains
and penalties” 1s only one chapter in the eveot-
ful instory of ¢ The Forrible Propagation of
the Gospel in Foreign Parts.”” It would appear
as though thew teachings still lingered in the Pall
Mali Gazette.

This is a hard doetrine, and somewhat insult-
ing withal ; but 1nsults, like revolution, are doubt-
less aliswable to insulac pride when agaiost
% continental rations, more especially the Papal
Government.” We know not how it is, bat
were we inclined, which we are not, to make so
'sweeping a proposition, we should be somewhat
tempted, looking to Ireland, to invert ils mem-
bers, tnd to epunciate it wice wersa. Tastes
however differ. Tadpoles, locusts, spiders, ser-
pents, the rana bombiza, and rapa taurina, and
rattlesnakes are some only ot the various'tasies
of omniverous man, each findiag its separate ad-
voca'e and champion, and it has always been so.
[Horace’s natron, the refineG Moecenas, delighted
fus friends with the flesh of young asses, whilst
the Romans of Pliny’s time, with the Chinese of
the present, preferred the flavour of well fattened
punpies, Nor are plump and well roasted bats
vaclining daintily on a bed of olives, without
their devotees and admirers, Others there are,
and ever have been, who affect the putrid.—
The Roman “ garum™ and our modern soipe
and woodcock eaters are examples of this pecu-
har taste. Is the Pall Mall Gazette one of
these  latter gourmands? His proposition
has certaily a most rank savor. Is
1t % garam ? or is 1t the woodcocks trail 1’ oris
it rank, stiskiog Elizibethan bigotry ?

In adopting this line of argument 1n an inef-
fectual attempt to escaped from a false position,
the Pall Mall Gazelte does not perhaps perceive
that it has thereby granted unconditional and
plenary absolution to the very Fenians against
whom it 1s arguing. “ Revolution is right agaiast
falsehood, superstition, and tyrenny ;” thisis one
of the' Gacette’s own propositions. Now with-

take an oatho sustain and deferd, even at the cost
of their blood, the rights, prerogatives, and rotegrity
of the Holy See, and that the Sovereign Pontiff him-
gelf cannot allow of any compromise in respect of
this solemn obligation. Now, the speech delivered
last year by the Arebbishop in the Senate on the Ro-
man question coutained certain things which were
judged at Rome, rightly or wroungly, irreooncilable
with the engsgements to which every Cardinal mnst
eubgeribe.

turns its back npoa the suffering ¢rowd, flanked by
two ladies who hang unon each arm, and of whose
gocial position their flanniisg attire apd general
agpect permit no doubt. It ie uofortunate when
thing3 come to this, and when the barrier of rever-
ence i8 endangered alike by the grave reproof of the
legislator and the caricatnrist’s pungent pencil.
