French War Mij;:‘ieter Says
Germany's Hopes of Dis-

sension Are Vain.

PARIS, Aug. 18.—A joint inspection
of parts of the western battle line was
made Monday by Lord Kitchener,
QGreat Britain's secretary of war, and
Alexander Millerand, the French war
minister. They were accompanied
part of the time by Gen, Joffre and
Sir John French, commanders-in-chief
of the French and British armies. The
military leaders paid particular atten-
tion to conditions in the Champagne
and the Woevre,

of the trip, says Lord Kitchener and
M. Millerand were greatly impressed
by the splendid appearance of the
troops and their high morale. Several
conferences were held, but the nature
of them is not disclosed.

After a
year of war the enemy no longer has
illusions of winning. He predicts in-
ternal dissensions among his cnemies,
which he hopes will occur. Already he
is endeavoring to incite neutrals and
places ~ before belligerents veiled
innuendoes of peace,

“Let me assure you France is unit-
ed. People, parliament and govern-
ment never have been more firmly de-
terminel, in close accord with our
heroic and faithful allies, never to lay
dowa our arms until the day arrives
when we shall have attained our goal,
and if the road to Tipperary is long,
the price is sufficiently high to justify
us paying for all the delays, difficul-
t'es and sadnesses along the road, be-
~ause the price is the liberation of the
world.”

Kitchener’s Tribute.

Lord Kitchener, speaking in French,
thanked M. Millerand for his kininess
in extending an invitation to visit the
French front, and sald that after see-
ing the splendid troops of Gen. Joffre
he could understand the French vic-
tories. He closed by declaring that
Great Britain was resolved to make
the greatest possible effort to alid
France:- and to arry the war to a fin-
ish.

On the 18th, after eleven days of
fighting near Kovno, - the enemy
succeeded in seizing the fortifica-
tions on the left bank of the Nje-
men. ' To the west of Jesia,and on
the right bank of the Niemen, we
are holding all the fortifications.”

Opens Way to Vilna.

Grand Duke Nicholas apparently ex-
pected the fall of Kovno, for his armies
are hastening their retirement in Po-
land eastward. They still hold their
own from Kovno to the south of Os-
sowetz, but south of that they are be-
ing pressed from the northeast by
Generals Von Scholtz and Von Gall-
witz and from the west by Archduke
Leopold, who has crossed the Bug River
and is approaching the Brest-Litovsk
and Bialystok rallroad., It is the same
in the south, where Gen, Von Macken-
sen, after many rebuffs, finally has
succeeded in driving the  Muscovites
into their outer positions of the Fort-
ress of Brest-Litovsk.

Danger of Envelopment.

For the first time since he began
his retirement from western Gallcia in
May, Grand Duke Nicholas, in the
opinion of military obseervers, finds
part of his army in serious danger of
envelopment. The military writers
express curiosity as to how he will ex-
tricate it. The Russian commander
continues an orderly retreat, as is evi-
denced by the fact that outside of the
guns taken with the Fortress of Kov-
no or captured in Novo Georgievsk
forts, two more of which have fallen, the
Germans make no claim to the cap-
ture of artillery.

With Kovno in German hands and
another German army across the Bug
south of Brest-Litovsk, a speedy exit,
according to military observers, is the
only safe one for the Russians if they
are to escape before the second set
of plncers(prepared for them are clos-
ed. \

The mayor has proclaimed the city un-
der martial law, and after a survey of
the losses announced that Galveston
wi?lu'ld not call on other communities for
aid.

In Virginia Point, the north end of the
causeway, more than a score ‘are : .

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Good News for Canada

Ottawa has been asked by the im-
perial government to state the pro-
bable quantity of wheat available for
export, and the tonnage required to
move it. From this it is inferred that
Britain is preparing to purchase
the entire quantity, and will furnish
freighters to carry it oversea. This is
the solution of the problem which
the World has strongly pressed
upon the attention of the Domin-
jon Government. -We can only hope
that the plan will be worked out so
as to give the Canadian farmer a fair
price without delay, and to permit a
part of the crop to be deliverel in the
shape of flour. Our millers should
grind at least a portion of the crop, as
war conditions exclude their product
from many-markets.

