writer who had struggled successiully
over a path rougher than mine.

My first literary efforts were toward
Pplay-writing. I had just . fimished
reading ‘“‘Sappho” and determined to
dramatize it for the exercise it would
aftord. me. Since thén 1 have written
much, but I still consider that the most
lucrative bit of work I have ever done.
When discouragement. comes and suc-
cess seems most distant, when a little
Jinx whi‘vers in.my ear: *It's no use
trying; you're making no progress;

My second effort was also. toward
dramatization.

When it was finigh-
ed to my exacting satisfaction, I wrote
requesting the aunthor's
make the dramatization. You see I
wished to make sure of my abllity be-
fore 1 asked’ permission to make the
attempt; no failure for'this young Bel-
asco! In a few days I received & note
regretting that the dramatization had
already been made. Two months of
hard writing and rewriting and no
monetary compensation; but the exer-
cise and education acquired was of far
more ' actual value to me than any
amount of money ‘could. have been—
and 1 needed the roney too!

After that I scribbled
studied and read of other
failures: for mnearly a . year
One day I found an account of Sir
Conan Doyle’s long, hard fight for suc-
cess; of his years of unremitting toil
for practically no finanecial reward.

Tho arriving in good quantities at the
Toronto Fruit Market, Canadian
peaches do not as yet show very good
quality, and they are not commanding
a very high price. There are still
plenty of the imported kinds on sale.
Despatches from New Jersey state that
the peach crop in that state was seri-
ously injured this year by the d:scases
known among fruit men as “little
peach” and ‘“peach rosette/” but this
condition is not expected to have much

effact on the Toronto market, inasmuch
a3 the majority o } the peaches shipped
to Toronto from’the States arg from
Texas, Arkansas and California;

California fruit prices remain steady,
tho it is expected that ‘they will fall
considerably when rompetition fiom
Ontario farms becomes more rerious.

POTPOURRI JAR

Gather rose petals when the dew has
been dried off by the morning sun and
pack them in layers in a glass jar. The
layers should be two inches deep and
two tablespoonfuls of fine salt should
be sprinkled over each layer.

Continue this until the jar is full,
adding fresh’petals as you gather them
day by day, if you have not. enough
at first, salting each stratum. Keep
the jar in a cool, dark piace and cov-
ered closely. The jar filled, do not
open it for a week. Then turn out the
salted petals upon &:broad platter and
toss and pick apart the matted mass
until the leaves are disintegrated.

Have ready mixed ‘this seasoning:
Violet powder, half an ounce; orris
root, one ounce; rose powder, half an
ounce; hellotrope powder,
ounce; powdered mace, half a teaspoon-
ful; cinnamon, a quarter teaspoonful;
cloves, one half teaspoonful; oil of
roses, four drops; oll of chiris, 10 drops;
oll of melissne, 10 drops; oil of eucalyp-

cohol, two drams.

Incorporate the salted petals thoroly
with this mixture, pdck in a clean
“rose jar,”” and set away to ripen.and
sweeten. It will be ready for use in a
fortnight and keep fragrant for years.

MEAT LOAF.

Ground beef and veal with a little
suet or bacon if nicely seasoned and
mixed with bread crumbs, a little
thyme and parsley and a beaten €égg
may be made into a very tasty loaf.
A smooth tomato gravy adds greatly
to the loaf when it'is to be served hot.
Pour over the loaf upon the platter
and garnish with parsley.

LUNCH ROLLS.

One quart of flour, one-half cake of
compressed yeast, one teaspoonful of
sugar, one tablespoonful of butter—
softened—and one teaspoonful of salt.
First, place one pint of the sifted flour
in a bread pan and pour over it one
pint of hoililng water; stir in the but-
ter, saltiand sugar. When cool, add
the yeast, dissolved ih one-half cup-
ful of lukewarm water, and the re-
maining flour. Set to rise overnight.
In the morning knead and roll out
about one and one-half inches thick;
cut with round or oblong cutter; let
it get light; then bake 25 minutes in
a moderate oven. These are always
successful if boiling water is used, and
are sweet, delicious and light.

ANTI-MOSQUITO WORK IN ANTI-
PODES,

While Essex County  is wrestling
with the mosquito problem, expending
a goodly appropriation of public funds
1n the active work of extermination, on
the other side of the world work of a
similar kind, to the same end by mezth-

ods practically identical,iis going on.

The (Japanese have &ch;eved marked |
results in ridding Corea :of the pests.
in China the mosquito warfare.is be-
ing carried on, apparently by methods
not different from those with which
Essex County residents have becomé
fa.milxa.r

In Shanghal'a campaign of publicity
of\the typical American, kind is being
pursued, as is evidenced by a recent
copy of The North China Herald, a
Shanghai publication printed in Eng-
lish. Ower the signature of Arthu
Stanley, health' officer, appear a nuni-
ber of rules for the extermination of
mosquitoes, under the caption, “Mos-
quito Notice.”

‘““No stagnant water—no
toes” reads the heading,
lu“eJ by the statement that ‘“‘mos-
Iquitoos carry malaria and other dis-
eases. Declaring that -mosquitoes
| cannot multiply except 'in
water the health officer adviseg that
“where stagnant water cannot be
abolicshed, the use of kerosene sprink-
led on the surface so as to form a film,
will® killk mosquito ‘wrigglers,’ as it
prevents their” breathing when they
come to the surface.”” This is identie
cally the same treatment that is given
stagnant water under the Essex

mosqui-

(water jars), water plants,-flower pots,
salcers or other vessels 'of water
which cannot be dispensed with should
| be emptied or.sprinkled with kerosene
i once a week, while ‘gardener’s kongs,’

{ should be done away with, water be- |
| Ing taken directly from the tap, if pos-
lﬂihle; otherwise, the kongs, ete., should
ibe olled once a week or kept securely
| covered.” .
Explicit advice regarding all sorts of
water receptacles is given in the ar-
ticle, which
kennels, chicken .coops, ete., should be
regularly empticd out, drains and rain
water roof channels should be kept in
good repair, gully traps that are no*
frequently flushed should e ofled”
weekly and places where water accu-
mulates should he drained or filied in.
The usefulness of fish as mosquito
exterminators ‘is evidently as fully re-
alized in China as in New Jersey, as
there is an admonition that ornamental
ponds may be kept free of mosquitoes
by small"fish. - A weekly inspection
of house and surroundings is urged
and there is a closing admonition that
“a*small, unheeded pot of water will
suffice to breed sufficient mosquitoes
to irritate a whole neighlserhood.”
