It is their
intention to visit evefy hotel in the
city, So far they have dropped in upon
the majority ang their_ conclusions, as
relateq to a World reporter, thru a
most reliable authority, last night will
cayse many of them to forget for awhile
the tension of high license and miake
them hustle around to take good advice
if they want to continue in business

Found Some Nasty Places.

So far the commissioners’ carriage has
called-at all the hotels in the northern
section and as far down Yonge-street
as Shuter. They have also taken in the
eastern section and corroborate the ar-
ticle which recently appeared in The
World .as to the unsanitary condition
of more than one of the alleged hotels
in the district embracing St. Lawrence
Market. In fact, it has been suggested
that the disclosures in that district led

specific cases are to be named in other
places, the commissioners have found
some resorts where a change is neces-
sary, and any change' that could  be
made would be an improvement, - It
would be unfair to apply this generally,
but the comiplaint -discovered is suffi-
cient to strengthen the idea of the com-
missioners to see every place in Toronto
where there is.an hotel license, and de-
cide as to its desirability. ]
Too Much Accommodation.

York Life, Mutual of New York, Mu-
tral Reserve of New York.and Se-
curity Mutual of Binghamton—the
four purely mutual life insurance com-
panies incorporated under the laws cf
this state. Itdoes not affect the Equit:
able Life Assurance Society, which is
a -stock company.

In approving . the bill, Giv. Higgins
filed- a memorandum in which, “after
Summarizing the provisions of.the bill,
he says: NS

; Few Have Been Loyal.

*“The bill is a useful one. It takes
the control of certain companies frora
the present boards of directors, mem-
bers of which have been discredized
‘by the poor account given of their
stewardship to the investigating com-
mittee. Some:wers careless,  som= sel-
fish, and few proved so loyal to th:
irierests of policyholders ag to justily
- their being continueq in office, except
. by the exercise of the enlightensd
franchises of such policyholders.

“On the other hand. the policyhold-
ers must now act with calmness and
intelligence, lest’ their:- last coundition
be worse than their first;- lest under
the new regime ah anxious and hun-
gry horde of adventurers, of self-
guaranteeq integrity, obtain, by loud
assurances of good will, the misplacad
confidence of those who blindly seek
refuge from existing evils.

Beware of Proxies.

“The bill provides that no proxy ex-
€cuteg prior to Sept. 15, 1906, shail be
valid. Each spolicyholder affected by
tLbis act should think carefully. and
-engquire. cautiously - into- the motives
of "those who solicit his vote, befnce
giving his proxy. Organization is in-
evitable. but the control of the com-
ranies shoulg pass to wise and con-
servative financiers, and not to ener-
gctic ang plausible promoters.”

MOROCCO AND THE POWERS,

Now that the long-drawn-out tension
of the Morocco conference has been re-
laxed, Buropean nations will proceed to
the interesting business of striking a
political balance sheet. History shows
that this process carried out before the
efflux of time hag set the results in their
proper perspective is never quite accur-
ate, and not infrequently wholly wrong,
Nevertheless even a mistaken view,
when it is generally held,itself producey
an independent effect upon the course
of Buropean diplomacy, and often pro-
. foundly modifies national policies. Pro-
vidence without doubt ultimately shapes
their ends, but even_while men are
rough-hewing them ana know it ig all
that can be done, human nature cannot
resist the témptation to articipate the
final verdict of succeeding generations.