As we have already said, the crop situ-
ation can only be solved by the impe-
rial government, but our own govern-
ment should help. We believe the
transaction will not necessitate ship-
ping any gold from London, and that
it can be successfully financed by an
issue of natiohal currency.

The Wall Street Journal quotes a
New York banker as saying that Can-
ada could easily float a loan of $500,-
000,000 in New. York. True, he sug-
gests having the loan guaranteed by
the British Government, but in the
same breath declares that the main
security would be the vast natural re-
sources of the Dominion, which will
be unaffected by the war. This means
that Canada can finance her expendi-
tures in the war without adding even
temporarily to the great burdens of
the mother land.

We have already ventured to advise
Hon. Mr. White to go back to New
York for more money, as more money
will be needel. If The Wall Street
Journal he correctly informed, the
latch-string is hanging out for him.

A Choice of Evils

The Montreal Journal of Commerce
quotes with apparent approval from a
writer in The Boston Commercial, who
says that President Wilson will fail
of re-election unless he makes war on
some foreign country or contrives to
have railway freight rates materially
jncreased. The Boston contributor,
whose name is not given, is evidently
a Republican of the most aggressive,
standpat stripe, for he more than in-
timates that prospority has been
blighted in the United States by the
passage of the Underwood Tariff Act.

Yet it must be admitted that the
vear 1915 has not been the big boom
: the United States that was
anticipated. Thaere has been a fever-
ish activity in the manufacture of war
munitions and large exports of food-
stuffs, but capital. altho abundant, has
been extremely timid and many men
willing to work have been unable to
find employment. The country’'s ex-
ports have enormously increased to
‘Enrope. but there has been a marked
decline in exports to-every other part
7 world.
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matters
The United

States is still a debtor nation. There
may be a $1,000,000,000 ccming to that
country from Europe on account of
current purchases, but Europe must
hold something like six billion dollars
of American securities. Yet the Bu-
1opean investor seems reluctant to
part with those securities, perhaps
looking for a shHarp rise in the near
future, while tiere is a strong demand
in the United States that they should
be used to pay for war supplies. In a
recent article in Moody’s Magazine Mr.
W. F. McCaieb, vice-chairman of the
Federal Reserve Bank of Dallas, urges
that payment for war supplies be made
in American securities. He thinks the
value of some government issues
problematical if the war is to continue
indefinitely.

President Wilson is not likely to
bring on a war in order to promote his
'se-election and is even less likely to
enter upon a crusade for higher freight
rates. The railway situation, however,
does present a serious problem, which
in our opinion can only be solved by
nationalization. Raising the rates
only postpones the inevitable blow-
up and no advance granted in the past
has been followed by the promised
prosperity.

A Unique Ceremony

Hon. T. H. Johnson, minister of
public works, set a precedent to-
day when ,exactly at noon, he be-
gan opening tenders for two
separate contracts on a tunnel
between the new court house and
the power house.

This was done in the presence
of a roomful of witnesses, some of
whom were tenderers, but the
majority of whom were merely
interested spectators who had ac-
cepted the invitation to the public
to be present.

It was all over in 20 minutes.
Cotter Bros., Limited, were de-
clarced the successful tenderer for
“piping” at $3970 and J. H. Trem-
blay & Co., Ltd. for “concrete-
laying” at $6356.14. — Winnipeg
Tribune, Aug. 12. Yiive
A few weeks ago The World called

attention to the fact’that the Mani-
toba capitol scandal found its incep-
tion in the way im which the tenders
were juggled. Peter Lyall & Son put
in one tender and a day later Thomas
Kelly & Sons put in another. The
Kelly bid was just a trifle lower Lthan
the Lyall bid, and the charge was made
that the contents of the Lyall tender
had been tipped off to the Kelly firm.
We thereupen called attention to the
vicious practice in Canada of opening
tenders in secrat. ] :

In the departments at Washington
sealed tenders are called for, with the
announcement that they will be open-
ed, at a time and place named, in the
presence of all the tenderers. A similar
practice, we are told, exists in the
United Kingdom. Why has a differ-
ent practice been 8o generally followed
in Canada?