Conference as a rule spells compro-
mise, and the Morocco gathering is no
exception. . Engineereg with difficulty
.and accompanied by more of the cus-
tomary elements of difficulty and dan-
&Zér than has béén’ the case for some

S Eﬁn“ past, its deliberations were awajted

th considerable mistrust and uneasi-
ness. This, it scarce need be said, was
due to that uncertain quantity, the frue
objective of the German emperor. - if,
as seemis to be generally accepted, his
action was really ingpired by a determi-
nation to sow the &( of strife between
the United Kingdom and the French
republic, and thug destroy the growing
entente cordiale, failure has dogged his
steps remorselessly. Versatile as the
Kkaiser is, and clever and astute as are
his plans, he has apparently failed to
grasp the fundamental fact that the
rapprochement between Britain and
France was not an artificial product,
but & movement essentially popular in
character. The process towards a bet-
ter understanding really commenced
with the Crimean War, a huge mis-
take no doubt in one sense, and prompt-
‘ed by the Third Napoleon for personal
and dynastic reasons, but, as an in-
cidental benefit, introducing the ancient
enemies to each other in the new and
strange part of friends and allies,

During the last half century Anglo-
French relations suffereq from a con-
tinual ebb and flow, but the nations
were insensibly being led to a clearer
appreciation of their respective. tem-
peraments and qualities. To this the
Germans themselves materially con-
tributed, not only by the general tenor
of. their foreign policy, but by . their
own truculence .and lack of suavity.

’ F'rance, on the other hand, by the calm

heréism with which, under the republi-
can regime, she took up the burdens en-
tailed by the war of 1870, gained an
addeg measure of respect and admira-
tion. The Fashoda - crisis, however,
again intervened to cause a recrudes-
cence of the antique prejudices, and its
issue’ humiliated and irritated the
French government and people. Ger-
many might have profited by it had
the kaiser taken advantage of his oppor-
tunity, but his open encouragement of
the Transvaal and the campaigp of
slander and calumny which prevajled
in Germany during the Boer War ef-
fectually alienated British public opin-
ion. Then came the psychologic me-
ment, seized by King Bdward with
happy instinct, and leading up to the
Arbitration Treaty and the subsequent
agreement out of which the Moroceo
embroglio developed.

What then hag Germany gained by
the conference? It may be said in broad
terms to be the enforcement by interna-
tional agreement of the obligation vol-
untarily given by France to maintain
the principle of the open door in Mo-
rocco, and equality of treatment for
all trading nations. France, on the
other hand, has had her preponderat-
ing influence acknowledged, and. has
Succeeded in excluding the claim of Ger-
many to direct interference in Moroc-
can affairs, and to the use of any Atlan-
tic port for naval purposes. A greater
set-back still to Germanhy . is the
strengthening of the Anglo-French
friendship which hag resulted, ang the

Those who object on economic grounds
to the encouragement of child emigra:
tion from PEritain to Canada-will find
food for thought in a report recently
issued from Mr. Fegan's homes in
Southwark-street, London. Since 1889
the young emigrants sent out by the
management have been  contributing
voluntarily from their savings as a
“New  Year’s thank offering” towards
the support of the old homes. In that
Year the amount forwarded was 3540,
while in 1895 it had risen to $1470; in
1902 it was $1540; last year $3150 and
this year it reached the record lgure
of $3805. In all, the grateful ‘‘old boys¥
have remitted $25,516 ang 308 of these
have repaid the $560 expended on their
emigration In order that other boys
may be givén a similar chance in life.

Facts like these are both touching
and encouraging and outWweigh a whole
theatre of theoretical object’ons, When
conducted with care and diserimina-
tion and operated under proper super-
vision, immigration of thig king is to
be welcomed. That it can be made
successful is evident from the excel-
lent showing made by the boys of the
Southwark homes. It is not easy to
estimate what a chance im life thus
given really means, not merely dirsctly
to the young, who are senf to a lew
country with all its wealth of possibili-
ties and opportunities, but indirectly to
the country itself.

It has issued a circular’
containing the names of its members--a
list the company of which any scholar
might be proud to seek—and stating;
the case for simpler orthography with
admirable moderation and force.