The World article was reprinted and
favorably commented upon by The
Winnipeg Tribune; which joined in the
suggestion that the Norris Govern-
ment might make a name for itself by
opening all tenders in public. The ex-
cerpt from The Tribune quoted above
indicates that good advice is not
wasted upon the Norris Government.

The opening' O’f\ some tenders in
public by Hon. Mr. Johnson in Winni-
peg is hailed as a unique ceremony.
We would be sorry to believe that the
Dominion Government and the other
provincial governments are lagging
behind Manitoba. The pretence that
it would be unfair to the unsuccessful
tenderers to, have their tenders made
pPublic is not one to command respect.
Those who aspire to do Public busi-
ness must be prepared to face publi-
city.

Compliments Manufacturers
on Progress in Making
Munitions of War.

“Canada wil] be'given a preierence
by the British Government in the
manufacture of munitions, providing
the prices are not too far apart from
others,” said D. A. Thomas, the spe-
cial representative of the British Gov:
ernment, who is the purchasing agent
vested with full buying power in Am-
erica. With him are Mrs. Taomas,
Miss Jameson, Gen. R. H. Mahon and

the associate of Mr.
Thomas, and Gen. Bertram of the
Canadian Shells Committee. Arriving
in Toronto_at 8 o'clock yesterday
morning, Mr. Thomas was @given %
welcome by civic officials and was
taken on a drive around the city to
inspect the factories. On Friday he
will be tendered a luncheon at the
Royal Canadian Yacht Club.

Mr. Thomas is styled a ‘Welsa Coal
King I Qreat Britain, and for 23
years occupied a seat in the British
House of Commons, and is said to
kave twice refused a peerage. He was
a survivor of the Lusitania disaster.
His mission to America is to purchase
munitions, to inspect the factories and
to prepare a report to present to the
British Government.

. Will Inspect Factories.

‘While in Toronto he will visit the
factories, but he would. not promise
that he would inspect every plant in
the city where munitions are being
made. In New York he had to see
only principals of firms,and may have
to follow a similar course in this city.
Altho he is not looking for complaints
Mr. Thomas is ready to look into any
grievance which may be advanced.
Giving his impression of Canadian
munition factories, the British repre-
sentative said that this country has
done very well in this branch of in-
dustry,” and that consigering the fact
that there was only one arsenal mak-
ing ammunition in Canada ‘before war
broke out, the manufacturers of this
country had done very well in devel-
oping the industry to the exteat they
have done,

Canada has been treated very fairly
by the British Government, stated Mr.
Thomas, as no less than $230,000,000
in contracts had been placed in this
country. He declined to give the
amount of the contracts placed in the
United States.

Mr. Thomas has a technical expert
with him, who looks after t1at branch
of the work entirely, and Mr. Thomas
himself . is concerned solely with the
business end of the operations. Great
Britain hlad gone into the output of
munitions in earnest and he expected
that within a short time she would be
turning out all that would be needed.
He was confldént that Britain would
be victorious in the struggle, saying
that from a state of unpreparedness
she was advancing by great strides
to a position where she would be able
to remove the menace which threat-
ened her. The policy of President
‘Wilson received a hearty endorsation
from Mr. Thomas. He said that the
actions of the president of the United
States had been judicious thruout.
and that he had acted in a deliberate
and firm manner to guide the Ameri-
can people thru the crisis.

The party will spend several days
in Toronto before visiting other Can-
adian centres. A municipal welcome
will bé tendered when the represen-
tatives visit the city hall before the
conclusion of their visit.