There also come some rules for re-;

ducing the size of words with common'
endings, and a catalog of about three!
hundred words in their long and short-
ened forms, with which the board re-
commends its well-wishers to start their
operations in support of a cheaperl
language, Included in this list are many |
concerning whi¢h the briefer spelling
has for a long time been practised in
this paper,

The crusade—gentle, inoffensive, rea-
sonable—has a plan of campaign to ex-
tend over many years. It will become
more popular the more it is seen that
simpler spelling will save time and
money to every user of the English
langunge—veritably a cheapening of!
production. Hefe is a paragraph which
indicates the scope and cogency of “a
first step” :

“Apart from its relation to the
foreigner, our intricate and disor-
dered spelling also places a direct
burden upon every native user of
English. It wastes a large part of
the time and effort given to the in-
structlon of our children, keeping
them, for example, from one to two
years behind the school children of
Germany, and condemnipg many of
them to alleged ‘illiteracy” all their
days. Moreover, the printing, type-
writing and handwriting of the use- .
less letters which our spelling pre-
scribes, and upon which its difficulty
chiefly rests, waste every year ‘mil-
lions of dollars, ang time. ang ef-
fort worth millions more. .

“If them, as is certain, the rea-
sonable and gradua] simplification
of our spelling Wwill ‘aid the spread
of English, with the attendant ad-
vancement of commerce, or demo-
eratic ideals, and of intellectual and
Dolitical freedom; will economize
the time of our schooj children and
make their work more efficient; ang
will aid greatly in the cheapening

For, whereas the doctor may
err in diagnosis, and the patient still
be none the worse, the dispenser may,
by a’ blunder; due to ignorance or in-
attention, convert the most trivial ail-
ment into a fatality. It is worth a
great deal to the pubiic to be satis-
fled that the men in drug stores are
thoroly competent to handle poisons,
and are of the highest order of native
intelligence. :

The supporters of the pharmacy bill
attack a liberty under the existing
law which, they allege, has deteriorateq
into reprehensible license, An unquali-
fied man may not keep a drug store,
and may not hand out instruments of
death indiscriminate]y. Nor may He
haVe control over qualifieq .chemists.
But if he associates g few other equal-
ly incompetent people with him, and
they form themselves into a company
he can engage inthe drug business and
control skilled chemists and exploit a
field of scientific gttainment in which
he has no right to browse.

The -bill as it stands would prevent
any unqualified man being a director
of a drug-selling company. The pro-
hibition is crudely put. Tt is held to be
necessary because; for exampie, there
might, under any other restriction, be
five qualified directors and one un-
qualified, but the unqualified director
may have all the capital in the concern
and be a dictator, ‘s

Eere, surely, is an opportunity for
a compromise. The public expects to
be protected from unqualified men, and
to be assyred, thru legislative agency,
that its confidence is being placed in
competent individual=. Two safeguards

.might be provideg which have never

yet been tried. Each drug’ store
might be compelled to exhibit prom-
inently a notice to the effect that oniy
qualified persons are permitted in it
to dispense medicines or sel] prepara-
tions containing any poisonous matter,
and every prescription dispensed shoulg
be countersigned by the dispenser,
80 that responsibility will be as clear-
ly defined as the English language. can
make it.

But six oppositionists and 26 govern-
ment members were in their seats in
the legislature yesterday. It was an
extremely dull session, enlivened only

by some talk on the auto, arising out |

of Mr. Sutherland’s bill. ‘
Just before adjournment Mr. Ross

inquired as to the program for to-
day. The premier said there were sev-
eral government measures to be taken
up:» and the budget debate would be
advanced a stage.

Mr. Ross observed that his colleague
from Monck (Harcourt) would not re-
turn till Wednesday, and the premier
then said the debate would go over.

Mr. Whitney intimated that :there
would be business enough to keep the
house in session several weeks yet.

Fishery Overseers.

Mr. Ross was informed by 'Hon, Dr.
Reaume that 85 fishery overseers had
been dismissed since Feb. 7, 1904, and
that 139 new appointments had been
made, 15 of ‘these without salary. Two
game wardens had been dismissed, and
there had been four new appointments,
two to replace the men dismissed and
one each for Nipissing and Algoma.

Routine Work.

Five private bills were advanced
thru the committee stage, and J. J.
Pieston’s bill respecting the Town of
Port Hope was given its second read-
ing. Mr. Eilber’s bill respecting county
houses of refuge was put thru the
committee stage without amendment.

When Mr. Pratt’s bill to Tregulate
proprietary and patent medicines came
up for its second reading the premier
said it was out of order for a private
member to introduce a bill of that
-

Mr. Clarke (Bruce) moved the second
reading of his bill respecting the ap-
pointment and powers of trustees of
certain burying grounds. The bill gives
trustees the same powers as are en-
joyed by trustees under the Cemeter-
ies Act.

Natural Gas Wells.

Mr. Kohler asked for a second read-
ing for his bill respecting natural gas
wells, the object being to prevent dam-
age to property by the boring of
wells.

The premier thought the bill was a
decided encouragement to _litigation.
He did not wish the mover to withdraw
his bill, but wanted some change. He
could not see the merits of the bill.

Mr. Kohler observed that the sinking
of wells very often drains a farmer’s
well, and in such a case the farmer
should be reimbursed.

Then Hon. Mr. Hanna offered the
experience of ‘the Petrolea oil field:
It was very often the case that a man
sinking an oil well drew the oil from
his neighbor. @

Again the Aute.

Motor legislation'wag again discusszad
on Mr.; Sutherland’s bill eéoming up
for its'second reading. Mr, Sutherland
explained his bill, 2 summary of which
has already been given. The South
Oxford man admitted that the auto
had come to stay, and it would not be
wise to forbid its use; but the laws of
Ontario in this respect were altogether
too lax.

Mr. Hoyle voiced the feeling in the
country districts against the auto.

It would be impossible to stop the
automobile, said Mr. Whitney with the
authority of a man who had got in
front of one. But they might improve
the law; there were defects, no doubt,
to be removed. He opposed the clause
which provides that one-half the fines
imposed should go to the informer.
The effect of that would be strictly
immoral. It would,also,he thought, be
useless to demand the name of the
driver of a. - vehicle. A majority of
those breaking the law and causing
accidents were Americans, and even
if they gave their names they would
be out of the country before anything
could be done. The premier also point-
ed out that it would be wrong to allow
municipalities to designate certain
roads for the use of autos. He show-
ed how a driver of a motor vehicle who
wished to pass into another munici-
pality would be submitted .to endless
vexation if the law passed.

Hon. Dr. Willoughby, who drives a
good horse, said the motorists were
driving the horsemen off the good roads
to the by-roads. Usually a man who
owned an automobile had more money
than brains, and would have to be
taught a lesson. .

Rights of Municipalities.
~_Mr. Little complained that the lé"gis-
lature hag taken the right to control
the highways from the municipalities.
He would have automobilists restrained
from using the roads after sundown,
because of the fright caused to horses
by the blinding flashlights, Those who
were using autos at the present time
were sports, and they were ‘“rushing
pell-mell all over the country.”

Mr. McNaught upheld the right of
the autoist as of any other British
subject to use the highways. Because
a few eranks hit up a,speed of 30 or 40
miles an pour was no reason why the
others should be restricted.

Mr. Preston (Brant) feared that if
the present réstrictions were of no use,
it would be futile to make any more.
He agreed with the premier that the
giving of municipal councils power to
prescribe the roads to be used was
one of the most objectionable features.
Eie believed that making it compulsory
for autoists te' give their names after
an accident, and the licensing of
chauffeurs, were steps in the right di-
rection. :

Mr.. Reed was against any drastic
changes. He thought the present laws
might be more thoroly enforced.

Withdraws One Clause.

Mr. Sutherland consented to with-
draw the clause of his bill fixing the
amount of fine, and what portion there-
of should go to the municipality. He
expressed a hope that whatever
changes might be made the municipaii=-
ties would be given power to regulate
the speed and determine what roads
should be used.

The bill was sent on to the munici-
pal committee.
